“I might say,’ ‘continued Mr. O’Don-
oghue, “that the success of' the issue
from a public standpeint—and the pub-
lic .do not know Wwhat a ticklish ques-
tion ' it was—is largely due to the ef-
fofts of the chairman, Prof. Shortt, and
the reasonableness of Mr. Nesbitt.”

The sittings of the board commenced
on Friday, Sept. 27, and concluded
yesterday at 4 'o'clock, when the award
was signed by the members.
What Men Get.

Speaking of .the award Prof. Shortt
said: ’

The board eliminated all but three
articles in the rules, and decided that
all employes, assigned by proper au-
thority for railway or telegraph ser-
vice, including despatchers, and also
station agents, incorporated  in , the
company’s schedule of wages, wil
considered telegraphers within he
meaning of this schedule, which wh;
virtually the situation as it existed
before. . ;
The company wished to exclude de-
spatchers and station agents from the
operation of “this rule, and - wished
these persons to remain in, and also
to include’ telephone operators, where
the "telephone was used in the moving
of trains,

Both desired to finclude  linemen.
This was one of the chief items in dis-
pute, as many of the other articles
turned uwpon its application.

Another point which caused consid-
erable difficulty was the clause provid-
ing that telegraphers will not be re-
quired to teach telegraphy,‘nor to ad-
mit students, not members ofythe sta-
tion staff, to their cffices.

The company wished to have the
gecond part, if not the whole of the
clause, eliminated, but the board de-
cided in favor of the men.

Extra Duties.

The clause requiring men to work
at washouts, wrecks, etc., was dis-
cussed at length, and it was decided
that telegraphers needed in this way
should in inclement weather be pro-
vided with shelter and paid their
hecessary expenses for the time they
were away from home.

The men wanted to be exempt from
attending switches, ete., but the award
decides that it would be unreasonable
to insist that the company keep two
men at a small station for such a
purpose. . In certain cases, however,
the men are to he paid extra.

The award allows a man who
thinks that he is overworked- to lay
a complaint which is to be immediate-
ly investigated, and if he needs as-
sistance or relief he will get 1it.

Extra Hours.

XFurther, any portion of an hour i3
to count as a full hour, and a mini-
mum compensation of 25 cents will be
given for each call. So that no manr
will get less than.25 cents, whether
he gives a whole hour's work or part
of. an hour. And telegraphers at-
tending to switches, semaphores, etc.,
will receive from $4 to $10 a month
extra.

His subject was ‘““The Yellow
Peril.”

He began by disagreeing with Hamar
Greenwood, M.P., in distinguishing, as
he had done, between the Japs and the
€hinese. Indeed, the danger would
come from the 400,000,000 Chinese. They
had an ancient civilization when Great
Britain was a wilderness.

Dr. Eby was satisfied that China and
Japan could ‘put an army of 10,000,000
in the field. and could overrun Europe
and America.

“Why should they do this?” it might
be asked. He would say, in reply, that

—the Asiatics knew ¢he whites only thru
acts of cruelty, injustice and oppression.
They looked upon them with hatred and
contempt, and not without reason they
called them ‘‘foreign devils.”

Europeans were known to them as
pirates, buccaneers and slavers, who had
brcught endless woe upon the people of
Ckina by forcing upon them the infam-
ous opium traffic. Asiatics who emi-
grated to the western world found them-
sclves subjected to insult, outrage and
abuse.' Was it not natural for them
to be plotting vengeance? :

Need Asiatics.

AffeP\reviewing the history of the past
century\thé speaker pointed out that
British Célumbia, in his opinion, could
be developed only by the labor of Asi-
atics. /To exclude them would be to pre-
cipitate the all but  inevitable world-
struggle which might result in making
the white race the subject race.It was the
part of prudence not to irritate China
or Japan. We should rather strain
every effort to win their esteem and
Postpone what appears to bg\ an. irre-
Pressible conflict.
