A Steadier Feeling on Reports of a
Slight Rise in Liverpool.

ABit of a Drop in Manitobs, but the
Price s Still Above an Export Basis—

‘Winnipeg, Oct. 26.—(Special.)—Wheat
prices throughout Manitoba have de-
clined slightly, but are still above an
export basis fully five cents. Prices in
this country will not get any lower,
howeéver, because now the rival mill-
ing concerns are forced to keep them
up. These milling companies have
now got on their hands a lot of high-
priced wheat. If they should let the
price drop, it would follow, of course,
that the price of flour would d@rop too-
Then, with flour at a cheap price,

the milling companies would be grind-
ing their high-price wheat at a big
less. So the Manitoba farmer is hap-
py. for he is quite safe in holding his
wheat if he desires. He cannot lose
by holding, and might gain largely if

DON'T KNOW WHERE THEY STAND.

Bat the Trude Believe That Finally Prices
Wiil be Better.

London, Oct. 26—In an interview
with a representative of the United
Associated Presses to-day, Robert
Rim, a member of one of the leading
houses doing business as brokers in
Baltic wheat on the Grain Exchange,.
said: “The fall of half a crown
California wheat in Liverpool has dis-
organized the market, and we do not
know exactly where we stand. Until
we receive some of the arrivals of
wheat which are now due from Cali-
fornia, thus fixing actual values, the
markets must be uncertain. The trade
has come to the conclusion that there
is going to be a different level from
what they are accustomed to and bet-
ter prices. I do not think we shall
ever return to the old level. At pre-
sent we can take every bit of Cali-
fornia wheat we can possibly get, and
I expect an immediate rise of another
shilling. It is not likely that the mar-
ket will be overcrowded for the next
six months. Then the new crops will
be comihg in. During the interval
California and River Platte wheats
will be- chiefly relied upon,
are . discouraging reports concerning
the Russian and Australian crops.
The River Platte prospects are good,
but those dealers are holding prices
very stiff. The California holders are
not pressing sellers, but it is the re-
sellers that are knocking down the
markets.”

At Chicago.

Chieago, Oct. 26.—The wheat market
kept speculators guessing to-day, and
at the close they were apparently as
far from a solution as at the start,
although prices rested at a gain from
Saturday. The cables from Liverpool
at the opening were 1-2d higher, that
information tending to encourage buy-
ers a little, but the closing advices
were lower. Quick changes in price
were constantly taking place and the
tone veered from strong to weak and
vice versa without any apparent mo-
tive. The routine news incident to
the session was, generally speaking, of
a character to disappoint advocates of
higher values, but the burning of an
eleyator in the northern part of the
city, by which 1,200,000 bushels of
wheat was destroyed, gave the mar-
ket an upward inclination at the close.
Closing continental cables were all
lower. December wheat opened from
69 7-8¢ to 70 1-4c, sold between 71 1-8c
and 69 1-4c, closing at 70 3-4c to 70 7-8c,
lc to 1 1-8¢ higher than Saturday.
Cash wheat was firm and lc higher.

RUPERT GARLAND'S DEATH.

Fathom the Affair—Who is the
Mysterions Woman ?

Yesterday afternoon, at the Morgue,
Coroner Young commenced his enquiry in-
to the cause of the death of Rupert Gar-
land, who was found dead in his room at
124 Dalbousie-street. The first witness,
Thomas Houlgrave, 51 Elizabeth-street,
who knew the deceased for 30 years, was
the last to see him alive. He called at
Garland’s room about 4 o'clock Friday af-

‘| ternoon and found him lying in bed. He

seemed to be in good health, but had evi-

dently partaken of a few drinks. As he was
leaving the room, he saw a woman hiding
behind a door. He thought she was a wo-
man of bad repute and ordered her away.
She told him to mind his own business, and
he left. He told Wuue, son of the de-
ceased,  that there was a ,womagxe in his
father’s room and that he had better go
over there. '

Detective Harrison described the position
of the body and the state of the room. He
noticed a few blood stains on the clothes,
which he thought had come from the nose.
The feet of the deceased were against the
door leading into the husil. Some wearing
apparei was placed against the door and a
bundle of bed clothes were lying about
three feet fromm the head of the body.

