colonial conference, to pfopou or ac-

cept any scheme which would bind this
country to the taxation of foreign im-
ported food. . =

The Clover Seed Crop of 1904.

It is difficult in any year to make a
close estimate of the supply of alsike
and red clover seed until the season
for threshing is ivell advanced. As a
part of their work the instructors in
seed-growing, who are employed by
the seed branch of the department of
agriculture at Ottawa, colect informa-
tion and make observations regarding
the conditions of this as well as other
crops during the growing season.

From the best ‘avaflable information
at this time it would seem clear that
the total output of red clover seed
prodiced in the Province of Ontario
will prove to be rather less than two-
thirds of an average crop. The severe
