CHEÇTS of steel so thin that they are 
as transparent as glass have been 

made by Dr. Karl Mueller of the Phy­
sical Technical Institute of Berlin.

Dr. Mueller makes these sheets by a 
process of hie own Invention. He uses 
electro-chemical means to deposit a 
thin film of steel upon a heavy block 
of metal. Then he Strips the sheet from 
the block just as photo-engravers strip 
the gelatin emulsion^ from a photo- 
grap plate.

Tests with Dr. Muller’s transparent 
steel indicate that the sheets of It are 
perfectly regular, since photographs 
taken through It show no distortions of 
any sort.

Dr. Mueller estimates that the sheets 
are not more than thirty atoms fn 
thickness. It Is so thin that the alpha 
rays from radium pass right thsought 
it without any apparent decrease in the 
speed of the rays.

As a result, It is believed that these 
sheets of thin steel will prove of con­
siderable value in the study of atomic 
behavior and radio-active phenomena.

Many books criticizing the character 
and the political actions of the former 
Kaiser have been published in Berlin 
since the war, but the most important, 
because it is by the pen of one of Ger­
many’s leading statesmen, and at the 
same time one of the most severe in 
its criticism, is the third volume of 
Bismarck's memoirs. When it was 
published the ex-Kaiser had court pro­
ceedings opened against the publishers 
from his residence in Doom, but he 
could not, as will be remembered, pre­
vent the publication of the book. Now 
the publishers have decided to bring 
out a popular edition of the third 
volume after they have already done so 
with the first and second volumes. 
Thus the population in general will be 
able to purchase this book, which will 
undoubtedly contribute to widen the 
gulf already existing between the 
former Kaiser and the German people, 
who never talk and very seldom think 
of him, with the exception of a com­
paratively small number of convinced 
monarchists, and even many of these 
admit certain mistakes and faults of 
the last crowned head of the Reich.

W. Vincent, 68 City road, treasurer of 
the On-we-go Club. The members of 
this organization had proved them­
selves over and over again staunch 
friends of the society and had often 
come to the rescue when the funds 
were at a low ebb. Their latest dona­
tion was made up in part of a sub­
stantial sum realized by the sale of a 
linen table scarf. The Board of Man­
agement of the Children’s Aid Society 
felt deeply grateful to the club for 
their kindly and generous interest in 
the work they are triyng to do for the 
helpless children of the city.

There are nine important agen­
cies located here representing all 
American producing corporations and 
employing directly and indirectly be­
tween 60 and 75 people with a wage 
distribution in the vicinity of $3,000 a 
week, to which are added our rent 
expenses, taxes, insurance, etc. The 
transportation phase of the business is 
exclusively expressage, several hundreds 
of heavy packages being in transit from 
Saint John through the Maritime Piyiv- 
inces and Newfoundland and back to 
Saintj John every week.

CENSORING HEADQUARTERS
The Newr Brunswick Board of Cen­

sors is therefore the first to view films 
coming into the Maritime Provinces, 
although tile Ontario and Quebec 
prints of pictures passed on to this 
territory already bear the labels of the 
censor l)i»-ds in these upper provinces 
in addition to the original vise of the 
National Board of Review of the 
United States Government, which ex­
amines all pictures as they come from 
the laboratories In other words moving 
pictures shown in Saint John are cen­
sored three times before they are shown 
here and are afterwards re-viewed by 
Censor O’Connor of Nova Scotia. Prince 
Edward Island Is satisfied with New 
Brunswick’s judgment in the matter.

CENSORING NO SINECURE
The censoring of pictures is not so 

easy a task as one would suppose. It 
j entails a continuons grind throughout 
| the week of from 15 to 25 story pro- 
j ductions and miscellaneous reels, some­
times mounting as higli as a total of 
200,000 feet of film. The work is di­
vided among the censors and done in 
private screening rooms of the film 
agencies. The retiring Board of Cen­
sors say that since they had assumed 
office the necessity for condemning out­
right whole productions had become 
very rare and excisions were not yearly 
as numerous as in the early days.
