(Canadian Press Despatch.)
Ottawa, Feb. 24—Decks are being 

cleared for the opening of parliament 
by the Governor-General on Thursday 
next. For weeks past, the cabinet has 
been meeting almost every day on the 
revision of estimates and the consider­
ation of sessional business generally. 
The next few days will be devoted to 
the Speech from the Throne in which 
His Excellency will outline the Govern­
ment’s programme for the session.

Redistribution, which was before a 
special committee last session but 
failed to pass, will again be submitted 
to parliament. The bill to provide for 
branch line constriction on the Cana­
dian National is to be reintroduced ; 
and here there seems likelihood of a 
sharp clash with the Senate. Last year 
the Senate threw out the Government 
branch line bill on the ground that It 
embodied a three-year constructional 
programme. Opponents of the measure 
took the view that the work should 
proceed by way of annual estimates in­
stead of a three-year programme. This 
year’s bill, it has been intimated, how­
ever, will again embody the three-year 
principle. Its fate In the Upper House 
will be followed with unusual Interest.
Other Features.

Other features of the Government’s 
programme (some of these, however, 
are based merely on conjecture,) are 
likely to be:

Superannuation scheme for the civil 
service with possible limitation of the 
powers of civil service commission.

Amendment of the Militia Act in re­
gard to the calling out of troops during 
a strike.

Elimination from the Immigration 
Act and criminal code of the more 
drastic provisions regarding sedition.

Changes in the administration of the 
sales tax.

Amendment of the Bank Act re­
specting inspection.

Amendment of the act passed last 
session in regard to freight rates on the 
Great Lakes.

Amendment to the Dominion Elec­
tions Act.
Home Bank Case.

Apart from the programme of the 
Government private members will have 
a host of topics for discission in the 
House either by way of academic reso­
lutions or legislative proposals. The 
failure of the Home Bank Is expected 
to be before the House in the early 
days of the session. There will be 
discussions on the St. Lawrence water­
way project, proportional representa­
tion, race track betting, coal supply and 

al credits-—and these are but sub­
jects of which notice has already been 
given By way of formal notice of mo­
tion. Others will come- later.’

But Interest In the session will lie 
largely in its effect on the political sit­
uation.

The Government meets ~ parliament 
this year in a technical minority of 
four. Two of its most experienced 
parliamentarians, Hon. W. S. Fielding, 
Minister of Finance, and Sir Lomer 
Gouin, former Minister of Justice, are 
unlikely to take any active part.

As a consequence of its position the 
Government will necessarily be de­
pendent on a certain measure of Pro­
gressive sûpport. What, it Is asked 
will be the effect on the Government’s 
fiscal policy? There has been a rumor 
of tariff reductions, particularly in re­
gard to great implements and fertil­
izers. In any event, the next budget 
will have particular interest. Again, 
there has been recurring talk that the 
coming session will be the last of the 
present parliament. Conservatives ap­
parently are preparing for battle from 
the outset.

The usual prosaic debate on the 
address may not be without Its spec­
tacular incidents.

The debate on the address In reply 
to the Speech from the Throne will 
be opened by F. L. Kelly (Liberal, 
North Cape Breton and Victoria). A. 
E. Lapierre (Li berol, Nlplssing), will 
second the address. The House will 
adjourn until Monday afternoon im­
mediately after the formal opening 
ceremonies on Thursday. The routine 
business of parliament, therefore, does 
not begin until March 8.

Berlin, Feb. 25—Central Europe has 
become skeptical about flurries In Russia 
and refuses to get excited over reported 
secret treaties between France and 
Russia; prospective war between Eng­
land and Russia over the Afghanistan 
situation, and the reported row In the 
Russian Communist party which Rus­
sian papers say centres about Trotsky's 
ambition to become Lenin’s successor.

Just before the Afghanistan situation 
was reported from Moscow to have as­
sumed such alarming proportions, there 
had been a period of several months In 
which Soviet Russia had disappeared 
entirely from news dispatches. Reports 
of commercial agreements and similar 
news of a more or less routine char­
acter failed to attract any attention. 
Russia was losing the world’s attention.

Then came the Russian version of 
the Afghanistan situation, which was 
quite unlike the unperturbed British 
foreign office. Reports of negotiations 
which had led to some arrangement 
between Russian and France began to 
filter out from strange sources. But 
neither the German foreign office nor 
the other chancellories of Europe 
seemed to get excited, and there was 
little disposition among German busi­
ness men to be troubled over announce­
ments that Germany's business rela­
tions with Russia would be Injured by 
the ascendancy France was reported to 
have attained by her negotiations with 
the Bolshevist leaders. German business 
men have had much experience in try­
ing to do business with Soviet Russia, 
and have learned a good deal since the 
Treaty of Rapollo was signed.
Tired of Rumors.

Today the press of central Europe Is 
tired of rumors. It has been propa­
gandized into a nervous frehzy so of­
ten by the agents of various govern­
ments that It is acquiring discrimina­
tion. People are weary of wandering 
reformers with axes to grind. Threats 
of war which caused nations to shud­
der three years ago now pass un­
noticed. Governments change, kings 
are eclipsed or retired, diplomats of the 
old school get insulted and try to stir 
up a row, but the old tricks have lost 
their punch. Europeans have been told 
civilisation Is doomed so often, that 
now they yawn when the statement is 
made.

Italians hav^ lived so long at the foot 
of Vesuvius that they have become cal­
loused to its smoke and roar. Central 
Europe Is becoming similarly calloused 
to the rumblings of Soviet Russia. It 
realises that the threatened lava stream 
from the east may run over Europe 
some day, but there is no longer any 
general disposition to lie awake at 
nights and worry over it because the 
volcano has been unusually wAwy.

Paris, Feb. 24—Aristide Briand, seven 

times premier of France, today opened 
the electoral campaign with a speech at 
Carcassonne as a prelude to the May 
elections, in which he hopes he will 
be returned to office. Defence of France 
against the charge of militarism was M. 
Briand’s leading theme.

“It is the France of the revolution 
and of Hberty which freed the world,” 
the speaker declared, “and if she was 
not isolated in 1914 it was because she 
represented in the eyes of the world 
justice and progress, while Germany 
typified reaction and oppression. “Ger­
many must be made to feel,” the speak­
er continued, “that the countries of 
Europe, reassociated, will impose a 
real peace on her. France is stronger 
than ever.”

Dublin, Feb 25—A bill which pro­

poses to abolish in the Free State the 
traditional legal system of centuries 
and set up in its place a more modern 
system, has passed through the Dail 
and now is in the Senate. In the latter 
body much of the preliminary discus­
sion of the bill had to do with the 
question whether wigs and gowns shall 
continue to be worn. The bill provides 
that tile decision as to whether the 
judges and members of the bar shall 
wear any special costume and what 
that costume shall be shall rest with 
the minister for home affairs acting 
with a committee representing the legal 
interests.

The legal profession is strongly at­
tached to its wigs and gowns and the 
subject is likely to lead to heated dis­
cussion because the government is in 
favor of some dignified costume that 
will impress upon the popular mind 
the realization of the change from 
British control of all law to the con­
trol of the Irish people. The powei 
proposed to be given to the minister 
for home affairs Is challenged 
undue interference with the independ­
ence of the Judiciary.
