British den France, Sept.
20 (Retiber's)—Striking”at the strong-
est point of the Hindenburg line, be-
tween St. Quentin and Lecatelet, British
and American troops launched a terrific
attack at six o’clock this morning. Forty-
eight hours before the infantry advanced
against the German lines the British
artillery had maintained a terrific fire
against the enemy positions. For the
last ten hours of this bombardment gas
shells by the thousands were hurled
against the Germans, causing a compar-
ative silence to fall over the enemy lines.

During the night a preliminary in-
fantry attack developed between Mar-
coing and Mesnieres against the main
Hindenburg line and met with satisfac-
tory success. Under a creeping curtain
of flame, the main assault was launched
this morning. A large force of Am-
erican troops, shouting ”Lusitania” -ad-
vanced in the first waves with splendid
dash, their war cry being a ringing
slogan. A large number of tanks went
out with the first wave, being directed
against a front of 6,000 yards south of
Vendquilo, where the St. Quentin Canal
passes through a tunnel.

Montreal, Sept. 80—That 4,750,000
people have died of starvation in Europe
since the war began and that even more
will die in Russia during the coming
winter, was the startling statement of
Henry B. Thomsen, food controller for
Canada, at the opening of the Rockland
Group of the Montrecl Island Cultiva-
tion Association. He hoped that the
Rockland Group would be the first gun
in a campaign for cultivating, with con-
tractors’ idle equipment, of at least 2,000
acres near each of 200 towns and cities
in Canada.

GERMAN  THREAT
10 AMERICANS

Protest Against Use of Shot-
guns In War

Washington Will Reply That it
is Quite in Order and if There
Are “Reprisals” Look Out

Amsterdam, Sept. 80—Germany,
through the Swiss legation ,has sent an
ultimatum to the government of the
United States to the effect that if no
satisfactory answer is forthcoming by
Oct. 1 to the German protest about the
use of shotguns by American soldiets
“reprisals will be taken.”

It is pointed out to the government
of the United States that a prisoner en
whom a shotgun or shotgun ammuni-
tion is found forfeits his life.

Washington, Sept. 30—“Two can play
at that game,” will be in effect the Am-
erican government’s rejoinder to the Ger-
man government’s threat.

The answer to Berlin will be sent by
the state department, and will challenge
the right of Germany to take the lives
of any American soldiers captured with
shotguns. The position of the govern-
ment will be:

1. The use of shotguns will be con-
tinued wherever and whenever consid-
ered necessary to the military operations
of the United States.

2. There is nothing in The Hague con-
ventions forbidding the use of shotguns
in war, and the American government
is well within the right accorded under
the rules of civilized warfare in using
shotguns.

8. The American government denies
the right of the German government to
adopt the principle that reprisals oc-
casioning physical suffering are neces-
sary to enforce the demands from one
belligerent to another.

4. Any such reprisal by the German
government will invite similar reciprocal
action on the part of the United States.

Seventy of the More Seriously Il

Montreal, Sept. 80—Seventy of the
more seriously ill soldiers at St. Johns,
Que., suffering from Spanish influenza,
have been brought to the Royal Victoria
Hospital and the General Hospital here.
Special isolation wards have been ar-
ranged for their benefit.

It is said that the number of cases at
St. Johns has increased during the last
tew days, there being about 580 on the
list, of which about eighty per cent are
convelescent. Three more deaths were
reported yesterday from pneumonia con-
sequent from Spanish influenza.

With the French Army on the Cham-
pagne Front, Sept. 29—(Reuter’s)—Ger-

man forces are resisting with desperate
energy the further advance of General
Gouraud’s army. Yesterday’s fighting
was of the bitterest character, the Ger-
mans clinging with determination to the
ridge north of the River Py and the vil-
lage of Bermoise. Furious counter-at-
tacks were made at every opportunity,
the enemy command bringing reinforce-
ments into the fight recklessly.

Ten fresh enemy divisions were iden-
tified in the fighting and defended their
positions with undeniable bravery and
tenacity. General Gouraud’s soldiers,
however, proved to be more than a match
for the Germans, whose counter-attacks
failed to regain an inch of ground.

No Stopping Them.

Paris, Sept. 29—(Delayed)—The text
of the official statement issued by the
war office tonight says:—

“South of St. Quentin our troops have
attacked on the front from Urvillers to
Cerisy. The enemy, who made an en-
ergetic resistance, was ejected from
these two villages, which are in our pos-
session. We have crossed the St. Quen-
tin-Lafere road and five hundred new
prisoners have been actually counted.

Attack This Morning:

Quentin—Big Gain

Haig Breaks Hindenburg Line North of St.

in Flanders—Fall Of

Cambrai and St. Quentin Near

London, Sept. 30—Field Marshal Haig’s
forces today smashed the Hindenburg
Ilne on a front of eight miles to a mini-
mum depth of two miles. The British
attack was made just north of St. Quen-
tin,

The British and. French armies attack-
ing in Flanders have advanced for an
average depth of five miles and a maxi-
mum depth of eight miles.

Roulers is in peril and the whole of
the enemy’s communications in Belgium
and Flanders, particularly on' the Bel-
gian coast, is threatened.

London, Sept. 30—The fall of Cambrai
is imminent, but this place is already vir-
tually useless to the enemy. The same
statement applies to St. Quentin. With |
the fall of these two towns, the enemy
will be compelled to effect a complete
readjustment of his entire line between
the Scarpe and the Oise.

fort. It is apaprent that this is a very
elastic definition. A luxury for one per-
son might be a necessity for another,
;i.cfepending on his habits and situation in
ife.

