Ottawa, Aug. 10—During the three 
months, April 1 to June 30, of the current 
fiscal year, 175,341 immigrants arrived in 
Canada. Of this number 121,968 arrived 
at ocean ports, and 53,343 from the United 
States. ' ^ .'

These figures show an inerdise ot 15 per 
eent., as compared with these for the cor­
responding months of last fiscal year, 
which were 109,316 at ocean ports, and 43,- 
802 from the United States, making a to­
tal for the three months, April 1 to June 
30, 1911, of 153,116. During the month 
of June this year there were 45,888 ar­
rivals, 32,140 of them having been at ocean 
ports, and 13,748 from the United States, 
as against 40,008 for June, last year 2^, 
973, of whom were at ocean ports, and 
12,035 from the United States.

MEXICAN TEXTILE

San Sebastian, Ang. 10—The attitude 
which has been adopted by certain Portu­
guese politicians and newspapers in regard 
to Spain is beginning to cause serious pre­
occupation in this country. Their language, 
which is characterized by extreme vio­
lence, may easily produce in Spain a result 
contrary to that which is intended, and it 
would certainly not be good for either of 
the two countries if passions should be 
given a loose rein, as lamentable incidents, 
the consequences of which nobody can 
predict, might be the outcome.

Moreover, some Portuguese politicians 
have started a campaign against the Span­
ish monarchy, and are holding public and 
private meetings at which revolutionary 
opinions are expressed. The Portuguese 
Press, which is the most violent and em­
ploys the most injurious language of any 
in Europe, is stirring up passions instead 
of calming them, and has gone so fat in 
the bitter terms which it utters that un­
less a change is made violent replies may 
be drawn from the Spanish Press, and a 
state of feeling produced which will bring 
about fatal consequences.

Portugal demands the impossible when 
she wishes Spain to guard the whole of 
the frontier, without guarding it herself 
on her own side. Spain already exercises 
the greatest vigilance over the Portuguese, 
interns them in the central provinces, and 
closely watches the ports; but she cannot 
place a policeman at the back of every 
Portuguese, nor can she cover the whole j 
of the frontier. Portugal employs very 
few soldiers on her frontier, and conse­
quently it is her own fault if Portuguese 
enter and leave at places where Spain can­
not watch.

It is believed that Portu­
gal will make a change in her attitude, but 
if this does not happen and Portugal 
maintains her habitual tone of diplomatic 
haughtiness, it is foreseen that within a 
very brief period a diplomatic conflict 
will occur which may easily have the most 
serious consequences.

GOOSEBERRY MARMALADE.
Cut all the ends off. Five pounds of ber­

ries take five pounds of sugar and 
pint of water. Crush the fruit before put­
ting it in the syrup and boil slowly an 
hour or longer. Gooseberries msy be put 
up in cold water in jars and cooked when 
needed, the same as you do with cran­
berries. Gooseberry marmalade is perfect­
ly delicious. I have also made some fine 
pineapple preserve and will give the rule: 
Peel the fruit and let it go through the 
meat chopper. To two cups of pulp take 
one cup of sugar. Cook fifteen minutes. 
Seal hot and keep in a dark place.

MUSTARD PICKLE.
Three quarts of green tomatoes, one 

quart of onions, six green peppers, all cut 
up into small pieces. Sprinkle with one 
cup of salt, let stand over night or two or 
three hours in the morning. I fix all mine 
in the morning, then get out all the water, 
then add two medium-sized cauliflower 
(boiled tender in very little water), cut 
into small pieces, one pound of brown 
sugar, six tablespoons of mustard, one 
tablespoon of tumeric powder (not any 
more) three pints of vinsgar; boil fifteen 
minutes. Then add one cup of sifted flour 
in one pint of vinegar (making two quarts 
in all). Boil until it thickens.

Despite these precautions, she was burn­
ed to death in her bed for, having fallen

one-man government when the canal is 
completed, was passed by the senate. to­
night by a Vote of 47 to 15.

