France an

d Canada

Was Signed Today

Dominion Commerce Gets Many Advantages

and Can.Compete

French ' Market—French Articles Here on
Tariff Only Less Favored Than Britain.

(Canadian Press)

Paris, Dec.
dian commercia] treaty was signed here
today. The signatures of Premier Poin-
care, Lucien bior., French minister of
commerce, Lord Hardinge, British am-

. bassador to France, Hon. W. S. Field-

ing, and Hon. Ernest Lapointe of Can-
ada are attached. It repiaces the pre-
war arrangement between France and
Canada.

1t gives Canadian commerce new ad-
vantages in several hundred articles
and places France on the most favored
nation basis with Canada, French
exports will be admitted to Canada on
what is called the intermediate tariff,
| 'which is the most favorable except
that given Great Britain and will af-
ford France a better outlet for her
wines, automobiles, laces, feathers and
other de luxe merchandise.

Canadian exports to France will be
admitted on a notably better basis than

before. One thousand and twenty-'

eight Canadian articles are accorded
the Frenth minimum tariff, 826 are
given the intermediate tariff. These in-

termediate tariff articles are allowed tol

enter France on the same basis as the
exports of the U. S. under the Franco-
Agmerican commercial agreement of
1921.

If the U. S. agreement should cease
to operate it is provided that Canada
on these intermediate articles, be given
a 25 per cent reduction from the
French minimum - tariff.

The treaty is a permanent one, but
may be denounced upon six 'months
notice. The text will be made public
only upon a date to be fixed later.

U. S. Senate Gets Total of
1922 Budgets With Land
Armament Allotments.

Washington, Dec. 15—European na-

tions continue to devete substantial
parts of their revenue to land arma-

ments, according to official figures ccvl--l

lected by the State Department and
transmitted to the Senate by Presi-
dent Harding in response to a resolu-
tion of inquiry. Senator McCormick,
Republican,” Illinois, introduced the
resolution last Winter during the arms
conference.”

Neither President Harding nor Sec-
retary Hughes commented on the ex-
penditures in their letters. The figures
gave 1921 revenues and expenditires
and 1922 budgets of fifteen European
countries, together with statements of
interest due on their debts to the Un-
ited States.

on an average 80,000 of these move-
ments of the earth every year. The
majqrity of the shocks occur ‘during
the colder season and then more often
in the night than duting the day and
in the morning more frequently than/
in the evening. .

These facts have led this well known
astronomer to conduct researches since
1902 as to whether the sun has not an
effective action in’ the internal econ-
omy of the globe as it has on its at-
mosphere. His conclusion is that at-
mospheric electricity serves as an in-
termediary between the sun and earth-
quakes, or rather, which comes to the
same thing, between solar phenomena
and contractions of  the terrestrial
globe.

Farthquakes are most num s, he
asserts, in the periods of e tional
solar calm which recur every 'eleven
years. Now the maximum of solar ac-
tivity, according to Abbe Moreux’s ob-
servations, was registered in 1917,
Therefore, he predicts that it will be
at its minimum in 1928, which should
therefore be marked by an increased
number of earthquakes.

The series, he insists, has already
begun, and in a ‘little while shocks
may be expected to be reported from
Japan, the West Indies and perhaps
Mexico and Turkestan.

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THE RIGHTS OF THE PEOPLE

It, will be rather difficult for the
bond dealers to establish the principle
that the people of any city should be
compelled to go on providing dividends
on watered stock when there is a legi-

\ timate way of getting relief. The city
of St. John is not concerned about the
troubles of the New Brunswick Power
Company. The city is offered light and
power at cost. The Power Company
bas no exclusive rights so far as these
services are concerned. The city has
a right to furnish itself with these
conveniences. It does not have to pur-

- chase either the street railway or the
gas plant or the distributing system of
the Power Company. It is willing to
purchase them at a fair price, other-
wise 1f will go on with its dwn dis-
tribution system for light and power.
It is acting wholly within its rights
and with a due regard to the interests
of the people. For, after all, it is the
people ‘who have the first claim. There

_ are those who would make it appear
that the éﬁy persons having rights are
those who pur¢hase the stock of a com-
pany, but if a compeny waters its
stock and calls upon the people at
large to stand the gaff, the latter will
only do so until an opportinity comes
to. secure redress. The credit of the
city of St. John is in no danger. It
can secire without difficulty the inoney
“it needs to provide itself with public
services. The people have a right to
cheap light and power, without paying
tribute to any cerporation. They are
merely exercising that right.

America, but a great citizen from
whatever point of view his career is
regarded. “No other merchant inour
time, perfiaps,” says the New York
Tribune, “did as much as to. lift
merchandizing to a higher lever.,” From
the most humble beginning he created
the immenee business which made him

In 1887
he adopfed the system of co-operation
in his store, and $100,000 was paid to
his employes in excess of their salaries
that yeai'.: He also organized a sav-
ings bank for employes, a building as-

" sociation, an insurance association,
classes for instruction and a library.
In 1896 he purchased a store in New
York, and in June, 1907, the business
was incorporated with a capital of $7.-
500,000. Of his relations with his em-
ployes we read:— .

