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HOUSING “PROBLEM
SUBJECT OF ADBRESS
BY DR. MELVIN

Dr. G. G. Melvin, medical officer of
health, gave an interesting address to
the Brotherhood of Centenary church
yesterday afiernoon on the subject of
Housing.

Shelter, he said, is as necessary to the
life of man as is food. There are two
kinds of shelter, the permanent, build-
ings that are constructed to last for a
generation, and the transient shelter,
such as a tent or hut. As showing how
one of the first things that a man will
do as a natural effort is to provide him-
self with shelter, where it is not already
present, he instanced the case of an edu-
cated Boston man who with the view of
demonstrating that a man could sustain
himself, no matter where he was, in a
state of nature, went last August to the
woods in the northern part of Maine,
without food or provisions of any kind,
and then divested himself of all clothing.
Almost the first thing he did was to
build a hut; even the thought of pro-
curing something to take the place of
clothing did not occur to him until this
question of shelter had received his at-
tention. The transient shelter is usually
4 healthy one. . An army, or other large
'body of men, remains healthy if kept on
the move.
way crews arc, as a rule, healthy for
the same reason.

The speaker referred to some of the
disadvantages of a house. They are oft-
en too small, or rather. the rooms in
them are not large enough. In ‘some
cases not more than 800 cubic feet of
air space is provided for, whilst every
person requires at least 8,000 cubic feet
every hour in a sleeping room. The
importance of ventilation was next re-
ferred to, it being pointed out that tight
houses, that is' to say houses that ex-
clude fresh air and prevent bad air from
going out, cannot be conducive to health.
They may be surrounded by fresh air
and yet unhealthy because of this ex-
clusion. Ships, although so surrounded,
perhaps for thousands:of miles, are ad-
mittedly not so healthy as could be de-
sired because of the difficulty, if not the
impossibility, of securing proper ventila-
tion. 7 >

Another fault with many houses is
that they are frequently too dark. Sun-
light is all important as a germ killer.
Dampness should also be avoided, the
speaker /saying that probably three-
fourths of the houses in St. John are
damp. A brick house may be damp as
well as a wooden one, for a brick can
hold probably 'a pint of water. The
great need for preventing this condition
is to cover the entire site of the build-

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THEIR TIME OF TRIAL -

The peoplé of Canada are waiting with
a very keen interest to learn what the
Borden government will do to meet the
new conditions which have been de-
veloped by the increased and increasing
cost of living, and the radical change in
the fiscal relations between Canada and
the United States.

Throughout the country the high cost
of living is pressing hard upon the
people, and the financial stringency has
made the burden all the harder to benr
We are told that the period of tight
money is not yet over. One result of
the changed conditions is a falling rev-
enue. Another is an advance in the
pfice of food as a result of the heavy
drain upon local stocks by the éxports
to the United States. .

The government is face to face with
& condition of affairs which did not ex-
ist when it came into power. No
amount of flag-waving will reduce the
cost of living. No appeals to race and
religious prejudice will {ncrease the
revenue of the country. The naval
“emergency” has gone on a cruise with
the British and German fleets, and left
Mr. Bofden and his friends to deal with
matters of more pressing interes.t to the
Canadian people.

There is an opportunity for states-
manship, and the people are waiting
with impatience to be told what Mr.
Borden proposes to do about it. He is
back in Ottawa, to take up the pro-
gramme. for the session. Up to the
present time there has been no evidence
that he and his colleagues have either
the capacity or the inclination to re-
move the burdens from the people. They
cannot escape by attacking Sir Wilfrid
Laurier, for that policy will not relieve
them of responsibility or blind the eyes
of the people. What Canada needs fto-
day is a Fielding in the finance de-
partment, a Laurier at the helm and a
Pugsley at the head of the great de-
partment of public works. Sir Wilfrid
Laurier has indicated with great clear-
ness and force the plain- duty of the
government in relation to the food
taxes, and to this should be added an
increase in the British preference. The
coming session of parliament will be
one of great interest and importance,
and the government cannot evade the
clear-cut issues of the time.

