THE COMMENTS OF THE LONDON
PAPERS ON THIS DOCUMENT.

The Standard Believes 1t Will Deal a
Fatal Blow to the English Home
Hule Party Prospects—fhe Chrone
icle Thinks Parnell Has not Guag-
ed Aright—-The Telegraph’s View.

TO ADVANCE OUR FARMING INTERESTS.

Since the Provincial Government is
sending an agent to Great Britain, an
English farmer, to direct the attention
of his fellow farmers to the fertile lands
of New Brunswick, it is right that the
Dominion Government should do its
share of the not expensive work of di-
recting British agricultural capital to
our province, and of affording to emi-
grants on their arrival such informa-
tion as they may need with regard to
the various advantages and disadvan-
tages presented by the different coun-
ties of the province. This information
can best be given by an English
farmer who bhas been for some
years a resident in the province.

" TThere is.a class of emigrants, viz, those

who have assisted passages and others
whoare without means, to whom the
Canadian northwest offers the best facil-
ities for making an immediate home,
since there are no trees to be cut down,
nor land to be cleared. But to the solid
practical farmer, who has meaus and
who brings with him that knowledge of
farming and of the use of artificial ferti-
lizers of which we are here so ignorant,
the hest parts of the Maritime provinces,
from their contiguity to Europe, offer by
far the most tempting place of residence.
To enc: urage the coming of such to our
shores, ' .= Dominion should be at the
expeps: .-ifling at the very outside, of
having . such persons met on their ar-
rival by such a gentleman as Mr, W. H.
Boyce, who knowing all about Great
Britain is constantly gaining knowledge
about the hest course of action that
the British farmer should adopt on his
arrival here. ‘We would therefore suggest
that the Dominion should appoint a Do-
minion farmers and agriculturists
agent, who should be required to give in-
formation respecting the agricultural
resources of each of the counties in New
Brunswick to parties in Great Britain,
desirous of making a home in this pro-
vince, and that such agricultural agent
should be required to make annual visits
to all of the counties in the province,
and to take notice of and embody in a
report to be annually addressed to the
Minister of Agriculture,such advances
as may be made in the practice, of farm-
ing, fruit culture, dairying and stock
raising in each county, This should be
accompanied with suggestions as to
where the farming, stock raising,
dairying ete. can be improved
upon and advanced. This annual
report should be published and
forwarded to the Agent Gemeral for
the Province of New Brunswick in Lon-
don to be distributed by him as well as
to be distributed from the office of the
Canadian Commissoner. The British
public would then see, as the result of
the observation of one of their own farm-
ers, exactly what sort of a place the best
part of New Brnnswick is for the Eng-
lish-stock raiser and farmer, and just
what he requires to provide for and
against in order that his change of resi-
dence may bring with it all the advant-
ages which can be had.

It would be well that our agent, Mr.
Boyce, when he goes to Great Britain,
should consult with Sir Chas. Tupper on
this matter. Sir Charles is an eminent-
ly practical man, and, no doubt, he will
see with us the necessity for British
farming capitalists to be met on their
arrival here by one of their fellows, on
whom they may rely for all the informa-
tion which they will then so much need.
‘We hope also that the Minister of Agri-
culture will give this matter his atten-
tion, and that of the vast sums of money
which are being spent to bring emigrants
to Canada a small amount, say 1,500,
shall be spent annually to advance in
this way the interests of our own pro-
vince. The appointment of a skilled
agricultural agent will also not only be
the means of giving all needful informa-
tion to the emigrant on his arrival, but
will amply repay to the Dominion all
expenses-aitending the same by the in-
formation contained in the annual re-
ports of such agent to the Minikter of
Agriculture. i

SOME IDEEEHITIOHS.

