Railway Construction and Land
Clearing Operations to Be
Proceeded With

Winnipeg, April 27.—After spending
three weeks in travelling over western
lines and inspecting works of improve-
ment, consummated during the season,
Wm. Whyte, second vice-president of
the C. P. R., returned to this city last
night. Particular attention was paid
to Vancouver Island, where extensive
improvements have been under con-
templation for a considerable time.. As
a result the work of building and
completing a number of new lines on
the Island will be done during the
present year. The engineers of the
company are at present at work on
the Island rushing operations as fast
as possible, and deciding where new
lines are to be run and what regions
of the country are to be opened up.

So favorable are the reports which
have been received that the company
has decided to rush construction work
ahead with all possible haste, and be-
fore the season closes several new
lines will be in position for carrying
freight and passengers. As yet, how-
ever, the engineers have not complet-
ed their work, and actual construc-
tion work has not commenced. This
will be done as soon as the work of
survey has been completed and neces-
sary material can be placed where it
will be required.

As climatic conditions on the Island
are not such as to seriously hamper
the work of construction at any time
of the year, it is expected that the
greater portion of the contemplated
work which is planned for Vancouver
Istand will be well under way by the
end of 1907.

Mr. Whyte also announced that the
work of clearing a large tract of land
on Vancouver Island would also be
proceeded with as rapidly as possible.
The project which had been entered
intéo by the C. P, R. some time ago
with a large English syndicate is at
present progressing favorably, and
will materialize in the very near fu-
ture. '

The contract calls for the clearing
of 100,000 acres adjacent to Victoria at
a figure of $15 an acre, involving an
expénditure of $15,000,000.

- ALL OTHER CITIES

ncreases in Bank Clearings For Past
Week Greater Than Elsewhere
in Dominion.

Bradstreet’s weekly trade returns
show that in the matter of bank clear-
ings, Victoria occupies the first place
among the cities of Canada in the
matter of increase business over that
of the same month last year., The in-
crease in Victoria is over 60 per cent.
higher than it was last year. Van-
couver’s returns, which also contain a
considerable part of the mainland of
the province, shows nearly 44 per cent.
increase. The advance in business in
British Columbia is therefore very
marked.

Some of the clearings given by
Bradstreets for the week are as fol-
lows: Montreal, $26,085,000, decrease 1.9
per cent.; Toronto, $22,533,000, decrease
2.2 per cenf.; Winnipeg, $11,077,000, in-
crease 22 per cent.; Ottawa, $3,090,000,
increase 31 per cent.; Vancouver, .$3,-
433,000, increase 43.8 per cent.; Halifax,
$1,701,000, decrease 1.1 per cent.; Que-
bee, $1,701,000, increase 22.9 per cent.:
Hamiiton, $1,671,000, increase 14.6 per
cent.; 8t. John, N. B., $1,243,000, in-
crease 13.6 per cent.; London, $1,389,000,
increase 32.4 per cent.; Victoria, $1,124,-
000, increase 60.3 per cent.; Calgary,
$1,399,000; Edmonton, $1,122,000.

Referring to trade conditions, Brad-
street’s issue of to-dayssays: “In Can-
ada warmer weather has helped trade,
and good reports as to fall business
come from travellers on the road. Gen-
eral complaints of slow deliveries of
manufacturers come from all the lead-
ing markets. Montreal reports retail
trade helped by warm weather. Fall
buginess in drygoods is turning out
well, and there is some improvement
in collections. Large shipments of
buttter have been made to New York.

Toronto complains of slow deliveries
of goods; building is active and On-
tario collections are better. An in-
créased area in wheat is expected in
Manitoba and the Northwest, despite
fears that cold weather may delay
seeding. Collections are still slow in
Winnipeg. Failureg for the week num-
ber 23, as against 18 last week.”

THWARTED VON BUELOW,

Favored Italian Compromise Regard-
ing Limitation of Armaments.

Berlin, April 25.—According to reli-
able information received here, tae at-
titude of Germany toward the Italian
compromise proposition in the matter
of discussing at The Hague peace cgn-
ference the question of the limitation
of armaments, is due to the internal
policies of the empire. Prinee Von
Buelow, the German imperial chancel-
lor, was sincere in agreeing with Sig-
nor Totini, the Italian foreign minister
at Rapallo concerning the substance of
that proposal, but according to the re-
ports received in Rome, Herr Von
Tshirski, the German secretary for for-
eign affairs, who is rather influenced
by the anti-Italian current, was the
person who had the proposal rejected.
By doing this he pleased the party in
Germany that is opposed to Prince Vou
Buelow.

BROKEN RAILS.

Report Issued by New York State Rail-
way Commission.

Albany, N. Y., April 25.—Broken rails
removed from the tracks of railroads of
New York state during the months of
January, February and March just past
were many more than in the cofrespond-
ing three months of either of the past
two years, according to a bulletin issued
to-night by the state railroad commission,
which has just completed its investiga-
tion of the breakage of rails on the tracks
of the principal railroads of the state. The
report says:

‘““The unusually large number reported
during the last winter caused the investi-
gation. The board found that during the
three months ending March 31st, 1907,
there was a total of 3,014 breakages on the
principal steam lines of the state. Dur-
ing the corresponding three months of
19068 the total was 826, and during the cor-
responding three months of 1905 there was
a total of 1,831

“The matter in detail has been present-
ed to the American Railway Association,
which is now holding its conyention In

‘Chicago, and it has beem requested that

the matter be taken up for discussion and
action by theé varidus railroad managers.
It is probable that the convention will go
into the causes of the greatly increasing
number of breakages, and that a confer-
ence will be arranged with rail manufac-
turers with a view to discovering whether
the alarming number of breakages is due
to the method of =manufacture or the
metal’s camposition.”

One of the commission’s tables ana-
lyses the totals as to weight of rails and
appears to show that while the breakages
in 1905 and 1906 were chiefly in 80-pound
rails, the largest number in the quarter
just passed was in the 100-pound rails.
Another table analyses the figures as to
the dates when the removed rails were
rolled, and apparently showed the heavi-
est breakage totals in rails rolled since
1899, and especfally those rolled in 1904,
1905 and  1906. This table shows also that
some rails are in use, especially on branch
lines, which were manufactured as long
ago as 1872,

ANARCHISTS ARRESTED.
Believed to Be Implicated in Plot to Kill
Prince Albert of Belgium.

Brussels, April 26.—An anarchist armed
witn a dagger, a loaded revolver and
other weapons was arrested to-day In a
church where Princé Albert of Belgium,
nephew of King Leopold, and heir pre-
sumptive to the throne, was about to
visit. One of the attendants of the church
accidentally discovered the man -in hiding
in a confession box, locked the door and
called the police. Later three other anar-
chists, similarly armed, were arrested In
the vicinity of the church. Two of the
latter admitted that they were French
anarchists. The authorities are con-
vinced that the prisoners were engaged
in a plot to assassinate the Prince.

The church which the Prince intended
to visit was the Church of Qur Lady and
St. Martin, near Brussels, celebrated on
account of an image of the Virgin in one
of the corners which is said.to work
miracles. This image, which is of black
wood, is visited by crowds of people and
has received offerings of great value from
Kings and Emperors.

FIRE IN A CONVENT.

Quebec, April 25.—A serious panic was
narrowly avoided when fire broke out In
the Bon Pasteur convent at midnight.
The firemen by heroic work confined the
flames to one flat, but the loss is heavy.

FARM HAND KILLED.

Team Ran Away and Man Was Thrown
From' Wagon.

Carman, Man., April 25.—Charles Hugo,
aged 40, was killed in a runaway this
morning on the farm of Joseph Russell
at Barnsley. He had been working for
Russell one month. He was sitting on a
wagon near another man driving the
team, which got frightened at the noise
made by the wagon on the frozen ground,
and ran away, throwing Hugo on his
head on the hard ground and breaking his
skull. He lived only fifteen. minutes, not
regaining consciousness. Hugo came from
Hampton Court, England, last September,
and worked in the Union Bank in Winni-
peg until a month ago, when he came out
to work and learn farming with Russell.

ITe
hopes to leave New York by tha end of
June or in the first week of July. After
wintering on the north coast of Grant
Land, he will make -his dash for the
coveted prize in February and hopes
to return triumphant about fourteen
months after steaming from New York.

“It is incredible with so many
men in New York who can spare $100,-
000 without missing it, that the expedi-
tion should have to be abandoned for
lack of funds,” said Mr. Peary. ‘“Hon-
estly I have no doubt that the money
will come from somewhere, though I
have no absolute assurance of it as
yet.”

Mr. Peary regrets that a statemecnt
was recently made that he had $200,000
on hand to finance his expedition.
“Forty thousand is the absolute limit
of my resources so far,” he sald, “and
the expedition cannot start until the
amount is increased to $100,000.”

Sir Thomas Trowbridge, who is work-
ing hard to bring about the establish-
ment of the new fast line, spoke hope-
fully to Sir Wilfrid regarding the sub-
sidy of $500,000° by the Rritish govern-
ment followed by a proposed annual
grant of $1,000,000 towards the under-
taking by the Canadian authorities.

ON INITIAL YOYAGE
OF STEAMSHIP LINE

Steamer Georgia to Sail on Tuesday
From Esquimalt--Trade Qutlook
is Optimistic.

(From Saturday’s Daily.)

When the steamer Georgia inaugur-
ates the Canadian-Mexican Pacific SS8.
Company’s service by sailing from this
port on Tuesday afternoon she will
carry a large and miscellaneous cargo.
Included in this are 1,500,000 feet of
lumber, 1,500 tons of coal and about 300
tons of different kinds<of freight.

The lumber which is being shipped
consists of railroad ties for construc-
tion work on the Pacific coast . of
Mexico. There are many short rail-
roads in contemplation for the pur-
pose of linking up the coast towng on
the Mexican seaboard, and it is for the
construction of these that the many
ties are being shipped. Future ship-
ments ars already bespoken, and the
lumber trade between the two coun-
tries promises to be great and increas-
ing.

The outlook for trade generally
makes it appear probable that the
fleet will have to be increased to four
boats within a short time. With the
trade in products of Mexico and Can-
ada, it is expected that a large busi-
ness will develop soon after the boats
of the company are in operation. Coal,
coke and lumber will be the principal
Canadian products shipped to Mexico
by the way of the Pacific Coast line,
and in return tropical fruits, rice and
ore will be shipped to Victoria and
Vancouver,

By means of the new steamship line
the mines of the west coast of Mexico,
now shipping ore at a great expense
will be able to ship the ore to the
smelters on Vancouver Island. The
ore can act as ballast in the vessels,
and will be consequently cheaper, and
in the course of a very short time this
will result in a large business.

FISHERY QUESTION

Sir  Robert Bond Confers With Lord
Elgin—Matter May be
Adjusted.

St. John, Nfid.,, April 26.—The gov-
ernment officials here say that Sir
Robert Bond's conference in London
on Wednesday with Lord Elgin regard-
ing the American fisheries question
was only the first of a series of discus-
sions which it is hoped will result in
the adjustment of the entire matter.

DESIRE PEACE.

Republics of Central America Are Tired
of Fighting.

Washington, April 25.—The new con-
ference to be heid in Nicaragua under
the terms of the last agreement will
be the third of a series of such gather-
ings of the republics in Céntral Amer-
ica, each and all of whom wish to con-
serve the peace of that section of the
world.

The first conference was held at Cor-
into in 1905, and resulted in the adop-
tion of a scheme for the settlement of
issues between the Ilittle repubiics,

-large that numbers

which, if it had been adhered to, would
have put an end for all time to the |

wars that have ravaged that section.
But within a year after the conclusion
of the Corinto agreement friction again
developed, and actual war between two
of the republics was prevented only by
the active intervention of United States
Secretary of State Root.

This took the form of a proposal to
both sides, which could not be resisted,
that another conference be held. This
took place on board the United States
Ship Marblehaed, about a year ago.
The outcome was another agreement,
to which four of the . republics were
parties, to preserve the peace on well
deflned principles looking to the arbi-
tration of any threatening issue. Nic-
aragua did not adhere to that agree-
ment, taking the ground that it was
unnecessary because she had already
subscribed to the Corinto convention.

