LIFE PRESERVERS ON
MOTOR VESSELS

Rochester, N. Y., Jan. 18.—Surround­
ed by many priests in his parish and 
without pain the Right Rev. Bernard 
J. McQuaid, Bishop of Rochester, died 
at 9:05 this morning, after an eight 
months’ illness at the Eplsnopal resi­
dence in this city.

Yesterday was the 61st anniversary 
of the Bishop’s priesthood, and it usu­
ally has been celebrated in all the 
churches of his diocese, but on ac­
re unt of his grave condition the Right 
Rev. Thomas F. Hickey, coadjutor 
bishop of this diocese, at the cathedral 
yesterday announced that no special 
services would be held.

The change for the worse in the 
Bishop’s condition came last Wednes­
day, although for many months he has 
been just alive. He grew rapidly worse 
after Wednesday’s change and last 
night became unconscious and quietly 
died this morning.

Bishop McQuaid was bom on Decem­
ber 15, 1823, in New York city. He re- 

|t reived his early training at Chambly 
Hail, near Montreal. After working in 
the preparatory seminaries of . New 
Jersey he was elevated to the priest­
hood on January 16, 1848. On March 
5. 1868, he was preconized bishop of the 
diocese of Rochester and on the twelfth 
of the following June he was elevated 
to the episcopal.

I Thomas F. Hickey, coadjutor bishop, 
succeeds to the bishopric as second 
bishop of Rochester.

u. S. Senate Committee Re­
ports Favorable on Im­

portant Measure.

Washington, D. C., Jan. 18.—The sen­
ate committee on commerce has re­
ported favorably on the bill introduced 
by Senator Fry, of Maine, requiring all 
motor vessels to carry life preservers. 
Violations of the act are punishable by 
a fine of ten dollars for each life pre­
server lacking, or improperly stowed. 
If the bill becomes a law it will take 
effect on June 1st and apply to foreign 
vessels on December 31st of this year.

Secretary Straus, of the department 
of commerce and labor, in a letter giv­
ing the approval of the department to 
the bill, points out that the naviga­
tion of such vessels is attended with 
a special element of risk on account of 
the dangerous fluids used in their pro­
pulsion. The number of small vessels 
In use which are propelled by naphtha, 
gasoline and other dangerous fluids, 
apd electricity, is growing rapidly, the 
collectors of customs estimating the 
number in the United States to be 
about 4^000.

HEAD-ON COLLISION ON 
DENVER AND RIO GRANDE

Sixty-eight Passengers Said to 
Have Perished in One

Car.

Glenwood Springs, Colo., Jan. 16.— 
Fifty-five reported killed and thirty 
injured, some fatally, in a head-on col­
lision on the Denver and Rio Grande 
railway at Dotsero, twenty miles east 
of here, at 10:30 o'clock last night.

The dead are: Gus Olsen, engineer 
on the passenger train; forty-nine pas­
sengers, names unknown. The known 
injured are: Stg. Olsen, engineer on 
the freight train, badly injured and 
may die; J. C. Telfer, engineer on the 
second freight engine, badly Injured 
and may die; thirty passengers whose 
names are not known.

All the sleeping cars remained on 
the track, and no one in them was In­
jured.

The passenger train crashed into the 
head end of the freight train going 
across a switch at Dotsero, which is a 
blind siding. The chair car was teles­
coped, and the first passenger coach 
was wrecked. It was from the chair 
car that the dead were taken.

Twenty bodies have been recovered. 
It is known that not a person in the 
day coach is dead. Meagre reports 
cniy have been received. A relief train 
will reach the scene this morning.

The passenger train is said to have 
been going at a good rate of speed 
when it reached the siding at Dotsero. 
It is supposed- that the engineer of the 
passenger thought that the freight had 
passed the siding and was going too 
rapidly to stop his train. . The great 
locomotive attached to the passenger 
train was demolished, and the cha 
car and passenger coach were turn 
on their skies and shattered.

The injured were pinned under the 
wreckage, and the heroic work of the 
passengers of the rear cars 
many lives. Many of the injured are 
terribly mangled and it is feared the. 
death list will be greatly increased.

According to long distance 
message from Glenwood Springs, this 
news was received this morning. The 
first relief train bearing a number of 
the more slightly Injured reached 
Glenwood this morning, bringing re­
ports from the wreck which appears to 
have been the worst In the history of 
the railroad.

Most of the slaughter was done In 
the chair car. Of sixty-nine passengers 
in that coach sixty-eight are said to 
have been killed. The one human be­
ing to ëscape was a young girl who 
was travelling with her mother, and 
who is too dazed to remember even her 
name, only saying she thinks it is 
Alice.

The dead are in many instances so 
horribly mutilated that identification 
will be very difficult.

At the office of General Manager 
Ridgeway, of the D. & R. G. railway, it 
was stated that the dead will number 
twenty three and the injured from 
twenty-five to thirty. No details have 
as yet been received.

A deplorable feature of the election 
yesterday was the attempt, on the 
pairt of a section in the city, to select 
aldermen of one political complexion. 
The accompanying hand bill was cir­
culated, and undoubtedly influenced 
the election in some cases. In spite- of 
it, however, several of the aldermen, 
whose names were omitted from the 
list and were intended to be defeated, 
won out. ' __

The circular is credited to the 
Beaver Club, a semi-secret organiza­
tion, formed some years ago in the 
interests of conservatism. Its chief 
function lately has been to advance 
the McBride party in this city.

The attempt to introduce politics 
into municipal affairé is one that can­
not be too strongly condemned. It is 
gratifying to know that a large section 
of the Conservative party repudiated 
the course taken by the Beaver Club, 
and refused to be influenced by the 
circular sent out. Several of the can­
didates affected even denounced it.

Russ Humber, who at the meeting at 
the A. O. U. W. hall exposed the plot 
to influence the elections politically, 
was returned in spite of the effort 
made to cut him off. Although only 
in the field a few days before election, 
he followed Harry Bishop very closely 
for the head of the poll.

It is to be hoped, in the interests of 
the city, that no similar attempt will 
be made at future elections to drag 
party politics into the contests.

DEATH PENALTY AND CRIME.

