Dalny Destroyed.

Evacuated the City When Japanese Commenced Landing at 
Kinchau—Move Was Unexpected—Number of Small 

Engagements Reported to Have Taken Place.

St. Petersburg, May 17.—The destruc­
tion of Dalny is complete, the break­
water and the buildings as well as the 
piers and docks having been blown up.

The weakness of the Manchurian 
army left only one course to pursue, 
that of mobilizing sufficient troops at 
Port Arthur to hold it until relief came, 
abandoning every point outside which 
did not contribute to the strategic 
strength of the fortress. It has been 
learned that the ground over which the 
Japanese must charge to capture the 
fort is heavily mined. If they do cap­
ture it, an officer of the general staff 
said, they will pay a frightful price.

Advices received by the general 
staff show that the Japanese are prac­
tically masters of all the southern end 
of the Liao Tung peninsula, save Port 
Arthur and the territory commanded by 
its guns. This result so jfromytly 
brought about is due to the failure of 
the Russians to make opposition of any 
consequence to the Japanese advance.

A member of the general staff said 
to the Associated Press that the removal 
of guns from the fortifications erected 
at Kinchau and the destruction of Port 
Dalny were preliminary for the purpose 
of concentrating the entire-RuSsian force 
at Port Arthur. If,the men and guns 
wore scattered the effect would have 
been to distribute the means of defence 
of the fortress over a number of points 
strategically weak. The destruction of 
Dalny was the result of no sadden de­
termination, but was due to the prob­
ability that a force attempting to hold 
this place could be separated from Port 
Arthur and captured, thus inflicting fur­
ther loss of prestige to the Russians, 
which could mot be permitted at this 
time. To defend the whole of the south­
ern end of the Liao Tung- peninsula it 
would have been necessary to have an 
army equal to that which the Japanese 
have landed.

miralty is now convinced, by mail re­
ports received from Port Arthur, that 
Vice-Admiral Togo used submarine 
boats in his operations. A letter from 
Lieut.-Gen. Stoessei says that he was 
standing on Golden Hill when the Rus­
sian battle ship Petropolavsk went down, 
and he says a submarine boat torpedoed 
the battleship. Lieut. Schreiber claims 
he distinctly saw the perisope 'of a sub­
marine boat, and could1 trace the course 
of the vessel. Officers of the Russian 
battleship Pobieda testified that a sub­
marine boat discharged a torpedo 
against the ship, and they fired at the 
submarine boat, .hoping to sink it, but 
failed.

The same letters describe the rever­
ence of the Russians for the overcoat of 
the late Vice-Admiral Makaroff, when 
It was taken out of the water. On its 
approach they bared their heads, made 
the eigiuoLtUe.orosa.and prayed for the 
repose of the admiral’s soul.

It is officially denied that Viceroy 
Alexieff bqs gone to Liao Yang to as­
sume command of 20,000 troops there, 
and that Gen. Kouropatkin has left Liao 
Yang for Harbin.

St. Petersburg, May 19.—St. Peters­
burg had a holiday to-day in honor of 
the birthday of Emperor Nicholas, who 
was born May 18th, 1868. The city was 
ablaze with color, the principal streets 
were gaily decorated. The street cars 
displaying flags moved slowly on the 
Nevsky and -other thoroughfares, the 
ships moored in the sparkling Neva were 
dressed and the churches were thronged 
during the morning with officials and 
other persons offering prayers for the 
Emperor and the success of the Russian 
arms in the Far East. At noon the 
dingy fortress on -the banks of the Neva 
fired an Imperial salute of 121 guns. In 
previous years it had been customary 
for the Emperor to hold -a grand recep­
tion at the Winter Palace, but the ab­
sence of His Majesty made it impos­
sible to-day.

The joy of many officials was in­
creased by promotions and decorations, 
which were gazetted in the Official 
Messenger this morning.

Another Report Says the Battleship Was

St. Petersburg, May 19.—A copy of 
the Vladivostock Vostochny Yestnik, 
which has just reached this city, ex­
presses fears that the next bombardment 
of the Japanese will be more effective 
than that of March 6th. The paper fore­
sees great loss cf life when the Japanese 
again shell Vladivostock.

