The Amendments.

Instead of quarterly returns as to
bonds, debentures, etc. ,the proposal
is now to have them half yearly,

Expense Clause Struck Out.

The clause regarding the limitation
of expenses is struck out. Advances
for travelling expenses or agents’
commissions are authorized in respect
of first year premiums. No compensa-
tion is to be paid any director unless
authorized by the shareholders, nor
shall agents get more than $5,000 save
by a vote of directors, Sliding scale
contracts with agents based on vol-
ume of their business are peritted.

From the clause respecting assets
and Investment in Canada by- foreign
companies, there is struck out the
words “at least two-thirds in market
value of which shall consist of invest-
ments or in loans upon Canadian se-
curities.”

Companies may invest in any bonds
guaranteed by the provinces as well
a8 the Dominion,

Investment Changes.

A number of incidental changes are
made in the investment clauses, the
general effect being to widen the pow-
er. No loan shall be' made to a com-

‘ pany, director or officer “except on

the company’s own policies.”

- As to voting by proxy the provisions
apply to every company “other than
& life insurance company.”

Life Insurance.
In the second part of the bill, which
deals with life insurance there are
also many amendments. Circulation

in Canada of any estimate of divi-
ggndl or shares of surplus is prevent-

To the clause prohibiting rebates is
added a provision that eompanples is-
suing deferred dividend policies shall
make a calculation at least once in
five years, and the same shall be treat-
ed as a liability till distributed. Al
companies are compelled to deposit a
copy of their established rates. The
penalty for violation of rebating and
other prohibitions is reduced from $1,-
000 to $600. Every company must
determine the number of directors to
be elected by the shareholders and
the policy-holders respectively. The
number of participating policy-holders’
directors shall be at least two-fifths
of the whole.

Directors.

After 1911 directors shall number
not less than nine nor more than 16,
Shareholders and policyholders shall
elect their directors separately. Pres-
idents and vice-presidents are not to
be debarred as “paid officers” from
serving as direcgors.

In the section as to impairment of
capital and payment of dividends com-
panies are allowed to calculate till
1915 on the basis of not less than 60
per cent. of unearned premiums that
any property in Canada may be in.
sured in a foreign mutual company on
notice being given in writing to the
Superintendent and providing the in.
sured pays to the minister 15 per cent.
of the total net cost to him of all such
nisurance, but not to exceed 15 cents
on each $100.

Fire Companies.

At the annual meeting of fire com:
panies not less thah seven and more
than sixteen directors shall be elected.
In the case of life companies there
must be not less than four nor more
than nine shareholders’ directors.

Acts relating to Independent Forest-
ers, the C. M. B. A, and the Canadian
Woodmen are not affected by the act.

The committee discussed in a very
general way clause by eclause the sub-
committee’s recommendations and they
were very generally agreed to.

A Grave Charge.

Honore Govais, of Montreal, made a
general observation that the law as
drafted would still bear hard upon the
manufacturers and tend to create fire
insurance monopolies. He spoke of
underwriters as ‘“vicious, malicious
conspirators,” and sald there were
many of them in Montreal.

" THAT MISLEADING SPEECH OF MR, PUGSLEY'S

(From the News of Toronto.)

A politician-for-revenue-oﬁly always can be trusted to drag politics into every question,
It is not strange, therefore, that Mr. Pugsley accuses the landry Commission of partisan-
ship. . He complains that his enemies have conspired to ruin him, Talk like that has beep
4 heard before. Every pickpocket who is brought before the courts accuses the police of
plotting against him. If he were honest he would have no trouble. So also, if Mr. Pugsley,
this “smooth proposition” from New Brunswick, had-played a square game himself he would
not be so ready to accuse others of cheating. The man with aces up his sleeve is always
the one to scrutinize his opponents’ clothing. Let it be understood that Mr, Pugsley did not
acquire without ®ause that uncomplimentary nick-name whereby he is called from Campbel-
ford to the Sea. “Slippery Bill"” is not the product of a straightforward public career. -

Mr. Pugsley's speech in the House was “smooth” of Gourse. But it was not true, and
he knows it. The first mis-statement was that he had never taken a dollar from the Pro-
vincial Treasury to which he was not entitled. At one time his salary account was over-
drawn by $7,000. After he was appointed Minister of Public Works he paid the Province
$2,000 which he still owed. One cannot but wonder at the colossal assurance of the man in
imagining that this thing is forgotten so soon.

