Fox Farms of Islanw
Great Mone):_Makers

o

Fortunes Realized in Few
Years on Small, Original In-
vestments — Climate Pro-
duces Best Fur in World.

Charlottetown, P. E. I, July 24.-
When the Duke of Connaught makes
his first official visit to Prince Ed-
ward Island the twenty-ninth of July
he wiil land at Summerside, the capi
tal of Prince County. One of the fea
tures of the progiramme prepared for
his reception will be a visit to a fox
ranch just outside that town. Prince
County is the home of fox ranching
in the province. At the extreme
western end about sixteen yesrs ago
a few men took up the business., Af-
ter many trials they finally succeed-
ed in making it a success. At first
they guarded the secret jealously but
eventually they saw the necessity of
selling the stock for br eding pur
poses, until now the wuole province
is in a fever over this new industry.
It must be remembered that the
black and silver fox are the same
Some are dark, however, and some
are light, that is some of them are
silver while others are not. There is
no such a thing on the London mar
ket as the black fox skin. The jet
black fox skin is always listed as
silver. Both vary in price from one
hundred to one thousand dollars,

The Prince Edward Island black or
silver fox Is the best in the world
and always commands the highest
price, the sum of $2,300 having been
paid to an Island breeder for one
medium sized flawless skin of excep
tional beauty and lustre.

The industry on the Island, how:
ever, is now confined to the selling
of foxes for breeding purposes. One
of the leading ranchers, Frank Tup
lin, of New Annan, states that it will
be at least five years before any fox
is killed for the sake of its skin.

Some breeders give the industry a
longer life than that. The increase
in the price of foxes sold for breed
irg has been so startlingly rapid that
numbers of farmers who started in
a few years ago with very little capi
tal are now worth thousands. One
man is reputed to have made a mil
lion dollars within flve years

It is estimated that there are about
forty ranches where tlie genuine high
grade, high price royal silver foxes
are bred and that there are now
about four hundred of these animals
whilst there are about fifteen hun
dred foxes of the red patches, that is
imported stock. The value of the in
dustry is placed at three million dol-
lars. The people are simply wild over
the business and every day foxes of
various colors are imported from the
mainland, The breeders who keep
only the distinctive Island stock de
clare that if this importation is allow-
ed to continue the industry will be
ruined. Breeders are now calling out
for a system of registration whereby
the pedigree of every fox will be re.
corded, the same as domestic farm
animals.

Companies Formed.

At the last sesslon of the provin
cial legislature about a score of bills
were passed, incorporating black fox
companies. Within the two years
that the pioneers of the business be
gan to sell their stock the purchasers
have been mainly Island men, many
farmers having mortgaged their
farms to secure the necessary price
ofl a pair of breeders. This year the
best stock costs $10,000 a pair, the
average price being about $3500
Next year it is expected that this
price will be increased at least fifty
per cent. In one year there has been
an Increase of over oue hundred per
cent.

Outside capital is now beginning to
become-interested and several money-
ed men of the United States have

come on to imspect the ranches. To

?gi\e an idea of the profits in the in-
dustry, a prospectus issued by a com
| pany with headquarters at Alberton,
| where the industry originated, and

rather to enjoy it. They flourish in
captivity, especially if there are sev-
eral together in the ranch. The suc-
cess, however, depends a good deal
upon the management, and whatever
losses have occurred have generally
been due to carelessness in handiing
or ignorance in feeding. The most
critical time, ‘of course, is about
thirty days after the young arrive.
During that period no one should see
the mother fox, which, if she is dis-
turbed, is liable- to carry away her
young and bury them in the sunow
where they -naturally perish, Last
year all the young expected to be born
were sold ahead, and even at the
present time practically all the ex-
pected young stock of next year is
contracted for. That is, of course,
the real “blue blood genuine island
silver fox.,”

Many stories can be related of
phenomenal fortunes made in a short
time., Cases can be mentionéd where
men with a few hundred dollars have
secured tens of thousands. The ulti-
mate basis fof the island’s welfare is
hard to determine, but once foreign
capital i8 brought in and allowed to
remain on the island, then prospects
of the indugtry will considerably im-
prove. Although the boom has orig-
inated in Prince county, it Is rapidly
spreading to the other counties, and

already several large ranches have
been erected within the vicinity of
Charlottetown,

PRICES STILL CLIMBING.

The steady advance in wholesale prices in Canada
continued during June The Labor Department’s index
number has advanced from 1359 in May, previously the
highest recorded, to 1369 in June, as compared with
126.1 in June of last year.

The numbers, it will be understood, are percentages
in each case of the average price level prevailing during
the “ten years, 1890-1899, the period selected by the de-
partment as the standard of comparison throughout its
investigation into wholesale prices of some two hundred

and fifty commodities of representative character. The
estimate of the department for the month of June,
therefore, shows prices to have been nearly thirty-seven

per cent, higher in that month than was the average for
the decade 1890-1899,

The chief increases during June were in animals and
meats, fodders, fruits and vegetables, hides and leathers,
there having been slight decreases in dairy products, pre-
pared fish, sugars, coal and coke.

