USED BATONON | ARE STILL ouT

The British assault was over a front of sixteen miles,
from Holnon, west of St. Quentin, to Gouzeaucourt, north
of Epehy. In their advance, which reached a depth of more
than three miles at some points, they took more than 6,000
prisoners.

Not only did the blow bring nearer the capture of St.
Quentin, which the Germans are struggling desperately to
hold, but it went far towards wiping out the only bulge in
the British line which resembles a salient. Epehy, at the
apex of the bend, has been taken and the same fate has be-
fallen Gouzeaucourt and Hargicourt, which stood at the

ends of the wings.

The importance which the Germans attached to the territory wrested
from them, {s indicated by the announcement that they launched deter-
mined counterattacks, as soon as they could be organized, from Hargi-
court to the Omignon Rivulet. The success of their efforts remains
somewhat obscure, but it is not believed they can recover the ground
they have lost.

FRENCH ALSO GAIN OBJECTIVES.

While the French advance was less spectacular than that of the Brit-
Ish, with whom they co-operated, they were equally Successful in gaining
their objectives. They moved forward on a front of six miles to an
average depth of 11-3 miles, adding several hundred prisoners to the Brit-
ish bag. They now hold the southern outskirts of  Contescourt, less
than three miles from the suburbs of St. Quentin.

This city, where the troops of Von Goeben scored a
1871, is one of the buttresses of the Douai-Cambrai-St. Quentin-Lafere.

The taking of St. Quentin remains a difficuit task, however, for the
Germans are in strong defensive positions, and a captured order from Gen-
eral Von Morgen to the Fourteenth Reserve Corps, emphasizes the import-
ance of the terrain they hold. He orders them not to yleld another foot
of ground in ‘“‘the imminent decisive battles.”

While the British and French are forging ahead relentlessly in the
West, the Serbs and the French in Macedonia were making more em-
phatic their defeat of the Bulgarians, who have been reinforced by the
German troops. There is every indication that the offensive in the Near
Bast is of major proportions, and that it will develop to the limit, It
has widened to the west of Vetrenik until the front extends over 16 miles.

Peace Proposals Aimed

ready to accept peace without indem-
nities, provided that the treaty with
the Bolsheviki is allowed to stand,
and that Germany obtain the return
of all her colonies {s considered here
as an effort to split the Entente Allies
rather than as an expression of terms
upon which Germany is prepared to
make peace.

The Vice-Chancellor adopts a tone
contrasting sharply with his previous
utterances, but he adopts moderation
only to emphasize the differences be-
tween the Allies and the Central
Powers. He speaks as a PanGerman
in reference to Russia and as a mod-
erate when he talks of a league of

nations, disarmament and {indemni-

The German peace offensive is now
in_ full blast, and further operations
are Hkely immediately. It will be
noted that even the Junkers have lost
their bluster, which is a pretty cer-
tain sign that Foch’s blows have hurt
more than they care to admit.

No peace offensive has been
launched so inauspicfously and with
poorer chances of success, The Allied
peoples are unlikely to be misled at
this time, and Germany's diplomacy
cannot win now what her armies fail-
ed to get.

I, who knew what
Briey was worth, had the paintul
duty, in August, 1914, to keep guard
in front of it and to fight before
Longwy, all In vain. The invasion
was checked before Verdun, Toul and
Nancy. In September, 1914, after the
Marne, it reached the Meuse at St.
Mihiel, and it maintained itself in the
Woevre reglon, mgainst a possible
return offensive by the French in the
Thionville-Briey district.

The German attack on Verdun in
1918 was above all a preventive
measare. By the capture of Verdun
the enemy would have been able to
hold up all attempts against the Lor-
raine mineral basin, which had become
more and more indispensable for
supplies for the German war factor-
fes. Now ft is plain as day that a
decisive offensiye, which will hit the
German war power mortally, must in-
troduce the invasion of German ter-
ritory.

Without attempting to judge of op-
erations in prospect and of their pro.
bable sutcess, we have a right to as-
sume that the campaign now develop-
ing imposed itself after our recent
victories on the Aisne and Somme, as
a logical sequence in Foch's plans, as
the strateglc conception of battle
which should bring the decision of the
WAar as near as possible to the Rhine.
Decision there may be come tomor-
row or later, no matter what its viels-
situdes. The Germans will face the
attack stubbornly. Metz-Thionville is
a formidable barrier, but we have no
need to determine objectives already
attained, as indicated in the com-
muniques.

Aline, who told us she was a rela-
ion of lLord Northcliffe, came from
in Irish county to visit her uncle
and aunt before the war. Her uncle
was a major of French troops quar-
tered in the St. Mihiel barracks. Aline
called to us: “You're Americans,” in
a rich Irish brogue, and conversation
led us to her home, where we talked
an hour with Aline and her aunt.

