In Fall Overcoats GERMAA Newspaper Query.

One French, newspaper has at last 
been able to print the following 
query: “Will the Americans give us 
back Briey?** Brley Is a little fron­
tier town, unknown 20 years ago, but 
It must be linked with the much 
older and better known Thionvllle. 
Brley-Thionville Is the great Iron dis­
trict of Lorraine, cut in two by the 
iniquitous Treaty of Frankfort in 1871. 
The Germans kept only part of the 
district, exploiting Thionvllle. Later 
on, the Briey basin was discovered, 
and since then it has been coveted by 
the German war industries. Taken 
together, Briey and Thionvllle re­
present an annual output of 40,000,- 
000 tons of ore.

It seems unnecessary to say more 
to show with what stubbornness Ger­
many will defend her prey. Briey 
was captured by the Germans at the 
beginning of the war. 
covering troops had been brought 
back to Verdun for regrettable 
sons, whic hit seems superfluous to 
discuss today. I, who knew what 
Briey was worth, had the painful 
duty, In August, 1914, to keep guard 
In front of it and to fight before 
Longwy, all in vain. The invasion 
was checked before Verdun, Toul and 
Nancy.

Mlhlel, and it maintained Itself in the 
Woevre region, against a possible 
return offensive by the French in the 
Thlonvllle-Brley district.

One memorable interview I had 

had with him influenced me, perhaps, 
more than any other single factor to 
hasten the settlement of my Europe­
an affairs and return home. It was 
in the autumn of 1916. The Kaiser 
had come to me for professional at­
tention, and after my work was com­
pleted he remained to discuss some 
of the aspects of the war. Perhaps 
the fact that 1 had just returned from 
a visit to America made him more 
than usually eager for a chat with

We had discussed various phases 
of the war. when the Kaiser chang­
ed the subject abruptly with the 
question :

"Davis. what's the matter with 
your country?"

‘In what respect, your Majesty?" 
I asked.

“Why is it that your country is so 
unfair to Germany? Why do you per­
sist in supplying munitions and mo­
ney to the Allies? Why doesn't your 
Presidoz? treat the European warring 
nations as he treated Mexico by put­
ting an embargo on munitions and 
letting us tight this tiling out our­
selves? You do not ship munitions 
to us, why do you ship them to the 
other side?"

I was on such terms with the 
Kaiser that I did not hesitate to 
answer his question with another.

! have always understood, your 
Majesty, that during the Russian- 
Japanese war Germany continually 
supplied munitions to Russia Why 
was that any more justifiable than 
America supplying munitions to the 
Allies? Then, again, in the Span­
ish American-

“Davis. you surprise me." the Kais­
er interrupted, rising from thfe oper­
ating chair, in which lie had remain­
ed, walking towards me,' throwing 
back his shoulders and rising to his 
full height. “The cases are entirely 
different. When we helped Russia 
against Japan we were helping a 
white race against a yellow race, 
don't ever forget that—don’t ever for­
get that. But with America that is 
certainly not the case. Your country 
is acting from purely mercenary mo­
tives. It is a case of dollars, dol­
lars. dollars!"—and eavn time he re­
peated the word he struck his parti­
ally helpless left hand violently with 
his powerful right. "America values 
dollars more than she values Ger­
man lives! She thinks it right to 
shoot down my people."

He had worked himself up to a de­
gree of indignation which t had -.-ten 
him display only on two or three 
previous occasions and I confess 
1 was reluctant to start a fresh out 
burst by answering his arguments.

Attempt To Attack English 
Coast Fails—Americans De­
feat German Airmen in 
France.

London. Sept. IS Five enemy 
planes which approached ' the east
coast of England, were driven ol 
by four British machines, one enemy
machine beipg destroyed. The state" 
ment reads:

"During the Iasi 4S hours Royal Air 
Force contingents working with the 
navy have dropped thirteen tons of 
bombs on the docks at Bruges, and 
on the Marla Alter Airdrome. Eleven 
enomy machines and a kite balloon 
were destroyed, and seven machines 
driven down out of control. Four of 
our machines are missing.

