IMPORTANT GAINS
BY THE ENTENTE

French and American Forces on Aisne - Marne
Front Advance Two Miles in Centre of the Line
—Epieds and Trugny-Epieds Taken After Des-
perate Engagements-—Success in East.

Paris, July, 24—Highly important
gains by thé French and American
forces on the Alsne-Marne front are
reported in the official statement of
the war office tonight. In the centre
of the line an advance of nearly two
miles was made. Desperate engage-
ménts were fought in the direction of
Epieds and Trugny-Epides, which vil-
lages the Americans again recaptured
from the’ Germans. To the morth of
Epieds, the Franco-American line is
mnow beyond Courpoil.

The statement reads:

“Between the Ourcq and the Marne
our attacks, resumed this morning,
were continued successfully through-
out the day.

“On our left we hold Armentieres
ang Chatelet Wood, beyond which we
advanced as far as Brecy, which we
occupy.

Franco-Americans.

“In the centre Franco-American
troops made an advance at certain
points of more than three kilometres.

“Desperate fighting has been in pro.
gress in the reglon of Epieds and
Trugny-Epieds, which, retaken by the
Germans yesterday at the end of the
day, were reconquered again in a
counter-attack by the Americans.
North of these two villages we have
carried our line beyond Courpoil.

“On our right we made progress in
the Forest of Fere, north of Charteves
and Joulgonne. Further to the east

(EUTON ARMY RETREATS

Stiffened Corpses, Carrion Horseflesh, Debris of

With the French Armies, July 24—There is a scene
south of the River Marne today which, once photographed
on the human mind, can never be driven from it. It is a bat-
tle field, from which more than 50,000 Germans, finding
their safety menaced by Foch’s strategy and the victorious (i
allied advance above them, retreated swiftly two days ago to
the north bank of the river. .

Stiffened corpses still ly'ng there, carrion horseflesh, de:
bris of wagons and cannon and a mass of soldiers’ equip-
ment, munitions scattered over miles of surface, torn and
tortured by powerful explosives, give a picture of war in ter-
rible reality. But the scene is not uniformly like this. The
terrain is punctuated occasionally by yellow wheatfields,
which seem to heal somewhat the wounded countryside,
though close inspection reveals in them blackened patches of
shell holes or something worse.

Occasionally red-roofed villages appear, nestling in the
valleys of this country, just south of the famous river. Close
inspection shows that they are now but empty shells, having
been systematically looted by the advancing Germans and

torn by both allied and enemy explosives.

Restoring Order.

The correspondent passing over thig
country today found Franco-American
soldiers beginning their first at-
tempts to put it in order. The burial
of horses and men is proceeding here
and there, but the task is colossal.
Already white crosses are being erect-
ed over the mortal remains of the few
who fell, to take their places beside
weatherbeaten graves of some of
Joffre’s immortals of 1914, for the war
has now passed over this ground for
the second time in four years. But
most of the losses are German, because
the Germans were doing the advanc-
ing.

In many places I saw the extreme
southern limit of the German line,
where the Franco-Americans stopped
them. Bodies lay around in shallow
trenches they had dug, These trench-
es were blasted from the ground oc-
casionally by Allied shells. Once,
nearer the river, several American
graves, over which metal helmets
were hanging atop the crosses told
a little story of their own. A small
party of them were surrounded and
refused to surrender. Turning their
faces southward they fought their
way out. The few survivors arriving
reported the incident to the French
colonel. .
Swaying Battle.

The swaying battle hed drifted the

main force of Americans where the!

survivors were unable to find thern.
It was apparent today that the Ger
mans brought more guns and trans-
port material across the Marne than
was first believed. Horses were slain
by the hundreds and conveyances re-
main either destroyed or intact, in-
cluding one brand new automobile
with pneumatic rubber tires.

