Major Sir A. Bannerman, commandant of
the air battalion at South  Farnborough
and head of the government's aeronauts,
took the airship out of her shed this even-
ing with a crew of seven.

Finally the airship began
to descend, and drifting almost helpless-
ly, struek the trees; There was a great
crashing and rending and the bag ex-
ploded with a loud report.

Evidence put in
by the prosecution makes it appear “that
Heath, who was at work painting a bed-
room in Mrs. Dodge's house, was shot and
killed at approximately 11.49 o’clock on the
forenoon of Sept. 17 last. The exact time
that Heath met his death seems to be a
question of some importance in the view
of counsel, and a large part of the after-
noon session was devoted to the fixing of
this point. The state expects to close its
case tomorrow.

K& officially invited to attend the coro-
nation ceremonies, to get away.

Moreover, according to advices received
bere it is regarded as improbable that the
United States Senate will finally ratify the
agreement before July, and the adjourn
ment, therefore, under the circumstances,
would probably not make any very matei
ial ' difference into the final coming into
operation of the proposed reciprocal tariff

It may-be noted also in this conmnection
that there is apparently little hope of the
opposition giving up their fight against the
agreement, so long as there is a faint
proapect of its not being ratified at Wash-
ington. Little, therefore, would be gained

INJURY FROM VERMIN.

. Precautions must be taker’ to prevent in-
jury from mice, rabbits, etc. Many fail-
ures in apple growing here and elsewhere
aré caused by these pests and a large an-
nual toll in the form of dead trees is an-
nually exacted by them. As far as pos-
sible crops harboring or attracting such
pests should be avoided and the accunti-
lation of littter trash, weeds, long grass,
etc., which furnish suitable winter quar-
ters for these animals, prevented. Mice
work under the snow and damage from
them may be prevented by tramping the
snow solid round the trees after the first
snow falls. / ;

This method of protection is, howevet,
somewhat dependent on the weather. The
cheapest and safest protection is secured
by wrappifig the trunk cylinder fashion
with paper, wood veneer or some such ma-
terial. Good strong building paper, as
light as possible in color gives good satis-
faction. This mdy ‘be’ placed round the
trees in the fall,' mot! %ightly, but leaving
an inch or so’of space between the inside
of the paper and &}mbg
soil should then be motnded up around
the ‘bottom of - thé .paper to a Eeight of
‘tix'#aches.or 80. “Veneer!tree protectors,
made of thin material 14 ineh thick, 8
inches wide, %4 inches long and costing
about 85.00 per thousand will last three
or four years and afford good protection.

SUNSCALD.

This form of damage is very common
in some localities, so commbn in fact that
a tree which escapes it is a rarity. -The
greater part of the damage occurs in late
winter, or during the warm spring days
when the snow is going off: During the
warm - afternoons the sun, reflected from
the snow against the southwest sides of
the tree trunks, becomes very warm. The
trunks are thoroughly warmed on that
side.

Prepare for Warm Weather—Some
Advice Also for Patrons. -

When everything is going along smooth-
Iy in the cheese factory we are liable to
get a littie careiess; then warm weather
suddenly comes on, difficwlties immediately
arise, and we have gome of the old troubles
to contend with, and perhaps 4 few new
ones. 1t usually takes some little time to
adjust ourselves to the ehanged condition.
The milk from some. patrons arrives at
the factory overripe and taintad; some
opeh, off-flayoréd theeses are feported, and
we pudden)y wake up to the fact that shese
difficulties must be méf and overcome at
once if we are to keep up the quality of
our cheese during-the hot months. Nature
does so much for us in-gogl weather in
the way of cooling’ the milk, preventing
taints, heated cheese, and so foeth, that we
hardly realize the necessity for greater care
during warm weather; intil we are brought
up short with complaifits on quality.

The Patrons.—Build a milk-house, con-
taiting a tank preferably of cement, in
which to cool the milik. It will cost very.]
little, and will save much time and worry.
Cool the night's milk as quickly as possible
to 60 degrees, by placing the cans in the
tank of cold water. As soon as milking is
finished, put the covefs on the cans. Milk
does not require dipping or pouring. Im-
mediate cooling every might is the jmport-
ant point. If you cannot afford a milk
house,” at least provide a tank or tub in
which to place the cans, surrotinded with

water; if not, change the water a sufficient
number of times to insure proper cooling.
Use a thermometer; it costs very little,
and will pay.

