That hé will exert himself to the
atmost ‘to wip, the electors know ; it is,
therefore, & ‘duty they owe to themselves
and theinterestsof the County to see to it
that he is defeated. The other candiddtes
belong to the County,and either one would
far better represent the constituency than
Mr. Domvﬁi Y .

The Visitor, on the eve of the 'St. John
County election, in the latest number of
the paper issued before polling day, pub-
lished an article calculated and in-
tended to injure the prospects of one of
the candidates. The act, we are glad to
be able to state, had no ihjutiots effect,
when #ts bearing Was exposed and gerte-
rally understood in the religious body
who were expected to be influéiiced by’
it. We don't believe the Infelligencer’s
movement will have ahy better success.
When & teligious journal traveéls out of
its sphere and becomes mixed up with
a mere pérsonal contest; when without.
sufficient cause, or any chﬁse},'a}‘nd con-.
trary to the spirit of fair play, it employs
the influence which it might fairly wield,
in spiritual matters to under-rate and
write down one of three candidates-snd-
work up a tombination against him
alone, it acts improperly and invokes in’
every breast a spirit of resistance to its
dictam. We'consider this attack of the,
Intelligencer worth one hundred and fifty
votes to Mr. Domville. Tt will make
him strive all the harder to win a tri-
umph; it will, also, provoke his leading
supporters to more vigorous eflort; and
among all who believe that religious
journals should be above the little arts
of “parish politicians” it Wwill create a
sympathy for Mr. Domvilte which he
might never have-obtained had the 7n-
telligencer not been guilty of this piece
of gross injustice. As inthe case of the
Visitor, the article appears in the last
isstie of the paper préceding the election,
Mr. Domville or his friéhds Being thus)
precluded from replying intime to feach’
the electors. This may be considered
the height of strategy; it may indicate
the very sublimity of electioneering
craft,—that is, in tHe'eyes of those who
resort to “ways that are dark and tricks
that are vain,” but‘to the honest, unbias-
sed electors, who do love fair play and
just judgment, it will be pronounced
treacherous and unmanly.

As statements of fact the allegations
in the Infelligencer are incorrect. The
leading men and the electors generally
know and admit that Mr. Domville’s
chances of election are excellent. The
editor of the Intelligéncer was at the
hustings at Hampton -yesterday, and if
he did not know before he must under-
stand now that it is géneérally consider-
ed that Mr. Domville’s prospects are as

~good as the best. It is equally untrue
and unfair to state that he does not be-
long to the County, and to declare that
the interests of the County require his
defeat, the very reverse being the fact.
The. electors are the best :judges, and
they are declaring everywheére for Mr.
Domville.

The King’s County Nominatiom.

Yesterday was a great day for King’s
County. The County Buildings having
been located on the lifie of Raflway, can
how be easily reached, and the people
‘of King’s manifested their interest in
public affairs by crowding Hampton
yesterday morning. Four cars full of
politicians disembarked from the early
train, representing all stripes of politics
and all sections of the County. There
were men from Upham, Havelock amd
Studholm, from Bufternut ‘Ridge and
Springfield. Sussex sent a large dele-
gation, and the home parish, Hampton,
_was, of course, fully represented. A
number of St. Joln people, who are in-
terested in King’s County politics, went
up in the morning trains,—some favor-
ing Sharp, some Domville, and some
McCready. Thegathering probably in-
cluded more of the solid and influential
men of the County than were ever be-
fore assembled at ome point within its

speaking on the whole was good. Mr.
McCready, who opened the ball, speaks
With considerable ease, fluency and con-
fidence. Dr. Sharp impresses the hear-
‘er with confidence in his sincerity, and,

| while less fluent and ready than Mr.

