The Riot in the Legislature.
A graphic account of the disgraceful 

scenes with whjch, the session of the 
Legislature closed Winy be found among 
our special telegrams. They are simply 
scandalous, and bring our law-making 
body into deserved contempt- The 
chairs, desks and windows that were 
smashed will have to be repaired at the 
public expense,and a close examination 
of the account of the Board of W orks will 
show that tho expense is by no means tri„ 
fling. Members carefully leave their good 
hats at home, so as to save themselves any 
personal lose, but they do not have tie 
furniture removed from the House of 
Assembly before beginning their school- 
br.y rioting. The furniture is public 
property and may be destroyed at will 
by the people’s representatives. A spree 
of this kind in a hotel or saloon would 
be followed by a bill of expenses, and 
the public buildings are therefore select­
ed by the riotous gentlemen.

Mr. Speaker Vail, however, has the 
honor of prostituting his authority over 
the House by converting his official 
room into a drinking saloon. Instead of 
inviting the members into a neighbor­
ing bar-room or hotel dining room he 
has wine and all the requisites carted 
to the House of Assembly anchthere en­
tertains the members. Why was a 
room in the public buildingsseleoted for 
this entertainment?

He 
was glad that pnbUc sentiment had com­
pelled the Government to adopt the course 
they voted against a few days before, and 
thus voting want.of-confldence in them­
selves. He hoped there would be no 
failure in giving the committee power to 
examine witnesses under oath.

Sir John said he would guarantee that 
some constitutional method would be 
adopted, bÿ'tyhich the Committee would 
be given the necessary power.

A rambling discussion followed, oppo­
sition leaders suggesting difficulties in 
the way of constructing and empowering 
the committee. Holton would not have 
it a customary Parliamentary Committee, 
for that could not examine witnesses 
under oath; and he would not have a 
Royal Commission issued, for that might 
place the committee too much in the 
hands of the Government.

After awhile Sir John grew indignant. 
Said he “ I have consented to everything 
that honorable gentleman opposite bavé 
asked for in this matter. I have as­
sented to more than they had a 
right to expect under ordinary 
and Parliamentary rules. I have done 
all that is necessary to vindicate the 
conduct ot the Government, and defend 
my own honor as its leader; but gentle­
men opposite won’t be satisfied with any­
thing, and I tell them plainly that I will 
go no further, and if they are not con­
tent with what I propose, I wUl with­
draw part of it, and simply 
for an ordinary Parliamentary Commit­
tee.” [Loud cheers.]

This firm stand closed the discussion 
at once, and the House proceeded to 
elect the committee, which is done in this 
way :

All the members are called in, the roU 
called, and as each man’s name is called 
he has to name the member whom he 
wishes to sit on the committee. The 
Opposition had decided upon Blake and 
Dorion, while the Government side chose 
Hon. James McDonald of Piéton, John 
Hillyard Cameron, and Mr. Blanchet. 
Each of the five gentlemen received 
about the same number of votes, the 
total Opposition votes being 70 and the 
Government 104, showing a majority of 
Government supporters present of 34.

I thank you for the liberal appropria­
tions placed at my disposal for the public 
service, and I trust that their prudent 
expenditure wUl hereafter receive your 
entire approval.

I cannot forbear expressing my belief 
that the justice and fair dealing of the 
Dominion Government in reference to 
our financial claims will enable you here­
after to greatly extend your liberality in 
opening up the resources of the Pro­
vince.

Mr. President and Honorable Gentle­
men of the Legislative Council :

Mr, Speaker and Gentlemen of the House 
of Assembly ;

The exclusive powers assigned to you 
by the British North America Act are 
of such magnitude and importance as to 
require legislative skill and experience of 
a high order, and it has been most grati­
fying to me to observe the care and 
thoroughness with which you have con­
ducted the legislation of the session.

It must be gratifying to us all to ob­
serve the rapid progress of our new 
Dominion in every department of pro­
ductive inçjustiy, and its consequent fin­
ancial stability at the present time. Let 
us hope that as we advance in material 
greatness we may also In usefulness, 
which cannot fail to satisfy the loftiest 
aspirations of the Christian and the 
patriot.
