WILLIAM IN WAR PAINT.

Berlin, Nov. 8.—Emperor William
Yesterday enjoyed one of those military
displays which have become remari-
able of recent years from the fact
that he takes advantage of such occa-
sions to make some utterance which
is commented upon for a long time at-
terwards. He did not fall to do so
yesterday, and although there was
nothing astonishing in his address, it
contained a sharp reference to soclal-
fsm. The cause of the military turn-
out was the swearing in of the recruits
of the regiments of the guard, which
was accompanjed by the usual cere-
mony. His 6K Majesty made a short
speech to the young soldiers, remind-
ing them that they now belonged to
his army, and bidding them especially
to be mindful of the honor which was
theirs in being attached to the guard.
He added: “Before all things you
should trust to God to preserve your
own honor and be faithful to your
Emperor and coumntryv, whether against
foreign or an iInternal foe.” Gen. Von

NATIONAL PROGRESS AND PER-
MANENCE.

Edinburgh, Nov., 8—The United
States ambassador, the Hon. Thomas
F. Bayard, delivered the inaugural ad-
dress last evening to the Philosophical
Society It was entitled: “Individual
Liberty the Germ of National Prog-
ress and Permanence.” The paper
read by the American ambassador
was a scholarly and patriotic docu-
ment, upon which Mr. Bayard had
evidently devoted much labor. The
most striking passages were those in
which he denounced socialism and pro-
tection. During the course of his re-
marks he said: *The deep movement
Wwill not rest in the breasts of men.
The weight of armed repression and
the upheavals of popular discontent are
plainly discernable. While in some
countries the consolidation of the em-
})lre progresses remarkably, in others
ts disentegration 1is equally significant.
The old dynasties are drifting hope-
lessly or sinking palpably.” After al-
luding to the preparations'for war on
land and sea—which, he asserted, were
never so formidable as today; to the
increasing burdens of militarism, and
to the hostile attitude assumed to-
wards each other of capital and labor,
Mr. Bayard remarked: “The movement
of today is toward State Socialism as
an opposing force to autocracy, either
of which 18 despotism.” The American
ambassador then dwelt at length on
the theme of his address, saying that
however society is framed, it is by per-
sonal characteristics and individual
Qualities that its affairs in the end
must be decided. He continued: “We
are witnessing the decline and fall of
once mighty empires, as the result of
despotic government and the destrue-
tion of personal freedom, while those
nations whieh have safeguarded the
freedom of the individual have ¢hang-
ed the face of the world.”

Two Hundred Policemen Overcome by
Five Thousand Women

The Police Had to Use Force—How the
Inspecior Gained One Vic'ory.

New York, Nov. 8.—Neither the love
of the world for a lover nor the cur-
iosity of the people concerning the
wealthy nor yet that lurking weakness
in the American heart for folks of titie
can account gsatisfactorily for the
ameazing throng that covered both side-
walks of Fifth avenue for three blocks
in both directions from St. Thomas’
Church, in which Miss Vanderbilt and
the Duke of Marlborough were married
Wednesday.

TWO HUNDRED POLICEMEN
THERE.

Ag nearly as one could estimate it
from 6,000 to 7,000 people were gathered
between Fiftieth Aand Fitty-sixth
streets. Of these 5,000 were women.
To keep the space in front of the
church clear and to hold the crowd
within decent bounds Acting Inspector
Cortright had 200 men to help him,
And he needed them, and could have
made advantageous use of 500 more.

Ingpector Cortright showed great
tact. His was a trying situation. Many
of the policemen felt a strong tempta-
tion at times to club some of he wo-
men, but their commander took pains
that the gentlest means possible should
be employed. There was only one in-
cident that ruffied his temper, but his
revenge was sublime. At 11 o’clock
he gave orders to his men that the
sidewalk in front of the church must
be kept clear.

“I don’t claim to own the sidewalks,”
enswered the acting inspector with
perfect courtesy.

THE FINAL RUSH.

The chimes of St. Thomas' began to

Again the group around the entrance

And so the
carriage moved through a narrowing
lane of excited women whom the po-
lice ecould not hold hold back and who
waved their hands and cried: “Good
luck!” and “God bless you!” and then
turned around and abused the police-
men who were trying to save them
from being ruh over,

From the church at Fifty-third street
tc the park entrance at Fify-ninth
street this enthusiasm followed the
carriage. There the bridal couple es-
caped and the crowd came back to
watch the Pfashionable people come
out of the church. Some of the women
tried to break into the church to ob-
tain flowers, but the police barred the
way. '

It was 2 o'clock before the crowd had
entirely dispersed, and at that hour
the policemen, worn out in mind and
in body, returned to their precincts.

