In its frantic struggles for life, the 
Ross government may unwillingly do 
something for the cause of popular 
government. The glaring contrast 
between North Oxford and North 
Renfrew may call attention to the 
necessity of revising our laws. These 
laws ought to give more power to 
the people, and less to the servants 
of the people, whether they be Liber­
als or Conservatives. A constituency 
has an absolute right to representa­
tion in a legislature or parliament. 
It ought to be able to exercise that 
right independent of the whim of the 
Speaker, or of the government, or 
even of the legislature itself. The

DENTAL, Sources of Color.
An interesting enumeration has been 

given of the sources of color. From 
this it appears that the cochineal in­
sects furnish the gorgeous carmine, 
crimson, scarlet carmine and purple 
lakes; the octopus gives sepia—that is, 
the inky fluid which the creature dis­
charges in order to render the water 
opaque when attacked; the Indian yel­
low comes from the camel; ivory chips 
produce the ivory black and bone black; 
the exquisite Prussian blue comes from 
fusing horses’ hoofs and pigs’ blood; 
blue black comes from the charcoal of 
the vine stock; Turkey red is made 
from the madder plant, which grows in 
Hindoostan; the yellow sap of a Sia­
mese tree produces gamboge; raw sien­
na is the natural earth from the neigh­
borhood of Siena, Italy; raw umber is 
an earth found near Umbria; Indian 
Ink la made from burned camphor;

Chatham, Jan. 11, 1904.
To the Editor of The Planet;
Kindly allow ine space to vent.late 

a burning question that is asked by 
those who have been unfortunate to 
have scarlet fever at their nomes, 
and why a suitable bu.ld.ng is not 
provided, according to law, on what 
authority should our homes be turned 
into hospitals, the family b compelled 
to be shut in the house, and endanger­
ing the whole household, or be turned 
out of house and home without any 
redress; simply told that it is law.?

As 1 am one of the sufferers, I 
ask who is responsible for this state 
of affairs, in looking over the health 
act, and 1 am going to speak by the 
book, the revised statutes of Ontar.o 
Chap, 248, Pubic Health Act. Sec. 108. 
In case the small-pox or any other 
disease dangerous to the public health 
breaks out in any municipality, the 
health officers or local board of health 
in case the muncpality has not al­
ready provided the same, shall im­
mediately provide such a temporary 
hospital, hospital .tent, or other place 
or places of reception for the sick 
and infected, as they judge best for 
their accommodation, and the safety 
of the inhabtants, at the cost of the 
municipality, and for that purpose 
may themselves erect such hospital 
tents, hospitals, or places of- recep- 
tion, or contract for the use of any 
such hospital or part of a hospital 
or place of reception or enter into 
any agreement with any person hav­
ing the management of any hospital 
for the reception of the s.ck mhabi- 
tants of their district, on payment of 
such annual or other sum as may 
be agreed on. Another regulation re 
scarlet fever adopted by the pro­
vincial Board of Health, on February 
12th ,1903, Section 5 reads: On the 
occurrence of the first or any case of 
scarlet fever in the municipality, the 
medical health off or shall at once

place the person attacked in the .iso­
lation hospital, tent or other place 
provided under the act.

We have a board of health. I wish 
to remind them of their obligations 
to the citizens and to act on the 
the law, If We cannot have an im- 
portant matter like this attended to, 
what is the use of a board of health? 
If this medical health act is a farce 
and the city and board of health 
won’t do their part, what right have 
they to.force on the citizens what 
belongs to the municipality? The 
city council or the board of health 
should petition the government for an 
amendment to the act, but as the act 
now stands on the statute books we 
look to the board of health and the 
city aldermen to do their duty.

