Jsmes Cathedral, The remains of the
Rev. Gentleman reached the station at
8.80 by the Quebec train and were ac-
companied by, a deputation of over one
hundred priests and citizens of 8t. Bar-
thelemy,St. Cuthbert and other parishes
of the county of Berthier, who were
anxious to pay a_last tribute of esteem
and respect to their venerated pastor.

The deceased priest was highly beloved
by his parishioners, and while the re-
mains were laid out in the parish church
yesterday bundreds of people visited
them and prayed by the ccffin.

Ta 1851 the statistica of emigration were
first collected, and last year's figures
have been the lowest in the forty-three
years, Two causes might possibly be
assigned for the decrease ; either that
affairs in Ireland are much improved, or
that the population has so diminished,
that there are very few left to emigrate.

* While admitting that the Parnell, or
Parliamentary movement, as far as the
cause of Irisu nationality is concerned,
is dead, and that the Home Rule ques-
tion bas been ruled out of practical
Bnitish politics by the British people,
the new movement will devote itself to
forcing the Irish question upon the at-
tention of the world in such & manner
as it ia claimed will inevitably cowpel a
gettlement more satisfactory to Ireland
than any heretofore offered by any
British party.

“ The promoters of the new movement
have been driven, they declare, to adopt
the aliernative suggested by Mr. Glad-
stone in moving his Home Rule bill,
and will try to make the demands ot
Ireland & subject for international
consideration. Several hundred [rish-
Americans, it is sannounced, have
pledged their sympathy and co-opera-
tion, and the names are representutive
of every eention of the United States.”

A PROPHET'S WORDS.

Addreesing O-sian, in his powerful
poem, “ The Celts,” M Gee thns sang :

* Ob, inspired glant | sball we e'er nehoid.
inour own time
Une fit to speak your apirit on the world,
Or Beize your rhyme ?

One pupl! of the past, a8 mighly soul'd
As inthe prims,

Were the fond, fair. and beautiful and bold-—
They, of your song sublime !**

Sulely if ever anotber *“inspired
giant” arcse, one able to breathe forth
his propbetic words in rhyme, or grand
poetic prose, ope seized with the spirit of
tbe past and almcst prescient of the
future, that being was surely Thomas
D'Arcy M. Gee. In mcmer.ts of postic
fexrvor be covld corjure up, nt will, the
past, and make it hive agaia oo bis glit-
tering page; in moments «f wonderful
meditation he could look down the
avenues «f the fuiure, and what was
totally hidden from the eyes of common
men, arose before his visiun in all the
details of reality. He foresaw the scenes
enacted upnn the stage of Irish politics
during the past fifteen years, and he
foretold them exactly as they have taken
place. He shaped his course, and wounld.
have fashioned that of bis race, to meet.
the comiog events. But unforturately
one propbet in & generstion is as mnch
88 can be expectcd, and men of less lofty
mould are prone to misunderstacd and
to ridicule the wisdom of & seer.,

But apart from M. Gee's exceptional
powers of penetration, when it concern-
ed the interests and future of bis native.
land, he has left ample proof that hin
keen conception of the coming changes
in the world was alive to the possibili-
ties, the probabilitiis—and to bim the
oertainties—of Canada’s' mutations. A
man, standing upon a bill top and, with
agood ficld-glaes, may see tha move-
m.nts, the aetions, and pcrhaps guess
the intentions, of pcxsons & mile or so
down the road, while the foot-traveller,
moving along the bighway towards them,
has no idea of their existence. It Would
seem that MoGee, standing upon

an intelleotnal eminence, at the
commercement of our Confederation,
and using tbe field-glase of hia natural
gitt, beheld, as exactly as if he were
translated body and soul to the yesr
1895, the events that are st prese:t tran-
spiring in Oanada. This is n» exsggers-
tion ; his own words prove the truth of
what we advance. ‘

