of such Articles, and upon which the Duties imposed
by this Act shall be charged and paid.

XXII. And be it further enacted, That if the Import-
er of such Articles shall refuse to Pay the Duties hereby
imposed thereon, it shall and may be Lawful for the
Collcetor or other Chief Oficer of the Customns where
such Articles shall be Imported, and he is hereby res-
pectively required to take and secure the same, with the
Casks or other Package thereof, and to cause the same
to be Publicly Sold within the Space of Twenty Days
at the most after such Refusal made, and at such Time
cud Place as such Officer shall, by Four or more Days
Fublic Notice, appoint for that purpose, which Articles
izl be Sold to the Best Bidder ; and the Money arising

from the Sale thereof shall be applied in the first place
in Payment of the said Duties, together with the Charges
that shall have been occasioned by the said Sale, and the
overplus, if any, shall ke paid to such Importer or Pro-
prietor, or any Person authorized to receive the same.

XXIII. And be it further enacted, That every Import-
er of any Goods shall, within Twenty Days after the
arrival of the Importing Ship, make due Entry Inwards
of such Goods, and Land the same ; And in default of
such Entry and Landing, it shall bz Lawful for the Of-
ficers of the Customs to convey such Goods to the King’s
Warehouse ; And if the Duties due upon such Goods
be not Paid within Three Months after such Twenty
Days shall have expired, together with all Charges of
Removal and Warehouse Rent, the same shall be Sold,
and the Produce thereof shall be applied first to the
Payment of Freight and Charges, next of Duties, and
the overplus, if any, shall be paid to the Proprietor of
the Goods.

. XXIV. And be it further enacted, That no Goods

shall be Imported into any British Possession as being
Imported from the United Kingdom, or from any other
British Possession (if any advantage attach to such dis-
tinction,) unless such Goods appear upon the Cockets or
other proper Documents for the same to have been duly
Cleared Outwards at the Port of Exportation in the
United Kinzdom, or in such other British Possession,
nor unless the Ground upon which such advantage be
claimed be stated in such Cocket or Document.

XXV. And be it further enacted, That no Entry, nor
any Warrant for the Landing of any Geods, or for the
taking of any Gecds out of any Warehouse, shall be
deemed valid, unless the particulars of the Goods and
Packages in such Entry shall correspond with the par-
ticulars of the Goods and Packages purporting to be
the same in the Report of the Ship, or in the Certificate
or other Dacument, where any is required, by which the
Importation or Entry of such Goods is authorized, nor
unless the Goods shall have been - properly described in
such Entry by the Denominations, and with the Charac-
ters and Circumstances, according to which such Goods
are charged with Duty, or may be imported; And any
Goods taken or delivered out of any Ship or out of any
Warehouse by virtue of any Entry or Warrant not cor-
responding or agreeing in all such respects, or not pro-
perly describing the same, shall be deemed to.be Goods
Landed or Taken without due Entry thereof, and shall
be forfeited,

XXVI. And be it further enacted, "That before any
Sugar, Coffee, Cocoa Nuts, Spirits, or Mahogany shall
be Shipped for'Exportation in any Britisk Possession in
America, or in the Island of Mauritius, as being the
Produce of such Possession or of such Island, the Pro-
prietor of the Estate on which such Goods were produ-
ced, or his known Agent, shall make and sign an Affidavit
in Writing before the Collector or Controller at the Port
of Exportation, or before one of His Majesty’s Justices
of the Peace, or other Officer duly authorized to admi-
nister such Outh, residing in or near the Place where
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the Produce of such Estatc; and such Affidavit shall
set forth the Name of the Estate, and the Description
and Quantity of the Goods, and the Packages contain-
ing the same, with the Marks and Numbers thereon, and
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the Name of the Person to whose Charge at the Place
of Shipment they are to be sent ; and if any Justice of
the Peace, or other Officer aforesaid, shall subscribe his
Name to any Writing, purporting to be such Affidavit,
unless the Person purporting to make such Affidavit
shall actually appear before him, and be Sworn to the
Truth of the same, such Justice of the Peace or Officer
aforesaid shall forfeit and pay for any such Offence the
Sum of Fifty Pounds; And the Person Entering and
Shipping such Goods shall deliver such Affidavit to the
Collector or Controller, or other proper Officer, and shall
make Oath before him that the Goods which are to be
Shipped by Virtue of such Entry are the same as are
mentioned in such Affidavit ; and the Master of the
Slip in which such Goods shall be Laden shall, before
Clearance, make Oath before the Collector or Control-
ler, that the Goods Shipped by Virtue of such Entry are
the same as are mentioned and intended in such Affida-
vit, to the best of his Knowledge and Belief; and there-
upon the Collector and Controller, or other proper Offi-
cer, shall Sign and Give to the Master a Certificate of
Production, stating that Proof has been made, in manner
required by Law, that such Goods (describing the same),
are tiic Produce of such British Possession, or of such Is-
land, and setting forth in such Certificate the Name of
the Exporter, and of the Exporting Ship, and of the
Master thereof, and the Destination of the Goods ; and
it any Sugar, Coffee, Cocoa Nuts, or Spirits be Imported
into any Brifish Possession in America, or into the Is-
land of Mauritius, as being the Produce of some other
such Possession, or of such Island, without such Certi-
ficate of Production, the same shall be forfeited ; And
ifany Mahogany be so imported, the same shall be deem-
edto be of Foreign Production.

XXVIL. And be it further enacted, That before any
Sugar, Coffee, Cocoa Nuts, Spirits, or Mahogany shail
be Shipped for Exportation in any British Possession in
America, as being the Produce of some other such Pos-
session, or of the Island of Mauritius, or shall be so
Shipped in the said Island as being the Produce of some
British Possession in America, the Person Exporting the
zame shall in the Entry Outwards state the Place of the
Production, and refer to the Entry Inwards and Landing
of such Goods, and shall make Oath before the Collector
cr Controller to the identity of the same ; and thereupon,
it such Goods shall have been duly Imported with a
Certificate of Production, within Twelve Months prior to
the Shipping for Exportation, the Coilector and Con-
troller shall Sign and Give to the Master a Certificate
of Production founded upon and referring to the Certi-
ficate of Production under which such Goods had been
so Imported, and Containing the like Particulars, together
with the Date of such Importation.

XXVIIL. And whereas it is expedient to make Regu-
lations respecting the Inland Trade of the British Pos-
sessions in America ; Be it therefore enacted, That it
shall be Lawful to bring or import by Land, or by Inland
Navigation, into any of the British Possessions in Ame-
rica, from any adjoining Foreign Country, any Goods
which might be Lawfully Imported by Sea into.such

Jossessions from such Country, and so to bring or im-

port such Goods in the Vessels, Boats, or Carriages of
stch Country, as well as in British Vessels, Boats, or
Carriages.

XXIX. And be it further enacted, That no Vesselor

Boat shall be admitted to be a British Vessel or Boat on
“any of the Inland Waters or Lakes in America, except

such as shall have been built at some Place within the
British Dominions, and shall be wholly owned by Bri-
tish Subjects, and shall not have been repaired at any
Foreign Place to a greater extent than in the proporticn
of Ten Shillings for every Ton of such Vessel or Boat at
any one time : Provided always, that nothing herein-
before contained shall extend to prevent the employment
of any Vessel or Boat-as a British Vessel or Boat, on
such Inland Waters or Lakes which shall have wholly
belonged to British Subjects before the passing of this
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Act, and which shall not be repaired as aforesaid in any

Foreign Place after the passing of this Act.

XXX. Provided always, and be it further enacted,
That it shall not be Lawful so to bving or import any
Goods, except into some Port or Place of Entry at which
a Custom-House now is or hereafter may be Lawfully
established : Provided also, that it shall be Lawful for
the Governor, Lieutenant Governor, or Person adminis-
tering the Government of apy of the said Possessions
respectively, by and with the Advice and Consent of the
Executive Council thereof for the time being, if any
Executive Council be there established, from Time to
Time to diminish or increase, by Proclamation, the

_Number of Ports or Places of Entry, which are or here-

after may be appointed in such Province, for the Entry

-of Goods brought or imported as aforesaid.

XXXI1. And be it further enacted, That the Duties
imposed by this Act shall be Ascertained, Levied, and
Recovered, for and upon all Goods so brought or im-
ported, in the same manner, and by the same means,

Penalties and Forfeitures, as the Duties on the like ‘g

Goods imported by Sea may and can be Ascertained,
Levied or Recovered, as far as the same are applicable ;
And if any Goods shall be brought or imported contrary
hereto, or if any Goods so brought or imported shall be
Removed from the Station or Place appointed for the
Examination of such Goods by the Officers of the Cus-
toms, before all Duties payable thereon shall have been
Paid or Satisfied, such Goods shall be forfeited, together
with the Vessel, Boat, or Carriage, and the Horses or
other Cattle, in or by which such Goods shall have been
so imported or brought or so removed.

XXXM. And be it further enacted, That the same
Tonnage Duties shall be Paid upon all Vessels or Boats
of the United States of America, Importing any Goods
into either of-the Provinces of Upper or Lower Canada,
as are or may be for the time being payable in the Uni-
ted States of America, on British Vessels or Boats en-
tering the Harbours of the State from whence such
Goods shall have been imported. : :

XXXIILI. And whereas it is expedient to Constitute
and Appoint some of the Free Poits in America to be
Free Warehousing Ports for all Goods which may. be
Legally Imported into the said Ports respectively ; and
it is also expedient to Empower HisMajesty to Constitute
and Appoint from Time to-Time any other Ports in any
of the said British Possessions in America to be in like
manner Free Warehousing Ports for-such Goods as may
be Legally Tmported into such Ports respectively ;' And
it is therefore necessary to make Regulations for the
appointing of proper Warehouses at sucll; Ports, and for
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the Lodging and Sccuring ol Goods therein; Be it there-
fore enacted, That the several Ports herein-after men-
tioned ; (that is to say), Kingston in the Island of
Jamaica, Halifux in Nova-Scotia, Quebec in Cunada,
Saint Johw's in New-Brunswick, and Bridge Town, in
the Island of Burbadoes, shall be TFree Warehousing
Dorts for the purposes of this Act; And that it shall be
Lawful for the several Collectors and Controllers of the
said Ports respectively by Notice in Writing under their
Hand, to appoint from Time to Time such Warehouses,
at such Ports respectively as shall be approved of by
them, for the Free Warchousing and Securing of Goods
Jtherein, for the purposes of this Act, and also in such
Notice to declare what sorts of Goods may be so Ware-
housed, and also by like Notice to revoke or alter any
such Appointment or Declaration ; Provided always,
that every such Netice shall be transmitted to the Gov-
ernor of the Place, and shall be published in such manner
as he shall direct.

