10-6; 2 out of three games. Montreal A.A.A. (Little Men of Iron) defeat Winnipeg
Victorias, March, 22-3. 1903—-Ottawa Hockey Club, as champions of C.A.H.L.. take
cup. Ottawa Hockey Club defeat Rat Portage, March, 10-4, two out of three games

1904—-Ottawa Hockey Club defeat Winnipeg Rowing Club, January, 13-7, two out
of three games. Ottawa Hockey Club defeat Toronto Marlboros, Feb., 17-8, two
out of three games. Ottawa Hockey Club defeat Brandon, March, 15-¢; twoe out of
three games. 1905-Ottawa defeated Yukon 2-4; two ot of three games, Ottawa
defeated Rat Portage, 15 two out of three. 1908 Eastern Canada Hockey Asso
ciation formed with same membership as Senior C.A.H.L. cup series, games to
be decided by majority goals in two matches. Ottawa defended the cup against
