%ymath” (If you live, live, and if not,
very good).

The cow fortunately recovered. The
bishop scon after this incident became
very i1l of quinecy and was suppoted to
be dying. The old woman hesring this,
thought that *ome good turn deeerved
another,” aud hasteced to the bishop's
bedside, where she repeated over his
Lordsbip the *“prayer” which she belleved
hed saved her cow. Ill as he was the
bithop could mot preserve his gravity as
be heard the well-remembered words, but
burst into so hearty s laugh that the

quinsey broke and bis life was saved.

The bishop and the old woman were
more happy in the result of their mir-
acles than was the reverend uncle of &
lady triend of mine.

®ne evening when the subject of mir-
acles was on the tapis I observed my
friend smiling to herself, and st once
made the customary bid of a penny for
her thoughts, She told us she had been
thinking of ber Uncle Jobn’s only mir-
acle. Naturally we all wanted the story.

The name of Bishop Chisholm recalls
the proverbisl pride with which that
olan were wont to regard their ohief,
For the opinion of a Coisholm the chiet,
with three other crested beings, alone
bad any right to the definite artiole, thua:
The Pope, the Queen, the Chisholm and

the Devil!

Here is & good Chisholm story, which,
it I remember rightly, I found years ago
in a Highland Magasine, The followers
of Chisholm of Comar and those of the
Earl of Seaforth and Kintail could never
agree as to the proper boundary on the
hills between the estates of their respec-
tive chiefs. The chiefs were on such
good terms with each other that they
mever encouraged this warfare between
At last the importunity
of the clansmen became so troublesome
that the chiefs met to consider some
easy way of arriving at a settlement of
the matter, Said Seaforth: “We ought
to shame these fellows who cannot agree
among themselves about & bit of hill

This arrangement was considered sat:
isfactory, and without loes of time the
old women were sent off in the interest
of their respective masters. In due
ocourse they met in the west end of the
Aftaric on a hillock between Loch-a-
Bheallaich and Altbeatha. Lord Ses-
forth’s dairy-maid thus acoosted her of
Clan Chisholm :

“You bave come too far towsrds Kin,
tail, and I will go still further toward,
Stratbglass.”

Upon which the other made answer
that if her opponent advanced one step
further, it would be the worse for ber.
Regardless of threats, and as if she were
deaf, the Kintail old woman attempted
to pass on her esstward journey.
Incensed by such a departure from the
compact of their respective chiefs, the
Strathglass old woman (the Caslleach
ghlaissach) dealt a desperate blow with
her staft at the skull of her obstinate
adversary, felling her to the grotnd, at
the same time ssying:

“Mar a cluinn, fairich I’ (1f you do not
bear—feel )

The poor old dsirymaid from Kintail
never recovered oconsciousness, The
old crone from Strathglaes, however,
made quite sure that her antagonist
could do no moro mischief before leav-
ing her, When ber mind was saticfied
on that point sbe stuck her staft in the
ground beside the lifeless body, then
tied a filleag or guaillachan as s signal
upon the top of it and hobbled in tri
umph back to Comar. Here she related
what had happened, in coneequence (so
she said) of the obstinacy of her appon-
ent,

The Strathglass men repaired in all
haste to the spot indicated and found
the story true enough.

Jearning and genius, s0 neither has it |
been destitute of men of probity and

candour; nor would it be a difficult task
to compile from the writings of the Jusuite
s much more justand properrepresentation
of the duties of religion, and the obliga-
tions of morality, than that bideous aod
unseemly exbibition of both which
Paschal and his followers have drawn
from the Jesuitical Casuists, Summiets
and Moralists, . . . . .

s their enemies admit ; but men of my
clergyman’s stamp will no doubt perse-
vere in carrying on the usual campaign
sgeinst & body of men in which they
would not, on nds of scholsstic
qualifications, be admitted as simple
postulants. When, however, men just
ss hardy, but better qualified, enter the
liste againet the Jesuits, they always find
that they oppose living men, fully com.
petent to take care of themselves, and
to shake ths conceit out ot an un-
scrupulous advereary.

Perbaps nothing keeps up the steady
aversion of Protestants from Catboliciem,
more than those oftrepeated miscel-
Jsneous charges sgainst the Courch,
which originally were seldom better than
gratuitious assertions, but seemingly ex
pected to be battered into truth by boid
and frequent repetition. Each und every
one of them bas been retuted time and
again; but through interest or ignorance
they are generally rehabilitated in all
tbeir old factitious garbs.

