Philip Sharkey, the Converted
" Blacksmith.

Philip Sharkey, the ‘subject of the following
narrative, was a blacksmith at Kilmsrnock. He
had been brought up a Roman Catholic, but had
logg abandoned the creed of his early days. He
had become an infidel in his opinions, and pro-
fligate in his babits. Moreover, with a vigorous
but undisciplined mind, and warm affections,
Philip was one of those who are naturally fitted
for being ring-leaders in their little circles.

He was a most eager student of God's word.

A few days after the great change, he told me
of a little struggle he had on the point of con-
science.

A DAY AMONG CANNIBALS.

Under this beading, recent SBandwich Island
papers publish a narrative of an adventore by a
whaleman at the Marqueseas Islands, which is
not only of thrilling interest in itself, but well
exhibits, in one aspect, the great advantages
which commerce may and does derive from
Christian missions—frofh fbe pr and influ-
ence among savage tribes, of Christian mission-
aries. ‘The value of this case, ss & testimony to
the happy influétice of missions, is certainly not
diminished by the fact that the man who so nebly
used all his ioflurice, feddy to ssorifice every-
thing be had, in the effort to save the life of a
stranger, was & missionary ot from England or
the United Btates, but from the Sandwich Is-
lands, himeelf & frait of modern 'misslons. It
appears that the Americkn whaleship ‘Congress,
which' sailed froth New ‘Bédford fn June, 1863,
for the North Patific, arrived’ béfors the har-
bour of Pusmiad, on Hivaos, Matquesas lalands
the 13th of Janudry last, snd dommenced trad-
ing with the dativés. *’1 Whalon, first officer,
went bn shore 'for the' purpose of ‘traffic, ‘and
passell up the valley with a chief, when the
natives' commenced ‘¢haning pigd, and at''the
same time shouting, apparently for the purpose
of ealling the people, whé éame “rushing from
all partd of '{h&’valley, armed with hatchets and
knives.”

He had
been rescued from the savages and returned to
his vessel through the efforts of a native Ha-
waiian—a stranger, who had been prompted to
act in his behslt by the teachings of the Christian
religion, of which he gave the most exemplary
evidence.—During twenty-three years voyaging
around the world, he says he has never passed
through a more eventful cruise than this one, nor
anywhere met with strangers who have won bis
gratitude and sffection as these humble Hawaiian
missionaries, living on the island of Hivoa, to
whose effrts alone he owes his life. Nothing
that he could give to them could cancel the debt
be owes. Of course, both Captain Stranburg
and Mr. Whalon rewarded Kekela and his chiel
with such gifts as they had at their disposal, and
they returned to the shore. .

Baptismal Regeneration.

Much coatroversy upon the subject of baptis-
mal regereration has been called forth by Mr.
Spurgeon’s honest, outspoken condemnation of
this doctrine.- Whatever differenice of opinion
may be entertained as to the térms eniployed by
the celebrated prui:her of the Tabernacle in deal-
ing with this question, there is reason to hope
that the discussion which has edsued, instead of
being an injury to the canse of truth, will really
tend to the best results, in awakening inquiry,
and eliciting more accurate views on a subject of
much interést. It is generally admitted that the
formularies of the Church of Englandjafford some
ground for the opinion that spiritual regenera-
tion by means of water baptism is & doctrine of
that Church ; though by a large body of Ber best
clergy a different view has been held. Thé Metho-
dist Church has generally refrained from interfer-
ence with the differences of opinion existing in the
Church of Eogland ; but our sympathigs have
always been strongly with the Evangelical party,
and in regard to the subject of baptism their
views and ours have been nearly, if not in entire-
ly, in harmony.

A gratuitous attack has been made in a late
number of the Church Record, in which we are
charged with having departed from the faith of
Mr. Wesley on lhe%b’cuino of baptismal regen-
eration, Upon this matter we are not careful to
answey, further than to declare that the views of
the Methodists on the gubject of regeneration as
taught in our standards of doctrine laid down
by Mr. Wesley have never wavered ; and to shew
that with the guasi-Romish theory of baptismal
regeneration, as held by the Oxford divines of
the present day, Mr. Wesley bad no sympathy
whatever.

By regeneration the Methodists understand the
renewsl of man’s moral nature in the image of
God, wrought by the Holy-Spirit, by which the
dominion of sin is broken, so that with full

Sacrament? I mean an outward and visible

the outward part or form in baptism ?  Water,
wherein the person is baptized, in the name of
the Father, Son, and Holy Ghost. Whet is the
inward part, or.thing signified ? A death unto
sin, and ¢ new birth unto righteousness.’ Noth-
ing, therefore, is plainer, than that, according to
the Church of England, baptism is not the new
birth.

