In Jooking ai autograpss of celebri-
ties of the past it is interesting to
note that the signature of Queen EI-
izabeth is now worth £15; while that
of Queen Anne will only realize 30s.
As a striking contrast to this, it is al-
so a moteworthy fact that poets’ sig-
natures in the past have always been
considered more valuable than those of
Royal potentates.

In the year 1858'a signature of
Shakespeare was purchased by the auth«
orities of the British Museum for 300
guineas. In June, 1891, a letter ol Her
Majesty Queen Victoria realized the
sum of £7, while a letter written by
the poet Shelley changed hands for £11
158, and was regarded as a greatl bar-
gain at such a low figure. A letter of
Martin Luther’s, with signature at-
tached, was recemntly disposed of) for the
respectable amount of £26. A letter
written and signed by the Duchess of
Teck may be secured. for the nominal
sum of 8s. whilst the signature alone
of the fated Marie Antoinette is val-
ued at £4.

In contrast to this, a letter writen
by Louis XVI. of France, the husband
of the unfortunate Marie is offered for
the sum of 10s. Thirty shillings is the
price now demanded for the character-
istic eignature of the ambitious Nap-
oleon Bonaparte. s

A single page written by the late
Prince Comsort is valued at two guin-
eas. but half that amount will purchase
a long letter by the presenti Prince of
Wales. The autograph of the Princess
of Wales has recently been sold for
the low sum of 78 6d, while, strange
to say, an original autograph tele-

gram in the same handwriting is valn-
ed at five guineas

mince ‘pie without injury and no in-
telligent womaa in these enlightened
days serves it to her family.”

The above item and others of similar
import are ever appearing in the news-
papers, yet thoughtless man ia'evog
making covetous reference to the re-
prehensible article, and the good house~
wife whio cheriches early associations
finds herself weakly sympathetic. No-
body claims that mince pies gre hygie-
nic, but mneither are baked pork and
beéans—a standard dish among the
most “enlightened”—nor many other
dishes which we eat with more or less
relish. s f
~Certainly nobody claims that mince
pies are not good, nor will any reas-
onable person deny that the holiday
season is the time for mild indulgences,
if we are ever to indulge ourselves at
all. For those, then, who would sin
somewhat against health’s luws the
following recipe is submitted as bheing
the best of its kind—tested without
serious results to well-being.

pounds of prime beef from the
tenderest part of the round, six pounds
of apples, greenings, one and one-half
pounds of suet, the juice and grated
peel of two oranges and two lemons,
two pounds of brown sugar, one pint
of molasses, three pints of boiled cider,
one quart of good California brandy,
three grated nutmegs, one tablespoon~
ful of ma e, and one and one-half table-
spoonfuls of salt, two tallespoonfuls
each of ginger and allspice, one table-
spoonful of cloves, six tablespoonfuls
of cinnamon one-half pounds of sliced
citron, two pounds of seedless taisins,
two pounds of currants and one glass-
ful of grape jelly.

Steam the meat or let it simmer gen-
tly until tender, let it cool, and chop
it rather fine—the size of the aver-
age pea; chop the apples to the size of
white beans. Pregare the fruit care-
fully, mixing all the dry ingredients
thoroughly; then add the cider, mo-~
lasses, lemon and orange juices, and
lastly the brandy. Mix. again thorough-
ly, pack in a large stoneware jar, cover
and stand in a cool, dry place. Mince
meat should stand about three weeks
ktefore using, to ripen and blend the
flavors.

~ 'BUILDING A HOME.

In his book on building a home
Francis C. Moore says: “The advice of
& sensible, practical woman who is a
thorough housekeeper should also be
regarded as indispensable.

ABOUT WEDDING RINGS.

In France, wedding rings used to be
made of three or more links of quaint
design;"and in Germany, at the sameo
time, they were engraved with queer
astrological characters. Roman Cath-
olic peoples, particularly Italians, had
a fashion of embedding in the ring a
fragment of some relic, such as a mor-
sel of  the true cross. The Greek
church uses two rings, one of gold
and one of-silver. In Spain, wedding
rings made of the hoofs of asses are
supposed to be possessed of peculiar
virtue and insure their wearers
against epilepsy. Fashion has deter-
mined not only the style of the wed-
ding ring, but the finger on whi-h
it shall be worn and so capriciously
has custom altered that every sing'e
finger, including the thumb, has been
used in turn. Often in portraits of
the time of Elizabeth rings may have
been seen on the thumbs of married
ladies.

In many parts of Great Britain it
is still supposed that a marriage with
out a ring is not binding, and when
the gold hoop has been lost or forgot-
ten, such substitutes as the church
key, a curtain ring, even a ring cut
from the finger of the bride’s glove
have been used.

