A REMAREKABLE RESCUER.

Buried for 98 Hours Under & Pile of Stone
90 Feet Deep.
At Balwyl, a willage near Lucerne, in
Switgerland, a well had been sunk and the
sides supplied with stone . walls. One of the
macons of the name of Xavier Matimann, on
the 218t of February last, went to the bottom
of the well, in order to see if the work was
done all right. While he was down the side
walls gave way, but fortunately beginning
with the bottom part, otherwise the falling
stones must have killed the man at once. As
it happeued, the stones fulling upon him
pressed hard upon him, but did not kill him.
“ The upper part of the walls came down by
degrees,” Matimann reported : * I heard
the noise for about ten minutes, one stone
falling upon the other, I was pressed with my
back against & board, my right arm about my
head, the left arm upon my chest, the right
leg bent back in the knea joint, the left leg
stretohed out straight. A big stone was rest-
ing upon my head, slanting toward the fore-
head, s big round stone was upon either
cheek, a big one just under the chin, forcing
my head a little upward against the top stone.
‘The biggest and heaviest stone I had upon
my chest. Every limb of mine was pressed in
tight with stones—a movement, ever 80 small,
impossible. In this fearful situaton
Istopped from Monday at four o'clock
in the afternoon until Fnday at
evening at six—that is fully ninety-eight hours
—at & depth of & hundred feet below the sur-
face, and with a load of stone from eighty to
ninety feet high, resting upon me. My hat
was pressed down upon my nose, my pipe was
stuck fast in my mouth. The rope which was
to have lilted me out passed along under my
chin, mouth, hose and forehead, and may
have been my best
pressing

when the labors of resouing me were com
menced. It was a sound like chickens picking
corn upon & wooden . The sound
coming clearer made me perceive the progress
-| of the work slthough not clearly. When 1
thought the workmen within hearing 1 called
out to them.” Friday at noon, the first stone
from the head of the man buried alive was
removed, at 8 o'clock his head und chest were
free and he conld take something to eat. At
6 o'clock he was got out. None of his limbs
were broken ; there were only some contusions
on his body. But the skin was perfectly in

sensble for a length of time.

The late Alexander Hyde, a well known
agricnltural writer, had a high opinion of the
feeding quality of bran. Experience of stock-
feeders has confirmed the opinion long held
by men of science that in some essential
elements of food it is much richer even
than the pure kernel that it incloses, Mr.
Hyde says :

The conclusion is irresistible that bran has
not been sufficiently appreciated as food for
stock in past times, and that Dr. Grabam was
right when he recommended uvbolted flour
as the best for bread-making.

One great recommendation of bran as feed
for etock 18 that it mukes the menure pile so
rich. A large proportion of the inorganio
matter (ash) in bran is composed of the vari-
ous phosphates, just what m st old soils
need, those salts having been carried off in
the milk and eold. We have seen wonderful
changes produced on old farms by liberal
feeding of cows with wheat bran. The pas-
tures in a few years have renewed their age.
Rye-bran is not quite 8o rich in ash as wheat,
but it makes an excellent food for producing
milk, as it contains over 12 per cent. of
proten compounds. just the thing for cheese-
making, and over 2 per cent. of fats. In-
deed, dairy farmers generally give the prefer-
ence to rye bran, and ove reason is that it is
tiner and does not induce such a laxative
condition,
