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VELVET IS R MINE

A Seven-Foot Deposit Found in the
South Drift,

A WONDERFUL SHOWING

There Is Considerable Stoping Ground
Now, and Soon There Will be More.
A Spur From the Red Mountain
Will Soon be a Necessity.

J. L. Morrish, supt rintendent of the
Velvet, is in the city on a visit from
Sophie mountain. He reports that the
big ore body which was mentioned re-
cently in the paper as having been en-
countered in.the. north driit bas been
found in the south drift. In the morth
drifc the ore body was found 171 feet
from the tunnel, and at the end of a
crosscut run a distance of 39 feet. At
this point the ledge was 10 feet wide.
The south drift had been run a distance
of 102 feet, aad then a crosscut was
made of forty-two feet. Here
the ledge was encountered, and though
it has not been entirely crosscut it was
known to be seven feet in width when
Mr. Morrish left the Velvet property
yesterday morning. It is thought to be
still wider. These two finds show that
there is ‘an ore body that is 273 feet in
length and 160 teet in depth that will
average at least four feet in width. Late

assays from the new find shows that it

runs $30 in gold and 12 per cent copper,
or about $50 in all values. ° Some of the
ore was shown by Mr. Morrish yester-
day, ant it is hne looking, apparently
carrying large quantities of copper. - The
shaft on the Velvet is now down a dis
tance of 243 feet. ‘When a depth of 260
feet has been attained the intention is to
crosscut in order to strike the ‘ore body
at that depth.

Mr. Morrish says there is considerable
stoping ground now, aud it will not be
long before there will be a great deal
more. The Velvet is now a mine.
What will be next needed will be a spur
from the Red Mountain railway. With

_the development of the Velvet and the
Victory-Trinmph and the other proper-
ties in that vicinity there will be plenty
of tonnage for the smelter,

BEHRING SEAL FISHERIES

United States Revenue Cutters Will
Probably Go to Behring Sea.

The Paris Tribunal Provi@éd For Such |

Means of Preventing Iliegal
Seal Fishing. =

Washington, D. C., March 8.—In an in-
terview ‘on the failure of the American-
Canadian high commission to come toan

agreement on the subject of the seal
fisheries, the treasury department is con-
sidering the question of dispatching one
or more revenue cutters to Behring sea to
protect the interests of the United States
from illegal sealing. This is customary
on the part of both the British-and Am:
erican governments and is in accordance
with the provisions of the Paris tribunal
of arbitration. The tribunal also provid-
ed that the regulations prepared there-
under may be changed after a certain
number of years; and the treasury offi-
cials have called on the state department
for a statement as to the diplomatic sit-
uation before taking any action.

QUEES’S COUNSELS,

Phe Brovincial , Goverament Confers
the Honor With Impartiality.

Victoria, March 8.—The Gazette will
announce the creation of queen’s coun-
sels under the act passed at the last ses-
sion of the legislature. It authorized
the appointment immediately as queen’s
counsel, of any ex or present attorney-
general and five other members of the pro
vincial bar. The present creations in or-
der of precedence, are as follaws:: Kx-
Attorney-General Eberts, Attorney-Gen-
eral Martin, Charles Wilson, E.V. Bod-
well, W. J. Taylor, E. P. Davis and A.
H. McNeill of Rossland. During the de-
bate on thé bill the government stated
that appointments would not be made
for political reasons. The opposition
ridiculed that statement, but the crea-
tions now anfiounced, bear it out. Be-
sides the present attorney-general, three
of the new counsels opposed the present
government, 'while three supported it.
Of the seven, three are liberals and four
conservatives.

A ROAD THAT IS NEEDED

ord Mountgin Sections.

It Would Start From 8ilica and By
Easy Grades Reach the Velvet
in a Distance of 8 Miles.

.ne ecountsr around Sophie and Rec-
ord mountains is coming to the front as
2 mining section. There are for certain
h& ‘mines there, the Velvet and  the
Victory-Triumph, and there are several
other properties that are sure to become
ore producers. ; There is great need of a
wagon road as it costs considerable to
get supplies to these properties. Take
the Wallingford group on Record moun-
tain, as an example; for small lots of

; then 1§ city to thy
s ht cents per pound and for larger
lots: six cents. Twenty-two hundred
pounds of supplies were -dispatched to
the Wallingford group on Tuesday at a
cost of six cents per pound. The cost
of getting in heavy machinery is some-
thing enormous. James R. Cranston of
the Anaconda Mining company, has par-
tially slashed out a road which, it is
clanned, by most of the parties interest-
ed, would just be the proper one to open
up the section under consideration.

The proposed road 'should start at
Silica and run north for a short distance.
Then it should swing around the south-
ern slope of O. K. mountain Then it
sh.uld be bult 1or a mile and a half
along the banks of iittle Sheep creek in
a northerly direction and hence by a
good grade to the foot of Record moun-
tain. ‘I'hence it could pass along past
the Wallingford and Anaconda groups,
past the Walaroo group and finally to
total h would be about eight miles
to the Velvet, against 11 miles by the
present roundabout route. This would
be the main trunk roaa and lateral roads
could be constructed from the several
properties. For instance, a road a mile
and a.half in length would bave to be
constructed in order to connect the Wall-
ingford group with this proposed highway

‘1t is elam:ed on hehalf of this proposed
road that it would tap all the leading
properties. It would also give the mine
owners an opportunity to market their
ores at the Silica reduction works. 1t
is claimed that the cost of its construc-
tion, so that good-sized loads could be
hauled over it, would not exceed $3,000.

The road would tap the mines to much
greater advantage than would be the
case if a roac were constructed from
Barney’s ranch into the Sophie and
Record mountains ' seetions.

Enormous Output of Gold From South
Africa For the Year 1898.

The Standard and Diggers’ Journal of
Johannesburg gives an interesting sum-
mary of the gold outputs of the Trans-
vaal 1espectively for the month of De-
cember for the year 1898, and for the

last 15 years. The December output
was 440,675 ounces, of which 419,504
ounces came came from the Rand mines.
The gold is valued at $18.25 per ounce.
This is the largest output seen during
any month in the history of gold mining
in the Tranevaal. The total output for
the year for the republic was 4,565,102
ounces, which is equivalent to £17,081,-
632, or, in Canadian currency, to about
$85,400,000. The valuoe of the output in
1897 was only £11,653,725, while the
output of 1897 over 1896 showed an ad-
vance of 35.4 per cent. Following is the
value in English currency of the yearly
output since 1884, though it was not

A Four-Foot Ledge of Good Looking

A Strike Has Been Made in the
Sunset No. 2.

ORE OF A SHIPPING GRADE

1t Is at Least Five Feet Wide and
May Be Wider—The Management Is
Greatly Pleased With the Find—Le
Roi Resumes Its Shipments of Ore,

The most impurtant event of the past

" week was the strike in the Sunset No.

9, The management has worked
for nearly three years on this
property and under circumatances that
would have discouraged men of less
courage and endurance. The develop-
ment has been carried on without a halt
although there were a number of disap-

pointments.  The mistake that was
commop in this camp in its early his-
tory was made and this was the endeavor
to find ore bodies by means of tunnels.
There was too much groping around
pear the surface, where the formation is
often badly broken and this condition
prevailed in this property, and resulted
in a disappointment in finding the
ledge in place. Here and there
small deposits were found, but they
were only of sufficient size to disappoint
the management. Now a strike that
promises to be important has been made
on what is called the 240-foot level, al-
though it is 400 feet beneath the surface.

WORK OF CONGRESS

The President Pleased With the
General Outcome.

FEW BILLS REGISTERED |Sumesisis

The War Department Bitterly Disap-
pointed That an Additional Major-
General of Regulars Should Not
Have Been Appointed.

WASHINGTON, D, C., March 4.—The president
expressed himself as well pleased in general with
the outcome of the congress just closed. He
takes a hopeful view of the conditions, believing
that the failure of congress to meet the require-
ments in several instances will not operate to
emibarrass the governmentseriously. It was the
purpose of the president, had congress listened
favorably, for authority to appoint four addi-
tional major-generals, and to have named Gen-
erals Fitzhugh Lee, Whedler, Wilson and Wood.

It was a bitter disappointment to the war de-
partment that the request of the president for
authority to appoint one additional major-gen-
eral of regulars should have been negatived. It
was the purpose to name for that honor General
Shafter, in order that he might retire with the
laurels he had earned. The eral must be re-
tired by law on the 14th of the present month,
and must go out with only a volunteer commis-

The Remains of Lord Herschell to Be
Conveyed 1n a British Ship.
LONDON, Maoch 4.—The British second class
cruiser Talbot has been ordered from Bermuda
to New York, in order to convey the remains. of
Lord Herschell from there to Portsmouth. - The
officials of the British foreign office say her maj-
esty’s government is deeply sensible of the
courtesy and consideration shown by the govern-
ment of the United States in offering a warship
for the conveyance of the remains of the late
Lord Herschell to England. But they add, the
prior acceptacce of a British warshig for that
purpose preclude the 'y ossibility of the family ac-
cepting the kind offer of the United States.

WASHINGTON, D. €., March 4.—The secretary
of the navy is waiting to be apprised, through
the state department, of the acceptance of the
president’s graceful proposal to send the remains
of Lord Herschell to England on a warship. In
anticipation of the acceptance of the offer Ad-
miral Sampson, at’ Havana, has been cofymuni-
cated with, and he has had the cruiser Brooklyn
fired up and made ready t»startat a moment’s
notice straight from Havana to Hampton roads
to receive the remains. The ship will be under
the command of Captain Cook and no flag offi-
cers will be aboard. This means that Admiral
Schley will not be charged with this gaission.

