Strongly Fortified City T0 HEAR EXTENT
After Two Days Fight (F BRITISHL0SS

Fall of Stronghold a Mat-
ter of Great Disappoint-

FORTS STRONGER

London, Aug. A summary
of the war situatmn in the London

Times states that Namur has fall- |

en. This, in the words of the offi-
cial communication, necessitates
the withdrawal of a portion of the
allied troops from the line of the
Sombre to their original defensive
positions on the French frontier.

Namur is a strongly fortified
city at the junction of the Meuse
and the Sombre. It was confident-
ly expected to present a formidable
obstacle to the German advance.
There is as yet no explanation of
1ts sudden fall.

No doubt the Germans have at-
tacked the allies in this part of Bel
gium with all their available forces

on the fall of Namur before the
Germans, The Times says it is one
of these inexplicable events which
make war a gamble. That Namur
should have fallen in two days will
requnire a great deal of explana-
tion. The Times added tha: mili-
tary experts say that it is tog early
to say that the line of the Meuse
South of Miserres must be aban-
doned, but the outlook is not fav-
orable and the developments of the
situation in the next few days will
be watched with legitmate anxie-
ty.

We still hope
and believe that our counter offen-
sive movement in the north is
postponed, and not abandoned.”

Yet, in Spite of all, There is

a Calm, Quiet Determina-
mination to Fight On

London, Aug. 25.—This day of
waitng has brought home the reali-
ties of war to British people. Nev-
er before has the nation been so
deeply moved.

Many thousands have relatives

or friends in the army. They know
rhe casualties must beg reat; the
death roll will probably be heavier
than in the case of any British
force since the Crimean War.

The only information concern-
ing events the country has had
1s contained in brief official bulle-
tins of a vague character and these
have not been cheering.

In Serious Mood.

Throughout London, people are
serious
mood than at any time since they
faced war. There are no scenes of
gaiety in the theatres and restau-
rants and the crowded streets are
very quiet. |

This does not mean that there
1S any less determination on the
part of Britons; only that the peo-
ple are beginning to realize what
this war may cost them.

On every side are heard declar-
ations that the country must be
prepared for a long and exhausting
struggle, and while few reproaches
come from supporters of Lord
Roberts’ crusade for compulsory
service, not a few admit
that they never realized before how
small a part the British army count
ed in a great European struggle.

Felt It Less.

Thus far, England has. felt the
war far less than any European
nation engaged, probably less than
Holland and Switzerland, but now,
waitng for the issue of the battle
and for the lists of the killed and
wounded, the English people un-

derstand all that it means.

Wait on Italian Premier and
Express Views

TOLD NOT TO WORRY

And That Italy Will Likely
Remain Neutral

London, Aug. 24.—A despatch to
the Stefani Agency from Rome
says that a deputation of Socialists
waited on Premier Salandra on Sat
urday night and urged him to con-
voke Parliament in order to
strengthen the hands of* the Gov-
ernment against tendencies calcu-
lated to make it depart from its at-
titude of neutrality.

The deputation hinted, in this
connection, that reports were be-
ing circulated that mobilization
was imminent.
¢ The Premier replied that noth-
ing had happened to justify the
summoning of Parliament. He de-
clared the Government was firmly
resolved to adhere to its neutral-
ity and denied the reports that mob
ilzation was contemplated.

BELGIAN FORCES
CLEAR THE GERMANS
AWAY FROM ANTWERP

Forces of Enemy Either Kill-
ed or Taken Prisoners

BIG BATTLE STARTS

And Germans Are Rushing
up Troops to Take Part

London, Aug. 24.—The Antwerp
forwards the following .official de-
spatch: “Since Saturday the situ-
ation around Antwerp has greatly
improved. Belgian flying columns
have completely cleared the envi-
rons of all Germans who were ei-
ther killed, driven away or made
prisoners.

“Our troops have visited the
camps in and around the districts
and also the environs of Malines,
but discovered no trace of the en-
emy anywhere.

Battle Raging.

Telegraphing from Rose Ennaul,
Holland, the correspondent of the
Central News says there is no
doubt the big battle is now in pro-
gress in the neighborhood of Char-
lerof, Belgium. The Germans are
rushing troops in that direction,
and only 3000 troops are left at
Brussels which is more completely
isolated than Liege.

The Germans have occupied ali
the villages between Louvain and
Alost in order that the passage of
their main army may not be inter-
rupted.

There are no Germans excepting
patrols around Ghent.

RUSSIANS WIN
AT EVERY POINT

London, Aug. 23.—A despatch
to the Russian Embassy here from
the Chief of the Russian Generai
Staff says that during the fighting
at one point in East Prussia he
Russians captured eight cannons,
twelve shell carriers, two machine
guns and a large number of pri-
soners.

On the Galician frontier thea d-
vancing Austrians have suffered
great loss. The Russians have cap-
turtd six officers and fifty men.

Taken From the Battlefield
To the Hospitals of
French Army

Paris, via London, Aug. 20.—Here
are three remarkable stories of the
wounded published in The Matin as

dent on the field.

General von Deinling, in commanad
of an army corps, was wounded by a
bullet which pierced his tongue. He
is in hospital.

A soldier of the line was severely
wounded and lost consciousness, but
still grasped firmly in his hand the
spike of a Prussian helmet. He was
taken to a hospital where it was
found necessary to amputate his arm.
It was impossible, however, to make
him relax his grip on the trophy o»
war. The arm was cut off with the
hand still holding the helmet.

Another soldier was wounded in the
heel, but absolutely refused to let go
of the epaulettes which he had torn
in a hand-to-hand struggle from the

shoulders of a Prussian officer.
