Some persons object to the expen­
diture of-public money on this high­
way on the ground that it will bene­
fit the few and not the many, as 
only such persons as are in good cir­
cumstances financially will be able to 
take automobile trips across the con­
tinent. They say that the money, in 
order to benefit the farmers, should 
be expended on the roads in rural 
localities, so as to enable them to 
bring tfceir product more easily to 
market.'' They forget, however, that 
there* are more than a million auto­
mobiles in the United States, and 
that many of the owners of those 
automobiles, It such a highway were 
constructed, would spend a consid­
erable part of every summer in Can­
ada, as- during that season the 
weatbèr in their own country Is too 
hot and thé roads are too dusty to 
permit travelling in comfort. The 
average American is noted for his 
keenness in accumulating money, but 
he is alto noted for his lavishness In 
spending It when he is out seeking 
recreation, and these American 
•vlsttofs would bring millions of dol- 
larS into Canada every summer and 
take very little back. The con- 
sumption of meat, bread, butter, 
eggs, cheese, fruit, vegetables, and 
almost everything else produced by 
the farmers of Canada, would be 
enormously increased if a great road 
were constructed which would per­
mit Americans to make tours in 
their automobiles through Canada In 
the summer, and this would be of 
great benefit to Canadian farmers.

The great 
empty gap between the two popu­
lated areas of Canada has been by 
nature fitted to become the greatest 
summer resort in the world, and all 
thit is neded is'givlng access to it 
bÿ means of a great highway passing 
across it, whose help in peopling it 
would soon be supplemented by 
branch roads constructed by the Pro­
vincial Government.

The work of constructing a great 
highway across Canada would be 
much less difficult than many Cana­
dians think it would be, as, with the 
exception of the almost uninhabited 
district north of the Georgian Bay 
and Lake Superior, all the parts of 
Canada through which it would pass 
already possess roads, which could be 
linked together so as to form one 
continuous highway without serious 
difficulty. The road would probably 
extend from Halifax to Moncton, 
and from Moncton to some conven­
ient point on the southern bank of 
the St. Lawrence, along which it 
would pass to a point opposite Que­
bec, where the river would probably 
be crossed. From Quebec the road 
would probably extend in almost » 
straight line to Ottawa, and thence 
to Winnipeg. The roads which al­
ready exist connecting Winnipeg, 
Portage la Prairie, Brandon, Regina 
Moose Jaw, Swift Current, Medicine 
Hat, and Calgary could easily be 
linked together so as to form one 
continuous highway.

The last and by far the most dif­
ficult part of the great highway, ex­
tending from Calgary to Vancouver, 
is to a great extent completed al­
ready. This project of a great na- 
tional highway had its inception in 
British Columbia, and the Govern­
ment of that Province has been at 
work on it for years, the result being

MOTOR CAR
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Has Held Down Cost of Rubber Footwear 
While Prices of Other Necessities Soar
When, some twenty years ago, Great Britain began- td 

establish great rubber plantations in her tropical Dominions, the 
outside world’s industrial experts laughed in scorn. Were there 
not thousands of square miles of wild rubber trees in Brazil and 
elsewhere simply waiting to be tapped? Were hot the marvellous 
chemists of Germany working diligently to devise a process for 
making synthetic rubber at a fraction of the cost of the natural 
article? Britain, they averred, was wasting time and money,

i Six years ago the price of crude rubber jumped to $3.00 a pound, 
because the 60,000 or 70,000 tons which seemed to be the limit of the forests 
fell far short of the enormously increasing demand—and the synthetic 
rubber promised by Germany failed to materialize. The 8,200 tons produced 
by the British plantations in 1910 was more than welcomed, and the scoffing 
ceased. By 1914 the plantations were producing nearly 100,000 tons, or 60% 
of the world’s supply, and the price had been reduced to one-third of the 

„ 1910 figures. This year the plantations arc contributing 150,000 tons—75% 
of the total production—and Britain holds a monopoly which has been of 
yital importance in the War.

Controlling the seas as well as the supply, the British Government 
has effectually cut off the Teutons, while providing an abundance for the 
Allies. To neutrals, who might easily have been forced to pay any price, 
the monopoly has been truly a benevolent one, for so long as they resell 
to the Germans, they get all the rubber they want at a lower price thafl 
before the war.

