One of the clauses
of this Act provided that in the future the
supplementary lists should be given out by
the revisingofficers in each dissrict to print-
ing cffices under instructions and acoord-
ing to rates from the Queen’s printer. He
olaimed now that the lists were more per-
feot than they ever were before. Under the
bill the expenditure would be very much re-
duced. Formerly the revising offiver was
obliged $o post three lists in oconspionous
places. 'or this purpose 21,000 lists were
required, and he was informed that the ex-
penditure for posting alone smounted to
between $11,000 and $13,000. The ex-
penditure for the ealaries of revising offi-
cers was very large. There were 215 con-
stituencies and the number of revising offi-
ocers was 170. The average salary was $400
or $500, causing an expenditure of $85,000.
There were two schemes by which this ex-
penditare might be reduced. :
