Sir S. L Tilley.

The death of Sir Leonard Tillc-y, which 
occurred on Thursday of last week, was 
heard with widespread regret through- 
3ut tbe Dominion. He was one of the 
foremost and most conceientious men of 
his day. He filled many positions of 
trnst and was twice Lient-Governor of 
his native province.

Samuel Leonard Tilley was 
Gagetown, Queens county, N. B., May 
18, 1818, and received his education at 
tbe Gagetown Grammar school. His 
father, Thomas M. Tilley, and Elizibctb, 
his wife, were loyalists, vfao set t led at 
Parrtown, now St. John, in 1783 
Samuel Tilley’s grant is numbered 1201, 
and hero it fe said be built the first h„u«e 
where St. John now stands. He was a 
descendant of John Tilley, one of tbe 
Pilgrim Fathers, who c*me over, in the 
Mayflower and landed on Plymouth 
Rock in 1620.

In the summer of 1826 Col. Peters ar»d 
Sir Howard Douglas, rovernnr of New 
Brunswick, were driving through thf 
village of Qxj, :town.