. Willie Garland, the 15-year-old son of the

deceased, ‘was told by Mr. Houlgrave that
there was a2 woman in his father’s room.
He went over at 7 o'clock in the evening
and found the Dalhousie-street door locked.
He gained entrance by the Church-street
front, went upstairs and saw his father ly-
ing in the hall-way. Notified his brother
and they found the body as described by
Mr. Harrison.

Mrs. Margaret Sampson testified that she
paid the d d $4 on Thursday evening.

The inquest was adjourned until Wednes-
day evening, when it is expected that the
mysterious woman ‘‘Lizzie,” who has a
Police Court record, will be found, also
that another witness will testify that he
saw a woman in the room about 6.30 p.m.

| THE PRESIDENTIAL ELECTION.

f

I Will be Held Under New Conditioms,
and the Result Will No¢ be Kuown
} for 24 or 48 Hours After Polling.

Washington, Oct. 26.—The coming
Presidenual election will be heid un-,
der conditions which have never be-
fore prevailed, and which will render
the omicial count a matter of difficulty
and unusual delay.

Since the last Presidential contest
almost every Stat had
then adopted the
system bas by State enactment pre-
scribed some form of secret blanket
ballot, either based on the Australian
plan or ciosely resembling it., The
only exceptions are Georgia, Louisiana,
North Carolina and South Carolina.
In the first three States named the
old open- ballot systéem prevails and
the election machinery is in the hands
of the State authorities. In South
Carolina there is what is called a ‘re-
form ballot,” the avowed purpose of
which is to restrict the votes of il-
literate negroes. In nearly all the
other States blanket ballots will be
cast, and in many of them the count
will be complicated by the fact that
State, legislative and county momina-
tions are printed on the same ballot
with the names of Presidential elec-
tors. Connecticut - has an' envelope
system and New Jersey prints each
party ticket upon a separate ballot.
Should the election be in any way
close, it is, therefore, quite possible
that it may be 24 hours, or even 48
hours, after the polls close before the
result is known with absolute cer-
tainty. In States like Nebraska for
instance, where, according to conser-
vative opinion, there may not be a
margin of 5000 votes either way, it
will be impossible to arrive at a cor-
rect judgment until all the back coun-
ties are heard from. The polls in the
cities close at 4 p.m., but in the coun-
try districts keep open until 6 p.m., and
with a Governor, a. lepislature and
county officers to elect, all on one bal-
lot, it will take at least six hours to
, complete the count.

New York, Oct. 26.—The last week
of the political campaign finds the
Democratic and Republican party
Inanagers very busy. There were a
| large number of callers to-day at Re-
publican headquarters. Committee~
man Joseph H. Manley said to a re-
presentative of the United Associated
Presses: “We enter upon the last week
with more confldence and more ardor
than ever. We are certain of winning,
and the only question is how large
McKinley’s majority wili be.”

Chairman James C. Truman of the
Democratic State Executive Commit-
tee, who was called on subsequently
by the reporter, was equally as sure
that Bryan would carry New York
State by a substantial plurality.

ACCIDENTS TO WHEELMEN.

There are many persons who are pointing
out to their cyecling friends the numerous
accidents which. occurred during the sum-
mer to wheelmen and wheelwomen, and
they try to make the point that wheelin;
is a dangerous pastime. The proportion o
accidents to the number of persons engaged
in the pastime of wheeling is no greater
this year than in years past ; in fact, it 1s
not so great. In former years the bicycle
was not so popular as it is at present, and
every little minor aceldent which occurred
then was not chronicled, as 18 now the case.
Wheeling is not a dangerou# pastime, and
risk of personal injury m riding a wheel
is not as great as in nearly every other
sport. Those who use a little precaution
nced have no fear of accidents ' Of course,
the most careful will some time have a
mishap, but the majority ‘of accidents occur
to rsons who may be called ‘“happy-go-
lucky,” and who, having “eyes see not, and
ears hear not.” It is the scorcher, the jay
that wheels on the wrong side of the street
and the careless and haphazard cyclers who
most meet with accidents. There is a say-
ing : :,Leann to ride first, and then get a
wheel.” A ‘more appropriate bit of advice
would bé: ‘““Get a copy of the rules of
the road and the ordinances relative to
them, learn them, and then fearn to ride
and get a wheel.” The trouble with most
wheelmen is that few know how to man-
age their wheels In cases of emergencles,
and very few know the rutes of the road,
and to this may be attributed nine-tenths
of the accidents.