Take tobacco, for example. Men who
do not use it classify it as a luxury, and
such it is in the sense that persons de-
prived of it do not usually die on that
account, and often worry along without
it fairly well. Yet James G. Blaine came
toward the close of his public qareer, to
consider it so much of & necessity that
he suggested a reduction of the tax
thereon. It might be added that a
chorus of dissent greeted his proposi-
tion. Yet tobacco is now regarded as
helping to make life comfortable for our
soldiers and thus forwarding the work
they have gone to France to do.

If it is an open question, therefore,
whether /'tobacco is a necessary, it is
evidently a matter of opinion whether
many other articles and commodities are
luxuries or something else. To the plan
of the Ways and Means Committee to
tax luxuries more heavily than neces-
sities there can be no reasonable objec-
tion, but many articles are difficult to
classify. What, for instance, are bottled
mineral waters in districts where the
water is scanty, brackish, or impure? Or
take the case of lace or textiles of high
cost, and exceeding fineness, They are
evidently luxuries, while coarser, com-
moner fabrics of the same material are
not. The price must often determine in
which class an article belongs; and if
there is any general rule it is that those
articles are luxuries which minister to
vanity rather than to comfort, and those
articles for which cheaper satisfactory
substitutes can be found.—Rochester
Post-Express.

EVADING RUSSIAN CENSORSHIP

In his recently published autobio-
graphy, “The Mad Monk of Russia—
Iliador,” famous confidant and accuser
of Rasputin describes how he correspond-
ed with his friends and relatives in Rus-
sia after he had made his escape to
Norway. “Knowing that all my letters
to Russia would be eépened by the cen-
sor,” he writes, “I decided to smuggle
them through. This I did in the follow-
ing manner: I took a heavy cardboard
and between two pieces I would put my
letter. Then I would take a book and
have the whole thing bound together. As
the most
harmless children’s stories I thus suc-
ceeded 1n writing to Russia on the
most delicate matters. In order to ac-
quaint my people with the real contents
of these books I telegraphed them: ‘In
cese of death I leave you my four houses
in 'Tsaritain, but have the four corners
of these houses repaired”’ They did not
asked: ‘What
kind of houses? ‘You already have these
four houses, I replied, ‘repair the corn-
ers, and they will be all right’ The
hooks were so made that by cutting
through the corners the contents were
disclosed. In this way I sent at least
120 books, but a Jew who was my in-
terpreter with the bookbinder went to
the Russian Consul and denounced me.
In consequence of this the Russian au-
thorities confiscated all books which were
sent from Norway into Russia. After
that I was no longer cble to communi-
cate directly with mw spiritual children.”

SERIOUS FIRE IN
SHORT BROS'. STABLE

Two Horses May. Lose Lives—
Sleighs, Coaches, Harness and
Hay Burned

Fire broke out in Short Bros.’ stable
in Princess street early this morning and
did damage estimated at about $3,000.
Fifteen sleighs, three winter coaches,
considerable harness and a large quan-
tity of hay were destroyed and two
valuable horses were so badly burned
that it is feared both will either die or
have to be destroyed.

A little before 4 o’clock Jack Olive,
who resides near the stables, was awak-
ened by the kicking and prancing of the
horses and upon looking out of his win-
dow saw smoke and flames coming from
the stable. He rang in an alarm from
box 24 and then notified the owners. For
a time they were unable to get at the
horses owing to the dense smoke and the
heat from the fire, but as soon as pos-
sible willing hands released the horses
and led them out of the barn. Four of
the horses were partly overcome by the
smoke and were down, but after some
little trouble they were roused and led
out with the others. Two of the ani-
mals were quite badly burned about the
legs and the services of a veterinary
were secured. This afternoon their con-
dition was so bad that there was little
hopes of saving them.

The building 'was quite badly dam-
aged. Both the equipment and barn
were partially insured.

“The object was to ascertain what
national advantages would be likely to
accrue from the judicious expenditure
of capital on some of the poorest land
in England.” The place was untenant-
ed and unstocked, and was as near the
bed-rock of infertility as could be de-
sired. kL

About eighty acres were available for
corn and roots, the remaining 500 acres
being under grass of the poorest de-
scription.

Prof. Somerville worked almost en-
tirely with basic slag as a stimulant
apart from the natural manure of the
stock. The results justified his faith in
basic slag, which seemed to convert a
few inches of soil and chalk into profit-
able land.

A dressing of about 800 pounds per

100 per cent after three years, ana the
herd of stock which could be fed was
increased. by.

His first crop of wheat was sixteen

' bushels per acre, and oats twelve bush-

The net results after five years’ farm-
ing did not yield a fortune, but may be
put down as representing a net profit
of £338 per year, provided the farmer
did his own managerial work. Profits
were much greater in the later years,
and the value of the land was greatly
increased.

use of the tractor in farm work, for ex-
ample, has proved its value to the most
skeptical. At the same time it has
paved the way for better co-operation
than formerly existed. New York State
authorities set the pace by purchasing a
large number of the big machines and
renting them to associations of farmers
formed expressly for the purpose of us-
ing them. The result has been not only
that man power has been saved on al-
ready existing farms, but that consid-
erable areas have been restored to cul-
tivation which had been abandoned for
lack of help.