The provision for free tolls which was 
fought out in the senate Wednesday was 
endorsed again just before the passage cf 
the measure. Attached to the bill as it 
passed the senate were two important 
amendments directed at trust or railroad 
control of steamship lines. The* first by 
Senator Reed, would prohibit ships owned 
by a illegal industrial combination, from 
using the canal and the second, by Senator 
Bourne, would force railways to give up 
water lines which might otherwise bs 
their competitors, if it were proved that 
they were stifling competition.

Opponents of the free toll provision lot 
American ships, against which Great Brit» 
ain made formal protest, carried thei# 
fight up to the last moment of the bill’s 
consideration. Just before its passage, 
Senator Root moved to strike out the 
section giving free tolls to American coast- * 
wise vessels, and Senator Hoke Smith, of 
Georgia, moved to strike out the provision 
for free tolls to American ships in the 
foreign trade. Both of these motions were 
defeated by overwhelming votes.

As the bill passed, it would permit Am­
erican coastwise vessels to pass through 
the canal free, without conditions, while 
American foreign trade ships might pass 
there free if their owners agreed 
the vessels to the United States at a fair 
price in time of war or emergency.

A black calf 
appeared again when the fourth Earl 
Ferrers of the Shirley family was 
hanged with a silken rope, as was the cus­
tom for people of high birth—in 1760 for 
the murder of his steward. Undeterred 
by all this the tenth earl, finding that 
ing to interbreeding the herd was not in 
good condition, set the family traditions at 
naught, and with the object of strength­
ening the race introduced a black bull, 
and deliberately bred black calves.

The neighboring, peasantry, whose fam­
ilies in some cases had farmed their hold­
ings for centuries, shook their heads over 
this, predicting fresh disasters for the 
master of Chartley Hall. Their forebodings 
were justified by the event; for Lord Fer­
rers yras overtaken by financial troubles, 
which forced him to sell Chartley Hall and 
the fateful herd, the latter being purchas­
ed by the Duke of Bedford, who transfer­
red it to his Woburn Abbey estate, a won­
derful old place in Bedfordshire, in whose 
lovely park all sorts of extraordinary ani­
mals roam at liberty. Among the rarest 
of these are small wild horses from the 
borders of Thibet. The famous herd has, 
however, not thriven, and the only remain­
ing white bull died aoout four years ago, 
without leaving any male progeny to take 
his place.

The Chartley Hall estate, with its 4,000 
acre park, is now owned by Colonel Wnl- 

J4er Congreve, who won his Victoria Cross 
while endeavoring to save the guns at the 
battle of Colenso, in the earlier disastrous 
days of the Boer War. He has been A. D. 
C., to Lord Kitchener, and military sec­
retary to the Duke of Connaught. He 
bought up the property at the remarkably 
low price of $400,000, including the moat­
ed Chartley Hall, (a part of which dates 
from Elizabethan times,) and the ivied 
ruins of Chartley Castle, which was built 
by Randolph de Blandeville, fourth Earl 
of Chester, on his return from the Holy 
Land.

The new Earl Ferrers, although he 
has thus lost this ancient home comes into 
the possession of the Staunton Harold es­
tate, near Ashby-de-U-Zouohe,in Leicester-

IFortunately the new Earl Ferrers, el­
eventh of his line, although an architect 
by profession, is a very rich man, through 
•his wife, the daughter and heiress of the 
late Robert Moon, and will therefore be 
able to restore m a measure the fortunes 
of his pee ragé, which has been so closely 
identified throughout English history with 
the maintenance and care of the famous 
herd of long-homed wild white cattle.

The family is one that has many Am­
erican associations, and the new Lord Fer­
rers can boast of the same descent as the 
first president of the United States; for 
the first real Earl Ferrers of the present 
family married Elizabeth, only child and 
heiress of Laurence Washington. The lat­
ter* s elder brother, Robert Washington, 
was Lord of the Manor of Sulgrave, and 
ancestor of George Washington in the di­
rect male line. A namesake of the new 
Lord Ferrers, and a member of the fam­
ily of which he is now the chief, is that 
Walter Shirley who was a colonial gover­
nor of Massachusetts, and commander-in- 
chief of the British forces in America at 
the beginning of those thoubles between 
the colonies and the mother country which 
culminated in the War of Independence.