“For more than twenty years em-
ployes . of the [Wanamakpr stores,
through the medium of courses and in-
structors provided by Mr, Wanamaker
and known as the John Wanamaker
Commercial Institute, were assisted to
advance themselves in business and
oducational lines » without expense to
themselves and without lesving their
employment.  The results achieved in
this way convinced Mr. Wanamaker
that an enlargement and extension of
these classes, giving his employes ac-
cess to oourses in higher education,
would be welcomed as affording op-
portunities comparable with those to
be had in the best universities, Ac-
sordingly, in 1915, We presented the

Wanamaker. employes in Philadelphia
with a new hall and fifteen class-
rooms designed to serve as the nucleus
of & university.

BECOME SUCCESSFUL?

WHAT MAKES SUCCESS?

Is it a question of adequate cap-
ital? Many big fiems started with
virtually nothing, !

Is it a matter of advertising?
Some stores do a big business with
al very small advertising approptia-
tion.

Is it due to location or buying
or service, careful management or
alertness to the trend of the times?

How big a gnt is played by en-
thusiasm, both from the stand-
polnt of the management and that
of the perspnnel? |

An advertising man in Fort
Wayne, Ind, attempted to au-
swer these questions by interview-
ing the heads of a hundred admit-
tedly successful retail stores. What
he out‘:1 fs told in “tzge afecom—

anying - article, interes if only

ecause of the wide divergence of
opinion and because of the factoes
listed.

There are plenty of statisties avail-
able telling about retall failures and
givipg complete reasons why such fail-
ures have occurred.. But are there any
that tell about stccessful retailers and

.{ analyzing ‘the reasons why they have

made good?

C. J. Suedhoff, of New York city,
has beeri deeply interested recently in
the ‘proposition of why some retailers
make good while others fall, and in the
course of his investigation into this
matter has gathered some very interest-
ing statistics. ’ !

“Before I started this investigation,”
says Suedhoff, “it was my belief that 95
or even 99 pen cent of all successful re-
tailers know why they are successes, It
was my contention that a retailer could
not succeed unless he knew thorough-
ly just what points were contributing
to his success.

“Now, after coppleting my investiga-
tion, Pm not so sure about this. I
found numerois cases where the rea-
sons assignel by various retailers for
their successes were not the real rea-
sons why their business had prospered.
Of course, the points advanced by the
retailers as reasons for success all hélp-
ed them, to put the proposition over,
but as I saw the matter these were not
the sole and only reasons,for their suc-

cess.

“Tpis leads me to believe that a suc-
cessful merchant has, to a large extent,
the merchandising Instinct born in him.
He instinctively does the things which
make for success without analyzing
them completely and thoroughly in
many instances. He just hags ft in bm,
thats all, and while his own analysis of
the reasons for his success will un-
doubtedly bring to light some of the
factors which have been vital in get-

ting him over the top, still he ‘lg quite
apt to overlook other pointg whigh are
equally important and which he*has in-
stinctively used in his business, but
which he considers rather lightly.
“Let me explain this in more detail
by telling about some of the things i
discovered in my investigation, I pick-

ed out two outstanding successes—big [ g, jansaowne ave.

firms which_have grown from small be-
ginnings, long-established firms and
newer firms which have got to the top
quickly. Then I asked the executives
what they thought was the reason for
tnis success, tabulating the reasons as-
signed,

“Here they are:

“Adequate capital-—Thirty-one firms
said their success was due to adequate
capital. -

“Right buying— I'/found twenty-
three firms who declaréd that right buy-
ing wag the secret of their success.

“Advertising — Twenty-two firms
gave the eredit to advertising for their

| successes.

“Change of locations to meet the
trend of the town—Ten firms assigned
this as the reason for their success,

“Service—Nine firms declared thnat
their successes were due to the spe-
cial service they render customers,

“This accounted for ninety-five of the
100 firms, and the reasons given by the
other five for their successes were good
reputations acquired during a Iong ex-
istence, careful management by the
proprietor himself, who was always on
the job; good personnel and alertness
to the trend of the times.

“Now in every one of these stores the

factors named by the store heads as be- '

ing résponsible for their successes un-
doubtedly contributed to it. But in on-
ly about a third of the stores was I
convinced that the reasons assigned
were the main factors in putting the
stores over,

“Consider the - matter of adequate|!

capital, for example. Thirty-one of
the 100 firms declared that their succe:s

was because they had enough money.:

And yet consider this fact: At least fif-
teen of the stores were built up from
nothing out of profits of the stores!
How in the world could adequate capi-
tal be assigned as the chief factor in
the case of these stores?

“For my part, in looking carefully
at these fifteen stores, I'd assign en-
thusiasm as the main factor in their
successes, =

“In these stores, as is the case with
so many others, there is an exuberant
enthusiasm on the part of the manage-
ment and among many of the employes
for the store and for their jobs. The
management loves merchandising; the
employes love their work. Is it any
weonder that such stores go over big?

“Right here it might be well to
remark that in my opinion the ques-
tion of enthusiasm in a store depends
entirely upan the character of the
man who is in active charge of the es-
tablishment. If he is a born merchant,
if he loves-his work, if he radiates pep
and enthusiasm and if he has such
persona) magnetism that he imbues all
his employes with his own feelings,
then his store will go over big with-
out any doubt in the world.

But in my opinion a man can‘t
acquire a character of this sort. It's
got to be born in him. That's why
1 contend that so many successful
retailers are born and not made. I
don’t believe that training can ever
make a successful merchant. The mér-
chant has got to be born with the flaire
for retailing in him.

“Another point that I noticed about
my investigation was that such a big
percentage of the 100 stores had been

in business for more than ten years. Of
course, as I pointed out at the start, I

picked out the biggest, most successful

and oldest stores. But even so, I was