SILK HAT ORDER TO GUARDS

Controversy Raised Over New Regula-
tion For Londoa Officers

.o

London, Dec. 1—A recent announce-
ment that officers of the Guards Regi-
ment would be required, when not in
uinform, to wear black frock coats and
silk hats when in the neighborhood of
Buckingham Palace is causing some de-
bate in gocial and military circles as to
the aim of the new order.

The British officer, as soon as he s
off duty, dons civilian clothes including
ordinary derby hats and even caps. The
new order for the silk hats was issued by
Major-General Sir Francis Lloyd, the
new general officer commanding the Lon-
don district, and the question has been
raised whether the intention is to live
up to the traditions of the guards regi-
ments that they should be leaders of
fashion in time of peace. It is also ad-
vanced that people look to officers of the
guards to keep up their reputation for
smartness both on and off parade, and
that to see an officer in London dressed
like a chauffeur or groom is a violation
of the best traditions of the brigade of
guards.

On the other hand it is advanced by
those who have been.aroused by the or-
der that no laws are unchangeable; that
the motor car and the growing popular-
ity of golf have changed all the laws of
fashion, and that to insist upon a silk
hat in London is barely less extreme
than to demand a revival of knee
breeches satin coats lace ruffles and three
cornered hats.

During the early fall; letters were
gent the president of the C. P. R;, Al-
lan and C. N. R. lines-expréssing the
hope ‘that, since the new mail contract
left it optional with the steamship com-
panies at what port they should take
on and deliver mails, they would now
make use of the port of St. John, as
we were convinced of our ability to land
mails in the west with greater-despatch

any ‘other route. The
replies received sit_npry stated that the
matter would receive consideration, but
the popular opimion was that the Em-
presses and Allan Line would make St.
John their terminus leaving the White
Star and C. N. R. boats for Halifax, as
the C. P. R. had frequently expressed
their wish to sail to St. John direct. The
sailing schedule of the ‘Empresses from
St. John was published in different pa-
pers and the oard wa# informed that
some of the local victuallers had received
application for suppliés' for’ these boats,
when conditions were suddenly changed
and the Empresses announced to sail di-
rect to and from Halifax.

Much indignation was felt - here,” es-
pecially in view of the fact that the C.
P. R’s action was made possible by
special arrangement with the Intercol-
onial Railway, for carrying freight and
passengers between the two ports at
very low rates. The board called a
public meeting . with the result that a
delegation of twenty-three citizens was
sent to Ottaws to protest against any
discriminatory rates being granted - by
the I. C. R.

Upon return of the delegation a re-
port was brought in to a second public
meeting to the effect that the agreement
had been drawn up by Mr. Gutelius of
the I. C. R., and Mr. Bosworth, vice-
president of the C. P. R, and the gov-
ernment were without knowledge of the
arrangement or copy of the document.
As only the headings of the agreement
were available, the delegation were forced
to return without it. Much praise and
appreciation was bestowed on our presi-
dent for the ‘capable way in which the
delegation was handled, encouraging the
backward members, Testraining the too
forward and utterly ignoring the possi-
bility of politics 'in & difficult situation,
Mr, Robinson lead valiantly for the in-
terdsts of St. John.

The second meeting forwarded to the
government a resolution asking that the
matter of rates in the I C. R.-C. P. R.
agreement be placed before a competent
board of experts to decide as to whether
they were discriminatory or not. Reply
received stated that the matter would
be referred to the Board of Railway
Commissioners.

A subsequent meeting of the couneil
decided that St. John’s interests would
best be served by having our case pre-
gented to the rallway commission by a
railway expert; negotiations were there-
fore entered into with different inde-
pendent bodies in the U. S, pending
the receipt of agreement and advice as
to its hearing before the commisison.

Mr. Gutelius visited the council on
October 22, and presented his view of
the agreement to the members, stating
that it was a good business proposition
for his railway. ;

Copy of the headings of the agree-
ment were later received and discussed
by the’ full board and the Hon. Dr.
Pugsley appointed to present St. John's
case to the commission, while a request
was sent the city council asking that
they engage Recorder Baxtere for the
same purpose and give our representa-
tives authority to engage expert advice
in preparing the case. The agreement