The sale of adulterated goods of any
description should be made an offence
subjecting the offender to severe penal-
ties. Our weights and measures are in-
spected and the dealer who uses false
weights or false measures is treated as a
criminal, but the man who sells a half
pound of coffee and a half pound of
veas as a pound of coffee, or

a half of pound ofcream of tartar and
a half a pound of rice flour as a pound
of cream tartar is able to pocket the pro-
fits of the fraud and laugh at his victims.
So cap the dealer in ‘“compounded”
ligors, and not only this, but he is
authorized by law to prosecute his
fraudulent business, through which the
lives and health of communities are im-
perilled. In 49th Victoria, 34,136,we read;
“The expression compounded spirits
means and includes all articles contain-
ing Canadian or other spirits, which are
enumerated in the following schedule by
order of the Governor-in-Council.” The
schedule is “imitations of British or for-
eign wines, brandy, rum, gin, Old Tom,
(Geneva, Schnapps, British or foreign
whiskey and bitter liquors and cordials
when containing alcohol.” The section
goes on tosay : “The expression com-
pounded means and includes every per-
son who by himself or his
agent compounds or manufactures
for sale by wholesale any o
the articles enumerated in the foregoing
schedule.” And then we are told, in
section 165, on what terms a license to
carry on the business of a “compounder”
can be obtained. In section 169 we are
informed that “Every article made by a
compounder shall be designated by
some label or brand amhich shall show
the name of the compounder and the
place at which such article was made
and the Governor-in-Council may, when
it is deemed expedient 8o to do, order
that sich brands or labels shall be in
the form of a stamp, issued by the
Department of Inland Revenue.”

Thisis all very simple and apparently
a protection to the retailer and the con-
sumer, but it is nothing of the sort. The
“compounder” can compound a hogshead
of his decoction and label it according to
law,and then turn it into kegs ana bot-
tles on which are pasted the labels of
the most famous wine growers of
France or Spain, or spirit manufactures
of Scotland or Holland, and the victim
pays the price of the imported farticle,
destroys his health, and has no redress.
It makes no difference what the article
is, be it coffee, sugar cream
tartar,  spices, or  spirits, the
man who sells an adulterated article
under the pretence that it is unadul-
erated, is no less a swindler than the
dry goods dealer whose yard stick is only
thirty inches long, or the grocer whose
pound is balanced by fourteen .ounces,
and the law should treat him as such.

THE SALVATIONISTS.

We are apt to look with something
akin to scorn upon the operations of
General Booth and his commissioners
and captains and soldiers, with their
flags and drums and uniforms and un-
couth manners and illogical exhortations,
and to regard them, if we are disposed
to be charitable, as fanaties, if otherwise
disposed, as vagabonds which commun-
ities have no business to tolerate. Few,
if any, will deny that among
the Salvationists there are earnest and
devoted souls that are willing, eager, to
sacrifice themselves for the sake of others
who are deep in the sloughs of sin and
misery. We are apt to laugh at them
for their faith in professions of re-
peatance, which so often in the end ap-
pear to have been professions only; but
it is a question if in the work of rescuing
the fallen too much faith in professions
is not*better than too little. Few
men or women would ever abandon
any evil courses into which they have
drifted, if by those to whom they told of
their determination to reform they were
answered that they had sunk solow that
reform was impossible.

The Salvationisis are entitled to re-
spect because of their faith in man as
well as in God. They appear to think
that among humani:y not one exists who
is utterly separated from his creator and
who is not in some degree influenced by
his spirit ; and who shall sit in judgment
on his fellows? In London there is no
question but that General Booth is re-
garded as one of the greatest reformers
of this or any preceding age; it is evi-
dent that his work justifies this estimate
of the man and his methods among the
rich and cultured as well as among the
poor and ignorant. The fact that $300,-
000 has been secured within a few weeks
towards his scheme for relieving the
wants of the poor in that great city shows
how great is the influence of a good man
and how deeply alive to the sufferings
of the poor the rich are becoming in
these latter days.

NOTE AND COMMENT.

The Common Council yesterday adopt-
ed the report of the police committee
of the public safety department advising
the chief of police to have the charges
which have been made against Sergeant
Covay investigated by the police
magistrate in open court. This is a rea-
sonable proposition and should be acted
upon by the chief of police at once. The
chief has also been invited to be present
at a meeting of the general committee
which is to be held on Wednesday next
for the purpose of investigating police
matters. Inspector Weatherhead’s case
will be discussed at that meeting.

who spoke yesterday seemed to think
that because the chief of police is ap-
pointed by the Provincial government
the council can exercise no control over
him. This, however, is a mistake as
will be readily shown should there ever
come to be a serious conflict between
the chief and the representative of the
citizens of St. John., It will not do for
the chief to imagine that he is bigger
than the whole common council. The
Gazerre would be very reluctant to
suggest any method of dealing with
police matters of a drastic character un-
til all other means are exhausted, but
the members of the common council
may rest assured that they are masters
of the situation if they alioose to exercise
their power.