So in the course of another year trou-
ble again developed, this time between
Nicaragua and Honduras over a bound-
ary question. Incidentally Salvador
was dragged into the war that follow-
ed.

It is the expectation of the officials
here that as a result of the third con-
ference, about to be held, there will
be no further disturbancs in Central
America, at least for many years to
come.

The news of the signature of the
treaty of Tuesday was received here
with the greatest satisfaction by the
Mexican ambassador, Mr. Creel, who
has been particularly active in bring-
ing this to a conclusion, and indeed by
the whole Central American diplomatic

Founding of ‘Order.

In a small room in the Seven Stars
hotel, Second street, in the city of Bal-
timore, Md., five Englishmen met on
ithe evening of April 26th, 1819, and
formed the first lodge of Odd Fellows
for the United States. The five men
had all been previously members of
the .order of Odd Fellows in England,
and their names were Thomas Wildey,
John Welch, John Duncan, John Cheat-
ham and Richard Rushworth. From
this small beginning the Independent
Order of Odd Fellows has grown until
to-day its membership has almost
reached gne million seven hundred and
fifty thousand. It is needless almost
to say that the order has since its in-
ception passed through many vicissi-
tudes, and has a record which reads
almost like a romance. ‘

All through its history the Independ-
ent Order of Odd Fellows has been
famed for its charitable work.

In the endow-
ment: of -homes for aged and feeble
members, for.the orphan children of
deceased members, and in many other
ways outside the usual work of a great
fratérnal order, ‘the” Independent Odd
Fellows have extended their charities.

(From Friday’'s Daily.)

The streets, bridges and sewers coms=
mittee will be called upon to consider
the question of the new incinerator
plant at their megting to-night. Mr.
Topp and Ald. Henderson will report
on the result of their trip to Seattle
in quest of information for the con-
struction of the new incinerator. This
will be of the same pattern as that at
Eagle Arm and will be at once sinple
and efficient: Speaking of the creosot-
ing plant which they found in opera-
tion at Eagle Harbor, Ald. Henderson
says that it was thoroughly satisfac-
tory. There are three retorts about 50
feet long and 20 feet wide. These have
a track laid through the centre. At
the end of each is a door. The piles,
timbers or other materiai is placed on
cars outside the door and then run into
the retort and the door closed. The re-
tort, which is of steel, is then filled
with creosote. The heat is turned on
and as the water evaporates before the
oil the water is forced out of ihe wood.
This process takes about twelve hours
or more, according to the size of the
timber. When the wood is thorougnly
dried the pressure is put on and main-
tained for a number of hours, or uniil
the material to: be creosoted is thor-
oughly saturated. - This pressure va-
ries from one humdred to two hundred
pounds per square inch. -At the con-
clusion of this process the creosote is
turned off and the car run out. The
work  is begun and completed in the
same retort, which effects a saving
both in time and labor, to say nothing
of the expense of the two retorts.

It is a plant:such as this which is
to be erected here and for which ten-
ders aer being called. It is intended to
run it in connection ‘with the electric
light plant. If this is not found to be
feasible a new boiler will be erected
and a separate plant installed.

The usual routine of street improve-
ment will be discusssed. The report of
the city engineer on the Spring Ridge
project will be discussed. He will give
the result of his InVestigations into
that portion of the pits which lie just
outside the part on which options have
been secured. This is bounded by
North Pembroke, Chambers and Ridge
roads. The city engineer has been tak-
ing levels and estimating the amount
of gravel which can be taken out, in
view of the ¢ity’s great need for gravel
for the streets and for the filling in of
the James Bay flats. He estimates that
enough gravel can be taken out to com-
pensate the city for the cost of the
work.

Mr. Buchanan’s Statement Regarding
Official Denial Issued by
C.P.R.

A general denial of the statements
of G. O. Buchanan, president of the
associated boards of trade of eastern
British Columbia has been issued by
B. W. Greer, general freight agent at
Vancouver. The message states that
the company is bringing a supply from
the western division to Kootenay Land-
ing, also to Calgary, and that the situ-
ation is improving daily. Freight and
passenger traffic, according to Mr,
Greer, will both be kept moving as
usual on ‘the main line.

Seen this morning with regard to
the above, Mr. Buchanan remarked:

“I certainly have no desire to spread
alarmist reports, but I must take ex-
ception to Mr. Greer’'s telegram. He
is merely acting, I believe, on the in-
structions of Sir Thomas Shaughnessy,
who himself i$8ued a statement deny-
ing the gravity of the situation.

“As I pointed out to the board of
trade here at their recent meeting,
there is a great discrepancy between
Sir Thomas’s statemment, which is the
same as Mr. Greer’s and that of Mr.
Whyte, the second vice-president.”

Mr. Buchanan says in reference to
his interview as published by the Col-
onist that he had his information from
the up counrty press, from which he
produces copious extracts, also from
other sources.

REMARKS OF GOVERNOR

For a- Time Police of Castries, Were

New York, April 26.—A dispatch from
Castries, Island of.St. Lucia, B. W. L,
says:

““The speech of the new British gov-
ernor having been construed as en-
couraging to the aspirations of the
workmen, the coal carriers organized
4n agitation for 'a big advance in
wages and struck work. They intim-
idated all who were willing to work
and were joined by the rabble. All
coaling was stopped.

“There is only a small poiice force
here, inadequate to repress disorder or
to protect property. Being pressed by
the rioters they fired on the crowd and
wounded four persons,

“The police and special officers were
confined to their barracks, and the
town was left in the hands of the mob.
Several shops were wrecked, the mar-
ket was looted and several persons
were beaten. The general public was’
not molested.

“The. coal carriers formulated their
demands and the merchants were com-
pelled to yield. The advance in wages
is comsidered ruinous, but work has
been resumed.

“Castries is now. quiet.

“News of the burning and wrecking
of sugar estates ig now coming from
the country. Armed police are pre-
venting riotérs coming into the town.”

Cold Weather Causes Losses on Ni-
agara Peninsula.

Owing to the remarkably
cold weather in April, fruit trees, vines,
.ete., are not in as good condition to-day
as a month ago, when the prospects
were very bright. Fruit trees;, owing to
the unseasonable weather, are very
backward. X

Cold winds during the past montn
killed the wheat. Hundreds of acres
of wheat will .be ploughed@ up around
here, according to a prominent farmer.
The weather has been ‘8o dry 'of late
that grass is greatly backward, and
farmers are seriously handicapped by
lack of pasture for their cattle. This
has caused high butter prices to be
paid for this season of the year. To-
mato growers predict that the tomato
crop will be short this year, too, on ac-
couRf of the cold weather.

This April has seen little sunshine,
with the result that thousands of little
plants died in the hotbeds, and when
plants are set out about the middle of
May there will be considerable of a
shortage froén the usual gquantity en
the same acreage.

TRANSFERRING FREIGHT.

Efforts Will Be Made to Reduce Times
For Unloading Cars at Lake
Ports..

Chicago, Ill, April 26.—The problem
of reducing the time for unloading
cars at lake ports loaded with freight
for steamship lines was under discus-
sion yesterday by the American Rail-
way ‘Association. Forty representa-
tives of marine lines participated. It
is estimated that 75,000 cars arrived at
the lake ports with freight for steam-
erg during the season, and the average
delay in unloading the cars  is six
working days. It was generally con-
ceded that an improvement could be
made in the handling of the cars, and
even if the average was reduced but
one day, it would mean the use of 75,-
000 cars for that time and an additional
income to the railroads of approxim-
ately $750,000.

THE JAMESTOWN
BYPCCIT.ON

FORMALLY OPENED BY
PRESIDENT ROOSEVELT

Marks Three Hundredth Anniversary
of First English Settiement
in America

Norfolk, Va., April 26.—The James-
town Tercentennial exposition, a land
and water display such as never be-
fore was attempted in this country or
on foreign shores, was opened to-day
with that pomp and ceremony which
always attends an event where the
president of the United States.is a .cen-
tral filgure and diplomatic répresenta-
tives of foreign nations, governors of
states and like dignitaries are honored
guests and participants. The enter-
prise commemorates the anniversary
of the first English settlement in Am-
erica.

At sunrise the ceremonies were be-
gun by the United States artillery fir-
ing a ‘salute of 300 guns to usher in
the day. This was a signal .for the
trend of humanity to railroad trains,
street cars and boat lines, which from
that moment poured people into the
grounds. !

President Roosevelt reviewed from-the
deck of the yacht cruiser. Mayflower,
the war vessels anchored in Hampton
Roads. He reached Discovery land-
ing, having been transferred in a naval
lauynch from his yacht, shortly before
noon and amid applause from the
thousands gathered to voice their wel-
come, he was received by the exposi-
tion management.

The party that received the president
and his party at Discovery landing in-
cluded President Tucker and the gen-
eral officials of the exposition, Rear-
Admiral Harrington, in charge of the
naval programme, and Major General
Grant, who arranged the military at-
tractions. After an exchange of greet-
ings, during which the bands played
patriotic selections, the party proceed-
ed in carriages to the grandstand, fol-
lowed by cheering crowds. x
. When the ceremonies opened the au-
dience extended over the parade
grounds far beyond the reach of- ‘the
speakers’ voices. The formal pro-
gramme opened with an overture by
the bands, ‘‘Jamestown  Dixie,” . fol-
lowed by a selection by the exposition
chorus and praper by Right Rev. Al-
fred Magill Randolph, bishop of South-
ern Virginia, .- After the chorus had
sung- the  efficial + opening- hymn, a
beautiful and jappropriate work by
Wilberforee G. Owst, President Tucker
addressed the multitude. His address
was of an historical and chronologieal
character, and at its conclusion he in-
troduced President Roosevelt.

It wag some minutes before Presi-
dent Roosevelt could proceed with his
address. The people repeatedly gave
vent to their enthusiasm as he pressed
the gold button, which formally open-
ed the exposition. It was the signal
for the unfurling of a thousand or
more flags of the various buildings. At
the same time a signal was given to
the warships and to the’ garrison at
Fort Monroe and all fired a salute.
‘When the echoes of the last gun died
away all of the bands on the expesi-
tion grounds played “The Star Spangl-
ed Banner,” the troops presenting arms
and all persons present baring their
heads.

After this impressive ceremony, the
president of the United States, his ~ab-
inet, members of the diplomatic corps,
committees from both branches of con-
gress, governors of states and officials,
guests of the exposition, were served
luncheon in the "auditorium annex.
During the luncheon the parade
grounds were cleared and the great
crowds secured places around the walls
to wilness the military pageant.

On the reviewing stand besides the
president were members of his cabinet
and other official visitors, as well as
several specially invited guests. While
the military feature was not large, it
was of a splendid character, and in-
cluded detachments of marines and
seamen from foreign warships.

TRADE RETURNS
FOR NINE MONTHS

An Increase of $65.652.413, Com-
pared Wiih Same Time Last
Year.

Ottawa, April 26.—The fiscal “vea»
closed on March 13th, This makes the
nine month period. Trade returns fer
the nine months show a grand asggre-
gate of $462,511,618, or an increase of
$65,652,413 over the same period in the
previous year. This gives an increase
over $50,000,000 in imports and - over
$15,000,000 in exports. There was an in-
crease of over $500,000 in the output of
mines, $7,000,000 in products of the
forest and $1,750,000 in manufactures
There was a decrease of $2,300,000 in
fisheries and $4,500,000 in agriculture.

ONLY FIRE DRILL,

Whistle Calling Crew to Quarters Lead
to Report That Steamer Was
in Flames.

New York, April 26.—A series of
blasts on the whistle of the steamer
Sarah Jenks calling her crew to quar-
ters for the fire drill was the inno-
cent cause of an alarming report which
reached this city to-day that a craft
with several passengers ahoard was
on fire in the mijd-stream. The vessel
was off 190th street, in the Hudson
river, bound down from Ossining taq
New York, when the alarm was given,

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IMPERIAL RELATIONS AND COL-
ONIAL EXPANSION.

During the discussions in the Coion-
ial Conferer.xc,e, or Imperial Conference
as it is how‘called. the suggestion was
made and received with some approval,
that Great Britain should build war-
ships and turn them over to the Col-
onies, which ‘wbuld ‘undertake to man
théem and keep them in commission
for the convemence ‘of ‘the Empire ag a
whole. If such an arrangement shouid
finally meet with approval, it could ‘n
the very -nature .of things and in‘the
light of Colonidl*ambitions be merely
tentative or temporary. The colonies
have their aspirations, and will not
rest content until they are in every re-
spect in the front rank in all that
pertains to national ambitions.