Madame la Guillotine has been re­
stored to her former position of honor 
in France. The death penaity was not 
formally or legally abolished in the 
republic, but for some years the legis­
lature refused to pass appropriations 
for carrying out executions, so that the 
knife of the beheading machine be­
came rusty for lack of exercise. Now
Paris has become convinced by rea­
son of dire experience, that it is still
true that if the extreme penalty is to 
be abolished Messrs, the Murder­
ers must set the example. The legis­
lators have lost some of their ideals
aiid come down to earth again. The 
fact is that it Is necessary in most 
countries to discourage crimes of vi­
olence against the person by making 
salutary examples of assassins. That 
has been demonstrated to be the only 
effective remedy of protecting 
ganized society against the lawless 
elements which still exist notwith­
standing the progress the world is 
Burned to have made in the past few 
decades. Doctrinaires and idealists 
tell us in their moments of extreme 
elation that punishment is not 
flieted by courts from revengeful 
tives, but as a warning to all persons 
whatsoever that the correct thing is 
to walk circumspectly, and incidentally 
in the hope of reforming the criminal. 
Nor is there any doubt that such 
the actuating motives behind the 
criminal law as viewed by those who 
make the laws and others who admin­
ister them. But, whatever the normal 
ideas of the majority of French people 
in regard to the inspiration behind 
the law, the scenes enacted in Paris 
on the occasion of the elevation of the 
guillotine to its former importance 
indicated a desire upon the part of the 

. populace for revenge upon the first 
four murderers executed. The tele­
graph tells us that but for the pres­
ence of a body of troops the criminals 
about to pass through the hands of the 
headsman would have been torn to 
pieces by hysterical mobs. This is the 
condition to which French society has 
been reduced by an attempt to do 
away with the death penalty, 
of the advanced thinkers in the Cham­
ber of Deputies believed that as France 
was the leader of Europe in the 
science of government, an example to 
all sister nations in exalting the sov­
ereignty of the people, she ought to 
lead the way in other forms,of human- 
itarianism. The fruit of that idea was 
the practical abolition of the death 
penalty for several years, 
fruit of the altruistic experiment was 
such an increase of crimes of violence, 
tr.imes of such an atrocious, dia­
bolical character, that the nation was

MILLION SUICIDES
YEARLY THROUGH OPIUM

Dr. E. W. Thwing Wants Drug 
Traffic Destroyed Through­

out World.

Chicago, Ill., Jan. 18.—“Opium causes 
a million suicides a year,” declared 
Rev. A. S. Gregg, of the International 
Reform bureau, yesterday with refer­
ence to the opium conference called by 
President Roosevelt, which begins its 
session at Shanghai, February 1st. The 
statement is based on letters and re­
ports from Dr. E. W. Thwing, special 
secretary of the reform bureau, who 
has been sent to Shanghai by the 
bureau to attend the opium confer- 
ense.

Dr. Thwing will ask the conference 
to take action that will hasten the de­
struction of the opium traffic through­
out the world. Dr. Thwing said he has 
obtained statistics from four Chinese 
provinces with a population of 580,000, 
in which he says the proportion of the 
population uping opium is from 70 to 80 
per cent., and the amount of money 
expended annually is about $200,000,000.

NeitherAt their feasts, the ground which 
forms the table, is overlaid with palm 
leaves, and a mat spread for each guest 
ranging in order according to his rank. 
In front of each person is placed a 
large quantity of food, 
makes a pretence of eating a little, and 
then a boy from behind him removes 
it in a large basket and carries it to the 
rest of his family, or it may be clan, 
who thus participated in the feasi al­
though not actually present.

As a race, the Samoans are extreme­
ly cleanly, both in their persons and 
methods of preparing food. They wear 
very little clothing, but since the ad­
vent of missionaries, who have taught 
the girls to sew, a great many dresses 
made in princess style of gay prints, 
are very much in evidence. These are 
cut with square necks and short sleeves 
and are said by Miss Cummin to be 
very becoming. The girls are fond of 
sewing and after wearing a dress a 
few times, invariably throw it away 
and make another.

Cooking is done entirely in large or 
small holes, dug in the earth, and lined 
with stones. These primitive ovens are 
heated red hot, the fuel removed, and 
the fish, pork or whatever it happens 
to be. put in rolled tightly in banana 
leaves, which are impervous to mois­
ture. Bananas form the greater part 
of their diet, being used before they are 
ripe, when they are roasted and some- 
v hat resemble potatoes. Pigs are al­
lowed to run wild, and the killing of 
a large one usually signifies a public 
feast, when the animal, after having 
been roasted whole, is laid in a strip of 
matting, which is attached to four poles 
and borne proudly through the town on 
the shoulders of four bearers.

The natives are naturally very poeti­
cal and musical, although they have 
not our full scale of notes. The men 
possess, as a rule, deep bass voices, 
which are much more musical than the 
women’s.

Miss Cummin stated that after any 
unusual occurrence in the girl’s school, 
three or four of the pupils will seat 
themselves on the floor, and begin to 
make a sopg concerning it. In a few 
hours both words and music will be 
completed, 
anything out of the ordinary, is always 
commemorated by a new song. The 
students are very fond of the Christian 
hymns, although they show a strong 
tendency in every case to alter the 
tunes slightly to suit their own ideas.

The islanders are very romantic, and 
many runaway marriages take place, 
owing to the fact that arranging a wed­
ding in the ordinary way is usually a 
very tedious performance. The wed­
ding day may be set, the feast ready, 
when some old crone from a remote 
part of the island may appear, and on 
some pretext or other forbid the banns. 
For this reason the young people fre­
quently take the law into their own 
hands, although many disturbances 
arise from their so doing.

The London Missionary Society has 
been in touch with these islands for a 
hundred years or more, and has a 
great many churches and schools of 
cJITerent grades, which are under the 
charge of English missionaries, supple­
mented by native teachers and preach­
ers.

Mr. Beasley 
gav^an Interesting outline of what his 
company was doing to help in develop­
ing the island. C. H. Dickie in no un­
certain way advocated road improve­
ment, and described the rich resources 
of the district. To W. H. Hayward, J. 
Evans and J. Norcross fell the duty of 
telling of the grand capabilities of the 
valley. Mr. Palmer advocated co-opera­
tive action on the part of the farmers, 
and held out great hopes for the fu­
ture. To E. B. McKay fell the task of 
putting in a word for the pioneers.