He referred to the neces­
sity for all the governments continuing 
the policy of constantly impressing 
Pekin with the advisability of preserv­
ing strict neutrality. The foreign minis­
ter denies that China shall not only be 
officially neutral, but that there shall be- 
no interference on the part of her peo­
ple, and he believes that the latter point

He also found seepages of 
oïl on Sage creek in block 4,693, but 
failed to locate those said to exist on 
Kish-e-neh-na creek. The report con­
tinues: j

“The so-called 'Big Oil Spring’ on 
Sage creek occurs, some 12 miles up from 
the mouth of tÇe fcreek and about a mile 
above where the stream leaves the moun­
tains and enters the flat depression of 
the Flathead valley. The rocks of the 
district were certainly not oil-producing, 
and so gave no indications as to tire prob­
able locality of the seepage, and the oil 
was only located, after some time, by 
the odor. The spring was found in the 
trail at the base of the mountain to the 
north of the valley 
small lake and marsh, 
at an elevation of 
feet above the stream and 4,400 feet 
above the sea. The ground to the north 
of this lake is marshy and full of springe 
of water which go to form the lake. 
About 100 yards from the base of the 
mountain, on a knoll higher than its im­
mediate surroundings, there is issuing a 
good-sizedi spring of water, and besides 
this spring were found several pools cov­
ered with thick, dark-green oil. The oil, 
being lighter than the water, accumulat­
ed1 nearest the highest point, the water 
flowing off below. The oil had accumu­
lated here in several pools which covered 
an area of some 60 feet diameter, "but, 
as far as could be determined, actually 
rose only within a radins of 6 or 6 feet, 
the remaining pools being formed by 
overflows. As the oil spreads itself ont 
oveq the face of the water, all these pools 
have the appearance of being entirely oil, 
hut an attempt tp skim it off soon re­
vealed the fact that it could not be col­
lected by this means, but only by laying 
a cloth on the top .of the pool and allow­
ing it to soak tip the surface oil and 
water, the cloth being then wrung out 
into a tin, from which the water was 
syphoned off from the supernatant oil. 
Samples of the oil were thus obtained 
and brought down for analysis. In ap­
pearance it is lighter than the crude oil 
of Pennsylvania, probably containing less 
tarry matter anil being richer in ftie more 
volatile constituents."

It is only a seepage, and there is no 
flow of oil. The’ quantity 
from is very small, probably not more 
than a couple cf.galions a day. v

Across the vgHey of Sage creek about 
half a mile froth the “Big Spring’’ a 
second seepage cf oil was found in the 
bed of the creek'just at the base of a 
mountain. “Here, on the east1 side of 
the creek bed, is seen in place, and lying 
nearly flat, a bed of hard, dark flinty 
shale from which;issues a spring of dear 
water, rising In a email basin, some two 
feet" in diametei, formed in the gravel. 
With this water there is given off con­
stantly a gas, perfectly colorless, having 
a strong smell of the more volatile con­
stituents of petroleum, ami this gas, 
when collected in a vessel, burns with 
a.yellowish flame, or, when mixed with 
air, 'explodes, the water in this littie 
pool is quite clear, and the gas can be 
seen to issue from the shales, but no oil 
can be seen here' issuing as Such. On 
the surface of the pool, however, a whit­
ish- scum collecta' and a piece of paper 
touched to the surface of the pod absorbs 
this scum, which does not discolor the 
paper any more than would water. The 
paper so saturated is easily inflammable. 
The occurrence seems to be rather a con­
densation by the void water at"this point 
of the lighter arWi more volatile consti­
tuent’s of petroleum, while the heavier, 
portions may have been arrested below. 
For some little distance aflèund, the 
shMes show oil ï on their sufface, and 
there » no doubtimnch more gits and oil 
exuding through, them than this One little 
spring would indicate.