Mr. ‘Pugsley said that the Commissioners did not ask the president of the company
or the directors to file an account of their receipts and disbursements from the beginning to
the end. This is a slight change in wording from his first complaint. Formerly he said that
he himself had no opportunity to make an accounting before the Commission, But in view
of the fact that the president and directors did nothing and that Mr. Pugsley did everything,
the complaint is really the same, This is untrue. Judge Landry adjourned the inquiry to
accommodate Mr. Pugsley. He also wrote him to the effect that it was most important that
he should make his statements as to the disposition of the money, Moreover, Mr, Pugsley
came upon the stand knowing from the preliminary report of a chartered accountant that
there was a shortage of over $100,000. He professed to give the Commission everything
hie knew, but he absolutely failed to give any satisfactory account of the shortage. Mr. Barn-
hill, counsel for Mr, McAvity and Senator King, said that he had made investigations, but
could throw no light on the disappearance of the money.

Mr. Pugsley says that the balance of the purchase price of the railway—8$39,590—
was improperly deducted by the Commissioners from their statement of expenditures. - Yet
Evans swore that all his firm received was $140,409.03, Against this statement the mere
unsupported declaration of the accused cannot be accepted as conclusive. And, in view of
its plain and certain falsity, what reliance can be placed on the interest accaunts which Mr.

Burton, N. B, May 11.—Today's
session of the Circuit Court brought
the case of John Endini, charged with
the murder of John McKay, at Minto
Mines, pretty well along. It is expect-
ed that it will be finished by tomorrow
evening.

At this morning’s session of the
court a true bill was brought against
Samuel Adams charged with horse
stealing. He pleaded “guilty” and was
remanded. A true bill was also brought
against Endini.

The discovery that Adams had been
almost successful in a second attempt
to break jail created some excitement
here.

Afternoon’s Proceedings.

When the court resumed at 1.30,
the prisoner, John Endini was called
and sworn through the interpreter,
Chris Nichols, and pleaded “not guil-
ty,” and asked to be tried.

Mr. H. H. Pickett, of the counsel for
the defence, a%ked that Mr. J. H.
Hearn, K. C., of Sydney Mines, Nova
Scotia, be allowed to appear as a
joint counsel with him. The Attorney
(General expressed his entire willing-
ness to extend this courtesy to a bar-
rister of the sister province, and
Judge McLeod allowed the request.

The Jury.

The petit jury was then chosen from
the panel of forty-one, as follows:

The two other men went
away, McKay, Corden, the woman, the
witness and the prisoner remaining.
They had something to drink. A lit-
tle later Angelo went out. Witness
was sitting on a bench talking to the
women when the prisoner ripped out
un oath, telling McKay he was no
good. The witness then turned round
and found the prisoner striking Mec-
Kay, who fell. The witness got up,
and got hold of the prisoner, asking
him to behave, and the prisoner swore
at him, and told witness to let go of
him which he did. The prisoner then
went out into a room, and the witness
thought the affair was over. In a few
seconds the prisoner appeared from
the room with a gun. Witness got
hold of it, and after a short strug-
gle, got the gun. McKay was some-
where in the room at the time. Later
McKay came up to where the prisoner
and witness were struggling and pri-
soner hit McKay, whereupon witness
struck the prisoner.

Witness Stabbed. .

At this point Angelo got up and ex-
claimed something and turned toward
the witness, who struck at him. At
this point the prisoner stepped in and
stabbed the witness twice in the side
and breast. Witness then tried to
get out of the house, and in doing so
struck Fadadinio Gidilio, who was
holding the door. After this the
prisoner cried out several times to
stab witness again. Witness got out
of the door and attempted to go back
to get - McKay out, but was too weak
to do so.

Heard Groans.

Witness heard sounds of a struggle
in the house, and heard someone
groan. He ran to another house to
get help. The owner was not home
and witness, who was weak from loss
of blood, went to his own shack where
his wound was dressed by Dr. Hay.

Witness did not see McKay take
any liberties with the Austrian wo-
man. This concluded his direct ex-
emination, and the crogs examina-
tion was not productive of any new
evidence.

Dr. Hay on Stand.