“What did the British manufactur
ers think of Canada?”

“They thought that the Maritime
Provinces were the best part of Ca-
nada.”

Leonard Palmer, of the London Fin-
ancial News to & question of a report
er of The Standard.

“That, as you know, was my opin-
fon,” added Mr. Palmer. “The manu
facturers were much interested in all
parts of Canada, 'but they were par
ticularly impressed with the possi-
bilities of the east. They were prac
tically a unit In expressing the opin-

advantages to the man from the Old
Country than the west does.”
“What is the ground of their faith
in the Maritime FProvinces?” Mr.
Palmer was asked.

“Well, for one thing the land here
is better than In the west, more suit-
ed to diversified cultivation,” said Mr
Palmer. “Then the climate here is
better, the temperatures are more
equable; crops are more reliable
and life is more comfortable. Anoth
er consideration of importance is
that the Maritime Provinces are near
er to the Old Country; it ig easler to
reach the English market; it costs
less and does mot take up so much
time to make & trip back home,

The Place for Englishmen.

“There is mo doubt about it, that
Old Countrymen coming out here to
make a home will be better off it
they locate im these provinces, Cer-
tainly the man of moderate means
can do better here than in the west,
and he will get more enjoyment out
of lifle, and hig family will have bet-
ter opportunities, and be able to en-
joy more of the social amenities of
life.”

' “What did the manufacturers think
of this province as a field for invest
ment and the development of manu-
facturing industries?

“They were particularly impressed

There
is one thing you have to bear In
mind. It is a hard proposition to get
capitalists to invest in localities
where the residents show little faith
in the possibilities of their native
industries, or do not appreciate the
value of their natural resources.

Faith, the Great Necessity.

“Once the people in the east begin
to show faith in themselves and their
part of the country and are willing
tfo invest their money and energies
in local development, there will be
no trouble in getting outside capital
interested. But the people would be
better off in the end if they tried to
develop their resources on their own
account, and did not wait fon outsid-
ers to come in and get control of the
best propositions. The manufactur
ers in the party will keep a keener
eye on affairs in the East than in the
West and they expect to see great
developments here in the mear fu-
ture.”

Mr. Palmer, who organized the tour
of the British capitalists through Ca
nada, arrived in the city at noon yes-
terday, accompanied by Mrs Palmer
and Fred Dawson, of Manchester
England.

AGTIVE DEVELOPMENT
I\ DL AN GAS FIELD

Matthew Lodge Says Work
will be Pushed Forward
Very Rapidly- To Sink Many
New Wells.

The development of the oil and nat-
ural gas project in Westmorland and
Albert counties is to be prosecuted this
season along lines even more extel-
tive than hitherto, according to Mat-

thew Lodge, of Moncton, who has been | 2

called by many the founder of the
Moncton oil,and gas wells.*

Mr. Lodge, who arrived in the city
last evening said that preparations are
now completed to conduct the work on
an extensive scale, a greater number
ot drilling rigs are on hand, a in
both Albert and Westmorland s ral
new wells are being sunk in entirely
new territory.

An extenston of the chain of wells
for oil and natural gas is to be made,
and this, in addition to the piping of
the different routes 8&s planned, will
make the natural gas and oil wells de-
velopment an even greater project
than it has been. In Albert county the
number of wells is to be augmented,
while in Westmorland the section of
the county east of the city of Mone-
ton is also to be bored.

In addition to these developments
Mr. Lodge said that the McKenzie
and Mann interests are planning much
development with regard to the oil
shale deposits. Six diamond drills will
soon be at work drilling. It is the
intention of McKenzie and Mann to
make thorough tests of the depth and
continuity of the veins. The establish-
ment of a plant costing in the vicinity
of $%,000,000 which is to be the culmin-
ation of the present tests, will be an-
other of the big things in store for
whichever of the counties they de-
cide upon as a location for the plant.

The Canadian Club of St. John has
received & communication from the
Canadian Club of Vancouver, stating
that the well known Canadian poet-
ess, Miss E. Pauline Johnson, is dying
in @ hospital in the sumset city, and
calling attention to a collection of
her writings published under the aus-
pices of the Canadian Clubs.

Included in the little book, which
consists for the most part of Indian
legends, is a eketch of the ceremon-
fes attending the conferring of the
titlé of chief upon the Duke ot Con-
naught during his visit to Canada in
1869, which is-of some interest in view
of the approaching visit of the Duke
to St. John.

When the Duke, then a young man,
first Janded in Quebec he was present-
ed with an address of welcome from
his royal mother's Indian children in
Canada, and an invitation to visit the
Grand river reserve in Brant county,
Ont. The Duke visited Brantford short-
ly after, and there with great cere-
mony, in the presence of representa-
tives of the most famous Iroquois
tribes the title of chief was conferred
upon him. His Bixcellency's Indian
name is Kavakoudge, which means
“The Sun Flying from the East to
the West Under the Guidance of the
Great Spirit.”