The aunt explained that the kom-
“mandant had been a freque nt, al-
though unwelcome visitor. The Ger-
mans, she said, were very strict but
had treated those who were discreet
fairly enough. It did not pay to fol-
low the example of a few citizens,
who by word and act showed open
hostility, and in consequence were
severely punished.

“We met all requisitions and rules
the enemy imposed upon us, and
though we would have starved but
for food the American relief commit-
lee sent us, we got along somehow.
For this day of our deliverance we
thank God.”

Young Russian Who Enlisted
in Ottawa, Back To Canada
With Highest British Deco-

ration.

Ottawa, Sept. 18.—One of the most
gallant soldiers who ever left Ottawa,
Corporal Felix Konowel, is back with
his breast decorated hy the much cov-
eted Victoria Cross, which was award-
ed to hfm for thé extraordinary feat
of killing at least sixteen Boches, and
putting hors de combat at least 53
altogether. He was formerly employ-
ed by the E. B. Eddy Company, and
joined the 77th Battalion under Lieut.
Col. D. R. Street. He is now attaci-
ed to the 47th Canadian Infantry
Battalion.

How Me Won V. c.

The details of how he won the Vic-
toria Cross have few parallels in this
war. The wording of the recommend-
ation for it was as follows:

“For most comspicuous bravery and
leadership when in charge of a sec-
tion in attack. His section had the
difficult task of mopping up cellars,
craters and machine gun emplace-
ments.

“Under his able directions all re
sistance was overcome successfully,
and heavy casualties inflicted on the
enemy. In one cellar he himself bay-
oneited three of the enemy and at-
tacked single handed saven others. in
a crater, killing them all.

“On reaching the objective a ma-
chine gun was holding up the right
flank, causing many casualties. Corp.
Konowel rushed forward and entered
the emplacement, killed the crew, and
brought back the gun to our lines. The
next day he again attacked single
handed another machine gun emplace-
ment, killed three of the crew and
destroyed the gun and emplacement
with explosives.

“This non-commissioned officer
alone Kkilled sixteen of the enemy,
and during the two days’ actual fight-
ing carried on continuously his good
work until severely wounded."”

It is believed, however, that Corp.
Konowel killed at least 36 men when
he rushed one machine gun emplace-
ment.

He is one of the most modest men
imaginable. No one would associate
him with having to his record such a
string of Boche scalps. He is looking
the picture #f health and is entirely
recovered from a wound caused by a
bullet entering his cheek and coming
out the back of his neck When
wounded he did mot give wup, bui
fought for a whple day.

He was awarded the Victoria Cross
on August 24, 1917, and the deeds
credited to him occurred at the battle
of Lens.

London, Sept. 18—The American
delegates to the Inter-Allied Labor and
Socialist conference today presented
proposals that the conference endorse
the fourteen points laid down by
President Wilson as the condition on
which peace may be established and
maintained.

The American proposals declare:

“It to be our unqualified determi-
nation to do all that lies in our power
to assist our allied countries in
marshaling all their resources to the
end that the armed forces of the
Central Powers may be driven from
the soil of the nations which they
have invaded and now occupy, and
that those armed forces shall be op-
posed so long as they carry out ord-
ers and respond to the control of the
militaristic and autocratic govern-
ments of the Central Powers which
now threaten the existence of all self-
governing people.’

The fundamental principles which
must underlie the peace treaty are
declared by the American delegates
to be as follows:

“A league of the free peoples of the
world in 2 common covenant for genu-
ine and practical co-operation to se-
cure justice and therefore peace in
the . relations between the : nations
No political or economic restrictions
meant to benefit some nations and
cripple or embarrass others.

“No indemnities or reprisals based
on vindictive purposes or a deliberate
desire to injure, but to right manifest
wrongs.

FEELING OF GERMAN PEOPLE

Austria’s Peace Offer Réally Represented Ger-
man Mind - - - It Came Earlier Than Many
Thought It Would, But Was Not in Nature of

Surprise.

Rotterdam, Sept. 16.—With Hinden-
burg convinced even months ago of
the possibility of a defensive war only
and Ludendorff, his last bolt shot and
himself discredited, and with the pop-
ulation of Germany a prey to physical
miseries and mental depression, the
quiet unprecented step for peace taken
by Germany through her long-suffer-
ing ally, Austria, is not difficult to
understand, though it comes before
it was expected.

The peace overtures of the Central
Powers caused a semsation here,
though a few persons closely in touch
with German feeling were less sur-
:V;Pwl than others. As my earlier
iefegrams indicated, I have thg) best
reason for the belief that this feeling
is one of unrelieved depression angd
anxjety.

It is not comfined to the working
class, who have suffered most, but is
now generally extending to the in-
tellectual and the middle class.