“A formation of five enemy 
planes approaching the east coast, 
was met and engaged by two sea­
planes. and two airplanes, 
the German machines was destroyed, 
the others retiring eastward."

Americans Also Beat Aerial Attack.

With the American Army in Lor 
raine, Sept. IS.—(2 p.m. By the As­
sociated Press)—German aviator
gunners and bombers attacked what 
they supposed to be the American 
positions in the region to the west 
of Vandieves last night. The mist 
and low clouds, however, prevented 
the Germans from finding their tar­
gets. The Germans themselves were 
located, and driven back by anti-air­
craft fire.

The flying machine gunners drop­
ped near to the ground at several 
places In their determination to find 
the American troops, but the weather 
conditions were too much for them. 
The bombers flew at high altitudes, 
but they, too. were hampered by the 
weather, and possibly by misinforma­
tion as to the American positions, and 
wasted numbers of bombs.

On asking the owners why this flat 
was vacated, they gave a poor ex­
planation; also a flat of three rooms 
on the same street, where there were 
good reasons for the Board of Health 
officers to investigate. Both men will 
return home in the very near future 
unless they can procure quarters, 
suitable for their families to dwell in.

A hotel man approached after­
wards on the above, stated that It 
was a crying shame that outsiders who 
came here to work were forced lo 
leave again for the reasons as stated 
above, and concluded by saying:

“What opinion will they form of 
the Loyalist city of St. John? And 
is it not time for action at. once, -so 
as to benefit the situation?"

The Knights of 
Columbus and many other activities 
devoted to the comfort of American 
soldiers had cause to thank Cardinal 
Farley for his cordial support

From the pulpit he made patriotic 
appeals and urged subscription to Lib­
erty bond issues. Although Irish woes 
moved him to compassion, he had no 
sympathy with fanatics whose frenzied 
appeals might threaten the unity of 
this country, atid he served notice that 
clerics here who participated In incen­
diary meetings would be expelled from 
the archdiocese.

With all his extraordinary obliga­
tions he found time ateo for all the 
details of lits office and maintained 
them, for the most part, In his own 
hands. His war against unseemly 
dances and theatrical performances, 
against socialism and to bring capital 
and labor to a mutual understanding 
was not relaxed in the slightest 

One of his projects was the estab­
lishment of a labor college, under the 
auspices of the Church, in which the 
workingman would be prepared to meet 
and deal intelligently with the prob­
lems that faced hbn. He also urged 
the unification of Catholic activities, 
organizing for that purpose, in 1914,

MEETING TODAY.

Col. Richard O’Leary, Rlchibucto, 
arrived In the city last evening to 
attend a meeting of the executive of 
the New Brunswick Telephone Com­
pany today.

It was on Saturday, December 22nd, 
1917, that the wife of the prisoner 
was foullf murdered in her home at 
Salmon Creek, Queens county. Wtlh the 
head cruely mutilated the lifeless body 
of Mrs. Robert Kierstead was found 
lying in a pool of blood on the kitchen 
floor of her home, and standing around 
the gruesome sight were her five chil­
dren, the eldest fourteen years of age 
and the youngest not quite one year 
old. It was an awful sight that met 
the view of Dr. Kennedy of Cody's, 
and Mr. Thompson, when they entered 
tho room, and the children appeared 
paralyzed with fright and unable to 
cry as they stood there looking at the 
lifeless body of their mother.

It was alleged that the husband, and 
father, Robert Kierstead, who 
about 45 years of age, had been a 
heavy drinker, and on the Saturday 
morning in question he entered a bed 
room and struck his wife over the 
head several times with the butt of 
a'gun or a heavy stick of wood. It 
was then shown that the man left the 
house, and when his wife was able to 
get on her feet she walked out of the 
bedroom to the kitchen for the purpose 
of washing the blood from her face, 
but collapsed to the floor and died. All 
about the room were spots of bl<#d, 
and some human hair Is said to have 
been discovered on a large blood be­
smeared stick of wood.

After leaving the house Robert Kier­
stead walked in the direction of An- 
nindale and informed a Mr. Smith that 
his wife was ill and asked him to tele­
phone Dr. Kennedy at Cody's. Kier­
stead was arrested on the following 
morning and conveyed to Gagetown 
jail