Many guns were destroyed by the
enemy themselves before the retreat,
but Allied “clean-up” forces so far

have picked up more than 2,000 Ger-

man rifles and found great stores of
unexploded shells and other muni-
tions. Cartridge boxes, knapsacks,
gas masks and “other _paraphernalia
make great piles when gathered. Un.
exploded hand grenades on the ground
make the clean-up work not without
an element of danger. A Pittsburgh
doughboy, found in the village of St
Agnan, which is the extreme limi!
of the enemy advance south of Dap
man’s told this story simply today.

“We came to France in May. We
marched thirty miles from the train-
ing camp without a stop, as reinforce.
ments. We found our line on top ol
the hill over there above the villaga
and the German line on top the hill on
the other side. Nobody held the vil-
lage because the shellfire was toq
hot, but there was a German machina
gunner in the church tower who made
things nasty until we got him. You
bet we got him.”

Literally Hell.

Gloucester fishing schooner ~Robert
and Richard was sunk by a German
submarine about 100 miles off the
Maine coast about 10.80 Monday morn-—
ing.

Almost exhaueted and very ljngry
after having rowed in a dory from the
point where their vessel was sunk,
Fred Marcelle, Nicholas Fernald and
J. B. McKensie, all of Gloucester,
Mass., arvived st 7 o'clock tonight and
told the detadls of the sinking.

the fact that they had lost
their vessel and 90,000 pounds of fresh
fish and had been subjected to an ex-
tremely trying ordeal, they were hap-
py to be able td give the good tidings
that no lives were lost.

Explosives Sink Vessel.

According to the three men thelr ves.
sel was blown up at 10.30 yesterday
morning when the Geryran sallors
boarded her and placed a heayy charge
of explosives in the hold. At 10 o'clock,
they said, & shell suddenly screamed
across the bows of their boat.
Recovering from the shock they were
electrified by the sight of a Png gray
object lying low down in the water a
short distance away. The cry of “sub-
marine” went up and instantly the
entire crew rushed for the boats.
They were away from their vessel in
a trice, expecting every moment to
hear another shell fired from the U-
boat The Germans, however, con-
trary to their custom, prefered, for
some reason, to glve the crew a chance
to escape, and they were not molest-
ed further.

Six boats put off from the schoomer,
carrying the crew of 22 and a boy who
was on board.

Papers Confiscated.

As the boats pulled away from the
fishirg schooner the commander of the
submarine signaled for Capt, Wharton
to bring his dory alongside the under-
sea craft. Oapt. Wharton obheyed and
on arrival there the U-boat command-
er and another officer stepped into
the dory and ordered the fishermen to
row tliem to the schooner. The order
was obeyed.

The captain and the officer who ac-
companfed him searched the Robert
and. Richard, and after confiscating the
papers ordered Capt. Wharton's oars-
men to row them back to the subma-
rine. As they stepped to the deck of
their own craft the German captain
turned to Capt. Wharton and his men,
and ordered them to ‘““get out,” which
they did.

8aw Huns Board Boat.

All the Gloucester men saw the Ger-
man sailors board the Robert and Rich.
ard, and they also saw their vessel
blown up. As they pulled away they
looked for the submarine to disappear,
but this she failed to do. S8he was
still above water and in the vicinity
of the scene of the sinking when the
boats carrying the crew pulled out of
sight.

Another Drive to Paris,

The question is whether Ludendorff
is planning another drive towards
Paris down the valley of the Oise,
wirich if successful would outflank the
Allied troops operating west of Sois-
sons. Certainly Foch does nothing
blindly and he is not likely to expgnd
at this moment eypecting a large re-
turn on his investment.

Now let us turn to the Marne bat-
tlefield Afty miles to the south.
Within this salient the Crown Prince
by working furiously concentrated a
great number of guns‘and men and
Allied progress slackened noticeably.
After five days -of unbrokem advance,
Foch is now moving slowly or not at
all. The reason is that Foch refuses
to throw his men against the irom
ring when he can win as much ground
by waiting. Within this salient the
enemy is finding his communications
constantly shelled. He can hold the
salint for the time being, but he must
eventually withdraw under a steady
rain of Allied shells. His other alter-
native is to widen this salient, but
apparently Foch is fully confident that
his pincers will hold the Crown Prince
securely.