Encourage your neighbor to follow these
methods. Point out to him that when the
milk arrives at the factory it must be
mixed, and that you do not intend he shall
lower the quality of your milk by neglect-
ing'his own.

Pay particular attention to washing and
scalding the cans; use a brush for washing.
Milk cannot be free from taint and in
proper condition for making finest cheese
if stored in a can not properly washed:
Discard the old rusty cans No person ecan
wash it properly. 1t has served its time;
and since becoming rusty has lost enough
dollars through tainted milk to buy many
new cans. No cheesemaker can possibly
make fine cheese from mik that is over-

Results of h‘;@;ﬁgations at Maryland

“ 1 . Experiment Station,

A number of experiments were conduct-
ed- with whipped cream by Professor C.
W. Melick and in Maryland Bulletin 136,
he gives the suthmary of his investiga-
tions: !

1. There was no difference in the whip:
ping gualities of grayity and separator
cream. When any difference is exper-
tenced it is due to other factors and not
to the method of getting the cream from
wills,

2. Cream for whipping purposes should
dontain [t least 20 per cent butier-fat, The
‘best* regfults were' obtained with cream
tontaining. frotn 25 per cent to 40 per cent
butter-f{at.

3. For best results:cream should be held
at as lowya temperature ar posgible (35 to
40 T for -at least’ two hours before whip-
ping, and should be whipped in a cool
room, =

4. For good -results cream should be from
12 to 24 hours old. This gives an oppor-
tunity for the. development of a small
amount of acid in the cream.

6. Pasteurizéd cream may be whipped as
easily as unpasteurized cream if it is thow
oughly cooled and held at 35 to 45 deg. F.
for at least two hours before whipping.

How to Secure and Improve a Dairy
Herd,

_If the individual dairyman wishes to im-
prove the dairy qualities in his herd or
provide for a nerd which will give him a
better income year after year, he can. go
aboqt it in two ways. He can by the aid
of his records from the cow testing associ-
ation, select his best cows to head the
hgrd, and by breeding them to good sires
with dairy qualities, be reasonably certain
to obtain young animals with dairy quali-
ties. The heifers of such breeding are used |
to replace the poorer cows in his herd and
in a few years he will have a herd which
(will produce much more net profit for the
same labor and feed. ’

The second way is to buy from reputable
breedets dairy cows of known qualities or
young heifers of good breeding. But- the
price asked for such animals, while it may
not be exorbitant, is usually more than the |
ayerage farmer is willing to pay, and he
will find that if he wants goué) dairy cows
he must raise them himself. And his suc-
cess will depend on his realization of the
great law in breeding that ‘‘like begets like !
or the likeness of an anceStor.”” Just as|
surely as the good dairy cow, as a rule,
produces offspring as good or better than
herself, so surely must he expeet offspring
without dairy qualities from the poor dairy

his best dairy animals for mothers of his!
future herd. |

The systematic dairyman fixes a mini-
mum production as a standard of excel-
lence in a mature cow, and while one is|
content if a cow prodnces him 250 pounds!

Do not be annoyed, and talk of going to
some other factory, if some morning the
cheesemaker returns the milk. He would
not do it-if he thought it passible to make
good cheese from it. He must be the judge
of the milk, and, although anxious to se-
cure all the milk he can get of good qual-
ity, yet, in justice to himself and to the
other patrons, he is obliged to reject sour
dnd tainted milk. ‘He has no ‘‘grudge”’
against you. Remember, it is far better
that a few cans of tainted milk should be
rejected than that a whole vat of milk
should be spoiled. The maker at the other
factory has no .dedire to take in sour or
tainted milk; then, why expect him to ac-
cept what your own maker tells you is
unfit for making fine cheese? Instead,
then, of finding fault because the milk is
returned, look for the cause and remove it.

The dairy instructors will come to the

The cheesemaker.—Keep everything in
and about the factory clean and tidy, then
insist on the patron sending sweet, clean
milk in bright cans.

None of them
proved as effective as a low temperature
and the dévelopment cr addition of lactic
ac’d. The addition of an excess of gela-
tine ahove 10 per cent or of corn starch
above 20 per cent caused a lumpy cream
when whipped.

10. The use of egg albumen with cream
when whipped separately and mixed, pro-
duccd a lighter foam, but bad no effect
upbn the time required to whip. When
mixéd before the egg albumen was whip-
ped, al temperatures above 40 degrees I,
the whipping was retarded.