McCready, his remarks carry weight
with them. Mr. Domville, of whom
nothing was expected in the line of
speech-making, made a fine impression
by his candor and the off-hand manner
in whieh he dealt with the several topics
of his address. Each of the candidates
was represented in the crowd by a large
body of partisans, who cheered when
their favorites opened and closed and
made telling points: Everything passed
off pleasantly, with the exception of a
strong personal altercation that sprung
up between Dr. Sharp and Mr. Mc-
Cready with reference to statemeuts al-
leged to have been made by the latter
in the course of his canvass. A rare
scene was enacted. The Doctor assert-
ed that Mr. McCready had said that the
Doctor had advised him to retire from
the contest five years ago, and when he
offered again he would support him.
Mr. McCready denied having said that
the Doctor had promised his support.
Dr. Sharp called upon several parties
who were listening to him to corrobo-
rate his gtatement, and these parties
stood forward and gave Mr. McCready
a flat contradiction. In reply, Mr. Mec-
Cready urged that they must have mis-
understood him, and argued that under
the circumistances it was easy for them
to be mistaken. This affair was the
most unpleasant incident of the day, and
whoever was right or whoever wrong,
the effect upon the partizans of Messrs.
Sharp and McCready was to add fresh
fuel to the strife as between those two
gentlemen. The proceedings ooccupied
the best part of the day, and resulted,
on the whole, favorably to Mr. Dom-
ville’s prospects.

Mr. Domville’s Speeeh at King’ Coun=-
ty Nomination.

[From the Telegraph and Journal.]

Mr. Domville said he wanted no cloak,
but everything should be done, 4s far 4s he
was concerned, squarély and openly. He
wags present belore the electors, first to de-
fend his character and next to give his
political vows. He was a resident and pro-
perty holder of Rothesdy. He had been
seven years in the country, and though
New Brunswick held out thé promise of
citizenship to the immigrant, yet he must
be treated by one opponent asa stranger
without a right to aspire to a position as
representative of the County in which he
lived! He was obliged to Dr. Sharp and his
friends for the uniform courtesy with which
they bad treated him all through the can-
vass. The Doctor bad promised as much
from the first, and he bhad kept his word,
and if they sent him to Ottawa he would
keep his word there also.

The pail factory owned by him in the
Uounty is not 4 3hell. He paid taxes od
&7.500 for it this year, The place wasnot
suitable for the manufacturé of nails, and
he took from it only $1,500 worth of ma-
chinery. He bad recently organized a com-
pany and ihtended to utilize the building
by converting it into a Wooden ware manu-
factofy, which he knew would pay well,
and give employment to a large numher of
persons. He believed that the day was not
far distant when thousands of people would
be required to work the manufactories of
King’s County, and he wanted the men of
King's. or any others, only to come to him
with manufacturing schemes, and show
him that they would pay, and he would see
that they did not lack capital to carry them
into effect.

He had endeavored to purchase the Wig-
gins property two years ago. Mr. Wiggins
had been offered $18,000 for it. He went
away to England and took his gold—the
labor of the country—with him. While he

In reply to an elector Mr. Domville said
that Mr. Mitchell's place would probably
be filled from a North Shore County.

He believed the interests of St. John and
King’s Counties were identical, for while
St. John increased its manufactories and
the number of its operatives and factories
crossed its limit into King’s, the farmers
of King’s would find readier and better
sale for their produce and could not be
competed with in the trade because of its
close and ample railway connection. He
would =ay that King's wanted factories
and she should have them.

John and King’s Counties, building houses
for his workmen and making them com
fortable.

An elector : Will you support Tilley ?

Mr. Domville replied that he would sup-
port Tilley or any other man who would
brmf in measures he approved of, but he
would 8 1pport no man who did not: eni il
the electors did 0.t like hi: course and get

up a1eju 8 tion fr him ¢ do <0 he wo.ld
resign. He knew he would be elected—"e
could read it in the faces of the electors
before him, although he had never studied
metaphysics. He asked the electors to
remember that General Williams and
Judge Haliburton. both of thé Matitime
Provinces, had obtained seats in the Par-
iament of Eogland, and it should not
therefore be urged against him that he
was a stranger and that it was tod much
for him to ask them to vote for him. A
market was wanted for the produce of the
farms ; those who raised 100 tons of hay
should raise twice as much, and so with
everything ; and the example of the Ameri-
cans should be followed, who send their
produce to the West Indies and South
Amerita in steamers. The thing could be
done, and it only required the men of
King’s. themselves to devise the scheme and
show capitalists it would pay and they
could get the money to do 1t with. The
Americans send ice to China ; there is no
scarcity of it here, and we could enter into
that trade as well as any one else. In or-
der for the County to be prosperous it must
produceé more than its consumption. He
advisad the farmers to put their surplus
money into business of some kind.