Many More Armenians Massacrred—The
Sulian May Declare a Holy War,

Constantinople, Nov. 3.—The greatest
eéxcitement reigns here. The Grand
Vizier, Kiamil Pasha, hays; resigned,
and Hali Rifat Pasha h/as been ap-
pointed to succeed him. T'he new Min-
istry is as follows:

Hali Rifat Pasha, Grand Vizier; Said
Pasha, President of the Council of
State; Tweflk Pasha, MJnister for Fore
eign Affairs; Hassan J’asha, Ministepr
of Marine; Riza Pasha, Minister of
War; Memduh Pasha, Minister of the
Interior; Abdur Rahman Pasha, Min~
ister of Justice; Sabri Pasha, Ministes
of Finance; Arifi Paslha, Minister withe
out portfolio,

The new vizier is expected to have a
conciliating influence, but it is noct
thought that he will be able to accom=
plish anything rem.arkable.

A fresh crop of revolutionary pla=
cards was scattefed broadcast today.
Even at the Porte’s house a letter was
found giving the Sultan the alterna-
tive of abdication of assassination.

WHOLESALE MASSACRES.

Reports are reaching the embassies
from all directjons of wholesale mas-
sacres, and the victims now include
Greeks and Maronites.

The report 1is gaining ground, even
in diplomatic circles, that the Sﬁltan
has ordered the extermination of the
Armenian race. The excitement is
spreading to Syria, Bagdad and
Mosul. i

Murder and rapine are rampant
throughout Armenia. The number of
the Kkilled must not be reckoned by
hundreds or by thousands, but by tens
of thousands, and reports from Syria
declare that the Armenians have been
massacred under direct orders from
the Government.

A MOST SIGNIFICANT ACT.

The joint action of the foreign min-
isters, and their individual and per-
emptory demands upon the Porte is
regarded as the most grave and sig-
nificant demonstration of recent years.
They told the Porte plainly that force
would be used unless the Turkish Gov-
ernment took adequate action to pro-
tect the Armenians. As each dap
passes, however, the situation be=
comes more and more alarming. From
Syria, especially, the most disquieting
rumors are coming, and that they are
based on facts is shown by the mob-
ilization of twenty battalions of Redifs
out of the 60 available. The Armen=
ians are said to be receiving support
from unexpected sources, and the Tur-
kish Government may soon be face to
face with an open and widespread re-
volt.

ARMY AND NAVY DISAFFECTED.

The dissatisfaction against the rule
of the Suitan has extended to the
Turkish army and navy. Nobody here
would be astonished to hear of an out-
break in the palace itself; in fact, peo-
ple assert that only a prompt show of
force upon the part of the Huropean
fleets can avert fit.

Trustworthy reports, which. have
been received here from Erzerount
state that it has been established be-
yond dispute that the Turkish troops
took part in the recent massacre and
pillage of Armenians there,.

EVERYBODY WATCHED.

The police of this city are kept busy
night and day watching everybody and
everything. Two servants of English
merchants have been seized and the
merchants’ papers taken from them.
The merchants promptly complaineq,
and Hon. Michael Herbert has made
strong representations to the Porte.

A HOLY WAR.

The mere calling out of the army
reserves wil have little or no effect.
They cannot be relied upon. Nothing
can be done, unless a holy war is pros
claimed, and that could only be done
by inflaming the religious fanaticism
of the Turk against the Christians.
This, it is believed, the Porte would
not hesitate to do In the case of any
invasion of the Turkish dominions.

BRITISH PRESS COMMENT.

The London Daily News prints &
Constantinople dispatch giving the de-
tails of the arrest at the 'postoffice of
the servants of British merchants. The
‘dispatch adds that the foreign po<t-
offices are surrounded by spies, and
there Is serious danger of a conflict
between them and the foreigners. Thae
setting of the spies and the arrest of
the messengers is a violation of the
treaty obligations. Hon. M. H. Her-
bert, the British charge d’affaires, is
moving in the matter.

A cipher letter has been recived
from Erzingan stating that 2,000 Ar-
menlans have been killed in the rioting
there.