There is some talk of entering an 
action against the city, For my part 
1 have not got a dollar to .throw 
away am law. 1 am up against seven­
ty dollars at least for three days’ 
sickness. The present regulation of 
scarlet fever is out of all reason; too 
stiff to be workable at the home 
hospital, and will have a tendency 
among the people to be their own 
doctors in mild cases of scarlet na, 
or scarlet fever ; no working man can 
stand the pressure; too sudden a jump 
from what we have been used to. A 
few years ago it was left to the good 
judgment of the family physicians, but 
the Provincial Board of Health 
thought that favoritism might be 
shown to families by the physician; 
that this cast-iron law of six weeks' 
quarantine should be enforced.

The Medical Health Officer should 
be the man with full power to act, 
after consulting with the family doc­
tor as to the time of quarantine. 
Take my case as a sample, and that 
is about the average of four cases 
reported to me. My child took sick 
I called the doctor the second day 
and he pronounced it scarlet fever. 
The child was kept in bed the third 
day. After that you could hardly 
keep the child in the house. He 
seemed to get better right away. 
We were boarding a month and the 
child was playing and working 
around the yard most every day for 
two weeks the picture of health.

Now, Mr. Editor, if the Provincial 
Board of Health would pass a few 
preventative regulations along these 
Lines, thalt where a contagious dis­
ease breaks out in any house, that 
the family be forbidden to take any 
books from the School Library or 
the Public Library for 12 months; 
also remind cities to pay more at­
tention to sewers. Our sewers have 
been bottled up for six weeks; every 
intake, grate and manhole covered 
with ice and snow, closets essence, 
of everything feed for disease forced 
in, cork up the sewers and sewer 
gas and foul air accumulates. Take 
the summer time or fall of the year 
and you need a bottle of smelling 
salts to your nose to pass some of 
the sewer grates. , Some may say 
there is nothing can get out—they 
are all trapped; but smell the get- 
out in the summer and fall. In pass­
ing a sewer grate on a frosty morn- 
ing you have noticed something com­
ing out Of the grate. The air makes 
it look like steam. Ventilate the

Early Combines and Corners.
“Engrossing" was an offense punish­

able in England by fine and imprison- 
ment, and the laws against it struck at 
those—called “engrossers”-who plan- 
ned to gain control over necessities, 
such as grain or food stuffs in consid­
erable quantities, either by purchase or 
otherwise, with the intention of raising 
prices.

The statute book holds quite a series 
of enactments designed to prevent any­
thing in the nature of what we know 
as a “corner” or “combine.” “Regrat­
ing” was a criminal offense, and so was 
“forestalling.” The former consisted 
of buying and selling the same day in 
the same market or near it, and the 
latter implied the purchase of merchan­
dise on the way to market or before , 
the hour at which the market com- 
menced, with the intention of selling i 
at a profit, while it was also “forestall­
ing” to circulate rumors calculated to 
raise the prices of commodities.

Though these laws have fallen into 
desuetude, they were in force In our 
grandfathers’ time. At Preston, for in­
stance, there were prosecutions almost 
up to the accession of Queen Victoria.

Cornell university 
gave her an A. B. when she was only 
nineteen, but the heart of the ambi­
tious young student was set upon ob­
taining a Ph. D. In pursuance of this, 
goal she went to Leipsic, but after 
three years of study there ber applica­
tion was refused. Still undaunted, she 
repaired to Zurich and entered the uni­
versity. In eight weeks’ time she 
passed with the highest honors the 
oral examinations, made extremely 
difficult by the faculty because she was 
a woman. X

On her return to this country she 
was made dean of the faculty of the 
then infant college of Bryn Mawr and 
co-operated with its president. Dr. 
Rhodes, in plans for organization. So 
effective was her work that on the re­
tirement of Dr. Rhodes in 1895 she was 
unanimously chosen by the trustees to 
succeed him. It is the building up of 
this great college for women, with its 
self government and group systems 
which have served as models for sim­
ilar institutions, and its graduate 
school attracting students from all 
parts of America, that President Thom­
as regards as her life monument.