In a recent issue the Gazetie quoted &
couple of passages from a lecturedeliver-
ed in 1866, in London, Oot., by Hon. Wm.
M.Gee : these quotations are from bis
add; ess on * The Fature of British Am-
erica.”” We could not convey in a better
manner the idea of the great acatesman’s
prophetio powers than by reproducing
those words conocerning the future of
our Canadian in Cunled( ration. McGes
was & firm believer in the Federal sys
tem, which owes no insignificant part of
its present perfection to his opinions
and suggestions, He was aware that, in
a land where so aany different elements
must naturally blerd, there wonld arise
questions of right, and of justice, regard-
ing the minorities. It was thus, in 1866,
almeat thirty years ago, that he cest
the horoecope of the future :

“When Upited British America will
start on ils race with 4,060 000 of & free
people, in religion they will be about
55 pér ccnt. Protestants to 45 per cent.
Catholica; in some locaities the relig-
jous minority may be small and may
apprebeund local oppressinns, but the two
great mseses will be too nesrly balanced
to saffer any oppression to be long in-
fited on tue co-religioniris of either.
Our pear (quality will be the best guar-
antea of onr mutual tolerance. With
one hulf the copstituent rower against
him, it is evident that no fanatic, no
bigot, no troubler of other men’s con-
sciences, no insnlter of other men’s
creeds, can ever rige to the cimensions
of a statesman in British America,”

Is it possible tha! McGee foresaw aunch
men a6 the leaders of that bitter crusade
now going on againat the Catbolic min-
ority in M1nitoba? Was he then aware
of the efforta that My, Dalton McCarthy
would make to destroy, in the name of
“Eqnal Rights,” that real “e¢qality
the best gnarahtees of our mutual
tolerance?® Couldit be thal he intended
to refer to this exact period, when he said
that no“bigot . . . . can ever rise
to the dimensions of a statesman in
bis British Amerioa ?” Isit possible that
vision was sufficiently keen to detect,
through the vista of vears, the events
that have taken place this spring in
Haldimand ? Were he alive at this hour;
were he in his seat on the floor of the
House of Commons ; were his voice to
still awaken the echoes of the Legisla-
tive halls with matchleas elcquence,
could he not repeat those words, spoken
thirty years ago, in proof of his correct-
ness of forecast ? Befors the American
copflict he predicted the end of the
struggle and its effects upon the Union.
When the war was over, he could point
to his prediction and to its striking
verification. Toe same mighi again be
repeated were he to the fore in this year
of conflicting intereats.

Read his concluding worde, spoken on
the same occasion, in 1866 ;

% The mincrities Enst and West have
really notbing to fear beyond what al-
ready existed—local irxitations produced
by ili d sposed individuals., The strong
arm and the loug axm of the confederate
power will be extended over them all,
and wos be to the wretch on whom that
srm sbali have to duscend in anger for
any violation of the federal compact 1”

It is the new Oassian—the “ inspired
giant” of the nineteenth century—that
speaks. Words from the dead pest that
oarry their mighty impoxt adown the
vestibule of the future. We would not
like to be “tihe wretch on whom that
arm shall-bave to descend in anger for

violation of the federal compact,” Juat

as certainly as that the prophetic words
of the departed have painted to exact-
ness the oircnmstances of to-day, 8o
surely will it fare ill with any man, or
any body of men, who may attempt to
unduly infringe upon the sacred rights
«f even the most insignificant minority.

Proud of our conslitution and feeling
an unbounded corfidence in its stability.
we csn look forward with calmness to
the ultimate results of the present dis-
tressing sgitation. Divested of all
mincr considerations, and freed from all
the side issues that are purposely raised
by politicians and special pleaders, the
jost claims of the Manitoba minority,
whioh by the accident of cironmstances
happens to be Catholic, will have to be
recognized by the lezislatora of the land.
It is not by fanatical appeals to long-
standing and deep-rooted prejudices, nor
by wild and illogical stump speeches
that any permsanent solution of the
queation can be reached. The men who
are most blinded by this dust of bigotry
will fall into their natural places, the
laws.of gravitation will oblige them to
coms down to their own levrl, while the
spirit of the constitu'i .n will control the
destinies of all, Dufly once wrote that
“oreat men are natnrally few, but zood
men and honeat men are to be found
in numbers m wing in the bosom of
society.” Pr phetic statesmen, like
McGee, 8re the exception; but
the world is ful' of sincere and hon-
orable men, whoee abilities sre comse-
crated to the good of the humsan race.
In Canada we have nur share of these
latter ; and aslong as the though'lees,
unre flecting, hot-hesded fanatica are so
conepicuovs, in contrast with the solid,
sincere and ever powerful men, there is
every reason to feel corfident that the
good, common asense of the practical le-
gislators will prevail and that the Fed-
eral power, which is the lawful guardian
of the wenker sections of the commu-
nity, will be faithful to its trust and ful-
fill the duties imposed upan it by the
constitution that gave it birth.