XXXIV. And be it further enacted,. That it shall be
TLawful for the Importer of any such Goods into the said
Ports, to Warchouse the same in the Warchouses so ap-
pointed, without Payment of any Duty on the first Entry
thercof, subject nevertheless to the Rules, Regulations,
Restrictions, and Conditions herein-after contained.

XXXV. And be it further enacted, That all Goods
so Warchoused shall be stowed insuch parts or divisions
of the Warchouse, and in such manner as the Collector
and Controller shall dircet; and that the Warehouse
shall be locked and securcd in such manner, and shall
be opened and visited only at such time, and in the
presence of such Officers, and under such Rules and
Regulations as the Collector and Controller shall direct ;

Twenty-four Hours after the Master shall have been re-
quired to depart, it shall be Lawful for the Officer of the
Custemns to bring such Ship into Port, and to search and
examine her Cargo; and to examine the Master upon
Oath touching the Cargo and Voyage, and if there be
any Goods on Board prohibited to be imported into such
Possession, such Ship and her Cargo shall be forfeited ;
and if the Master shall not truly answer the Questions
which shall be demanded of him in such Examiration,
lie shall forfeit the Sum of One Hundred Peads.

T.I. Andbe it further enacted, That all Vesscls, Boats,
and Carriages, and all Cattle made use of in the Remo-
val of any Goods liable to Forfeiture under this Act,
shell be forfeited, and every Person who shall assist or
be otherwise concerned in the Unshipping, Landing or
Removal, or in the Harbouring of such Goods, or into
whose Hands or Possession the same shall knowingly
come, shall forfeit the Treble Value thereof, or the Pe-
nalty of One Hundred Pounds, at the Election of the
Officers of the Customs; and the averment in any In-
formation or Libel o be exhibited for the recovery of
such Penalty, that the Officer proceeding has elected to
suc for the Sum mentioned in the Information, shall be
deemed suflicient Proof of such clection, without any
other or further Evidence of such Fact.

LII. And be it further enacted, That all Goods, and
all Ships, Vessels and Boats, and all Carriages, and all
Cattle Liable to forfeiture under this Act, shall and may
be seized and secured by any Officer of the Customs or
Navy, or by any Person employed for that purpose, by
or with the concurrence of the Commissioners of His

Majesty’s Customs; and every Person who shall in any
way Hinder, Oppose, Molest, or Obstruct any Officer
of the Customs or Navy, or any Person so employed as
aforesaid, in the exercise of his Office, or any Person
acting in his aid or assistance, shall for every such Of-
fence forfeit the Sum of Two Hundred Pounds.

LIII. And be it further enacted, That under Autho-
rity of a Writ of Assisstance granted by the Superior or
Supreme Court of Justice,or Court of Vice Admiralty hav-
ing Jurisdiction in the Place. (who are hereby authorised
and required to grant such Writ of Assistance, upon ap-
plication made to them for that purpose by the principal
Ofticers of His Majesty’s Customs,) it shall be Lawful for
any Officer of the Customs, taking with him a Peace
Officer, to enter any Building or other Place in the Day-
time, and to Search for and scize and Secure any Goods
Liable to forfeiture under this Act; and in case of ne-
cessity, to Break Open any Doors and any Chests or
other Packages for that purpose; and such Writ of As-
sistance, when issued, shall be deemed to be in force dur-
ing the whole of the Reign in which the same shall have
been granted, and for Twelve Months from the conclu-
sion of such Reign.

LIV. And be it further enacted, That if any Person
shall by Force or Violence assault, Resist, Oppose, ¥o-
lest, Hinder, or Obstruct any Officer of the Customs or
Navy, or other Person employed as aforesaid, in the ex-
ercise of his Office, or any Person acting in his aid or
assistance, such Person, being thereof Convicted, shall
be adjudged a Felon, and shall be proceeded against as
such, and punished at the discretion of the Court before
whom such Person shall be tried,

LV. And be it further enacted, That all things which
shall be Seized as being Liable to Forfeiture under this
Act, shall be taken forthwith and delivered into the
Custody of the Collector and Controller of the Customs
at the Custom-House next to the Place where the same
were seized, who shall secure the same by such means
and in such mamer as shall be provided and directed
by the Commissioners of his Majesty’s Customs.

LVI. Andbeit further enacted, That all things which
shall have been condemned as forfeited under this Act
shall, under the direction of the Collector and Control-
ler or other principal Officer of the Customs at the Port
where such Seizures shall have been secured, be Sold
by Public Auction to the best Bidder: Provided always,
That it shall be Lawful for the Commissioners of the
Customs to direct in what manner the Produce of such
Sale shall be applied, or in licu of such Sale, to direct
that any of such things shall be destroyed or shall be
reserved for the public service.

LVII. And it further enacted, That all Penalties and
Forfeitures which may have been heretofore or may
be here-after incurred, shall and may be Prosecuted,
Sucd for, and Recovered in any Court of Record or of
Vice Admiralty, having Jurisdiction in the Colony or
Plantation where the Cause of Prosecution arises, and
in cases where there shall happen to be no such Courts,
then in any Court of Record or of Vice Admiralty hav-
ing Jurisdiction in some British Colony or Plantaticn
near to that where the Cause of Prosccution arises;
Provided that in cases where a Seizure is made in any
other Colony than that where the Forfeiture accrues,
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such Seizure may be prosecuted in any Court of Record
or of Vice Admiralty having Jurisdiction either in the
Colony or Plantation where the Forfeiture accrues, or in
the Colony or Plantation where the Seizure is made, at
the Election of the Seizor or Prosecutor; and in cases
where there shall happen to be no such Courts in either
of the last-mentioned Colonies or Plantations, then in
the Court of Record or of Vice Admiralty having Juris-
diction in some Britisk Colony or Plantation near to
that where the Forfeiture accrues, or to that where the
Seizure is made, at the Election of the Seizor or Pro-
secutor. :

LVIIL. And be it further enacted, that if any Goods
or any Ship or Vessel shall be seized as forfeited under
this Act,.or any Act here-after ta be made, and detained
in any of the British Possessions in America, it shall be
Lawful for the Judge or Judges of any Court having
Jurisdiction to try and determine such Seizures, with the
consent of the Collector and Controller of the Customs,
to order the delivery. thereof on Security by Bend, with
two sufficient Sureties, to be first approved by such Col-
lector and Controller, to answer double the Value of the
same in case of Condemnation; and such. Bond- stall
be taken to tle use of His Majesty in the name of the
Collector- of ‘the Customs in whose Custody the Goods
or the Ship or Vessel ' may be lodged, and such Bond
shall be delivered-and kept in the joint Custody of such
Collector and his Controller, and in case the Goods or
the Ship or Vessel shall be condemned, the Value there-
of shall be Paid into the Hands of suclr Collector, who
shall thereupon, with the consent or privity of his Con-
troller, cancel .such Bond.

LIX. And be it further. enacted, That no- suit shall
be commenced for the Recovery of any Penalty or For-
féiture under this Act, except in the Name of some Su-
perior Officer of the Customs or Navy, or other Person
employed as herein-before mentioned,or of His Majesty’s
Advocate or Attorney General for the Place where such
Suit shall be commenced ; and.if a Question shall ‘arise,
whether any Pérson is an Officer of the Customs or Na-
vy, or.sucli other Person as aforesaid, vivé voce Evidénce
may be given of such Fact, and shall be deemed Legal
and Sufkicient Evidence.-

IX. And be it further enacted, That if any Goods
shall be Seized for nonpayment of Duties, or any other
Cause of Forfeiture, and any Dispute shall arise whether
the Duties. have been Piid for the same, or the same
have been Lawfully Imported or Luwfully Laden or Ex-
ported, the Proof thereof sk.if lie on the Owner or Claim-
er of -such Goods, and not:on the Officer who shall
seize andstop the same. .

LXI. And be it further enacted, That no Claim to any-

thing seized under this Act, and’ returned into-any of*

His Majesty's Courts for Adjudication, shall be admitted,
unless such Claim be entered in the Name of the Owner,
with his Residence and Occupation, nor unless Oath to
the Property in such thing be made by the Owner, or
by his Attorney or Agent by whom such Claim shall be
entered, to the best of*his knowlédge and belief; and
every Person making a Filse Oath thereto shall be deem-
¢d Guiity of a Misdenicanor, and shall be Liable to the
Pains and Penaltics to whiclk Persons are- Liable for a
Misdemeanor. '

LXII. And be it further enactéd, That no Person
shall be admitted to enter a Claim to any thing seized
in_pursuance of this Act, and prosecuted in any of the
British Possessions in America, until sufficient Security
shall have been given, in the Court where such Seizure
is prosecuted, in a Penalty not exceeding Sixty Pounds,
to answer and pay the Costs occasioned by such Claim;
and in Default of giving such Security, such things shail
be adjudged to be forfeited, and shall be Condemned.

LXIII. And beit further enacted, That no Writ shall
be sued out against, nor a2 Copy of any Process served
upon any Officer of the Customs or Navy, or other Per-
son as aforesaid for any thing done in the exercise of
his Office, until one Calendar Month after Notice in
Writing shall‘have been delivered to him, or left at his
usual place of abode, by the Attorney or Agent to the
Party who intends to sue out such Writ or Process ; in-
which Notice shall be clearly and explicitly Contained
the Cause of tlie Action, the Name and Place of Abode
of the Person who is-to bring such Action, and the
Name and Place of Abodé of the Attorney or Agent;
and no Evidence of the Cause of such Action shall be
produced, except of such as shall be contained in such
Notice ; and no Verdict shall be given for the Plaintiff,
unless he shall prove on the Trial that such Notice was
given; and-in dcfault of such Proof, the Defendant:
shall receive in such Action a Verdict and Costs.