Every Protestant, for instance, is sure
that, before Martin Luther lived, no one
knew anything of the Bible. The world
is indebted to Martin for its general
circulation, at least.

Oa
page 88, be saye: ‘One day—he
(Luther) was then in his twentieth
year, and had been at the university two
years, while engaged as usual in glancing
over the library m ipts he ch d
to open an old volume mouldy and
cobwebbed. Attracted by its antique
aepect, Luther read its title, and found
it 1o be a Latin Bible, the first he had
ever seen. This he read and re read
with inexpressible and never-ceasiog
delight, mingled with some sstonich-
mens, for until then he bad imagined
that the fragments of scripture contained
in the various collects of the Roman
ritual embraced the whole word of God,”
This is the way it is generally put, and
in additioa that Luther turned his dis.
covery into a bencfic and comfort for
all mankind, The story carries an
absurdity on its very face; and ite utter
falsity is easily demonstrated. Editions
upon editions of the whole Bible, both
in Latin and in eeveral vernaculars, bad
been printed and circulated before
Luther was born, and who will believe
that Luther had not «een some of them?
“Before the year 1200, the English bad
translated into their own dislect,in proee,
the Pesiter and the Canticles of the
Chutch; and towsrds the middle of the
thirteenth century they seem to bave
osseessed & prose version of the eutire
ible,” Hardwick’s M Ages, p 297.
“The old High G- rman version, printed
first at Mentz, 1462, was reprinted ten
times before the Reformation. In like

Waell, as far as the
commeandmenta go, without the book, it
fato be feared that many of them wonld
not have much lefi; because I believe that
if one half of the preachers, I except the
Apglicans and the Pre:hyterians, were
suddenly called on to repeat in order the
ten commandments, their failure would
be as rignal as diegraceful. Besidee, do
they iu their Sunday Schools see to it
that all the children know the command
meants, Toey do nothiog of the kind,
All their concern about the commaud
ments looks like supeifluons twaddle.
If they cared so mueh for them, they
would show it by teaching them to the
young.

“There are also good grounds for be-:
lieving that the provision made by the
Church for the spiritual necessities of
the people was not, at any rate, less
abundant than is the case at the present
day. Indeed, there is no doubt that
both ohurches and clergy, and conee
quently opportunities for worship and
instruction, were far more in proportion
than they can be said to be now in our
own country (England), even after the
persavering ond libaral effrts of lato
years.” (Key to C. B, p. 118)

Some
sald it was an aogel, and others made it
no less than the immediate warning of
the Holy Ghost. Thesound was conveyed
by & whistle glven ber for that purpose
by one Drcake, servant to Sir Aathony
Nevil. She had several assistants to
carry on the cheat, These confederates
mixing with the crowd, uudertook to ex
pound the splirit, and de'ivered the oracle
in seditions language against the Queen
(Mary) and the prince of Spain, aud de-
claimed strongly against the maes, against
confession, and such other docirives of
the anti-reformed. All this was confessed
by the mald hereelf upon a scaffuld at

“Fo form a just ideas,”
says Archbishop Tache, “of the position
of our fathers, it must be remembered
that our missions for the most part were
commenced almost inaccessible
forests 1n the midst of poor, coarse,
ignorant, pagan savages,” Even the
enemies of our holy religion could not
withhold their admiration of these zaal-
ous missionaries oarrying . u the great
work of God in these the mos¢ inhoepit-
able parts of the earth, Their lives
have been so full of heroic deeds that a
gentleman used to sll the rigours of
these frozsen regions onmce remarked
“that, after the Passion of onr Saviour,
he knew of nothing =0 sad as the lot of
the fathers whose dwellings he pointed
out to a friend.”

Things have since improved. The
necessaries of life can now be procured
much more cheaply and in greater
abuadance, and liavelling is not #0 slow
as it was forty years ago, The eoclesias-
tical province of 8t. Boniface is crossed
from east to west by 1,768 miles of rail-
road that brauches off through different
stations to the north; there are steam-
boats on the largest lakes and rivers; so
that the expense and the fatigue of tra-
velling are much less than used to be,
Formerly it required six months to tra-
vel from Montreal to British Columbis,
now the same distance can be covered
10 less than six days,

At the repeated iustance of Arch.
bishop Tache, the vast diocese of St,
Boniface was some years ago divided in-
to four distinct vicariates, namely, British
Columbia, Atbabaska-Mackensis, St.