Bat indeed the reason of the thing is so clear
and evident, as not to need any other authority.
For what can be more plain, than that the
one is an external, the other an internal, work ;
that the one is a visible, the other an invisible
thing, and thergfore wholly different from each
other ? the one being an act of man, purifying
the body; the other a change wrought by God
in the soul ; so that the former is just as dis-
tinguishable from the latter, as tbe soul from
the ‘body, or water from the Holy Gbost.
® . * ¢ Be you bsptized or unbaptized, . you
must be born again,’ otherwise it is not possible
you should be inwardly holy.” The foregoing
quotation we regard as a conclusive refutation
of the charge, that Mr. Wesley on the subject
of baptism held the notions of Puseyism.

In reference to the ppiritual condition of in-
fants, our belief is that they are the objects of
the gracious favour of God, who is, in Christ,
reepugciling the world unto himself ; that though
by mature the children of wrath, they stand in a
gracioys relation to Christ, by virtue of the
atonement made for our whole race, and that
under this economy of grace, all infants dying in
infancy are accepted, sanctified, and saved.
We are not left in doubt in regard to the interest
which the Lord Jesus takes in children. When
the disciples, in their mistaken views, thought it
beneath the dignity of their Master to have any
thing to do with young children, and rebuked
those who would bring them to him,the benign Sa-
viour was much displeased,took the children in his
arms sud blessed them, and then gave a command
which he intended to be of perpetual obligation,
and in conneetion with which be announced the
relation which children bear to his kingdom.

Some of the most eminent
of Church of England theologians have employed
the word in this sénse; while by the interpretations
of their language which they themselves have fur-
nished, we are not left in doubt as to their sound-
ness in the faith on the vital doctrines of the
Gospel.  All that we then ask in regard to Mr.
Wesley’s exp on the subject of baptism,
is that in the use of terms, which were in his day,
and siill are, employed with varied signification,
his views should be judged, not from a few pas-
rages, but from the whole tenor of his writings.
The writings of Bishop Burnet furnish illus-
tration in point. 'This eminent prelate, who
goes quite as fer in his opinions of the internal
and spiritual results of baptism, as any right-
minded . cburchman could- desire, yet guards
against the abuse of this doctrine in words of
no ¢quivocal import. In his exposition of the
XX Vil Article he says: “ Our Saviour has made
baptism one of the preocepis, though not one of
the means necessaty to salvation. * * * ¢
I'he nature of a siwal action, even when com-
manded is such, that unless we could imagine
there is a charm in it, which is contrary to the
spirit and genius of the Gospel, which designs
o save us by reforming our natures, we cannot
think that there can be any thing in it that is of
itself effectual as a mean. * * ® e
If baptism were only the receiving us into the
society of christians, there were no need of say-
ing, 1 baptize thee in the name of the Father,
and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost.” It were
more proper to say, 1 baptize thee in the
or by the authority of the church. Therefore,
these august words, that were dictated by our
Lord himself, show us that there is something in
it that is internal, which comes from God ; that
it is un admitting men into somewhat that de-
pends only on God, and for the giving of which
the authority can only be derived from him. But
after all this is not to be believed to be of the
nature of a charm, as if the/very act of baptism
carried always with it an inward regeneration.”

The sentiments of Mr. Wesley on baptism and
regeneration, on being compared together, will
be found to be by no means obscure ; and before
the High Churchmar. can represent the Fousder
of Methodism as teaching baptismal rfegenera-
tion in the sense as believed by the' Tractarian
rchool, e mast close his eyes upon’ conelusive
testimonies on  the subject, as given by Mr.

are névertheless a seed of spiritual life, to prepsre
the children thus dedicated to God for instruction
in divine truth, to ineline their will and affections
(o good, and to begin and maintsin in them the
war against inward and outward evil, so that
they may be assisted as reason strengthens, to
make their calling and their election sure. Such
were the sentiments of the late Richard Watson,
as propounded in his Institutes, the correciness
of whieh it would be easier to cavil at, than to dis-
prove. Numerous examples of remarkabie piety
from very early life, in baptized children would
seem to favour thia visw of the question; and
how much very many are benefitted by such bap-
tismal grace, in being restrained from evil, and
eventually saved, eternity alone will reveal. How
solemn the obligations, and how great the en-
couragements of christian parents in the training
of their children for the service of God! This
avowal of the principles of our Church on this
subject, is not made n the apirit of contention,
for coatroversy we greatly dislike—but it seem-
ed necessary, under the circomstances, that our

No |
doubt the war in the States, the expectation of |
war in Europe, the political discussions and con-

lg‘h, and the financial uncertainties of the times,

have occupied the thoughts more than usual

with wordly subjects, anid thus produced a dimi-

nution of interest in what relates to the soul.