Fog is not; of course, peculiar to Lon-
domn, though the fog of London has at~-
tributes quite peculiar to itself. Chan-
niel fogs are well known to all trovel-
ing on the Continent, and between Us-
hant and Plymouth steamers are fre-
quently obliged to slow down at cere
tain seasons of the year on account
o‘t it. According to Mr. Rudyard Kip-
ling, in the “Rhyme of the Three Seal-
ers,” the killing grounds are reachéd
“Half steam ahead by guess and lead,
for ‘the sun is mostly veiled. Through
fog tofog, by luck and log, sail ye aa
Bering sailed.” :

Jn our sunniest shires, says the
London Daily Telegraph, there are of-
tens days when a thick, damp, grey
shroud hamgs over everything. Only
last week the Royal Buckhounds wers
unable to go out on account of it. But
London fog comes down to us through
the smoke of tein thousand chimneys,
and [bes a power jn collecting and
bringing down every impurity in the
air analogous to that of the isinglass
used in the fining of wine. It is not
difficult to wnderstand that respirable
air, with its proper proportions of oxy-
gen and nitrogen, such as all lung-
breathing animals require in a state
of purity and abundance, cannot ab-
sorb quantitias of carbon in the form
of soot and sulphurous and sulphuric
acid without becoming heavy, yellow,
opaque pnd oppressive. Moreover,
London air is being constantly breath-
ed over and over again by its millions
of human beings and animals, 4nd it is
a medical truth that it would only be
necessary to keep people long enough
together in-a close room for them to
poisoqy one another. The tragedy of
the..Black Hole of Calcutta is instance
enough to name. Nowa foggy atmos-
phere isinvariably a stagnant one, and
thus it may soon become fataliy con-
taminated with germs of all sorts and
miasmic vapors.

ITS ACCIDENT RECORD.

_Asfar as hospital admissions for ac-
cidents are concerned, a typical yellow
fog is only second to a bard frost and
slippery street. But any long spell
of fog, such as that of the close of 1891,
sends the‘ death rate from diseases of
Lhe " respiratory organs up with a
bound. It is also highly conducive to
the spread of influenza, of which there
I8 a certain amount about at the pres-
ent time. To any whose lungs wind-
pipe and mucous membrane generally
are at all susceptible, a fog, with its
h'ornl_)le_ burden of soot and impuri-
Ules, is intensely irritating, and often
causes trying cough. The eyes, too,
suffer painfully from the same cause;
and there . seems unfortunately very
iittle practical remedy to offer so long
as coal must be burnt. The general
uses of ‘smokeless anthracite would
greatly mitigate our inconveniences
and dangers, but that, perhaps, is more
thf.ux we dare expect in this gener-
ation. Some benefit, too, may be
hoped. for as oil becomes more widely
employed for cooking or driving ma-
uh‘mex:y, and so far as contaminating
the air is concernei the substitution
of the electrie light for gas is an im-
mense gain. X ]

London tas, of course, had its *‘great
fogs,” even as it has had its “great
fires.” There was the memorable Cat-
tla Show in the sixties, when a num-
ber of the poor fat beasts were simply
suffocated, and thereis also that his-
toric occasion on which Mr. Toole suc-
ceeded in reaching his theatre and
found that only onée solitary sight-
seer had done the same, the two at
once sympathically fraternizing in
misfortune. One of the most curious
offects of a fog is the way in which
it will cause people to mistake even
the most familiar roads and routes.
Sometimes it is wholly unaccountable

EXACTLY THE OTHER SIDE.

Without an exceedingly good ‘“bump
of locality,” and the faculty of re-
membering even in the gloom and
darknpess a. mumber of small but fre-
quent landmarks, this way is almost
certain to be lost, even though tra-
versed daily, and the rare possessor of
this useful attribute is sometimes as-
tonished on a foggy night to observe
the utterly stranded and belated ap-
pearance of whole groups of people in
the localities with which, under ordi-
nary circumstances they would be quite
at home. Probably those unfortunate
persons who fall into the river or the
docks on foggy weather know the
tracks -they might safely follow, but
are diverted from them by the strange
gloom, in which everything assumes
mysterious indefinitioh and unlikeness
to i{3 usual appearance.

To be put down suddenly hy a cab-
man unable to drive further, is, per-
haps, one of the most completely baf-
fling experiences of a fog. A doctor
who thus found -himself in a square in
which several patientslived and where
he vicited almost daily, described him-
self as being as completely lost as-=if
set down in a totally unknowxn region
But it is to be feared that u certain
amount of fog ‘is inevitable, though
more public spirit and consideration
for one another in the matter of burn-
ing Iess smoky fuel, might remove some
of its worst features, for, givea the
not rare combination eof cloud, valm,
and a cold stratum of air, 4na there

A STORY ABOUT NELSON _

How lilu Career in Life Was Very Nearly
Changed.

A pretty little romance gives Nel-
s0n’s memory a sentimental interest in
Canada. During his service at Que-
bec, in 1782, wihen he was but twenty-
four years,of age, he became infatuat-
"ed with a beautiful Canadian girl,
Mary Eimpson, daughter of a great
Canadian merchant of the period. At
the time of Nelson's visit she was but
sixteen years old, marvellously beau-
tiful apd witty. On October 14, 1782,
Lord Nelson’s ship, the Albemarle, was
ready to pail, and he had a very sad
and tender parting with Mary Sipp-
son, and went down the St. Lawrence
to board the man-of-war. The next
morning arrived and the Albemarle did
not heave anchor, and Captain Nelson
was seen coming back to Quebec in a
boat. - A friend of Nelson's, a man
prominent in Queke: at the time, espied
him, -and asked him what had happen-
ed. Nelson is quoted as having said:
“I fipd it ebsolutely imposaibk? to
leave this pldce without again waiting
upon her whose society has so much
added to its charms, and laying myself
and my fortune at her feet.” Nel-
son’s friend protested against such a
rash agt, and told him that, “situated
as you are at present, your utter ruin
will inevitably follow.”