They
also, it is added, accused each other of accepting
bribes from the United States, which accusations
were followed by threats of duels on the adjourn-
ment. In addition to this the Cuban assembly-
men consider that the fplxmtmg of General Fitz-
hugh Lee’s flagstaff four metres deep in tne
ground isa sure sign of the continuation of
American occupation of the island. These re-
ports, arising from the prolon; and boister-
ous secret sessions, has made the doings of the
Cuban assembly the joke of Havana.

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TWO DAYS SLOWER.

Tae Mixer drew attention some
weeks ago to the fact that the American
railways, ‘through the courtesy of the
postal autborities of the United Btates,
were now carrying the mail matter from
Eastern Canada to Rossland. The ad-
vantage to our citizens under this ar-
rangement will readily be seen by a

comparison of the service we now enjoy |

with the service we would be ‘compelled
to put up with if we had to depend on
the Canadian Pacific company for the
carriage of our mails. By the existingar-
rangement we receive matter posted at
any vpoint in Ontario just two days
earlier than we would if it came over
the C.P.R. This fact naturally raises
the question of transcontinental travel,
together with a consideration of the
advantages which we are supposed to
enjoy through the possession of
a national highway. It disturbs our
minds with a doubt as to the immense
value of an institution for which we have
paid §o much money and for which we
are still called upon, by a clique of
.“nation-builders,” who are operated as
stoo] pigeons by the wily gentlemen at
the head of the C.P. R., to pledge our
national credit,and to assist through our
Boards of Trade, our Parliamentary rail-
way committees and our popular assem-
blies, in crushing out competitive en-
terprise in fields which it has marked
for its own. When the Canadian Pacific
railway -asks that it may be given a
monopoly of the railroad business of this
western country, it should surely give
ample and substantial reagons why its
request should begranted. It should be
able to show, not that it can squeeze the
commercial life out of a community by
high tatiff rates. by an insufficient and
imperfect service, and by a general disre-
gard of the interest of the public; but that,
it has really grasped the idea that it is a
partner of the people in the develop-
mient and up-building of the ecountry,
that it has a true and generous ‘concep-
tion of the duty it owes,. not to its man-
agement and stockholders, but to the
citizens who support it, and that fhis
conception teaches it that low freight
rates are not only better for the people,
bat in the long run are better for itself,
and that its service should be equal in all
particulars, if gt superior, 1o any other
gimilar institution on the continent, It
should be able to make it absolutely
clear when, it is continually asking for
*‘more,”” that its intentions towards the
public are honest, and that, in skill and
ability in vhe conduct of its road, it will
not allow any rival corporation to sur-
pass it.

‘The people of Rossland have had
sufficient experience of the C.P. R. to
understand what its promises are worth
and to know that they are not to expect
justice in regard to transportation rates,
and now they are learning that for rapid
traveling, a matter of prime importance
in this age, our national highway does
not compare favorably with Americans
roads, which have not had the backing
which the C. P. R. has had during the
whole period of its existence.

Taking Toronto as a starting point in
the east we find that coming by way of
Chicago, St. Paul and Spokane, over the
Northern Pacific to Rossland, the distance
covered is over 2,600 miles; coming from
the same point over the C.P. R. the
distance ia at least 50 miles less. Yet
over the American line the trip
occupies two days less than over the
Canadian road. Why this should be so
none, probably, but the C. P. R.man-
agement thoroughly understand. Why,
for example, should the trains which
are capable of running at from 40 to 50
miles an hour drag over the 840 miles
between Winnipeg and Oalgary at the
rate of 22 miles an hour. There, at
least, if on any part of the road speed
can be made without theslightest danger
and yet, where everything favors them
their schedule running time is under that
made over what might be fairly regarded
a8 perilous portions of the line.

But this is in agreement with the
whole policy of this corporation and be-
hind it, there undoubtedly is a well de-
fined object. Sir William Van Horne is
practically master of the situation and
from his victorionus eminence he thinks
he can defy a whole people.

WILLSIR WILLIAM BE RETAINED?

Sir William C. Van Horne, the east-
ern papers state, is about to step down
from the presidency of the Canadian
Pacific railway. There, is considerable
comment on the matter, and some of
them are unfavorable. 8ir William
owes his position to his ability to lower
the wages of his empioyes, and to make
bargaing which are advantageous to
the companies which employed him, He
has’ e his way to the head of the big

railway because he had the reputation of
trampling on the rights of those with
whom he had dealings, and of those who
were in the employ of the roads over
which he was temporarily lord and
master. In tbis capacity ke has been
an enemy of his kind, and the. world is
that much the worse for his having
lived and breathed init. A short ex-
amination of his record will show this
to be trne. Mr. Van Horne began life
low in the social grade, and climbed into
power by being merciless in his disre- |
gard for the rights of others. Early
in his career it was found that he was a
useful man to corporations that desired
to reduce expenses. In this respect he
was as relentless as Danton, as merci-
less as Robespierre and as selfish as
Marat.

He began his checked career as a rail-
way telegraph operator in Illinoie.
Atter awhile he went with the Southern
Minnesota railway,"where he made his
real start and laid the foundation of the
reputation which in time placed him at
the head of Canada’s largest railway.
When the Chicago, Milwaukee' & St.
Paul purchased the Southern Minnesota,
one of the jonditions of the purchase

should act as the general stperinten-
dent. As soon as he was firmly in the
saddle as general superintendent, he en-
deavored to carry out the dominant idea
of his policy in railroad management
and began his wage-cutting tactics.
Fortunately for the employes of the line
8. 8. Merrill, the then general manager
of the road, was built on more liberal
lines. He fought the Sir William of the
foture and there was war to the knife
between the two on tbe wage-cutting
proposition. This continued ftill the
QOanadian Pacific’ Railway, which was
then econstructing its line, offered
Mr. Van Horne a position which
be accepted. When he came to
this side of the line he brought a num-
ber of experienced railroad men with
him whom he thought would act in har-
mony with his policy. From then on
his rise was rapid, until now heis Sir
William Van Horne, and the presi-
dent of the Canadian Pacific railway.
Railroad men, when asked how the sal-
aries on the Canadian Pacific railway
compare with those that prevail on other
gystems on this continent, laugh at the
idea of such a question being asked. He
has had full swing, and the unhappy
employes of the Canadian Pacific rail-
way can tell how liberal a man he is.
Since he has grown in power he has be-
come arrogant, and where other railways
or other schemes threaten tosecure busi-
ness in what he is pleased to call “his
territory,” he says they will be ground
out of existence through the power of
Qanada’s greatest monopoly. If they
compete with the C, P. R. they gener-
ally are ground out of existence. He
seems 0 imagine thdt he is the king of
the Dominion. People begin to wonder
on what meat this Czesar of the railroad
world doth feed that heis grown so
great.

It is improbable that Sir William will
voluntarily give up the power with
which he is clothed. Perish the thought.
It is, however, within the range of pos:.

| sibilities that the board of directors of

the road see that Sir William, knight
though he is and president of the O. P.
R., has growr so unpopular that his
weight is too great for even Canada’s
greatest monopoly to longer carry.

SMELTING RATES SHOULD BE
LOWERED.

This paper pointed out some time
gince that a condition'of affairs had been
reached which justified a reduction by
the Csnadian Pacific Railway company
of the charge of $7.50 per ton for smelting
the ores of this camp. It was promised
when the Canadian Pacific purchased
the smelter in'March of last year, that
when the Orow’s Nest Pass railway was
completed, so that access could be had
to the cheap coke of the Crow’s Nest
Coal company, that there should be a
material reduction in the smelter rate.
Now that this coke is available the
promised reduction should come, for it
was shouted on the housetops and cried
out on the street corners that the Cana-
dian Pacific was not in the smelting
business for the purpose of making
money. It was willing to reduce ores
for the cost thereof, and if there was

any money to be made it could
|be out of the transportation. The
| fact remains, however, that at the pres-
ent freight and treatment  rates
money is being made at the Trail
smelter. - . :