No nation, neutral or belligerent, benefit^ more generally from Britain's 
foresight and generosity in this matter than Canada. Besides the general 
use of the scores of rubber products, practically every Canadian uses rubber 
footwear more or less for at least six months of the year. Now that leather 
has gone up 80%, and shoes are costing two to five dollars a pair more than 
normal, the advantage of wearing rubbers and overshoes this winter is 
strongly emphasized. They cost so little compared to the shoes whose term 
of service they practically double, that it certainly is economy to wear them 
at every sign of bad weather.

* Prince Edward Island Made a Start 

Last Year With the Marketing 
of Wool by Fifty Farmers—In 
Nora Scotia the System is Con­
fined to Two Counties—In Que­
bec Great Strides Have Been 
Made—Other Combined Selling.

N five'of the Previnoes of Canada 
the co-operative plan of mar­
keting wool has been put into 
operation. Three of the five —

Prtnce Edward Island, Nova Scotia, 
and Quebec—are in the east; two—
Alberta and Saskatchewan-—are In 
the west.

The beginning in this line, so far 
as Prince Edward is concerned, was 
made last year, when 5,500 pounds 
of wool were marketed in a co-opera­
tive way by fifty farmers of the Is­
land Province. This year 369 farm­
ers in the same Province sold co­
operatively 28,302 pounds of wool, 
and received nearly 111,000 for the 
same. The price per pound ranged 
from forty-three cents for medium 
clothing to ten cents for "tags,” says 
Ahmik in The Toronto Globe.

In Nova Scotia the co-operative 
system of wool selling has so tar 
been confined to two counties, and 

-farmers In these two counties sold 
17,388 pounds this season in the co­
operative way. The average price 
was forty5one and one-eighth cents 
per pound, including black fleeces, 
tags, and a few reject fleeces. The 
expense in connection with the sale, 
insurance, packing, and loading was 
slightly over one-half cent; per 
pound. This Included 100 wool sacks 
which were bought outright, and 
which may be had by members next 
year for bringing in their wool.

In Quebec "1,617 farmers are or­
ganised in wool growers’ and sheep 
breeders’ associations, and through 
their organization 169,840 pounds 
of wool were sold this season. The 
average weight of fleeces sold was 
7.59 pounds; thé average cash re­
turn* per fleece, 63.18; the average 
price per pound for wool sold, 41.8 
cents. Local prices for ungraded 
wool throughout thé Province rang­
ed between thirty-one and thirty-five 
cents a pound, so that grading and 
co-operative sale netted members a 
gain of seven tb twelve cents a pound, 
or twenty to forty per cent, advance.

The membership fees in the Que­
bec associations a/-e based on the 
amount of business each member 
does, and four cents a fleece covers 
all expenses of carrying on the busi­
ness.

In these eastern Provinces officials 
of thé Departments of Agriculture 
have assisted the work of co-opera­
tion by advice and by aid in grading, 
etc. In Saskatchewan the Provincial 
Department of Agriculture has gone 
still further. It has acted as a sell­
ing agency for Saskatchewan’s Wool 
producers.

Eighty-five per cent, of the wool was 
placed in the straight domestic 
grades, and for this an average price 
of thirty-three and à half cents per 
pound was realized.

In Saskatchewan Provincial assist­
ance in co-operative marketing is not 
confined to' the selling of wool. It 
extends to poultry as well. This de­
parture was inaugurated last season 
hnd IS being continued this year.
Stations are maintained by the de­
partment, at which live birds are re­
ceived from growers and official ex­
perts supervise the killing, packing, 
and grading. When the birds are 
received, the Co-operative Organisa­
tion Branch of tfie Department ot 
Agriculture will forward producers 
an advance payment at graduated 
prices, consistent with the quality 
of the birds. The poultry will either 
be Sold immediately or, should, the 
market be low, placed in storage 
until a satisfactory price can be ob­
tained, and, when all of the birds 
have been disposed of, final payment 
will be made which will return to 
the producer every cent realized 
from the Sale of his birds, less the 
cost of transportation, killing, boxes, 
and storage.

In Quebec the Provincial Depart­
ment ot Agriculture has taken jsteps 
to promote the development of a co­
operative bacon Industrÿ. With this 
end in view an expert was foiir years 
ago brought in from Denmark, in 
which country seventy-five per cent, 
of the bacon produced is bandied co­
operatively. An effort Has made to 
induce farmers of St. -Valier to under­
take the establishment of a co-opera­
tive bacon factory, but as they seem­
ed indisposed to move the depart­
ment itself built one, which now has 
a capacity of fifty or sixty pigs a 
week. Last year, when hogs were 
ruling much lower than of late, the 
prices paid for slaughtering ranged 
between 11 and 12% Cents per 
pound, and the priefe for bacon Was 
ou au average 19 cents.