committee that, with a view to the pro-
duction of Mendelssohn’s oratorio on a
more elaborate and expensive seale than
what was formerly intended, the ar-
rangements for the same have been trans-
ferred to the management of the Massey
Muvsic Hall, who have secured for the
purpose the services of the following so-
loists: Mme. Emma Juch, soprano; Mrs.
Vanderveer Green, contralto; Mr. Evan
Willlams, tenor, and Mr. Arthur Beres-
ford, baritone.
Symphony Orchestra have also been en-
gaged to play all the orchestral’ part.

The Town’s Bank Account Handed Over to
Mol Police € 1ssd rs Meet—

The Campaign.

Toronto Junction, Oct. 26.—The Town
Council met to-night and decided to
transfer the town bank account from
the Bank of Commerce to the Molsons
Bank. This was done on a motion by
Councillor Rice, who pointed out that
the town owed the Molsons Bank
$115,000, whereas they only owed the
Bank of Commerce $10,000. In addi-
tion to this, when the controversy with
the bondholders manifested itself, the
Molsons Bank were the first to reply
favorably to the town’s propositions
and had used their influence among
other bondholders. The Molsons had
also been of benefit to the town! when
they sold at a sacrifice the Barnum
Iron Works, which they then owned,
to the H. A. Lozier Company, now
!one of the flourishing factories of the
 Junction. The Molsons Bank are also
large ratepayers, owning considerable
property in the town. The debt to the
Bank of Commerce is well secured,
and on these grounds the council de-
cided to transfer the account.

Councillor Laughton presided over
the meeting, the mayor being at a
meeting of the Police Commissioners.

The Police Commissioners met last
night and discussed the Graham case.

ecautious attitude, and have apparent-
hy not laid in stocks with any free-
'dom, for, while generally believing
that the success. of Mr. McKinley Is
practically assured, they recognize
that the results of Bryan's election
.on the other hand would have such
| disastrous effects on the markets as
to make the risk of large purchases
too heavy a one to be lightly entered
into. Large respectable firms are,
- therefore, advising their clients not to
| operate in Americans until after the
!e-l.ectlon. It is better, they contend, to
' miss the market by a few dollars than

to be loaded with American stocks
before a sound money victory is real-
1y secured.
. " Another class of a more pessimistic
kind appear likely to thold their hands
‘even until it 18 seen how a McKinley
|vietory will be taken. This class
| fears that there may be social disturb-
ances in the west following Mr. Mec-
Kinley's election. Thus the attitude
here this week s one of unusual cau-
tion, the majority determining that
the next movement of any consequence
in the prices of American railway
| securities shall depend, not on their
| own market operation in either di-
rection, but upon the final verdict to
be given by the American nation up-
jon the question of a sound or un-
sound currency.

CHALLEMFL-LACOUR DEAD.

One of the Most Prominent of French
! Satesmen Passes Away.

| Paris, Oct. 26.—M. Challemel-Lacour,
Minister of Foreign Affairs in the Cabh-
inet of Jules Ferry, died to-day.

He was born at Avranches on May
!10, 1827, and studied in the Lycee of St.
| Louis in*Paris, entered the Normal
School in 1846, and was first in the
competition for graduation in philoso-
phy in 1849, . He was sent as a profes-
sor to the Lycees of Pail and Limoges,
but was arrested after the coup
d’etat of the third Napoleon, against
whom he took up arms, was imp! soned
and banished, going first to Belgium,
andthen to Switzerland, where he be-
came Professor of French literature in
the “Pantechnicen” of Zurich. In
1859 he retd¥ned to France and con-
tributed articles on literature, art and
philosophy to the leading journals and
reviews, including The Temps, Revue
des Deux Mondesand The Revue Na-
tionale, and finally established The
Revue Politique. In 1870 he was ap-
pointed Prefect of the Rhone, but re-
signed after failing to cope very suc-
cessfully with disturbances at Liyons.
He then entered the Chamber as a
Radical, and soon distinguished him-
self by his eloquence. In 1876 he was
elected a Senator, and afterwards was
sent to Switzerland as Ambassador. In
1880 he succeeded M. Leon Say as Am-
bassador at the Court of St. James.
He remained there two years, and then
resigned to become Minister of For-
eign Affairs in the Ministry of Jules
Ferry. He became President of the
Senate after the death of Jules Ferry.
In that capacity he displayed great
firmness in resisting all attempted en-
croachments of the Lower House. His
strength, however, proved unequal to
the political strain, and he resigned
early in the present year. He is the
author of a number of well-known
philosophical works, and was elected
member of the French Academy in
March, 1893, as the successor of Renan.