The tractor has been accompanied by
two other machines ,also ‘important to
agriculture—one for digging ditches in
land which required drainage and an-
other for spraying the crops after they
had been planted. The ditching machine
even more than the tractor has taught
a lesson in the value of united effort. It
costs more than the ordinary tractor,

and this requires that it shall be pur-
chased for the use of people in groups.
Farmers are learning how to get to-
gether. The economies they have cf-
fected are so obvious that they will not
be willing to resume the expensive prac-
tice of always sworking alone.

Introduction of heavy machinery also
has increased the popularity of farm
schools. Skilled help is necessary for
the operation of the machines, and it
has been found that the success or fail-
ure of the tractor, the amount of re-
pairs necessary, and the life of the ma-
chine itself, are in direct proportion to
the skill of the operator. Haphazard
methods are going out of vogue.

The West can take credit to itself for
its pioneer work in introducing heavy
machinery on the farm, but it is_not to
retain a monopoly of the practice. The
era of intensive application. of labor-
saving devices to food production is

My fel-
low sociologists have given various rea-.

One of them
has pointed out that the household
prayers remained the order of the day |
as long as the family breakfasted to-|
gether. “Disruption came in with the
instituytion of a bath room in houses.” |
Before that, in England, morning baths :
were taken in bedrooms, and members |
of the household went downstairs prac- |
tically together. When there was a suc- |
cession of bathers in a'room where there
was a set tub, the first had finished hisi
breakfast before the last had begun. |
Thus breakfast became “a series of
semi-detached meals,” Thus the family ;

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GLORIOUS NEWS.

Bulgaria is out of the war. An armis-
tice was concluded at Saloniki this morn-
ing on the Allies’ own terms. A Serbian
statesman last week warned the Allies
to beware of the Bulgar, but the Bulgar
has evidently been so thoroughly beaten
and starved that he is ready for peace
on any terms now rather than remain
the ally of Germapy and be a still
greater loser in the end. There .will per-
haps be some fear that this is a trick
te gain time for German reinforeements
te come, but Germany needs all the men
she can muster on the western fmnt,
where Foch is striking blow after blow,
and where the British and Americans
yesterday, following the smashing drive
of the Belgians to the north launched a
terrific and successful attack between St.
Quentin and Le Catalet. British and
Canadians are in the outskirts of Cam-
brai, and the Hindenbn‘rg line and
Chemin des Dames no longer prevent
the Allied advance. The enemy's comn-
munications in the St. Quentin—Cambrui
sector are threatened. Despite desperate
resistance and fierce and frequent coun-
ter-attacks at points of strategic import-
ance, the advance continues. The Ameri-
cans, whose battle-cry is “Lusitania,” are
fighting with superb eourage and dash.
Nowhere is there a ray of hope for the
Hun. His defences are going down,
large numbers of prisoners and guns and
great quantities of war material are
taken daily by the Allies, and progress
on the western front that would have
been deemed impossible a few months
ago now gives the assurance of still
greater success before the fall campaign
clases.

If the Bulgar;an surrender is as com-
plete as the first brief cable indicates,
then Germany is cut off from Turkey,
and the latter, thoroughly beaten in
Mesopotamia and Palestine, will not long
keep up the struggle. The announce-
ment of the Bulgarian armistice is offi-
cial and will cause the greatest conster-
nation in Vienna, Constantinople and
Berlin itself. It will also have a pro-
found effect in Roumania, where therc
has been of late a growing dispoesition
to renounce the agreement wi'_ch Ger-
many. To the Cgecho-Slovaks in Aus-
tria it will be a bugle-call, and the
troubles of the Austrian government will
be increased a thousand-fold.

Today’s news marks the entfy apon
a new phase of the war. The Russian
people will be profoundly stirred by the
collapse of Bulgaria and the prospective
collapse of Turkey; and resistance to
the Bolsheviki and other pro-German in-
fluences will be further encouraged by
the news from northern Russia, where
the Allies are advancing,-and from Si-
beria, where the Czecho-Slovaks and
Japanese are gaining fresh successes.

It is doubtless true that Austria will
now launch a new peace offer, and per-
haps this time she will not be quite so
considerate of German opinion. The
Quadruple Alliance has been broken,
and every new announcement of Allied
suctess on the western front will add
{0 the political ferment in Germany as
well as in Austro-Hungary.

We must not . indulge in too much
optimism, but the news of recent weeks,
and. especially that of today, brings the
end of the war appreciably nearer, with
complete victory for the Allies.

I'here is a curt brevity and absolute
finality about American replies to Ger-
man threats which it is very pleasing to
observe. The Hun, who likes to kill
children, objects to the use of shotguns
by the Americans, and threatens to re-
taliate. Uncle Sam first proceeds to re-
mark that there is nothing in interna-
 tional war to condemn the use of shot-
guns, and then proceeds to observe that
he will go on using them, and if the
Hun retaliates there will be two in the
game. As the Americans are now pilot-
ing long lines of German prisoners to
places behind the lines, and will con-
tinue to do so, there will be no lack of
subjects for retaliation. Moreover, the
Americans and other Allies are going
into Germany, and when they get there
the opportunity to square accounts will
be theirs to use at their discretion. The
rattle of the German scabbard does not
frighten anybody.

day penetrated five miles and captured
more than 4,000 prisoners and more than
100 guns, these including two complete
batteries with horses and limbers. An
attack somewhere was anticipated but
not where it took place. The enemy re-
garded the line of the Capal du Nord
as impregnable. It was so from the
Sensee River as far south as midway
between Sains-les-Marquion and Inchy-
en-Artois, that shut out the canal front
on which the Canadian corps establish-
ed itself early this“morning.