The town of Shirley, near Groton, in 
Massachusetts, is named after him. The 
Ferrers peerage, and the Chartley Park 
property with the herd of wild cattle, 
came into the Shirley family through the 
marriage of Sir Henry Shirley to Lady 
Dorothy Devereaux, daughter of Queen 
Elizabeth’s favorite Lord Essex, who was 
also Lord Ferrers. On Essex's death, his 
Barony of Ferrers fell into abeyance, 
whence it was recalled by Charles II. in 
favor of Sir Robert Shirley, grandson of 
Lady Dorothy Devereaux. Subsequently 
Charles II. advanced him to the dignities 
of Viscount Tam worth, and Earl Ferrers. 
It is unnecessary to recall here the de­
scription of the crime of the fourth earl, 
vho after trial by his peers in the House 
if Lords in 1760, and sentence to death, 
i rove to the gallows at Tyburn, where the 
Marble Arch now stands, in London, in

St. Petersburg, Aug. 10—A valuable dis­
covery of buried treasure has been made 
in the village of Malaia Pereshchepina, in 
the government of Poltava. Some farm la­
borers while digging in a field came across 
an old chest containing gold and silver 
coins and vessels.

The coins date back to the fourth cen­
tury, but the most valuable article is a 
large silver dish damascened in gold. It 
bears a Latin inscription showing that it 
is of .very ancient origin and was in the 
possession of a bishop living in the sev­
enth century.

Other articles include gold and silver 
Persian cups, silver vessels of Byzantine 
workmanship, and about 450 gold and 50 
silver coins. There is also a quantity df 
bracelets and other ornaments. The col­
lection is valued by experts at about$500,- 
000.

Whereas, it has been reported in the 
public press that his lordship is to be suc­
ceeded in this diocese by an Acadian 
bishop, and whilst we are not opposed to 
the appointment of an Acadian in any 
section of this province where the Aea- 
dians reside, we particularly desire to 
draw the attention of the constituted au­
thorities of the Holy Church to the fact 
that the Catholic population of St. John 
and vicinity is almost exclusively of the 
Irish race; and
’ Whereas, since the formation of this 
diocese the Irish Catholics have without 
assistance from the Acadians not only 
provided magnificently for the bishop, but 
under the wise administration of their 
bishops erected many fine churches and 
charitable institutions; and

Whereas, the Irish Literary and Benevo­
lent Society are firmly convinced that the 
best interests of the Catholics of St. John 
and our Catholic faith demand the ap­
pointment of a bishop who is of our na­
tionality; therefore,

Resolved, that we respectfully request 
the Most Rev. Francis P. Stagni, Apostolic- 
Delegate to Canada, and the Most Rev. 
Edward J. McCarthy, Archbishop of Hali­
fax, to use their influence with our most 
Holy Father the Pope to appoint a bishop 
of Irish descent to the Episcopal See of 
St. John.

Washington, Aug. 9—Trusts were not

throwing out of employment thousands of 
workmen.”

The bill sent to the White House im­
posed an ad valorem duty of 29 per cent, 
on raw wool and on cloths of 39 per cent.

He appealed to 
congress, however, not to adjourn until it 
had enacted a measure to “substantially 
reduce unnecessary existing duties” with­
out destroying protection for the wool in­
dustry in the United States.

Rent collecting in Dublin is a lively oc­
cupation according to a case heard in 
the southern police court, the result of 
which was that both men concerned were 
committed for trial. The rent collector, 
Philip Gleeeon, said he went to collect 
rents at a house in New Row South, when 
a man named -Doyle struck him a severe 
blow on the face, and dazzled him. He 
tore the collar, tie, and shirt off him, 
caught him by the legs, and sought to up­
set him. In the struggle the two of them 
"fell on the stairs. Witness struck Doyle 
in self-defence, and he was in a very ex­
hausted condition, as the other had him 
by the throat, and was bumping his head 
against the wall. He was not aware that 
Doyle had to be treated at the Meath Hos­
pital, and that his ribs were broken.