The silly Telegraph this morning,with
its usual stupidity and malice, seeks to
place the blame of the present police diffi-
culties on the Common Council,arnd cen-
sures them for discussing police matters.
It thinks the chief of police has a right
to do as he likes without reference
to police opinion, The  Tele-
graph believes it to be quite
proper that a man, who has
risen to the highest position in the
police force, and who in his seven-
teen years service has never had a
charge against him, should be degraded
and reduced to the ranks without being
told why. The fair minded peeple of St.
John scorn such servile doctrines. In
the British army, which is certainly un-
der as good discipline as the St. John po-
lice force,no officer or non commissioned
officer can be degraded from his rank ex-
cept on charges properly made against
him proved. Wby should a different rule
prevail in the police force of St. Jobn ?

Our latest intelligence from Berlin con-
cerning the Koch cure is of a nature that
should satisfy all reasonable expecta-
tions.

Dr. Levy, Prof. Koch’s assist-
ant, says he instructed his secretary to
refuse all application for treatment made
by persons afflicted with phthisis. The
Sultan of Turkey has conferred the grand
decoration of the Imperial Order of the
Medjidie upon Prof. Koch. Prof. Koch
has taken action to prevent extortionate
charges being made for the treatment of
patients by his method. The French
officials on the frontier have refused to
admit the lymphs sent by Prof. Koch to
Prof. Pasteur.

THE EXPLOSION ENQUIRY.

Ko Explannation of the Cause of the Ex«
plosion Arrived at Yet.

The inquest at Sonth Bay was con-
tinuned yesterday afternoon by Coroner
Robingon, but nothing that would give
the least explanation of the cause of
the terrible boiler explosion was eliciied.

Morton L. Allen, engineer, was again
put on the stand after dinner. He testi-
fied :—1 went away to breakfast at 8.30.
Under the conditions at which I left the
boilers the water could not have got suf-
ficiently low as to be dangerous, even if
the pumps had not been working at all
whi{’e I was away. Assuming that the
amount of water was in the hoiler which
the glasses indicated when I went to
breakfast, I do not think that if the
pump had not been started again for an
hour that there could have been any
danger. 3

John Allingham, sworn, said: I did
some blacksmith work and helped the
engineer and millwright in the South
Bay mill, since July last. On Tuesday
lust at 7.15 I went to the mill. When
the mill started the second time I went
up in the engine room and tended the
engine. Iexamined the steam gauges
and water glasses. We had between 40
and 45 lbs. of steam on. When the en-
gineer went away, 1 found the pump
working, but very slowly. In about 15
minutes I saw the steam come up to 55
Ibs. and then I let on a little more steam
on the pump and let her drive a litle
faster. fthen examined the water glasses,
and found the water to be betweenan inch
and an inch and a half from the top of the
That was nearly about as high

In came over the top of the toil-
ers towards the engine room. I met the
millwright, who wanted a bolt made for
apeevy. Isaid I wonldn’t go to the shop
until the engineer returned. The mill-
wright started to get a cold chisel. I
went into the engine room. The pump
was going pretty -smart. I put my
hand on the valve to stop the pump, and
hud just turned it as the explosion oc-
curred. WhenI w s-at the pump to
shut it off I saw the sleam gauge and it
indicat~d 60 1bs. Steam was blowing off
strongly.

The inquest was adjourned until Mon-
day morping at 10 o’clock.

apply to the court for further com-
mission.

In opening the case Mr. Shipner said
that he and Mr. McLeod, who were co.

The goods landed have to be
eithier carted to the warehouse or left on
the wharf. Some of the consignments
which are to be reshipped, have been
considerately provided for by station
master Robertson of the I. C. R., who
has supplied cars at the end of the wharf.

Harbor moaster Taylor ordered Mr.
Troop to move his vessel but that gen-
tleman emphatically refuses to do so.
It is claimed by the agents of the steam-
ship line that the Privateer was allowed
to take this berth on condition that
when the steamer arrived she should be
moved to another one.

In the meantime the Luanda willgo
on discharging hef cargo at the end of
the wharfand will likeiy put all of it out
there. By Wednesday she will be ready
to load and then the harbor master
promises to have the berth ready.