Already, it appears, efforts are being
made.to establish the shipbuilding in-
dustry in Australia on a scale which
will enable the Commonwealth to build
its own warships. Eight coastal de-
stroyers and four first-class torpedo-
boAts are now projected, and, while ono
vessel of each class will be built in
England, it is hoped that the remain-
der may be constructed ‘in Australia
itself. In a memorandum to shipbuild-

~ ers in the Commonwealth on the sub-

ject, the Acting Minister for Defchee

says: “These proposals are deslghed
to attain a measure of self-dependencs
in the provision of war vessels. Briefly,
ihe department desires to know if any-
thing is lacking to make this muchtde-
sired end attainable. The pfice is a
sufficient one (In England) to ensure
large profits to builders, What is there
to prevent Australian builders, with
the advantage of position and of act-
- ing in pursuance of a policy desired by
the Government, from supplying thése
vessels, Your views regarding the em-
ployment of any of our workmen in
workshops at home in order to gain ex-
periende while pattern boats are being
built will also be aceptable. Builders
in England have expressed themselves
as very willing to employ Australian
workmeén with this end in view.”

PROGRESS OF INDUSTRIAL OR-
GANIZATION.

The Seattle Post-Intelligencer has
found out by consulting the Alustralian
Review of Reviews that the Domestic
Workers’ Union of New Zealand has
finally completed its organization. This
institution has prepared an agreement
which it has asked all employers to
sign, and we are not sure that the de-
mands are unreasonable when com-
pared with the schemes of sister or-
ganizations in this and other parts of
the world. It contains a demand that
the employer will observe the condi-
tiong of the Domestic 'Workers’ Union
and will abide by them in future rela-
tions with any domestic _workers.
These workers are divided into eight
classes, housekeepers, lady helps,
“generals,” housemaids, nurse maids,
kitchen maids and cooks. They de-
mand that a week’s work consist - of
sixty-eight hours, to commence every
morning at 6.30 and cease at 7.30 p.m.
on Mondays, Tuesdays, Fridays and
Saturdays, with three intervals of half
an hour each for meals and one hour'’s
interval every afternoon. On Thurs-
days and Sundays work is to cease at
2 p.m., with two- intervals of half an
hour each for meals, but domestics if
required shall on alternate Sundays
prepare tea between 5.30 and 6.30 p.m.
On Wednesdays work is to cease at 10
p.m,, with three half-hour intervals
for meals and one hour interval in the
afternoon. Two hours to be allowed
on Sunday mornings for  attending
church.. Eight special holidays are
provided for and all other statutory
holidays. On such days the employer
,must pay one shilling an hour for all
'wérk done. Other provisions are:
“That all domestics shall be home at
10 p.m., except on Thursdays, when
they may stay out until midnight;
preference to unionists; ‘uniform when
réquired to be provided by .the em-
ployer; well ventilated bedrooms to be
provided for domestic workers; dis-
putes as to interpretation of any of the
clauses in the demands to be referred
to a committee of two representatives

of the union and two represeRtatives |

of the other party or parties interested
and a chairman to be appointed by
them,”

THE LEGISLATURE.

The session of the Legislature jusc
brought to a close was not a particu-
larly notable one, although there were
sevéral outstanding features. connected
with it._ It was the first meetling  >f
the newly-elected House; a university
bill was passed which promiges to pro-
duce important results in the educa-
tional system of the province; the lead-
er of -the opposition delivered the one
important speech of the session on the
better terms question; the leader of the
government deserted his post and left
for Great Britain for the purpose of
presenting the case of Britisn Colum-
bia at  the "“foot of the thronme,”’ al-
though the measure he purposes to
combat has not yet passed the Do-
minion Parliament; one of the strong-
est supporters of the administration
announced that he considered it no
longer worthy of his confidenzz and
support; and the peculiar manner in
which the Point Grey lands and the
surplus which was alleged to have
resulted therefrom ‘were disposed
of. Otherwise the business trans-
acted was of a merely routine
character, doubtless becausge the mem-
bers having been called together at a
late date were anxious to be released
from their public duties in order that
their private affairs should not suffer
from their absence from home.

Generally it may be said that in the
proceedings of the House there was no
evidence of any bitterness remaining
because of the result of the general
elections. With the possible exception
of the member for Similkameen and
the flamboyant and arrogant senior
member for Vancouver, who dragged
some of the controversies of the hus-
tings within the precincts of the Legis-
lative chamber, a very creditable spirit
prevailed, notwithstanding that the op-
position might with reason have com-
plained of the manner in which the
possession of power by the govern-
ment was taken advantage of to
place its candidates at a disad-
vantage. The singularity of the
proceedings in connection with the saie
of the Point Grey lands, about which
more will yet be heard, may be cited as
indicating the unscrupulous purposes
to which the public property and the
public lands were sacrificed and dis-
sipated in order to secure support for
government candlg‘ates in the city of
Vancouver and all through the lower
mainland. The marvellous thing in the
light of the revelations to which we ai-
lude is that the Liberal party is so
strongly represented in the eleventh
Parliament of British Columbia, while
the proceedings of the session empha-
size the absolute necessity of a strong
opposition. It is evident that nothing
but dread of exposure and ultimate de-
privation of office can save the public
assets of the province, as they become
valuable through increase of popula-
tion, from distribution amongst the
spoilers who hang upon the skirts of
the McBride government, even as the
Point Grey lands have been distributed,
leaving not a cent in the treasury as a
return therefrom to the people.

QUESTION.

The ex-
cuse given is that the Indians had
not surrendered their rights, but in
reply to this it is pointed out that no
difficulty was experienced by several
private persons and corporations in
getting leases of portions of various
other.reserves for different purposes,
It is also contended that if a site for
the naval hospital could be secured on
the Songhees reserve there is no rea-
son why a school site should not be
é)btained in the same way.”’—Colonist,
April 27th.

' How unfair and misleading this #§
can by readily judged from the facts.
Two marine railways and a marine
hospital are already on the reserve.
These privileges, however, were se-
cured before Confederation. To-day
these leases can be obtained only with
the consent of the Indians, and mem-
bers of the Board of Trade and others’
who labored so hard to obtain such a
concession for the 'British American
Paint Company about a year ago
know how difficult it was to secure
and how unsuccessful their efforis
were. In the face of this fact the
statement that “no difficulty was ex-
perienced by several private parties
and persons in getting leases” is not
only incortrect, but mischievous. The
editor of the Colonist is carefu] not to
take editorial responsibility for such

2 statement. He should, however, seée
that his news columns are kept free

from such statements.

As a matter of fact, no leases have
ever been granted upon this or any
other reserve by the Dominion govern-
ment withdut thé consent of the In-
dians, and this fa-t could be readily

ascertained by the Colonist if it would. |

take the pains. to authenticate its
data by consulting the Supeérintendent
of Indian Aﬂairs for British - Colum-
bia.’

As to the desirability of obtaining a
schoo! site on the reserve in Victoria
‘West  there is no difference of opinion.
and the Dominion government and ‘the
city’s - représentative, Hon. William
Templeman, have recenfly given too
practical a demonstration of their
earnestness - in matters affecting the
disposition of the reserve to have
their bona fides called in' question in
the manner referred to. For eighteen
years the Conservative government at
Ottawa, at a time when thé matter
might have been more easily adjusfed,
achieved nothing towards settling the
Songhees question. To-day when, as
those familiar with the facts know, a
determined effort is being made by the
Liberal government to finally dispose
of this vexed matter, the Conservative
organ in this city can find no more pa-
triotic employment than distorting the
facts, and, so far as it is able, stfil
further adding to the difficulties at-
tending the settlement of what is at
best a vexed and complicated matter,

GENERAL KUROKI'S VISIT.

Afe we to understand that the Pro-
vincial Government has no intention
of recognising in some fitting manner
the presence of General Kuroki in this
city, the only point in Canada at which
he will disembark in his journey as
the representative of Japan to the
Jamestown exhibition? This eminent’
Japanese military man will only stop
here for a few hours. His presence in
the country will be merely an incident
of his trip. Consequently it is to be
presumed that the Dominion govern-
ment has received no official intimati®n
of his probable presence here. Even
if the Ottawa authorities had been in-
formed, it could hardly have been ex-
pected that they would send a special
expedition out to the Pacific coast to ex-
tend the usual official courtesies to the
General. But the federal government is
represented here by the Lieut.-Gover-
nor, who is ordinarily understood to be
the instrument of his constitutional
advisers in such matters of official
ceremonial. It is true the government
of the United States has gone to con-
siderable expense in order to receive
General Kuroki with all the honors due
to such an eminent gentleman and the
important world power he represents.
But the General is bound to the United
States on an_ official mission to that
country, and the courtesies which will
be extended him are therefore merely
in accordance with international pro-
cedure. The relations of Great Britain
with Japan are pf a special character.
The principal power on the continent
of Europe and the dominating power
on the continent of Asia are close al-
lies, bound together under the terms
of a special treaty, and it would be
only fitting and proper that the only
representative of Great Britain on the
continent of North America should
take some action to mark the arrival
in Canada of one of the most famous
generals of modern times, the repre-
sentative of our great Asiatic ally. We
confess we cannot understand the at-
titude of ‘the provincial government,
unless on the supposition that the
great Bowser is jealous of the prestige
of Kuroki and has put a pistel to the
head of the acting premier. We fear
the decision of the local administration
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will cause comment in high Imperial
circles. We understand that the civic
authorities ‘of «Beattle, the state gov-
ernment of Washington and the repre-
sentatives of the federal government
of the United States are going to unite
in according the Japanese General a
reception im accordance with his re-
nown as a miHtdry man and hig po-
sition ag the dccredited representative
of the Mikado, the ally of His Majesty
King Edward of Great Britain, It is
well known also that the authorities
of Vancouver have been very anxious
to induce the General to visit their
city and that there would have been
no guestion of his receiving a suitable
welcome had there been' any possibility
of his acceding to-thelr request. What
can be the cause of the display of of-
ficial boorishness in the city of Vic-
toria?

LEGAL ABUSES

A fund amounting to hundreds of
thousands of dollars is being collected
in all sections of the United States for
the defence of Moyer and Haywood,
the alleged dynamitérs. Surely there
must be something radically wrong
with ‘a judicial system under which
such an enormous expenditure is neces~
sary in order to secure a fair trial for
persons . accused of criminal practices,
If there is anything in the United
States that calls ‘more loudly for re-
form than the administration of justice
in that country—and in some other
countries too, we are sorry to say—it
would be interesting to know what it
is. This question of law reform has of
late been receiving a good deal of at-
tention in Canada. It will continue to
be discussed, beyond doubt, until some
courageous professional man arises and
insists upon action being taken. Dis-
cussing the matter in a recent issue,
the Toronto Star, which is neither a
yellow journal nor a rampant radical,
remarks:

“It is commonly said that if Thaw
had béen a poor man he would have
been {ried and electrocuted months
ago. It is not ih the United States
alone that.  there is discrimination
against the poor man, In this country,
in civil caseg at’ ‘ieast there is one law
for the rich and another for the popor.
This does not mean that individusal
judges descriminafe in favor. of the
richy but that we have a system of ap~
peals that answers that purpose most
effectively. Tt gives the rich man or
the powerful corporation three or four
chances to the poor man’s one.

“A widow brings an action against a
corporation for negligenee causing the
death #f her husband’ THe ocase is
tried before a’ jlify carefully selected
with a view to impartiality, and a judge
who is, or ought to be, eminent in his
profession. The ~verdict of the jury
must be unanimous. In the great ma-
jority of cases the ends of justice would
be best served by accepting the ver-
dict as final. At all events, it would
be well to establish the rule that where
there is a jury there should be only one
appeal, to settle the question whether
the judge was right in deciding that
there was sufficient evidence to go to
the jury. As to the question of fact;
the law now recognizes the finality of
the jury’s verdict, except where . the
amount of the verdict is regarded as
excessive. The principle of the finality
of the jury’s verdict ought to be fur-
ther enforced. There should be only
one appeal. The richer party to the
suit ought not to be allowed to wear
out the patience and exhaust the purse
of thé poorer party by protracted lit-
igation.”