C. H. Dickie, in replying to the toast, 
said that there were a lot of questions 
which he felt It would be of interest to 
discuss for the benefit of the visitors. 
The mining industry was quiet. He 
hoped that Mount Sicker would again 
become an important mining camp. 
Cowichan Lake had at least one prop­
erty that with cheap transportation fa­
cilities could be made to pay. The Tyee 
mine at Mount Sicker .alone had pro­
duced over $2,000,000 worth of mineral. 
He alluded to the fact that it was dif­
ficult to locate mines there. The Tyee 
mine was located only as a result of 
two heavy fires which swept over the 
area. When the country was logged 
over rich mines would no doubt be 
found. The timber wealth was easily 
seen. Thé finest body of timber prob­
ably In the world with the exception of 
Campbell river was found in the Cow­
ichan valley. When the Panama canal 
was completed he believed the market 
would be opened for the timber and the 
valley would experience a boom. O-. - 
ing to the flooding of the Cowichan 
river he believed that $100,000 worth of 
land had been wasted in the valley in 
a few years. These were largely Indian 
lands but it was a heavy loss and re­
quired attention.

While he did not want to say any­
thing disparaging to the district he 
thought the roads should be put in bet­
ter shape. They were not worse than 
the roads in many other parts but it 
would be a wise expenditure to put 
them in first class condition. A com­
prehensive plan could be carried out, he 
believed, which would furnish beauti­
ful drives in the district. It was the 
boast of Cowichan that there was no 
municipal debt but the roads might 
well be improved. While he did not 
approve of borrowing money except for 
good reason, yet he felt It would be 
right to borrow money to improve the 
roads. He felt the government did an 
injustice when the section of the Vlc- 
toria-Nanaimo trunk road through the 
nyinicipality was put upon the muni­
cipality to keep it. It was a through 
road travelled by motor cars between 
the cities named. The district should., 
not be forced to keep this up. The 
roads of the district were not bad when 
compared with other roads, but they 
should be improved so that Cowichan 
could boast of its highways and induce 
better conveyances to be used and at­
tract travellers to the district.

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of 250,000 a year, the greatest attention 
should be paid to the fruit industry. 
With a creamery, which was one of the 
best in the province (applause) co-op­
eration in the fruit and egg industry 
was also made necessary.

Touching upon Farmers' Institute 
work the speaker said that in Ontario 
it had been found necessary to attach 
to high schools men who were specially 
trained in different branches and who 
studied questions on the ground. He 
believed that similar work would be 
adopted here.

Agriculture was sometimes regarded 
as of secondary importance in the 
province. But no where were there 
higher prices paid for agricultural pro­
ducts. The C. P. R. was co-operating 
in the rendering of lands .adaptable for 
farming. A new province always had 
new problems and residents of British 
Columbia would have to solve its own.

Earl Grey, as well as his predecessor 
in office, had taken a deep interest in 
agriculture in British Columbia. He 
was a believer in small holdings in the 
province. Every settler who came to 
British Columbia to go upon the land 
was a strength to the province.

John Evans.
John Evans was greeted with pbe­

longed applause. He described agricul­
ture as the foundation of all countries. 
The p *ovince was developing. More 
attention should be given to the lands. 
Keep clean fields and sow clean seed, 
he said. He was sorry to see so much 
wild mustard in the fields. It was to 
the interests of the farmers to keep the 
lands clean. He was glad to see Mr. 
Palmer made deputy minister. He was 
the right man in the right place. In 
Capt. Tatlow agriculture had a firm 
friend also. It remained with the far­
mers themselves to develop the coun­
try. The Cowichan creamery had been 
the greatest blessing to the district. 
The other resources could be made re­
munerative if the same course was fol­
lowed as with respect to the dairy in­
dustry. He cited the i development in 
the arid lands of California. The same 
could be done here. There was more 
water here than in California. Every 
other part of the province felt the bene­
fits of the development of any part. 
British capital was made here rather 
than capital from the United States. 
He approved of such gatherings as they 
were now holding. It should be for the 
benefit of the district.

Toast to Pioneers.
J. A. Macdonald rose to propose a

Mr. Hayward referred to the fact 
that Cowichan had given three pre­
miers to the province, Mr. Smythe and 
the two Messrs. Davie. He felt that by 
comparison he, as a representative, fell 
short. He explained that the idea of 
the meeting was that it was felt that 
some means was needed by which the 
residents could get together and dis­
cuss questions affecting the district. 
The richest of valleys had contiguous 
to it waters abounding in fish. It was 
wise to get together and devise some 
means of benefttting the district. A 
board of trade was being organized. He 
suggested that the board take up this 
annual dinner. Referring to the elec­
toral vote of that day he compared the 
figures with ten years ago. The voters 
in 1898 numbered only 160; to-day they 
totalled 600. The total revenue in 1898 
was $3,000; this year it was $12,000. 
There were 121 miles of roads outside 
the municipality in the district and 82 
miles in the municipality. He wel­
comed tlie premier and the leader of 
the opposition. They were both lead­
ers in the true sense of the word. He 
had the greatest respect for them both. 
While he differed sometimes with both 
of them he had the greatest respect for 
them. He advocated a deeper interest 
being taken in the affairs of the coun­
try. He welcomed Mr. Beasley as the 
representative of the C. P. R. That 
company was a great corporation and 
had a great part in the development of 
the district. But it was up to the C. 
P. R. to help the district out. This 
could be done in the way of giving good 
rates for the shipment of fruit- He 
would like to see the board of trade go 
into the question of the freight rates. 
The district lacked co-operation. With 
the exception of the dairying industry 
there was a lack of co-operation in sell­
ing products. It was up to the resi­
dents to make a success of the fruit 
and egg industry as well as the dairy 
production.

Mr. McBride paid a compliment to 
John Evans who had formerly repre­
sented Cowichan. This reference was 
greeted with loud applause. Mr. 
Evans, he said, had always worked 
faithfully for the interests of the dis*- 
trlct.

and said that he had a toast to go be­
fore it.

He 
thought Mr. Hayward by this gather­
ing had done as much for the district 
as he did in the House.

The chairman said that too much 
credit had been given him' in the con­
nection. To the committee who did the 
work was due more credit.

land at about $75 or $80 an acre. The 
farmer would be able to go ahead and 
put in ten acres of crop, have ten 
acres for pasture and could then clear 
the remainder.

Reno, Nev.» Jan. 15-—Eight overland 
passenger trains are blocked between 
here and Sacramento, owing to the 
storm.