“The two sprttigs describe^ are evi­
dently at the ridge of the samti anticlinal 
fold and are nndèubtedly from' the same 
area' of accumulation, the ode resulting 
probably from à fractional distillation 
onfÿ. If the oil'ishould have t>een gen­
erated, as Dr. D&’wson suggest^, ’in con­
sequence of heat at considerable depth 
in "the earth's crust, acting upon the fixed 
hydrocarbons contained in the rocks of 
that series’ (cietaceous coql-bearing 
rocks), then the '.toil so generated would 
rise until it met Some impervious barrier 
of overlying rock formation, and if suesh 
rock should be in the form of an inverted!

tically impervious, and the position in 
which they lie, an unbroken anticlinal 
fold, is such as would

The fact of thé seepage being small 
does not argue, against there being 
a large body of joli below, for if the 
seepage was large it would, in the ages 
past, have drained off the oil and there 
would be now nci accumulation. As far 
as the disposition, of the surface strata 
may serve as a guide, they would seem 
to indicate ideal conditions for such an 
accumulation, shtmld the oil have been 
so generated.

“If, by reason of an overthrust fault, 
the cretaceous rocks do underlie at this 
point the surface, formation of Cambrian 
age, then these cretaceous rocks must’ be 
at very great depth, quite beyond all 
practical reach, so deep as to be affected 
by the interior heat of the earth so as 
to generate t’he oil in question.

“The local market has, however, been 
able to consume 42,400 tone more coal 
this year than last, an indication of in­
creasing home industries, which is fur 
ther borne out by the fact that in 1908 
the Vancouver Island collieries sold foi 
consumption in British Columbia 4,000 
tone cf coke and exported 12,000 tons, 
while this year the total production of 
15,779 tons was consumed at home, as 
well as 3,710 tons taken from the stock 
on hand.

St. Johns, Nfld., May 18.—The Allan 
line steamer Hibernian, which sailed 
from Montreal on May 14th, and Quebec 
on May 15th for London with cattle and 
cargo and seven passengers, went ashore 
at midnight last night during a dense 
fog at Stormy Point, a shoal near Cod 
Bay, 30 miles north of Cape Ray, at the 
entrance of the gulf of St. Lawrence. 
The vessel is listing and filling fast, and 
it is feared that she will become a total 
wreck.

Mr. Ful­
ton has been selected as provincial secre­
tary came as a surprise, more particular­
ly to the supporters of the McBride ad­
ministration. It is generally believed 
that the Premier in taking this step so 
quietly with regard to his own followers 
acted in the interests of self-preservation. 
There are other aspirants for cabinet 
representation who have strong claims 
upon the party. These were kept in the 
dark as to the matter, and are now de­
manding explanations.

The appointment of Hon. Mr. Fulton 
to his present position was announced by 
the Times several weeks ago as likely 
to take place.

He 
further alleges that the firemen pay no 
attention to the rules and regulations 
which are supposed to govern them, and 
denounces the call system as a farce.

A Times representative called on Chief 
Watson in his office on Thursday, and 
referred him to the letter above noted. 
“No, I am not going to reply ito it,” re­
marked the chief, “I don’t propose to be 
drawn into a newspaper controversy; 
that is not part of my duties. Such 
matters are entirely in the hands of the 
fire wardens.”

The reporter later accosted Aid. Oddy. 
chairman of the fire wardens, who said 
that they had not the slightest intention 
of replying to the allegations of Mr. 
Deasy. He added lurther that they 
were satisfied that the department was 
just as efficient now as ever.