Attorney-General Hazen then called
Dr. Hay, who said he was a medical
doctor residing at Chipman. He was
at the Kennedy house in Minto on
November 1 when a man came in and
said his services were required ‘at
a shack in the mining district. He
went to Pettley’'s house and found
him bleeding freely from 'four orfive
wounds.

Caused by Whiskey.

His version of the quarrel was that
it had started over whiskey because
McKay had said he had no swhiskey
for Italians and for them to go to
h——. After this they had tried to
drive Endini out of the house.

Waited for Officers,

Endini stayed with witness, waiting
for an officer ' to arrest him. The pri-
soner had said to witness. “If they
had left me alone I would not be in
this kind of trouble. I would be free.”
Prisoner thought that they wanted to
get him out of the house so they could
be with the Austrian woman.

GRAND TRUNK PACIFIC WILL

EXPECT MORE

CONCESSIONS

SAYS SENATOR LOUGHEED

Special to The Standard.

Ottawa, May 11.—In the Senate to-
day on motion for second reading of
the G. T. P. loan bill, Sir Richard
Cartwright stated the company had
underestimated . the cost of construc-
tion of the prairie section of the line,
and under the conditions of the' money
market had to apply to the govern-
ment for aid, which it was proposed
to give in the form of a ten million
dollar loan. The Grand Trunk had
not been alone in underestimating the
cost of the railway construction. The
government had done the same on a
large portion of the line it was con-
structing.

Senator Lougheed.

Senator Lougheed said it was ap-
parent this was only one of a series
of concessions to this company. The
underestimation of the cost of con-
struction of this road was colossal.
Would parliament in 1903 have given
its approval to this project if they
had known the many millions it would
eventually cost? The Prime Minister
had given parlfament to understand
that the project would not cost the
country more than thirteen millions,
and the Finance Minister had esti.
mated the outside cost of the east-
ern section at fifty-one millions,

A Reckless Government.

A loan for ten millions was now
asked, but it was clear that there
would follow applications for aid
which would be granted UNTIL THE
ADVANCES BY WAY OF AID
AMOUNTED TO SEVENTY-FIVE
MILLION DOLLARS. The adminis-
tration must have been better in the
days when the Canadian Pacific was
built, FOR THE ESTIMATE IN
THAT CASE WAS NOT EXCEEDED.
Senator Lougheed questioned the wis-
dom of the government in having ap,
pointed gentlemen inexperienced in
railroad building to constitute the
commission to build this road. THERE
WAS NO EVIDENCE THAT THE
LEGITIMATE INCREASE IN THE
COST OF BUILDING THE PRAIRIE
SECTION WAS ANYTHING LIKE
THAT CLAIMED BY THE COM-
PANY. Senator Lougheed had been
informed by a competent authority
that the legitimate increase in cost
since the contract was agreed
SHOULD NOT EXCEED FIFTEEN
HUNDRED TO TWO THOUSAND
DOLLARS A MILE, OR A TOTAL
INCREASE OF TWO MILLION DOL-
LARS. The whole transaction showed

the incompetence of the government
to deal with such large affairs, and
the complete breakdown of the organi-
zation of the government for having
the cost of public works estimated.

The company had gone into the
project with what they could get from
the Government and THE INTEN-
TION OF GETTING 8UCH FURTHER
CONCESSIONS AS THEY COULD.
That policy had been successful. They
had obtafned a concession -by which
the cost limit on the mountain sec-
tion would 'be removed: They had
obtained a concession to escape con-
sequence of foreclosure. The prairie
section had been estimated to cost
$18,000 a mile and was now estimated
at $33,000. The cost of the mountain
section was originally estimated at
$18,000,000, and was now estimated to
cost $67,000,000. What would be the
amount of aid asked when the com-
pany began the construction of this
section?

The Opposition had pointed out
that the Grand Trunk Pacific was
not compelled to route freight via
Canadian ports.

The Government’s Failure.

The Opposition had asked the Gov-
ernment to have these errors correct-
ed when the company came asking
such concessions as this loan. The
Government had failed to do so.

Government was borrowing 150 mil-
lions to build this line and would pay
four per cent. It would get in rental
3 per cent. on the cost. That would
mean a million and a half dollars a
year loss

The fixed charges on the complet-
ed road would be over $2,000 a mile
or double those on any existing Can-
adian 8ystem. Fixed charges on the
C. P. R. were $900 on the Canadian
Northern about $1,000.