The Imperial government recently
took measures to inform itself in de-
tail of the morale among all classes.
From all parts of the country replies
were received that reflected the dan-
ger of a fast approaching crisis. The
little published statemments made to
the Chancellor by the trade union de-
putation fully confirm this.

To appreciate the present situation
one must go back to the period im-
mediately preceding the offensive of
March 21. In reviewing the sequence
of events in the intervening period I
have had the advantage of the views
of a neutral who has been allowed to
leave Germany, as he says, “Never to
return,” and who had many opportu-
nities of learning a good deal of what
was going on behind the scenes.

“You will remember,” he said, “that
the March offensive was unaccountab-
ly delayed, the Allies having expect-
ed it weeks earlier. ' The reason was
that Ludendoxff, who was absolutely
confident of victory, Wad b¢én tem-
porarily overruled in order/that time
might be gained to produ a peace
tmosphere which might dead to ne-

tiations.” ~/

At the same time that Germany was
expressing an agreement with Mr.
Wilson's important note, Hindenburg
and Ludendorff were sharply at vari-
ance, the former holding that no
cffensive would now pdoduce results
decisive or justifylng the inevitable
great loss of men. When the peace
effort failed Ludendorff’s policy was
the only ome left, and the March of-
fensive began.

It not onmly failed, but its failure

taken mainly to prevent Marshal Foch
from moving in force to help Haig,
and so prevent an early British re-
covery and offensive, but also to bol-
ster up public confidence in Germany,
where the people had been promised
a victorious peace as a reward for
their efforts and sufferings, there was
growing  dissatisfaction throughout
the country, which, my informant said,
was shared by the highest quarters.
But the ‘fiction was maintained that
things were going successfully, and it
was not until after the failure of the
third German attempt (that at Ar-
mentieres) that the press received or-
ders to change their tune. Ludendorff
himself appears for the first time to
have begun to lose confidence at this
period and his change of view was
clearly reflected in, for instance, the
“Kreuz Zeltung,” which, against all
its past, suddenly advocated the open-
ing of peace negotiations, and in the
“Vossiohe Zeitung,” which earlier had
denounced England as the only enemy
and Which now made the burden of
its scog one of “peace byunderstand-
ing.”

To all this, however, England turn-
ed a deaf ear, and something had to
be done. The something was von
Guhlmann's speech, and though it
may appear a bold assertion, my in-
formant was positively assured that
Kuhlmann's speech was the invention
of Ladendorff, who, in danger of being
discredited and shelved, decided to
carry ‘the war into the camp of his
enemy, Hindenburg.

Kuhlmann declared that victory
could no longer he hoped for by mili-
tary means alone, and he had to go;
but the belief that he allowed himself
to be used by Ludendorff was strength-
ened by the announcement that was
shortly forthcoming t he would
soon probably reappear in the diplo-
matic service with the conferment of

the order of the Red FBagle. The
newspapers which howled against
Kuhlmann and brought ahout his

downfall, belleved they were serving
Ludendorff by thrusting out the self-
confessed defeatist. Now, one is
tempted to wonder what Hindenburg
thinks of the disastrous collapse.

My neutral informant was able to
say that Hindenburg's intention in the
early spring was to make a gradual
retirement from the Somme and other
areas before winter. He is said to
have declared that it would be im-
possible to expect troops to winter in
such exposed and shattered areas. He
knew only one soldier who would en-
dure such hardships, and that was the
British soldier.

State Plenty of Work But No
Place For Families To Re-
side—Will Be Forced To
Leave City.

Two gentlemen, who lately reached
the city, and gained lucrative posi-
tions, were interviewed last evening
by The Standard in regard to the
“Housing Accommodations” in this
oity, a8 a report existed that they
were unable to acquire tenements,
and that In the course of a few days
their families were coming to the
olty. Onée of the gentlemen compared
Bt. John at the present day with
other centres in New Brunswick and
Nova S8ootla, and formed an opinion
that 8t. John {s far behind the times
in this respect, as those coming into
the city were unable to procure tene-
ments, and eventually would return
to their former homes unless the
tenements were procurable. A com-
panion, who came afong when he Qid,
procured work at once. Soon after-
wards his wife, believing he had ac-
quired the necessary quarters, came
to the city. The gentleman in ques-
tlon searched everywhere in an en.
deavor to procure a flat, which would
answer housing purposes.  Minally,
in despair he was compelled 'to take
a flat in the southern end of the city,
which contained but four rooms, and
Is now paying an enormous amount
for the monthly rental. This, added
the speaker, “is not a road to ad-
vancement for St. John, as in my
home town the houses were procur-
able quite easily, and at a moderate
rental."” -

Both gentlemen asked what ailed
real estate, and believed that the sit-
uation could be bettered by some live
real estate men, who would reap good
benefits by a little outlay at the com-
mencement.