Situation Encouraging.

The general situation is exceedingly
encouraging, but Ludendorff has
strong kick in Rupprecht's army. The
Crown Prince may retire to the Aisne
but Rupprecht will try to offset the
bad effect of the Marne defeat.

Fifty odd German divisions have
suffered a flerce drubbing, but it has
taken a considerable force to do it.
The German armies are much weaker
than a week ago, but the Allled army
have also paid the price, the only fair
way. OCertainly the Allies can afford
to face the facts—to look at the im-
mediate military future which is
fraught with great possibilities.

Heavy Rains.

Continued heavy rains are a potent
factor in the military developments
and likely to retard the plans of both
sides.

The Americans northeast of Chateau
Thierry and along theriver to the east
hvemade notable gains in taking the
heights of Joulgonne. These divisions
formed the right flank of the Allled
forces which met the heavy German
counter aimed at Grisolles.

Here the Yankees withstood the
shock like veterans and came back
with a dash that proved irresistable.
Four bridges across the Marne are
now being used by the Americans
and French. East of Jaulgonne the
enemy clings tenaciously to the north
bank of the river and he has made
the transport of troops exceedingly
difficult. Slowly, however, the French
are driving them back.

British Progress.

Southwest of Rheims where the
country is heavily wooded the French
nd British forces made slower pro-
gress, but the British have cleared
the Petits Champs Woods and cap-
tured 200 prisoners. Unconfirmed re-
ports pyt the French in Ouchy Cha-
teau five miles west of Fere en Tar-
denois, the virtual center of the
salient. Many villages are burning
within the salient, and though some
of them were probably fired by artil-
lery, it is believed the Germans are
planning a further retirement and are
destroying everything as they did in
March a year ago.

South of the Vesle the Germans
have not a single first class road out
of range of the Allied guns; east of
Amiens the enemy is hurling gas
shells into the British lines, while
south of Ypres there is lively artil-
lery activity. Air fighting is confined
largely to the Marne battlefield.

The Status Quo.

The term “status quo” has been
rather loosely used in the past in
connection with the solution of vari-
ous peace problems. In general it
has been employed as an abbrevia-
tion of the term “status quo ante
bellum.” Germany’s position hereto-
fore as indicated by her chief states-
men, has been of insistence upon
the return of her colonies and there
has been nothing in the recemt utter-
ances of the German leaders tending
to show that this attitude had been
changed. It was even indicated that
the “pawn” held by Germany in the
shape of Belgium was intended to
be used to secure the giving back of
her gormer colonial possessions.

IN SWEDEN NOW

Prices High and All Except
Well To Do Suffering.

Stockholm . July 20.—(Correspond-
ence of The Associated Press).—Food
supply is so short and prices so high
tha: the situation is becoming serious
for all except the wellto«do. No pota-
oes have been available for weeks. The
new crop is selling at the equivalent of
$1.20 a quart or $9.60 a peck. Tea
costs the equivalent of $21.00 a pound
and is almost unobtainable.

Thei ast ration of coffee issued five
weeks ago amounted to 3 1-2 ounces for
each person and the same amount of
inferior lard was issued a month ago.
About one ounce of butter is issued to
eacl person once a week.

OF FISTERENOT SOERMMENT

For $25,000 For Patriotic Fund and Not For
Extra Amount Ordered By Provincial Secre-

tained Under False Pretences.

No Money Will Be Ob-

Dorchester, July 24—The West-
morland county council at this after-
noon's session refused to comply with
instructions from the Provincial Sec-
Jsetary's department at Fredericton to
increase its assessment for Canadian
Patriotic Fund from $25,000 to $32,000,
the council having been advised by ex-
Lieut.-Governor Wood that New
Brunswick’s contribution to the Cana-
dian Patriotic Fungd this year would
be $400,000, making Westmorland's
portion about $25,000. This was as-
sesseg accordingly, despite the fact
that ‘the provincial government had
sent out notices to the different muni-
cipalities that the province was re-
quired to waise $518,000 for patriotic
purposes this year. On a basis of
$518,000 for the province, Westmor-
land’s\share would be something like
$32,000.

Strong Objection.

In -another respect also the West-
morland couneil has ignored the pro-
vincial government's instructions.
The provincial secretary’s department
ordered the county secretary to remit

the patriotic money to Fredericton
instead of Ottawa. Secretary Taylor
this afternoon read most of the corres-
pondence passing between himself and
the provincial secretary’s department
in regard to the extra assessment of
$7,000 and forwarding the money to
Fredericton.

In the discussion that ensued strong
objection was taken to levying an as-
gessment upon the county outside of
the amount actually needed for the
Canadian Patriotic Fund. The feeling
was against raising any part of the
$118,000 which the provincial govern-
ment wants for its own particular
purposes. In arguing against sending
money to Fredericton one councillor
retorted: “We might stand a chance
of getting trimmed for $118,000,” By
a majority vote the council finally de-
cided to remit the money to Frederic.
ton, but by unanimous vote decided’
that the remittance would continue
to be on the basis of $400,000 raised
by the province for the patriotic fund
and not $518,000 stipulated by the
provincial government,

The council adjourned this after-
noon sine die. v

WORLD’S LARGEST
BUFFALO HERD
ROUNDED UP

Has
Good Success in Preserving
Valuable Animal From Ex-

termination — Over 3,500

Canadian Government

Animals in Herd.

Winnipeg, July 24—Grand Trunk
Pacific officials report that a round-up
of the world’s greatest buffalo herd
has just been made at Wainwright
Park, Alberta. The Park is one of
the travel features on the main line
of the Grand Trunk Pacific between
Winnipeg and Edmgnton, and is un-
der the administration of Mr. J. B.
Harkin, Commissioner of Dominion
Parks.

The count of buffalo was made by
five riders, each one taking a section
of the reservation, which has an area
of one hundred and sixty square miles.
The total of the herd is officially
given as three thousand, five hundred,
but the riders had difficulty in count-
ing all the calves, which were mixed
up in the herd, and are of the opinion
that the number of buffalo in the
Park exceeds the figure given.

The herd has been increased since
the firet of April this year by not less
than six, hundred and fifteen calves
In she herd there are approximately
four hundred and seventy bulls and
four hundred and eighty-six cows, with
the balance young stock.

These figures show that the Govern-
ment is meeting with great success
in its efforts to preserve the buffalo
from the swift extinction which
threatened it a few years ago. The
nucleus of the present herd numbered
only feur hundved and two when
placed in Wainwright Park in 1909,
and some three hundred and thirty
eight additional head were imported
at different iimes, the main increase
accruing from breeding.

An Experiment.

The location chosen has proven an
ideal one. There are many lakes in
the Park, whici is securely enclosed
with a high fence of wire and tama-
rack posts. Large quantities of ex-
cellent hay are srown in the reserva-
tion, providing ample feed for the
buffalo for the whole of the year,

In addition to the buffalo there are
in the Park one hundred elk, some
hundreds of deer, a score or more of
moose and a few antelope. A portion
of the Park is being fenced off for the
experiment in breeding the cattalo,
an animal produced by the crossing
of the buffalo with domestic cattle.

The buffalo differs from the domes-
tis cattle in possessing an additional
pair of ribs as well as a much larger
spine, and the cattalo promises to
carry an exceedingly high percentage
of beef.

When Lloyd George's call came for
shells this plant had no equipment for
their manufacture. The manager made
a quichk tour of surrounding towns, vis-
iting small shops from which he bor|
rowed lathes. These were converted
into shell-making machines and in a
remarkably short time the plant was
turning out 2,000 shells a week of large
calibre.

The usual method- of “bottling” or
shapmg the nose of a shell is by hy-
draulic pressure. The plant, however,
had no presses available for the work
The government engineers offered to
supply a press but that meant a con-
siderable delay. “I won't wait for one,
said the manager. “I can bottle shells
with 4 ¢feam hammer.”

“Thosé engineers langhed at me,”
the manager said “but the hammer
worked.”

By the hydraulic progyess, shells are
bottled with the ends up. *I turned
the shells upside downsyn a mold and
hammered their noses in,” the manager
explained. “Both time and money were
saved.” Many shell factories in the
district are now employing this me-
thod.

BRITAIN WINS IN THE AIR.

That the day of German superiority
#in the air has passed is indicated by
the official statement covering the op-
jerations of the British air service for
ithe year ending July 1st, which has
puﬂ been published and which demon-
jstrates unmistakably that in all
/branches of aerial warfare Britain is
jsupreme.

During the year under review the
jprincipal theatre of aerial operations
'was on the western front and in that
ffield the British birdmen more than
idoubled the record of their enemies in
[{the number of machines they destroy-
jed. From April t0 June of this year in-
Wvo operations were carried on on
fthe Italian front and there the British
Ivictories outnumbered those of the
jenemy in the proportion of twelve to
one. In the naval branch of the serv-
fce the British airmen were completee-
i1y dominant.

The statement says that “during the
/year on the western front the British
Adr Force destroyed 2,150 hostile ma-
chines and drove down out of control
1,083, In the same period 1.094 British
machines were missing, but 92 of these
were working with the navy. Thus
/the British in France and Belgium lost
1,002 machines while actually destroy-
ing 2 150 German planes. Of the 1,083
German machines driven down out of
control many probably were destroy-
ed.”

BIG DERRICK CRASHES
ON VALLEY RAILROAD

No Person Hurt — Accident
Will Delay Construction
Work.

With a crash, the big derrick used
by the Dominion Bridge Company to
place the heavy steel girders in the
Nerepis bridge on the Valley Railway,
toppled over yesterday and lay wreck-
ed. Falling with it a big girder drop-
ped and now rests with one end on
the pier and the other fn the river.
By the greatest good fortune no one
was hurt; the roadbed was not seri-
ously damaged and the derrick is not
beyond repair. There will be some
delay in getting the work started again
and the accident will involve consid-
erable expense to the contractors.

So far as the St. John & Quebec
Railway Company, the government
owned corporation which is buflding
the road, is concerned, the only diff-
erence which the accident makes is
the delay in the completion of the
work.

The accident occurred as the big
derrick was swinging the heavy gird-
er over the bridged portion of the
structure. The track sank beneath
the weight of the car, the sleepers
broke and the big derrick toppled
over.

It will be necessary to secure hoist
ing apparatus of the strongest type
to clear the track and enable the work
to proceed.

WAR BONUS CHEQUES
FOR GOVT EMPLOYES
ARE EXPECTED SOON

From $100 To $150 For Men
Receiving Less Than $1,550
Per Annum — Only Those
With Dependents Eligible.

Government employes in St. John
are wearing the “smile that won't
come off,” and the reason is that yes-
terday word wae recedved that the war
bonue has been allocated to the differ.
ent departments and cheques will be
available in' a week or ten days.

During the last session of parlia-
ment civil seryice employes through-
out Canada petitioned the government
for a war bonus over their scheduled
rate ol pay to help meet the increas-
ed cost of living, and $3,000,000 was
voted for that purpose. On Saturday
the government met and by order in
council apportioned the bonus to the
various departments. The extra money
is to be paid to married men, widow-
ers with children, and single men with
dependent relatives and is graduated
according to the salary of the recipi~
ents. Thus employes receiving less
than $1,200 per annum -are entitled to
$150, but in no case can salary and
bonus of such men amount to more
than $1,300. Employes receiving from
$1,200 to $1,550 are entitled to $100
but in no case can salary and bonus
total more than $1,600, The ‘govern-
ment’s action is greatly appreciated.

Among other officers, hwow-
ever, the opinion prevailed that Gen-
eral Foch was rushing torwnrdlmaasas
of heavy artillery which with airplanes
would pound the interior of the Ger-
man positions from three sides.

German Losses Great.

As these officers see the situation
the very strength of the German lines
now established will make his losses
great from the concentrated fire of
the Allied artillery and aircraft. The
enemy forces occupy a wedge», the
centre of which is less than fifteen
miles distant from the hard pressing
lines of the allies at any point. A}l
his communication lines are within
gun range, once the “heavies” get up
behind the Allied lines.

There is another consideration.
Lacking railway lines on which to
manouevre, the enemy probably is
making desperate efforts to get his
biggest guns away safely. The attack
ing lines are backed by circling rail
ways on which long range weapons on
railway mounts can be shuttled back
and forth at will. It is recalled that
the German attack on Chateau Thierry
little more than a week ago was ac-
companied by the fire of big guns,
shells from which fell ten and fifteen
miles behind the lines.

The bitterness of the battle around
Chateau Thierry and along that por-
tion of the north bank of the Marne,
where the enemy still retains a foot-
ing, probably is largely due to his
determination to stave ofi Franco-
American attacks from the south at
least until the big weapons have beea
dragged back to safety,

The advance reported today through
Chatelet Forest and to the nontheast
of Epleds is beginning to menace ser-
jously enemy positions further east-
ward on the Marne which are covering
his withdrawal within the salient.

Half Million Huns.

It has been estimated that the Ger-
mans now have as many as half a mil-
lion men in the limited salient they
still hold. About forty divisions are
understood to have been identified
there. The irregularly shaped pocket
is about thirty miles broad at its base
between Solssons and Rheims, while
its greatest depth {s around twenty
miles, v

Obviously, it is said, the enemy is
badly cramped for space in which to

{ handle his huge army.

Shonld the final rail connection
northward come under direct gun fire,
it is regarded as possible by many
officers that a veritable rout would
result as the massed force of the
enemy could not all be gotten away.

Appraised at its lowest probable
value, officers say, the counter stroke
already has drawn in the enemy's
most vital necessity, his reserves, His
whole plan of campaign has been over
turned in less than a week, and it is
regarded as more than probable that
the initiative seized by General Foch
will remain in his hands permanently,
to be amplified into blows at other
parts of the line.

For this
reason the Allled efforts to forge east-
ward of Buzancy may be expected to
be redoubled and the German resist-
ance at this point will probably be of
the sternest character.

Peace Talk.

Reports from Amsterdam quote the
Socialist newspaper Vorwaerts of Ber-
lin as saying that Germany has made
use of the good offices of Spain in
suggesting to the Allies that a peace
conference should be held. The terms
suggested as the Dbasls for negotia-
tions appears to be in substance much
the same as those which have heen
advanced several times by German
statesmen in the recent past. If the
report is true this is the first time,
however, that peace suggestions have
been : made in the usual diplomatic
way, through a neutral government.

The Defeat of Tilden For the
Presidency Due To Hearing
a Secret Whispered in a
Barroom,

(Samuet Hudson in the Philadelphia
Rorth American.)
One day in the lifetime of the Fif-
tieth Congress “Sam” Randall, the
once famous protectionist Democrat,
while “slightly under the influence’ of
spirituous beverages, to which he was
unfortunately addicted, told how a
mint julep cost Samuel J. Tilden the
presidency in 1876, This is Randall's
story:

- I' happened to know that
Black had a singular and abiding faithk
that Bradley would I~ for Tilden, and
it was this confidence of Mr. Black's
that gave us hope. For it was on Brad-
ley’s vote the decision rested.
“On the afternoon that the Florida
case was concluded Justice Bradley
confided to Jerry Black the secret that
he intended o support the Democratic
position and with his written opinion
cast his vote in favor of ‘going behind
the returns,’ Jépry Black was the only
man in Washington with the exception
of Bradiey himself who was the owner
of this secret.

Mrs. McDougall was 68 ye of age
and belonged in Salt Sprin seven
miles southeast of Bloomfield, Kings
county. She had been at the hotel,
with the exception of two months or
s0 this year when she was ill.

An interesting visitor in the city
yesterday was Ralph Brown, who is
known as “the World’s Famous Pe-
destrian,” having almost completed
a circle of-thé globe on a walking
tour. Mr. Brown is an Englishman,
born in the city of London: He went
to Africa at an early age and when the
Boer war broke out he joined Kitche-
ner's Flying Scouts and was wound-
ed at the battle of Spion Kop. Takin
part in many other engagements o
that campaign Mr. Brown is proud
of the fact that he received promotion
on the fleld.

Returning to Cape Town at the
close of the war Mr. Brown found his
business as theatrical manager gone
owing to war conditions, and at Jo-
hannesburg some friends induced him
to start out on a walking trip around
the world.

The task was to be completed in five
yoars, and a living was to be made
by giving entertainments and lectures
in-the cities visited.

England was to be the end of {he
journey, but owing to the outbreak
of the present war it was not pos-
sible to finish the contract in Eng-
land. All other countries have been
covered.

The tour started at Auckland, New
Zealand, and other countries travers
ed were Australia and Tasmania
Africa, India, Ceylon, China, Russia
and America.

Mr. Brown has the signatures of
many of the rulers of the countries
as well as the governors of States,
mayors of cities and famous men llv-
ing in the countries through which
he passed.

LOST IN WOODS|

Raymond Mclntyre and Her-
bert King Had Trying Ex-
perience Near Oak Point—
Found Their Way Out Last

Evening.

Yesterday was a trying day to the
families of Henry MciIntyre and John
King of the North End. Barly in the
morning word reached the city that
Raymond Mecintyre, twelve years old,
and Herbert King, nine years old,
werg lost in the woods back of Oak
Point and had not been seen since
early Tuesday morning, and until
word came last evening that they had
been found, the anxiety was keen.

Saturday E. N, Herrington and John
King started for a camp at Iéland Lake
about two miles back from the river
at Oak Point, taking the lads with
them, and intending to return to the
city on Monday., Monday the party
decided to stay a couple of days long-
er, and Tuesday morning the two men
came in to the shore to buy some
additional provisions, leaving the boys
at the camp and charging them not
to wander away.

Atter the men had been gone for a
while the boys thought it would be
nice to také a walk and started to
explore the c¢ountry. When Mr. Her-
rington and Mr. King returned the
boys were not in sight and a search

was immediately begun, As they dld|

not want to needlessly alarm the home
folks no word was sent to the city
at that time for they did not antici-
pate any difficulty In locating the
missing lads. The afternoon passed
quickly and as it drew toward sun-
down the anxiéty of the searchers in-
creased, for no trace of the boys had
been found and the fear that they
might have been drowned began to
make fitself felt. Darkness came and
the search had to be given up for the
time, but Messrs King and Herring-
ton slept very little that night.

Barly yesterday morning word was
telephoned to the city and Henry Mc-
Intyre and Mr. King’s son left for Oak
Point in a motor boat to assist in
the search for the lost boys and all
day searching parties scqured the
woods in tfle vicinity of the camp,
but without avail. Word was sent to
the St. John Power Boat Club, of
which both Mr. Mcintyre and Mr. King
are members, and arrangements were
made by that organization to send a
number of men last evening to help
in the search for the lads if they had
not been found up to_ that time, In
pursuance of this arrangement three
boats with a crowd of men were ready
at the gquarters of the club about
seven o'clock, when word came that
the missing boys had been found. The
word was quickly conveyed by mem-
bers of the club to the homes of the
lads and needless to say it lifted a
load off the minds of the relatives,
who had begun to fear the worst.

The lads found their own way out
of the woods, coming out on the river
road near the farm of Charles Price,
about, four miles above Oak Point and
were first seen by Mr, "Paisley, who
took them te a neighbors house where
they were given something to eat, af-
ter which they were brought down
to Oak Point, and the searchers noti-
fled of their safety.

The Mcintyre boy did not seem to
be much the worse for the stay in
the woods, but the King lad was very
weak, in fact the older boy had to
carry him for some distance before
the road was reached. However after
he had been given’a good meal he
revived and scemed to be all right.