11. The use of vanilla extract used in
ordinary quantities had no effect upon the
whipping qualities of cream.

12. The charging of cream with carbenic
acid gas without pressure had no effect on
its wnipping qualities, but caused it to re-
main sweet from 12 to 24 hours longer.

13. The use of cream from cows near
the end of their lactation period whipped
with stightly more difficulty than did cream
from iresh covs.

14. Wihipped cream will not keep sweet
as loug as unwhipped cream.

15. When any additions are " made to

PROFITABLE DAIRYING

s

The Individual Animal an Important
" Factor in Results.

How to make most money from the
dairy is the problem with all dairy farm-
ers. Some suggestions on this point are
given in a bulletin entitled “The Individ-
ual Animal as the Unit in Profitable
Dairying,” issued by the New York Ex-
peritnent. Station at Geneva (N. Y.) Al-
though the main facts discussed refer par-
ticularly to dairying in New York State,
they are of equal .interest to the dairy-
men in New DBrunswick. The bulletin is
summarized as follows:

“The station dairy herd is a selected
herd, mainly pure blood Jerseys and Jer-
sey gradeém, averaging about 6,000 1bs. per
yvear of 5.4 per cent milk.

The improvement
is greatly retarded if the cows one year
are bred to a Jersey bull and the next
year to a Hofstein or Shorthorn or any
other breed, and the improvements cannot
be expected at all if the cows are bred to
bulls of unknown breeding or ancestry.
That sort of breeding or crossing should be
discontinued, and the sooner the better.
Breeding within a certain breed is always
to be preferred.—Bulletin, Michigan Dairy
and Food Department.

BREEDING HORSES

Suggestions for Guidance of Farmers
That Appreciate Good Stock.

Regarding the principles and practice of
horse breeding the following suggestions

may be oulined for the guidance of fa.xjm
ers in conducting their horse \)ret‘dmg!
operations: |

1. Commence grading up the farm horse|
gtock by mating carefully selected, sound,|
suitable mares with sound, prepoteut
muscular, pure-bred registered stallions. |

2. Continue year after year to use thej
best obtainable pure-bred stallions of the|
character and breed first chosen and never
out-cross to any other breed.

3. Do not use any stallion that is un
sound, unsuitable - partially impotent, un
licensed or not registered in a recognized
stud book. i

4. Do not breed from any mare that is
deformeéd, sick, diseased, vicious, unsuit-
able, a poor milker, or a cross mother.

5. Breed horses with theobject of steadi-
ly improving the stock on the farm and
advanecing the horse breeding industry of
the province.

6. Do not retain for breeding purposs

any colt that is not pure-brd and eligible
to registry in a recognized stud bood.
7. Properly feed, shelter and care for
pregnant and nursing mares and from
birth until ready for market nourish
their offspring in such a way as to pre-
vent stunting and insure perfect develop-
ment.

8. Encourage the working of pure-bred
stallions sufficient to keep them healthy,
muscular, prepotent and prevent pamper-
ing, weakness, partial impotence and ac-
tual sterility and so tend to insure vigor,

DEMONSTRATION ORCHARD WORK 1N
YORK, SUNBURY AND ALBERT 0.’

The. provincial department of agricul-
ture, under the ditection of the horticul-
turigt, bas taken hold this spring of the
orchard of Joseph Hawkins, Sugar Island,
York county, and a -portion of the orch-
ards of J. W. Clark, Maugerville, Sun-
bury county, and of H. L. Steeves, Lower
Coverdale; Albert county, with the aim
of giving as compléte a demonstration as
possible of the duccessful renovation and
arrangement of bearing orchards. These
orchards have already been prumed, the
rough bark seraped off the trees and
wounds resulting from sunscald, canker,
ete., carefully cut back and painted. A
dormant spraying consisting of commer-
cial lime sulphur, diluted with water one
to nine for the purpose of destroying the
oyster shell scale and removing lichens
and other fungous growths has already
been applied. It is intended to apply
three other sprays for the control of the
apple scab, codling moth worm and leaf
eating insects as follows: 4

Ist. Just as leaf buds are swelling.

2nd. Just before blossoms open.

3rd. Just after blossoms fall

In the orchards in Albert and York,
a medium application of barn vard ma-
nure is to be ploughed under, and then
about 800 pounds of basic slag and 500
pounds of sulphate of potash scattered
broadcast and harrowed. In the York

county orchard about 300 pounds of nit-
rate of soda will also be applied. The
orchard at Maugerville being on intervale
land will not be ploughed, but top dress
ings of fertilizers will be experimented
with a modification of the sod mulch sy
tem followed.