In ‘answer toa question on the School
Law, he replied that it was unconstitution-
al for the Dominion Parliament to inter-
fere with it.

In reply to a questionon the River du Loup
railway, he said he had been a director one
year, but the proceedings did not suit him,
and he was now out of it, at some loss to
bimself. He believed, however, that the
road would be built, for the company had
bought two ship loads of iron, which was
daily expected to arrive in St. Jobn. He
advised those before him to work up the
scheme for their own road, and when they
got it in condition to present to agreeable
people like those in London, to let them
have it.

He had great faith in the mines, and if
companies were properly formed people
would put their money into them. Mr
Domville referred to some other matters
which he thought the people might {'udi
ciously turn their attention to, and closed
his speech amid cheers.

The Bloomingdale Asylum.
[From the Boston Post.]

Charles Reade might find the material
for another ‘‘Hard Cash,’” or ** Terrible
Temptation,’’ in the charges of Mr. Van
Vieck and the affidavits of Mr. and Mrs.
Erwin, concerning the conduct of the
Bloomingdale Asylum for the insane. The
horrors related of that institution we
would be glad to refer to the imagination
of an unbalanced mind, so repugnant are
they to humanity and so outraging to
decency. Mr. Van Vleck’s story, however.
is s0 calm and straightforward as tv com-
mand a more weighty consideration. Torn

from his breakfast table in the spring of

last year, hustled into a carriage,driven to
the Asylam and placed in confinement,
from which he did not emerge for nine
months, he was allowed no means of
proving his sanity, and, although conscious
of the injustice of tho outrage upon his in-

dividual liberty, it was only by chance
that he secured the opportunity ot effecting
his release through the law. The pro-

gress of the suit which he bas instituted,
with the production of the diary kept by
him while in the Asvlum will be watched

with interest, as affording evidence of the
truth or the exagzeration of the charges
against the institution;  but, meantime,
writs are issued for the release of other
patients alleged to be illegally confined,
and the depositions of two assistants in the
Asylum offer accusations even more ter-
rible than that made by Mr. Van Vleck in
his own case. - Mr. Irwin, lately a keeper
in the institution, testifies to the grossest
neglect of patients on the part of the phy
sician, the matron and the attendants
generally. Six weeks wounld sometimes
elapse without a visit from the physician,
applications would pass unheeded, and an
utter indifference was manifested as to the
welfare of the patients. ‘‘ Knock him in
the bead,’’ was the advice given by the
physician to an attendant who complained
of the trouble made by one of the unfor-
tunates under his charge. * Let him
die ; his friends will be glad to be rid of
him,’’ was the recommendation in another
c 89.

A yet graver charge is that made by Mr.
[rwin relative to the death of a Mr. Tilton,
of New York. Thisgentleman, it appears,
was in a fair way to recover, when, after
swallowing the medicine sent up from the
dispensary one evening, he was taken
with a sudden illness and died before mid-
pight. ‘¢ By George! I didn’t intend to
send him any medicine,”” was the only
comment of the physician, who held no in-
quest but hurried away the body. Equal-
ly borrible is that portion of Mrs. Irwin’s
affidavit which tells of the death of Miss
McDonald, a lady of fifty years, The female
attendant, annoyed by the groans and
screams of the unfortunate woman, would
‘¢ seize her by the throat and jam her head
against the wall until blood flowed from
her mouth,” and vary this treatment by
beating her black and blue. At length,
one day when the attendant made com-
plaint of the patient as noisy at night,
Miss McDonald retired to her room for a
moment, speedily emerging with her cloth-
ing in flames. T'he physician did nothing
for her relief for an hourafter the accident.,
and she died a terrible death. Thc chok-
ing, beating and abuse of patients is sworn
to by both of these deponents, whose ac-
counts of the morals of the institution are
equally shocking. The spring locks and
the grated windows of asylums for the in-
sane oppose such impracticable barriers to
the acquisition of a definite knowledge of
what passes within their walls, that abuses
impossible elsewhere may be possible there ;
but without giving undue credence to the
statements of Mr. Van Vleck and the Ir-
wins, which are, of course, entirely ex
parte the public will find epough in them
to warrant the demand for an investigation,
at once thorough and impartial. It is a
watter whose effect will extend beyond
Bloomingdale and New York city, and in
which every man, sane or insane, has a
personal interest.

—Mr. Lewis L. Jennings, Editor-in-
Chief of the New York Times, was arrested
on Wednesday afternoon on & charge of
libel, preferred against him by General
Judson Kilpatrick. The ground of the
proceedings is an offensive implication
upon the character of the prosecutor con-
tained in the following paragraph, which
appeared in the Times of last Saturday :—
<« Judson Kilpatrick, New Jersey, for-
merly Minister to Chili, tried Yo force an
abandoned woman into Chilian society,
and was recalled. Has long been & re-
proach to the Republican party, and has
now happily gone over to the Democrats.”
Gen. Kilpatrick, on arriving in New York
on Wednesday, at once made an affidavit
before Judge Hogan that the subject mat-
ter of the article was false,and a** wicked,
wilful and atrocious libel,” snd requested
that & warrant be issued immediately for

_ the arrest of the offender. In vindication
of his conduct, Gen. Kilpatrick says that
in 1868 the Times, then under the manage-
ment of Heary J. Raymond, warmly sup-
ported him as a soldier and a diplomat,
and it was not until he withdrew from the
Administration party - that he was de

nounced by that journal. That the Times
was willing to acknowledge him asa man
of honor is plainly seen by the editorials
which it contained four years ago, not only
repudiating the libel just published, but
also upholding him in his policy while
Minister at Chili. Gen. Kilpatrick admits
that a lady accompanied him to Chili, but
she was his mother-in-law, who had been
advised by her physician to take a sea voy-
age. While to Chili be merried a lady
who was the niece of the Archbishop of
Chili and also of the presidentof that time.
Mr. Jennings has been liberated, at the
request of the prosecutor, upon his own
recognizances, and on Monday thecase will
come belore the Grand Jury.

—The charitable societies of Great Brit-
ain it would seem are in a highly flourish-
ing condition. The Manchester Unity Or-
der of 0dd Fellows shows a membership of
458,000, witha capital of fifteen million
dolars. The income of the Order isstated
to have been three and oue balf millions
during the year 1871, while the expendi-
tures for sick and for funerals during the
same period were two and a half millions ;
the Order of Druids has over 71,000 mem
bers, and the National Independent Order
of Odd Fellows has 35,600 ; the Shepherds
have 45,715 members, with a yearly income
of two hundred and fifty dollars ; the Free
Gardeners have 83,136 members ; and a
number of others, newly started, range
from 5,000 to 10,000. These societies; it
should be understood, have nothing to do
with the numerous trades unions of Great
Britain, but are solely and wholly for
charitable purposes.

Watchmaking in Switzerland.

[From the Swiss Times of May 30.h.]

E have already drawn attention to the an-
nual meeting of the Society of Arts held
on the 23rd current, under the presidentship of
. Th. de Saus ure, and are now able to furnish
some further details.
. Professor Soret, in delivering a most interest-
ing report, passed in review the operations of
the Industrial section, in reference to Com
merce, laying great stress upon the competition
that has taken placé in the manufacture of
chronometers: This-competition was instjtuted
with the object of testing the workmanship and
precision of chronometers turned out by Gene:
vese manufacturers, and none but those adopted
for pocket use were admitted. They were de
posited in charge of the authorities at the Ob-
servatory, and underwent the most searching
ordeal possible to be applied to pocket instru
ments of this clase. The jury epecially retained
to decide the difficult question as to whom to
award the palm of excellency unanimously de
cided in favor of Messrs. J. M. Badollet & Co.
This firm having carried off the sole prize by
exhibiting a chronometer_which fulfilled in the
highest degree every condition required, erown-
ed their firet success by gaining honorable men-
tion for two other chronometers. The allusion
to this triple honor was received with enthu-
siastic applause, and Professor Humbert, Presi-
dent of the Fine Arts Section, closed the meet-
ing with a happy and humorous dissertation up-
on subjects connected with this department.