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The Detroit Wreek,

Thirty-Two Bodies Taken From the
Ruins,

e e

Som® of Them Holding in Their Hands
the Toolis They Had Been Using.

—

Detroit, Mich., Nov. 8§.—The work
of recovering the bodies of victims of
the Journal boiler explosion continued
yesterday. Death had come 1O the vic-
| tims of the disaster so suddenly that
many of them were found in the very
attitudes in which they were at the
moment of the explosion. Fourteen
bodies were taken out of the ruins be-
tween 6 o'clock in the morning and 5
o'clock in the evening, making 32 so
far found. Up to b o'clock everybody
taken from the ruins had been identi-
fied. }
Three bodies were found together un-
der the debrig in the alley in the
rear of the Journal puilding. There
were two men and & woman in the
group. The woman's body l1ay wedg-
ed in between the other bodies. She
was Lou Freitz, gpprentice in the
machine shop of the Rogers Typo_graph
Company.  In her hand she still held
the small instrument with which she
was working. On_ either side of her
were Bradley and Derby, the car-
penters, who were caught while mak-
ing some alterations in the building.
Bradley held in his death grasp the
hand axe with which he had been
working when the accident occurred,
poised as if he was delivering a blow,
while Derby’s hands firmly grasped
the piece of wood which he was ap-
parently steadying for Bradley when
the two men and the girl were blown
through the building and covered
with debris.

Neison La Croix, a Journal press-
gan, counted among the missing,
turns out to have been sick in bed
at the time of the disaster, and Liz-
zie Taylor was confounded with Liz-
zie Weidbusch.

The cause of the fatality was de-
veloped, when a piece of one of
{the Dboilers was uncovered by the
wreckers. The boiler had been torn
in two in the middle, tubes, rivets |
and plates parting as cleanly as if!
they were cut by a cold chisel. A
piece of the boiler had evidently
been driven in each direction by the
force of the explosion. The piece
found disclosed to the expert engin-
eers who examined it that the
ecause of the explosion Was low
water. This throws the responsibil-
ity upon the engineer and the own-
ers of the building. The former had
i been repeatedly warned that he was
1too careless by neighboring engineers,
while the owners of the property had
peen given at least one formal notice
that he was negligent. The owners
of the property are the heirs of the
late Congressman Newberry, who
was the business partner of Senator
McMillan. The engineer is Thos. M.

Claims for Damages Presented to the
Board of Works.

The Injured Incinde a Woman, Man,
Horse and Rigs— “Rotten Laws’—
Lively Discussion Over the
Street Railway Com-
pany’s Actions.

Gulging in a lively
fireet railway matters, did nothing at
the regular meeting last night but re-
ceive claims for damages. The claims
were six in number, and were for in-
juries received by a man, woman, a
hiorse and rigs, in various ways and at
various times.

Mr. F. Graham, of East London, ap-
beared on behalf of his wife, who, he
tald, was walking along Queen’s ave-
nue when a pedestrian in front of her
stepped on a loose plank, tripping
4irs. Graham and throwing her heav-
:ly. She received injuries which laid

a heavy doctor’'s bill.

The claim was presented before, but
was filed, as the engineer stated that
his department had not been notified
of the defective walk. Further in-
quiries into the circumstancess wiil
be made by Ald. Wm. Heaman and Mr.
Graydon.

Alex. McRae asked the city to allow
him $10 for damages done to his hack
at the corner of Maitland street and
Central avenue during the construction
«f the street railway line on the latter
thoroughfare. McRae was driving over
the crossing one evening, when the
uamages were incurred, and alleges
isat ne lights had been placed in the
roadway for the guidance of the trav-
e¢ling public,

Mr. J. D. LeBel, wholesale lumber
merchant, was thrown from his bicycle
on Wellilngton street, near Dufferin
avenue, when he ran against an ob-
struction which he could not surmount,
and was thrown to the ground. -He
carried his arm In a sling for several
days. ie subsequently learned that
the obstruction was some material for
the new Methodist Church, and threat-
ens to enter an action against the cor-
poration if a settlement is not arrivea
at.

Frank Downing asks $12 for damages
sustained to his rig, he alleges, on
account of the improper condition of
the road at the corner of Colborne
street and Central avenue. Samuel
Harding’s claim was for $13, the value
of a ten gallon keg of ammonia which
was thrown from a C. P. R. wagon
and destroyed in front of R. C.
Struthers & Co.’s. The accident hap-
pened while the asphalt pavement was
under way, and was alleged to have
been entirely due to! a large gap in
the road. Macbeth & Macpherson
wrote on behalf of O’'Neill & Co., re
injuries sustained by a wvaluable horse
at the Carling Creek bridge on Cen-
tral avenue,

The O’Neil claim wag referred to the
street railway company, and the rest
will be investigated by the chairman
and engineer,

LONDON TMILITARY EXPERIENCE.

A Pond Stocked With Fish and What
Came of It.

A correspondent writes: ‘‘Some Yyears
ago when the military was situated in Lon-
don, a number of officers having an eye to
business, conceived the idea that there was
money in fish, if they could obtain the
monopoly. Accordingly they obtained a
pond in the township of London, atqcked it
with a good supply of fish and waited the
results. Everything went well for a_time,
young fish and spawn was being added daily
and the shareholders dreamed nightlv of the
big profits fhat would arrive from the invest-
ment in this lucky enterprise. Thus the
winter passed giving place to spring
weather, and with it rose the spirits of t}Je
the investors. But when summer came with
the mercury up to 80° and 90 © in the
shade, the dwellers in the pond =~<e¢ also
and many of them wrong side 1up, so
that by the end of the summer
the pond was ready for stocking again.
Why ! Some said the vegetable matter
made it unfit for even fish to live in. Other-
wise the cause lay in the spring itself, as it
was not strong enough to keep the water
fresh, but the hole was nothing but a stag-
nant pool, liable to rise and fill, just as the
weather chose to be either wet or dry. The
only profit the company received Was ex-
perience. I don’t know whether it cost
them §500 or not, but if it did it seems
rather high simply to find out whether the
water was good enough for fish to live in or
not. Supposing they wished to know the
quality or quantity, whether it was fit for
domestic purposes, or would it serve a
couple of families during a hot spell, one
could have sympathized with them at the
loss of the $500 or so, but I suppose at that
time fish was of more importance to London
than pure water,”

DYING OF STARVATION.
Sad Condition of the Unemployed in
Quebec City.

Quebec, Nov. 8.—That there is a great
deal of the most acute destress among
the unemployed poor of this city has
now bhecome so apparent that prompt
action will have to be taken at once
to save many of them from starving.
Indeed some of them have nearly
reached that dreadful point. Yester-
day morning a poor workman dropped
on the street from weakness, near the
C. P. R. station at the Plains. He had
not had any employment for ten weeks
and no food for 48 hours. He was re-
moved to his home by good samaritans
and his wants and those of his family
i relieved. The Daily Telegraph says:
Only a week ago the case of a family
residing in Ijttle Champlain street
i was brought %o light by a policeman.

{of work. Yesterday a man called at

How many more cases there
jare where actual distress exists is not
i known. But it would be well if Mayor
fl’m'ont would issue orders to the police
‘foroe to report all cases of families
lin dire distress, and upon that report
;oall a public meeting of citizens, with
i the object of dolng something to re-

{ lieve their wants.

NOT PARTICULARLY BRIGHT.

Dun & Co.s Review of the Busineis
Outlook in Canada.

Toronto, Ont., Nov. 8.—R. G. Dun
& Co.s weekly statement of trade in
Canada says:

The trade situation at Montreal is
not greatly altered since a week ago.
The unusually fine weather of an Iu-
dian summer character still acts un-
favorable to the active disposal of
heavy drygoods, and wholesales do not
report sorting business as very brisk
in these lines, though a fair propor-
tion of orders for spring goods are be-
ing booked. In groceries there is a
moderate distribution, principally in
small orders. October has been a quiet
month in the metal trade, but values
show no tendency of weakening. Hides
are dull and edasy. Quotations for the
fall catch of raw furs are hardly es-
tablished yet, but the outlook for
shipping furs is not considered very
promising, and prices are not likely
to rule very high. Oils and paints
are momentarily quiet. Cod oil s
dearer. Wool shows & steady market
at late advance. Butter and cheese
are a shade easier. Remittances do
not improve as they should, and col-
lections from city retailers are DpOOr.
Rain continues to be badly wanted
in many parts. The milder weather
is detrimental to trade interests

While there is a hopeful
prevailing among the
Toronto, the trade of the week has
been somewhat unsatisfactory, Or-
ders in most lines have been for very
\small parcels. The slow movement of