Women and Children—Brave 
Work of the Rescuing Tugs.Household Linens... steamer Scotia, and well known as a 

sailing skipper during years past, was 
from the Maritime Provinces, and R.

ington Co-operative Mining Company; 
and both members of the Kansas City 
vaudeville team of Prince and Daniels.

Big Reductions.Port Townsend, Jan. 11.—Fifty-two 
lives were lost in the sinking of the 
fine new steamer Clallam, plying be­
tween Seattle and Victoria, in a storm 
which swept over the Straits of . Juan 
de Fuca with relentless fury Thurs­
day night. The vessel was a regular 
daily passenger packet, and left Seattle 
yesterday for Victoria. Site made 
moderately good progress across the 
straits until Trial Island, off the en­
trance to the harbor, was abeam. Then 
a terrific cross-sea pelted the vessel, 
retarding her progress. Little fear was 
manifested until word came up from 
below that the vessel was leaking. In­
vestigation showed that the waves had 
stove a dead-light, through which wat- 

; er rushed in volumes, resisting all at­
tempts to stop it.

! Bravely the officers and crew of the 
- helpless ship worked to save the boat 
I and the souls aboard of her, but in 
t vain. Staunch as she was, the Clal- 
|lam could not stand the terrific on­

slaughts of the seas, and just before 
, darkness began to fall it was decided 
’to make an attempt to save the pas- 

sengers, at least, by the boats. The 
boats were launched. The first con­
tained only women and children, three 
hands from the Clallham, and Capt. 
Lawrence, a Yukon pilot, who had 
volunteered to command. The boat 
was overwhelmed six hundred feet 
from the Clallam and its occupants 
shrieked in vain for aid from those 
aboard the steamer. Not a hand 
could be raised to help them.

A second life boat, filled with male 
passengers, and in command of Second 
Officer Currin, was probably lost a few 
minutes later. Aboard the Clallam, 
watchers saw waves sweep passengers 
from their hold on the seats and hurl 
them into the waters. Though the 
lifeboat was righted later, diligent 
search failed to find a trace of her. 
More passengers and members of the 
crew were lost when a third lifeboat 
was swamped in an attempt to launch 
it. Three passengers were picked up 
later by the steamer Bahala. They bad 
fastened life-preservers around their 
bodies, and died from exposure. Their 
bodies were brought to Seattle.

After the swamping of the boats the 
members of the crew and the passeng­
ers remaining aboard, devoted them­
selves to the task of trying to save the 
vessel. The pumps were useless, and 
three gangs of bailers were set to 
work. In spite of their efforts the 
water gained on them, and they were 
about to resign themselves to their 
fate when the Richard Holyoke, one | 
of the six tugs which had been sent 
to the rescue from Port Townsend, 
came in sight. A line was thrown 
aboard the tug, and with her tow, she 
started for Port Townsend. It seem­
ed for a time that the Clallam was to 
be saved, but the hull began to give 
way before the terrific assaults of 
the waves.

LIBERAL UNION SPIRIT.

Devonshire and Chamberlain’s Bit- 
Letters.

London, Jan. II. —An acrimonious 
correspondence between the Duke of 
Devonshire and Joseph Chamberlain 
is published this morning. The Duke, 
who is President of the Liberal-Union­
ist Association, formed at the time 
the Liberal party split on the Home 
Rule question, wrote to Mr. Chamber- 
lain suggesting that the association 
should dissolve owing to the difficulty 
of allocating funds now that the party 
has become divided by the fiscal con­
troversy.

Mr. Chamberlain, in a long rejoinder, 
said he thought it best to “let sleeping 
dogs lie,” but that if the Duke wanted 
to make a fiscal test question, he “had 
best take a vqte of the members of the 
association, and let the defeated party 
retire.”

The corespondence between the Duke 
of Devonshire and Mr. Chamberla n is 
considered as completing the disrup­
tion of the Unionist party.

It is expected the Duke of Devon- 
shire will resign, and that either Mr. 
Chamberlain or Lord Lansdowne will 
be elected President of the association.