It is not, as far as we can see, a ques-
tion that belongs ta the political arens ;
nor do we understand how it can be con-
mdered, in the proper senss, R question
of religious or denominational interest.
What would bave been just, had the
minority been Protestant, must be cqn-
ally just when that minority is Catholic,
and would again be jnst, were tbe Catbho-
lics to become the m+j ity in the future.
It i a conatitutiona! question ; and let
the man who dares attempt to interfere
with the saored rights of minorities, re
flect upon the prophetic words of M Gee.

ARCHBISHOP IRELAND.

———

Certainly one of the most important
figures on this continent tp-day “is the
Right Reverend Jubn Ireland, Arch-
bishop of St. Paul, From Rome, the
centre of Christian unity, to the very
outside verge of Catholic civil zation,
particularly wheresoever the English
language is spoken, the name of Arch
bishop Ir:land is known and his strong
individuality is recognized. Perhaps, in
the length and bread.h of America, ths re
is no man whose time is g0 entirely oc-.
cupied and whose works are 8o varied and
far reaching. Certainly, after Cardinal
Gibbons, he is the most influential pre-
late the Church possesses in the United
States.

Last week His Grace of St.Paul paid &
very hurried visit Lo our city. He came
neitber on ecclesiastical, political, social,
or in any way public affairs; his presence
was of a strictly private nature, énd as a
conseguence the distingnished Church-
mgn, who under ather circumstances
would have liked to have seen our insti-

tutions and met the principal beople of

Montreal, deemed it neceasary to come
and to depart as quietly a8 possible. This
explains the fact that no interviews were
published and no sction taken by the
thousands, who would have been glad of
tae occasion todo him hcnor, in the
direction of & reception. Perhaps, how-
ever, at some date, in the not distant
future, the Archbishop of 8t. Paul may
find leisure to retura to Mintrea'; and

we oply hope that our citizens may hava
the pleasure and benefit of bearing him,

on some of those burning topica which

he go thoronghly misters and so ably

illaminates.

We do not think that we are guilty of
any breach of faith in stating the siniple

fact that we had the horor and privilege

of a friendly conversation with His

Grace, and while we coreider ourselves

not at liberty to make nse, for the public,

of what was spoken in the intimacy, not

ofan interview, but of a private chat,

still we feel entirely justified in giving

our readers & general idea ¢f the man

wheae words, actions and teachings have

such & great weight in matters ecclesigs-

ticrl, edncational and social in the world

of Catholic thought, and particularly in

the C.thclic, and even non-Catholic,

circles of America,

Slightly above the wmedium height,
strongly, but yet finely built, with &
large head over-mounting a pair of
evidently powerful shoulders; hair on
which the snows of many years have
fallen lightly, yet fallen to remain; a
broad and lofty forebhesd; firm-set lips
and chin, indicative of much strength
of character and d.termination ; ey:a
large, and yet duly proportionate to the
other featurss, quick and penetraling,
yet mild and exceedingly 8, mpathetic ;
clad in g civilian travelling suit, yet in
movement, appearance and general
manner unmistakably a man in & thcu-
sand, one born to govern, to command,
to lead; a voice soft and wonderfully
modulated, calculated to inspire either
awe or confidence, respect or love. Sucn
the exterior of Archbishop Ireland, as,
in rough lines, we attempt to draw the
impressi.ns tha' his magnetlic presence
left upon us. At firat sight we might
suppose the Archbishop's years to be
anything' from fifty five to sixty-tive;
but in conversation, when his features
light up with that glow peculiar to the
highly intellectual, when his eyes be-
come what we might well call the mir-
rors of the soul, and when it is evident
that his mind is calculating the valus of
each expression, which othelwise scems
to fow spontanecusly from his lips, he
appears younger by several years than
be reaily is. There is also about him a
someth ng that words eannot describe
exactly, but which makes one feel per
fectly at home and certainiy very happy
in his presence. We can well 1nagine
the effecta that such & man’s oratory
must produce upon an sudience, partl:
oularly when he is dealing with soma of
those grand subjects he loves so much
to treat.

There is anotner faculty that he pos-
seeses, and which becomes apparent even
under the -wmost ordinary circum-
stapces,—it is that of saying, in very
few words, what other men would require
a great many phrases to express. He
seems Lo nnticipate, as it were, the sub-
ject of conversation, to take in st &
glance all the details of the questions, o
analyze the matter with lightning rap-
idity, and then to convey in a short and
most striking manner, the very essence
of thearguments. Each phrase might
geem 88 a toxt whireon to base a whole
easny. It is this gift which we foundthe

most pronounced in the manner and
method of conveying his views upon
any subject of importance.

It would not_be exact were We

to leave
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the impression that, amongst the differ-
ent topics skimmed over in the conrse of
that too short conversation, no reference
was mads to the all-absorbing questions
tbat agitate the publie mind in Canada.
Of conrss, on these it could not be ex-
pected that Hs Grace would care to
pronounce—much lees sy anything
tbat might be used a8 a public, or even
quasi public statement. Like allgreat
gtndents of human events he certainly
has f: llowed, from & distance, and in as-
much as his countless occupations and
imediate carea and responsibilities would
alluw, the different currents of ecclesias-
tical, educational and journalistic eventa
in Capada; and, without pretending to
judge of matters so far outside the circle
of bis own great sphere, atill he is able
to go directly to the source of the d fii-
culties and to indicate the causes, the
effects, and the most probable final re-
gu} 8. The incorsistency of the promot-
ers of discord in the matter of vur school
agitation is more apparent to him than
to many of those who are in the very
beart of the struggle. With that justice,
8o characteristic of the Catholio prelate,
he can see the rights that car French-
Canadiap friends have to the larguage,
aud their inheritance of iusututiors;
while, with the keenness of the far see-
ivg ubserver of events, he ia aware of the
steady advance that the Eoglish tungue
is making, psrticularly in this age ol
commerce nnd bugsiness acotivity, of rush
and g:ab.

As fur ag th.e present schoul diffi:ulty
ie concerned, while it would be unfair to
at'ribute any expression of opinion to
tve learned and experienced prelate, still
we can eay that he is in accord with the
view that the whole matter must eventu-
ally right iteel¢ upon the cons'ituticnal
keel of the Privy Couneil’s judgment, and
that it will strike all impartial minds
how inconsittent are the men whosought
protection for the mincrity, when in all
bhuman probability that minority was
going to be Protestunt, and who now re-
pudiate thcse guarantees when the
change of circumstances, bronght ahont
by the introduction of ratlwsys and the
ivflux of ancther element, esiablished a
Protestant maj rity. The great common
sense of the count:y will, inthe long run,
securo real eqrality of rightas for the peo-
pla.

The kind y way in which Archbishop
Irelarnd speaks of our non Cathalic fellu w-
chr.stians is, in itself, an explanation of
mugh of the agtounding it fluence which
be wields even cutside the members of
‘bis own fi Id. There ia wothing parrow
in nis views, nothing smsll in his idens ;
he stands upon an eminence and gsrzes
sround in all directions. His js n truly
Catholic soul ; with sympaihies a8 far-
reaching as the limits of bumanity, and
sentimentas as delicate ss they aregrand.

We havestriven, without at all infring-
ing upon the privacy of the oceasion, to
give cur readers some idea—however in
adequate ard feeble—of the man, of b.s
pbysical as well as mental stature, of his
characteristics, in as far as the circum-
stances would permit us to judge of
them. We feel that we are doing a duty
naitempting, in our rough and feeble
81yle, tu present a pen pioture of cne
whose high station and universal pres-
lige, cons:itute him a most conspicuous
personality in the ranks of the mitred
tierarchy of our Chuich. Heartily do
we repeat, for Archbishop Ireland, the
sincere wish conveyed in the simple
wo.de ad mullos annos !

WE have to tbank the Daily Witness
for the courtesy extended, in allowing
U8 10 have the purtrait of the late Judge
Barry, in time for out isve—which was
8 ey enrlier (han usuai—ls~t week, In

fact we have many such kindly turns, on
the part of our contemporary, for which
to be grateful. While we difter strongly
on certain qaestions, still that difference
in no way preventa an accord upon many
other matters of deep social and general
interest, and in no way does it affect
that matuoal assistance which the ethica
of true journalism demand. It is always
a pleasnre for us to acknowled-e any

THE TRUE SPIRIT.

The real spirit of Christianity is one of
charity, one of tolerance, one of natural
assistance. We olten hear of most gen-

‘erous acts on the part of Protestants

when Catholic undertskings ara concern-
ed; likeni e do we fiud Catholics acting
with great liberality towarda Protestants.
These things are as they ought to be,
But too fr. gnently do we read of & very
unchriatian spirit displayed in the lapg.
uage used by persons whose position and
vceation sbeuld make them more consid-
erate and tolerant. It is painful 1o bear
or resd of thise clergymen who ascend
their pulpits or p'atfc rms to abuee or in-
sult those who do not happen to be of
their particular belief. It makes an in-
telligent, a largo minded, an educated
person feel ashamed of the age he lives
in, or rather of a category «fthe men
who live in hisage. Unfortunately, and
wo must admit it in all frankness, this
method of burting unn« cessarily the feel-
ings of others, is not entirely confined to
the non-Catholic clergymen. Bat if we
have too frequent examples of uncalled
for and huriful barshness, thank God
they are the exceptions. We would be
long sorry to hold our Citholic friends
respongible fir the cxpressi ns that too
frequently fall from thelips of some over-
gealous mivisters. Above all, we would
not like to blame the high-minded and
sincere members of other communions
for the rakid, s¢peelees, calvrurnicus as-
sertions of those fire-brand preachers who
make s businesa of their unti Roymanism
aud who exert their talents in the d:xec-
tion of destr)ying every germ of Curig-
tian Charity in the hearts of rheir hear
ers.

But it is refreshing and reassuring to
turn from the contemplation of bigoted
outbursis to the samp’es of kinlly fecl-
ing that are 80 freqaent, but so very
sparingly recrdad. In a recent number
of the * Qatlook,” & non Catliolic publica-
tion, we find the following: “An inter-
e-ting item bhas reached us fruom Onio,
where a Rouman Ca'bolic priest gave
notice at two services uf 8 benefit which
was to be beld in bchalf of a Lutheram
paator who bad lost all bis property by
fire. Tha priest recommended that his
people buy ticke's, and so help a map
whose miefortune was great, but the
worth of whose work al} recognizad.” A
contemporary adds: “Such happenings
ag these are more common than some
people imagine, but it is nntbing unusual
for the friendliest relstions to exist be
tween the priest and the FPrutestant
preacher in country missions.” And we
might add, in many city distric's as
well. ‘

In this very city of Mntreal there
was & time when ths Citholic and pon-
Catholic congregations used the same
edifice for purposes of worsbip. We are
parsonally aware of a case, in the more
remote sections of the country, in which
the missionary priest took charge of the
Protestant congregation until its mem-
bers were able tu secure a minister of
their own. He did not attempt to im-
pose bis tenets upon them ; he went to
their assemblies on Sunday and read the

Boriptures and instructed them on the

generally accepted moral code of Chris:-
tianity ; he attended their siok and con-
soled their dying ; he went about doing
all the good in bis power. And when
the time came that they were able to
have a cleigyman of their own denomin-
ati. n the priest handed him over a well-
instructed and model congregation. In
the very same case, years afterwards,
the minister would summon the priest
when bis services were required by any
(atholics in the more remote parts of
the district. There was no rivalry be-
tween these men ; but there was a great
emulation. Of coure these exceptional
instances ; yet they suffice to illustrate
how much much more suaccessfully the
true Cbristian spirit of charity can be
inculoated by means of mutual uader-
standing than by methods the very re-
verse.

It is not necessary to sacrifice one iota
of cur faith, nor to admit s single error,
nor (o be less tenacious of the great
dogmag of our Church; while clinging
faithful'y to the teachings of our Holy
Religion, we can still help in creating a
better feeling and in causing those who
disagree with us on matters of belief to
reapect and admire the tenets of our
Church. If the non-Catholics with whom
we have to dealare bigoted and ignorant,
they are unworthy of serious attention ;
if enlightened and high minded, they
can appreciate the generous treatment
they receive more than they can be made
to fear the harsher methods. For these
reasons, amongst others, we would like
to see & more general spirit of mutual
sy mpathy exist. Soon the more intolerant
would gradually become ashamed of
their cosrser ways, and the sharp and
cutting edge of acrimanious controversy
would ba blasted, And the people will
alwaye take the key-note from their
gpiritual directors, If the men appoint-
od to guide and teach exbibit a more
open charity,in preceipt and practice,
the example will be followed by the
laity,

There will always be a'number,greater or
smaller, of individuals who make it their
busineus, eitber for political or pcraonal
ends, to create disturbances, and to bring
discord iuto the community, But the
great common gense of the people, in
general, will orush them out, and the
poiversal wave of gharity will bear them
off to the oblivion that is their natural
condition. In this seagon of burning
questions, each atlecting, to a certan
degree, the interests of the different sec-
tions of our cosmopolitan & ciety, it is
well to pause in the middle of & general
excitement and to rcflect well before
giving expression to our ideas. Uace the
words are spoken that hart, it is difficult
to recall them, or to efface the lament-
able effects that they are calculated to
produce. The greater the heat of argu-
ment, the stronger the elements of con-
tention, the more peed is there for calm-
ness, meditation, study and careful (x-
pression.

We would, therefore, atk ot our own
co-religionists tobe as guarded as possible
in their lauguage and as coosiderste as
circumetances will permit in dealing
with the views, opinions, or sentiments
of those who are not of our faith. We
must remember that if our neighbor
errs, he may err bonestly ; that if we
know he is wrong, he may not know it
himeelf; that if he is intemperate in his
traatment of our creed, or our principles,
we must not be guilty of the same in-
temperance in his regard ; that if he is
wanting in true Christian charity toward
us, we have no right to follow his ex-
ample; that if be goes beyond the limits
in- his treatment of our most sacred
tenets, be may possibly doso through
ignorance of our principles, and on ac-

count of the atmosphere which he has
always breathed. In & word, we would
wish to see a spirit of harmony arise,
one that would be in accord with the
beautiful sentiments of the great Pope,
Leo XIII., as expressed so recently to the
non-Catholic world. Let that epirit but
reign for a time, and soon many mis-
understandings will disappear, many
irritating questions will be settled, and
the benefits that must accrue to both
Catholic and non-Catholic will be as
refreshing as the May breezes that come
with this glorious apring,
e ——

As LEGISLATORS, McCarthys—at least
on this side of the Atlantic—are queer
people. In the Illinois Legislature, on
May 2, Mr. McCarthy, one of the mem-
bere, introduccd the fullowing resolu-
tion :

“Resolved, That the members of the
General Assembly do hereby request the
daughters of Illinois not to accept the
hand in marriage of any person not a
citizen of the United States, by right of
birth or naturalization, as we are of the
opinion that the daughters of Iilinois
should ve patriotic in their views and
should disregard the title of any foreign-
er and marry nonef but a citizen of the
Uuited States.”

Probably the object of the foregoing is
to cutoff the titled Europeans who
might chance to covet the millionaire
girls of the West. We don't think that
it is aim d at Canadians, although if it
were thers would be little harm in the
resolution —-it wonld rcquire something
more high-handed than a mere resolu-
ticn to keep an Iflinois pirl from accept-
ing & good cfler, particularly if coming
frome this side of the lire. At least the
past would lead us to 8o believe.

THE G.vernor of Nebrasks has vetoed
the bill permitting miscegnation--that is,
inter-marriage between different races,
the white and black presumably. It will
soon be as difficult to get married in the
Wesatern States as it was once tosecure a
divorce. The trend of their legislation
serms to be 1n the direction of granting
every imaginanle facility for divorce and
of creating every conceivable ubstacle to
marrisge. If the exact reverse were the
case the criminal annpals of the country
would not be as black with abominable
crimes as they are to-day. After alla
buman legislature makes a very poor
show when attempting to regulate affairs
that have been settled nineteen bundred
years ago by the Divine Legislature.

TuE coming of 8pring, the opening
of navigation and the general brightness
and activity on all gides, have infused
new life into the world. It is only proper
that in the j urnalistic sphere pace
should be kept with the universal re-
juvenation. Cnnsequently TuE TRUE

GAINED WEALTH IN HANDLING STANDARD
- BRED HORSES AND IN STOCKS.

Patrick Moley, one of the oldest and
most highly esteemed citizens of Brigh-
ton, Boaton, died suddenly of heart tfis—
ease on the 4th ipat, at his home on
Chestnut Hill av, M. Muley has been
subject to the disesse for some time
.past, and dared not drive out alone for
fear of being stricken down beyond the
reach of aid.

He was a native of Armagh county,
Ireland, where he was born 71 years ago.
When 18 years of age he went to Canada,
where he engaged 1n horse trading. He
came to Boston in 1849, taking up his
residence in Brighton in 67, He con-
tinned to trade in horses, between
Montreal and Boston, up to the
time of nis death. He handled only
blooded stock and accumulated consider-
able property, owning several large
blocks of real estate in Brighton. He was
one of the orgavrizers and directors of the
Brighton Five Cent saving bank and a
large stockholder in the Braokline gas
company. _

He was a democrat in politics, and for
several years was a member of the board
of selectmen, when Brighton was a town.
When it was annexed to Boston he went
to the city hall as one of the first coun-
cilmen from tbat ward, He was active
in the temperance societies, & member
of the Boston Irish charitable society
and of the Holy Name society.

Mrs. Moley has been dead six yeara.
Mr. Moley leaves one son and two
daughters, one of whom is married to
Mr. R, Mc8hane of Montreal.

The funeral will be public and will
probably be held Wednesday, at 8am,,
from his late residence, services follow-
ing at 9 at St. Columbkille’s church,
The pallbearers will bs members of
Holy Name Society and his intimate
Lriegds.

Take one quart of sweet milk, add
pinch of ealt, teaspoonful of vanilla.
Sweeton to taste. Then place on the
stove t0 warm. When slighily warm stir
in one teaspoonful of I7quid rennet. Stir
but orce after having added the rennet.

FAT GIRLS AND HOMINY.

In the dietary for girla who are trying
to get thin hominy may be used as a
substitute for potators, bread and break-
fast cereals, Boiled fine hominy, with
butter, crushed fruit, sauce, jelly or
milk, is fine, provided it is cooked right ;
cold hominy,formed in diamonds, ¢ qnstes
or balls, and fricd in Dbiiling lard,
doughnut fashion, beats all the potatoes
ever mashed, and the griddle crke that
could compare with a ccrn cake bas yet
to turn up. Hominy gives the muacles
clasticity, the body sirength and the
brain vigor, and it is rot Aesh-forming.

ENGLISH HOT CROSS BUNS.

Mix two pounds of flour, six ounces of
sugar, one half teaspoonful of aalt, one-
balf pound of currants well tugether;
make & bole in the flour and pour in
half & yesst cake mixed in one-half pint
of warm wilk ; make a thin batter and
get to rise ; when srfliciently raised add
six ounces of bu'ter melted and suffi-
cient milk to make the whole into & soft
dough ; cover this with a dust of Hour,
and set to rise for half an hour; shape
the dough into buni and set in tins to
rige for another half hour; then mark
them with a cross with the back of a
knife and bake in a q:ick oven for fifteen
or twenty minl\nes.

Those who are present at a mar-
riage are there to show their respeot for
the married couple and especialily to of-
ter their prayers for them.