"LXIV. And'be it further enacted, That every such
Action shall be brought within Three Calendar Months
after the Cause thereof, and shall be laid and tried in
the Place or District where the Facts were Committed,
and the Defendant may plead thie General Issue, and
give the Special- Matter in Evidence ; and if the Plaintiff
shall become non-suited, or shall discontinue the Action,
or if upon a Verdict or Démurrer, Judgment shall be
given against the Plaintiff, the Defendant shall receive
Treble. Costs, and have such remedy for the same as any
Defendant- can have in other Cases where Costs are
given by Law. .

LXV. And be it-further enacted, That 15 case any
Information or Suit shall be brought to Trial on account
of any Seizure made under tliis Act, and a Verdict shall
be found for the Claimant thereof, and the Judge or
Court before whom the Cause shall have been tried,
shall certify on the Record that there was probable cause
of Seizure, the Claimant shall not be entitled to any
Costs of Suit, nor shall the Person who made such Sej-
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or Prosecution, on account of such Seizure; and if any
Action, Indictment, or-other Suit or Prosecution shall’
be brought to Trial against any Person on account of:
such Seizare, wherein a Verdict shall be given against
the Defendant; the Plaintiff, besides the thing seized, or:
the Value thereof, shall not be entitled to more than:
Two Pence Damages, nor to any Costs of Suit, nor shall

the Défendant'in such Prosecution be Fined morc than

One Shilling. .

LEXVI And be it further-enacted, That it shall be:
Lawful for such Officer, within One Calendar Month
after such Notice, to tender Amends to the Party com-
plaining or his Agent, and to plead such Tender in bar
to any Action, together with other Pleas; and if the
Jury shall find:the Amends sufficient, they shall- give a
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Verdict for the Defendant; and in such case, or in case
the Plaintiff shall become nonsuited, or shall discontinue
his Action, or Judgment shall be given for the Defen-
dant upon demurrer, then such Defendant shall be enti-
tled to the like Costs as he would bave been entitled to
in case he had pleaded the General Issue only : Provi-
ded abways, that it shall be Lawful for such Defendant,
by leave of the Court where such Action shall be brought,
at any time before Issue joined, to pay Monéy into Court
as in other Actions.

LXVIIL Andbe it further cnacted, That in any such
Action, if the Judge or Court before whom such Action
shall be "Liied, shall Certify upon the Record that De-
fendant or Defendants in such Action acted upon pro-
bable cause, then the Plaintiff in such Action shall not
be entitled to more than Two Pence Damages, nor to
any Costs of Suit.

LXVIII. And be it further enacted, That all Penal-
ties and Forfeitures recovered in any of the British Pos-
sessions in America under this Act, shall be Divided,
Paid, and Applied as follows; (that is to say,) after
Deducting the Charges of Prosecution from the Produce
thereof, One Third Part of the Net Produce shall be
paid into the Hands of the Collector of His Majesty's
Customs at the Port or Place where such Penalties or
Forfeitures shall be recovered for the use of His Majes-
ty ; One Third Part to the Governor or Commander in
Chief of the said Colony or Plantation, and the other
Third Part to the Person who shall Seize, Inform, and
Sue for the same ; cxcepting such Seizures as shall be
made at Sea by the Commanders or Officers of His
Majesty’s Ships of War, duly authorized to make Sei-
zures, One Moiety of which Seizures and of the Penalties
and Forfuitures recovered thercon, first deducting the
Charges of Prosecution from the Gross Produce thereof,
shall be paid as aforesaid to the Collector of His Majes-
ty's Customs, to and for the use of His Majesty, and
the other Moiety to him or them who shall Seize, In-
torm, and Sue for the same, any Law, Custom or Usuge
to the contrary notwithstanding ; Subject ncvertheless
to such Distribution of the Produce of the Seizures so
made at Sea, as well with regard to the Moiety herein-
beiore granted to His Majesty as with regard to the
other Moiety given to the Seizor or Prosecutor, as His
Majesty shall think fit to order and direct by any Orcer
or Orders of Council, or by any Proclamation or Pro-
ciamations to be made for that purposc.

LNXIX. And be it further enacted, That all Actions
or Suits for the recovery of any of the Penalties or For-
feitures imposed by this Act may be comunenced or
prosecuted at any time within Three Years after the
Oflence committed, by reason whereot such Penalty or
Forfeiture shall be incurred; any Law, Usage, or Cus-
tom to the contrary notwithstanding,

LXX. And be it further enacted, Th'at no Appeal
shall be prosecuted from any Decrce or Sentence of any
of His Majesty's Courts in smerica, touching any Penal-
ty or Forfiiture imposed by this Act, unless the inhibi-
tion shall be applied for and decrced within Twelve
Months from the time when such Decree or Sentence
was pronounced.

LXXI. And be it further enacted, That all Persons
authorized to make Seizures under an Act passed in the

Fifth Year of the Reign of His present Majesty, intitu-
led, An Act to Amend and Consolidate the Laws relating
1o the Abolition of the Slave Trade, shall, in making and
prosecuting any such Seizures, have the Benefit of all
the Provisions granted to Persons authcrized to make
Séizures under this Act.

LXXII And be it further enacted, That all Penalties
and Forfeitures created by the said Act passed in the
Fifth Year of His present Majesty, whether pecuniary or
specific, shall (except in cases specially provided for by
the said Act,) go and belong to such Persons as are au-
thorized by that Act to make Seizures, in such Shares,
and shall and may be Sued for and Prosecuted, Tried,
Recovered, Distributed and Applied in such and the like
manner, and by the same ways and means, and subject
to the same Rules and Directions, as any Penalties and
Forfeitures incurred in Great Britain and in the British
Possessions in America respectively, now go and belong
to, and may be Sued, Prosecuted, Tried, Recovered and
Distributed respectively in Great Britain, or in the said
Possessions, under and by Virtue of this Act.

LXXIII, And be it further enacted, That it shall be
Lawful for His Majesty, by -and with the Advice of his
Privy Council, by any Order or Orders in Council to be
issued frem Time to Time, to give such Directions and
make such Regulations touching the Trade, and Com-
merce to and from any British Possessions on,or near
the Continent of Europe, or within the Mediterranean
Sea, or in Africa, or within the Limits of the East India
Company's Charter (excepting the Possessions of the
said Company,) as to His Majesty in Council shall ap-
pear most expedient and salutary; and if any Goods
shall be Imported or Exported in any manner contrary
to any such Order of His Majesty in Council, the same
shall be forfeited, together with the Ship importing or
exporting the same.

LXXI1V. And be it further enacted, That it shall be
Lawful for the East India Cecmpany to Trade inand Ex-
port from any Place within the Limits of their Char-
ter, any (oods for the purpose of being carried to some
of His Majesty's Possessions in America, and so to Carry
and to Import the same into any of such Possessions
and also to carry return Cargoes from such Possessions
to any Place within the Liiits of their Charter or to the
United Kingdom ; and that it shall be Lawful for any
of His Majesty's Subjects, with the Licence in Writing
granted by or under the Autherity of the said Company,
to lade in and export from any of the Dowinions of the
Emperor of China any Goods, and to lade in and export
from any Place within the Limits of the said Company’s
Charter any Tea, for the purpose of being carried to
some of His Majesty’s Possessions in America, and also
so to carry and to import the same into any of such Pos-
sessions.

LXXV. And be it further enacted, That it shall be
Lawful for any Person, being the Shipper of any Sugar,the
Produce of some Britis: Possession within the Liits of
the East India Company’s Charter, to be Exported from
any Place in such Possession, to go befure the Collector
cr Controller, or other Chiet’ Officer of the Customs at
such Place, or if there be no such Oflicer of the Cus-
tomns, to go before the Principal Officer of such Place,
or the Judge or Commercial Resident of the District,
and make and sign an Afiidavit before Lim, that such
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Sugar was really and dond fide the Produce of such Bri-
tisk Possession, to the best of his Kno #ledge and Belief’;.
and such Officer, Judge or Resident is hereby authorised
and required to administer such Affidavit, and to grant
a Certificate thereof, setting forth in such Certificate the
Name of the Ship in which the Sugar is to be Exported,
and the Destination of the same.

LXXVI. And be it further enacted, That nothing in
this Act, or in any other Act passed in this present Ses-
sion of Parliament, shall extend to repeal or in any way
alter or affect an Act passed in the Thirty-seventh Year
of the Reign of His late Majesty King George the Third,
intituled, Ar Act for regulating the Trade to be carried
on with the British Possessions in India by the Ships of
Nations in Amity with His Majesty ; nor to revoke,
alter, or affect any Regulations formed under the Au-
thority of that Act, and which were in force at the time
of the commencement of this Act.

LXXVIL And be it further enacted, That all Ships
built at any Place within the Limits of the East India
Company’s Charter, prior to the First of January, One
Thousand Eight Hundred and Sixteen, and which then
were and have ‘continued ever since. to be solely the
Property of His Majesty’s Subjects, shall be deemed
to be British Ships for all the purposes of Trade within
the said Limits, including the Cupe of Good Hope ; any

.thing in this Act, or in any other Act or Acts passed in

this present Session of Parliament to the contrary not-
withstanding. .

LXXVIIIL And be it further enacted, That it shall be
Lawful for the Shipper of any Wine, the Produce of the
Cape of Good Hope, or of its Dependencies, which is to
be exported from thence, to go before the Chief Officer
of the Cusioms, and make and sign an Affidavit before
himi, that such Wine was really and &ond fide the Pro-
duce of the Cape of Good Hope, or of its Dependencies ;
and such Officer is hereby authorised and required to ad-
minister such Aflidavit, and to grant a Certificate thereof,
setting forth in such Certificate the Name of the Ship
in which the Wine is to be Exported, and the Destina-
tion of the same.

LXXIX. And be it further enacted, That it shall be
Lawful for any Person who is about to Export from any
of the Islands of Guernsey, Jersey, Alderney or Sark, to
thie United Kingdom, or to any of the Bretisk Posses-
sions in America, any Goods of the Growth or Produce
of any of those Islands, or any Goods manufactured
fromn Materials which were the Growth or Produce there-
of, or of the United Kingdom, to go before any Magis-
trate of the Island from which the Goods are to be Ex-
ported, and make and sign before him an Affidavit that
such Goods, describing the same, are of such Growth or
Produce, or of such Manufacture, and such Magistrate
shall administer and sign such Affidavit ; and thereupon
the Governor, Lieutenant Governor or Commander in
Chief of the Islund from which the Goods are to be Ex-
ported, shall, upon the delivery to him of such Affidavit,
grant a Certificate under his hand of the Proof contain-
ed in such Affidavit, stating the Ship in which and the

~ Port to which, in the United Kingdom or in any such

Possession, the Goods are to be Exported; and such
Certificate shall be the proper Document to be produ-
ced at such Ports respectively, in Proof that the Goods

mentioned therein are of the Growth, Produce, or Ma-
nufacture of such Islands respectively.

LXXX. And be it it further enacted, That it shall
not be Lawful to Import into any of the Islands of Guern-
sey, Jersey, Alderney, or Sark, dny Tea, nor any Tobac-
co, except from the United Kingdom; and if any Tea
or any Tobacco shall be brought into any of the said Is-
lands, from any other Place than from the United King-
dom, or not having been duly Entered and Cleared in
the United Kingdom, to be Exported to such Island, the
same shail be forfeited.

LXXXI. And be it further enacted, That no Brandy,
Geneva, or other Spirits, except Rum of the British
Plantations,” shall be Imported into or Exported from
the Islands of Jersey, Guernsey, Alderney or -Sark, or
either of them, or removed from any one to any other
of the said Islands, or Coastwise from any one part to
any other part of either of the said Islands, or shall be
Shipped, in order to be so removed or carried, or shall
be Waterborne, for the purpose of being so Shipped in
any Ship, Vessel, or Boat of less burthen than One Hun-
dred Tons, nor in any Cask or Package of less Size or
Content than Forty Gallons; norany Tobacco or Snuff,

in any Ship, Vessel, or Boat of less burthen than One’

Hundred Tons, nor in any Cask or Package eontaining
less than Four Hundred and Fifty Pounds Weight (save
and expect any such Spirits or loose Tobacco as shall
be for the use of the Seamen belonging to and on Board
any such Ship, Vessel, or Boat, not exceeding Two Gal-
lons of-the former, and Five Pounds Weight of the latter,
for each Seaman; and also except such manufactured
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or carried from any one of the said Islands to any other -

thereof, or Coastwise,from any one Part to an y other Part
of the said Islands, or be Shipped, or Waterborne for the
purpose of being Shipped in any Ship, Vessel, or Boat of
less burthen than Sixty Tons, or in any Cask containing
less than Twenty Gallons, or any Package ‘containing
less than Three Dozen reputed Quart Bottles, or Six
Dozen reputed Pint Bottles, on pain of forfeiture of all
such Foreign Brandy, Geneva, or other Spirits, Tobacco,
Snuff, or Wine respectively, together with the Casks or
Packages containing the :ame ; andalso every such Ship,
Vessel, or Boat, together with all the Guns, Furniture;
and Ammunition, Tackle, and Apparel thereof.

LXXXII. Provided-nlways, and be it further enact-"

ed, That nothing herein contained shall extend or be
construed to extend to Subject to Forfeiture or Seizure,
under any of the Provisions of this Act, any Boat not
exceeding the burthen of Ten Tons, for having on Board
at any one time any Foreign Spirits of the Quantity of
Ten Gallons, or under, in Casks or Packages of less size
or content than Forty Gallons ; or any Tobacco, Snuff,
or Tea, not exceeding Fifty Pounds Weight of each, for
the supply of the said Island of Sark, such Boat having
aLicence from the properOfficer of Customs at either of
the Islands of Guernsey or Jersey, and for the purpose
of being employed in carrying Commodities for the sup-
ply of the said Island of Sark, which Licence, such Ofi-
cer of Customs is hereby required to grant, without tak-
ing any Fee or Reward for the same: Provided al-
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'w:ays, that every such Boat .having on Board at any one
- time, any greater Quantity of Spirits than Ten Gallons,

or any greater Quantity of Tobacco or Snuff than Fifty
Pounds Weight of each of the said Articles, unléss such
greater Quantity of Spirits, Tobacco, or Snuff, shall be-
in Cazsks or Packages of the Size, Content, or Weight,
herein-before required, or having on Board at any one
time, any greater quantity of Tea than Fifty Pounds
Weight, shall be forfeited.

LXXXIIL Provided also, and be it further enacted,
That nothing herein contained, shall extend or be con-
strued to extend to prevent the Importation into, or Ex-
portation from the said Islands of Guernsey, Jersey, Alder-

-ney, or Sark, or either of them, of any Wine in Bottles,

Shipped in Cases or Casks only, each containing at least
Three Dozen'reputed Quart Bottles, or Six Dozen re-
puted Pint Bottles: Provided always, that before any
such Wine in Bottles, shall be Shipped for Exportation,
to or from Great Brilain or Ireland, the Master or other
Person having the Charge or Command of the Ship,
Vessel, or Boat, in or on board of which such Wine
shall be so intended to he Exported, together' with one
other sufficient Surety, shall give Bond in the Pe-

‘nalty of Forty. Shillings per Gallon, that the Wine so

in Great Britain or Ireland, to or for which the same
shall be declared at the time of giving such Bond,

ter, or other Person having the Charge or Command of

the Interest of Commerce and the Ends of Justice, and
also for affording Convenience and Facility to all Per-

“Laws, or who may be authorized to act in the Exe.cu-
tion thereof, that all the Statutes now in force, relating

And be it further enacted, That no Ship shall
be admitted to be a British Ship unless duly Registered
and Navigated as such; And that every British Regis-
tered Ship (so long as the Registry of such Ship shall be
in force, or the Certificate of such Registry retained for
the use of such Ship) shall be navigated during the whole
of every Voyage (whether with a Cargo or in Ballast,)
in every Part of the World by a Master who is a British
Subject, and by a Crew, whereof Three Fourths at least
are British Seamen; and if sach Ship be employed in a
Coasting Voyage from one part of the United Kingdom
to another, or in a Voyage befween the United King-

And be it further enacted, That no Ship shall be
admitted to be a Ship of any particular Country, unless
she be of the built of such Country; or have been made
Prize of War to such Country ; or have been forfeited
to such Country under any Law of the same, -made for
the Prevention of the Slave Trade, and Condemned as

Country; or be British built (not having been a Prize of

DBritish Seamen cannot be procured in any Foreign Port,
orin any Place within the Limits of the Easz India
Company's Charter, for the Navigation of any Britisk
Ship; or if such Proportion be destroyed during the
Veyage by any unavoidable Circumstance, and the Mas-
ter of such Ship shall produce a Certificate of such Facts
under the Hand of any British Consul, or of Two known
British Merchants, if there be no Consul at the Place
where such Facts can be ascertained, or from the British
Governor of any Place within the Limits of the East In-
dia Company’s Charter; or in the want of such Certifi-
cate, shall make Proof of the Truth of such Facts to the
Satisfaction of the Collector or Controller of the Cus-
toms of any British Port, or of any Person authorized in
any other’part of the World to inquire into the Naviga-
tion of such Ship, ‘the same shall be deemed to be duly
Navigated.

XX. And be it further enacted, That if His Majesty
shall, at any Time, by His Royal Proclamation, declare
that the Proportion of Britisk Seamen necessary to the
due Navigation of Britisk Ships shall be less than the
Proportion required by this Act, every British Ship
Navigated with the Proportion of British Seamen requi-
red by such Proclamation shall be deemed to be duly

Navigated, so long as such Proclamation shall remain
in force.

XXI Provided always, and be it further enacted,
That Goods of any Sort or the Produce of any Place,
not otherwise prohibited than by the Law of Navigation
herein-before contained, may be imported into the Uni-
ted Kingdom from any Place in a British Ship, and

An Act o regulate the Trace of the Provinces of Lower and Upper Canada, and for other Purposes
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‘VHEREAS it is expedient to make further Regu-

lation respecting the Trade of the Province of
Upper and Lower Canada in North America: Beit
therefore enacted by the King's most Excellent Majes-
ty, by and with the Advice and Consent of the Lords
Spiritual and Temporal, and Commons, in this present
Parliament assembled, and by the Authority of the same,
That from and after the passing of this Act, it shall be
lawful to import by Land or Inland Navigation in any
British or American Vessel or Vessels, Boat or Boats,
Carriage or Carriages, the Goods, Wares, and Commo-
dities the Growth, Produce, or Manufacture of the Uni-
ted States of America, enumerated in the Schedule or
Table annexed to this Act marked (A.), from any Port
or Place in the United States of America, into any Port
or Place of Entry at which a Custom House now is or
hereafter may be lawfully established, in either of the
Provinces of Upper and Lower Canada : Provided al-
ways nevertheless, that it shall and may be lawful for
the Governor, Lieutenant Governor, or Person adminis-
tering the Government of either of the said Provinces
respectively, by and with the Adviceand Consent of the
Executive Council thereof for the Time being, from
Time to Time to diminish or increase by Proclamation,
the Number of Ports or Places which are or hereafter may
be appointed in such Province for the Entry of Goods,
Wares, and Commedities imported from the United
States of America.

II. And be it further enacted, That from-and after
the passing of this Aet, there shall be raised, levied, col-
lected, and paid unto His Majesty, His Heirs and Suc-
cessors, for and upon such of the Goods, Wares, and
Commodities which shall be so imported, as are enume-
rated in the Schedule or Table annexed to this Act mar-
ked (B.), the several Duties of Customs as the same are
respectively inserted or described and set forth in Fi-
gures in the said Schedule,

III. Provided always, and be it further enacted, That
if upon the Importation of any Article charged with Du-
ty by this Act, the said Article shall also be liable to
the Payment of Duty under the Authority of any Colo-
nial Law, equal to or exceeding in Amount the Duty
charged by this Act, then and in such Case the Duty
charged upon such Article by this Aet shall not bz de-
manded or paid upon the Importation of such Article :
Provided also, that if the Duty payable under such Co-
ionial Law shall be less in Amount than the Duty pay-

able by this Act, then and in such case the Difference
only between the Amount of the Duty payable by this
Act, and the Duty payable under the Authority of such
Colonial Laws, shall be deemed to be the Duty payable
by this Act; and the same shall be collected and paid
in such and the like Manner, and appropriated and ap-
plied to such and the like Uses, as the Duties specified
in the said Schedule annexed to this Act marked (B.)
are directed to be collected, paid, appropriated, and ap-
plied.

IV. And be it farther enacted, That the same Ton-
nage Duties shall be paid upon all American Vessels or
Boats, importing any Goods into either of the said Pro-
vinces, as are or may be for the Time being payable in
the United States of America, on British Vessels or Boats
entering the Harbours of the State from whence such
Goods shall have been imported.

V. And be it further enacted, That in all Cases in
which the Duties imposed by this Act upon the Impor-
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tation of Articles into the said Provinces, or either of ascertained

them, are charged, not according to the Weight, Gauge,
or Measure, but according to.the Value thereof, such
Value shall be ascertained in the Mode prescribed by
an Act passed in this present Session of Parliament, in-
tituled An Act to regulate the Trade between His Majes-
ty's Possessions in Awmerica and the West Indies, and
other Places in America and the West Indies.

VI. And be it.further enacted, That if the Importer
or Proprietor of such Articles shall refuse to pay the Du-
ties hereby imposed thereon, it shall and may be lawtul
for the Collector or other Chief Officer of the Customs
where such Articles shall be imported, and he is hereby
respectively required, to take and secure the same, with
the Casks or other Package thereof, and to cause the
same to be publickly sold within the Space of Twenty
Days at the most after such Refusal made, and at such
Time and Place as such Officer shall, by Four or more
Days public Notice, appoint for that purpose; which
Articles shall be sold to the highest Bidder; and the
Money arising from the Sale thereof shail be applied to
the Payment of the said Duties, together with the Char-
ges which shall have been occasioned by the said Sale,
and the Overplus (if any) shall be paid to such Importer,
or any other Person authorized to receive the same.

VIL And whereas a certain Act made and passed in
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the Twenty-eight Year of the Reign of His late Majesty
King George the Third, intituled An act to allow the Im-
portation of Rum and other Spirits from His Majesty's
Colonics or Plantations in the West Indies into the Pro-
vince of Quebec, without Payment of Duly, under certain
Conditions and Restrictions, has been repealed during
the present Session of Parliament: And whereas
Doubts may be entertained whether a certain other Act,
passed in the Forty-ninth Year of His said late Majes-
ty's Reign, intituled An Act to allow the Importation of
Rum and other Spirits, from the Island of Bermuda into
the Province of Lower Canada, without Payment of Du-
ty, on the sume Terms aud Conditions as suchk Importa-
tion may be made directly from 1is Majesty’s Sugar Co-
lonies in the Wesi Indies, might not still remain in force,
notwithstanding the Repcal of the said first-mentioned
Act; be it therefore enacted and declared, That the said
last-mentioned Act shall be and the same is hereby re-
pealed. ‘

VIII. And whereas it is expedient to afford Protec-
tion to the Trade between the said Colonies and Plan-
tations and the Province of Lower Canada, by imposing
the same Duty upon Rum or other Spirits, the Produce
or Manufacture of the said Colonies, imported from
Great Britain into the said Province, as is now payable
upon the same Articles when imported from His Majes-
ty's said Colonies or Plantations in the West Indies; be
it further enacted, That from and after the passing of
this Act, there shall be raised, levied, collected, and paid
unto His Majesty, Idis Heirs and Successors, for and
upon cvery Gallon of Rum or other Spirits, the Preduce
or Manufacture of any of His Majesty’s Islands, Colo-
nies or Plantations in the West Indies, which shall be
imported or brought into any Port of the said Province
of Lower Canada from Great Britain or Ireland, or any
of the British Dominiens in Europe, the Sum of Six-
pence, over and above all other Duties now or hereafter
to be made payable thereon in the said Province.

IX And be it further enacted, That the Rates and
Dutics chargeable by this Act shall be deemed, and are
hereby declared to be Sterling Money of Great Britain,
and shall be collected, recovered, and paid to the Amount
of the Value which such nominal Sums bear in Great
Britain ; and that such Sums may be received and ta-
ken according to the Proportion and Value of Five Shil-
lings and Sixpence to the Ounce of Silver; and that the
said Duties herein-before granted shall be received, levi-
ed, collected, paid, and recovered in the same Manncr
and Form, and by such Rules, Ways, and Means, and
under such Penaities and Forfeitures as any other Du-
ties payable to His Majesty upon Goods imported into
the said’ Provinces of Upper and Lower €anada, or into
either of them respectively, are or shall beraised, levied,
collected, paid, and recovered by any Act or Acts of
Parliament, as fully and effectually to all Intents and
Purposes, as if the several Clauses, Powers, Directions,
Penalties, and Forfeitures relating. thereto were particu-
larly repeated and again enacted in the Body of this Act;
and that all the Monies which shall arise by the said
Duties, (except the necessary Charges of raising, collec-
ting, levying, recovering, answering, paying, and ac-
counting for the same) shall be paid by the Collector of
His Majesty’s Customs, into the Hands of His Majesty’s
Receiver General in the said Provinces respectively for
the Time being, and shall be applied to and for the Use
of the Provinces of Upper and Lower Canada respect-

ively, in such Manner only as shall be directed by any
Law or Laws which may be made by His Majesty, His
Heirs or Successors, by and with the Advice and Con-
sent of the Legislative Council and Assembly of each
of the said Provinces respectively.

X. And be it further enacted, That it shall be lawful
to export in any British or American Vessel or Vessels,
Boat or Boats, Carriage or Carriages, from any of the
Ports or Places of Entry now or hereafter to be established
in the said Provinces, to any Port or Place in the Uni-
ted States of America, any Article of the Growth, Pro-
duce, or Manufacture of any of His Majesty's Dominions,
or any other Article legally imported into the said Pro-
vinces : Provided always, that nothing herein contained
shall be construed to permit or allow the Exportation of
any Arms or Naval Stores, unless a Licence shall have
been obtained for that purpose from His Majesty’s Se-
cretary of State; and in case any such Articles shall be
shipped or waterborne for the purpose of being exported
contrary to this Act, the same shall be forfeited, and
shall and may be seized and prosecuted as herein-after
directed. :

XI. And be it further enacted, That nothing in this
Act contained shall be construed to interfere with or
repeal, as respects the Inland Navigation of the said
Provinces, any of the Provisions contained in a certain
Act passed in the Seventh and Eighth Years of the

" Reign of King William, intituled - An Act for preventing

Frauds, and regulating Abuses in the Plantation Trade ;
except in so fur as the same are altered or repealed by
this Act.

XII. And beit further enacted, That all Penalties and
Forfeitures incurred in either of the said Provinces under
this Act (exeept where it is otherwise provided,) shall
and may be sued for and prosecuted in any Court hav-
ing competent Jurisdiction within such Province respect-
ively; and the same shall and may be recovered, divi-
ded, and accounted for in the same Manner and Form,
and by the same Rules and Regulations in all respects,
as other Penalties and Forfeitures for Offences against the
Laws relating to the Customs and Trade of the said
Provinces respectively, shall or may by any Act or Acts
of the Legislatures of such Provinces be directed to be
sued for, prosecuted, recovered, divided, and accounted
for within the same respectively.

XIIT. And whereas it is expedient to encourage the
Trade between Newfvundland, Nova Scotia, New Bruns-
wick, and Prince #dward’s Island, by enabling the
Merchants and Traders of Newfoundland to export from
thence into Canada, Rum and other Spirits, the Pro-
duce of the British West India Islands, or any of His
Majesty's Colonies on the Continent of South America,
free of any Duty which may have been imposed upon
its Importation from any of the Places last aforesaid,
and for which Purpose to allow, upon. the Export of
such- Rum or other Spirits, a Drawback of the full Du-
ties paid upon the Importation thereof; be it therefore

rica, a Drawback of the full Duties of Customs which
may have been paid upon the Importation thereof from
any of the places last aforesaid, into any or either of the
said Colonies of Newfoundland, Nova Scotia, New
Brunswick, or Prince Edward’s Island, upon a Certifi-
cate being produced, under the Hands and Seals of the
Collector and Controller of His Majesty’s Customs at
Quebec, certifying that the said Rum or other Spirits
have been duly landed in Canade.

XIV. And be it further enacted, That no Entry shall
pass, nor any Drawback be paid or allowed, upon the
Exportation of Rum or other Spirits from any or
either of the said Colonies of Newfoundland, Nova Sco-
tia, New Brunswick, or Prince Edward’s Island, into
Canada, unless such Entry be made in the Name of
the real Owner or Owners, Proprietor or Proprietors of
the said Goods ; and that before such Owner or Owners,
Proprietor or Proprietors, shall receive the said Draw-
back so allowed as aforesaid, One or more of them shall
verify upon Oath, upon the Debenture to be made out
for the Payment of such Drawback, that he or they is
or are the real Owner or Owners of the said Goods;
nor unless Proof on Oath shall be made to the Satisfac-
tion of the Collector and Controller of His Majesty's Cus-
toms at the Port from whence the said Goods shall be so
imported into Canada, that the full Duties due upon the
Importation of the said Goods at the said Port had been
paid and discharged: Provided always, that in case
where the Owners ‘of the said Goods are resident in any
other part of the British Dominions, it shall be lawful
for their known and established ‘Agents in the Colonies
from whence the said Goods shall be so imported into
Canada, to take the necessary Oaths on behalf of the
suid Owners.

XV. And be it further enacted, That the said Draw-
back shall be paid by the Collector of His Majesty’s Cus-
toms at the Port from whence the said Goods shall be
so imported into Canada, with the Consent of the Con-
troller there, out of any Monies in his Hands arising
from the Duties of Customs,

XVI. And be it further enacted, That no Drawback
shall be paid and allowed as aforesaid, unless the said
Rum or other Spirits shall be duly entered for Exporta-
tion with the proper Officers of the Customs, and actual-
ly shipped on board the Ship or Vessel in which the said
Goods are intended to be exported, within the space of
One Year from the Time such Rum or other Spirits were
originally imported into the Colony froin whence it is in-
tended to export them to Carada, nor unless such Draw-
back shall be clairned within One Year after the Goods
are so shipped for Exportation,

XVII. And whereas since the Division of the Province
of Quebec into the Provinces of Lowerand Upper-Cana-
da, divers Regulations have from Time to Time been
made, by Agreements concluded under the Authority
of Acts passed by the Legislature of the said Two-Pro-
vinces respectively, concerning the imposing of Duties
upon Articles imported into the Province of Lower Ca-
nada, and the Payment of Drawbacks of such Dutiés to
the Province of Upper Canada on account of - the Pro-
portion of Goods so imported into Lower Canada, and
passing from thence into the said-Province of Upper

"Carnada, and consumed therein; the last of which-A-

greements expired on the First Day of July One Thou-

sand Eight Hundred and Nineteen: And whereas it
appears by the Report of the Commissioners last ap-
pointed for the Purposes aforesaid, that the Province of
Upper Canada claims certain Arrearages from the Pro-
vince of Lower Canada, on account of such Drawbacks,
which Claims are not admitted on the part of the Pro-
vince of Lower Canada ; and it further appears by the
Report of the said Commissioners, appointed on behalf
of both Provinces for the purpose aforesaid, that they
have failed to establish any Regulation for the Period
beyond the First Day of July One Thousand Eight
Hundred and Nineteen, by reason that they could not
agree upon the Proportion of Duties to be paid to Up-
per Canada by way of Drawbacks: For Remedy of the
Inconvenience occasioned by the Suspension of the said
Agreement, and for the satisfactory Investigation and
Adjustment of the said Claims, be it enacted, That it
shall and may be lawful for the Governor, Lieutenant
Governor, or Person administering the Government of
each of the said Provinces of Upper and Lowsr Canada,
80 soon as conveniently may be after the passing of this
Act, to appoint, by Commission under the Great Seal
of his respective Province, One Arbitrator; and that
the said Arbitrators so appointed shall have Power, by
an Instrument under their Hands and ‘Seals, to appoint
a Third Arbitrator ; and in case of their not agreeing in
such Appointment within One Month from. the Date of
the Appointment of the Arbitrators so directed to be
made on the part of the respective Provinces, or thelast
thereof if the said Appointments shall not be madc on
the same Day, His Majesty, His Heirs or Successors,
shall have Power, by an Instrument under. His SignMa-
nual, to appoint such Third Arbitrator, who. (if appoint-
ed in manner last mentioned) shall not-be an Inhabitant
of either of the said Provinces; and that the Three Ar-
bitrators so appointed as aforesaid, shall have Power to
hear and determine all Claims of the Province of . Upper
Canada upon the Province of Lower Canada, .on account
of Drawbacks or Proportion of Duties under Agreements
made and ratified by the Authority of . the Legislatures
of the said Two Provinces, according to the fair Under-
standing and Construction of the said Agreements ; and
algo to hear any Claim which may be advanced on.the
part of the Province of Upper Canada, to a Proportion
of Duties heretofore levied in Lower Canada-under Bri-
tish Acts of Parliament, the Division. of which Duties
shall not have been embraced within the Terms of any
Provincial Agreement, and to. report the.Particulars of
any such:Claim, with the Evidence thereupon, to the
Lords Commissioners of His Majesty’s Treasury for the
time being ; and if it shall appear to the. Commigsioners
of His Majesty’s Treasury that any Sum js; justly due
from the Province of Lower Canada to the Province of
Upper Cenada on account of such last-mentioned Claim,
they shall signify the: same, together with the Amount,
to the Governor or Person administeripg the Govern-
ment of the Province of Lower Canadg for the.time

being, who shall thereupon issue his: Warrang, ypon. the

‘Receivér General of Lower Canada, to,pay such Amount

to the-Receiver. General.of
charge of any such Claims.
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- XVIIL.: And be it fusther. enacted, That the said Ar-
bitrators shall have Power to.send for and examine.such
Persons, . Papers, and Records as. they.shall . judge ne-

-them 7 and, that if any Person or Persons. shall refuse.or

neglect to attend the said Arbitrati)rs, ~or to produce
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before them any Papers or Documents, having been
duly served in either Province with reasonable Notice
in Writing for that Purpose, he, she, or they shall forfeit
and pay the Sum of Filty Pounds, to be recovered by
Bill, Plaint,or Information, in any Court having compe-
tent Jurisdiction within the Province in which such
Person usually resides, to be applied towards the Sup-
port of the Civil Government of the said Province, and
to be accounted for to His Majesty, through the Lords
Commissioners of His Majesty’s Treasury for the Time
being, in such Manner and Form as it sball please His
Majesty to dircct. ..

XIX. And be it further enacted, That the Witnesses
to be produced before the said Arbitrators, if it is de-
sired by either of the said Arbitrators, shall and may
be sworn before any of Ilis DMajesty’s Justices of the
Peace within either of the said Provinces, or before any
One of the said Arbitrators, who are hereby empowered
jointly or severally to administer such Oath; and that if
any Person shall, in any such Oath so taken as afore-
said, wilfully foreswear himself, he shall be deemed
guilty of wiliul and corrupt Perjury.

XX. And be it further enacted, That in case of the
Death, Removal, or Incapacity of either of the said Ar-
bitrators before making an Award, or in case the Third
Arbitrator chosen or appointed as aforesaid shall refuse
to act, another shall be appointed in his Stead, in the
same Manner as such Arbitrator so dead, removed, or
become incapable or refusing to act as aforesaid, was
originally appointed ; and that in case a Third Arbitra-
tor shall be appointed by IHis Majesty as herein-hefore
mentioned, it shall be lawful for the Governor in Chief
in and over the said Provinces, to determine the Amount
of Remuneration to be paid to such Arbitrator, which
Amount shall be defrayed in equal Proportions by each
Province, and shall be paid by Warrants, to be issued
for that Purpose by the Governor, Licutenant Governor,
or Person administering the Government of each Pro-
vince, upon the Receiver Genceral thercof respectively.

XXI. And be it further enacted, That the Award of
the Majority of the said Arbitrators, so far as the same
shall be authorized by this Act, shall be final and con-
clusive as to all matters therein contained; and that if
either of the Arbitrators nominated by the Governor,
Lieutenant Governor, or Persons.administering the Go-
vernment of either of the said Provinces, shall refuse or
neglect to attend, on due Notice being given, the Two
remaining Arbitrators may proceed to hear and deter-
mine the matters referred to them, in the same manner
as if he ‘were present.

XXII. And be it further enacted, That the said Ar-
bitrators, or a majority of them as herein-before men-
tioned, shall certify the.Award to be made by them in
the premises, under their Hands and Seals, to the Com-
missioners of His Majesty's Treasury of the United
Kingdom of Great Britain and Ireland, and to the Gov-
ernor, Lieutenant Governor, or Person administering the
Government of each of the said Provinces ; and that if
any Sum be directed by the said Award to be paid to
the Province of Upper Canada by the Province of Lower
Canada, it shall and may be lawful for the Governor,
Lieutenant Governor, or Person administering the Gov-
ernment of the said Province of Lower Canada, and he
is hereby required to issue his Warrant upon the Re-

ceiver General of the Province of ILower Canada, in
favour of the Receiver General of the Province of Upper
Canada, for the Sum so awarded, which Sum shall be
accordingly paid by the Recciver General of Lower Ca-
nada, in discharge of such Warrant, and shall be account-
ed for by him to the Lords Commissioners of His Majes-
ty’s Treasury for the time being, in such manner, and
form as His Majesty, His Heirs and Successors, shall be
graciously pleased to direct.

XXIII. And be it further enacted, that the Arbitra-
tors to be appointed under this Act shall have power to
hear and determine any Claim which may be advanced
on the part of the Province of Lower Canada, upon the
Province of Upper Canada, being of the same descrip-
tion as those which by this Act may be preferred to the
same Arbitrators on the part of Upper Canada ; and
that their Award thereupon shall be final and conclusive,
and shall be carried into effect if the same be made in
favour of the Province of Lower Canada, in the same
manner as is herein directed with respect to any Award
which may be made in favour of the Province of Upper
Canada.
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XXIV. And be it further enacted, That of all DutieswProportion:

which have been levied in the Province of Lower Cana-
da since the First Day of July One Thousand’ Eiglit
Hundred and Nineteen, under any Act passed in the
said Province, upon any Goods, Wares; Merchandise, or
Commodities, imported by Sea into the Province of
Lower Canada, and .also of all-Duties which after the
passing of this Act, and before ths First Day of July
One Thousand Eight Hundred and Twenty-four,. shall
be levied in the Province of Lower Canada, under any
Act passed in the said Province, upon any Goods, Wares,
Merchandizes, or Commodities imported by Sea into the
said Province of Lower Canada, the Province of Upper
Canada ehall be cntitled to have and. receive One-fitth.

Part as the Proportion of Duties arising and due to the-

said Province of: Upper Canada upon such Importations ;
and that the Governor, Licutenant Governor, or Person
administering the Government of the Province of Lower
Canada, shall and may issue his Warrant forthwith upon
the Receiver General of Lower Canada, in favour of the
Receiver General of the Provinee of Hpper Canada, for
such Proportion of the Daties as shall have been received

in the Province of Lower Canada before the passing of”

this Act, and shall and may on the First Day of January
and the First Day of July, in each and every Year there-

after, issue his Warrant upon the Receiver General of

Lower Canada in like Manner, for the Payment to the
Receiver General of Upper Canada, of such Sum as may
be then ascertained to be due on account of the said
Proportion, according to the Provisions of this Act..

XXV. And be it further enacted, That immediately
after the said First Day of July One thousand eight hun-
dred and twenty-four, the Proportion to be paid to Up-
per Canada for the Four Years next succeeding, of Du-
ties levied in the Province of Lower Canada, under the
Authority of any Act or Acts passed or to be passed
therein, upon Goods, Wares, and Commodities import-
ed therein by Sea, shall and may be ascertained by the
Award of Arbitrators, to be appointed in the same Man-
ner and with the same Powers as herein-before provided
with respect to the Arbitrators to whom the Question of
Arrears is to be referred, and that Arbitrators shall in
like Manner be appointed, and an Award made Once
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after every Four Years thereafter, for the Purpose of es-
tablishing such Proportion from Time to Time; and all
and every the Provisions contained in this Act, respec-
ting the Appointment, Powers, and Remuneration of the
Arbitrators to be first appointed after the passing there-
of, and regarding the Execution of their Duty, shall ap-
ply and extend to the Arbitrators to be appointed for
the Purposes last herein mentioned.

XX V1. And be it further enacted, That after the said
First Day of July One thousand eight hundred and twen-
ty-four, and until a new Proportion of Duties, to be paid
to Upper Canada, shall be established, as herein-before
provided, and also at all Times hereafter, in default of
any such Proportion being appointed, the Proportion of
Duties last assigned to be paid to Upper Canada under
the Authority of this Act, shall continue to be paid by
the Province of Lower Canada, and Warrants shall issue
for the Payment of the same, in the same Manner as for
the Period before the same First Day of July One thou-
sand eight hundred and twenty-four: Provided always,
that it shall bein the Power of the Arbitrators neverthe-
less, by their subsequent Award, to alter such Propor-
tion from the Period for which it was last established, if
it shall appear to them just so to do.

XXVIL And whereas by a certain Act of the Parlia-
ment of Great Britain passed in the Fourteenth Year of
His late Majesty's Reign, intituled Anr Act to establish
a Fund towards further defraying the Charges of the Ad-
ministration of Justice and Support of the Civil Govern-
ment within the Province gf Quebec in America, certain
Duties were imposed upon Goods and Commodities im-
ported into the said Province, which Duties are by the
said Act directed to be applied, under the Authority of
the Lord High Treasurer, or Commissioners of His Ma-
jesty's Treasury, in making a more certain and adequate
Provision towards defraying the Expence of the Admi-
nistration of Justice, and the Support of the Civil Gov-
ernment in the said Province of Quebec; and since the
Division of the said Province of Quebec into the Provin-
ces of Upperand Lower Canada, it has been contended,

" on behalfof the said Provinces, that the Proceeds of such

Duties should be distributed between the said Two Pro-
vinces in proportion to the Amount of Expences defray-
ed by each respectively towards the Administration of
Justice and the Support of its Civil Government, and
nst in proportion to the estimated Consumption within
either Province of the Articles upon which such Duties
shall have been paid; be it therefore enacted, That it
shall be lawful for the Arbitrators to be appointed, from
Time to Time, for the Purpose of establishing the Pro-
portion which shall be paid to. Upper Canada, of such
Duttes as now are, or hereafter may be imposed, by Acts
passed in the Province of Lower Canada, to receive the
Claims in behalf of each Province with respect to its Pro=
portion of Duties, levied under the said Act passed in
the Fourteenth Year of His said late Majesty’s Reign,
since the Expiration of the last Provisional Agreement
heretofore ratified between the said Two Provinces,. or
which may hereafter. be levied under the Authority of
the said Act, upon Goods and Commodities imported
into Lower Canada, and to veport the same, with the
Evidence thereon, to the Lords Commissioners of His
Majesty’s Treasury for the United Kingdom of Great
Britain and Ireland for the Time being, in order that
they may make. such Order respecting the Proportion
in. which the same shall be expended within each of the

said Provinces.respectively, for the Purposes mentioned
in the said Act, as to them shall seem meet; Provided
always nevertheless, that until such Order shail be made
by the Lords Commissioners of His Majesty’s Treasury
as aforesaid, the Proceeds of such Duties shall be distri-
buted in the same Proportion between the said Two Pro-
vinces, as the Duties 1&vied under the Provincial Acts
of the Province of Loter Canada within the same Period,
subject nevertheless ‘to be increased or diminished, as
respects either of the said Provinees, by any subse-
quent Order of the said Lords Commissioners, extended
to the period for which no such Order had:before been
made.

ﬁ{XVIII. And whereas the Division of the Province
of Quebec into the two Provinces of Upper and Lower
Canada, was intended for the Common Benefit of His
Majesty's Subjects residing within both of the newly
constituted Provinces,and not in any manner to obstruct
the Intercourse or prejudice the Trade to be carried on
by the Inhabitarts of any part of the said late Province
of Quebec with Great Britain, or with other Countries ;
and it has accordingly -been made a subject of mutual
stipulation between thesgaid Two Provinces, in the seve-
ral Agreements which have heretofore subsisted,that the
Province of Upper Canada should not impose any Du-
ties upon Articles imported from Lower Canada, but
would permit and alldi‘the Province of Lower Canada
to impose such Duties as they might think fit, upon Ar-
ticles imported into the said Province of Lower Canada ;
of which Duties a certain Proportion was by the said
Agreements appointed to be paid to the Province of Up-
per Canada: And whereas in consequence of the Incon-
veniences arising {rom the Cessation of such Agreements
as above recited, it has been found expedient to remedy
the Evils now experienced in the Province of Upper Ca-
nada, and to guard against such as might in future arise
from the Exercise of an exclusive Controul, by the Le-
gislature of Lower Canada, over the Imports and Exports

pedient in order to enable the said Province of Upper
Canada to meet the necessary Charges upon its ordina-
ry Revenue, and to provide with sufticient Certainty for
the Support of its Civil Government, to establish such
Controul as may prevent the Evils which have arisen or
may arise from the Legislature of Lower Canada suffer-
ing to expire unexpectedly, or repealing suddenly, and
without affording to Upper Canada an Opportunity of
Remonstrance, existing Duties, upon which the princi-
pal Part of its Revenue, and the necessary maintenance
of its Government may depend ; be it therefore enacted,
That all and every the Duties. which, at the Time of the
Expiration of the last Agreement between the said Pro-
vinces of Upper-and Lower Canada, were payable under
any Act or Acts of the Province of Lower Canada, on
the Importation of any Goods; Wares, or Commodities
into the said Province of Lower Canada (except such as
may have been imposed for the Regulation of the Trade
by Land or Inland Navigation, between the said Pro-
vince and the United States of America), shall be pay-
able and shall be levied according to the Provisions.con-
tained in any such Acts until any such Act or. Acts for
repealing or altering the said Duties, or any Part there-

cil and Aszembly of the said Province of Lower Canada,
and until such Act or Acts, repealing or ‘altering such
Duties, shall after a Copy thereof has been transmitted

to the Governor, Lieutenant Governor or Person admi-.

of respectively, shall be passed by the Legislative Coun<y; .,
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nistering the Government of the Province of Upper Ca-
nada, be laid before both Houses of the Imperial Parlia-
ment, according to the Forms and Provisions contained
in a certain Act of the Parliament of Great Britain, pas-
sed in the Thirty-first Year of the Reign of His said late
Majesty, intituled An Act to repeal certain Parts of an
Act passed in the Fourteenth Year of His Majesty's
Reign, intituled < An Act for making more effectual Pro-
wision for the Government of the Province of Quebec, in
North America,” and to make further Provision for the
Government of the said Province, and the Royal Assent
thereto proclaimed within the Province of Lower Canada,

according to the Provisions of the said last-mention-
ed Act.

XXIX. And be it further enacted, That from and af-
ter the passing of this Act, no Act of the Legislature of
the Province of Lower Canada, whereby any additional
or other Duties shall or may be imposed on Articles im-
ported by Sea into the said Province of Lower Canada,
and whereby the Province sf Upper Canada shall or may
in any respect be directly or indirectly affected, shall
have the Force of Law until the same shall have been
laid before the Imperial Parliament, as provided in cer-
tain Cases by the said Act passed in the Thirty-first
Year of His said late Majesty’s Reign, and the Royal
Assent thereto published by Proclamation in the said
Province of Lower Canade, a Copy of such Act having,
within One Month from the Time of presenting the same
for the Royal Assent in the said Province, been trans-
mitted by the Governor, Licutcnant Governor, or Per-
son administering the Government of the Province of
Lower Canada, to the Governor, Lieutenant Governor,
or Person administering the Government of the Province
of Upper Canada : Provided always nevertheless, that
it shall not be necessary to transmit any such Act to be
laid before the Imperial Parliament, if, before the same
shall have been presented for the Royal Assent within
the said Province of Lower Canada,the Legislative Coun-
cil and House of Assembly of the said Province of Up-
per Canade shall by Address to the Governor, Lieute-
nant-Governor, or Person administering the Government
of the said Province of Upper Canada, pray that their
Concurrence in the imposition of the Duties intended to
be imposed by such Act may be signified to the Gover-
nor, Licutenant-Governor, or Person administering the
Government of the said Province of Lower Canada.

XXX. And whereas it is expecdient that the Produc-
tions of the Province of Upper Canada should be per-
mitted to be exported without being made subject by
any Act of the Province of Lower Canada, either direct-
ly or indirectly, to Duties or Impositions on their Arri-
val in that Province, or in passing through the Waters
thereof : "Be it enacted, That from and after the passing
of this Act, all and every the Boats, Scows, Rafts, Cribs,
and other Craft belonging to any of His Majesty's Sub-
jects, and coming from the Prevince of Upper Canada
inté the Province of Lower Canada, not laden with the
Productions of any Foreign Country, shall be allowed
freely to pass into and through the said Province, and
shall not be subject to any Rate, Tax, Duty, or Impo-
sition, other than any Charge which may now exist for
Pilotage, or which may now be established for Toll at
any Lock or other work now actually erected on the
navigable Waters thereof; any Law, Statute or Usage
of the Province of Lower -Canada to the contrary not-
withstanding : and that the Expence of Improving the

Navigation of the Waters of the River Saint Lawrence
shall in future be defrayed by such Measures and in
such Proportions as the Arbitrators to be appointed un-
der the Provisions of this Act shall determine, upon the
Prayer of either Province : Provided always, that no such
Determination shall be carried into effect until sanction-
ed and enacted by the Legislatures of both the said Pro-
vinces. . :

XXXI. And whereas Doubts have been entertained
whether the Tenures of Lands within the said Provinces
of Upper and Lower Canada holden in Fief and Seigni-
ory can legally be changed : And whereas it may mate-
rially tend to the Improvement of such Lands, and to
the general Advantage of the s2id Provinces, that such
Tenures may henceforth be changed in manner herein-
after mentioned : Be it therefore further enacted and
declared, That if any Person or Persons holding any
Lands in the said Provinces of Lower and Upper Cana-
da, or either of them, in Fief and Seigniory, and baving
legal Power and Authority to alienate the same, shall at
any Time from and after the Commencement of this
‘Act, surrender the same into the Hands of His Majesty,
His Heirs or Successors, and shall by Petition to His
Majesty, or to the Governor, Lieutenant Governor or
Person administering the Government of the Province
in which the Lands so holden shall be situated, set forth
tuat he, she, or they is or are desirous of holding the
same in free and common Soccage, such Governor,
Lieutenant Governor, or Person administering the Gov-
ernment of such Province as aforesaid in pursuance of
His Majesty's Instructions, transmitted through his Prin-
cipal Secretary of State for Colonial Affairs, and by and
with the Advice and Consent of the Executive Council

“of such Province, shall cause a fresh Grant to be made

to such Person or Persons of such Lands to be holden
in free and common Soccage, in like Manner as Lands
are now holden in free and common Soccage in that
part of Great Britain called England ; subject never-
theless to Payment to His Majesty, by such Grantee or
Grantees, of such Sum or Sums of Money as and for a
Commutation for the Fines and other Dues which would
have been payable to His Majesty under the original
Tenures, and to such Conditions as to His Majesty. or
to the said Governor, Lieutenant Governor, or Person
administering the Government as aforesaid, shall seem
just and reasonable ; Provided always, that 6n any such
fresh Grant being made as aforesaid, no Allotment or
Appropriation of Lands for the Support and Mainten-
ance of a Protestant Clergy shall be necessary; but
every such fresh Grant shall be valid and effectual with-
out any Specification of Lands for the Purpose aforesaid;
any Law or Statute to the contrary thereof in any wise
notwithstanding.

XXXII. And be it further enacted, That it shall and

nexing part of Labrador, and the Islands lying on the

formation as Circumstances will admit, thereby notify-
ing to all Persons interested in such Lands, that such In-
formation has been filed for the purposes aforesaid ; and
of the Time and Place of holding an Inquest of Office
before the said Commissioner or Commissioners, concern-
ing the Matters therein alleged, which time shall not ex-
ceed Four or be less than Two Calendar Months from
the publishing of such Notice; and such Notice being
so published, and Proof thereof made to the satisfaction
of the said Commissioner or Commissioners, shall be in-
stead of all other Notice, Process, Writ, Summons or
other Proceeding whatever, for the Notification and Ap-
pearance of the Person or Persons interested in such
Lands, and shall conclude all.such Persons for ever;
Provided, that it shall be lawful for all Persons interested
in or entitled to such Lands as are comprised in any
Office or Inquisition so made and returned as aforesaid,

The New Bankrupt Act now in force in England, o amend the Laws relating to Banlcrupt.'s.. -

Secrrox I. The 21 Acts cited below,* are repealed.

" 11, Subjects to the'Bankrupt Laws—Bankers, Brokers, Scriven-
crs, Sea-insurers, Warehousemen, ‘Wharfingers, Packers, Builders,
Carpenters, Shipwrights, Victuallers, Keepers of Inns, Taverns,
Hotels or Coffee-houses, Dyers, Printers, Bleacbers, Fullers, Calen-
derers, Cattle or Sheep Salesmen, Traders of Merchandize, in gross
or by retail; and all who. for themselves or for others, « seek their
living by buying and selling, by buying and letting for hirc, or by
the workmanship of Goods or Commodities.” But ¢no Farmer,
Grazier, common Labourer, or Workmen for Hire, Recciver Gener-
al of the Taxes, : or Member of or Subscriber to any Incorporated,
Commerecial, or Trading Companies, established by Charter or Act
of Parliament.”

Acts of Baukruptcy described in the following Sections,

more than other Creditors, «except in respect of any execution
or extent served and levied, by Seizure upon, or any Mortgage of,
or Lien upon any part of the Property of such Bankrupt before the
Bankruptcy.”
- CIX. Directs a Final Dividend within Eighteen Calendar Months
from the issuing, except there be an Action or Suit depending, or
the affairs be not fully winded up, in which case the Funds subse-
quently accruing, to be divided within Two Calendar Months after
being realized. -

CX. Assignees shall file, in the Bankrupt Office, an Account of

unclaimed Dividends remaining in their Hands, or otherwise he
liable for Interest thereon at Five per Cent, with such further Sum.
as the Commissioners shall think fit, not exceeding in *the whole
Twenty Pounds per Cent. per Anoum.” And the Lord Chancellor,
or Commissioners, may order the Investment of such Dividends to
be divided, after Three Years, among the Creditors. :

CXI. No Action to be brought against Assignees for Dividends,
the remedy being by Petition to the Lord Chancellor.

CXII. Bankrupt not surrendering and submitting to be examin-
ed, or not making discovery of his Estate and Effects, or not deliv-
ering up his Goods, Books, &c. or removing or embezzling Property
to the Value of Ten Pounds ¢ with intent to defraud his Creditors,"
shall be deemed guilty of Felony, punishable by Transportation for
Life, or for a Term not less than Seven Years, or by Imprisonment,
with or without hard Labour, not exceeding Seven Years. :

CXIIIL. The Lord Chancellor may enlarge the Time for the Bank-
rupt surrendering himself.

CXIV. Commissioners and Assignees, after being €hosen with
Written Approbation of the Commissioners, may make allowance
to the Bankrupt out of his Estate, until the last examination, for
the support of himself and his family.

CXV. Bankrupt apprehended to have the same Benefit, on con-
forming, as if he had voluntarily surrendered. -

CXVI. Bankrupt to deliver up his Books of Accounts to the
Assignees upon Oath; to attend them upon reasonable Notice, un-
der pain of Imprisonment; may inspect the Accounts; and after
allowance of his Certificate, to attend Assignees in settling Accounts
—having for his Attendance Five shillings per Diem.

CXVII. To be free from Arrest during Examination, if not in
Custody ; and, if arrested, to be, on producing Summons, dischar-
ged by the Officer, under Penalty of Five Pounds for every day's
Detention thereafter.

CXVIII. Commissioners may, by Indorsement on the Summons,
adjourn the last Examination sine die; the Bankrupt's protection
continuing, under the Penalty specified in last Section.

CXIX. Bankrupt in Custody may be- brought before the Com-
missioners at the expense of the Estate; and the Assignees may
appoint Persons to attend him in prison.

CXX. Persons concealing Bankrupt's real or personal Estate to
forfeit One Hundred Pounds with double the Value of the Property ;
and those who voluntarily discover to the Commissioners or Assig-
nees any part of his Estate, to have an allowance of Five per Cent.
and further reward at discretion ofaMajority in valueof the Creditors.

CXXI. Bankrupt to be discharged by Certificate of conformity ;
but such Certificate shall not release his Partners or co-obligants,

CXXII. Certificate to be signed by Four-fifths, in number and va-
lue, of Creditors, proving for Twenty Pounds or upwards ; after Six
Months, by Three-fifths in number and value, or Nine-tenths in
number ; and to be completed by the Lord Chancellor’s allowance,
against which any Creditor may be heard.

CXXIII. Ruleas to Petitions for the allowance of Certificates
prescribed under 5 Geo. IV. c. 98, hereby repealed. -

CXXIV. Proof of Signature of Creditors, the same as by Sec. 46.

CXXV. Contracts and Secwities to induce Creditors to sign
Certificate void,

CXXVI. Bankrupt having obtained his Certificate, free from Ar-
rest; Certificate Evidence of Proceedings under the Cogxmzssxon;
and, if Bankrupt in execution, he may be ordered to be discharged.

CXXVIIL When he has been Bankrupt before,or has compounded,
or taken the benefit of any Insolvent Act, unless Fifteen Shillings
in the Pound is paid, his future Effects shall vest in the Assignees
notwithstanding Certificate. o

CXXVII. Allowance to Bankrupt Five per Cent. and not ex-
ceeding Four Hundred Pounds, if Ten Shillings paid in the Pound;
Seven and a half per Cent. and not excceding Five Hundred Pounds, -
if Twelve Shillings and Six Pence; Ten per Ce.nt.,am} not exceed-
ing Six Hundred Pounds, if Fifteen Shillings, but if under Ten
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Shillings, not exceeding Three per Cent. and Three Hundred Pounds.

CXXIX. Partncr may reccive allowance, although the others are
1.0t exntitled.

CXXX. Bankrupt not entitled to Certificate or Allowance, and
Certificate if obtained, void, if he has lost by gaming or wagering
Twenty Pounds in One Day, or Two Hundred Pounds withinTwelve
Months ; or Two Hundred Pourds, by Stock-jobbing ; or destroy-
d his Books, &¢. or concealed Property to the Value of Ten Pounds,
or permitted fictitious Debts to be proved.

CXXXI. Bankrupt not liable upon any promise to pay Debt dis-
charged, unless such promise be in writing.

CXXXIIL Assignees, in case of surplus, shall account and pay
it to the Bankrupt ; and in that case all Debts to carry Interest.

CXXXIIL Nine-tenths in number and value of Creditors, may‘

seeept offer of composition, which shall bind the rest.

CXXXIV. Prescribes the mode of deciding upon such. offer, by
Creditors. '

CXXXV. This Act to be construed beneficially for Creditors;
not to alter the present Practice in Bankruptcy, except where ex<
pressly so declared ; shall extend to aliens, denizens, and women}
declares subsisting Commissions valid; but not to “extend either
to Sc(c;tland or Ireland, except where the same are expressly men-
tioned.”

CXXXVI. Not to take effect before First September One Thou-
sand Eight Hundred and Twenty-five; save and except that the
Repeal of the Act passed in the Fifth Year of the Reign of :His
present Majesty, hereby repealed, and all enactments herein con-
tained relating to Certificates of conformity, shall take effect upon
the passing of this Act. _ ‘