In that portion of America known as
the “United States,” the days of early
struggle bave been succeeded by unpar-
alleled prusperity, In this year of grace,
1888, the membership of the church is
estimated at elght millions ; and it enjoys
the signal honor of boholdinf at the bead
of its Hierarchy a Prince of the Univer-
sal Church.

At the beginning, no doubt, there were
powerfal elements of greatness and re
nown, the zeal and devotedness of pastors.
Bat who could have dared to foretell that
they were destined, in a comparatively
short time, to be so grandly developed ?
The first two centuries of the American
church may be likened to the early times
of Christian labor. The church, an obecure
“gect” as it was called at first, in less than
two centurles, had more members than
there were left worshippers of the gods
and adberents of Imperial Cosar. It was
everywhere in the Roman Empireand per-
manently established in nations that knew
Bot the Rule of anclent Rome.

The Ohurch of *‘La nouvelle France” bad
equally small and no less hard beginnings,
It enjoyed, indeed, all the encouragemeat
which a great people and a powerful
monarch could affurd. But they could
glve no protection against the heathen
and savage hordes that apestolic men so
ardently desired to bring into the Caris-
tian fold, The state of there saveges was
Ipﬁuently as hopeless as that of the un.

NOME RULE AND LIQUOR OON.
SUMPTION., vitis

An argument sgainst Home Rule bas
been devised by the Ooercionists and freely
made use of b)th in England and Canada.
1t fe that “the branch of manufsctare and
eommerce which most flourishes in Ire-
land is that of thc distilleries and liquor
dealers. The last report of the Inland
Revenue Commimioners bears out the
reproach, Ireland belng the only portion
of the Uaited Kingdom’ in which the
eonsumption of spirits bes increased.”
The inference s expected to be drawn
from this, that Ireland is mnot fit for
Home Rule; and indeed such is the In.
ference which the Montreal Gawette and
other coercionists have recently drawn.
Bat the whole statement is & groes mis-
representation, There are three distinct
statements implied in the extract which
are to be dealt with separately. Two of
these implied statements are falee, the
other is partly true. The abeolutely
falee statements are : lst. that the manu.
facture, or at all events the consumption
of spirits in Ireland exceeds that of
either Eogland or Scotland, 2adly, that
the consumption of spirite has inoreased
in Ireland, As regards the first of these
statements, on looking into the facts of
the case, we shall find that it bas no
foundation whatever, It may be said
that the extract does not assert this:
but it is certainly asserted by implica.
tion, and therefore it demands exam.
ination, It is made a reason why
Home Rule should not be granted,
and it is assumed that no such reason
exists in reference to England and
Scotland, It is, therefore, intended
that we should believe that the consump.
tion of liquor is much greater in Ireland
than in the sister nations.

The fact is that in BScotland the
amouant of liquor consumed last year was
6 121,084 gallons, and in Ireland 4 965 -
286 gallons. The population of each
oountry, sccording to the last census
was, Scotland, 3,735,673; Ireland, 5,174 -
*886. These figures give us for every 100
‘of population in Scotland, 164 gallons,
and in Ireland, 96 gallons, For Eogland
we have not the figures showing the con
sumption of beer, but with a population
of 25 974 430, there were manufactured
24 391 920 barrels of beer, ale and porter
included, while in Ireland there were
manufactured 2,234 310 barrels. This
gives us for every 100 persons, in Eng.
land, 94 gallons, in Ireland, 43 gallons,
The manufacture of spirits in England
wes only 9,635,791 gallons, but the con
sumption amounted to 14,664 259, being
564 gelions for each 100 persons, Thus
if we sassume that the exports of beer
between England and Ireiand balance
each other, we shall have every hundred
pereons in Eoglend consuming ninety-four
gallons of beer and fifty-six and & half
gallons of spirits, while the same number
of persons o [reland consume forty-three
gallons of beer and ninety-six gallons of
eplirits, It were to be desired that less
intoxicating drink were used in all these
eountries, but it appears, at all events, that
there is no speclal prominence in regard
to their consumption iu Ireland, The
Irlshman seems to have about the same
babits, In respect to liquor consumption,
as his English and Scotch neighbors, with
the advantage decidedly in his favor,’on
eomparison with theJlatter, Yet no ome
would ever dream of declaring; Eoglish.
men orScotchmen incapable of self-govern.
ment because of the amount of spirits
which are consumed within the borders of
their respective countries. No one would
think of denying thelr just demands for
eguitable leglalation on so fallacious &

lea.
P9t must be remarked here that the

world, cause the amount of spirits manu
factured in Ireland to exoceed by far the
home oonsumption: but it is all the
better for the country itself that there
should be a great exosss of manufasture
over ocomsumption, By this there is
much employment oreated for the

i, | people, and the growth of grais is en-

coursged. The amount of spirits manu.
factured in Ireland last year was 10626

582 gallons, of which oaly the quote
stated above was consumed at home.
Yet also, in this respect, Bcotland is far
ahead of Ireland. In 1887 the amount
of spirits in booded warebouses was, in
Sootland, 40,488 917 galions, 10 Ireland
23209918 gellons, and the number of
distilleries working was in Seotland 128,
in Ireland 28,

From the above figures we may justly
oonclude that the Irish manufacture is
able, in spite of dworiminating laws
against thelrish manufacturing interests,
to hold its own against both Eagland
and Sootland, and the reason why the
Ooercionist press aad politicisns make
50 much noise on this matter is that they
are not satisfled with baving destroyed
the other Irish manufactures, but being
jealous that, in any department, Ireland
should excel Eoglaad, they wish to
destroy this one also.

The second assertion is that the oon.
sumption of spirits has inoreased in Ire-
land only, while it has decreased
in Eogland and Sootland. The fact is
that in various years the flactustions of
increase and decrease in consumption
was very difterent in each ocountry.
Thus in 1852 the consumption fell in
Eogland, 156 per oent, and in Ireland
102 per cent. while it rose in SBcotland
2 32 per cent. In 1881 it rose in England
628 per cent,, in Ireland it was only
216 per cent. and in Scotland 505 per
cent. Ia 1884 the Sootoh consumption
rose 3 26, the Irish fell 1 35, the Eoglish
fell 0 72. In 1887 the Scotch consumption
fell 271, the Irish rose 4 4, while : in
Eogland it feli 4 00.” Thus from year to
year there is great divemsity, but taking
s number of years together there has
been a gratifying decrease in each of the
three countries, In Ireland the decrease
was in 10 years, from 6 115,892 gallons
to 4 965 286 gallons, being a decrease of
nearly 19 per cent. Thus we see that
the second assertion is also false.

The statement which is partly true,
is that the distillery business is a prom-
inent industry of Ireland. This arises
from the fact that nearly all Irish indus
tries have been killed by Eoglish legisla
tion. So that wheo Unionists make this
a reproach to Irelsnd, they are a com-
plete exemplification of the schoolboy’s
ideal of & despicable bully, who
«K gocks one down, and then kicks bim
for falling.” However, the success of
this industry is sufficient to show that
if the opportunity be given, the Irish
are perfectly capable of carrying on
business to & successful issue, Thie
opportunity will not be afforded until
they are able to secure it for themselves
by means of Home Rule,

The basis upon which the coercionists
build their argument is the increase of
liquor consumption in a single year.
The cause of this imorease it is hard to
explain, but we have shown that though
there was an increase for one year, 1887
in view of the fluctuaiions which take
place in different years, the true test is
to be found in the comparison of the
three countries for a much longer
period,

We might be
very thankful to that journal for the
interest it is taking in the welfare of our
schools, were it not thet we kaow its
intent is by any means withia ite power
to bring about, it possible, the total
destruoction of our Catholic sehool sys-
tem, For the atteinment of its end it
inserts lotters from all quarters, purport.
ing to come from Oatholios, and demand.
ing the ballot, at the trustee elestions
00 that the volers mey have greater lib-
orty in the election of trustess.

Nowitiswell known to all who are
scquainted with the wishes of Beparate
school supporters through the provinoce,
that there is no desire whatacever to
change the mode of election in this
respect. There have been no interfer-
enoes with freedom of election in sny
ocase we have ever heard of, and ocer:
tainly before any demand for tinkering
with our school law would be justifiable,
there ought to be somé glaring eases of
this kind. As there is not evena pre:
tenoe ihat such ococurred, the inference
is natural, that if any so-called Catholics
bave really written the letters which
sppeared in the Mail, they are persons
who desire to ivjure the Catholic school
system, by rainng an unwarranted
sgitation,

There is good zeason to balieve, how-
over, that these letters, for the most part,
were not sent to the Masl at all by Catho-
lics, but that they were comcocted by
friends of that journal, and probably in
its own editorial sanctum. Be this as it
msay, the few grumbliog Catholies who
are concerned in the matter by no means
represent the Catholic school supporters
of Oatarlo, They sll proclaim them-
selves enemles to the Catholic priesthood.
They all declare that the bisbops and
priests are a set of tyrants, and that they
are disposed to connive at, or even con-
coct disreputable schemes for raising
money, This shows their character, and
everyone who kaows the Catholle people
of the Pcovince, knows that such pitiful
slanderera do not represent Catholic pub-
lic opioion. The Catholics of Oatario
repudiate such people, and de not want
any agitation of which they are the lead-
ing apirits, As far as the public schools
are concerned it is to be supposed that a
msjority of the people desired the ballot,
otherwise it would not bave been intro.
duced. But there Is no wish among the
Catholics to Introduce it. It is a matter
which concerns Catholics only, apd we
decline to make the Mail our mouthplece
or organ on this subject.

The Globs has said, that if Catholis elec-
tors want the change, they ought to get
it. But Catholic electors have not, in any
way, signified that they wish it, and it {s
quite time enough to extend the favor to
us, when we appreciate ite value
sufficiently to look for it and to ask it.
A few anonymous writers in the Mail
who are certainly not our friends, and
are most probably bitter enemies, are
not to be judged as uttering Catholic
publicopinion, Let us know their names,
and then we shall be able to judge how
far they represent the opinions of the
Catholic body. The improvements
which we really want in the Catholic
school system are such as will make it a
complete system of Catholic education,
We wish to have our schools enjoy all
the same facilities for raising money to
support them, which the Public Schools
enjoy, and which are readily conceded
to the Protestant schools of Quebec by
the Catholic majority in that Province.
We wish Catholic High and Normal
Schools, We wish our Catholio colleges
to have a share of the pap which is
served out 80 lavishly to Upper Canada
College, and we wish tor a Catholie uni-
versity. Here are things substantial
which we have a right to demand, Let
the Maul join usin endeavaring to secure
these things, and that journal may win
some credit for desiring to improve our
school system ; but all it offers us is &
stone when we ask for bread.

Not one school section in the Provinoe
has ssked for the introduction of the
baliot, either by direct vote of the peo
pleat a public meeting, or even through
vote of the School Board,

Of what benefit would be the ballot at
the Catholio School elections! None
whatever that the Catholic ratepayers
see, In most oases the trustees are
eleoted with unanimity and by acclama.
tion, There are ocoasionally contests,
but very seldom, and when there are
contests the ratepayers are not ashamed
of the men they support, and they are
not afraid to let it be known for whom
they vote, Hence they do not think it
worth their while to agitate for a secret
ballot. In faot they prefer the open
vote, and they will not be badgered out of
it by the Mail and its anonymous corres
pondents, who, in all likelihood, are
regular attaches of the Mail office, for
the most part.

But would it not free the voters from
olerical intimidation! As this intimida.
tion has its existenoce only in the Mail's
imagination, it seems socarcely worth

AN OBSCENE LECTURER.

Justin D. Falton, the author of the
obsoene book lately issued under the
title “‘Why Priests should wed,” has been
leoturing in Chicago, in pursuance of his
plan to annibilate the Ohurch, It will
be remembered that the respeotable girls
employed by the Rand-Avery Printing
Companyrefused, in & body, to continue
to set up the type of this precious
volume on account of its lewdness, Oa
examination, that company agreed with
the girls, and refused to comtinue their
work. Later, however, the work was
issued, and by the Rand-Avery Company
too. It now appears that this Company
bas a pecuniary interest in the book as
proprietors, and that their professedly
moral stand in the interests of the pub-
lic, wss an adrertising dodge that the
character of the book should be widely
known, and its circulation thereby in.
creased. The book itself is a rehash of
the indecent slanders of Maris Monk
and others of this degraded woman's
class, Yet there are persons who, while
making very sanctimonious pretensions,
encourage its ciroulation, Among these
is Anthony Comstook, who wrote a letter
to Fulton, approving of his work in gen-
eial, but recommending him to make
such modifications as would prevent him
from being entrapped within the meshes
of the law against obscene publica-
tions, This Comstock is the agent
of the “Society for the suppres.
sion of vice,” and it has been shown
by the most oonvincing evidence
that he has himself been engaged in
most vicious traffic in obsoenity, besides
being & black.mailer of the worst de.
scription, Yet he is still encouraged in
his career by Samuel Colgate, Dr. Tal
mage, etc. Altogether these form a
noble ocombination, Fulton, Comstock
and Co., for the suppression of the Cath-
olic Church, agsinst which Fulton
declares he will carry on an unrelenting
warfare ‘‘until he frees the country from
the slavery of Popery.”

Men of this caste are the fitting allies
of the powers of darkness, in defending
the ¢‘‘gates of hell” 1n the warfare
between the Caurch acd Satan; but they
forget the divine promise that against
the Church of Christ “the gates of hell
shall not prevail,”

“Dr.” Fulton declared in one of his
Chicago lectures that at Biddeford,
Maine, he took the town by storm, “and
where there were two Romanists for
every Christian previous to my arrival,
there are now more Christians than
Romans. Of course he means by this
that he has caused morz than one-third of
the Catholics of Bidderford to abandon
their faith! The absurdity of the
statement is on a par with other lies
which the same Fulton® has been so
ready to tell. Thus at a lecture which
be delivered in Buftalo, there were
scarcely a hundred persons in the hall,
all told, yet he telegraphed to his friends
and oc-laborers that he had delivered
his lecture before three thousand Catho-
lics in Buffalo.

This Fulton is as illiterate as he is
obsoene, His Ohicago lectures are full
of the low buffoonery which character
izes the deliverances of Sam Small, Thus
among the ravings to which his
audience were obliged to listen
we find the following anecdote: “In
Lowell, Massachusetts, where I was
preaching an old man sat in one of the
front benches, night after night. He
hed a big head but an honest face. He
seemed deeply interested in the sermon,
and I noticed tears trickling down his
big fat cheeks.”

On questioninug this man, Fulton was
told “Iaman infidel.” Fulton, however,
was enlightened by a special revelation
during his prayers for the man, by which
he discovered that he was & member ot
some Christian Oburch, and seeing the
man again at his lectures he catechised
him on the subject, and obtained at last
his avowal: “Well, I'm ashamed to say
it, I'm & Catholio, but I was afraid to
own up for fear the priests might send
me to purgatory when I die.”

That this story is a mere concoction is
evident to any ome, unless both the
lecturer and his auditor were tit subjects
for an insane asylum, We shall not,
however, assert that the latter is not the
case, in any event.

His blasphemous levity alone in speak-
ing of the Blessed Eucharist ought to
disgust respectabie Protestants, and
restrain them from enocouraging him,
even those Protestants who, refusing to
acoept Christ's words, “this is my body,
this is my blood,” deny the Catholic
dootrine of the Real Presence of Jesus

Christ in that adorable S8acrament, must

obeys the precept of Curist in adminis-
tering it afier_the manner specified by
Him: “Do this for s commemoration of
me.” Yet this buffoon speaks of it with
the grossest irreverence and profane
ribaldry, The Catholio dootrine of
the Real Presence 1, of course, his
exouse for this; but this dootrine
was resolutely matntained by Lutber to
bis dying hour; asd of Luther, Fulton
sys, “God opened his eyes, so that be
protested sgainst the falee teachings and
mummeries of Rome. His soul came
forth from his lips, and he peoclaimed
aloud the trath of God,” ete.

This dlsgrace to humanity seems de-

sirous, by his scurrility, to so excite
Oatholics thet they may mob him, in order
to advertiss him more thoroughly where-
over bo may go. We would be glad to
ficd that the Catholies, in spite of his
lying and abuse, leave him alone to the
contempt of Protestants who bave any
respest for themaselves, of care for the
virtae of thelr families. Lot those who
encourage him bear the disgrece.
This man's book is so indecent that he
daze not offer it for sale, To evade the
law, he “gives away” the book to those
who bay & ticket for his lestutres, The
Chicago Tribune lends iteelf to the task of
advertising Falton, and publishing bis
lectures, notwithetanding that it acknow-
ledges in its issne of 27¢h ult,, “His state
ments as to the morality of the Oatholic
priesthood were, to say the least of it,
startling, some of them being totally un-
fit for publication,”

The lecture of which we bave written
above was delivered on the 26th ult, On
the 28th Fulton delivered his second
lecture, largely made up of extracts from
Maria Mook, Edith O’Gorman, ete. . In
the oourse of it he said in his elegant
atyle : “There ain't a member of Congress
who dares to spell Romanism out loud
in the dark, and don’t you forget it.. The
times call for & man who will stand for
the truth.” “Of course, he is the man !
He then told a shocking story about
‘' girl who entered a convent.” A voioce
from the gallery hereupon cried out,“you
lie,” Some altercation ensued, but the
lecture was continued amid a great deal
of interruption, Fulton being repeatedly
called “a dirty dog.” At the end a
young man got upon the platform and
insisted on retuting the lecturer’s
“accursed lies.,”” The lecturer’s sup.
porter’s pushed him from the platform.

To a Tysbune reporter, Fulton said that
“the Church (First Methodist) was hired
by his manager as & private speculativn
entirely, and that this fight will do us
good, The place will be crowded for a
fortnight,”

*For the next evening, Wednesday,
29th, a third lecture was announced. © A
large crowd gathered about the church,
many being attracted by curiosity, others
baving assembled for the purpose of
interrupting the lecture, It was then
snnounced that the church managers
had refused Falton the use of the build-
ing, as “the character of the lecture was
such as to exclude it from any decent
place of worship.”

There was a good deal of acrimonious
disputing on the streets, but no injury
was done, though the Caurch managers
assert that they bhad intelligence that it
was intended to break all the windows,
Dr. Bolton, one of the managers, was
present, as he declared, to protect the
Church, He stated that Fulton’s in
tention was to make money out of his
book. He agreed that “the lecture was
unfit for a Church.”

The managers undoubtedly might de-
serve some credit for their final deter-
mination, but as they must bave known
Fulton’s character by his antecedents, it
is evident that they weie rendy to seil
the use of a building, supposed to be set
apart for sacred objects, for the purpose
ot slanderous and indecent lecturing,
for the sake of “filthy lucre,”

It is impossible for them to free them.
selves from this responsibility : the more

THE MINISUKR(AL ASSOOCIATION
AND THE PUBLIC SOBROOLS,

The Toront> Muisterial Association
are a body composed of & number of
Toronto Ministers of several denomina-
tions, perhaps three or four, and eer.
tainly they are not devoid of effrontery,
whatever may be the other qualifications
they possess. It is not long sivoe they
decided upon having a oertain gentle-
man elected Mayor of the city; but the
electors by a majority of 1097 decided
otherwise, Even it is morally certain
that this was the decision of the Pre-
testant electors, for the Catbolic vote
was, for the most part, recorded for Mr,
Defoe, as neither of the other candidates
was exactly the man whom the Oatholies
generally desired to support. It thus
appears that the inflaence of the Minis-
terial Associstion is not great, even with
the Protestant electorate.

However, now we have another
scheme set on foot by this same Asso-
cistion, After a long incubation it has
batched & plan to compel the publie
school teachers to give religious instrue.
tion in the schools, and this must be such
religious instruction, of course, as will be
pleasing to the Ministerial Association,
The Minister of Education is to be peti-
tioned to take steps at once to carry
their resolution into effect, It will, ass
necessary consequence, soon be required
that a religious test must be
applied to all candidates for teachers’
certificates, At present there is
none. Agnostics, Methodists, Pres-
byterians, Catholics, are all eligible
a8 teachers, and at present the msjority
are not allowed, in any section, to enm-
force thelr religlous viewa upom the
wioority, The Ministerial Awmoclation,
however, are not ratiafied with this state
of affatrs.  As they have prescribed that
a certain course of religiouns instruction is
necessary, it will naturally follow that
they expect to prescribe what that course
shall be. Whence, then, do they derive
their authority to dictate what shall be
the creed of the Pablic School teachers of
the Province! Are all denominations te
be forced to accept the religious hobbies
of this Toronto Association ?

It is needless to say that Catholics, in
the firat place, will repudiste the ineolent
demands of these aggressive clecgymen,
But they tell us that Catholics should
have no voice in the matter, because we
have Separate Schools, We bave Separ-
ate Schools in the cities and importaut
towns of the Province, and in some rural
sectione, but in mearly all the raral see-
tions, and villages, Catholics necessarily
make use of the Pablic Schools. Oat of
79,220 Catholicchildren attending school,
there are 51,630 attending the Publis
Schools of the Province. The Catholies,
therefore, have a great interest in the
character of the religious teaching in the
Schools, and their taxes help to sustaln
the School system. Hence we do not in-
tend that the Ministerial Association
sball force wupon us & system of
religious teaching of their framing.

Qur
good Brother Josse was on board with
orders from Mgr.

Awmongst the pas-
sengers was also Father Gourdon return-
ing from a circuit with several little
children for the good Sisters’ school.
He remained two days with us.
The Anglican Bishop, Bompass,
passed the summer on the boat,
bat he barcly set foot on shore at
Fort Roe. He remained bidden in his
cabin. Rev. Garton had already nailed
doors aud windows before the arrival of
ths hoat, They have gone and I know
not it they will return. ~ After the paes-
age of the steam boat, I went and madea
woodsn raft with brother Josse. We
brought back eufficient wood for the
winter, That over, we began fishing, and
we gathered in our potatues. The crop
wae plentiful. Seventy.five barrels of
potatoes is mo smsll quantity for Fort
Roe. We had a miraculous haul of fish,
We secured 6000,

Summer hunting was excellent. All
our Iudians found deer, nevertheless the
winter will be severe because the deer
have returned north, like last year, and
we have not seen a trace since the snow
foll, Hares are also completely gone;
there remains but fishing for the poor Ia.
dians, and even that gives but little onoce
the oold sets in. I expect two or three
sleds from La Providence towards the
15th December. I have a few hundred
pounda of dried meut for them. Towards

PAY FOR YOUR NEWSPAPER.

To the Bdstor of the Chronicls :

818 —The letter of Archbishop Lynch,
putlished in your last number, reads to
Catholics a needed aud salutary lesson I
bope to profit by it sud never find my-
self in arr ars with the publisher of my
psper. Judging from my own self in the
past, and from mavy of my friends and
peighbors, we are inexcusably earelees in
peyiog up our subecriptions. Some time
ago your agent, who was then visiting our
city, put iuto my banda the statement of
my subscriptions due in this place. I was
surprised : several had not paid f.r two
or three years, eome not for four years.
When the matter is looked into, it 1s &
serious moral wrong, an irjastice, a sin
for men Who act in this way.

Thoee in arrears are good, honest per.
sons, practicel Citholics, and ecertainly
intend no barru in their diliatorinees to pay
their newspaper bille.  Invincible iguor-
ance, or, rather, invincible thoughtlessness,
excuses them. But Archhishop Lynch
speake 80 plaioly that with those who will
bave seen his letter there can be no
lovger any room for the “invincible.” A
subecriber applies to his conecience the
hea'ing salve that the absence or presence
of two or four doliars can do neither much
harm or much good 1n the office of anews-
psper. It s & mistake ; two dollars will
be quite convenient to filla hole in the
Jist of sundry expenses, and my little
book on the cimmaudments by St
Liguori tells me that the retsution of a
lesser sum from is rightful claimant may
earily become a moital sin. Bat how
greai the barm when the same salve is
wought out by hundreds and by thounsands
of subecribers. The sgyregate sum due
the paper is largely increascd, and the
chances of most serisue i jiry done to the
paper increased accordingly. I heard a
neighbor of mine eaying that he had been
waitiog to have the agent call with hie
bill and that, no agent coming, he had
felt no obligation to pay. A chat with
the agent showed me the hollowness of
this excuse, Were an agent to call each
year on subscribers, or even to visit each
year all the post office districts of the
State, the whole subscription money of
the paper would be eaten up in expenses,
and in many instances the subseription
money would fall short of paying the
expenees of an agent.

The oue proper thing to do, is for each
subscriber to remit by mail his two dol*
Iars to the office of publication,
Tble done, he can read the
paper with a eafe conecience, and, conse-
quently with joy of heart. It must be
moet annoyiog to an honorable man to
have the ghoet of the manager conjured
up before his mind, each time the paper
arrives in his houee, and exclaim to him
in angry tones—*'Thou art the man ; thy
pap:r basnot been paid for.” I will give
no chauce to the ghost to enter my lictle
cottage ; I will pay for my paper, and if
ever the time comes when I will mot be
be able or willing to pay my mite, I will
rquare up my account and notify you
that 1 will no longer be a subscriber,