The church may, but ought not and need not,

have allowed itself to be influenced by the geaer-

al spirit of society. The attacks on the Bible,

in this day of free and rancorous opposition to

the authority of religion, may bave had some

effect in hardening many; at least these attacks

may have produced in many a doubting and con-

fused state of mind, lessening the general effect

of the gospel upen them. But even this hinder-

ance may be removed by greater holiness in the

church, and greater seal for souls. No: we are

nexer.tp believe that anythirig the devil can put

in the way is necessarily sufficient to impede or

stop the triumphant advance of the cause of the

Crose. All such hindrances have been overcome

a thousand times, and are as chafl before the

wind, when God’s power is in the Cburch and in
the Word. The only sufficient reason for want
of success is Lthe want of wisdom, or faithfulness,

or spiritual power, in those who work and fight
for God.

A decrease in any church may arise from yari-
ous ceuses. It may be caused by secessions, or
by removals and emigration, or by deaths, or by
exclusions and a .faithful enforcement of rules;
but the only real sign of spiritual decline is, a
large number of eases of backsliding with but
few cases of conversion.. A church may-~some
churches do—depend on the ability to prosely-
tize from other denominations, as a means of
keeping up or increasing its membership. But
4his is vain, paltry, and unchristian. It is con-
trary to the spirit of the Gospel for one church
to prey on another. It is disreputable for a
church to_become so feeble and inefficient, to
possess 50 little of spiritual energy or of holiness,
that it can do nothing towards tbe salvation of
the lost, towards the conversion of the wicked ;
and 1o feel obliged for its own preservation to
steal the sheep of other folds, to wheedle over to
its side those already converted by the labours
of others, and ta seck possession of ground which
others bave broken up and rendered productive.
It is shameful for & church to think more of those
non-essentiais on which it differs from other
churches, than it does of those essentials on
which salvation depends; to think more of
proselyting a Christian than of converting a sin-
ner ; to be actuated more by envy and rivalry
than by the love of Christ and compassion for
the lost. Amd it je vain. It is doing no good ;
securing no real gaiu for Christ's cause. If you
get all the christiana in the world to shift to and
fro from church to church, what gain is that to
religion 7 Will the world ever be converted that
wayP Rather will it not be hardened more and
more, till it believes christianity to be only a
cloak for hyman selfishness and rivalry? We
say then, God bless all the churches with true
reyivals, and with thousands of true conversions.
May God make them all holy, and mighty, and
victorious over sin and hell! Let us all do the
work of God, and, on peril of our own salvation,
not dare to put anything in the way of each
other’s usefulness!

In this respect the epirit of genuine Methodiam
is the spirit of Christ. There was nothing in
Christendom Wesley abhored so much as the
spirit of proselytism and bigotry. We do mot
want mere proselytes to our church or our opin-
ions. We want no persons to join us who are
not earpest Christians, or at least seckers of
salvation. We do not want even these from
other churchas ; we cannot of course reject them
if they come unsolicited, and moved by reasons
that convince them and satisfy us that such is
their duty ; but we will not seek to make prose-
lytes. Mere proselytes would be a curse to us.
We are willing, perfectly willing, that all good
people should labour for God and humanity, in
whatever communion they themselves prefer.
God knows there is enough for all to do! May
he have mercy on the diffcrent churches, and
give them a more perfect sympathy with each
other, and a more perfect feeling of co-operation !
What we want is legitimate increase and enlarg-
ment. We whnt to see accessions to the church
of souls sayed from sin and the world, Metho-
dism, Methodist Churches, origivated solely in
the ‘conversion of sinners. This was its only
origin. It was not a schism ; it was not a seces-
sion; it was not a party; it was nothing but a
company of persons newly saved by.grace, as-
sociated *“ to help each other to work out their
satvation.” And if the Methodist Churches were
£hus originated and founded, not by secession or
dissent; but new communities converted out of
the world, as the first apostolic churches were—
oreated by God’s soul-couyerting power ;—if
this be 80, we think it follows that our legitimate
source of increase is the conversion of sinners to
God. )

And how are we to go ahout this > how are we
to find a remedy for decrease in the number of
comversions? How? ~Why, in the good old
way, There is no mystery in it. If we are
honestly, earnestly, willthg to do Glod's work,
we will find no difficulty in knowing what we
have to do.

First let us ask, are we growing in ‘grace, and
thus fivted to wdrk for God ? “Are we, as pro-
fesaing Chfistians, unwotldly and consistent i
ofit lives ? well reported ‘of attiong thowe that are
without, for truth, hohesty, and mercy in our
dealings with-mén ? ' I not, let us by all means
first retirn unto God ourselves in sincerity of
hefirt; that he mdy pardon and employ us, Then
[et'us all comseerate curselves afresh fo God’s
work, to'live and labour for Christ.

Let us do all we can for the internal bealth
and welfare of the church. Let us with greatly
incredeed faithfolness train up and lead to the
¢ross the children of our peaple ; and let ug re-
member that this is necessary not merely to in-

JUBILEE MISSIONARY MEETINGS.

Fifty years ago only four out of the thirteen |
circuits now comprising this distriet, were visit-
ed by Methodist Missionaries, while ¢wo only at

that time appeared on the minutes of Conference
as heads of Circuits. Among the first who trav-
elled in this region was the late Rev. William
Bennett, whose earnest and suceessful ministry,
is still remembered with gratitade to God. A
few days sge I buried one who had been brought
to God thréugh his instramentality, the widow
of the late David Pickard. For sixty years “she
adorned the doctrine of God our Saviour in all
thinge.” Having lived to the Lord, she wdied in
the Lord ; sud now doubtless * zests from her
labours,” consciously enjoying the smile and
presence of her Redeemer, for whose appearing
she frequently breathed in her last moments, the
ardent prayer of the aposte Johm, *“Come Lord
Jesus, come quickly.” Ounly & very few ifi this
place are sble to remember sl the way the Lord
nas led them for fifty years, but not one; sicce
the removal of sister Pickard can trace a relig-
jous course for threescore years in the past.

Notwithstanding the recent origin of most of
our stations on this beautiful river, there is a
disposition among our people, to join with the
great Methodistic family, at home and elsewhere,
in the celebration of the Jubilee of the Wesley-
an Missionary Society. For several weeks past
I bave enjoyed, in conjunetion with wy brethren,
the privilege of presenting the claims and inter-
ests of the mission cause and Jubilee movement,
before our people in five circuits, and of witness-
ing pleasing devotionsl manifestations, in con-
pection with those services, and some favourable
pecuniary responses. The first meeting combin-
ing the two objects, Missionary and Jubilee,
which was the case in most places, was held at
Nashwaak, a beautiful valley, but not very pros-
perous ground for Methodism. We did not an-
ticipate much here, and we were not disappoint-
ed,the small Society and few friends were taxing
themeelves to the utmost in order to purchase a
residence’ for their minister, a very important
matter just now, when we bave so many young
men, in the Conference looking in the direction
of matrimony. At Sbeffield, the Mosaic idea of
cancelling alt debts ia the year of Jubilee, secm-
ed to have taken possession of. both Pastor and
people, for on the evening preceeding the ap-
pointed Jubilee meeting, they met together and
raised nearly 300 dollars, the total amount of
of debts on the chapel and mission house. This
was certainly adopting as nearly as possible, the
plan suggested by some laymen in our Confer-
ence, wisely or unwisely, vis., The combination
of local objects with the Jubilee effort. Doubt-
less, this Jabilee year would be long remembered
with gratitude, if we could or would liquidate all
debts on comnexional property throughout the
entire Conference. We-are not yet convinced
that our Conference have erred, in following the
footstepes ofiuf fathers and brethren at home, in
keeping theJubilee movement distinet from all
local objects. ~ After this digression, allow me to
say, that the Jubilee claims were not ignored at
Sheffield.

The next place visited, after a most interesting
steamboat ride of sixty miles, up the 8t. John,
was Woodstock. Two services, distant five or
six miles, were held on this cireuit, both of whieh
were characterizsed by gracious influences, which
infused animation into speakers and hearers. A
good audience greeted us pleasingly in both
places; - Thanks to & kind providence, for fine
weather, and to our judicious and energetic fellow
labourer, Bro. Milligan for wise' arrangements.
The amounts promised were not large, but were
cheerfully given and thankfully received. We were
gladdened by indicstions of spiritual good, which
is of more importance than gold or silver. Still
pursuing our way onward and upward, along
the banks of the beautiful river, in Methodist
preacher style, merciful to oyr horses—with in-
teresting companions, we scarce thought of Lime’s
motion, until the end of twenty-three miles,
brought us to the head of the widely extended
Florenceville circuit, to enjoy the hospitalities of
Bro. Tuttle and his amisble partoer, in their
beautlfully situated home. A good meeting and
a night of calm repose, prepared us for a lovely
drive through a prosperous and rapidly advanc-
ing country, to Jacksonlown—the hesd of a
thriving circuit, Here again, as in the last men-
tioned place, meeting old friends, the scenes of
early life came up pleasingly, before, the vision of
the soul, Hgere s storm of rain commenced,
about an hour hefore the time for mesting, but
even a beavy rain did, not keep the friends of
missions st home,, (X 'oqd indication, in sny air-
cuit.

But the summers of
1830, and 15831 had been remarkable for the
failure of the eod fishery in these parts, and par-
tivularly was this the case in the latter year, as
at the close of the season, the catch of fish was
only one half the average, and the price had
fallen at rates ragiog from twenty to forty shil-
ings per quintal, to twelve. The winter eet in
with unusual severity early in November, and
for weeks together the thermometer raged from
156° 1o 18° below zero. Moreover, the great
northern jam of ice did not leave the coast until
the nineteenth day of June; so that the spring
supplies which are usually received in April, did
not arrive until near the last of June.
the severest snow storms during the season, was
on the fifth of May ; and the ground continued
frozen uatil near the month of June. A number
of cattle died for want ot food, and daring the
night of the third of June, nine horses died from
the same cause.

After the nsual time for obtaining supplies had
passed, the most appalling distress began to be
felt among the inhabitants, and particularly was

their families with most parsimonious care, and
the writer with his family was restricted to two
mea's a day for three weeks. The ice on the
coast prevented the arrival of vessels, the seals

which grounded in deep water, kept the cod-fish
from coming near the shore. A severe famine
was felt among the inhabitants, several families
subsisted on nothing but potatoes and salt. Early
in June nearly all the flour and bread, (sea
biscuit) was exhausted, and the cry for bread
ceased because it was nct to be had; but the
mournful ery, *“for God’s sake give me a few
potatoes to save my children from starvation,”
contlinued to be uttered with the most heart-
rending vehemence. Individuals have passed
the whole day without tasting food, and strong
men were seen staggering through the streets
as if inebriated, as the effect of starvation.

On the 4th of June, some of the crew of a
schooner which had been jammed in the ice for
a long time in sight of the harbour, came on
shore, and reported that their companions on
beoard were almoat perishing from cold and hun-
ger ; on the 11th of June a party of men came
over the ice from Keels, a place of about fifteen
miles distant, and reported that one woman and
three children had died through hunger. 'The
following is an estract from the Journal of the
writer : ;

1832, June 11.—* I this morning called upon

to be in a state bordering upon starvation ; when
afler communicating to her the painful informa-
tion, that no further help could be rendered to
her, whatever might be the result, I desired ber
to tell me plainly what food she had, and what
were her prospects of living through the famine.
* I will do so,” she replied. She then uncover-

potatoes. *‘ This is all the food I have, and all I
ever expect to have, unless the Lord in mercy
should see fit to give us a change of wind, so as
to take the ice from our shores.” She had heen
a stout healthy woman, but is reduced almest to
a skeleton for want of food ; but now with tre-
mulous hand, with tottering limb, and sunken
eye she stood before me, and said ; * when
my children get up in the mornicg, I send them
round to beg a potatoe from the neighbours, if
they succeed I am thankful, and it saves my own
stock ; if they do not succeed, I roast two or
three potatoes for each of my children, both
morning and evening, I fear to boil them, be-
cause of waste ; and I find by this means, the
lives of my children can be saved until my pota-
toes are all exhausted; when my heavenly
Father may yet smile upon us and send us deli-
verance. But I am resigned to bis blessed will.
He knows what is best for me, I am happy in his
love ; and if he is about to take me away by fa-
mine, | know he will take me to heaven. 1 wili
praise him for all his mercies.”

Two days after the above was written, when a
deep gloom sat upon every countenance, and
nothing but starvation seemed to be the fate of
the people, suddenly a messenger arrived bring-
ing the joyful news that forty bags of bread,
twenty quintals of dry fish, and fitty gallons of
m olasses, was already in Catalina, ten miles off,
for the relief of the poor. Had it rained bread
from heaven it could not have come more unex-
pectedly. Food in Catalina, how did it come
there ?  The mystery was soon explained. The
news of distress had reached St. John's,—
when the Gevernment promptly sent an offi-
cer round the Head of both Conception and
Triaity Bay ; to Trinity Harbour to the magis-
trates there, with orders to send supplies to
Bonavista ; just then a light porth-west wind
slacked the ice from the north shore of Trinity
Bay, by which s boat got from Trinity to Cata-
lina, with the above supplies, and in less than
a half an hour after the arrival of the boat, the
ice again ¢ame in and stopped all navigation for
ten days more. The next morning, more than
one hundred men walked over to Catalina to re-
ceive rations,—when the above articles of pro-
vigions were divided according to their respective
families. 176 families, compr:sing 914 indivi-
duals were thus relieved. At length a south-
west wind sprung up, which increased to a gale,
by which the coast was cleared of ice, and sup-
plies were brought for the relief of the inhabi-
tants, '

The
liahilities of Santo &'Co:, the largest bankers in
Rio Janeiro, are stated at 5,200,000 pounds ster-
ling, thoge of Gomez & Filo at 3,000,000 pounds
mlinf‘, those of Montenegro & Heina at 1,-
600,000 pounds sterling. ‘The stoppage of Banto
& Co., appesrs to bave been the cause of the
entire mischief. An extraordissry number of
smaller fajlures are said to have fuilowed the
downfall of the banke, One banking firm,
Messrs. Balia & lorows, held their ground dur-
ing many daya draipy paying aut 800,000 pounds,
thus establishing public confidence in them. At
the closing of the muit there were sym; toms of
improvement, hut during most of the period the
panic was sich that the military police were call-
ed out and the banking houses were occupied by
troops.

The resuiting crope give unmistakable evi- |
dence of the correctness of this practice, If fer-
mentation is 80 necessary in & dung beap, why
does the sheep-fold act so well without it? My
custom is as follows: Our straw is eut up by
F'steam power into 2-inch lengths. The action of
catting spHtemest of it, ¥5 Thal the spongy in-
side of the straw is at once ;yenilered available
10 absorh the urine. THe dutside of the straw
we all know is glass, and impervious to mois-
ture. The cutstraw is spplied as litter from day
to day, care being taker mot to use more than
will get thoroughly saturated and intermixed
with the solid manure—in fect, enough to keep
the dnimals clean. I you put in too much it will
heat and ruin the health of your stock. Itis
trodden, when so intermixed, into a sort of
hodge-podge; which, when applied to the soil,
will beat the best guano ever used in the pro-
daction of érops, and in the matter of profit. The
manure is allowed {0 ‘actumdlate under the ani-
mals for a month or two, according to the tem-
perature of the season. Ju winter it may remain
long, in the summer or warm months you must
remove it more frequently, Biving a watchful
eye to the heat of the mass and to the comfort
of the animals. 1f the manure is too warm, it
takes the animals off thejr feed and endangers
their luogs, much as apig gets the heaves or
lung disease by lying on bot dung, and then be-
coming exposed to atmnspheric change. When
the manure is removed it is completely saturat-
ed, so much so that my practical neighbour says .
your dung, although made under cover, is much
more wet than ours, which is exposed to rain
and the water from buildings.

It is higuly desirable that this manure, when
taken out from the sheds, should be at once car-
ried to, and spread on the land ; for beibg 80}
amply saturated, it can take up no more mois-
ture, and therefore a shower of rain wasbes the
| soluble peortions outof it. If we have no land
ready,we place it close to our great tank,and it is
thug economised. 'The floors of my sheds’ are
all, of course, well brick paved. In farm yards
the earth to a very considerable depth sbsorbs
much of the farmer’s wealth in the shape of
soluble manure, and so we need not wonder at
the preference for the éheep fold, where the soil
gets every portion of the manure.

Manure is #0 costly to produce that we should
certpinly take as much care of it as we do of
bird’s dung (guano,) for I presume that no far-
mer would see with indifference the latter wash-
ed away with the rains.

It is evident thet suoh a man
does not keep enough stock ; for although I grow
an immense quantity of straw, and bave all my
manure made under cover, and a portion of my
stock on sparren floors, I never have quite straw
enough, and generally purchase an extra stack or
two.

I venture to predict that the time is coming

when an open farm-yard, and a duog beap will
Lbe an event of other days.
I am sorry to see #0 little summer made beel
The consumptidn of green food, with cake, un-
der shelter should go on during snmmer. Why
not continue making good manure all the year
round.