It will be claimed by the apologists for
the Canadian Pacific railway that the
present rate is lower than that which
prevailed when the smelter was in the
hands of F. Aug. Heinze. While this is
true, a different condition of affairs ob-
tained at that time. When Mr. Heinze
operated the smelter he charged a rate
of $11 per ton for part of the ore treated
and $9 for the remainder. He paid dur-
ing his ownership of the smelter for
coke an average price of $15.50 per ton.
This heavy cost of coke was occasioned
by the fact that the bulk of it had to be
hauled from Sayward to Trail,a dis-
tance of seven miles. Coke was pur-
chased by him from three points. From
the Wilkinson Coal & Coke company on
the Northern Pacific railway; he also
bought coke on the line of the Great
Northern railway at Fairhaven, we
think, from the Fairhayen Land & Im-
provement company, and from the
‘Union Oolliéry company on Vancouver
Island. These three varieties of coke

test of coke, and its value as a_fuel, de-
pends upon the percentage of ash found
in it. - This ash is composed
of wsilica and is very ’refractory.
The three varieties of fuel mentioned
above contained 22 per cent of ash.
During the last few months that Mr.
Heinze operated the smelter he paid for
coke from the Union Oolliery compary,
$11 per ton. When the Canadian Pacific
railway first began to operate the
gmelter it was enabled to get this cost
reduced to $10.50 per ton, for the reason
that a large barge, which was used to
take the cars from the Island of Vancou-
ver to the mainland, which the Union
Colliery company had been building,
was completed about the time the C. P.
R. began to purchase the coke. The
rate at present charged by the-C. P. R,
as before stated, is $7.50 per ton. They
are paying and will pay for Crow’s Nest
Pass coke, $6 per ton, delivered at the
smelter at Trail, and this coke will aseay
not toexceed 7 per cent ash. From this
it will be seen that, as the coke used at
the Trail emelter by the former manage-
ment averaged 22 per cent ash and the
coke now used there only averages 7 per
cent ash, it Eiormerly took almost

coke where only one ton is handled now,
Under the former management the
freight rates were exorbitant. The
Canadian Pacific charged $2 per ton for
hauling limstone to the smelter. This
made the flux cost $3 per ton, and then
it was of poor quality. The Canadian
Pacific is now getting limestone that
costs it $2 per ton, and it is of so good a
quality that one ton of it is equal to two
of that which was formerly used. In
smelting operations it takes about one
ton of coke to smelt five tons of ore, and
it is necessary to use one ton of lime-
stone for every five tons of ore smelted.
From the foregoing it will be seen
what great ' advantages the present
smelter management has over the for-
mer. It is claimed by experienced
smelter men that, withk the present ad-
vantages enjoyed at Trail, the act-
ual cost of smelting is not over $4 per
ton, and some place it at $3.50. The
ores of the Butte camp are in some re-
spect of the same character as those of
this camp. The wages at Butte are, on
the whole, a little higher than at Trail,
and the cost of fuel and fluxes is a shade
higher. It is natural to presume, there-
fore, that the cost of smelting there’
would be larger than it is here, and yet
the report of the Anaconda Mining com-
pany for the year ending June 30, 1898;
reveals that the net cost of smelting the
ore of the company was $4.11.

Under the circumstance, the estimate
of the higher cost of $4 per ton is proba-
bly ‘the actual cost of smelting at Trail.
To this must be added the interest’on
the plant and also the interest on money
paid for ores, which are sometimes kept.
for months before they are smelted.
Taking these items into consideration,

| and, even then, allowing the company &

fair profit, it seems to us that a rate of
$5.50 per ton would be about. the right
price for freight and treatment for Ross-

land ores. This would yield a fair profit, |

‘while $6 per ton would yield a good big.
profit. Therefore, if the Canadian Paci-
fig railway is sincere in its promise to
smelt ore for cost, it should come down
at least to the $5.50 per ton rate. Itis
only by doing this that it can keep faith
with the people. 3
The Oanadian Pecific is embarking in
the smelter business on a large seale. It
is evidently its intention to erect smel-,
ters at Cascade City and other points in
the Kootenays. It seems that the flat
has gone forth from its headquarters in
Montreal that the company must con-
trol the industry in this portion of Brit-
ish Columbia. It seenis to us that there
is a menace to the mining industry in
this which should be guarded against.
If this great corporation can exclude all
tivals in the smelting industry from the
field, is it not possible when it has the
gmelting industry completely in its con-
trol that it will, in pursuance of its
usual tactics, proceed to exact extor-
tionate profits from the miningindustry?
This is a matter which can be rem-
edied by letting in. rival lines. With
a monopoly of railroad transportation
such a condition as that pointed out is
possible. With rival railway lines run-
ning here and there a smelter mo poly
would be impossible. Therefore all sorts
of encouragement should be given by
the people of this section to those who
will build railway lines which will com-
pete with the C. P. R, for our traffic,
and also to smelters which will enter
into competition with tHose of the big
railway company.

SHOULD HAVE CLEAN HANDS.

Thoke who ask for justice shOulg come
into court with clean hands. Thisis an
axiom of the law which is as old as jur-
isprudence itself. The Oanadian Paci-
fic railway when it asks the people of
this country to deny the right to Ameri-
can railways to build into Canada should
have first looked at its own record in re-
gard to constructing and acquiring lines,
to connmect with its main road, in the
United States. There is one road which
is known as Sir William C. Van Horné’s
pet, about which somsthing could be
gaid in this direction. It debouches
from the main line of the C.P.R.at
Sudbury and runs from thence to Sault
Ste, Marie. 8o far, 8o good, a8 it runs
through Canadian territory. Then it
crosses into American territory and me-
anders through the country that

were about the same in quality. The

lies between Sault Ste. Marie and

Duluth. This road was constracted out
of the funds of the stockholders of the
C.P.R., and it is, to all intents and
purposes, a part and parcel of that road.
What is practically ite main line runs
out of Canada into the state of Maine
and back into Canada, 80 a8 to reach St.
John by a short route. This line is
marked on the maps issued by the com-
pany aé ‘* the Canadian Pacific railway”’
even where it is in the state of Maine.
It has also connections with various
leading cities in the United States
over roads controlled by it. Its
trains run every day in the week in and
out of Seattle over the Seattle & Inter-
national line, which it has a trackage
agreement with. In fact, it pays no
attention whatever to such a thing as
the international boundary line, except
where some other company endeavors to
come in from the United States to be-
come its competitor. Then there is a
great fuss raised bydt and its adherents
in order to-shut the alien corporation
out. Like the boy in the fable it has
raised the cry of ¢ wolf” so often that it
promises to be no longer effective.

. In this connection it might be said
that there is nothing that is harmful in
the idea of the Canadian Pacific build-
ing branches into the United States any
more than it is for American railways to
have feeders in Canada. The people of
the United States patronize the Cana-
dian Pacific, even on the long transcon-
tinental bhaul, whenever they find that
it is advantageous for them to dogo. On
the other hand citizens of Canada do
business with the American lines when-
ever they think that the C.P. R. rates
are not what they should be.

Take the Northern Pacific as a case in
point. Thiscompany has built over 300
miles of railway in the province of Mani-
toba. The Northern Pacific had to
make a fight in order todo this, because
the C. P. R, lifted up its hands in pre-
tended horror and raised the old cry of
s“wolf’”? when the Northern Pacific first
proposed to build in Manitoba. The peo-
ple of Manitoba were not to be fooled,
bowever, by its dissimulation. The
Dominion parliament would have been
willing to have shut the Northern Paci-
fic out of Manitoba, as it is apparently
dominated by 8nd completely under the
controf of that corporation. Manitoba
people wanted the competition afforded
by a rival line to the Canadian Pacific
and secured for it a charter, notwith-
standing ' the shouting of 'the old cry
that the ‘“American wolf”’ was coming
in on the part of Sir William Van Horane,
the great wage cutter, Mr. Shaughnessy,
the promise breaker, the rag-tag and
‘bobtail of the railway clague and the
yelping of the Trays, Blanches and
Sweethearts of the subsidized press.
The people of British Columbia want
the Kettle River Valley railway to be

built into the Boundary country, and

will have their wish carried if they will
do as Manitoba did and pay noattention
to the howling of the members of the
C.P.R.ring. The building of 300 miles
of Northern Pacific track in Manitaba
has been helpful to that province,
because it has given the people there the
benefit of competition. Therefore, the
construction of the Kettle River Valley
railway will be of help to the residents
of Southern British Columbia, and it
must be given a charter.

OUR OOAL INDUSTRY.

The coal industry of East Kootenay
is growing rapidly, although it is but a
few months old. The product is being
consumed by the smelters, the railways,
by the mines, in private families, and
and some of it is already being sent

across the line to Washington. During
the month of February the output of
coke from the ovens of the company was
2,000 tons, and it is palpable that more
ovens will have to be construgted to
meet the increasing demand for the
commodity which they put out. It is
certain that fully 3,000 tons of coal
were consumed in steam-making and
for ho"sehold purposes, and the use in
this way will increase each succeeding
month. Shipments of small quantities
of coal were made to Washington, and
there promises to be a dgmand from
Montana, Idaho and other states to the
south of us. This is because the coal is
of superior quality to that produced in
the states of the Pacific northwest.
Washington, for instance, has coal
measures in 14 of its counties, but in no
instance has any been found that is
equal to that encountered in the meas-
ures in East Kootenay. The state of
Washington alone produced 1,700,000

passed, and it will not be a great while,
we hope, before East Kootenay will be
able to do this, and this will be so be-
cause of the high quality of its coal and
coke.

" REFERRING to the recent act of the Pro-
vincial Legislature cancelling certain
subsidies granted to local railway com-
panies, the Boundary Creek Times
smites the V.. V. & E. this way: *The

Victoria, Vancouver & Eastern charter-

tons of ore during the year that has just-

mongers received the treatment they
deserved from the Provincial Legislature
last week. The worst enemies Bound-
ary creek and the coast cities ever had
were Messrs. Maxwell and McInnes, M.
P.’s, and MecLagan, Milne et al. They
ased their influence in parliament and
out of parliament to keep Heinze from
building into the district. They used
the same influence to prevent Corbin
from building. They hawked the rights
accorded them by the legislature, and
bonded their charter and their influence,
accepting a small ‘cash consideration,
with the hope of receiving the balance
as a reward for services, not in the pub-
lic interests, but in the interests of a few
individuals. The legislature punished
them for their selfish, unpatriotic
actions. The subsidies for a road from
Point Roberts to’ Boundary Creek dis-
trict, which these chartermongers
treated as an asset which they could
dispose of to the highest bidder, has
bean cancelled.

Tre Nelson Tribune explains one of
the grants passed by the last parliament
as follows: ““The vote of $6,000 for con-
stitutional legislation and general law
costs called ferth an important state-
ment from Hon. Mr. Martin. He said
that the government intends to aid the
people who are oppressed by rich and
powerful corporations, as, for instance,
the settlers along the line of the Can-
adian Pacific railway, who were being
denied the right of using water, and the
prospectors on the Esquimali & Nanaimo
railway lands. It was proposed to fight
all such powerful corporations who, by
reason of their wealth, were taking ad-
vantage of the men without money, and
to fight them at' the:cost of the prov-
ince. There might not be need of
$6,000, but it was thought well to make
what seemed ample provision.” If the
government proposes to fight for the
rights of the ‘“‘oppressed” as against
srich and powerful corporations’’ the
amount mentioned will not be large
enough to tackle the C.P.R., to say
nothing of “‘others.”

TaE facts contained in the communi-
cation which appears in another column
regarding the wretched arrangements
at present supplied at Rossland by the
C. P. R. for the convenience of the trav-
eling public are too well known and too
keenly felt by the residents of the city
to need any emphasizing. It is too bad
that such utter neglect should be paid
by the company to the interests ofa
community to which such glowing
promises were made at such a compara-
tively recent date. Out of mere shame
the cuFporation ought to do  something
for the comfort of ite patrons.

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A TRIP T0 THE WEST

Boundary Country and the Rough
Roads Which Reach There.

MANY GROWING TOWNS

Greenwood and Oamp McKinney Are
Enjoying a Boom Like the One That
Prevailed in Rossland a Few Years
Since-Promising Mining Properties.

“No one can have an adequate im-
pression of how the Boundary Creek
country is progressing and how rapidly
it is filling up with population unless a
comparison is possible between the con-
ditions that existed eight months ago
and those which prevail now,”” said D,
B. Bogle yesterday.

“The first evidences of the change are
met with at Bossburg, through which at
present the travel to Cascade, Grand

Forks, Greenwood and Camp McKinney
is enormous, and to which the presence
of mining speculators, prospectors, team-
sters and people going into the various
camps to engage in business gives quite
an air of liveliness.

“Through the reservation to Cascade
City several little camps have been
started and a number of locations made,
which people in Rossland hear nothing
about on account of their being on the
other side of the line.

ssCascade Oity itself has grown from a
few houses to gquite a town, maintained
almost wholly at present by railway eon-
struction, but it has better buildings
and more of an air of permanence about
it than its counterpart on the Arrow
lakes.  And doubtless -when the Chris-
tina lake section is opened up it will re-
main an important center as the junction
between the ©O. P.R. system and the
Kettle River Valley railway. .

A Hard Road to Travel.

“The road all the way in from Boss-

burg is bad, but the road from Cascade

to Grand Forks is worse, and weary
travelers breathe a hearty sigh of relief
when they arrive in Grand Forks with-
out broken bones. All the black eyes
and broken noses in the Boundary Creek
country are put down to the stage up-
setting. Whether they are all so ac-
quired is another story. One of the
features of the road, and a most impres-
sive one, is the vast number of freight
wagons plying over it. It is peopled
with freighters from end to end and the
accumulation of freight instead - of
diminishing as the road grows worse is
increasing.

“ Grand Forks is growing steadily and
is full of people. The last stageload had
hard work getting beds, but passengers
have the option of staying up and enjoy-
ing the relaxations of roulette, blackjack
and solo in company with the population
of the town. Many new buildings are
being put up in Grand Forks, and by all
appearances they are badly needed to
provide accommodation, g

. A Prompter Service Needed. .

““The stageleaves Grand Forks for
Greenwood between 8and 9 o’clock in
the morning, and does not, arrive in
Greenwood till 3 in the afternoon. A
much quicker service might be organized
than that, and there is a good deal of
kicking among travelers. The mail ar-
rangements also are giving great dissat-
isfaction at Greenwood, and particularly
with reference to mail connections with
Rossland and Nelson. It seems to be
quite usual for mail matter to be held
over for 24 hours, and sometimes even
sent back to where it came from. .This
is 4 matter the boards of trade in this
country would do well to take up." Our
business relations with the Boundary
country depend very much on an ade-
quate mail service. The first mining
camp tapped by the stage road is the
Wellington camp, about equally distant
from Grand Forks and Greenwood. It
i8 here that the Winnipeg and Brandon &
Golden Crown are situated. These prop-
erties are apparently showing up splen-
didly. The Brandon & Golden Crown is
now universally spoken of as a proved
mine, and very conservative mining men
express the opinion that it is one of the
big mines of the country.

“ About half way between Wellington
camp and Greenwood is the Greenwood
camp, where the town of Phcenix is al-
ready - being built up. The. standard
bearers of this camp are the Knob Hill
and Qld Irorsides. If these mines are
one-tenth as good as publiz report, and
that irom reliable sources, gives out,
why, then, they are enough to guarantee
a brisk town in their vicinity and double
the gold production of British Columbia.
From Pheenix to Greenwood is a down
hill pull, and probably the least weari-
some part of the journey.

A Booming Town.

“In Greenwood the. energy of the
whole country is at present concentra-
ted, the town is booming, buildings are
going up in all directions and still there
18 no room for the people who are pour-
ing in. It is the counterpart of Ross-
land in 1896. One cannot but be struck
by the enthusiasm and confidence of the
people. A casual visit gives one only a
glimpse of the vast mining territory and
important interests which are centered
there. In all directions are mining
camps opening up and the people are in
the happy condition where, in the futare
of their town, they see visions of great
wealth and prosperity for themselves.
May all these hopes be realized. The
read from Greenwood to Midway, where
the boundary line and the Kettle
River .valley are touched at the same
time, lies down Boundary creek.

?f the old plain days to disturb its pas-
oral repose. But that is not altogether
%0. Mining men are already reaching
out after the riches of Oamp McKinney,
?}I]ld numbers are already pouring into

at part of thecountry to secure pros-
Pects and to look for work.

The Oldest Quartz Camp.

“Camp McKinney is probably the old-

est qhartz camp in Southern British
Columbia, except Ainsworth on Koote-

nay lake. It had its firet boom in 1887
and 1888. It has never moved since till
recently. The ifirst prospectors came
into the Boundary conntry from Camp
McKinney. One old-timer told the
writer he had gone over the Boundary
country, but could find nothing but iron
there, so why should he not go back to
Camp McKinney where there was gold.
And there is gold there, and lots of it.
Whether it is the source of the placer
gold that made Rock ereek famousor
not, there can be no doubt as to the
amount or value of the quartz croppings
in Camp McKinney. Itis a revelation;
to the outsider when he, finds that the
Cariboo, although it is so!far the only
developed mine, is surrounded by a
score or more of other inside prospects,
the few of which so far developed are

showing corresponding results. Camp,

McKinney is likely to duplicate Repub-
lic in British Columbia. The develop-
ment work done so far is next to noth-
ing. Outside the Cariboo, the Minne-
haha is down 200 feet and the Waterloo
about 80 feet, and a few prospectors
have sunk shafts from 10 to 50 feet, and
that is all. The prospectors in Camp
‘McKinney have been, in many instan-
ces, unable to keep up their aesessments,
and have located claims from year to
year,
The Camp Gets a Chance.

“The camp is for the first to get a
chance this year for 1t to be seen what
development will accomplish. The
Waterloo, Wiarton. Fontenoy, Vernon,
Radja, Sailor group, Shannon, Dolphin
and Aberdeen, not to mention the
Manchester, which has been in opera-
tions for some time, have been taken
bold of by men who are not accustomed
to let grass grow under their feet in
opening up & mining camp. Even with
the snow on the ground work is being
started on gome of them and on all with

‘the same result of finding some payable |

quartz at last.

JS‘Camp McKinney reminds one very
much of Rossland is very early dasys and
has all the earmarks of a great mining
camp. The mines are around the set-
tlement for it could hardly be dignified
by the name of a town yet,and one
sleeps at -night to the music of a50-
stamp'mill. Camp McKinney does not
require the very large capital sunk in
development and transportation facil-
ities to bring it to the front, that is char-
acteristic of base ore camps. It has al-
ready a productive paying mine, not-
withstanding its enormous distance from
railway facilities. : :

Development Will Be Rapid.

“Consequently its development will
be much more rapid and the profits of
those who get in early much more quickly

realized. We are continually hearing
from the tenderfoot, who mourns over
the chances which the pioneers had and
which he has missed by coming in too
late. Let him go over to Camp Me-
Kinney and figure out how he would
have enjoved holding down a prospect
there for 10 years without a shadow of
hope to make anything out of it, and
then seeing, comparatively speaking,
newcomers coming in on the wave of
capital and enterprise and making as
much or more than himself, and he will
have to admit that the old-timer has not
all the best of it. And he will also have
to admit that there are‘plenty of chaxces
left for himself if he only has the grit to
take hold of them.” i

BACK FROM BOUNDARY.

H. S. Wallace Tells of His Experience
in the West. .

H. 8. Wallace, ex- mayor of Rossland,
who has been on a business trip to the
Boundary country returned on Sunday.
He visited all the principal places in the
district and found the influx of popula-
tion to be enormous.

Mr. Wallace had not time to examine
the mines in the country, but was reli-
ably informed that they were extremely
valuable. Shipping, however, conld
not be thought of until there was good
railway communication.

Vicroria, March 6.—Acgording to ad-
vices, received by the Amaur, from Alas-
kan ports the people of Dyea are more
anxious to come under the folds of the
Union Jack than they are to stay with
the United States. The Dyea press is
quite outspoken for annexation. It
gays: ‘The excitement produced by
the proposed report of the sub-commit-

tee of the joint treaty commission to
cede to the Canadians a seaport on the
headwaters of Lynn canal seems to
bhave provoked a great deal of interest
and opposition, especially at Seattle.
The dispatches concerning the subject
indicate that the proposed ceding of the

'The
newspapers -of  the coast are a unit
against such a proposition, and threaten
to oppose the administration should it
countenance such a movement. The
wishes of the people in this ‘neck of
the woods,’” who are directly interested,
are not consulted, and the opposition
offered by the papers of the Sonnd seems
to be largelv governed by the opposition
of the steamship and business men of
Seattle and of the Sound, and their op-
position is founded upon purely selfish
motives, and not inspired by lofty
patriotism as they make it appear.”

CONFLAGRATION AT DYEA,

The Principal Buildings Burned—Rail-
way Laborers on Strike.

Victoria, March 7.—The steamer Humboldt,
which arrived today from Alaskan points,
brings news of a fire which demolished several
of the principal buildings of Dyea, on Lynn
Canal. The fire broke out in the Palace hotel,
which wag" destroyed, together with the North-
ern hotel, the Senate saloon, the court house
and the office of the Chilcoot Tramway com-
pany. Yourg’s hardware store was badly dam-

aged.
The laborers on the White Pass & Yukon rail-

way have gone on strike, and when the Hum-
boldt left, over 1,000 of them had reached Skag-
way, and were lounging around the town air-
ing their grievances. The cause of the walkout
was a cut recently made by the railway com-
pany of five cents an hour in the men’s wages.
They were getting 35 cents an hour, and a few
days since this was cut to 30 cents, and instead
of working nine hours per day, the men were
required to work 10 hours. Of the 1,400 men
employed on the line, 1,000 went out. After
the strike all the workmen who had not joined
it were laid off, the company deciding to sus-
pend grading operations until more favorable
weather.

THE ROSSLAND RIFLES

Very Soon They Will be Parading
the Streets of the City.

Clad in the Regulation Rifle Uniform
of Green, and Headed by Their
Band—Handsome Appearance.

The Rossland Rifles will very soon
enliven the streets of the city with their
parades and their band. The difficul-
ties that arose over the uniforms recom-
mencded by Colonel Peters, D. 0. C.,
have been overcome, and the new uni-
forms will be here in the course of an-
other month. They will consist of a
frock coat of dark green with trousers to
match and the regulation rifle facings of
red. New measurements of the enrolled

men are being taken, and these will be
forwarded to Ottawa in a few days, so
that the members can appear on the
streetsclad in handeome habiliments be-
fore another month has passed.

Captain P. McL. Forin, the command-
ing officer of the company, stated yes-
terday that he had received the com-
missions for himself and First Lieuten-
ant K. L.Burnett, and the commission
for Second Lieutenant J.L.G. Abbott
will arrive before long. The rifles and
bayonets are on the way and will arrive
within the next week or 10 *‘days. The
rifles aré. of the Lee-Enfield type and
are of the latest and best design. They
are as much superior to the old Martin-
Henry rifles as these. were to the old
muzzlé loaders. The bayonets are
smaller and lighter than the old type,
and resemble a carving knife in their
keen edge. Captain Forin, who has
gseen them, and is an enthusiastic mili-
tary man, is very much delighted with
them.

According to the regulations of the de-
partment Rossland is at present entitled
to-a company of 42 enlisted men and
three commissioned officers, but over 50
men have been enrolled and ‘there are
now 44 names on the roll, but of these
about four have gone into the Boundary
Creek country, but there are scores
waiting to have their names placed on
the list. As soon as the rifles and
bayonets arrive regular drills will be
held twice a week in the skating rink,
and the officers hope to have the com-
pany in fine shape for the inspection of

ROADTAX BYLAW PASSED

Hooson Wanted the Bay Windows in
Wallace’s New Building Removed
and s Written Opinion on the Bank
of Montreal Bylaw.

The choice of the caucus fell
on Donald Guthrie, a man 36 years of

The
chief of the department wrote recom-
mending him very strongly and said how
much he would regret if Mr. Guthrie
were to leave the department while he
would be glad of his advancement.
The council opened in regular session
about 8:45 p. m., Mayor Goodeve in the
chair. There were present Aldermen
Lalonde, Thompson, McCrae and Hoo-
son; Alderman Clute being compelled
to leave at the close of the caucus.

etc. The report was adopted.

Guthrie of Montreal, as chief of the fire
department. Thereport was adopted.

The Wallace and Bank Buildings.

Alderman Hooson brought up the matter of
the bay windows in the new building now being
erected by H. S. Wallace and wanted the bylaw

enforced. After a long discussion, during which
several aldermen expressed themselves as being
in favor of ornamenting the street in such a
manner, he moved that the bylaw be enforced.
‘There being no seconder the motion was lost, but
the al¢erman announced that the matter wonld
not end there. \
‘Alderman Hooson called up the question of the
law passed last year tting the bank of
Montreal to use two and a half feet of the side-
walk on Columbia avenue and Washington
street for steps into the new buildin, and asked
for a resolution of the council in:gmcting the
city solicitor to give a written opinion as to the
validity ot the bylaw. During the discussion of the
matter he read the statute which provides
that before such a bylaw can be valid it must be
submitted to the qualified electors. He was told

to go to the city solicitor and get the opinion
himself, This matter he also said woul)l not
end there.

WHAT HE FOUND IN VICTORIA.

F. W. Rolt Speaks of His Interview
With Hon. Mr. Cotton.

F. W. Rolt, who has been absent in
Victoria for about a fortnight, has re-
turned to Rossland and in conversation
with a Mixer reporter, Thursday said
that while in Victoria he called on Hon.

F. Carter-Cotton. The finance minister
expressed himself anxious to do all in
his power to further the interests of the
mining districts ‘and especially of this
camp. He was very solicitous to see the
mining tax a better source of revenue in
the future than it bas in the past. He
stated that he believed the revenue from
that source would be increased from
$36,000 to the estimate he had made for
the coming fiscal year, $60,000. Mr.
Rolt agreed with the finance minister
on that point and assured him that
Rossland’s contribution would be at
least double what it had been in the
past, and that he believed the tax would
in the very near future vield an annual
revenue of at least $200,000, an amount
which would relieve the necessities of
the government very materially. He
based this on the fact that the Le Roi
would largely increase its output, the
War Eagle would shortly start up with
a much greater capacity for shipping,
and would be a very worthy rival of the
Le Roi in the amount sent to the smelter.
Besides these the Centre Star would
very soon become a large shipper and
the Iron Mask wounld follow suit and
many other properties were almost
ready to send large quantities of good
ore for treatment.

With regard to his own private busi-
ness, Mr, Rolt said, it had been con-
nected with mining and he had been
successful. Victoria was, however, not
a good city in which to place Kootenay
mines. It was too conservative and be-
gides what monéy could be obtained out
of the immense wealth of the city for
mining purposes was being put into
coast properties or the placer claims on
Atlin lake and capital for any inland

Victoria.
Chief Guthrie Accepts.
The city authorities have received a
telegram from Donald Guthrie, the
newly elected chief of the fire depart-

tion, and that he would leave Montreal
on the 15th inst. A telegram was sent
asking him, if possible, to leave on next
Wednesday.

THE ROCK CREEK SUPPLY
Engineer Smith Takes & Trip Into
Town From the Survey.

He Consides the Supply Ample and Has
Found It Quite Practicable to Bring
the Water by Gravitation.

H. B.Smith, the city engineer, who
has been making the survey from Rock
creek to Rossland, for the proposed new
water system for the city was in the
camp Thureday. He stated to a MINER
reporter that the surveys had demon-
strated the fact that an abundant sup-
ply could be obtained by gravity from
that stream and that the quality would

be of the best. The work from Rock
creek to the summit had been completed
with the exception that inorder to make
a proper hydraulic grade it would be
necessary to run the line about 400 feet
farther up the stream. The line would
then cross the summit at the proper
level so that the main pipe from the
creek to the city could be all one size,
The distance from the point whence
the water would De drawn to the pro-
posed reservoir would be about five and
a half miles, and there would be a fall of
about 200 feet in that distance, which
would be ample. From the reservoir to
Columbia avenue would be about three-
quarters of a mile, in which distance
there would be a fall of 300 feet. Of
course, the council might decide not to
build a ryrvoir guch as he would rec-
ommend; and if they did not, the cost of

bringing the water into the city would
be approximately $100,000. The reser-
voir, if of cement, with a capacity for a
10 days’ supply, would cost about $50,000

Should his recommendations be car-
ried out the maius from Rock creek to
the reservoir and from the reservoir to
Columbia avenue and for some distance
along that thoroughfare would be of
steel, buried not less than three feet
underground at every point. The sup-
ply mains along the streets would be of
cast iron, so that the service pipes could
be the more readily connected. The
reason for using steel pipes for the other
mains was that it was lighter and would
last better than cast iron. He expected
to be able to have a force at all points
on Columbia avenue sufficient to throw

two streams 70 feet high.

From Rock creek the city could obtain 150
miner’s inches at every stage of water and this
would furnish adaily supply of 2,429,280 gallons,
sufficient to give 70 gallons per head to a popula-
tion of from thirty to thirty-five thousand people:
He believed the water rig on Rock creek had
all lapsed, but could not himself tell. That was
a matter for the city authorities to ascertain. Mr.
Smith returns today to the und and will
have the work completed in four or five days.

BACK FROM DAWSON

Hundreds Leaving the Yukon Sick
and Penniless.

NO ELDORADO FOR THEM

Reported Strike at the Source of the
Klondike River—A OCase of Olaim
Jumping—Scurvy Prevalent at Daw-
son Oity.

Victoria, March 2.—Mr. Riffle, a
Dawson claim uwner, who was a passen-
ger to Victoria by the Tees, says that
this month will see hundreds leaving
Dawson, and few of them will come out
with any gold. Many were sick at
Dawson when he left, scurvy being the
most prevalent disease. With the ap-
proach of the warm weather it is feared
the disease will spread. Commissioner

Ogilvie: has given orders that no meat
was to be sold after April 1, to prevent
the spread of scurvy. This order has
had the effect of reducing the price of
beef. Rough pieces were being sold for
12% cents per pound, and only prime
parte brought 25 cents per pound.

Two brothers named Berry, among
the Klondike’s richest miners,have held
and worked two valuable claims, six and
seven, on Eldorado creek, for a consid-
erable time, taking out over $150,000 for
the season. The lease lapsed and by a
mistake they faiied to renew it until one
day after the grace allowed. In the
meantime a man who knew the facts
jumped the claim.

The feeling now is that the paper has
reached maturity, and a pause is made
4o look over the ground from the time of
its birth. From a small weekly, which
was printed on a Gordon press, to a
daily with a wide circulation, equipped
with typesetting machinery, & quick
cylinder press, Associated Press dis-
patches and a rapidly extending special

rvice, marks many steps forward for a
paper which was started on March 2,
1895, as & weekly, and which bas only
been a daily since December 1,1886.
From the time that TRE MINER became
a daily its influence has steadily gained
and become more widespread. At first
it was circulated only in the Kootenays,
but in a little while it extended to other
parts of the Province, and finally to
other portions of the Dominion. Intime
it crossed the Atlantic, and now it has
many subscribers in the United King-
dom and other portions of Europe.

BROEKEN PROMISES.

It has been truly said that the dis-
tinguishing trait of the Canadian people,
in their dealings with the large corpora-
tions within their borders, is that of pa-
tience. This quality is onme which is
usually regarded as a virtue but which,
it is admitted, may sink to the level of a
vice. It may be carried to the length of
denoting on the part of a community an
absence of spirit and of courageous geli-
reliance. The history of the relations of
the Oanadian Pacific Railway com-
pany with the people of Eastern Canada
is an exemplification of this truth, and
that powerful and unscrupulous com-
pany is now seeking to give it added
emphasis through its methods of opera-
tion in the interior of British Columbia.
In Ontario we have the spectacle of a
people, who, after almost dropping their
blood to build up this gigantic corpora-
tion, are daily sending up vain supplica-
tions for simple justice to the manage-
ment of a road constructed with their
own money. We know how Manitoba
and the Northwest Territories have for
years been treated and how the people
west of Winnipeg are cowed into ab-
solute subjection to the selfish will and
most unreasoning dictates of this mono-
poly. We know that the merchant
there is afraid to raise his voice against
opposition lest worse should befall him.
We should have expected at the pres-
ent stage of the railway development in
British Columbia that a different plan
would have been adopted, temporarily
at least, by a company which has justly
acquired as wide a reputation for crafti-
ness as for rapacity. It has not yet ob-
tained such absolute control of the rail-
way system of the Province that it can
afford to dispense entirely with a mask
to conceal its real intentions and which
it assumes on occagions to hide its stead-
fast purpose of crushing’out all enter-
prise which may stand in its way to the
dictatorship of the transportation of this
Provinee. Ifittramples too openly onthe
just rights of the people it may encounter
a spirit with which it has never made
acquaintance in the east. It may learn
that there are limits of oppression be-
yond which it cannot go.

Here in Rosslaud matters have reach-
ed a pass where the citizens have the
most reasonable grounds for revolt. The
pogition of the Canadian Pacific railway
with regard to this, the most important
city in the Kootenays, is one of broken
pledges and callous indifference to the
interests of the community: To a new

in view, which Rossland possesses,
cheap and speedy transportation is an
essential to reasonable progress. Itisa
supreme factor in the prosperity of the
business class; it is a vital necessity to
the settlement of the district. Now,
what has the C. P. R. done to give Ross-
land those facilities which, as a great
mining centre, she has a right to de-
mand and which by this time she would
be in the enjoyment of had it not
peen for the dog-in-the-manger policy
pursued by this grasping corporation?
It is not going beyond the mark to say
that the service from Revelstoke toTrail
is the worst and the most expensive in
the Dominion. No regard whatever is
paid to the comfort or convenience of
the travelicg public, and as for freight,
after crawling across the continent, the
period occupied in its transmission from
the main line to Trail is a matter of the
most assured uncertainty. At Trailj
too, a difficulty presents itself which
should have been overcome months ago,
and for the existence of which the C. P.
R. can make no valid excuse. The
necessity for the transhipment of goods
for Rossland, at this point, brings up one
of the most erying evils from which the

eople of this city suffer, and from
which they have suffered so far without
much open complaint, although they
have been compelled to see goods, which
they urgently required in their business,
lying for weeks idle at a point but seven
miles distant, simply from the lack of
means to get them to their warehouses

When the C. P.R. in the pursuance
of its avowed policy of crushing out all
roads purchased the Columbia & West-
ern railway a distinct understanding
was arrived at that an efficient through
gervice to Rossland should be given
without delay. More than a year has
gince elapsed and that promise is not
only unfulfilled but no effort has been
made to carry it out. The people of
Rossland are compelled to suffer because
of the selfish plans of this giant mono-
poly. It evidently imagines that it en-
tirely commands the railway situation
and that it can suit its own time in giv-
ing redress to the citizens. It remains,
however, to be seen whether relief can-

not be obtained in another direction.

The daily papers controlled by the C.
P.R. have for some years been assidu-
ously working up a sentimental feeling
in favor of a company whose sole object
is its own aggrandisement. An appeal
is made to the patriotism of the Cana-
dian people to support to the exclusion
of all other roads, an Imperial trans-
continental highway. This appeal un-
doubtedly has had influence in the east
among dreamers whose interests have
not come into direct conflict with the
corporation; but the people of the
west ~ are beginning to realize
that the beaatiful pictures drawn
by & subsidized press are intended to
blind the public to the real purpozes of
the monopoly. They are beginning to
find that the luxury of a national rail-
way is going to hamper their present
progress and mortgage their future.
They are beginning to comprehend that
if the people of this Province do not take
speedy measures for their protection
they may awaken from their pleasant
dream of Empire to find themselves the
slaves of a corporation.

THE O. P. R. AND ROSSLAND.

After the purchase of the Columbia &
Western railway by the O. P. R.in March
of last year Vice-President Shaughnessy,
in words as clear and explicit as the offi-
cials of that corporation ever employ,
when making promises to the public,
led the citizens of Rossland to believe
that a new era of progress was about to
be inaugurated, and that all the bless-
ings attending a through service and
fairly rapid transit would speedily be
furnished them. Involved in this pro-
gram, of course, was the broadgauging
of the line from Trail to’ this city, and
this portion of the scheme of improve-
ment was to be begun without delay and
completed with all posgible haste. No
citizen of Rossland, no matter how
deeply concerned in the development of
this mining camp, could have been more
eager, judging from his expressions, than
was Mr. Shaughnessy for the promo-
tion of the interests of this community.
We were to march in the van of prog-
ress, in this province, and our citizens
were to enjoy unexampled prosperity.
We were to have wrial tramways run-
ning to the mines; we were to have all
the benefits which a great railway com-
pany, jointly interested with ourselves
in the building up of our city, could con-
fer upon us. In especial the widest
possible currency was given, not only
with Mr. Shaughnessy’s approval, but:
at his instance and through C. P.R.
agency, to the declaration that the work
of standardizing the Columbia & West-
ern railway would at once be begun.
The citizens were naturally carried away
with the prospect which seemed to be
opening to their view; and they did not
hesitate to place reliance in statements
which had such authorization.

Those unacquainted with the Cana-

dian Pacific railway’s method of proceed-
ure have always been at a loss to recon-
cile the prodigality of their promises with
the poverty of their, performance and
the surprise of the citizens as month
after month slipped by and no attempt
was made to carry out their undertaking
may be imagined. Suspence succeeded
to the confidence with. which the citi-
zens had been inspired by the pictures
produced by the ardent imagination of
Mr. Shaughnessy, and disbelief suc-
ceeded doubt.
. It is now, as we have stated, over one
year since these glowing promises of
improvement were made and today not
one of them has been fulfilled ; nor have
the citizens of Rossland gained one par-
ticle of advantage from the advent of
the C.P.R.in this district. Nay, we
can go farther even than this and still
be within the bounds of truth and sober-
ness. We can assert that the operation
of this company here has been a dis-
tinct and decided detriment to the com-
munity. There is not a merchant doing
business in Rossland, who, if he spoke
out, would not declare thathe has suf-
fered commercial loss through the com-
pany’s delay in bandling his freight.

It is true that a beginning has been

made in the broadgauging of the line |

from Trail, but operations were not com-
menced until the people had entirely
lost heart and until it was impossible to
complete the work during last summer.
Accordingly the long menths of winter
have dragged through and matters are
in pPecisely the same condition as they
The officials and
friends of the company have sought tu
make much out of the difficalty of con-
struction and to excuse the company on
that score. But there is really nothing
valid in this. Are we to be told that
the Canadian Pacific Railway company,
whose enterprise in buailding a line from
the prairies to the Pacific geaboard in
the face of almost insurmountable ob-
stacles has been proclaimed as one of
the miracles of the century, a company
practically backed by the capital of the
Canadian people, was to find seri6us
difficulty in constructing a fourteen-mile
road when a few rock cuttings were all
that stood in the way.

The fact is that this gigantic monopoly
is pluming itself on having so tied up
the railway situation here that relief, if
it could be obtained, would come too
late to burk the selfish plans they have
steadily kept in view and which they
pursue with relentless persistency to the
hurt of the residents of this district.

From first to last the conduct of the
Oanadian Pacific towards the people of
Rossland has been that of dissimulation,
It assumed the language of the warmest
friendship while it had gomething to

A

gain. As soon as it was released from
the restraint of apprehension as to its
own interests, it cast off all disguise and
displayed itself to the people a8 it actu-
ally is. Thinking that it bhad im-
pressed the citizens with the belief that
resistance to it wounld be fatal to them-
gelves, it drew off the silk glove of mu-
tual interest and displayed the iron
hand of monopoly.

MAY PLAY A WAITING GAME.

Thelegislature which has just adjourned
evidently had no love for the charter-
mongers, which in this Province is but
another name for the agents of the
Canadian Pacific railway. There has
been a cancellation of contracts of this
kind. McKenzie & Mann, who have
been the faithful allies of the Canadian
Pacific, suffered considerably. Their
contracts for the construction of railways
from Penticton to Boundary, the Tes-
lin lake road and the Vidctoria, Vancou-
ver & Eastern, from Penticton to Van-
couver, have all been cancelled. The
new act provides for a choice of a sub-
sidy of $4,000 per mile in money, or 20,-
000 acres of land per mile, for the con-
struction of the 100 miles of railway
from Midway to Okan lake. This
puts the matter in abo-u&he same con-
dition as it was under thé: charter ob-
tained by F. Aug. Heinze. It is
remotely probable that the Cana-
dian Pacific will accept the
land grant and build the road.
While this may be the policy to be pur-
sued it niay be possible that the big rail-
way company will postpone the cun-
struction of this line until the mext leg-
islature meets, in the hope of forcing
the provincial government to give it &
larger subsidy. It will tap all the main
points in the Boundary country this
vear, includicg Greenwood, Grand Forks
and Midway. This will enable it to
‘control all the Boundary creek traffic.
It already controls the traffic of the
Okanagan valley by means of the Shus-
wap & Okanagan branch, which runs
from Sicamous junction to Okanagan
lake. On ‘Okanagan lake its steamers
ply, and so the big road controls all the
traffic that there is there. This being
the case may explain why no successful
attempt was made to increase the size of
the subsidy for constructing the road
from Midway to Okanagan lake. As
the Canadian Pacific has the Boundary
and Okanagan sections bottled up, and
will continue to do so unless the Kettle
River Valley railway obtains a
charter, it can afford to play
a waiting game. If it  can
maintain the present condition of affairs
and its strong hold on the Dominion

arliament there is no good reason why
it should construct the line from Midway
to the lake or from Penticton to Van-
couver for four or five years. Perhapsit
will even wait until a government that is
‘more friendly to railways and whose
‘policy it will be to give larger subsidies
for their construction. is in power in
this Province before it will make

e attempt. 1t would seem, therefore,
when a careful look is taken into the
situation that Messrs. Van Horne and
Shaughnessy, the Machiavelis of the
transportation world, will play what is
known as & waiting game in the matter
of the construction of the line from Mid-
way to the coast.

THE BOARD OF TRADE.

The movement to place the board of
trade on a better footing is one that
should meet with the-hearty co-opera-
tion of the people of this city. There
are no voices that are more potent when
raised on any matter affecting the public

trades and chambers of commerce.
They embody the crystalized sentiment
of the conservative business interests of
the country and are to a largeextent the
| mouthpieces of the great mass of the
people. Business men as & rule come in
closer daily contact with all classes than
any other section of the community,
and when they meet and give
utterance to views on questions of mo-

{ ment they are usually pretty nearly
| right. They are, to a certaln extent,
| the 'little parliaments of the country,
|and in that capacity they often show
| more wisdom than do the trained elect-
| ive bodies. While it is true that some-
' times a great monopoly. can, by packing
meetings, secure the passage of resolu-
tions which should not be adbpted, still
when there is time for reflection and a
fair attendance of the representative
members, such action is sometimes re-
scinded, Take the case of the Winnipeg
board of trade in the matter of the Ket-
tle river charter as an example.
The local board of trade can,
if it is enlarged and more interest
taken in its meetings, become
a strong factor in the upbuilding of this
city and sectiom. It will, provid.ed a
proper interest is taken, cause a golidar-
ity of sentiment which can be massed
for measures of benefit to this section in
a way which will prove beneficial. On’
the -other hand, it can array its senti-
ment most effectively against anything
that might be inimical to our better in-
terests. This being the case the people
of this city should join this body, attend
the meetings, pay the dues promptly,
and then we shall have a board of trade
that will be a veritable tower of strength
to sustain this community in the future
through crises like those that are sure
to arise in all communities.

WANT NEW MEMBERS

1 The Board ot Trade Wants the Mer-

chants to Come In.

THEY TAKE NO INTEREST

Burden of the Work Falls on Those

Welfare, But Whom Freight Rate
.Advsnoos do Not Affect.

The board of trade of this city has now
a membership of between 60 and 70,
but these members do not think they
are fully representative, and a number
of the present members have determined
to start an aggressivé campaign to in-
duce the merchants of the city, for
whose benefit the board is really organ-
ized, to join hands and help those who
are helping them. Bankers and brok-
ers are personally indifferent as to freight
rates, but they are at all times ready
and anxious to help out the merchants,
and they want the merchants to join in
and help to help themselves. It mat-
ters little to lawyers and 'physicians
whether the railroads raise the rates
from $2.75 to $4 from Montreal here, be-
cause their poundage, for they have no
tonnage, is so light that a rise of even
50 per cent on law books; and medical
instruments amounts to a mere baga-
telle. Insurance agents obtain their
blanks by mail or express, and the dif-
ference between $2.75 and $4 per hun-
dred does not affect them.

:This being stated to a MiINER
reporter he made an investigation
into the present membership of the
board of trade and found that there were
now active members of the board 19
brokers, 7 mine managers, 4 barristers
and 4 newspaper.men, 2 physicians, 2
managers of reduction works, 2 drug-
gists, 2 civil engineers, 2 hardware mer-
chants and 2 brewers, one of whom lives
in Trail. There is only one grocer who
is a member, one general merchant, one
dry goods merchant, one shoe dealer,
one job printer, one jeweler, one
stationer, one newsdealer, one customs
broker, one insurance agent, one as-
gayer, one mining machinery man, and
one electrical engineer. These are sup-
posed ta be the active members who
have paid their dues and are working
for the good of the city. Among the
merchants who attend the meetings
regularly are one of the druggists, the
shoe merchant and the stationer. Semi-
occasionally the job printer, the dry
goods man, one of the hardware men
and the newsdealer, but the other faces
are almost unknown around the place of
meeting. Out of the 64 men who are
paid up members there are thus three
merchants who take an active interest in
the work, four who are half-hearted and
attended the meetings when they feel
like it and the few other merchants who
are nominally members but never show
their faces.

The active members of the board are
resentful of this conduct. = The
non-active, the semi-active members and
the non-members are at all times ready |
to criticise the actions of the board, but
are never ready to give a helping hand,
never make any suggestion tohelp the
deliberations, and in fact are, they
think, ready at sall times to hinder rath-
er than help the work of the board. If,
say the active members, the merchants
of the city would join hands such a pres-
sure could be brought to bear on the
railway companies as would ensure fair
rates, on the provincial government as
would ensure sufficient appropriations
for good roads, and on the Dominion
government as would obtain railways
that would be tributary to Rossland and
help to build up the camp.

A REAL ESTATE DEAL.

A Lot on Oolumbia Avenue Purchased
For the Sum of $7,000.

Columbia avenue property seems to be
alluring to investors and there is more
movement in it than in any other por-
tion of the city. This is because it
brings good interest on the investment.

It iz the best business property in the
city and as such is gaining in value be-
gides it pays big interest on_the prices
now paid for it. John M. inch,
manager of the Silver Queen Mining
company, is the latest purchaser. Mr,
Finch sold a large block of his holdings
in the Silver Queen and therefore had
money to invest, and thought Rossland
real estate was about as good a thing as
he could put his money into. Yesterday
he bought the lot and building on the
north side of Columbia avenue between
Lincoln and St. Paul streets, from Alex-
ander Miller, who is the manager of the
branch of the Merchants’ Bank of Hali-
fax at Grand Forks. The price paid
was $7,000 and it wasa cash transac-
tion. The property has a frontagé of 30
feet on Columbia avenue and there is a
three-story building upon it. The
ground floor is oceupied by the Ochrida
Turkish baths. It brings in a revenue
of over $100 per month above taxes, re-
pairs and other expenses. y

“he Present Government Gave the
United States Everything They
Wanted Before They Started to
Arbitrate.

Hon. Geo. E. Foster, minister of finance
gsinder several conservative governments,
has been inthe city for two or three days
on business connected with his mining in-
terests here and left last night for home
by the Ci P. R.

In conversation with a Miner reporter

yesterday, Mr. Foster said chat he had a
number of investments in various parts
of British Columbia and so far things on
the whole look favorable to these in-
terests turning out well. Some of these
interests were in Rossland, and he had
every confidence that his investments 1n
this camp wowd prove to be profitable.
He had not been out to any of his prop-
erties here as he had been detained with
other matters, but he understood that
there was no doubt about the steady gen-
eral development of the district. He
looked forward to an era of great pros-
perity. in the whole of British Columbia,
and more especially in this portion of it.
The general outlook, indeed, was very
satisfactory.
THE HIGH COMMISSION.

Referring to the question of he joint
high eommission, he said, that the coun-
try was m entire ignorance of what pro-

_positions had been made, what had been
accepted, ana what had been rejected,
and probably the country would remain
in ignorance untu the close of the nego-
tiationy, as i was nulikly, even if the
questions were put during the session of
parliament as to the nature and result ot
the deliberations, that they would be an-
sw-red, as the government cocld fall back
on its constitutional right to refuse to
give mformation while the mnegotiations
where still pending.1ne government had
gone ‘into - the conference handicapped,
and handicapped by their own acts.

KVERYTHING GIVEN AWAY.

Before the commission W3 organized
the government gave the United States
practically all it had available in tne
shape of tariff concessions. Tuey had
taken tne duty of seven and a half cents
2 bushel off corn, whilsi the Dingley tarift

“ had put a pechibitory duty on Canadian
barley. ‘Lney had reducea the duty on
coal and had taken the:duty off binder
twine, barbed wire and otuer wire, and
reuuced it on iron, and had gone mnto the
conference asking for reciprocity with
that much less to offer. They had given
away th®ir own case in advance, as stat-
ed by one of the commissioners. There
was little that the United States wanted
that could be granted that they had not
already given without being asked. 1t
was understood that they proposed to
setile the seaiing question 1y allowing
the United {States tobuy out those who
were now engaged in the industry, and
thus give away the heritage of posterity
for this miserable mess of pottage,

BROKEN PLEDGES

The government bhad, however, been
successful, eminently successful, in break-
ing every, single pledge they had made to
the people in order to get into power.
They had increased taxauon, increased
“the expenuitures, increased the debt, and
phad ot themselves done nothing to in-
crease the prosperity of the country.
True, the country was DOW prosperous,
but that was due to causes with which
the present government had nothing to
do, and .n fact to policies carried out in
spite of them. They had had the jubilee
year, waich had given a wonderful im-
petus to the Imperial and famuy feeling,
and they had the Spanish-American war,
which .ad proved so effectual in aiding
to a better feeling in the United States
toward Britan and this country, but
these were for them mere accigents ard
accidents that had helped the country,
but not matters that they haa helped in
any way to bring about.

! NEW BRUNSWICK ELnGIION.
“.With regarq to his own province of
ivew Brunswick, Mr. Foster said that the
ate election had been run on different
umes vo any that had heretofore been
run. New Brunswick had had a coalition
government in the past, and for years
there hau been theoretically no guestion
of liberal and conservative in the provin-
cial elections, but it had been simply a
question of administration. Under Mr.
Blair’s premi>rship he began to throw the
weight of his administration into the
scries on the liberal side, and Mr. Emer-
son, the present premier, had been even
more pronounced. The coalition led to
deals and combines and the gradual ex-
tinction of any practical responsibility
for administrative acts and ~he proper
expression of the will of the electorate.
The liberal-conservative party in New
Brunswick determined to change this,
and the late election was run on party
lines largely. The liberal-conservatives
in the ministry, and a few, a very few of
their immediate followers, stayed by the
Emerson government, but with these ex-
ceptions it had been a straight party
tight, made by the conservatives because
tuney believed that some political party
should be responsible for the legislation
of the province. The Dominion govern-
ment had gone into the election, and had
coerced every possible one into voting, a
thing they cotld easily do, ror under the
system of balloting there they knew ex-
actly how very man voted, and could see
that they voted for them. Any one
could see the ballot the voter was de-
positing in the box, and could snatch 1t
ove of his hands if it was not for them.
Ye in spite of all this, in spite of the ei-
forts of the Dominion government and in
spite of the lavish expenditure of money
to eorrupt the electorate, the conserva-
tives had polled 46 per cent of the vote.

THE SENATE TROUBLE.

As to Laurier's proposition to reform
the senate when the senate retused Yo
ratify the acts of the house, it was abso-
lutely unworkable and had fallen flat on
the public. The Globe would not favor
it by preference. The Globe declares the
only thing to do is to abolish the senatc
entirely.

Epiror Mingr—Sir: In an editorial in
the Winnipeg Free Press of February 22,
commenting on the resolution adapted,
by the board of of trade of tbat city
favoring the granting of u charter to the
Great Northern to build the Kettle
River Valley railway, says that the
granting of the charter ‘‘was also op-
posed by the leading Rossland news-
paper”’ last winter.

Now, sir, if your paper and the people
of Rossland were against this project
last winter, we have bad plenty of time
and cause to change our views. .Since
then we see how thoroughly has the
Canadian Pacific railway not kept its
obligations to our city and our country.
Twelve months ago few would have be-
lieved that at this date the Brigham
Young’s car and sundry appliances of
like nature would be the first introdue-
tion to an all-Canadian trip to the east,
nor did any of us think that our mail
wounld meander around via Revelstoke.
The Free Press is at a loss to know why
the Winniveg board of trade should
trouble its head about British Columbia’s
affairs, and further says: “From a trade
point of view Winnipeg and the west, it
is contended, stand to gain by a denial
of the charter,” etc., etc. Who con-
tends any such thing? Were the Orow’s
Nest Pass open to traffic with Rossland
today, large quantities of farm products,
which are now purchased in Washing-
ton, would be drawn from Manitoba. If
the Boundary country has a competing
line it is probable that rates will be
lower, and thus permit of Manitoba
having a market otherwise impossible.

THERE MAY BE WAR

Beresford Says ¢ Open Door” Must
Prevail in China.

‘N.O GRABBING OF LAND

This Is Surs to Oause Trouble—He
Thinks Great Britain, Americs,
Germany and Japan Could Main-
tain the Integrity of Ohina,

London, March 8—Rear Admiral Lord
Charles Beresford, who has just complet-
ed his tour of the worla in the interests
of the Associated Chambers of Commerce
of Great Britain, in an interview with a
representative of the Associated Press,
reiterated his well known views on the
subject of an “open door” in China a8
being the only’ possible policy of ‘Great
Botain.  in .- doing, he said it was
impossible to estimate the importance of
the Chinese market, a single province of
which was worth the whole of - Africa
from a commercial point of view. The
adnnral also said that there would be
war unless the “open door” should be
adbered to, and he asserted that Amer-
jcan trade in China was progressing by
leaps and bounds, proportionately muech
faster than that of Great Britain.

London, March 8.—The Daily Mail pub-
lishes an interview this morning with
Lord Charles Beresfordy, which is practi-
cally a repetition of the one he had with
a representative of the Associated Press
already cabled td the United States. He
told the Daily Mail interviewer hecould
say little about Ahis tour until he had com-
pleted his vo inous report to the As-
sociated Chambers of Commerce, which
sent him on hig tour, but he insisted that
if all the powers began grabbing land in
China, it could only result in quarrels and
‘war. “It is absolutely necessary,” -he
said, “to keep China on her feet. Better
stand up now for the open door than ven-
ture upon the dangerous course of spheres
of influence. I do not suggest a cut and
dried alliance. I do not think America
would join such an alliance, but America,
England, Germany and Japan might
agree to work together to maintain the
open door. Of the six men who direct
China’s policy; four have never been out-
stde of Pekin. Li Hung 'Chang has no real
power. The empress dowager is the real
power and a very clever woman. She
signs the popular edicts herself and makes
the emperor sign - the unpopular ones.
The provincial rulers are more progres-
sive than those at Pekin. They all favor
the open door policy and only want to
save China’s face; but they think we are
afraid of Russia. We must help to stiffen
China, which will not be a difficult task.”

Att.enipt to Blow Up Another French
Arsenal.

Twelve Dynamite Cartridges Found
Behind the Toulon Arsenal—The
Sentry Fired At.

Paris, March 8.—Dispatches are re-
ceived here from Toulon today confirming
the report received from there last night
and cabled to the Associated Press that
12 dynamite cartridges were found behind
the Toulon arsenal yesterday and that an
unidentified person fired a revolver at a
duty at the arsepal. It ap-
pears that two shots ~were fired at the
sentry before the magazine at 7 o’clock

last night. The guards were turned ouf

and patrols were sent to scour the neigh-
borhood, but the culprits were not dis-
covered. 'The magazine contains quan-
tities of gun powder, melinite and dyna-
mite.

Toulon, March 8—It turns out that
the 12 dynamite cartridges found behind
the Toulon arsenal yesterday are of for-
eign manufacture. M. Lockroy, minister
of marine, in an interview regarding the
explosion of the naval powder magazine
at Lacoubran, between Laseyne and Tou-
lon early Sunday morning, intimates that
the experts now have little doubt that it
was due to foul play. He thinks it was
possibly caused by some clockwork ar-
rangement provided with -a detonater,
hidden in a powder keg.