London, Oct. 26.—Telegrams received
here from Pekin announce the ap-
pointment of Li Hung Chang as Chi-
nese Minister of Foreign Affairs. The
announcement is somewhat surprising,
and has caused a great deal of com-
ment ‘here. The ‘St. James Gazette
says Ii Hung Chang, upon leaving
Southampton, - at the termination of
his recent visit to England, told the
reporters who were among those as-
sembled to see him off that his abill-
ty to carry out the reforms which he
desired to have promulgated in China
depended upon his return to power af-
ter he got home. The success of his
mission to Europe Iis consequently
gauged by his appointment to the
Foreign Ministry.

i The report of the sub-committee who
Investigated the Heal-Bain trouble

was the chief topic of discussion at

' the meeting of the Board of Works

yesterday afternoon. The main fea-
ture of the discussion was the almost
unanimous censure expressed by the
various members of the committee of
the actlon of Mr. Heal in dismissing
Mr. Bain under the circumstances
which existed, as disclosed by the evi-
dence taken. A great deal of sym-
pathy was expressed for the official
who had been unijustly dismissed, but
the members found themselves ham-
pered in their desire to do justice to
the injured party by the theory of de-
partmental control by the respective
heads. It was finally decided to adopt
the committee’s report,  giving Mr.
Bain two weeks' salary in lisu of no-
tice, and an entire exoneration from’
any aspersion on his character or
ability.,

When the report of the sub-commit-
tee was read Mr. Heal protested that
it was the custom of the Street Rail-
way Company and other large cor-
porations to
moment’s notice. He also complained
that the sub-committee had overlooked
in their report the fact that Mr. Bain
had been dismissed for insolence, and
that he had not an opportunity to
tender other evidence which he want-
ed.

Ald. Bell, chairman of the sub-com-
mittee, declared that before the' in-
vestigation closed both parties were

asked if they had any further evidence

to offer.

Ald. Leslie suggested that the re-
port go back to the sub-committee
in order to make one or two clauses
clearer a8 to the intention.

“HE OF THE GREEN EYE.”

_Ald. Hubbard made a brief address,
in which he scathingly denounced Mr.
Heal's administration of his depart-
ment so far as his treatment of sub-
ordinates is concerned. That gentle-
man, he declared, had not shown up
in a good light before the investigat-
ing committee, and his action had been
such as not to receive commendation.

when he knew that at the same time
the young man was drawing salary
from another institution.

dismiss engineers at a
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parently without cause. Mr. Heal,
he said, acted like a sultan and had
been there too long. He was also re-
ferred to by Ald. Hubbard as “the
man with the green eye,”” who was
always suspicious of his men. He
hoped that Mr. Heal would make use
of his position to do what is right axﬁd
fair with this man; if he did, all
right, “but if he does not 1 may use
my position to rectify the injustice he
has done,” concluded Ald .Hubbard.

Ald. Preston pointed out that Mr.
Heal had an opportunity now to
make reparation and apologize for
having taken the action he did with-
out justification.

Ald. Boustead admitted that it was
a compromise report, but the com-
promise was with reference to the
amount of compensation Mr. Bain
should receive, and not upon the facts
of the case as set forth in their find-
ing. The committee had not recoms
mended that Bain be put back there,
but he hoped that the head of the de-
partment, Mr. Keating, would do jus-
tice to Mr, Bain.

THE REAL TROUBLE.

Ald, Gowanlock urged that the real
trouble was that the city had not got
a man at the head of the mechanical
department who was a practical man.
Mr. Fellowes had admitted that at the
investigation. If there had been a
man in charge over Mr. Heal who
knew anything about practical me-
chanics it would have been different
and the friction would have been re-
moved. In this respect the report
was, perhaps, a little hard upon Mr,
Heal in that it placed the whole blame
upon him, when, in fact, a portion of
it should be attributed to the system
which gave the supervision to a man
who had no practical knowledge of
mechanics. If nothing came out Qf
the investigation except so far as Mr.
Bain was concerned it would fail of
its purpose. The committee should go
further and recommend that a prac-
tical man be put in charge of the me-
chanical. branches of the.department.

Alq. Lamb paid a tribute to Mr.
Heal’'s efficiency as an engineer, but
regretted that he had an unfortunate
mammer towards his subordinates. He
had sympathy with Mr. Bain and sug-
gested that he be .paid one month’'s
salary instead of two weeks.

Ald. J. J. Graham opposed the ex-
penditure of the citizens’ money to
jrectify the mistakes of an official. The
evidence, however, showed that Mr.
 Bain had been improperly discharged.
STRIKING AT THE ROOT.

The report was amended by striking
out the reference to an allowance for
er. Bain’s solicitor’s costs, and Ald.
Gowanlock wanted to further amend it
by recommending to the council that
& practical mechanical engineer be put
in charge of the mechanical branches
of the department. The other mem-
bers, however, preferred not to imtro-
duce the question into the report.

The report having been adopted, the
committee passed a resolution request-
ing the City Engineer to report upon
the advisability of putting the mechan-
ical branches of the department under
the supervision of a mechanical en-
tlnegr. ;

Ald. Leslie presented a resolution di-
recting that in future the City En-
gineer, instead of reporting the esti-
mated cost of work, shall put in a
tender, and if his price. is the lowest,
;then the work shall be done by day
labor under the Engineer’s direction.

The matter will receive further con-
sideration.

TESTING PAVING BRICK.

There is an impression adbroad.that the
test to which the native paving brick 1s be-
ing subjected is too scvere. The large
number of bricks which have peen rejected
recently upon several streets has caused a
nur r of Aldermen to take a personal
interest In the matter. Yesterday Ald. Rus-
sell, who has for years been engaged In
the manufacture of brick in Toronto, vislt-
ed the work on Huron-street in order to
satisfy limself. He expressed the opinlon
that the bricks which are being used tnere
are as good as any he ever saw. ' Ald.
Jolliffe also went up to the work, and
brought away with him a vrick which had
been rejected, and which ne exhibitea at
the meeting of the Board or Works. He
declared that he would be willing to walk
10 miles to see the man wno would reject
such an excellent specimen, und then visit-
ed the City Engineer’'s office for the pur-
Pose of having someone point out the al-
eged defects. He was afterwards seen
carrying his specimen home, where he in-
tends testing it himself. Aila. Crane is also
a daily yisitor to the work, and thinks the
material is good. The matter of the pro-
per testing of the brick to pe used in con-
structing pavements is one of some import-
ance to the prosperity of the city. The
industry is In its infancy here, but If it
can be developed, and a suitable article

roduced, it will give employment to a
arge number of men and a great advantage
will be gained by keeping at home the
large sums of money which are now sent
abroad for paving material,

PAVEMENTS ABROAD.

Mr. Keating returned to cuty yesterday
after a trip to Chleago, Indianapolis, Co-
lumbus, Cinecinnati, Clevelana and Buffalo,
where he inspected the brick and asphalt
pavements. e reports tiat in most of
the cities named brick pavements are laid
upon concrete foundations and are  stand-
ing well. At Cleveland a large area of
brick pavement upon sand roundation has
been laid, is standing well, wad gives satls-
faction. The success of this pavement he
attributes to the liar mature of the
sub-soll, which is a loamy sanda. The bricks
are of special dimensions, 3% x 5 x 10, and
are laid upon the sand foundation, which
is ‘'strongly packed and rolled.

GRAND TRUNK EMPLOYES HAMILTON CITY COUNCIL.

Will New Rest Easy — General Manager
Hays Says Thelr Positio: § ire Per 3
—A Straighttorward statement.

Montreal, Oct. 26.—In view of the con-
tinued discussion of the relations between
the present employes of the Grand Trunk
Rallway and the management, Mr. Hays,
the General Manager, was asked by a cor-
respondent what the policy towards the
present einployes is to be. “I will an-
swer In a very few words,” replied Mr.
Hays. .“The sole test of service and ad-
vancement is merit. While the length and
raithfulness of a man’s service will of course 1
be given favorable consideration, when all

other things are equal,the question of experi-
ence and ability to do the work emclcntly
will govern, without regard to color, reli-
glon, political preference or ‘previous con-
dition of servitude,” as the people of the
South are accustomed to frequently re-
mark:. While I dislike to discuss this un-
profitable subject, which has been repeated-
iy referred to in the columus of the press
to the advantage of no one and to the dis-
advantage and disturbance of mind of
many, especlally of the employes of this
road, I will say that it would not only be
unwise and imprudent from a business
standpoint, but* practically impossible to
substitute for the vast majority of the pre-
sent employes either Kuglsh, Irish or Am-
erican railroad men. It must be remem-
bered that there are employed on the lines

Bishop ‘Part of Eritish Columbia Does Not
.~ Favor Goidless Education,

(Eﬁgc;uver, B.C., Oct. 26.—At a ses-

Syndd, Diocesé of New Westminster,
held :in Christ Church at this place,
Bishop Dart referred pointedly to the
fact that the stipend he was in receipt
of was insufficient, His Lordship said:
“T had sent me what seemed to be an
official statement, before coming here,
which showed me that I might count
upon an income sufficient, with rigid
economy, to live upon, but the income
has never approached the point indi-
cated.” A suggestion was made that
the salary attached to the Archdeacon-
ate revert to His Lordship.

Referring to religious teaching In
Public schools, His Lordship sald that
the Bishop of Columbia and the Synod
of the Diocese, as well as himself, were
desirous of amending the system of
godless education. He continued :
“An effort will be made to secure the
co-operation of other -religious comi-
munities in introducing some amount
of religious instruction into our com-
mon schools.” Arrangements might be
made in large towns, with ministers
who were so disposed, to have them
instruct their own children at stated
times during the school hours of the
week. The Bishop continues: “We
cannot allow it to be inferred from our
silence that we approve of a system
which tends to close God's revelation
to the hearts of our children, and
leave them in ignorance of the greatest
characters and the:most momentous
events in the history of humanity.”

This is a free-milling
property, situated in the Lillooet dis-
trict, and estimated as being an excep-
tionally rich claim. This purchase
has had the effect of advancing prices
of Lillooet stocks about 26 per cent.

Germany Falls in Line.

Germany is now following ;the lead
of England, and France is taking up
British Columbia mines, Count Eber-
hart Schweinitz of Berlin is at present
in Rossland, on behalf of a number
of German capitalists,

Transportaiion Facilities.

The Spokane Spokesman-Review sizes
up the transportation needs of British
Colulibia in this wise :

As the mineral development in the
XKootenay and other sections of British
Columbia goes on the demand for in-
rreased transportation facilities be-
tomes apparent,

It is not now so much a question of
lonnage, for that is assured in almost
every camp in the Kootenay. It is
said that one mine in East Kootenay
with its present working can furnish
1000 tons of ore a month, not to men-
tion several others which in. a short
time will be prepared to furnish a
greater or less amount of ore.  This
product wijll be taken care of by the
Crow’s Nest Pass Railroad, The Ross-
land district is now well supplied or
will be in a few days with. two rail-
roads. The Slocan country, while it
has railroads to bring ore from the
mines to either Kootenay Lake or the
Columbia River, depends on lake and
river transportation to connect with
the through lines of railroad. This,
however, is quite a satisfactory method
of handling, as f.he ore is for the most
part sacked.

A number of mineral districts have
been organized at points convenient to
the different railwa, and on or near
surveyed routes. e country west
from Rossland to Okanogan Lake has |
been steadily developed for a number
of yega. This is specially true of the!
Boundary distriect. There are mines
there from which ore has been ship-
‘ped when the freight treatment
charges were about $50 ton. Since
that time, however, the charge has
been considerably reduced. The mines
in that section, for the most part, are
low-grade, rarely exceeding the aver-
age of the Trail Creek ores, and thése
will not stand excessive freight charg-
es. There are a number of mines, how-
ever, which can ship an immense
amount of ore if a railroad is ever
built into the country. The last ses-
sion of the Provincial Parliament
granted charters to three railroads
which asked permission to build into
that country. So far nothing aside
from preliminary work has been done.
One road, the Columbia & Western,
was given large grants of land to build

into the country. A charter was 4180 |

given from a corporation to build from
some point near Princeton to Cascade
City. Recently another road from
Vancouver, B.C., was projected, and its
ultimate destination was some point in
the Boundary Creek district. If any
one of these projected roads is carried
to completion it will work wonders
for that country of great mineral pos-
gibilities.

A railroad is also talked of to run
from Kamloops or Ashcroft to the gold
fields of Cariboo.

It will not be many years before
nearly every mining district will be
convenient to the railroads, and then
British Columbia can take 1its place
mmong the graatest mineral-producing
regions the world has ever seen.

An Interesting Point owing s Breach
of Promise Case—An Case—
Bieyelists, Beware of Weston !

In McKinnon v. Crow, the motion in
Chambers was to commit the defendant for
unsatisfactory answers on her examination
as a judgment debtor. The plaintiff
brought an action against @aefendant’s bro-
ther for breach of promise of marriage,
and obtained a verdict., Just before the
trial the brother made a mortgage of his
goods to this defendant. In interpleader
proceedings to set that aside, the costs wow
sought to be recovered were incurred.®It

was contended that Rule 1360, under which
the examination was had, is ultra vires, and
also that it does not apply to interpleader
issues. The defendant is the housekeeper
of Dean O'Connell of Mount Forest, and
it is alleged that upon the interpleader be-
ing decided against her sne collected all
her money, some $1600, and persuaded the
rev. Dean to send it to his nrece in Bufialg,
in whose safekeeping it is now said to De,
but the want of fuller particulars of its

-whereabouts is the ground of this motion

to commit. The learned Judge intimated
that he would feel bound by the rule as
far as the authority of the Judges to pass
it was concerned, but he adjourned the
argument until Friday upon the important
question whether, upon the wording of the
rule itself, it applied to interpleader pro-
ceedings. ¥y

. AN UNMANAGEABLE TEAM.
. Boulton v. Bourley is an action for dam-
ages sustained by plaintiff by reason of the
negligence of e defendant, who, when
driving a pair of horses attached 1o a
wagon, ran over the plaintiff and injured
him. pon examination for discovery, the
defendant, on advice of his counse], re-
fused to answer any question as to where
he got the horses, their pedigree,” etc.,
which were put with a wview to showing
that he had knowledge of tnelr viciousuess.
Justice Street held that he must answer
these guestlons, as, from tne vicious na-
ture of the animals, the piaintif would
have the right to contend that defendant
should have exercised more than ordinary
care.
A BANK MANAGER MUST ATTEND.

In Rennte v. Black, an order was made
directing the Manager of tne Quebec Bank
to re-attend on an examination under Rule
578, and answer questions as to the bank’s
dealings with the defendanc. The plaintiff
has garnished moneys whicn he alleges tne
bank have belonging to defendant.

In Walker v. City of Guelph, the corpora-
tion object to the examindtion for discov-
ery of their chairmen of I'apiic Works for
1895 and for 1896. The action Is for dam-
ages caused by flooding of plaintiff’s prom-
ises. The motion was enzarged for affi-
davit to be-filed showing that the Board of
‘Works had control of road which, becuuse
it was Improperly dratnes; caused the
‘damage. : 4 i

AN ELECTION TROUBLE.

There was a lengthy argument before the
Divisional Court in Wilson v. Manes, an
appeal by defendant fron: judgment of
Chief Justice Armour, in favor of plaintiff,
for , under section 168 of the Consoli-
dated Municipal Act. The plaintiff alleged
that defendant, who is Clerx of the Counecil
of the Village of Parkhill, wnile acting as
Returning ﬁcer at the village election In

January, I for Reeve wnd Councitlors,
refused to allow him to voce.

Feeling ran
ection,

nd 1t was sald the
cry was that the P.P.A. should not run
the village. The plaintiff's name was on
the voters’ list used at the election as a
tenant. He had given up his tenancy in
September, 1895, and in Octrover moved into
a house which he had purchased in. the
same division. The defendant requirea the
plaintiff to take the tenants’ oath, but the
plaintiff refused to take 1t, at the same
time offering to take the freeholders’ oatn,
but a ballot was refused nim. The trial
Judge held that the defenaant's functions
were purely ministerial, that the plaintiff
had a right to select the oath he_would
take, and that section 168 applled to sec-
tons 1052 and 106 of the act. Judgment
was reserved.

BICYCLISTS, BEWARE !

The Village of Weston triumphed in the
case of Reg. v. Ryan.  The rule was dis-
charged, with costs, and cows can no ionger
be driven with impunity on the sidewalks
of this up-to-date municipamrty. Bleyelists,
too, had better take care, for they are men-
tioned in the bylaw.

In Reg. v. Quinn, judgment was reserved.
The defendant was chargea before three
Justices of the Peace for the Countles of
Stormont, etc., with assaurting one of his
workmen. The question which agitated
the minds of the Justices was whether
they could convict by reason of the case
being within section 53 of the Criminal
Code, They reserved judgment, and ad-
journed without naming a day, to take the
advice of the County Crown Attorney. He
told them emphatically that they mustr con-
vict or lose their commissions. Two of
them afterwards made the convictlon 1n
question. No one appeared ror them on this
motion, but they sent up rwo affidavits,
which the court declined to read, because
not stamped.

Insurgents Seem to Have the Upper Hand,
Though They Mave Suffered
some Reverses.

San Franeisco, Oct, 26.—The steamer Cop-
tic brings additional details of the rebel-
lion I the Philippipes. ‘The Iiusurgents
have suffered reverses, but the Spanish
force 18 insufficient to suppress the out-
break. Twenty-five thousand rebels are prac-
tically in control of the Province of Ca-
vite.  Horrible outrages are of frequent
occurrence, ohe torgl of torture being to
cut a priest to death bit by bit, while the
others are too revolting to bint at. * The
'bodies of many friars have been seen
floating down the river. The Spanish of-
ficers ve -discovered evidence that the
revolt was secretly planned, the ultimate
obgect being to form a republic.

o Roasas, ;who escaped in a foreign
steamer some days ago, was, it is said, to
have been the president and a list of the
elected military officers has been found.

Reinforcements from Spain are expected
soon, but before they ecan get into action
the whole country may be in the hands of
the rebels, who are getting stronger and
better supplied with arms every day. The
prisons in  Manila are -crowded with pri-
soners and between 300 and 400 of them
have been deported to the Carolines. The
prison, which has earned for itself the op-
probrious title of ‘‘The Black Hole of
Malila,” is in an old fortress. The prison-
ers are thrown into'a dungeon In this for-
tress, entrance to which is gained by a
trap door in the roof. 'The only ventila-
tion is through a barred opening under-
neath the platform floor. At high tide this
means of ventilation is closed. Large num-
bers of prisoners who did not die from
suffocation, have been found to have torn
each other in a horrible manner in their
insanity; Four prisoners were one day tak-
en Into the market place of Manila and
shot In the back as traltors.

GEORGE LOVETT DEAD.

Lefca Widow and ThreeChildren in Toronto,
the Despatch Says,

Detroit, Oct. 26.—~George Lovett, 45 years
of age, in the employ of Dr. C. R. Parks,
as general barn man, was smothered to
death and burned fearfully at an early
hour this meorning. He was found lying
on the bin in the barn, his face charred
and the skin burned off most of the body.
Lovett must have lighted the lamp this
morning, and before getting out of bed
placed it near the bedclothes and fallen
asleep. He leaves a widow and three child-
ren in Toronto,

MRS. HEARST’S GENEROSITY.

Will Give Millions for the Establishment
of a State University.

San -Francisco, Oct. 28.—The plan for a
state university, housed in the most con-
venient and handsome group of educaional
edifices in the world, is now near reaza-
tion.  The announcement was made at a
Board of Regents’ meeting that $4,000,000
had been promised by private citizens as
soon as the state gave $500,000. Phoebe
& Hearst is the principal donor to the
‘und. Mrs. Hearst, in her letter, sald it
was her desire to do something as a me-
morial to Senator Hearst's love for the
state. It is understood she will cause to
be erected two buildin, as part of any
plan accepted. One will be a memorial to
the dead Senator.