Swamps and flooded areas made the
line of the canal impassable, but ilnme-
diately east of Inchy-en-Artois a canal
stretch of 8,000 yards was still uncom-
pleted and therefore dry. These works
are not situated in the valley bottom
but form an embankment on its eastern
slopes and this natural stronghold is re-
inforced by a sg@ples of canal lifting
locks, each in itsglf a fortress. From the
eanal the ground slopes up to the dom-
inating heights of Bourlon Wood, these
slopes being intérsected by the Mar-
guoin trench system on the river slope
looking down on Cambraj between Rile
lencourt and the Capal de St. Quentin,
All this was made familiar by the bat-
tle of Cambrai in last November.

A purely frontal drive, only 3,000
yards wide, must have been forqdoomed
to failure. Its momentum must have
broken down before heavy flanking at-
tacks from inviolate northern enemy de-
fence. The daring strategic plan there-
fore decided upon and to be carried to
success only by each unit engaged ful-
filling to the minute its allotted task,
was to use the practical 3,000 yards as
the handle of a fan whose ribs would
open out once the canal was passed.
Thus the movement initiated by a line
due east would develop northeast and
so gradually sweep north until all the
canal was captured.

It was this fan-like movement that
netted the bulk of the prisoners. Those
troops entrusted with the storming of
the canal had a sharp and bitter con-
test. Infantry units from almost every
province of the dominion took part. AH
reached their first objectives to the min-
ute. There they entrained, while fresh
troops passed over them on to further
objectives. They would not be denied,
and although they had spent a cold, wet
night in the open their dash and team-
work were not less than they had dis-
played before Amiens, But superhuman
efforts by the infantry would have gone
for nought had pot the Canadian artil-
lery proved equal to the solution of this
new and difficult problem.

Gunner Roy E. Wailes,
SIFT ASHES AND SAVE COAL.

N. Y. Fuel Administration Sends Qut an

Appeal to Women.,

The New York State Fuel Adminis-
tration has sent out an appeal to women
to conserve coal by seeing to it that the
fires in the kitchen ranges, in heating
stoves, and in furnaces be run just as
economically as possible.

“There is a wasteful and there is an
economical way of minding the fire in
the kitchen or in the cellar,” said Mer-
cer P. Moseley, chief of conservation,
yesterday, “but the latter way is the
only one that the housewives of the
State of New York should tolerate from
now until warm weather comes again.
If furnace fires are carefully banked at
night, one-quarter of a ton of coal may
be saved in every household every
month. That saving reduces the individ-
ual coal bills and helps win the war.

“The same thing may be done with
such kitchen fires as are burned all
night. And then, when grates are
dumped, let the ashes be sifted, and
coal that is only partly burned be pick-
ed out and saved to be burned again.
There is no city in the world that is
more dependent upon coal than New
York, and there is nothing the govern-
ment needs more. ‘Sift the ashes and
save the coal’ ought to be a winter slog-
an for every woman who keeps house.”

GERMANS MAKE BREAD
FROM LUPINE PLANT.

Amsterdam, Sept. 2—(Associated
Press Correspondence)—Germany  is
threatened with a new war food called
lupine bread. To work a process for
converting the lupine ,a leguminous plant
into food for man and beast on a large
scale a company has been formed at
Chemnitz, Saxony, with a capital of 8,-
000,000 marks.

The lupine was held in no particular
esteem until about fifty years ago, when
a German chemist discovered a process
by which the bitter taste of the plant
was eliminated and the vegetable fat
and albumen which it contains were
made serviceable for human consump-
tion. Now a German food expert has
taken up and perfected the old recipe.
It is said that lupine meal makes gulte

| a palatable and wholesome “bread,” while
! the refuse is excellent food for cattle.

The weather was fine and cold, with a

light frosty mist that served to hide
the Allies’ movements from the enemy.
It has been learned from prisoners that
the enemy had nine divisions in close
rescrve, as the prolonged bombardment
gave him amﬁ}e notice of what was com-
ing. The Allies anticipated stiff resist-
ance. :
Using the Vendquilo gap as a bridge,
the Americans stormed forward, deploy-
ing fanwise as they went. One British
division swam across the canal, the
men shaking themselves and laughing «s
they reformed their lines on the eastern
bank. Then under steady machine gun
fire they pushed forward into the village
of Bellenglise,

At nine o'clock the prisoners were
streaming back in droves. By this time
the first phase of the csttack had ended,
and after a pause the advance was re-
sumed.

Dramatic Incident,

Then one of the most dramatic incid-
ents of the battle occurred. The Am-
ericans, tired and be-gplashed, but in
hearty spirits, opened their ranks and
Australian units, moving up in support,
swept their way through them, and be-
came the first wave of the renewed at-
tack. The storm of cheering that greet-
ed this manoeuvre rose high above the
roar of conflict.

There was hard fighting at many
places where the Germans had establish-
ed redoubts of extraordinary strength.
American battalions, which-advanced so
rapidly at first that some were checked
by their own barrage fire, met with
strong resistance. An immensely strong
machine gun position at the entrance of
the subterranean canal gave much
trouble, but wos subdued by the aid of
tanks.

New Zealand regiments drove a deep
wedge into the enemy’s line at a point
directly south of Cambrai and took 1,000
prisoners,

Early in the morning Canadians ap-
proached Ramillies, north of Cambrai,
and at some points were astride the more
important lines of communication there.
As the morning advanced it . became
clear that the battle was developing into
a victory. Progress through the Sieg-
dried mesh work of trenches was natur-
ally slow, but the Allied troops suc-
ceeded almost everywhere. Kast of the
canal the German opposition seermed un-
able to arrest their advance. The enemy
artillery fire was, for the most part,
desultory and from long range. Much of
¢he personal equipment abandoned by
the enemy appears to be quite new.

Le Catelet, the key position to the
whole sector between Bellicuurt and
Benteux, was unofficially reported in Al-
lied hands by noon. Good news came
in all day. The Allies appear to be
astride the St. Quentin-Cambrai railway
at places, thus seriously restricting the
enemy’s communication.

Keep “Conchies” Out.
Brandon Sun:—We should look for,
demand cnd insist on at least one quali-
fication, lacking which other qualifica-
tions count but little—a desire to become
loyal Canadians and a willingness to
render loyal service to Canada in any
crisis. These people lack the essential
qualification. 'They are coming to Can-
ada because Canadn allows comsclentious
objectors to retain citizenship while al-
lowing them to repudiate an important
part of their obl'gation—military service.
Therefore they are unwelcome, and en-
trance should be denied them. Canada

Are Trying Hypnotism
On The German Nation

Admit Defeats, But
Past Successes

Political Leaders Attempt By Assuring Talk
to Make People Stick; 8till Harping on Peace;

Rely on U-Boats and

Amsterdam, Sept. 27— YVice-Chancellor
von Payer, speaking before the main
committee of the Reichstag, defended
his Stuttgart speech, in:which he “de-
clared the treaties = of »/Bucharest and
Brest-Litovsk must . stand. The vice-
chancellor said it would be a mistake
to abanden those treaties insofar as they
regulate the relations between the sig-
natories, but he added: “If one day we
are able to display so much insight, self-
control and unselfishness that we can
without injury to our interests permit
our enemies to collaborate in questions
which only affect them indirectly if at
all, we can, after all ,come’'to an under-
standing with those who, with us, are
concerned, whether we discuss on the
!basis of reciprocity these questions also
| with our enemies.”

{ General von Wrisberg addressed the

| 'War.
| gram from Berlin, that the failure of the
German offensive on_the western front
,was due to the failure of the German
army to surprise the Entente Allies and
the necessity of assuming the defensive
on the arrival of the English home army
in the theatre of war; to the employ-
ment of colored troops-and to the inter-
vention of American divisions.
Withdrawal “Successful.”

Referring to the Entente Allied at-
tack on the Marne salient, General von
Wrisberg said the withdrawal of the
German troops was necessary “for strat-
!egical” reasons, and was completely suc-
!'cessful.
| “Thys, the first offensive of the
| enemy,” he added, “brought him ‘a tac-
tical success, but, considered in the light
of his great strategical aims, it ‘can be
regarded as not having succeeded.”

General von Wrisbery described the!
British victory between the Ancre and|
the Avre rivers as a ‘“‘great success due|
to the massed employment of tanks and
surprise under the protection of their|
fire.” '

The withdrawal to the Hindenburg)
line, the general said, was due to a “lack:
of well consolidated positions.

Speaking of the American victory in
the St. Mihiel sector, General von Wris-
berg said: “It lies in the nature of the
case that we as the defenders lost a con-
siderable number of guns and prisoners.
We can, however, with assurance cal-
culate that the enemy obtained his suc-
cesses on the first days of the attack by
surprise arid with small losses, but for
the rest he suffered the heaviest losses.

“The American armies should not ter-
rify us. We shall also settle with them.”

Captain Brueninghaus, speaking for
the German navy department, said that
U-boats were sinking more cargo space
than was being built by the Entente Al-
lies, and that the number of German
submarines in service today was larger
than at any previous period of the war.
Enthusiasm Is Gone.

The imperial chancellor, Count von
Hertling, expressing confidence in Field
Marshal von Hindenburg and General
Ludendorff, said they would be equal to
the situation, and that the Allies “prema-
ture cries of victory” will soon die away.
He continued:

“Certainly the pure enthusiasm which
characterized August, 1914, could not
last, but the firm resolve to hold out till
the end will, despite all vaciliations and
vicissitudes. The people at home will
not leave the army in the lurch just
when everything is at stake. From the
first day we waged the war as a war of
defence. Only to defend ourselves did
we invade Belgium.”

In vigorously defending Germany’s
action toward Belgium, the imperial
chancellor admitted that in invading Bel-
gium Germany transgressed the written
law, but, he said: “As for individuals,
so is there also for states another law.
That is the law of self-defenceX™

He repested the German contention

that there were grounds for the fear that
the enémy would invade Belgium and
referred to alleged proofs from Belgian
archives of Belgium’s dubious neutrality.
He also alluded to offers of peace to Bel-
gium before the invasion and again after
the capture of Liege, which Belgium re-
fused to entertain.

In all future fighting, both on the west
and the east, the imperial chancellor
said, it would be solely a question of de-
fence. He declared that the submarine
warfare s slowly but surely diminish-
lng Allied tonnage.

‘Above all,” he said, “it is restricting
the transportation of reinforcements of
men and material from the United
States.”

Says Wilson Won’t Listen,

Count von Hertling complained of the

lack of attention his acquiscence in the
four points laid down by President Wil-
son as peace essentials had met from the
American executive.
- The chancellor asserted that on Feb.
22 of this year he declared in the Reich-
stag his agreement in principle with the
possibility of discussing a general peace
on the basis of four points of President
Wilson’s message of Feb. 2, but that
President Wilson, neither at that time
nor since, had taken any notice of the
chancellor’s declaration.

Count von- Hertling continued by de-
claring that he favored the formation of
a league of nations, the promotion of
universal, successive disarmament in
equal proportions, the establishment of
obligatory courts of arbitration, the free-
dom of the seas and the protection of
small nations.

“We have never concealed the fact,”
said Chancellor von Hertling in the
course of his address, “that all thoughts
of conquest were far from our minds.
But how do things stand on the op-
posite side? If one credited the utter-
ances of the enemy, official and unoffi-
cial, they only desire to repel a Ger-
many which in criminal arrogance is
striving for world hegemony; to fight
for freedom and justice against German
imperialism and Prussian militarism.

“We know Dbetter. The world-war
was prepared years ago by the well-
known encircling policy of King Ed-
ward. In France there arose extensive
war literature which referred to im-
peading war with Germany. Austria-
Hungary’s influence in the Balkans was
to be eliminated. The Russian expan-
sion movement and the Pan-Slavic idea
demanded it.

Blames Russia Again,

“The match was not put to the pow-
der by the Prussian military party, but
while the German emperor was, up to
the last moment, endeavoring to pre-
serve peace the Russian military party
put through the mobilization against the
will of the weak Czar ,and thereby made
war unavoidable,

“The official account of the Souk-
homlinoff trial made this clear to every-
one who desired to see. We can look
calmly forward to the judgment of pos-
terity. For the present, it is true, those
who arc in power in the enemy coun-
tries have succeeded by an unparalleled
campaign of lies and calumny in obscur-
ing the truth. When a result was not
obtained by the spoken or written word
it was achieved by pictorial representa-
tions—productions of absolutely devilish
fantasy, from which one turns with hor-
ror and disgust. But the object has been
attained. A hatred has been raised
amongst the enemy populations against
the Central Powers, and particularly
agninst Germany—a  hatred  which
eschews all moderation and chokes off all
just judgment.

“You have all read Premier Clemen-
ceau’s last speech, a speech which seem-
ed, in its fanatical hatred and the cocarse-
ness of mind displayed, to surpass any-
thing hitherto achieved, but in America
it found a many-voiced echo, as is proved

by the pronouncements that are reach-
ing our ears from across the ocean

“The wildest war fury is at present
vaging in-the United States. The people
are intoxicated with the idea that Am-
erica muast bring the blessings of modern
liberal kultur to the enslaved peoples of
Central Europe, while at the same time
they are rejoicing at the many millions
of dollars which the war armaments are
causinz to flow into the pockets of the
business men.

Greece and Ireland.

“Theory and practice are two differ-
ent things. The old proverb of the mote
in another’s eye and the beam in one’s

‘|own finds constent illustration in the

machinations of the Entente. They are
pever tired of condemning our march
into Belgium, but they pass over the op-
pression of Greece, the interference with
that country’s internal affairs and the
enforced abdication of its king as if they
were matters of course. They assert that
they are fighting to protect oppressed
nations, .but the century-old sorrows and
the justifiable grievances of Ireland no-
where find a hearing, not even in Am-
erica, where the people are acquainted
with them through the numerous Irish
immigrants. The British . government,
whieh is especially fond of talking right,
and justice, recently found it compatible
with those principles to recognize the
conglomerate rabble of Cszecho-Slovaks
as a belligerent power.

“How will the German people have
to meet that? Will it, forseoth, beg for
mercy in fear and trembling? No, gen{
tlemen, remembering its great past and
its still greater mission in the future it
will stand erect and not cringe or grovel.

“The situation is serious, but it gives
us no ground for deep depression. The
iron wall of the western front is not
broken, and the U-boat is slowly but
surely fulfilling its task of diminishing
tonnage,_thus above all increasingly men-
acing and restricting reinforcements of
then and material from the United
States.

“The hour will come, because it
must come, when our enemies will see
reason and be ready to make an end of
the war before half the world is convert-
ed into a heap of ruins and the flower of
its manly strength lies dead on the bat-
tlefield.”

Must Stand Together.

Count von Hertling said it was the
business of the Germans to stand to-
gether, cool, confident, united and reso-
lute, with their one aim the protection
of the Fatherland, its independence and
its freedom of movement. There was no
cntagonism, he declared, between the
government and the people. The former
only desired to work for and with the
nation. Aluding to the differences of
opinfon on political matters, the chan-
cellor said:

“The period after the war will also
confront us with new domestic prob-
lems. I will not speak of these now, but
as I know that the prevailing discon-
tent is not influenced alone by the suf-
ferings and worries of war-time, but al-
so by quite definite cares and grievances
of a political nature. I will make some
brief remarks om the subject. |

“Since taking on my ‘shoulders the
heavy burden of the chancellorship 1
have always endeavored energetically io
carry out what was still lacking in this
respect. I am, of course, alluding to that
great reform bill which, it is true, does
not fall within the jurisdiction of the
Reichstag, but nevertheless engages pol-
itical circles in Germany far beyond the
Prussian frontiers.”

Count von Hertling asserted that the
Prussian government was firmly reselved
to have the bill accepted, and to that
end it would not hesitate to use any
means constitutionally available. He
begged his hearers to remember that this
question was one of a far-reaching alter-
ation in the historical structure of the
Prussian state, and that it would be un-
fair if the representatives of the old
order were not given the opportunity of
defending ' their standpoint in parlia-
ment.

There must be no question of procras-
tination, the chancellor said. ‘“Should
we, however,” he continued, “not suc-
ceed in attaining our contemplated aim
by parliamentary debate then another
way indicated by the constitution will be
pursued.”

Referring to the question of peace, the
chancellor then said that jumanity shud-
ders at the thought that this war may
bring others, and the question is engag-
ing the attention of more people as to
the possibility of creating an organiza-
tion amongst peace needing nations
whieh would “set right in the place of
might and a peaceful solution instead of
sanguinary battles.”

Still Hinting at Peace.

Germany maintains her readiness for
peace, despite repeated rejections of
peace offers from the Central Powers,
declared Admiral von Hintze, the Ger-
man foreign secretary. ]

Speaking on the recent Austrian peace
proposal, Admiral von Hintze said that
the German government’s attitude to-
ward peace had been manifested to the
whole world in repeated appeals.

“We maintain this appeal for peace,
our readiness for peace,” he continued.
“Despite the partly jeering, partly sneer-
ing rejections which we have experienced
from our enmies. In this we are in full
accord with our allies.”

The foreign secretary said that after
the previous failures, it had appeared
to the German government that it should
not take any further steps in this direc-
tion, and that a moment when the na-
tion’s enemies were “suffering from war
psychosis and the intoxication of victory
was not a suitable time for new appeals
for ce.

“The appeal, however, was made,” the
Secretary added.

A WELCOME GIFT.

London, Sept. 6—(Associated Press
Correspondence)—The government of
Cuba has sent to the American Red
Cross in Europe 240,000 cigarettes and
8,500 packages of smoking tobacco for
distribution to American wounded.

“This is a gift from the Cuban people
in recognition of the work of the Amer-
jcan army and a token of the sincere
friendship between Cuba and the Untied
States,” writes the Cuban minister in
transmitting the gift.

After being acting adjutant in Eng-
land, he went to France as a second lieu-
tenant in 1916. Within twenty,four
hours he was in the front trenches.

Mr. Hardyman speedily became ad-
jutan§, and held the rank of captain
when he was wounded. Returning from
leave in England, he became brigade
liaison officer and in April,-1917, became

captain major.

Brunswick Battalion

A Glimpse Into The Daily Life

Officer Who Considered Deadly Peril a Huge
Joke—Behind The Lines

of Our Boys at The Front—Aa

(By Lacey Amy, Special Correspondence
of The Times.)

With, the Canadian Forces, France,
Aug. 25—If you want to see how they
mix ’em up over in France, read a bat-
talion diary. I picked up the diary of a
New Brunswick battalion and read the
following within the space of a two
weeks’ record:

“C and D companies attended lecture
on Yellow Cross Gas, given by Divis-
ional Gas Officer. A demonstration was
held at 10 a. m., showing aeroplane fly-
ing at various heights, after which train-
ing company in attack was carried on.

We raided two enemy posts early this
morning, but found them unoccupied.

After which a youthful lieutenant!
told me with many a laugh of a raid!
whose details as entered in the diaryi
had attracted my attention. A raiding
party had gone over from the battalion
.at noon, and in order to estimate the
damage done and the condition of the
post rushed, another small party, con-|
sisting only of one officer and three!
men, followed across an hour later on'
what was technically termed patrol.

Now putting over a day trench raid
is no small matter in itself: But to fol-:
low it up with another within an hour
is apt to make the enemy peeved. The’
second party crept along an old com-
munication trench, crossed an exposed
road ,and once more entered what was
left of an old communication trench—
only four men of them, mind you. And
they found the post full again. About
ten men against four. But they threw,
their bombs and made as if to rush the
post. The Germans, however, had dis-|
covered their superiority in numbers and
evidently had unpleasant memories of

the earlier raid. So they tried to ‘“come

back.” One burly fellow jumped on the
firing step and vaulted over the parapet.
As he did, the Canada officer fired his
revolver from where he was crouched.
The German promptly vaulted back.
For six shots the performance contin-
ued, the German never removing his
hands from the parapet.

The return was a different matter.
A second party of the enemy cut down
another trench to the exposed road and
lay in wait. The Canadian officer made
four attempts to cross the road, but the
whistle of bullets from concealment
turned him back each time.

Even to me, the auditor, there seemed
shadows of seriousness about the situ-
ation tending to discourage levity in
the narration; but the officer’s memories
of it were apparently amusing. “It was
lots of fun,” he said. Behind him and
his three men was a large party of Ger-
mans making their way down the chan-
nel of their retreat in pursuit. Ahead
was a wide road under the rifles of an-
other large party. Back in the home
trenches the Lewis gunners were bobil-
ing for a chance to shoot, but the situ-
ation was so involved that friend was
as likely to be the target as foe.

So the Canadians did a characteristic
thing. They leaped on the parapet
where they could see the party in am-
bush and opened fire. The ambuscade
melted away. A signal was waved back

- to the machine gunners to open fire, and

that was about all there was to it. But
my officer friend couldn’t free his mind
from the picture of a German vaulting
a parapet, afraid to come on for the
revolver waiting for him, afraid to fall
back for the officer goading him on
from behind. And the surprise bluff of
four lone men jumping up in the open
where a thousand rifles might have cov-
ered them, in order to frighten a party
three times their size, had its entertain-~
ing features in retrospect.

The Colonel at Play

Then we retired to the courtyard
where a volley ball net was set up in
the mud between the cook house and
the chateau, and cheered two teams of
officers, one captained by the colonel
himself. The football used had the
nasty habit of dropping in the muddiest
places and transferring its collection to
the faces and shirts of the players. The
twist that gave the colonel a beautiful
goatee was enjoyed by no one more than
the colonel himself. And since his side
won, the laugh remained longest with
him.

A thunderstorm interrupted pro-
ceedings. A band of pipers that had
been entertaining us bolted for the trees
—until an over-familiar clap of thunder
drove them pell-mell to the huts. The
rest of us retired to tea.

In the messroom the paymaster was
hard at work. He had been working

for hours. Hé'#vas tuning a piano which
had served fts usefulness to a Y. M. C.
A. hut that, with no need to be over-
partiqular about the quality of its musie,
had been forced to remove the instrm-
ment in self-defence. The paymaster of
the —th, having a musical ear and a
mechanical mind,/ pressed the battalion
armorer into the construction of a suit-
able wrench, fitted it to a handle him-
self, permitted himself to be the target
of the staff jokes, and proceeded to
make sweet music from the joint pro-
duction of thousands of enthusiastic
soldiers in a Y. M. C. A. hut. One oc-
tave he had wheedled and beaten info
endurable tone, and he was starting on
the second—he knew a song that might
be squeezed into that range when I left.

That was only a few days ago. Three
days later T saw the colonel and his
staff under very different conditions.
They were lying at rest on a hillside
beside a long white road, about them
row on row of outstretched khaki. The
sun was sinking over the brow of the
hill. Strains of bagpipes floated 'up
from unseen hollows. A dusty road
lay before them, a long walk behind.
The road before them they would
tramp in only a few minutes—on into
the night to a place neither they nor I
knew.

The paymaster lay on his back, his
head pillowed in his hands, his eyes
half closed, looking up into the deaden-
ing sky. He saw me afar and waved,

POPULAR PRICES

UNITED STATES GUNS.

Although in a majority of the twenty-
four munition plants in the United |
States, the flow of manufacture has not
yet reached the production stage, Bene-
dict Crowell, diréctor of munitions, hasl
announced that rapid progress is being
made in the output of rifles, machine
guns and some types of artillery.

Mr. Crowell said the Bethlehem Steel
Company was the only experienced ord-
nance manufacturing concern at work,
nineteen others being wholly new to
this industry. In all of them, however,
the raw material is being steadily fed
in at one end of the plant, and the time
is nearing when it will emerge.at the
opposite end in completed guns of all
sizes.

In this connection Mr. Crowell said
the new government plant at Neville
Island, near Pittsburg, was designed
for the manufacture of largest calibre
high power guns only and will turn out
nothing smaller than l4~inch rifles. The
contract made with the United States
Steel Corporation, which is erecting and
will operate the plant for the govern-
ment without profit for the company,
contemplates an expenditure of $150,-
000,000 on this project alone. The plant
has a ground area of 1,000 acres in ad-
dition to large housing projects for the
employes.

The flow of Browning machine guns
from the plants is increasing rapidly.
From 6,000 to 7,000 heavy and from 8,-
000 to 9,000 light Brownings a month are
being delivered, Mr. Crowell said, or
enough to meet all requirements in
France.

WORK MORE COSILY

Finding More Rock Than Ex-
pected—FHeavy Rains Add to
Expense

Unforeseen difficulties are adding
greatly to the troubles of the contract-
ors on the water main renewal at Lake
Fitzgerald. The first difficulty encoun-
tered was the presence of a much larger
quantity of rock to be excavated than
had been estimated. As the work pro-
ceeded it was found that ledges of rock
appear in most unexpected places, crop-
ping up in the immediate vicinity of
places where borings had indicated only
loose soil. As the contract for the ex-
cavating is on the basis of so much a
“yard for rock and earth, this will add
considerably to the cost.

Owing to the formation of the land a
certain amount of trouble with water
was expected but the unvprecedented
rains, producing almost freshet condi-

tions, have filled the trenches and made
continuous pumping necessary to keep
the cuts empty enough to permit of the
pipe laying being carried on. The walls
of the water soaked trenches have col-
lapsed in several places, giving the con-
tractors that much extra work to do
without remuneration.

The original estimate for the job was
$40,000 but the final cost, according to
a statement made by Commissioner Hil-
vard this morning, will be almost $22,-
000 more. Of this additional cost $15,-
000 is accounted for by the substitution
of the reinforced concrete for the cast
iron pipe. While this is in an increase
in actual cost, the city saved money on
the change, as the iron pipe had in-
criesed in price by more than that
amount from the time it was purchased
to the time the change was made. This
pipe still is on hand and will be nsed
when the twenty-four inch main is ex-
tended out the Marsh road. The bal-
ance of the additional cost is accounted
for, by the extra rock excavation which
had not been included in the estimates.