John Doyle said that Gleeson pushed in 
the door of his room and demanded rent. 
He told him that he paid his rent to Mrs. 
Germain. Gleeson caught him by the back 
of the neck, pulled him out of the room, 
when he struck him, on the head. He 
knocked him off 'the stairs, and he fell on 
hie hands and knees, then kicked him 
twice in the ribs. Every time witness got 
up Gleeson knocked him down, and kick­
ed him in the eye.

The constable said that he saw Gleeson 
and Doyle holding each other by the 
throat. Gleeson was in an exhausted con­
dition, while Doyle’s face was covered with 
blood. Doyle was obliged to go to the 
Meath Hospital, where he was treated for 
his injuries.

Vigilance Commitete
A public meeting was held on Monday 

night in the Mat!eiôt\ ‘House, Dublin, to 
promote the crusade of the Dublin Vigil­
ance committee against immoral literature 
and pictures. The Lord Mayor presided.

The Lord Lieutenant, proposed the ad­
option of the committee’s report.

Brussels, Aug. 1—Viewed from every 
standpoint—from that of the native or the 
merchant, from the past, present, or fu­
ture—the cardinal injustice of the Leopold- 
ian “regime” remains in practice unaffect­
ed by Belgian annexation. The greatest 
crime of the old Congo state, which looms 
ns the supreme danger of the future, was 
the confiscation of n^ive rights in land, 
and upon that fundamental injustice was 
erected the whole superstructure of the in­
famy of the past. It remains today as 
the foundation of a potential system of 
servitude, but one degree less oppressive 
than the old slavery of the Congo State. 
Leading colonial opinion in Belgium ap­
pears as incapable' as local officialdom of 
forming a generous conception of the in­
digenous possibilities of^he Congo natives. 
It can comprehend' the laborer, the serf, 
or the domestic slave, but the free, in­
dustrious, and successful colored citizen is 
apparently beyond the mental horizon of 
those who control the destinies of the 
Congo.

While the native remains landless he can 
only occupy the position of servitor; while 
ownership and colored labor is at present 
the motto of the Congo. In the years pre­
ceding the establishment of the Congo 
State, rights in land were clearly defined, 
the boundaries of fishing grounds, the lim­
itation of hunting areas, the territories 
within which periodic removals were per­
mitted. were all delimited; the hill, the 
streamlet, the palm plantation, all played 
their part as nature’s boundaries to the 

lands and rivers of native tribes. 
Upon the chiefdom devolved the sacred 
duty of maintaining intact these tribal 
lands, and any encroachhment by alien 
tribes was the immediate signal for an in­
tensely patriotic war.

ized when they recount the horrors of 
those terrible years. Ope said to me re­
cently : “At first we fought to protect our 
lands, but in tne end we had to fight to 
obtain ‘meat—human flesh—to stay the 
pangs of hunger.”

The advent of civilized government 
should have been a further guarantee of 
the security of land tenure; the right of 
the tribee to their lands should have found 
in the government the most powerful sup­
porter. If it were thought wise, as is some­
times the case, to vest the rights of 
tribal lands in the Sovereign, the object 
should be that of further safeguarding na­
tive rights against the unscrupulous alien 
investor. None of these considerations ap­
pealed to the old Congo State. Honesty 
of purpose and common-sense policy alike 
knocked in vain at the doors of the admin­
istration; the Congo Sovereign, by the 
simple process of ignoring “rights,” rob­
bed (there is no other word), the natives 
of their lands.

During the' Revolution it was confiscated 
and sold, and finally, in 1804, it was pur­
chased by Marshal Lannes, who had part 
of tlie estate along the river laid out to re: 
semble the battlefield of Austerlitz. In

who finally attached his name to it, and 
during the last century all the woods and 
the park that once formed part of the 
estàfcè, were disposed of for* building plots.

No Restitution
For months—now running into years— 

those interested in the Congo native have 
waited for the “restitution” of land ten­
ure, or at least some equitable form of it, 
but, unfortunately, the Belgian government 
shows little indication in practice of her 
intention to restore to the natives their 
inalienable rights in the soil; indeed, all 
the evidence is in the other direction. A 
high official rcently stated that if a Congo 
native desires a piece of land in his own 
country with a fixed title, he must buy 
it from Brussels. Could anything be more 
preposterous ?

There is no lack of land; the lack is now 
a population to cover it. Stanley estimat­
ed the original population at 35 millions.; 
at the time of the Belgium annexation the 
Congo State authorities admitted that it 
had fallen to 20 millions, and today it is 
generally admitted that the total popula­
tion cannot be more than eight millions, 
scattered over nearly a million square- 
miles. Upon the standpoint, therefore, - 
of a density of population. Belgium can­
not base a refusal to recognize native 
communal tenure. Neither can the refusal 
be maintained owing to lack of sites for 
white occupation ; suitable positions exist 
everywhere—at the confluence of tributary

Children In Evidence

The early eighties witnessed in the Con­
go basin three convulsive movements—the 
entrance of the white man from the west, 
following on Stanley's journey across the 
continent; the incursion of the Arabs from 
the north; and the Lokelo wars towards 
the south. This latter movement was 
destined to change the whole situation in 
the equatorial regions south of the main 
Congo. The Lokeloe. probably pressed by 
the Arabs from the north, started a “land 
war” with their southern neighbors, which 
ran right through tile south, reaching 
down to the Lukengà River, and in some 
places even across the greatest of the 
southern tributaries, the Kasai. Tribes 
fought each other for the maintenance of 
their ancient boundaries until the whole 
of the Equatorial regions were in a stata 
of warfare, which only ceased when star­
vation 'claimed victims by the thousand.

Then only were’boundaries readjusted by 
peaceful agreements. Even so, the whole 
population for months was in such dire 
etraits for food that men sold their wives, 
and mothers tljeir children for a single 
basket of manidea. How passionately the

A Sisyphean Task

If the Belgian Government is desirous 
of doing justice in this matter, it will re­
cognize communal tenure, and recall its 
agents from the Sisyphean task of plant­
ing miles of wooden posts around the vil­
lages, which serve only to supply the na­
tives with ready-cut firewood or the white 
ants with a meal.

There is too much reason to fear that 
of the foregoing superficial reasons 

the real motive of Congo land legisla- 
lation. The reason is more subtle and of 
set purpose. Only upon existing princi­
ples can Belgium rest restricted conces­
sionary systems; those went thought to 
be practices of the past, but recently we 
have seen nearly two million acres of the 
choicest oil-bearing lands apparently re­
moved from native ownership. The pre­
cedent once established, it will be difficult 
to refuse others, which, in turn, may be 
extended to gun copal, and even to cer­
tain well-known rubber areas.

Finally, there is the question of labor, 
the greatest need of the white admin­
istration and of European Governments 
generally. Belgium knows that she can­
not, like Britain and France, recruit her 
labor from other colonies, her labor forqe 
must be obtained from internal soureef, 
and any general agricultural development 
among the natives themselves would great­
ly restrict the flow of labor towards the 
white employer; hence, one of the chief 
reasons for refusing to recognize commun­
al tenure in land. This attitude and pol­
icy arises from the colonial conception of 
the Belgian Administration, whose official 
lack experience, both in theory and prac­
tice, of colonial development, 
would be more hope for the Congo if Bel- . 
giuni were willing to employ also the 
colonial hraim and experience of other 
nations ; but none are apparently desired, 
and if applications are made the applicant 
is reminded that “all responsible positions 
must be held by those of Belgian nation­
ality."

Berlin, July 27—Six bold socialist bandits 

have successfully cried "Hands Up!” to 
Prussia's parliament. It is a stirring sight. 
Against 437 of the nation’s mandatories, 
all fierce enemies of socialism, stand six 
insignificant, poorly clad, un imposing lit­
tle men, vowed only to obstruct and wor- 
*y; and the victory is with these six.

« Not since Joseph Biggar and Charles 
Stewart Parnell ran their obstruction cam­
paign in England's parliament have such 
events been seen. The shorthand reports 
team with "interruptions,” “exclamations” 
cries of “get out,” “begone,” derisive 
“hear, hears!” hisses and boos, and the 
437 have been so irritated, stung, and baf­
fled by their mobile hornet-like tormenters 
that they have been obliged to put into 
motion the ordinary cirminal law, and all 
Germany awaits the result of this unpre­
cedented action.

That happened as the result of a debate 
on the Polish land1 settlement law when 
Obstructor No. 1, Herr Borchardt, was 
dragged out of the sessions hall by police­
men. Herr Borchardt stood close to the 
president’s table; and bawled out rude re­
marks. His colleague, Obstructor No. 2. 
Herr Leinert, who sits beside him, refus­
ed to get out of the way when the police 
appeared, and had to be “led out.”

In any other parliament an incident like 
this would have been forgotten next day. 
But the 437 anti-socialist members of Prus­
sia’s parliament are so convinced of the 
helplessness of parliamentary discipline 
that they decided to invoke the criminal 
law. Speaker Baron- von Erffs, lodged a 
criminal information against Borchardt for 
%reach of the peace in the house,” and 
the government is solemnly prosecuting 
Borchardt t>n this charge ; and further 
charging him and Herr Leinert with “re­
sisting the power of the state.”

Sympathizers with socialism justify the 
tactics of the bandit Six declaring that 
no self-respecting man would do anything 
in Prussia’s parliament except make 
scenes. The Prussian legislature is the 
most backward and reactionary in Eur­
ope. The franchise is based upon a de­
cree of 1849, issued the year after the 
Revolution. It gives no chance whatever/ 
to democratic representation. Under the 
franchise law the electors in each consti­
tuency are divided into three classes, ac­
cording to the amount of direct taxes they 
pay. A handful of rich men in the first 
class count for as much as several hun­
dred men of moderate income in the sec­
ond class, and as several working men in 
the third class. There is a Berlin elec­
toral district where the “first class of 
\oters” consists of a single rich brewer ; 
the second class of this brewer’s relatives, 
and the third class of 1,785 men, mostly 
employes of the brewery, 
and his relatives, under the present sys­
tem, outvote the 1,785 employes.

Another reactionary feature is the open 
ballot.

tough conservative, admitted that the

Socialist exasperation *ori the franchise 
question is inflamed by the fact that in 
the parliaments of other German states 
they have attained strong positions.

The number of their 
voters has risen from 102,000 to 4,000,000. 
Since 1906 the registered strength of the 
socialist party doubled, from 384,000 to 
720,000. At every legislature door social­
ists knock with success; but six is their

Liebknecht, the younger, has a stormy 
past. He has repeatedly been prosecuted 
and punished. Like his father he has sat 
in jail for high treason. This was in 1907. 
The charge was based on his book "Mili­
tarism and Anti-Militarism with Special 
Regard to the Youths’ Movement.” In 
this the government saw a plot to change 
the constitution by force, the first step to 
be the abolition of the standing army. Lie­
bknecht spent his term of imprisonment in 
Glatz fortress, where now languishes an 
English spy. Last January he avenged 
himself by capturing for socialism the Kai­
ser’s pet constituency—Potsdam-Spandau, 
The court interest fiercely opposed this 
red irruption; and a conservative newspa- 
councillors,’’ and also by the big local 
landowners; and officials and agricultural 
laborers are practically forced to vote 
eervative.

When the bill came back, the lower house 
started chopping up again; and foiled 
Bethmann-Hollwee withdrew it in disgust. 
The government has since then not had 
the courage to bring in a new bill. And 
as long as the parliament remains obdur­
ate it can be reformed only by means of 
a coup d’etat. But Wilhelm TI. is not 
inclined to make a coup d’etat which 
would benefit the hated socialists most 
of all.

.So the socialists—six of them—will con­
tinue to obstruct. Criminal prosecutions 
will not dishearten them. The 437, they 
reason, soon will get tired, and ultimate­
ly, they hope, they will be able to reform 
the franchise, and ‘let a few score of Social: 
Democrats in. But before that jay dawns, 
many million boos, hisses, exclamations, 
and shouts of “get out” will adorn the of­
ficials’ reports of Prussia’s legislature.

Hockey
Hockey Talk Already.

During the warm months of spring and 
sommer Art Ross, the Ty Cobb of hockey, 
in the few moments not occupied by the 
sporting goods business and playing base­
ball for the Stars, independent champions 
of the province of Quebec, has been por­
ing over the hockey rules—and now pro­
poses some changes.

The changes introduced by the National 
Hockey Association last winter did not 
meet with the entire approval of some of 
the players, and Ross was one of them. 
While he considered that the six men 
aside game was all to the velvet, he was 
not enamoured of the cautioning and fining 
system, and the classification of major and 
minor fouls.

Therefore, he has drawn up a set of modi­
fications which he considers will better 
fill the bill than the regulations at pres­
ent prevailing, and will submit them to 
the National Hockey Association.

Aquatic
Boat Club Rule.

At a special meeting of the St. John 
Power Boat Club last evening it was de­
cided that in order to lessen the chances 
of accidents in any of the boats of the 
fleet new regulations would be necessary 
to control the number carried in each boat 
and aleo to compel the owners to provide 
some other safeguards. The matter was 
discussed by the members and with the 
idea of making the chances of accident as 
small as possible the following articles 

added to the constitution:
Article 21—Every owner in the club shall 

equip his boat or boats with the following: 
One machine or hand foghorn, one pair or 
combination set of lights to conform to the 
regulations, two life preservers or belts. 
Boats under twenty-five feet in length must 
be equipped with a pair of oars and suit­
able rowlocks.

Article 26—Every boat owner shall fur­
nish to the secretary on or before August 
15 this year and before May 24 hereafter, 
a statement that his boat is equipped in 
accordance with article 21 and the inspec­
tion committee of the club shall examine 
the boats of the fleet and on being satis­
fied that the rule has been complied with 
shall issue a certificate which shall be good 
for one year from May 24. The committee 
will also have power to limit the number 
of persons who shall be carried in each 
boat. The certificates shall be placed under 
glass on each boat.

The commodore, one member of the exe­
cutive and a member elected from the club 
shall be the inspectors and these shall be 
selected at the next special meeting of the 
club which is to confirm the new regula­
tion.

This action was taken with the idea of 
safeguarding the lives and boats of the 
members of the club and the penalty for 
not complying with the regulations will be 
indefinite expulsion from the privileges of 
the club.

Half Peund Tins of Salmon Intro­
duced—Provisions and Prices— 
Crop Reports and Predictions

The local provision market during the 
last few weeks has seen but little change 
in the listings of most articles, prices hav­
ing remained practically at a standstill for 
somè time although in most lines of com­
mon usage there was a marked firmness 
and tendency to strength. The outstand­
ing feature of the local grocery market 
at the present time is the slump in On­
tario flour which was reduced 25 cents this 
week as already referred to in the Times. 
There is no changé looked for at present 
in Manitoba patents but ïtj is almost 
tain that by thg ftime the spring crop is 
assured, there w 
ing. Reports fi
effect that the harvest this year with 
continuance of fiïlë weàther, will be un­
precedented, and that the crop will have 
the effect of causing a decline in present 
quotings, is expected.

While there has been no change of late 
in the quotings on sugar, the heavy de­
mand owing to the preserving season, has 
created a stronger tendency as to price 
and for the past six weeks has had a 
steadying effect on the market. Sugar has 
not declined in price since June I, al­
though there have been one or two fluctu­
ations on the New York market both in 
raws and refined. Molasses which is gen­
erally in sympathy with sugar is much 
firmer. Much higher prices are looked for 
before the arrival of winter.

The expected has happened in regard to 
canned salmon, at last the half-pound tins 
have been placed upon the market. Some 
time ago it was predicted by a prominent 
local wholesaler that with the steady rise- 
in the price of canned salmon packers 
would be forced to send in this territory 
the half-pound cans, which they had al­
ready placed on other markets. The pack 
this year has sharpened the rise and with 
the advance in price has come the arrival 
of. the half-pound tins to the local market, 
and there is expected to be a crisp demand 
for them.