The Vancouver Province, the organie
mouthpiege in Vancouver of the C. P.
R., and consequently a strong support-
er of the present provincial adminis-
tration says our friend Mr. Bowser
will shortly be taken into the MeBride
cabinet as  Attorney-General.

together too costly. Besides, the sur-
plus in the treasury has disappeared.

MR. £ 6. RUSSELL
MEETS TRAGIC END

Former Official of G. T. P. Was
Well Known in This
City

(Special tc the Times.)

Vancouver, B, C., April 26.—E. G.
Russell, former executive agent of the
Grant Trunk Pacific’ in British Colum-.
bia, committed suicide yesterday at
Prince Rupert by shooting himself
with a revolver.

Only meagre details been received of
the suicide. He went up on the steam-
er Princess May on her last trip, get-
ting off at Prince Rupert. Yesterday
that steamer called on her way south,
and just as she was tying up at the
wharf Mr. Russell walked down to-
wards the vessel. He drew .a large
revolver and shot himself, dying in-
stantly. His body was immediately
placed on board the vessel and will be
in Vancouver to-morrow. No reason
is assigned for the act in the short dis-
patch received here. The Princess May
will arrive here to-morrow morning.

The News Here.

News of death of Mr. Russell creat-
ed consternation among his friends in
this city. His wife and son reside
here. and here he made his head-
quarters. It is only two weeks since
he was' in the city in his usual good
health and spirits and optimistic.

On leaving his office on the occasion
of his trip to the north he left word
that he might not return for six
months. To other friends he express-
ed the opinion that he would be able
to come south in three monthg’ time.

From advices received by Col. Gre-
gory this morning it was learned that
the body of the late Mr. Russell was
placed aboard the Princess May, which
left Prince Rupert  last night, andl
which will arrive in Vancouver to-mor-
row morning. :

Upon news of the tragedy being re-
ceived, friends prepared to break the
news of the demise to-*Mrs. Russell.
She was in entire ignorance of the
matter and was down town shopping
all morning with a friend. Without
alarming her she was induced to re-
turn to her home at Oak Bay, where
she was told: She& is.prestrated by the
shock. The son, whopas, usual was in
attendance at the High. school, was
taken away from there by Col. Gregory,
who was an intimate friend of the de-
ceased. 4

His Career.

Mr. Russell was well known in this
city. He has resided here for two or
three years past and made a great
many friends In Victoria and else-
where on the coast. Very shortly after
the G.T.P. was decided upon, Mr. Rus-
esll,, who was a railroad man of long
experience, came to this coast with the
intention of becoming interested in the
new country that was to be opened up
by the railway. He traversed the
northern portions of British Columbia
at different times and became well ac-
quainted with the general character of
the country and its resources. On one
occasion he went in by Ashcroft and
made the trip through Cariboo to the
headquarters of the Fraser, and by
irail and canoe he travelled on to the
coast.

The G.T.P. early recognized the ad-
vantages of having the services of Mr.
Russell, and he from time to time act-
ed for them in various matters con-
nected with the Pacific coast end of
their business. He served in an 4ad-
visory capacity to the general officers
of the company who thus got the ad-
vantages of his varied knowledge in
the matter of railroading. Later hé
was induced by the company to act as
their executive head on the coast, join-
ing that with his own private business.
It is known that Mr. Russell objected
to acting as the representative of the
company at that time owing to the im-
mense amount of additional work
which it put upon him.

For about two years past he has
lived a very strenuous life, having
scarcely a moment to himself. He had
deep interests in various companies
whieh had been formed to develop va-
rious industries in the north. In many
instances all the work connected with
these affairs devolved upon him. The
result was that with the varied charac-
ter of work he had to transact, suf-
ficient to have well filled the hands of
two or three men, Mr. Russell was put
to a severe strain. To add to the dif-
ficulties, the greater part of the work
was such that he could not relegate it
to assistants. It required in each in-
stance his personal attention.

He carried on all his work, however,
in spite of all the personal sacrifices
that this meant. Finally a few weeks
ago he decided that it was essential
that he cut off his connection with the
G.T.P. as their representative, thus
lightening his labors and allowing him
time to give all his attention to the
other concerns with which he was con-
nected. Reluctantly the officers of the
company agreed to accede, but ar-
ranged that he should act for them in
certain matters which might come up
from time to time when they wished
his services.

Mr. Russell, on his return, put his
affairs in the city in order asg quickly
as possible and left for Prince Rupert,
expecting to be away the greater part
of the summer. He had a tremendous
amount of work to do there in the ca-
pacity of manager of the United Con-
tracting & Supply Company and in
other lines of business.

To intimate friends in the city be-
fore he left for the north two or three
weeks ago he expressed the opinion
that he would have a very busy time,
Laboring under the greatest mental
strain and after a long period of the
most trying work which must have

' sapped his physical strength, buoyed

up only by the promise of the future,
it can be readily conceived by thos=2
who have any knowledge of the situa-
tion in which Mr. Russell was placed
Lhow his mind gave way.

Mr. Russell was a charming compan-
ion. In spite of the fact that his busi
ness interests kept his time well occu-
pled he was ever cheerful and never
complained. ‘Of an optimistic turn he
had unbounding faith in the future of
the city of Prince Rupert. where he
was prepared to nivest all he pos-
sessed.

He was a Canadian by birth, a na-
tive of New Brunswick, where he was
born about 49 years ago. Entering the
railroad business early in life he be-
came a resident of Nova Scotia. He
was an expert telegrapher, and while
quite young served as train dispatcher.
His rise was rapid, and after serving
in various official capacities with dif-
ferent lines, including the well known
Deleware and Lackawana, where h2
occupied for some years a very respon-
sible managerial position.

Mr. Russell also saw service in the
management of the construction of
some lines in the Middle West and la-
ter became assistant manager of the
Intercolonial when the late Mr. Blair
was Minister of Railways and Canals.
In this capacity the actual manage-
ment of the line' came under him, and
for the three or four years he was iden-
tified with it Mr. Russell made the line
pay, for the first time in its history.

Mrs. Russell is residing in Vietoria,
and also his only son, who is attending
school. His daughter, Edith, is in the
east attending a ladies’ seminary in
Hamilton, Ontario. The deceased has
a, brother, D. Russell, who is general
agent for the Deleware, Lackawana &
Western Coal Company, with head-
quarters in Buffalo.

The deceased was a man of splendid
pusiness capacity. He was frank and
open in manner and was upright in all
his dealings. It was he who effected
the gettlement with the Tsemphian In-
dians for the lands which the G.T.P.
sought to obtain from the tribe. Acting
for the railway company he went north
and treated with the Indians in a fair
way without any.trickery. The sanc-
tion of the Indians was obtained by
him after a few weeks spent among
them, and this was afterwards ap-
proved of by the Dominion govern-
ment, acting for the Indians

The company has not yet negotiated
with the provincial government on this
matter. The satisfactory way in which
Mr. Russell carried out his part of the
work in treating with the Indians won
for him praise from all concerned.

The painstaking manner in which he
attended to all work which devolved
upon him made him a model executive
officer. 'There was an entire lack of
ostenation about Mr. Russell and his
qualities went to make many friends
and very few enemies.

Speaking of Mr. Russell, Col. Greg-
ory remarked:

“Mr. Russell was a man of great and
varied experience. He had been en-
gaged in train dispatching, ete., in his
youth, working up to a position when
the management of important systems
swas entrusted to him. He was a re-
ligious man, a man of cheery optimism.
cne of whom it is impossible "'to be-
lieve a wrong or cowardly act.”

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DISAPPEARANCE
OF AH TONG

“Sewant"’ of Wife of Loo Gee Wing
Not Seen Since Morning
of Fire

There is indeed an atmosphere of
mystery surrounding the fire yester-
day morning in the premises of Loo
Gee Wing, 41 Cormorant street. As
yet not the-slightest trace of its-origin
can be found, and although the occu-
pants state that the fire was started
by ousiders, the police have grave
doubts about it. The place was form-
erly a notable gambling resort, and it
is quite likely that the conflagration
started from within.

There were also known to be ‘three
girls, thought to be “servants” of Loo
Gee Wing’s third wife, in the building
at the time of the fire. Two of these
were taken out in safety down a flight
of steps into an alley and conveyed to
the premises of Qfiown On, across the
street. Of the third girl not the slight-
est trace can be found. She was the
eldest of the three, being about 16 years
of age and was called Ah Tong.

There are several rumors afloat con-
cerning the disappearance of Ah Tong.
One is that she -was carried out
shackled and placed In a cab and
driven away.

According to the missionaries who
labor in Chigatown these *“servants”
are little more than slaves. Generally
very young, they are treated in the
majority of cases very kindly. They
possess no freedom. One of the local
homes had been endeavoring to secure
the release of Ah Tong for some time
before the fire.

MAILED RAFFLES,
Caught While Trying to Rob Villa—
Was a Walking Arsenal.

The police of Paris arrested a Paris-
ian ‘“Ragffles,”” but, curious enough, he
is a “Raffles” who knows no French.

THE CONSTITUTION
WAS NOT VIOLATED

His Honor the Lieut.-Governor Has
Nothing to do With Amending

Bills.

(From Monday’s Daily.)

According to the Colonist news col-
umns, the Lieut.-Governor of the prov-
ince has clothed himself with wonderful
powers. Before assenting to the bills
passed by the House he proceeds, ac-
cording to that paper, to play. havoc
with them by striking out all the sec-
tions of the actg which are not agree-
able to him. Jf this were true, His
Honor, would be exercising powers
which no representative pariiament in
the British dominions would stand for,
But the Hon. James Dunsmuir-has not
been usurping powers as have been as-
cribed to him and there is no imme-
diate danger that the constitution is in
peril.

The misconception arises in connec-
tion with the proposed amendment to
the Municipal Clauses Act, relative ta
trades licenses. When the city’s bill
was submitted to the municipal coms-
mittee of the House, the section allow-
ing the city to impose a trade license -
for every distinctive line of goods sold
was quickly disposed of. It was
struck out of the bill.

Not despairing, however, Fred Davey
put on the order papers a number of
amendments to the Municipal Clausss
Act, among them being the propoaal
to add the following new section:

“(30a.) From every ' person carrying

on in a city municipality a retail
business in a departmental -store,
for every distinctive line of goods,
not exceeding five dollars for every
six months: Provided always, that
the municiral council shall, befors
imposing the above tax, by by-law
determine what lines of goods may
be sold in one retail store under one
licence, and such council shall have
regard to well-established local
custom.” s

It was not until near the close of thg
session, however, that the bill wag
reached in committee. When the amend-
ment came up, John Oliver speaking
for the municipal committee said that
this was never agreeable to that body,
and should not be put in here. The At.
torney-General also took some objecs
tion and the amendment was dropped
by Mr. Davey. -

But by mistake the amendment fouad
its way into the bill and when it wau
printed for third reading this section
appeared in the bill.

On the closing day of the session, the
Attorney-General having noticed thiy
mistake, had the bill recommitted and
the stray section taken out.

When His Honor assented to the biif
therefore it was in form, having lost
the section which got in by mistake.
The Lieut.-Governor personally could
have nothing to do with striking cut
sections.

Butte, Mont., April 26.—Haunted nights
by the thoughts of the man he had mur-
dered until his mind could no Ilonger
stand the strain and he feared he was
going insane, John Shire yesterday con-
fessed to the murder of Morris Chaplin, a
wealthy auctioneer of Denver, in 1906.

Shire says he saw  Chaplin exhibit a
large roll of bills during a game of cards,
ana he followed him with the avowed
purpose of killing and robbing him. Mak-
ing his way into Chaplin’s home, Shire
says he was discovered by Chaplin’s little
daughter, who alarmed her father, and
as Chaplin advanced with a stool in his
hand to hit him, he fired, killing the aue-
tioneer almost instantly.

Shire several days ago presented him-
self at the county jail asking to be locked
up, saying he was laboring under the
hallucination that a mob of union men
was following him. Shire declares the
thud of the falling body still rings in his
ears.

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ALLIANCE AND
LORD’S DAY ACT
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STATEMENT BY THE
WESTERN SECRETARY

Rev. W. M. Rochester Says Attorney-
General Has Exceeded His
Power

Winnipeg, April 27.—Rev. W. M.
Rochester, western secretary of the
Lord's Day Alliance, who has just re-
turned from a two and a half months’
campalgn in British Columbia, refer-
red to the situation under the Domin-
fon Lord’s Day Act as follows:

“In British Columbia an announce-
ment has recently been made by the
provincial government through the at-
torney-general, that consent would not
be given to prosecutions in that prov-
ince under this Sunday iaw. This is
the issue for the present in that part of
the Dominion.

“In the first place,”  Mr. Rochestet
sald, “the idea that any responsibility
in this matter rests with the executives
of the provinces is a mistaken one.
‘Whatever responsibility rests upon any
representative of the province with re-
spect to the administration of this law,
rests with the attorney-general, and
with' him alone, and no action of the
government of the province can afford
him release from this responsibility.

“The attorney-general, therefore, for
British Columbia, if he refuses to con-
sent to prosecutions under the Domin-
jon Lord’s Day Act, assumes all the re-
sponsibility for such attitude. We bhe-
leve that in thus doing he exceeded
his power, which is not to veto the Act
in his province, but to consider each
cage as it is laid before him, and to re-
fuse or to consent to prosecution as in
his judgment seems right.”

What action the Lord's Day Alliance
would take in response to this an-
nouncement by the British Columbia
government, Mr. Rochester would not
venture to predict, but he said the mat-
ter was under consideration.

In Winnipeg.

At a meeting of the board of police
commissioners a resolution was carried
unanimously in. reference to the en-
forcement of the Lord’s Day Act, and
the chief of police was instructed as
follows:

‘“The _police are instructed to enforce
the Dominion Lord’s Day Ac¢t in fol-
lowing respects and particulars: All
dealers in any kind of merchandise,
except druggists and restaurant keep-
ers - (hereinafter provided for) and ex-
cepting cigar and news stands in ho-
tels, are to be prohibited from selling
goods, wares and merchandise on the
Lord’s day. Boarding-house and res-
taurant keepers are to restrict their
business to the preparation and serv-
ing of meals and refreshments on their
premises. They are not to sell fruit,
canned goods or other merchandise.
Newspapers and other periodicals are
not to be sold in the :streets. Boot-
blacks are not to carry on their work
in the streets or in the public view.”

Clause 7 of the Lord’s Day Act is to
be strictly enforced. The clause is as
follows: *“It shall not be lawful for
any person on the Lord’s day, except
as provided in any provincial law now
or hereinafter in force, to engage in
any publi¢c ‘game or contest for gain or
for any price or reward, or to be pre-
sent thereat, or to provide, engage Iin,
or-be present at Aany performance or
public meeting elsewhere than in a
church at which any fee is charged,
directly or indirectly, either for admis-
sion to such performance or meeting.
or to any place within which the same
is provided, or for any service or privi-
lege thereat. When-any performance
at which an admission fee or or any
other fee is so charged in any building
or place to which persons are conveyed
for hire by the proprietors or manag-
ers of such performance, or by any one
acting as their agent or under their
control, the charge for such convey-
ance shall be deemed an indirect pay-
ment of such fee within the meaning
of this section.”

The clause of the Lord’s Day Act
which runs as follows will also be en-
forced: “It shall not be lawful -for
any person to advertise in any manner
whatsoever any: performance or other
thing prohibited by this act. It shall
not be lawful for any person to adver-
tice in Canada in any manner whatso-
ever any performance or other thing
which if givén or done in Canada would
be a violation of this act.”

At present every clause in the act
is being violated here.

LIMITATION OF ARMAMENTS.
et =
Question Will Probably Be Discussed
at The Hague Peace Ceonference.

Rome, April 27.—The discussion that
has been going on concerning the Ital-
ian proposition for limitation of arma-
ments has served in a measure to eluci-
date the attitudes of the various pow-
ers on the subject. Great Britain,
which is the only country to send 4
minister of Foreign Affairs to the con-
ference, is in favor of the discussion,
and is thoroughly supported by Spain.

Russla, while inslisting on the dis-
cussion of its own programme of April
12th, 1906, agrees with Germany and
Austria on the question of armament
to the point of referring to it in offi-
clal documents as an ‘“entente,” but
Russia is favorable to any step that is
likely to result in a correct and reason-
able solution of the mater.

Germany and Austria do not favor tha
limitation of armament, they will, how-
ever, permit the presentation of the
proposal, although they are not willing
to participate in its discussion.

France, there is reason to believe, is
of the opinfon that there exists inter-
national as well as . internal reasons
against limitation, but she will allow
the presentation of the question. ®he
has not yet decided whether to partici-
pate in the discussion or not.

CUBAN HOME RULE.

United States Will Withdraw From Tem-
porary Control in 1908.

Cincinnati, April 27.—That the United
States government will withdraw from
temporary control of Cuba in September,
1908, was manifested in an interview by
Secretary of War Taft to-day. Briefly
referring to that country and his recent
visit there, the secretary said that the
Cuban settlement had proved so unex-

VEGETABLES WILL
BE SCARCE THIS FALL

Subdivision of Lands and Scarcity
of labor is the
Cause.

(From Monday’s Daily.)

In consequence of the present ac-
tivity in real estate which commenced
early last fall about 80 per cent of the
Chinese market gardens in Victoria
and immediate vicinity have been sold.

In some cases the occupants have
moved out immediately, but the major-
ity have held to the right of 12 months’
notice. Most of'these -Chinése farm-
ers Have for various reasons decided tc
leave the business. First and fore-
most there is a great scarcity of Chi-
nese labor and as the hours are long
and work is very hard in the gardens,
the Chinese ranchers find it very hard
to secure help, especially a8 there is
80 much work of an easier nature to
be obtained in the city at the present
time. y

This means that by next January or
February at the outside the supply of
vegetables coming into Victoria from
these sources will be decreased by
about 80 per cent.

The Chinese ranchers are consequent-
ly planting only summer cropns. that is
crops which will reach maturity in
the early fall so that the present year’s
supply will be more plentiful perhaps
than in any former years. They are
glving no, or at least very little atten-
tion to late cabbages or celery and all
the root crops will also be of an early
variety." Brocali, or spring cauliflower,
staple on the Victoria market-and only
grown to advantage in Victoria and
the immediate vicinity, has also been
almomst totally neglected. This brocali
starts to come in about January and
continues to come in until about the
end of April, and although some-is im-
ported from California, it is not nears-
ly 80 ‘good as the local product. Bro-
call,” is a crop subject to chances on
account “of severe weather and it is
safe to ecount on only about three full
chops in five years or one total Ioss in
every ten years. '

The natural result of all this will be
that in a few years trucking or mar-
ket gardening ‘will be a very profitable
oecupation for small farmers around
Victoria or even possibly, Tor the Hold-
er of two or three town lots. Accord-
ingly, although ' it may result in =
shortage of home grown vegetables for
a year or twg, it will ultihately be an
advantage to the 2ity by settling, as it
it were a new white Industry in the
city.

CREW TAKEN FROM
SINKING STEAMER

The Lucifer Drifted Helplessly Fo'

Week Before Destress Signals
Were Sighted

Falmouth, Eng., April 29.—The Brit-
ish steamer Sagami, from New York,
April 12th, for Rotterdam, has arrived
here and landed the crew of the steam-
er Lucifer,"bound from New York for
Dublin, which was abandoned in lati-
tude 40.19 north, longitude 60 west.
Members of the Lucifer’s crew said it
was discovered April 8th that the ves-
sel's stoke hole was filllng with water.
The pumps were manned but the
water gained until it extinguished the
fires. The steamer drifted helplessly.

The captain ordered all the boats
filled with provisions for twleve days.
and manned for instant use. A keen
lookout was kept, and three days later
the crew was relieved to see the lights
of two passing vessels. Their distress
signals, however, were not seen, and a
part of the cargo was Jjettisoned to
lighten the vessel and keep her afloat,
though it was evident she could not
survive much longer.

Finally, after a ‘week, the Sagami
was sighted, and the crew transferred
Shortly after this the Lucifer found-
ered. The suffering of the crew of tha
Lucifer and the danger of the situa-
tion were increased by the boisterous
weather. During the week of waiting
heavy seas constantly washed the ves-
sel’'s decks. Signals of distress were
hoisted in the daytime and rockets and
flames were burnt at night. The oil
pumped out of the Lucifer somewhat
moderated the fury of the seas; but
even after the Sagami was sighted the
gale continued. The rescue was effect-
ed with much difficulty, and dange>
and occupied five hours.

WORK COMPLETED
FOR COMOX, ATLIN

W. Sloan, M. P., Tells What the Do-
minion Goverament Intends
to Do on This Coast

William Sloan, M. P. for. Comox-
Atlin, whose home has been in Na-
nalmo - for many years, has returned
from Ottawa.

In an interview given the Herald of
that city, Mr. Si6an said there -was no
place like British Columbia. He was
asked as to the work of the session or
that. part particularly-affecting Van-
couver Island, and. he.gave qut-the fol-
lowing information relative to rallway
building and other subjects.

Superintendent Marpole was in Ot-
tawa a few weeks since, as was Mr.
LC{ ckwater, relative to the remewal or

1er. to certain changes they wished
to make in the subsidy the E. & N.
railway would earn by building to
Union Bay. The C.P.R. were quite
ready to undertake the work,  but
wished to have authority from the gov-
ernment to build to Union Bay via Al-
berni. This, as representing the dis-
trict through which the road is to be
built, he was quite willing should be
done, providing it was understood that
work . should be undertaken at once
and the road completed within the two
yvears to which the subsidy was limit-
ed. This arrangement was agreed to
and the company will now build first
to Alberni. They can then dontinue
the road up to Union Bay, and this
they state is the intention of the com-
pany. A part of the $200,000 subsidy
will be earned by the company by
buflding to Alberni. Mr. Sloan has no
doubt but that the company will un-
dertake immediate construction of the
Wellington-Alberni extension, begin-
ning the present season.

In speaking of the work done that
immediately interests his constituency
outgide of railway building, Mr. Sloan
sald that a postoffice, pilots, customs
office, etc., had been established at
Mosquito Harbor. It was the original
intention of the fisheries department to
establish a large hatchery In the West
Coast, but it had been decided that two
smaller hatcheries would do better
work. These will be established, one
at Alberni and one at Clayoquot.
Hatcherles also will be established at
Babine and Stuart lakes. A Dominion
wharf will be built at Quatsino, and
Denmans island and Hornby island will
be connected: by telegraph with the
outer world. Cable for this purpose
will be shipped west from Quebec,
where the government has a large sup-
ply that was formerly in use, but is
not now needed there, having been
superceded by wireless. $2,000 was
voted for the supplementaries for poles
for the islands. 82,000 was secured for
a mail route for Queen Charlotte Isl-
ands, and a second subsidy for another
part of the island is being arranged
so that two sections of the island will
soon receive mail regularly. Prince
Rupert will also soon be connected by
a government system of telegraph.

GREAT PROGRESS IN
THE UPPER COUNTRY

Rev. J. P. Hicks Returns After Ex-
tended Tour in Fruit Growing
Region.

Rev. J. P. Hicks, editor of the West-

_+prn Methodist Recorder, has just re-

turned from a couple of weeks’ trip to
the Kamloops and Okanagan districts,
and has much {0 say in praise of the
cpuntry visited.

Seen by a Times representative yes-
terday, Mr. Hicks said his trip was
%ade partly in the interests of his
paper and partly in the interests of the
Good Templars, of which he is the pro-
vinclal head at the present time. From
both points of view his mission was
quite satisfactory and brought him
much pleasure as well.

“If I had gone purely for a holiday,
[ could scarcely have derived more en-
joyment from the trip,” he said. “It 1s
a delightful country to run through
and I never saw a people more enthu-
riastic about their own locality than
they are in the Okanagan.

“As you know, our British Columbia
Methodist Conference is to meet in Ver-
non next month, and it was largely in
anticipation of that event that I made
the visit now, for I hope to produce &
epecial number of the Methodist Re-
corder for May, illustrating that region.

“The peorle of Vernon, especially
thowed a keen appreciation of this pro-
posal, and did everything possible to
assist me in gathering the necessary
data and material. They also predict-
ed a large sale of coples in the district
if. the gpecial number comes.up to ex-
pection.”

“Will it not tax the actommodation
of Vernon pretty well to'entertain the
conference?’ was asked.

‘“Yeos, it Hkely will, especially as the
hotels are full now with the large num-
ber of people coming in all the time
from the prairies, but it will be man-
aged. alright, and the delegates are
guaranteed a good - time. The local
Methodist Church under the leader-
ship of Rev. J. H. Wright. has got
splendid committees at work, and a
special fund is also being raised to
meet the estimated expenses. It is in
their plans to’arrange in some way. to
ghow the visitors the surrounding coun-
try as well as the coity itsell.”

“What were your impressions of the

country? Is it really golng ahetul very,

much?”

“There is no doubt on'that point. I
wag, myself, much impressed by it for
I was there before the railroad was
completed about fifteen years ago. At
that time there were scarcely 400 peo-
ple.in Vernon, about 100 in Enderby,
no town at Armstrong, or Kelowna.
Peachland, Summerland or Penticton.
Now Vernon has upwards of 2,000, En-
derby probably 600, Armstrong about
the same, Kelowna near 1,000, Peach-
land 300 or 400, Sumerland and Pentic-
ton each just as many, with a large
population in the surrounding or inter-
vening districts. I built the First
Methodist church in the country, and
had secarcely more than 26 members in
the whole region from Sicamous to
Pentiction. Now there are 9 or 10
churches on the same ground and 2 or
3 circuits, self-supporting. Fifteen
years ago there were two small lum-
ber mille in the country, one near Arm-
strong, the other at Vernon, Now En-
derby has one of the finest mills in the
province with a lumber ' yard extend-
ing over a quarter of a mile. Arm-
strong also has\a good mill and the S.
C. Smith Lumber Company at Vernon,
a plant including & most up-to-date
factory with over 30 distinct machines
at work. There are also smaller mills
all around the district and all busy.

“Of course the great feature is the
fruit-growing ‘and it is wonderful the
transformation taking place. Truly the
wilderness is being made ‘to blossom
like ‘the rose.,” The rapid growth of
population is largely due to the faot
that the large ranches of former days
are now being divided into.small hold-
ings, and people of moderate means are
able to buy a portion and settle on it.
It is also found that water. for irri-
gation purposes, is available nearly
every place, and all down the Okanagan
Lake, unimproved land up the moun-
tain slopes is being sold for from $100
to $300 an acre. Bearing orchards, I
was told, run ag high as $1,000 an acre.
One wonders how it can be made to
pay at such figures, but they claim it
does and will.

“You have heard of ‘The Grey Canal.’
This enterprise of Earl Grey, Barl Ab-
erdeen and others, which is to cost a
great sum of money, and is already in
process of construction. It takes up a
stream some 10 or 12 miles out of Ver-
non in the direction of White Valley;
it will supply the Coldstream and other
big ranches, circle round by the B.X
ranch afterward, probably cross the
valley and water the O’Keefe and
Greenhaongh properties, each embrac-
ing 11,000 to 12,000 avres. It will extend
in all over 20 miles. This water will be
brought to every man’s land who is
willing to pay, Jjust like a city
water system, and will be a great
thing.”

“The serious question will be trans-
portation facilities, will it not?”

“Well, possibly so, though I should
Judge that is not acutely felt as yet.
Of course there is only one outlet,
namely, the C. P. R. branch line known
as the S. & O. and that has not the
promptest of service. Still I heard no
complaint regarding freight rates and
certainly the capacity of the road is
not over-taxed at present. As to the
the C. P. R. has just built a
beautiful new steamer at a cost of $90,-
000, having all modern comforts and
conveniences and éapable of nearly 20
knots. The old steamer ‘“‘Aberdeen”
Wwill likely now be devoted entirely to
‘handling freight. There was great pub-
lic interest in the launching of the new
boat, which occurred while I was up
there, many people traveling all the
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way from Penticton and other points to
witness the event.

“The Okanagan people talked some-
times in a playful way about very soon
being able to dictate ‘to the coast re-
garding the fruit market, etc. I told
them they might possibly talk with
some authority to the prairies, but the
coast, and especially Vancouver Island,
could de anything in the fruit lne
that the wupper country could do, ,a.nd
we had just the necessary amount of
rainfall“to save us the expense of ir-
rigation schemes.”

Winnipeg, April 26.—Bert Murray, an
old Vancouver boy, but for the last two
years a resident of Winnipeg, and
during that time one of Winnipeg’s
most prominent athletes, left for the
coast last night, where he will figure
with two of his brothers on the Maple
Leaf Lacrosse Club during the coming
summer months, Bert will be missed
by many sporting organizations dur-
ing the summer, as he took part in
nearly every kind of sport, and was a
particularly good lacrogse player, hay-
ing played on the senior Winnipegs last
geagon. He was a proinent member in
the Y. M. C. A., and was one of their
strongest basketball players, and was
also a noted indoor baseball player.

COMMISSION T0
DEAL WITH PARK

COMMITTEE READY TO
- PROCEED WITH WORK

Open Air Gymnasuim in Beacon Hill
Park Proposed---Seal Rookery
Here.

(From Saturday’s Daily.)

The parks committee, whose deliber-
ations are presided over by Ald. Ver-
rinder, are patiently waiting for the
official information from the legisla-
ture that their request for power to
institute a park commission and to sell
the Belleville street lots has been

nted.

n view of this the committee intend
meking early arrangements for the
sale of the same, the proceeds to be
applied to the improvement of Beacon
Hill and the other parks. It is prob-
able that the old Quadra street ceme-
tery will be levelled and repalired, so
that it will cease to be a place to be
abhorred, and will become one of the
beauty spots of the city.

In connection with the plans of the
parks committee, Mr. Muir, one”of the
city architects, suggests that the city
should set apart an acre of ground in
Beacon Hill for an open air -gymnasium
such as can be seen in Glasgow. If
this werq done and the ground were
laid out and fenced by the city, some
public-gpirited man could then be in-
duced to supply the equipment. This
would consist of horizontal bars, par-
allel inclined planes, vaulting horses,
swing bars, inclined ladders and all
the other paraphernalia which goes to
make a. complete and up-to-date gym-
nasfum. The: up-keep would be c¢om-
paratively trivial. The original cos}
would not be great, and it would form
one of the strongest factors in the
healthy development of the youth of
the city. Physical conditions are
much more favorable here than in the
Old Country. In.summer it could be
left open from 7-a.m. to 10 pm. In
winter the hours would of course be
shorter. Whaen it is- remembered that
the winters of Victoria are the least
rigorous of any on the coast the value
of the suggestion will be appreciated.

Mr. Muir draws attention to one
other matter, which should occupy the
attention of the parks committee. This
is the present condition-6f the seals, or
rather seal.. .This is shut up in a little
pond where it is completely out of its
element. To tourists and others, it isa
sight that is almost painful to behold;
The seal®” ‘natural habitat is the salt
water?” Now thefe is' a small bay” at
Finlayson ‘point ‘which could be made
to answer the purpose much -better
than the present pond. All that is re-
quired is a strong grill reaching across
the opening and extending above the
water about three feet; and to within
gix inches of the sea bed beneath. The
fish from the sea come right up into
the bay and the seal could then catch
its own food. After the seal had been
there sometime and others were col-
lected, the sluice, which should be left
in at construction, could be lifted, and
the seals allowed to go out in the bay
and fish for themselves.

The seal is a hpme-loving animal,
and once accustomed to a certain
haunt will remain there for years. It
would be, therefore, only a short time
till Vietoria could be as famous for its
seal rookeries as San Francisco. It
was the freedom from molestation that
made the California rookeries what
they are. There is no reason why, if
the parks committee would adopt the
suggestion that Victoria should not be
just as famous.

Ald. Verrinder states that a park
commission such as that in Winnipeg
will in all probability be shortly ap-
pointed. This will take over the com-
plete management of the parks, only
remaining under the supervision of the
council. The commissioners will be ap-
pointed for a term of years, thus se-
curing continuity of policy. The coun-
cil’s representatives on the board will
of course be appointed for one year
only.

DR. HANNINGTON’S
APPEAL ALLOWED

Crow’s Nest Pass Wins Long Fight
Over Assessment of its
Lands.

(Special to the Times.)

Vancouver, April 27.—The Court. of
Appeal to-day in four cases heard in
Victoria allowed - the appeal in two
cases: Inverarity vs. Dr. Hannington
and the Crow’s Nest Company vs. the
Government. Two were dismissed, viz.:
Cairns vs. British Columbia Salvage
Company and Jackson vs. Drake,
Jackson & Helmcken. The next sitting
of the court will be at Victoria in
Juné. Seventeen  appeals on the list
of twenty-one remain to be heard in
Victoria.

In the two appeals allowed, Dr. Han-
nington, of Victoria, and the Crow’s
Nest Coal Company, win. The former’s
name will remain on the register of
practicising physicians in the care and
keeping of the medical counecil.

The second win in its long fight over
assessment into a “flat rate” of $1,000,-
000 is in turn reversed to-day by the
Court of Appeal, with the result that
the company win in their main conten-
tion, and will pay considerably less to
the government than the $20,000 they
would have had to pay under that find-
ing of the Court of Revision.

Baltimore, April 27.—A pier under
construction at South Baltimore, col-
lapsed to-day, carrying down about a
score of workmen. It is reported that
ten men may be killed. Four injured
workmen were taken out of the debris.

ATLANTIC SALMON
THRIVING WELL

Report of Dominion Inspector Re-
garding Cowichan River Received
at Ottawa

Ottawa, April 27.—Following is an
extract from a report by D. M. Gal-
braith, fishery overseer:

“I have great pleasure in reporting
that the Atlanti¢ salmon, introduced
a few years ago into 'the Cowichan
river, appear to have done remarkably
well. Capt. A. A.. Allgeod, of H. M. 8.
Shearwater, :fishing' on- the upper
reaches ~of the river -om the 15th - .of
March, ‘caught five éf 'these fish with
fly. At my requést only one of the
fish was kept, the remainder were
carefully unhooked s2nd iiberated.
These fish were all about the same
size, viz., 7% Ibs. The fish I had open-
ed was a small well-grown fish, female,
and  the eggs -well ~ developed, and
judging from their size and develop-
ment, I think the time they would
spawn would be about the end of May
or early in June:

“The part of the river where these
fish are is preserved, and the proprie-
tor will see that all Atlantic salmon
caught in hig part of the river are re-
turned uninjured until they have re-
produced a few seasons.”

WELL-KNOWN JOURNALIST HERE

SONGHEES MATTER
WILL BE SETTLED

Hon. Wm. Templeman Expects to
See Entire Question Soon
Settled.

The whole Songhees reserve question
is to be settled. Such is the tenor of a
letter received yesterday by the Mayor
and now in his hands. It is to be pre-
sented to the council on Monday night.
The Hon. William Templeman has
been quietly working on the question
for some time, and in answer to the
Mayor's last letter, on behalf of the
school board regarding the possibility
of obtaining the site desired in Vic-
toria West, replies as stated above.
The letter was shown to the city super-
intendent of schools yesterday and
also to Mr. Jay, chairman of the board.
Both are highly elated over the pros-
pect of a settlement.

As a result nothing will be done
about the site in Victoria West until
Mr. Templeman’s arrival in June. It
will be remembered that a few weeks
ago the members of the council and
school board alike were very glum
about the prospect of a settlement be-
ing effected. Mr. Jay was appointed a
committee of one to interview the
council en the question. On thdat occa-
sion Mayor Morley read a letter from
Mr. Templeman stating that as the
Indians had not\ relinquished - their
right to the reserve there was no im-
mediale prospect of meeting the city's
wighes in the matter. He promised to
use his good offices in an earnest effort
to have the whole matter finally
threshed out. He instanced the time
of his arrival in the city as the prob-
able time of its discussion. The alder-
men and the school board sought more
positive assurances in the matter. Mr.
Jay at the council stated that if there
was any possibility of the site in Vie-
toria West being obtained the school
board would wait until that time.
Otherwise they would be obliged to
purchase a site which would swallow
up a large portion of the $36,000 grant-
ed them. Thi= would mean a smaller
school building and@ meaner equipment.

Now comes the letter announocing
that the people of Victoria. West will
not only receive theih site, but that
the whole reserve will in the very near-
future be thrown open. At last it
would seem the diffieulty has been; or
is about to he, overcome.

WILL ENGAGE IN
LIGHTHOUSE WORK

Steamer Maude Chartered by Marine
and Fisheries Department to
Establish Beacons

To assist the D.G.S. Quadra and the
lttle steamer Cascade in the light-
house work along the seaboard of Brit-
ish Columbia the wrecking ateamer
Maude, belonging to the B. C. Salvage
Company, has been chartered- by the
Marine and Fisheries Department. Her
sphere will lie in the establishment of
beacons and also in construction work.

To-night the Maude leaves Esqui-
malt for Vancouver. There she will
take on board three beacons thdt were
inspected by Captain Gaudin, of the
Marine and Fisheries Department, yes-
terday. Captain Gaudin states that she
will then -proceed 1o establish these
beacons at Dodge Narrows, Waest
Rock and Danger Reef. She will re-
main under charter to the department
until such time as the work is accom-
plished.

The Cascade is at present engaged
in re-establishing missing beacons,
which were washed away from their
positions. # Among these is the 14-ton
buoy which was recently brought to
port by the United States lighthouse
tender Armeria; and which was dis-
covered with thirty fathoms of chain
attached floating about in Freshwater
Bay.

The outcome of the Marine and Fish-
eries Department belng obliged to
charter vessels to engage in the work
along the coast will doubtless be the
construction of a new steamer in the
near futurs. When such is built, it is
believed, that it will be fitted with all
modern appliances and will have on
board a submarine telephone apparat-
us which will be able to communicate
with bell buoys, the first of which
along this coast will shortly be in op-

eration on Swiftxure Ba.nk

JURISDICTION OF THE
PROVINCE - DOUBTED

Seek New Charter---Happenings in
Brief Throughout
Canada.

Toronto, April 26.—Another big ques-
tion of provincial rights has turned up.
This time it is the incorporation of fire
insurance companies. The question is
whether the companies incorporated by
the province of Ontario can do business
outside this province. Involved in this
guestton are the rights of thousands of
companies all over the province, rep-
resenting capital of up to nearly $10,-
000,000. Involved is also a matter of
$150,000 or more of revenue each year
to the province in Canada as well as
Ontario. The question will be argued
before the Supreme Court at Ottawa on
May 7th, when T. Ritchie, K.C, and
Thomas Milvey, K.C., assistant provin-
cial secretary, will represent Ontario.
The case will probably go to the Privy
Council.

This important point comes up in
the case of the C. P. R. vs. the Ottawa
Fire Insurance Company. The C. P. R.
carried insurance in the Ottawa com-
pany against fires that might be caused
by sparks from engines passing along
its Hne through the forests of the State
of Maine. There was a loss, and liti-
gation followed. There was some mis-
take iIn the policy, and the question
arose as to the power of the company
to insure standing timber. The C.' P.
R. then said to the company, “if you
are not bound by the policy you should
repay the premiums.”

Takes Over Charter.

Toronto, April 26.—It is probable that
the Canadian Pacific will take over the
charter of the Owen Sound & Meaford
Railway, which had planned to build
from Owen Sound to Meaford this
summer. The line was recently sub-
sidized to the extent of $86,000 by the
Dominion government. A conflerence
was held a few days ago between sev-
eral prominent C. P. R. officials and
James McGuigan, the agent of tha
Owen Sound & Meaford Company, and
it is “believed that an understanding
was reached as to the condition of the
road. The C. P. R. plan is to build
from Owen Sound to Meaford and ‘Col-
lingwood, and to. a junction with the
proposed Victoria Harbor line near
Peterboro. The C. P. R. would thys se-
cure two new ports on Georgian-Bay,
and the line would be brought into the
field for considerable business which
the Grand Trunk now handles exclu-
sively.

Goes To Winnipeg.

Winnipeg, April 26.—Rev. A. A, Shaw,
a noted Baptist minister of Brookline,
Mags., will accept the call extended to
him by the First Baptist Church of-
ficlals of Winnipeg a few weeks ago.
The pastorate has been vacant for
some months, owing to the former pas-
tor, Rev. John McNeill, accepting a
call to Toronto.

Played With Matches

Brandon, Man., April 26.—The resi-
dence of Charles -Botman on Tenth
street north -was completely gutted by
fire last night. The cause of the fire
is attributed to children playing with
matches, when the fire caught by one
of them dropping a 'lighted match in
among some straws in the kitchen
There was no insurance.

New Leader.

St. John, N. B., April 26.—Hon. Mr.
Pugsley’s place as leader of the New
Brunswick government, will be taken
by Hon. Clifford W. Remson, of West-
morland, who was sworn in only a few
days ago, as provincial secretary.
There is much speculation as to who
will be the next attorney-general. There
will likely be a provincial general elec-
tion this summer. A. P. Barnhill, of
St. John, is the man wanted for at-
torney-general, but he may not agree
to enter politics.

RUSSIA AFRAID OF
JAPANESE EMBASSY

Establishment at Sublime Porte Will
Mean New Era in Balance
of Power

A Japanese embassy at Constanti-
nople s sure now to become an accom-
plished fact, simply, of course, because
both the parties immediately concern-
ed earnestly desire it, is the burden of
the news brought by the Oanfa.

The great importance of the new
position which will be created cannot
be overestimated. It may without ex-
aggeration be said that the existence
of an ambassador from the Mikado to
the Sultan may in effect mean the dis-
appearance of all notions of a parti-
tion of Turkey. A moment’s consider-
ation will reveal how this works out.
In Russia, Japan and Turkey have a
common enemy and one with whose in-
terests theirs must ever more or less
clash. A step either east or west of
his present frontiers means for thes
Tsar opposition from either Japan in
the Far East or Turkey in the Near
EBast, and we may rest assured that
these powers will shortly arrange to
support one another at any moment of
peril from their common foe. In the
future of Russia, then, Turkey and Ja-
pan have a common interest. In no
part of the world do they come into
hostility or opposition.

No wonder, then, if Rusisa dreads the
appearance of a Mongol at Constanti-
nopile; and she will move heaven and
sarth to prevent it. But what can be

done? England cannot, if she would
(and she would not), desert an old
friend for a possible new. one. She
must support Japan in her dignified
claim to an embassy. France's posi-
tion is even more delicate. Her inter-
ests-in the Hast are such as to make
it exceedingly desirable for her to keep
on good térms with Japan: to do noth-
ing. which should be remembered
against her. Then there is the entente
with England, and all the possibilities
with which the understanding is
fraught. ‘The driving, however, of
Russia to seek a friend in Germany in
this last as in financial and other trou-
bles already more or less surmounted,
cannot be brought about with dismay
at the Quai d’Orsay.

There can, however, be but one end
to the negotiations, and the reception
of a Japanese|ambassador at Yildiz
Kiosk will mark not only the beginning
of a new lease of life for Turkey, but
the commencement of a new era in the
history of. the balance of power. 4

BONDS ALL RETURNED
Stole Four Hundred Thousand Dollars
Worth to Use as Lever.

New York, April 26.—A complete ex-
posure of the plan by which several
hundred thousand dollars’ worth of
bonds were stolen from the Trust Com-
pany of America, may be in the hands
of the district attorney before night.

Both W. O. Douglass, the assistant
loan clerk for the Trust Company, wko
was arrested on a charge of stealing
these bonds, and O. M. Dennett, a brok-
er, who was taken into custody, were
examined to-day by the district attor-
ney. How much the officers succeeded
in getting out of Douglass is not known,
but it was said that Dennett had vol-
untarily made a clean breast of the
whole affair.

The World says:

It has been learned that the amount
of bonds stolen from the Trust Com-
pany of America, by W. O. Douglasa
was in excess of $400,000. All of those
bonds are now in possession of the
Trust Company or have been located.
It was learned that the major part of
the sto’» bonds were taken from the
strong bLoux of the company by Doug-
lass, shortly before he fled Friday last.
His purpose in doing this, it was ad-
mitted, was to compel the company to
cverlook his smaller thefts if he should
return this block.

SEEK RECIPROCITY
WITH CANADA

Massachusetts and New England
States Favor the Proposition,

Says Speaker.

Pittsburg, Pa., April 27.—Three hun-
dred or more railroad presidents, vice-
presidents, freight agents, traffic man-
agers and other officials, besides
manufacturers and all classes of ship-
pers of freight, were guests of the
Traffic Club of Pittsburg last night at
the Hotel Schenley. The speakers at
the banquet included Charles W. Ham-
lin, corporation counsel of Boston.

Before taking up his assigned toplc,
that of “The Public Duties of the Citi-
zen,” Mr. Hamlin spoke briefly on the
question of reciprocity with Canada.
The state of Massachusetts, he said,
deémed it imperative for its future
welfare to increase its trade with Can-
ada. Among other things Massachu-
setts desired that coal should be made
reciprocally free of duty between Can-
ada and the United States. Mr. Ham-
lin said that “the extensive develop-
ment in all lines of industry now
in progress in Canada was governed as
to location largely by the cost and ad-
vantage in securing coal.”

HISTORY OF THE WALTZ.

Dr. Ferdinand Scherber gives an in-
teresting history of the waltz. The
dance in its present. form was intro-
duced, he says, about a hundred and
twenty years ago, but similar dances
based on the same principle (‘“walzen”
or “ to turn”) were popular many
vears before that time. On November
17, 1786, a new opera by Vinzenz Mar-
tius, entitled “Una Cosa Rara,” was
performed in Vienna. In the closing
scene of this opera a dance, which was
called “Langaus,” was introduced, and
“this becamc the waltz which soon in-
vaded, not only the public places, but
the palaces, and became fashionable.”
In speaking of the early waltz com-
positions the writer says: “The popu-
larity of the waltz at that time may
be judged by the fact that it penetrat-
ed the walls of the monasteries, intoxi-
cated the ear of a Franciscan monk
and inspired him to compose a’ quick
time waltz which was published in
1790.”

UNIVERSITY'S NEW PRESIDENT.

Toronto, April 26.—A cablegram has
been sent to Dr. Falconer, principal of
Fine Hill college, who has been chosen
by the board of governors as president
of Toronto University. He is now at
Naples on his way to Greece. It is ex-
pected that he will at once return to
Halifax in order to meet the board of
trustees of Pine Hill colleze, of which
he i: principal, after which he will
formally announce his decision in the
matter of the Toronto appointment, It
is belieyved that he will accept the ap-
pointment at an early dale.

“The liberal provision you have made
for the provincial service, and the pro-
secution of public works, should make
the administration more effective and
complete and enable the country to be
further opened up to settlement, while
aiding the progress of our chief provin-
cial industries.

“In relieving you ‘for the present
from any further attendance on your
parliamentary duties, I .leave you with
the belief that the results of your ia-
bors will be seen in the further prog-
ress and prosperity of all parts of the
province.”

ROUTES OF THE
RAILWAY EXTENSION

Results in Real Estate Boom---Lack
of labor Hampers
Farmers.

(From Saturday’s Daily.)

The all abgorbing topic of interest in
the Alberni/ Valley at present, accord-
ing to advices from there, is the pro-
jected extension of the E. & N. railway,
its probable route, and when it will be
constructed. Two survey parties
have been in the field for some
time, that under Mr. Sheppard, who is
conducting the preliminary survey,
having been operating for the last six
months and has now almost reached
deep whter on the Alberni Canal, with,
it is understood, a satisfactory grade.
though another line, as an alternative
route for the last ten miles will also be
run.

Considerable anxiety has been mani-
fested among ' the farmers along the
line of the proposed route, as, though
all are glad to see an earnest of rail-
way co'nstruction, yet each in turn ob-
Jects to seeing their clearings cut
through and destroyed by a railroad
embankment or cutting, more especial-
ly as it is rumored that the C.P.R.,
which now controls the E. & N. char-
ter, will refuse payment for right of
way. It 1is possible, however, that
funds will be collected to make a test
case. Further evidence pointing to the
early construction of the road is to be
found in the fact that the unsold lands
of the E. & N. in this neighborhood
have been withdrawn absolutely from
sale meantime. It is also reported. on
good authority that the property held
by the Alberni Land Company, former-
ly the Anderson Company, has passed
into other hands, though the identity
of the new owners is not revealed. In
consequence of the prospects, quite a
small boom in real estate here has
taken place. Several real estate offi-
ces have been opened and property is
changing hands, though not as yet
rapidly. Several enterprising Mani-
tobans have visited the locality and
made purchases, realising that there
are chances for profitable investment
here much greater than in the more
easily accessible towns already possess-
ing rail connection. '

Ag an Auto Run.

Alberni would well repay a visit from
anyone bent on a trip combining both
pleasure and profit. Connected as it is
by an excellent road with Nanaimo
scme sixty miles distant, it ean be
reached by motor car in less than three
hours. A motor car can be hired at
Nanaimo. Last summer a number of
tourists from Seattle brought their
cars over to Nanaimo on the Satur-
day night, made a run over to Alberni
on the Sunday, and after spending
most of the day in Alberni returned in
time to reach Seattle early on Monday
morning.

Seek Water Rights.

The prospects of Alberni growing
rapidly in the near future has encour-
aged speculators to pay attention to
the district, and a*®number of applics-
tions for water rights have been filed,
covering nearly all the sources of sup-
ply to which a future town would turn
for a permanent water supply. With
the troubles of Victoria in connection
with its water question known, a
strong feeling has been engendered
that now is the time to prevent a mon-
opoly of these water rights being
granted, and a public meeting -wa3s
called which was well attended and
thoroughly non-political in character.
A resolution was then unanimously
passed urging upon the government to
take the necessary steps to preserve
Alberni’s rights as a future munici-
pality by placing meantime a reserve
on all the water rights in question. So
far no action along these lines has been
taken, and failing such being done, the
various cases will come before the wa-
ter commissioner of Alberni within a
few weeks. The cases will all be ad-
iudicated upon in Alberni on a date to
be yet fixed.

Getting in Crops.

The weather, which has been very
backward for months past, has now
broken up fine, and farmers are hasten-
ing to get in their crops. The season
is quite three weeks later than usual,
and the unhappy farmer is not helped
in his operations by the almost impos-
sibility of getting assistance at a wage
anything like commensurate with the
value of the work performed. It is
noticed on a number of farms that no
more improvements are being dons,
anu that more of the land is being
thrown into pasture, less dairy cows
arz being kept, the cattle are being al-
lowed to run and sold as beef, and in
many ways less careful methods are
being adopted, simply because it is
very hard to secure the necessary as-
sistance, and if obtained it commands
a wage that results in the employer
laboring for the benefit of his employee,
as he has to use his land, his capital,
and his own skill and time for ' the
carrying on of the farm, and the wages
of the assistant will take a major por-
tion of the receipts and leave little or
nothing for the use of the farmer’s
land, capital and the risk of failure of
crops, etc.,, which is borne wholly by
the farmer.

Boom in Timber.

The present boom in timber con-
tinues to stimulate somewhat reckless
staking out of so called timber limits.
It is to be feared that in many cases
it will be found on survey that loca-
tions have been staked on top of each
other and endless confusion and litiga-
tion will be the result. Only ofe stake
is required with an easily made asser-
tion that one square mile of timber is
adjacent to said post. The next loca-
tor comes along, and either in ignor-
nace of or indifference to the previous
stake, plants his stake perhaps not
half a mile distant, and in turn gets
his license for one square mile of tim-

ber, and so on the game goes, occa-
sionally varied by staking on privately
owned ground, when of course the
whole thing is invalld. The presence of
the survey camps in the neighborhood
has given an impetus to the social life
of Alberni, and several dances and ¢on-
certs have been the result. .

One of Alberni’s ploneers, Mr. Fred
Brandt, has recently entered the ma-
trimonial condition, the bride being
Migs' G. Johnson, formerly engaged in
Indian missionary work here. They re-
cently returned from the honeym on
to take up their residence here, and
wtere the recipients of many congratu-
lations.

IRISH PARLIAMENTARY

Some of the members of the cabinet
who favor home rule were willing to
concede many. of the demands of the
Irish party, but the majority favored
a measure far short of what Mr. Red-
mond and his followers asked.

These fabrics come in stripes,
checks and plaids in various combinations
and colorings, and it must be admitted
that the majority of designs seen are very
tasteful and smart looking.

Probably the most  attractive patterns
are in the rather lamge checks in black,
brown, blue or other colorings combined
with white, or ‘in the plain brown silks
showing a rather large dot spaced over
the surface The plaids are not to be so
generally recommended, as they, are us-
ually rather loud when showmn iﬁ the or-
dinary color combinations. However; when
they are cleverly selected, they are ex-
ceedingly smart. p

The best of these plaid patterns show
only two colors, and especially good are
those in black and white or in rather dark
shades of blue and green.

Wall Treatmeiit For

Dining Room.
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The little sketch shows a most attrac-
tive wall treatment for a dining-room,
The Wwood-trim of the room was of black
or Flemish oak, the furniture being in
early mission style. The wall space was
paneled with wood, which supported a
plate shelf six inches broad. Oa this shelf
were placed a few choice bits of brass or
pottery. The wall spaces between these
panels were done in roughened plaster,
finished in soft, yellowish brown. .

Above the plate shelf a picture frieze
was used, the colorings in the frieze be-
ing principally in soft browns, greens and
soft yellows, the figures being brought
out in vague reds, grays, violet, mauve
and purple. :

Many of these friezes come in mets of
three figures, so that the same figuré need
not be repeated, the frieze being 80 made
that it is possible to fill out additioaal
space with more landscape desiga. For
instance, the frieze picture wepresented
a knight and lady engaged in the old-time
sport of falcon flying. Each section of
frieze was 18 feet long by 30 inches wide,
the first strip showing the two figures on
horseback, with a background of sky,
trees and woods. The second panel por
trayed the lady galloping off alone, and
the third the knight holding the hoéunds
in leash. With this frieze came addi-
tional extensions, carrying out the design
of the background.

Recipes for Many Kinds of Salada.

Lettuce Hearts.—Divest a head .of Bos-l
ton cabbage lettuce of the outer leaves
down to the hard head. With a sharp
knife cut the head into quarters and ar
range them on a dish, with the stalk ends
toward the center. Sprinkle over them,
if desired, a‘little celery cut into small
dice. If celery 18 used place a little in the
center of the dish and between the quar-
teérs.” At the moment of serving pour
French dressing, using a spoon, into the
lettuce hearts, moistening them well. The
outside leaves taken from the head may
be -broken into small pieces or ecut into
ribbons.

Bouquet Salad—Break crisp lettuce
leaves into pieces, arrange them on a flat
dish, and place in the center a bunch of
watercress, or of nasturtium blossoms.
Just before serving moisten the lettuce
with French dressing, and the watercress
also if it be used.

Salad of Artichoke Bottoms.—Take ar
tichoke bottoms as they come from the
can. Rinse them off with cold water.
Spread each one with mayonnaise and pile
on it as many vegetables as it will hold.
Use green peas, string beans, - flowerets
of cauliffiower or any mixture of vege-
tables that may be convenient. Place a lit-
tle mayonnaise on top of the vegetables,
and place the artichoke cupe on leaves of
onnaise. Or a glass or cup filled with may-
onnaise may be placed in the center of
the dish and the individual portions ar-
ound it.

Macedoine of Vegetables.—Boil emall
portions of as many -different kinds of
vegetables' as convenient, and keep them
in separate dishes. When they are cold,
and shortly before serving mix them to-
gether, adding some mayonnaise. Peas,
string beans, lima beans, flageolets, car-
rots, cut into dice, make & good combina-
tion.

Chicken Salad.—Cut cold chicken into
half-inch ‘dice, using both white and dark
meat. Moistén it with French dressing.
Cut tender celéry into small dice and mix
it with the chicken, using two-thirds as
much ecelery as there is of c¢hicken. Mix
the whole with mayonnaise. Form it into
a mound and cover it with mayonnaise.
Decorate the mound as follows: Begin

at the top and form four lines of pickled

beets, dividing the form into four sections.
Follow the.lines of beet with lines of
chopped white of hard boiled egg. This
will leave triangular spaces. Make anoth-
er line of beets and fill the spaces left
with the crumbled yolks of hard-boiled
eggs. Outline the small triangular spaces
with capers and finish the top with an
olive and sprigs of parsley. Place lettuce
leaves and slices of hard-boiled egg around
the dish. Veal instead of chitken may be
used in the same way. Lobster salad
should be mixed with lettuce instead of
celery.

Fruit Salads—Sometimes fruits are mix-
ed with mayonnaise and served as salad.
The following: mixtures may be wused
Pineapple, oranges and apples; grape
fruit, oranges and canned pears; pineap-
ple and banana; apple and grape-fruit.
Garnish with lettuce leaves.

Stuffed Tomato Salad.—Peel small to-
matoes and cut out the hard pieces around
the stem ends to make tomato cups. Sprin-
kle inside lightly with salt and pepper,
and fill with equal portions of celery and
walnuts, cut in pieces and mixed with
lettuce leaves and garnish with curled cel-
ery. Serve mayonnaise on a separate dish.

Cucumber Salad for Fish Course.—
With a handy slicer remove the outside
rind from the cucumbers, cut in thin
slices and let stand in ice water to chill,
retaining the slices in the order in which
they were cut. Wipe dry and arrange the
glices in the salad bowl in the form of a
Greek cross. Make a French dressing in
the proportion of three tablespoonfuls of
cider vinegar to =six tablespoonfuls of
oil, half a teaspoonful of salt and a dash
of paprika. Rub the inside of the salad
bowl with the cutside of the onion be-
fore the salad is disposed in it.

Shrimp and Cucumber  Salad—Break
the shrimps into pieces and marinate with
French dressing. At serving time add an
equal quantity of chilled cucumbgr, cut
into cubes; mix with mayonnaisd. Shape
into & mound and cover lightly with whole
shrimps and the heart leaves of lettuce.
Surround with sliced cucumbers, dressed
with French dressing flavored with onion
juice.

Pineapple, Sweetbread and Pimento Sal-
ad.—Mix cubes of-sweetbread, pineapple,

shapes cut from pimentoes, and bits
celery with mayonnaise i i
with whipped cream. Shape in a

and cover with dressing. Decorate wi
figures, cut from pimentoes and surro
with lettuce. At each corner dispose {,
pimento, slashed on the edge, with strips
of pineapple in the center, to simulate a
bright red flower.

Grape, Orange and Nut Salad.—Remove
the skims from California grapes—white
ones preferred—cut in halves and remove
seeds. Blanch an equal quaentity of Eng-
lish walnuts or pecan nuts and break in
pieces. Remove peel from several oranges
and cut in lengthwise slices. Dress each
separately with oil and a little lemom
juice. Mix and serve on heart leaves of
lettuce.

Lobster Salad—Marinate the meat of &
lobster with French dressing after ocut-
ting it in cubes; drain and add two or

more hard-boiled eggs, chopped. Dispose
in a mound on a bed of lettuce leaves, let-

| ting the leaves come out beyond the lob-

ster. Suround the lobster with skices of
tomato, one overlaping another, each
piece holding & spoonful of mayonnaise
dressing; sprinkle the whole with fine-
chopped green pepper.

Sauce Piquante.~-The ingredients - of
this sauce are two tablespoonfuls of chop-
ped shallot or very mild onion, two table-
spoontuls of fine chopped parsley, one-
quarter of a cupful of butter, one-third a
cupful of flour, four tablespoonfuls of
vinegar, two cupfuls of brown stock and
cayenne to taste. Cook the shallot with
the butter and vinegar until the butter
looks clear and brown, at which time the
shallot will have absorbed the vinegar.
Then add the flour and pepper and let
cook until brown, add the sauce gradual-
ly, and, just before serving, the parsley
and some sour pickle.

Brown Mushroom Sauce.—To one cupe
ful of brown sauce add one-third & cup-
ful of canned button mushrooms, whole
or cut in halves. Fresh mushrooms must
be cleaned and peeled, then sauted in
butter before being added to the sauce.
This sauce is intended to go with beef-
steak, filets of beef, ete.