The 
railroad company has a full force of 
men at work on the obstructions and 
railroad officials here confirm the re­
port that It will be at least three days 
before transcontinental trahis will be 
running from the west.

(From Saturday’s Daily.)
The motor lifeboat on the west coast 

Is a wreck, It having drifted from Its 
moorings at Banfleld creek yesterday 
morning during a southeast gale. Yes­
terday afternoon a wire was received 
by Capt Gaudin from Capt. Gillen, who 
Is In charge of the station, stating that 
the boat has been driven on the rocks 
at Rpbber Island and that her side Is 
broken in. Her engines are uninjured 
and Capt Gillen at the time of sending 
the message was removing these in or­
der that they might be kejit safely.

The steamer Leebro has been sent to 
bring the boat to Victoria and It Is 
thought that it will be possible to re­
pair her.

The lifeboat was purchased In the 
United Slates at a cost of $15,000 be­
cause there was no firm In Canada that 
built craft of this kind. The price paid 
for her was the same as that paid by 
the United States government for boats 
exactly similar and they buy large 
numbers. The new life-saving steamer 
Snohomish, which the United States 
government is sending to the coast, 
will have four similar boats on her 
which will be used in the neighborhood 
of the entrance to the straits. The life­
boats used in England propelled by 
oars also cost about the same price as 
the one just wrecked.

After a good trip across the Pacific, 
but a-Tiving a couple of days late, the 
steamer Kumerlc, Capt. F. S. Cowley, 
reached port Saturday, bringing one 
Chinese passenger and 306 tons of mix- | 
ed freight for this port. In all the liner 
brought 4,000 tons, there being hemp 
from Manilla, matting and rice from 
Hongkong, and 100 bales of raw silk 
from Yokohama, as well as 20 bales of 
manufactured silk. There were eigh­
teen Chinese passengers, seventeen of 
whom were bound for United States 
points. They embarked at Hongkong.

Particulars were brought by the 
Kumerlc of the silk market during the 
past year, showing that while the ship­
ments to the United States have In­
creased from €6.000 bales to 79,000, that 

•to Europe has decreased from 30,000 to 
27,000. The prices during the year have 
been very variable, controlled. It Is 
stated, by Japanese manipulators. The 
highest prices paid were at the begin­
ning of the year when 975 yen was ob­
tained, but In April the price dropped 
to 860 yen, which was the lowest point 
of the year, the same low price being 
obtained in October. The total ship­
ments amounted to 106,000 bales, aver­
aging about 9d0 yen or $450, giving a 
total sum realized from the year’s silk 
export of $47,700,000 in Canadian money. 
There was a slight increase In the 
amount of silk exported, but complaint 
Is made that the quality does not Im­
prove.

Speaks at Annual Meeting of 
Anti-Tuberculosis

CROW’S NEST PASS
TOWN TO BE MOVED Vancouver, Jan. 15.—“The first duty 

of the Anti-Tuberculosis Society,” said 
Dr. Underhill, who was present r.t the 
annual meeting, “is to prevent the 
spread of the disease In the city, and to 
do this It is necessary to Influence the 
city authorities to tear down the nu­
merous insanitary shacks and build­
ings and to permit the erection of build­
ings to which fresh air and sunshine 
will have access.”

Mrs. H. G. Ross, the president, occu­
pied the chair, and the secretary, Mrs. 
H. W. C. Boak, reviewed the work of 
the society, since It had been organized 
under the new constitution a year ago. 
When it was formed on January 15th, 
1908, twelve members paid their fees 
and conformed to the new rules. Their 
first work was to secure new ' mem­
bers, and at the end of the year the 
membership roll numbered more than 
fifty. A committee sent a number of 
books and magazines to the Sanator­
ium, and these were greatly appreciat­
ed. From the funds of a "rummage 
sale" held last spring, the society de­
rived enough money to purchase a 
piano, which they sent to the Sanator­
ium. The sum of $452 was realized at 
the second "rummage sate” held last 
October, and of this $400 was at once 
sent to the secretary at Victoria, and 
applied to the maintenance fund.

Hereafter the energies of the Van­
couver branch, said Mrs. Boak, will 
have to be directed solely toward the 
support of the maintenance fund, as 
it Is not sufficient at the present time 
for the demands that are made on it

The treasurer’s report showed that 
$930.32 had been raised during the 
year with a balance still on hand of 
$110.32. It was decided to send $100 
of this balance at once to the fund In 
Victoria.

Dr. Proctor, Rev. H. Beacham and 
others also addressed the meeting.

Mrs. W. H. Griffin was appointed a 
delegate to the annual meeting of the 
society, which will be held In Victoria 
on February 10th.

ts The Copper River trail, which the 
provincial government is putting in 
from the new townsite at Copper 
River city to Aldermere, is now open 
for the first 25 miles. The work was 
commenced late last fall under the 
charge of Vv. J. Sanders, who recently 
returned to the city. He succeeded, in 
spite of a late start, In constructing a 
good pack trail for 17 miles from the 
Skeena River. When It was found that 
the winter ewather would prevent 
the winter weather would prevent 
Mr. Sanders pushed in over the G. T. P. 
trail which was cut out to allow horses 
to pass, and put in a bridge over Cop­
per River at 25 miles distant from the 
Skeena.

The trail is In passable shape for this 
distance, and prospectors will be able 
to use it next spring, having no diffi­
culty in carrying in supplies for 25 
miles.

Even beyond that point the G. T. P. 
trail, which was only intended for 
temporary purposes, is available, and 
can be used for carrying light sup­
plied.

■Next spring Mr. Sanders will push 
forward the work, carrying It through 
to Aldermere, a distance of 65 miles. 
He expects to see a large Influx of 
prospectors along the section already 
built, and as the work progresses many 
will follow in. Copper City, at the 
point where the transfer will take place 
from the river to the trail, will, he says, 
be a busy point this summer.

Along the route of the trail there is 
good timber, most of which has been 
taken up. The farming land Is broken, 
but there seemed to be quite a quantity 
of it.

Formerly, of course, there were no 
restrictions upon the use of either 
seines and gill nets, and these restric­
tions have been Imposed for the pur­
pose of protecting the local herring 
industry as a whole, And especially to 
promote and encourage gill net fishing. 
Next year there will be further re­
strictions and the use of the seines In 
the waters of the harbor, and of the 
bay, will be totally prohibited, 
new regulations for this season may, 
therefore, be taken as a notice of the 
close restrictions that will be Imposed 
next season.

There is another aspect of the case 
with which everyone Is not familiar. 
That is that nearly all the licences 
which have been Issued from the lo­
cal office have been issued to white 
men. AU the Japs locally, who have 
licences, were here at the beginning of 
the Industry. What Is done Is that 
someone takes out a licence and then 
either farms It out to Japs, or hires 
them to work for him. In either case 
the fishery officials can do nothing. 
They ask the Japanese for his licence, 
and he pulls out one which has been 
issued to some British subject, and 
says he hae been hired to do work for 
him.

The officers are as anxious as any­
body to conserve the Industry, but they 
have to consider all the various Inter­
ests. As proof of this, When the indus­
try was first started, the fee for gill 
nets and for seines were the same, 
namely, $10. Now the fees are $2.50 for 
gill nets, and $50 for seines. More than 
that, in order to encourage gill Ashing 
the government sent out some expert 
hands to show the local fishermen how 
to put up gill-caught fish for export 
purposes. The government went to 
considerable expense In this matter and 
kept the men here for two seasons. It 
was not done in the interest of seine 
fishermen, but to help out the men 
using the gill nets.

Altogether the local office can hardly 
be charged with neglect, and have done 
all they could to serve the interests of 
everybody concerned.

The public meeting held Thursday in the
Oak Bay school house for the purpose of 
discussing municipal affairs was well at­
tended, considering the weather, and 
much attention was given to various 
speakers. As the council had already 
been elected by acclamation, the meeting 
was not as lively as such meetings often 
are just on the eve of an election. The 
speeches were largely of a congratulatory 
mature and all was harmony.

Reeve Henderson, who presided, wa* 
the first speaker. He thanked the elec­
tor» for having placed him in that posi­
tion by acclamation. He was sorry that 
Councillor Fernie had seen fit to drop 
out this year, as he would be much miss­
ed. His matured opinions had assisted 
the council in carrying out many of their 
xvorks, especially as chairman of the 
finance committee.

The reeve then drew attention to a 
number of the public works which would 
have to be undertaken during the coming 
year. A new bridge was required across 
the Thames river, on Cadboro Bay road, 
and the macadamizing of that road 
would have to be carried out. A bridge 
would also have to be constructed on 
Beach Drive at Shoal Bay, and a number 
of other minor works would be in hand. 
He thought the recent purchase -of road 
making machinery would be a good move 
as there would be a good deal of new 
road work to be done on the local im­
provement plan. It was the Intention of 
the council to make better roads when 
first constructed, so that they would 
Mot need repairing so quickly. Prospect 
and Foul Bay roads would need a good 
deal of work, as well as many others that 
would doubtless be asked for. In the past 
It was the custom to do nothing but 
grade and gravel the /-new roads, but 
after this they would fae macadamized 
at the expense of the adjoining property 
owners.

Councillor Noble said he would have to 
congratulate himself on having been 
elected without opposition for the first 
time. He looked upon Central Ward as 
the most important of all. He regretted 
the decision of Councillor Fernie not to 
again enter the council. The fact that 
the council was elected without opposition 
showed that the ratepayers were satis­
fied with them in spite of their mistakes. 
He referred to the necessity of having 
good roads in order to build up the dis­
trict. The population of the district had 
Increased rapidly during the past year, a 
large amount of roads, drains and sewers 
had been built, and everything they did 
was of a permanent character.

Speaking of the water supply he said 
that they were now considering the in­
stallation of a new distribution system, 
but the plans for it were not yet ready 
He considered there was a very bright 
future before the municipality.

Councillor Newton thanked the people 
fçr having elected the council. He refer­
red to the fact that they were working 
without pay, and said that in that way 
they saved the municipality a consider­
able sum. If It were not an honorary post 
he would not be there. He then paid a 
tribute to the work done by the former 
reeve* W. flSr Oliver. As year# went by -ho 
thought the work he had done would be 
even better appreciated than it was to­
day. They expected him back from Eng­
land soon, when Ke would take his seat 
on the council board and give them the 
benefit of his advice.

Owing to the keen competition among 
shipbuilders for the contracts which arej 
now in the market, in order to keep the 
establishments going, I understand, writes 
the Liverpool Post’s London correspond­
ent, that prices for new tonnage are be­
ing kept at a very low level. Net many 
days ago one firm was offered the alter­
native of building two vessels at prac­
tically cost price or losing the order, and 
for various reasons they chose the for­
mer; while in another case, on work in­
volving an expenditure of $250,000, there 
was a difference of as much as $45,000 
between the highest and lowest tenders.

The most successful year in the his­
tory of the Victoria Fruit Growers’ 
Association was reported at the annual 
meeting of the association, which open­
ed in the Board of Trade room on 
Friday. There was an unusually large 
attendance of members, showing the 
great interest they take in the work of 
the association.

C'apt. P. Elliston, R. C. A., president 
of the association, welcomed the mem­
bers and in the course of his address 
spoke ot the very successful year the 
members had experienced. He was 
quite optimistic as to the future of 
fruit-growing in this country, as 
throughout the province and urged 
nuited action on behalf of all those en­
gaged In the business. As proof that 
they are recognizing the value ot the 
association to its members he stated 
that the membership Increased from 60 
In 1907 to 250 last year.

J. Drummond, the manager, present­
ed his report, which was looked upon 
as very satisfactory and was adopted. 
The sales made on behalf of members 
last year up to December 31st amount­
ed to $54,434.89. To growers of fruit 
there had been paid $36,977 and for 
dairy produce, etc., the outlay was $13,- 
447. The gross gain was $3,936.38 and 
after allowing for salaries, office and 
other expenses there was a net gain of 
$158.76. The amount of insurance re­
turnable to growers in December was 
$1,848.50. After paying this and receiv­
ing insurance due from the Central As­
sociation there would be a surplus of 
$303.30.

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BRITISH FIRMS 
NOT AFFECTED

BUT STATUS OF FOREIGN 
COMPANIES CONCERNED

Full Court Reserves Judgment 
as to Right to Sue in 

Province.

(From Friday’s Daily.)
A case of great interest to the com­

mercial world, as touching the right of 
unregistered foreign corporations to 
sue in our courts, has been before the 
Full court—Chief Justice Hunter, Mr. 
Justice Irving and Mr. Justice Morri­
son on the bench—since yesterday af­
ternoon. Judgment was reserved 
the main point, but there seems little 
reason to doubt that their Lordships 
will adhere to the opinion they ex­
pressed in Vancouver, that such com­
panies cannot sue or be sued in the 

'courts of British Columiba.
It should be distinctly understood 

that the point only applies to foreign 
companies. Extra-provincial 
companies, by which is understood 
those incorporated in other provinces 
as well as in the old country, or in 
other British dominions, must take out 
a license to do business in this pro­
vince, but failure to do so does not 
affect their right to sue in the courts.

Lilly & Co., of Seattle, purchased a 
cargo of 1,100 tons of dog salmon for 
shipment to Japan from the Johnston 
Fishery Company, of Nanaimo, A 
shortage of 600 tons was alleged on ar­
rival in Japan, and in an action tried 
in Seattle in October, 1907, the company 
was awarded $12.000 against A. R. 
Johnston and the Johnston Fishery Co. 
An action to affirm this foreign judg­
ment was tried in Vancouver, and Mr. 
Justice Martin upheld it against both 
defendants. The appeal came on be­
fore the Full court in Vancouver last 
month, when their Lordships declared 
that the company was not capable of 
suing or of being sued here, not being 
registered as a foreign company doing 
business in British Columbia. They al­
lowed the case to be reopened for fur­
ther argument here.

W. J. Taylor, K. C., for A. R. John­
ston, was desirous of resting his case 
on the merits, but the court declined to 
hear him until argument on the other 
point had been heard.

J. A. Russell, Vancouver, represent­
ing Lilly & Co., repeated his arguments 
in support of the proposition that they 
had a right to sue in the British Coh- 
umbia courts. By the comity of na­
tions, he contended, they possessed that 
right. The Companies' Act, which was 
quoted, by the court, he did nç.t think 
took away that fight, as it did-not say

on

British

so.
"It seems to me.” said the Chief Jus­

tice, "that section 143 puts you abso­
lutely out of court. On close reading it 
appears to us to be Intended to pro­
hibit, and does prohibit, extra-provin­
cial companies which are not British 
from doing anything until they are 
registered. British companies must take 
out a license, but in any case can sue, 
while in the case of a foreign corpora­
tion they can do nothing until they are 
registered. The idea, I presume, is that 
companies regarding which we are In 
the dark, such as those which operate 
under New Jersey and Nebraska incor­
porations, and with powers of which 
we do not know thé limits, have to be 
recreated, as it were, by registration. 
It strikes me that this section is wide 
enough to cover any and every action 
of an unregistered extra-provincial 
corporation. It was not intended to 
deny right of access to our courts to 
unlicensed British companies, but it 
was intended to deny that right to un­
registered foreign companies.”

Mr. Russell did not see it this way, 
and considered that the section only 
had to do with rights and property 
within the province, and did not pre­
clude a foreign company from bring­
ing suit here to obtain other rights.

“A plain interpretation of section 
143,” Mr. Justice Irving said, “is that 
no act permissible under your original 
corporate powers, which expression 
would Include the right to sue and be 
sued, shall be exercised or shall be 
forceablc by action in any court of this 
province unless such act is within the 
rights granted to you by this act.”

Mr. Russell also raised the argument 
that suing was not doing business in 
the province, but the court was against 
him here also.

C. J. Prior and H, D. Twigg, for the 
Johnston Fishery Company, asked that 
the proceedings be set aside as against 
their clients on the ground that the 
company was in liquidation at the time 
suit was brought and leave to sue had 
not first been sought from the court.

CANADIAN NORTHERN PLANS.

Will Construct Line Along North Shore 
of Lake Superior.

Montreal, Que., Jan 15.—President 
Wm. Mackenzie, of the C. N. R., was 
in the city yesterday and announced 
that it was the intention of his com­
pany to proceed with the construction 
of a line along the north shore of Lake 
Superior, connecting the company’s 
western lines, which now reach Port 
Arthur, with 
lines at Parry Sound. As to whether 
or not a start would be made this year 
he said it would depend on circum­
stances. As to the absorption of the_ 
Intercolonial by his company he had 
nothing to say, except that he would 
like to obtain possession of the govern­
ment railway.

killed and a number were seriously in­
jured.

This action resulted in strained re­
lations between Great Britain an! 
Russia, but an international commis­
sion at Pari» practically excused Ro­
jestvensky, though it condemned the 
firing upon the trawlers. The Rus­
sian government was assessed $320,000 
as damages.

Rojestvensky, meanwhile, with the 
main division of his fleet, sailed 
around the cape of Good Hope and 
was met off Madagascar by the other 
vessels, which had proceeded through 
the Mediterranean and the Red sea. 
During the voyage the Japanese cap­
tured Port Arthur and sank or cap- j 
tured most of the Russian warships 
which had been bottled up there, and 
this caused a change in Rojestvensky's 
plans to take his fleet northward to 
Vladivostok. Advancing into the 
China sea, where coal and provisions 
were taken on board by his fleet, Ro­
jestvensky, in May, 1905, was joined by 
Admiral Nebogatoff’s division, and 
the combined fleets started through 
the straits of Korea on the way to 
Vladivostok.

Between Korea and Japan, in the 
straits of Tsushima, on May 27th, the 
Russians ran into Vice-Admiral Togo s 
naval ambuscade, and in this conflict, 
Togo captured or destroyed eight 
battleships, nine cruisers, three coast 
defence ships, nine destroyers, one 
auxiliary cruiser, six special service 
steamers and two hospital ships. The 
Russians lost 4,000 men killed and 
7,300 taken prisoners. Japan lost 
three torpedo boats and 116 men 
killed and 538 wounded.

The battleship Kniaz Souvaroff, Ro- 
jestvinsky's flagship, was blown up 
during the battle, and the vice-admiral 
sustained several wounds. He was 
then conveyed to the destroyer Bied- 
ovy, which surrendered to a Japanese 
battleship. Rojestvensky and the of­
ficers were taken ashore and the ad­
miral was placed in the hospital. He 
was held a prisoner until the war end­
ed. Returning to Russia after his re­
lease, Rojestvensky applied for retire­
ment, saying his health was shattered. 
An indictment was found against him 
and the officers of the Biedovy, charg­
ing the admiral with surrendering to 
an enemy and the officers with cow­
ardice and demoralization. Rojest­
vensky pleaded guilty to save his 
brother officers, b«t he was declared 
not guilty. The officers were con­
demned to death, but their sentences 
were afterwards commuted.

“The Cold Land of Fire,” to which C. 
W. Furlong introduces readers of 
Harper’s Magazine, is Terra del Fuego. 
He describes a voyage into the South At­
lantic ocean, and through the Straits of 
Magellan to the Pacific.

Quatsino Limits Acquired by In­
terests Who Will Con­

struct Works.
Often

followed.the Chimera of dreams is The Western Canada Wood Pulp & 
Paper Co., Ltd., a new company 
cently organized by Greely Kelts, yes­
terday filed articles of incorporation for 
the purpose of entering into the manu­
facture of wood pulp and paper and to 
acquire the entire pulp limits, consist­
ing of 55,669 acres, formerly owned by 
the Quatsino Power & Pulp Company, 
on Quatsino -Sound, Vancouver Island. 
Those prominently identified with Mr. 
Kolts in the enterprise are Col. Henry 
Appleton, of this city; Joseph McPhee, 
of Cumberland; F. A. Marshall, a for­
mer banker of London, England; Fred­
erick Appleton, of the M. R. Smith 
Company, and a number of other well- 
known local men. The plan of the new 
company is to erect at once a large 
pulp and paper plant at Quatsino Sound 
for the manufacture of newspaper, box 
board, wood pulp, building and roofing 
paper, and a general line of wrapping 
paper.

The company hopes to have the sul­
phite plant and (me unit of the big pa­
per mill in operation prior to December 
1st of this year, and upon the comple­
tion of the sulphite plant construction 
work will be pushed on the mechanical 
pulp division!

Much interest is manifested in the 
new company, for if its plans muture it 
will be the means of further develop­
ing one of the most important indus­
tries of British Columbia, and will do 
more to develop the north part of Van­
couver Island than any other enter­
prise ever attempted. The pulp limits 
secured by the company represent al­
most 90 square miles of timber lands 
situated on Quatsino Sound, about 175 
miles north of Victoria, and were orig­
inally taken up by the Quatsino Power 
& Pulp Company under a special pulp 
lease approved by the provincial gov­
ernment. Under the terms of the lease 
the company was given the right to 
acquire the land at an annual rental 
of $12.80 per section Instead of $140, as 
provided under an ordinary timber 
lease. The lease also provided for a 
royalty of 15c per cord stumpage on 
cordwood Instead of 25c. The object of 
such discrimination was to encourage 
the development* of the wood pulp and 
paper industry' in British Columbia. 
The only exaction imposed under the 
leasees was the proviso that the Quat­
sino Power & Pulp Company was to 
erect a pulp or paper plant with a cer­
tain capacity upon the premises within 
a specified time! The act under which 
the leases were granted was enacted in 
1901 and repeated in 1903. The limits 
covered by the transfer represent some 
of the choicest and most valuable tim­
ber claims of British Columbia, and 
commence about three-quarters of a 
mile west of Hardy bay on the east 
coast of Vancouver Island, extending 
west to Quatsino Sound, and consist 
principally of spruce, hemlock, cedar 
and balsam. The new company under 
the terms of the transfer also secures 
the water rights, consisting of 20.000 
inches on Marble Creek, Quatsino 
Sound, formerly owned by the Quatsino 
Company, which is capable, according 
to engineers’ reports, of developing 
from 12,000 to 15,000 horse-power. The 
plan of the company is to proceed at 
once with the installation of a Four- 
drinier paper machine for the manufac­
ture of newspaper—as well as a com­
bination machine for the manufacture 
of box wood, building, wrapping and 
other kinds of paper. The majority of 
the output will be placed either on the 
Oriental or English market.

Mr. Kolts, who was instrumental In 
the organization of the Western Can­
ada Wood Pulp & Paper Company, also 
organized the British Canadian Wood 
Pulp & Power Company last year. The 
latter compan^ is now erecting a large 
pulp and paper plant at Howe Sound, 
near Vancouver. Work on the latter 
plant was begun about May 1st of the 
past year and is expected to be in op­
eration in about 60 days. Col. Henry 
Appleton, Frederick Appleton and Jo­
seph McPhee, of the new company, are 
also heavily interested in the Vancou­
ver mill. The organization of the local 
company will in no wise effect the Brit­
ish Canadian Wood Pulp & Paper Com­
pany as the latter company only manu­
factures chemical pulp which is to be 
used for the manufacture of fibre pa­
per, book and ledger paper, high grade 
newspaper, tissue and tinted 
while the Western Canada Wood Pulp 
& Paper Company is to confine itself 
to the production of mechanical pulp 
solely for the manufacture of wrapping 
paper, ordinary newspaper, building 
paper, pulp boards, etc. The interests 
of both concerns, while much in com­
mon, are not at the same time competi­
tive, and by combining foreign ship­
ments, each will be able to enjoy much 
advantage from the other.

The new company has opened hand­
some offices on View street, opposite 
the Driard hotel, and the entire work 
of construction and general business 
will be directed from the Victoria of­
fice. The erection of the mill means 
much to the north part of Vancouver 
Island and the progress of the work 
will therefore be watched with unusual 
interest.

Others again will talk of nature’s

Poking about the northern British 
Columbia coast I once made camp in 
a pretty little bay. An Indian village 
was built on the sloping ground at the 
head, the smooth sandy beach, protect­
ed from all winds, formed an ideal 
canoe landing. A small stream, from 
its home In the snow topped moun­
tains at the back, poured its pure, cold 
waters down a fern-clad channel, and 
debouching, flowed over the silvery 
sand alongside the village. Many fine 
totem poles stood before the main 
lodges, and these, with the wild pic­
turesqueness of the surroundings, pro­
mised a wealth of work for the cam­
era. Upon the same side of the stream 
I had pinched my tent, across from 
the village, a small log cabin stood a 
little, back in the green fir woods. This 
at first seemed to be deserted, until 
perhaps on the third day of my stay, 
when I noticed smoke issuing from the 
rude stone- chimney, and upon walking 
by, I saw a strange looking being sit­
ting on a box in front of the fire, in­
tently examining something which he 
held in his hand, and which he quickly 
concealed as my shadow dell in the 
doorway. I said "good morning," and 
the man rose from his seat, and look­
ed at me in a wild, startled manner as 
he muttered
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He ceased, his cavernous eyes fixed 
on the glowing coals in the huge fire­
place, and as I gazed at him I felt 
sorrow and pity that a man of his evi­
dent education and former refinement 
had so fallen under the spell of the 
Gold God, as- to be thus lost to the 
world. Soon after, I bade him good­
night, for he remained in the state of 
silent absorption into which he had 
lapsed, The next day the cabin was 
again deserted, and remained so for 
several days, Upon the fourth day, I 
think, some Indians came running to 
my tent and told me that my neigh­
bor had been found at the foot of a 
cliff, badly mangled, he was still alive, 
and was being brought in, Hastening 
to the cabin, I effected an entrance 
and arranged his poor pallet in readi­
ness, prepared bandages, heated water 
and got my travelling medicine chest 

Presently, the party arrived,
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Seattle, Wash., Jan. 16.—Fire which 
started in the engine room, completely 
destroyed the lumber manufacturing 
plant of the Western Mills (Brace & 
Hergert), at the south end of Lake 
Union, at an early hour this morning. 
The loss, estimated by Frank Hergert, 
of the company, is $150,000, with in­
surance of $35,000, making the net loss 
$115,000. All the mill machinery and 
buildings except the dry kilns were de­
stroyed. The lumber supply on hand 
will all be saved.

It was about 2:45 a. m., when Bob 
Nichols, the night fireman, noticed 
flames in one end of the engine room. 
He promptly gave the alarm, but be-, 
fore the fire department could get 
water on the fire the fate of the mill 
was sealed, though they managed ‘o 
save the whole stock of lumber.

i (From Saturday’s Daily.)
Vancouver has a by-law which for­

bids peddlers crying their wares through 
the streets before ten o’clock in the 
morning. One Lang Chung, in spite of 
this, drove in from his market garden 
with a load of vegetables and proceed­
ed to sell them to Vancouver house­
wives. A policeman nabbed him and 
a conviction in the police court follow­
ed as a matter of course.

An appeal was taken to a judge, and 
Mr. Justice Clement, who heard it. held 
the by-law valid, his oral judgment be­
ing based on the right of municipalities 
to pass by-laws regulating markets 
and peddlers. From this decision an 
appeal was taken to the full ocurt, and 
argument was commenced yesterday 
afternoon before Chief Justice Hunter, 
Mr. Justice Irving and Mr. Justice Mor­
rison. For the appellant J. W. DeB. 
Farris is appearing, and for the city J. 
D. Kennedy.

Mr. Farris maintained that the by­
law was ultra-vires of the council in­
sofar as it acted, not as a regulation, 
but as a prohibition of business. He 
relied to a great extent on the Privy 
Council decision in Toronto vs. Virgo, 
the by-law in which case forbade street 
peddling on several of the leading- 
business streets. The city police magis­
trate, the chief justice and the Ontario 
court of appeals held the by-law good 
but the supreme court of Canada, three 
to two, and the Privy Council upset the 
conviction and declared the by-law bad 
because it sought to interfere with the 
doing of a lawful act in a lawful way.

Mr. Justice Irving suggested humor­
ously that the people of Vancouver 
objected to being aroused before ten 
a. m. by the cries or bells of peddlers.

Mr. Farris replied that if such was 
intended, the end should have been 
effected by a by-law forbidding noises 
before that hour but not forbidding the 
act of peddling. In the Toronto case 
the aim of the council had been to pre­
vent congestion of traffic in the crowd­
ed part of the city, but the Privy* 
Council held that its by-law prohibit­
ing the doing of a lawful act within a 
certain area was ultra vires. By an­
alogy, Mr. Farris argued, it would be 
ultra vires of any municipality to pass 
a by-law prohibiting peddling before a 
certain hour, however proper a pro­
vision against the nuisance of a noise 
might be.

Mr. Farris contended that the Van­
couver by-law was an inconvenience 
both to seller and customer in that it 
prevented the vegetable peddlers from 
bringing their produce round fresh and 
crisp early in the day, when house­
wives wanted it, compelling them in­
stead to peddle it about in a wetted 
condition at an hour wheh, in outlying 
sections, it would be too late for din­
ner use. This he thought clearly 
brought the by-law within the disap­
proval expressed by the Privy Council.

Further argument was left over un­
til the court reassembles on Tuesday. 
Interest in this case is so great in Van­
couver that the Chinese newspaper over 
there is reporting the full court argu­
ment.

The city council of Victoria for 1909 is 

now in office.
This morning at eleven o’clock, Mayor- 

elect Hall and his aldermanic colleagues 
attended before Judge Lampman in the 
County court room and were sworn in. 
They gathered at the city hall and reach­
ed the court house promptly, and the 
judge was equally prompt.

It was a thoroughly democratic pro­
ceeding, without fuss or feathers and 
was all over Inside ten minutes. Begin- 
ning with the Mayor and proceeding ward 
by ward, observing the seniority of vote 
in each ward, the oath was administered, 
the certificates signed by the judge and 
sealed by Deputy Registrar Austin, 
the new council was congratulated by 
His Honor, and the ceremony was over. 
There were present with the members of 
council City Clerk Dowler and Returning 
Officer Northcott. Sheriff Richards was 
also present.

The oath of office taken by the Mayor, 
and with proper alteration by each aider- 
man, was as follows:

"I, Lewis Hall, mayor-elect for the city 
of Victoria, do declare that I am a Brit­
ish subject, possessing the qualifications 
by law required, arid that I am not In 
apy way disqualified from holding tho 
office of mayor, and I have not, nor will 
have, While holding office, any interest, 
directly or indirectly, in any contract or 
services connected with the corporation, 
except such as I riiay lawfully have un­
der the provisions of the ‘Municipal 
Clauses Act’ in that behalf. I have pot 
by myself or any other person, knowingly 
employed any bribery, corruption, or In­
timidation to gain my election, and I will 
faithfully perform the duties of my office, 
and will not allow any private interest to 
influence my conduct in public matters.

"And I further do solemnly promise and 
swear that I will be faithful and bear 
true allegiance to His Majesty, King 
Edward VII., his heirs and successors. 
So help me God.”

Following the administration of the oath 
to the Mayor, it was in turn taken by 
Aldermen Wm.
Ross, Henry F. Bishop, VL H. Russell 
Humber, Alexander Stewart, Wm. F. 
Fullerton. Percy A. Raymond, Angus Mc­