SIX MEN DROWNED.The question submitted for the opinion 
of the court is: “Doer the advertisement, 
the terms of which I have read, contain a 
promise of employment within the amend­
ment of 1901?”" I have come to the conclu­
sion that the advertisement does not con­
ta* n a promise of employment. It Is* I 
think, an invitation to apply for employ­
ment and nothing -more. It was urged on 
behalf of the prosecution that the second 
dansé of the 8th section of the act as 
amended, in effect declares that where you 
have an advertisement published In a news­
paper in a foreign country, which Induces 
a citizen or resident of that country to 
come Into Canada with the expectation of 
obtaining employment here, you have a 
contract within the meaning of the act, 
but the advertisement referred to m the 
second clause of that section is plainly, I 
think, an advertisement of the character 
dealt with in the first clause of the same 
section, and obviously an advertisement 
dealt with In the first clause of the section 
is an advertisement containing a promise 
of employment. That argument, therefore, 
I think, begs the question. It is said that 
the enactment must be construed with refer­
ence to the practice of persons desiring to 
obtain employttfent by means of a notice 
published in the newspapers, and that it is 
not in accordance with such practice that 
such notice should contain either an express 
promise of employment or any words imply­
ing or suggesting such a promise more forc­
ible than the words in question here. No,w, 
I have not the materials before me to form 
a judgment upon the point of fact, but as­
suming the fact, am I also4to set up an as­
sumed policy of the legislature, namely, 
the intention to prohibit Invitations to ap­
ply for employment as well as promises to 
employ, and- in conformity with this as­
sumed policy to assign a forced or unusual 
meaning to the terms which the legislature 
itself has selected to set forth its designs? 
Parliament, not usually pa r si mon* ou s of 
language, has in this case employed a pre­
cise phrase, and I must look to the words 
themselves for the policy of the legisla­
ture, not elsewhere. Nor can I agree with 
the argument of Mr. Bird that on this con­
struction the amendment of 1901 adds 
nothing to the act of 1897. Obviously the 
act of 1897 reached those cases only In 
which the Immigration was preceded by a 
completed contract of service. Before the 
passing of that act, the Federal courts of 
the United States had more than once held 
that an enactment of Congress framed In 
similar terms did not prohibit an agree­
ment arising from offer and acceptance, 
whereas, the immigration of the employee

Surely this Is sufficiently wiue to 
enable vessels to pass through safely with­
out coming uhder the range of cannon, 
however powerful or well mounted, on the 
A’askan side. In addition Virago Sound 
and harbor adjacent to the coal deposits of 
Graham Island, to which “Observer” re­
fers, would form a safe harbor and could

King Edward Seeking to End Hostilities 
Between Russia and Japan.

St. Louis, Mo., May 17.—Sir Hugh 
Gilzean Reid, president of the world’s 
press parliament, and a prominent figure 
in English official circles, im an inter­
view to-day said that King Edward 
is seeking to end hostilities in the Far 
East. He said:

“King Edward is for peace. He did 
not like to see the war between Russia 
and Japan begin, and wishes to see it 
brought to an end as soon as possible. 
When the new British ambassador went 
to St: Petersburg he carried a message 
from the King to the Czar suggesting 
that peace he brought about. His was 
the first suggestion of peace made. This

So persistent has he been in this work 
that it is reasonable to suppose that his 
trip to Victoria this week was for the 
express purpose of getting information 
on the subject from the government.

Questioned as to what was being done 
in the matter of giving the desired con-' 
rection, Mr. Shatford said he was satis­
fied that the McBride government was 
doing all possible. It was doing more 
than the public was aware of, and he 
was satisfied that at the next session 
legislation would be introduced dealing 
with this very matter.

It is therefore more than probable that 
Mr. Shatford has received definite an­
swers from the members of the govern­
ment. In view of the many promises 
given by the government in' various ma ti­
ters this may not carry much weight, 
but Mr. Shatford, knowing all the little 
characteristics of his leader, is hardly 
likely to have allowed himself to be 
turned away with one of those soft 
answers which means nothing. The 
member for Similkameen is so deter­
mined upon the line of railway, and is 
backed up in that by his constituency, 
including both sides of politics, that he 
doubtless got a clear promise in this 
matter, and he will take the precaution 
of enforcing it upon them.

Referring to the mining conditions in 
his riding, Mr. Shatford says it is to a 
very large extent at a standstill until 
communication is given by way of rail­
way. Men are well satisfied with the 
prospects, but they must remain only 
prospects until a railway is provided. 
After waiting six and' seven years, and 
in many instances a longer period, than 
that, those interested are despairing of 
ever getting what is essential to the 
opening up of this country.

eom-LEGAL NEWS.

Morgan vs. the British Yukon Company Is 
Now Being Tried In the Supreme 

Court. seems

(From Wednesday’s «Daily.)
The trial ©f Morgan vs. British Yukon 

Navigation Company is now in progress in 
the Supreme court befofe Mr. Justice Drake 
and a jury. TMs hearing has been post­
pone on several occasions In consequence 
of other trials being on, and also because 
of an- objection having been taken to the 
order for the celling of the jury, which 
allowed. A new jury was therefore called 
together.

Objection was taken to tit this morning 
by R. Cassidy, K. C., who appears for the 
defendant company, 
overruled by Mr. Justice Drake, however, 
and the trial proceeded. For failing to ap­
pear, two jurymen were fined $5 each.

The action which John* Miorgun, mate on 
the steamer Yukoner, brings is for the pur­
pose of recovering damages for the loss of 
his leg, for which the defendant company 
Is held to be responsible. His contention 
is that on October 8th, 1902, the Yukoner 
went on a bar in the Yukon river. A ctible 
was attached to three stumps on the Wore, 
the capstan was set in operation and the 
plaintiff was one of the men who was en­
gaged hauling on the loose end of the rope. 
The capstan suddenly broke to pieces and 
the men were thrown, In a heap. When the 
mate tried bo get up he found his foot 
twisted completely around. He asked the 
captain to have him sent to Dawson a/t 
once,fiaiid the captain agreed to this. Daw­
son was about 14 hours by steamer from 
the place the Yukoner was ashore, and 
would, the plaintiff thought, be from seven­
teen to thirty hours by skiff, according to 
the oarsmen provided. Morgan was put in 
a -boat, but the Bonanza King, another 
steamer belonging fto the same company, 
came along and he was transferred to that 
steamer. This latter went on a bar at Hell 
Gate, nine miles from -Selkirk. The Oasca 
and ^Selkirk, two Steamers not belonging to 
the British Yukon Company, came along, 
but plaintiff was not transferred to them. 
A skiff was sent to 'Selkirk, but Morgan- was 
not sent on it.

The Victorian, of the same company, then 
came along on its way to White Horse. 
Morgan was placed on this steamer, and 
tue first medical aid was then given, to him. 
The-Victorian put back from Hell Gate to 
Selkirk and then went up the Pelly river. 
On its way back tit reached the Yukoner on 
the 10th of October. For some time the 
Victorian worked with the Yukoner to get 
her off. Other vessels passed, but the sick 
man was not transferred.

It was not until the 13th that the man 
got to White Htorse. His foot was cut off 
at the hospital, but on the 22nd, the leg 
had to be amputated at the knee. On De­
cember 9th, tit became necessary to cut it 
off above the knee.

The evidence of the plaintiff was taken 
this morning.

In outlining the case, W. J. Taylor, K. C., 
for the plaintiff, said that the friends of 
Mr. Morgan bad raised $500 or $600 end 
placed, it in the hands of the defendant 
company.
•*R. Cassidy objected, as he bad received 
no notice of this phase of the case.

His Lordship ruled Mr. Taylor out of 
order In Introducing this.

The company, Mr. Taylor said, had never 
given fhe man a dollar since the last opera­
tion. Again Mr. Cassidy objected.

Mr. Taylor said he -would correct that. 
The company did make an offer, and since 
his friend was so anxious about this he 
would explain that It was made a few days 
ago.

Mr. Cassidy again objected that this 
could have no other purpose than that of 
prejudicing his case.

Mr. Taylor said that after adjournment 
the other day an offer of settlement was 
made. The plaintiff had been approached 
by Mr. Cassidy when the former had not 
his legal adviser with him. The offer was 
not accepted, as if was a miserable one. 
That was the only attempt made bo settle 
the matter.

Mr. Taylor held the company liable, be­
cause the capstan was not in proper order. 
It was further urged that proper atten­
tion was not given to the man.

The case Is still in progress.