In conclusion Senator Lougheed
tered upon the undertaking the
had to see it through but he urged
the Government to safeguard the in-
terests of the people in the future
where concessions were sought by the
company.

“Q—From whom daid you
vouchers?” y

“A.—I received Mr. Allen’'s own
vouchers from what I found in the for-
mer secretary’s office.”

At page 50:— .

“Q.—If I understand you right when
you entered Mr. Allen’s office you
found no books of account being kept
when you commenced to work for the
railway?”

“A~—NO SIR.” .

There is the statement of the secre-
tary AFTER THIS COMPANY HAD
BEEN IN BUSINESS FOR THREE
YEARS THAT HE FOUND NO
BOOKS OF ACCOUNT BEING KEPT.

Working Them Up Afterwards.

“Q~You went to work at that
stage to make up an account?”

Mr. Babbitt's Testimony.
rthermore with reference ta the
ce of record and books, I wish

to quote from the evidence of Mr. G.
N. Babbitt, Deputy Receiver General
of the Province of New Brunswick.
There had been issued by the New
Brunswick Coal and Railway Company
bonds to the amount of $450,000, all
of which were guaranteed by thedPro-
vincial Secretary on behalf of his Gov-
ernment. Mr. Babbitt was asked whe-
ther there was any registration or re-
cord of these bonds in his office at
Fredericton, he being the Deputy Re-
ceiver General and the one who should
have that record. On page 27, I find
this evidence:

“Q.—After this, did you or did you
not yourself personally know that
the Government guaranteed any bonds
which had been issued by the com-
pany? A—Yes, I knew there were or-
ders passed to do it.

“Q~—In the way of Information in
your office? A—THE BONDS WERE
NOT BROUGHT TO THE OFFICE
AND RECORDED.

“Q~—Did you ever see ‘the bonds
vourself at all? A.—NO,I NEVER DID. |

Q—THEY NEVER ' CAME NEAR
YOUR OFFICE AT ALL? A—NO,

“Q—PERSONALLY YOU DO NOT
KNOW TO WHOM THEY WERE DE-
LIVERED OR WHAT BECAME OF
THEM? A—-NO.

“Q—YOU SAY THAT NO REGIS-
TRATION WAS MADE OF THESE
BONDS IN YOUR BOOKS? A—YES.”

What do you think of that way of
transacting business by the Govern-
ment of any province in this Domin-
ion? Here was an issue of $450,000
bonds guaranteed by the province
AND NO REGISTER OR RECORD
KEPT OF THEM IN THE GOVERN-
MENT OFFICE AT FREDERICTON.
Furthermore on page 28:

How the Deputy Found Out.

“Q.-~—Had any coupons been paid by
you as Deputy Receiver General in
connection with the bonds which has
been guaranteed? A.—Oh, yes. i

“Q~~Have you any idea as to the
amount of general coupons you paid?
A —Yes.

“Q.~—About what*amounts? A—The
full amount.

“Q~—~What would that be? A—About
$18,000, $9,000 on the half year.

“Q.~They would be coupons on how
many thousand dollars worth of
bonds? A.—$450,000 at four per cent.

“Q—THAT IS, THE ONLY WAY YOU
KNOW THE BONDS HAD ACTUAL-
LY BEEN ISSUED WAS BY PAY-
ING THE INTEREST COUPON ON
THEM? A~—YES, | MIGHT SAY
THAT.

“Q.—You said the first coupon—the

first coupon was presented for pay-
ment in what year? Was all that issue
of $450,000 out then? A.—The July
coupon, 1905, due July 2, 1905.”
So that the Deputy Receiver Gener-
al actually HAD NO KNOWLEDGE
OF THE ISSUE OF THESE GUAR.
ANTEED BONDS UNTIL 1904,AFTER
THE GREAT BULK OF THEM HAD
BEEN ISSUED AND DISPOSED OF
AND HAD NO RECORD OF THEM
AT FREDERICTON.

Mr. Tweedie Testifies.
Furthermore I want to refer to the
evidence of the then Provincial Se-
cretary, Mr. Tweedie, now Governor
of the province, upon the question of
the accounts, page 524:

“Q~—As a matter of fact, did you
ever look to see if they did keep ac-
counts? A—Yes.

“Q.—~You found they did not? A.—
THEY DID NOT KEEP THEM SAT-
ISFACTORILY TO ME.I RAISED THE
DEVIL WITH THEM.

But he does not seem to have
raised any books. We have the evi-
dence of the Minister of Public Works
himself upon this question at page
703:

“Q.—Did you ever see an account
book of the company showing the mo-
neys recived or disbursed by the New
Brunswick Coal and Railway Com-
pany? A—NO.

That was the answer which the Min-
ister of Public Works gave—the gen-
tleman who made the speech yester-
day.

“These books will probably be kept
by Mr. Winslow, the treasurer of the
company, or Mr. Allen, the secretary.”
Both these gentlemen unfortunately
died before this investigation began.
“Q.—I have the only book, so they
say? A—Who says?

“Q.—Here is the book and the only
book of account except what was kept
at Norton, I think there are about half
a dozen pages in it. I do not see any
account at all of this there? A.—I
CANNOT HELP THAT.
“Q.—Notwithstanding that you were
in the interests of the province, you
and the Provincial Secretary, appoint-
ed to see that the provincial moneys
were correctly accounted for and ex-
ded, you never took pains to see

The Minister of
Public Works made reference to the
statement made by Mr. Shannon, the
auditor of the Intercolonial, who went
down fn order to determine the ques-
tion of the payment of the Federal
subsidy.

Auditor Shannon's Experience.

At page 476 of the volume entitled
Orders-in-Council and Documents we
have a report of Mr. Shannon, and I
notice in it this statement: ;

“After the contractors relinquisBed
the work—"

“After the contractors had relin-
quighed the work the company request-
ed them to go on and complete the
work, and the company would pay the

In view of the evidence I have fuo-
ted, hon. members OUGHT TO KNOW
PRETTY WELL WHAT VALUE TO
AWA.fH TO A STATEMENT MADE
B 'HE MINISTER OF PUBLIC
WORKS. All this, I wish hon. mem-
bers to bear in mind, despite this sec-
tion 2 of the Act of 1901, which au-
thorized the guaranteei of these
bonds, Section 6:— '

What The Law Required.

“The company shall keep sush books
and accounts as may from time to
time be required by the Lieutenant
Governor in Council, and such books
and accounts shall at all times be open
to the inspection of the Lieutenant
Governor in Council or such person as
he may appoint to inspect and audit
the same. AND ALL BOOKS AND
ACCOUNTS SHALL BE EACH HALF
YEAR AUDITED BY THE EXPERT
ACCOUNTANT APPOINTED BY THE
LIEUTENANT GOVERNOR IN COUN-
CIL, and the expense of such audit
shall be borne by the company.”

Think of the record of evidence such
as I have adduced this forenoon, in
the face of a statutory provision of
that kind. Then I ask hon. members
if they take any stock in the statement
made by the Minister of Public Works

- ASSIGNMENTS

I also dealt in part last even-
ing with the minister’s defence to the
charge that the Government had il-
legally paid subsidies out of the treas-
ury of New Brunswick and in contra-
vention of the provisions of the Act,
I pointed out that under the Act of
1882, there was a subsidy of $3,000 per
mile for the line from Chipman to
Gibson, a distance of 45 miles, and
that the total subsidy was $135,000.
Of <hat line only 15 miles have been
built up to the present which, on the
basis of $3,000 a mile, would make the
maximum subsidy available $45,000.
Prior to the appearance on the scene
of the New Brunswick Coal and Rail-
way Company, $13,000 of that subsidy
had been paid on account of work
done on that 15 miles. So that there
was payable in subsidies to the New
Brunswick Coal and Railway Com-
pany, on account of this 16 mile sec-
tion, under the Act of 1882, but $32,-
000, Notwithstanding that the Govern-
ment of New Brunswick, on represent-
ations made to it by the Minister of
Public Works (Mr. Pugsley), PAID
$57,000, OR $25000 FOR WHICH
THERE WAS NO AUTHORITY OF
ANY KIND IN LAW. I pointed out
further that of that $25,000, $7,500
had been paid on orders which were
held by the Minister of Public Works
and by Mr. W. T. Whitehead, another
imember of the Liberal machine in
New Brunswick. These orders had
been pald a few days after the con-
tract was entered into between the
Central Railway and Mr. DeBertram
in the year 1895. Mr. Pugsley obtain-
ed his order the very day after that
contract was entered into—Mr. Pugs-
ley and Mr. Skinner jointly.

Record Of Assignments.

In order that there may be no mis-
apprehension, I propose to put on rec-
ord these assignments because the
Minister of Public Works referred yes-
terday afternoon to these statements
of assignments to him as something
with reference to which this was
some error. I shall have to
crave the indulgence of the House
to put these statements on rec-
ord. At page 92 of the order in coun-
cil relating to the Central Railway, we
have this document:—

To 'Pugsley And Skinner.
St. John, October 5, 1895.
“To the Hon. James Mitchell,
Provineclal Secretary.

Dear 8ir,—I hereby request that you
pay to Wm. Pugsley and Chas. Skin-
ner, or their order, the sum of $7,500
out of part of the subsidy made pay-
able to me under the agreement dated
October 4, 1905, and made betwen the
Central Railway and Her Majesty
Queen Victoria, represented by the
Provincial Secretary, and which agree-
ment is for the building of a line from
Chipman to the Newcastle coal fields,
a distance of 15 miles, 80 soon as the
same may fall due and as it may be-
come payable. And for the purpose of
securing such payment to the said
Wm. Pugsley and Chas. Skinner, or
their order, I hereby, in consideration
of the sum of $1 to me paid by them,
receipt of which I acknowledge, assign
to them, their executors, @dministra-
tors or assigns, the said sum of $7,500,
part of said subsidies aforesaid.

LOUIS G. DE BERTRAM.”

That is the day after the contract
was entered into, this assignment was
made from 'DeBertram, who got the
contract, to Pugsley and Skinner.
Then there was an order a little later
in favor of W. T. Whitehead of which
I have made mention. At page 97 we
have this further communication:—

Then there is a letter from Mr.
Pugsley to the Deputy Receiver Gener-
al asking him to send to Mr. David
O’Connell a letter similar to the one
he had sent to the Bank of New
Brunswick, so that the House could
see that as soon as the assignment
was procured from DeBertram, the
Hon. Mr. Pugsley Mr. Pugsley at once
pledgéd it and raised money through
the bank and from Mr.David O’Connell,
who was a money lender in the city
of St. John. At page 103 thére is a
further letter to the Deputy Receiv-
er General as follows:

Dear Sir:—Mr, Skinner and I have
handed to Mr. Trueman, which he will
forward to you a further order against
the subsidy coming to us re Central
Raflway for $560.

This comes next after the
orders to the B.N.B, B.B.N.A, and
M.r O’Connell on file with you.

Frenzied Finance.

So there were outstanding against
this assignment of $7,500 of the sub-
sidy for Messrs. Pugsley and Skin-
ner, orders to the amount of $5,300.
Now, on May 28, 1896, an Order-in-
Council was passed authorizing the
payment of $8,000 of subsidy on ac-
count of work to the amount of $23,-
000 that had been done on that 15-
mile section, and immediately we find
further correspondence and direction
from Mr. Pugsley. At page 105 will
be found the following letter:

PROTECTION AFTER DEATH.

It will not hereafter be doubted that the Minister of
Raillways is a man of original ideas. Mr, Lancaster’'s
level crossing bill, passed four times by the Commons
and four times destroyed or mutilated by the Senate,
provides that level crossings in thickly populated places
must be protected or else that trains shall slow up to ten
miles an hour at these points, Mr. Graham now pro-
poses as a substitute that at any crossing where life is
lost or serious injury inflicted, the rate of speed there-
after shall be not more than ten miles an hour until
protection is provided. Thus in order to get protection,
the community must first sacrifice one of its members.
Mr. Lancaster prefers to have the precautions taken
before the man is killed, with the idea that there shall

be no killing. Mr. Graham will be satisfied if only
one person is killed at each crossing.
Of course Mr. Graham may take his stand on the

axiom that every crossing must be considered innocent
until it is proved guilty. But even a merciful applica-
tion of that rule would not require death or serious bodily
harm for proof of the criminal intent. If a man shoets
at another and misses him by an inch, he may be con-
wicted of erime. So a level crossing which should throw
a few carriage loads of people into the neiglfboring turnip
field, or give some distinguished itizen a brief but exelt-
ing ride on the cowcatcher, would signify a danger-
ous disposition. It might be worth while for Mr. Gra-
ham to give further study to these analogies.

Then he ought to consider the effect of his legisla-
tion on the relations which the people of a community
bear to each other. It is not wholesome for all the
people in a village to have a personal beneficial interest
in the sudden death of one of their number. The fact
that the safety of the town will be promoted by the
glaughter of one of the people by the train might prey
upon the village mind, until some Charlotte Corday might
push some unworthy citizen under the train, that the peo-
ple should be saved. Or a Curtius would fling himself in
full uniform on the crossing, to be crushed, that the town
might henceforth be free from peril.

Then in case the first death should be clearly accident-
al it would be impossible for the mourning community to
escape a certain feeling of satisfaction that the debt was
paid and the Minister of Railways appeased. Mr. Gra-
ham may consider it a good thing to be able thus to
mitigate the horror of an untimely death, But still the
wictim s entitled to some consideration,

AN EASILY SATISFIED OFFICIAL.

A convenient official for the Government is Mr. Col-
lingwood Schreiber of the Railway Department. It is
now explained that the errors in the estimated cost of the
Transcontinental were due to him. Mr. Schreiber has
been an able engineer, but his opinion on any matter of
Government policy is the opinion of his Ministers. If it
is Government policy to say that a railway will cost half
price the ministers can always find officers to help them
out with it. ' The country has, perhaps, not forgotten that
Mr. Schreiber, as 1 presenting the Government, passed
for guarantees a large series of Grand Trunk Pacific
construction expenditure claims, which went all to pieces
when submitted to the inspection of an auditor. They in-
cluded promotion expenses paid at Ottawa to or through
parliamentary agents, and the minute it was found that
these payments would be examined, the company with-
drew them. But they satisfied Mr. Schreiber, just like
the Government estimates.

NO INTEREST ON UNPAID TAXES.

One of the city papers, speaking of the new couneil
and city conditions, stated that “under the provisions of
“the new assessment act the chamberlain is authorized
“to charge one-half of one per cent. a month on all over-
“due taxes.”

The Standard understands that this is a mistake.
Hon. Robert Maxwell is responsible for striking this pro-
vision out of the bill. He took the ground that as the
man who was unable to pay lost the five per cent. dis-
count, he should not have an additional burden imposed
on him. Citizens usually pay their taxes if they are
able, If they refuse the amount can be collected, and
Mr. Maxwell was able to persuade the Legislature that
the interest charge ought to go.

NOT MUCH OF A SNAP.

The failure of so many Liberals to vote confidence
in Mr. Pugsley in the House of Commons division on
Thursday is sought to be accounted for on the ground
that the vote was a snap one. This will hardly help
the Government. If, on an issue involving the existence
of the Government, in a debate lasting two days, the
ministerial managers allow themselves to be caught in
the middle of the afternoon session with their forces
scattered, there is fault at headquarters. The rank and
file should unite and read the Prime Minister a lesson
on his duty to his party-—Montreal Gazette.

Mr. Carvell has still failed to explain the “W, P.”
matter and the “F. P. T.” matter, and several other
matters connected with Central Rallway disbursements.
I'he Montreal Gazette offers this comment:—

“Mmr. Carvell, M. P, was expected to add to the
reputation he has won in the House of Commons by a
defence of Mr. Pugsley in connection with the Central
Railway matter. When the opportunity for him to speak
came, however, he sat silent. He did not add to his
reputation and it did not help Mr. Pugsley. Perhaps he
did not want to spoil the Opposition’s plans for that snap
vote.”

Minister Graham went to Montreal the other day
and made a speech in which he intimated that the Conser-
vative party is the party of “typographical errors.” Then
he returned to Ottawa and introduced a bill to correct a
“typographical error” in the Railway Subsidy Bill of last
year. The Government asked Parllament to vote a sub-
sidy to a rallway, and actually forgot to say in the bill
what the amount was to be.—Mail and Empire.

New York, N. Y., May 10.—Reports
from American missionaries station-
ed in the massacre districts of Asiatic
Turkey are now being received by the
various mission boards. One of these
received by Dr. R. M. Sommerville,
of the Reformed Presbyterian Mission
Board, s from the Rev. C."A Dodds,
dated Mersina, April 20. Dr. Dodds
writes:

“Full returns are by no means in,
and probably will never be, but it
does look as though the killed in
the Adana Vilayet would surely num-
ber into thousands. Reports from oth-
er parts of the empire would seem to
indicate that civil war is imminent.
A dreadful condition exists at Dr.
Christie’s school and it is to be feared
that this is only the beginning of sorr
row. A letter from Mrs, Christie yes.
terday speaks of the pitiful state of
the people gathered there. The out-
break in Adana was simultaneous with
the annual conference of the Central
Turkey Mission Board. This includes
the missionaries and the native pas-
tcia, the latter of whom were about
sixty in number.

“1 suppose nearly all the pastors were
on the road and not a great distance
from Adapa, when the outbreak oc-
curred and I suppose no one knows
how many had been killed. A letter
from Mrs. Kennedy at Alexandretta
says the arrival of an English frigate
was just in time to save the town. The
villages were burned and looted all
around.

“The British vice-cons@l ascertained
that the houses of Christians had been
marked. The Armenians at Deurtyul
were holding out and had killed 700
Mussulmans. The Mussulmans open-
ed Payas Penitentiary and let out 417
prisoners to assist in fighting the Ar-
menians. Civil war seems imminent.”

 PASSED AWAY

Amherst, N. 8., May 11.—The very
many friends throughtou® this county
and the province will regret to hear
of the death of George W. Forrest,
Ex-M.P.P, which occurred at his home
Amherst Point, last evening at 10,80
o'clock. Mr. Forrest has been in fail-
ing health for some months, but tew
were looking for his pasging away
80 soon.

The deceased was born at Amherst
Point 72 years ago, his father being
the late Isaac Logan Forrest, and his
mother was before marriage Miss
Jane Cook of River Hebert. He was a
man of more than ordinary intelli-
gence, and ability, and from his early
manhood took, an active part in mat-
ters of public Interest. In 1870 he was
appointed one of the arbitrators to
adjust the land damages along the
line of the 1. C. R: from Moncton to
Truro, his splendid judgment and
fairness were fitting for this position.
He has since served in a similar posi-
tion on the Joggins, Minud and Chig-
necto Rallway. He served as a muni-
cipal councillor for two terms, once
by acclamation, and once by election.

In 1888, with the late R. L. Black,
he was nominated by the Conserva.
tive party for the provincial Parlia-
ment, being opposed by the late T,
R. Black, and John McFarlane, T. R,
and R. L. Black being elected. In 1889
with the late William Oxley, he again
fan and this time was successful de-
feating T. R. Black, Liberal, and R.
L. Black, independent. In 1893, Mes-
sre, Forrest and Oxley were defeated
by Messrs. T. R. Black and the late
A. B. Fraser. It will then be seen that
in his death the last of those 80
closely related in the political affairs
of the county has passed away. In
1896, he succeeded Col. William Blair,
as superintendent of the Government
Experimental Farm at Nappan, which
position he occupied for two years,
being succeeded by Mr. R. Robertson.
Mr.Forrest was one of Cumberland’s
most successful farmers, he at one
time was largely interested in the
shipment of cattle to Great Britain,
thus aiding the farmers at a time
when beef was at its lowest.

THE STOCK
MARKET IS
VERY DULL

New York, N. Y., May 11.—The dull
condition of the stock market today
was difficult to account for many in-
cident in the news. The apparent
completion of selling from quarters
that were regarded as important gave
some relief to an apprehension that
informed interests were liquidating
their holdings of stocks. Buying or-
ders from London also predominat-
ed. The market was freed fromn the
selling pressure in evidence yester-
day and sentiment was improved for
that reason but there was little dis-
position to enter on active measures
to accumulate stocks or to advance
prices. Prices  moved decisively up-
wards only in the final closing half
hour. Dealings fell to a lower rate
of activity during the mid-day period
than has been witnessed in New York
for over two months.

That stock met some
very heavy selling orders in the course
of its advance, but offered good re-
sistance. The Eries were strong and
estimates of the increase in the road’s
earning power were put in circula-
tion.

- True, their action was beau-
tiful to look at, but, according to the
British champion, it was poor consola-
tion to be a thing of beauty, etc., only
to lose the race by such a pretty
style. At any rate, -Shrubb seems to
have hit the nail on the head as has
beén proved by his own victories up
to 15 miles and St. Yves' victories in
the Marathon.

The preliminary hearing of the
charge preferred against Charles A.