One quoted figures asked on flais
or furnished rooms in the city (his
own experience when he advanced to
| the owners, regarding rental). Thir-
tythree dollars for a three-room flat,
when furnished; two rooms only at
seven dollars per week, and others
ranging at high rentals, but in un-
desirable localities, being too far from
his employment. The speaker added:
“If the owner of a house having four
rooms or more to rent would put him-
self out to boost the town he would
make arrangements that others
might be sheltered also, and that he
would not object to paying any rea-
sonable rental for a flat with four
rooms, considering it was near the
car line.

The other gentleman bhelleved as
did his friend, that vast room for im-
provement existed regarding houses,
or furnished rooms to let. They allud-
ed to a house on Brussels Street,
which contained a flat of four unfur-
niched rooms to let, but said the
house was vacant for the past month
On asking the owners why this flat
was vacated, they gave a poor ex-
planation; also a flat of three rooms
on the name street, where there were
good reasons for the Board of Health
officers to investigate. Both men will
return home in the very near future
unless they can procure quarters,
suitable for their families to dwell in.

A hotel man approached after-
wards on the above, stated that it
was a crying shame that outsiders who
came here to work wera forced to
leave again for the reasons as stated
above, and concluded by saying:

MIER FOSTER'S
ITER TO COUNCIL

Memorials From City Fathers
Considered and Not Grant-
ed—Matters Stand As They
Were.

Following s the text of the reply
submitted by Premior Foster to the
memorjals sent to the provincial gov-
ernment by the gity council. 2

Dear Sir,—Agreeable to your re-
quest that the government should
when ing certain rials
presented by you, afford an oppor-
tunity for your commissioners to be
heard relative thereto, a special
meeting for that purpose was held in
St. John on Wednesday evening, the
4th inst., your council being repre-
sented by Commissioners Fisher and
Hilyard.

The memorials presented and con-
sidered were as follows:

First: A memorial praying that a
portion of a certain agreement made
between His Majesty the King and
the St. John Railway Company be

rescinded,
8ince the presentation of this
memorial the @&overnment has,

through the writer, interviewed some
of the directors of the New Brunms-
wick Power Company (the succes-
sors of the St. John Railway Com-
pany), with the object of ascertain-
ing if the rescinding of that portion
of the agreement referred to would
be met by any objection on thelr
part. I am pleased to say that the
directors interviewed were agreeable
to a new arrangement being entered
into with the department of public
works, embracing only that portion
relating to the rental to be paid for
running rights across the bridge at
the reversing falls and eliminating
that portion of the old acreement re-
lating to rates of fare and taxation.

Second: A memorial praying that
the city of St. John should be given
a share of the fines collected in the
said city under the Intoxicating Liqu-

ors Act of 1916,

Owing to the absence of yourself
and some of the commissioners, no
arguments were advanced nor any
reasons given why your petition
should be granted but in opposition to

your memorial there appeared a dele-
gation from the New Brunswick
Temperance Alliance, who offered
the following resolution

“It having come to the attention of
the council of the New Brunswick
Temperance Alliance f,at the St
John city counecil is asking for a divi-
sion of the fines collected under the
provincial prohibitory law;

Therefore resolved, that this coun-
cil lace itself on record as .nalter
ably opposed to any division of the
fines, and that a committee be ap-
pointad to wait upon the government
and present our claims in opposition
to the request of the St. John city
couneil,” 3

Reasons were algo advanced by re
presentatives from other towns and
cities why your request in this re-
gard should not be complied with.

Completed:

Minister of Justice Reported To' Have Granted

Robert Kierstead will not be hang-
ed at Gagetown on Tuesday morning
next for the murder of his wife. This
will be a great surprise not only for
tho prisoner but to many -persons in
the province. Word reached the city
last eveming that the Minister of Jus-
tice had granted a mew trial, but just
when this trial will be commenced, or
for what reasons it has been granted,
was not made known last night. It
is rumored, however, that new evi-
dence is to be produced, and in all
likelihood this may be the reason for
the decision of the Minister of Jus-
tice.

It will be remembered that after the
trial at Gagetown in May last the case
was takeén on appeal to the Supreme
Court of New Brunswick who decided
that a new trial should not be granted.
Then in July last Judge Barry sen-
tenced Kierstead to be hanged on the
morning of September 24th, which is
Tuesday next.

It is said that everything was being
got in readiness for the execution at
Gagetown, and that the condemn-
ed man is given another fight for his
life at the eleventh hour will be learn-
ed with great surprise. Ordering a
new trial under Section 1,002 of the
Criminal Code is only done in cases
where important questions of law are
involved, and the action of the Minis-
ter of Justice in this case is ample con-
firmation of the importance of the
question raised by counsel for the pris:
