WRECKERS ON THE GOASI 

OF NEWFOUNDLAND.

Mr A Gilchrist, of Galt, Ont., 
has sent to a western paper an 
account of his adventure on the 
cost ofNewfoundland lasf June, 
from which we take the follows 
ing extracts:—

Sailed from Montreal at noon 
on Saturday, 11th June, on 
steamship “Ashburne,” Capt. 
Wm. Hall. All went well till 
Thursday, June 16th, when at 
2.30 a. m„ our steamer stranded 
in Mall Bay, west coast ofNew­
foundland. We learned that 
we were GOmiles from the near­
est telegraph station and over 
120 miles from Bay of Islands, 
the nearest port from which 
we could possibly expect any 
help or vessels. There are seven 
families in Mall Bay, who sup­
port themselves by iishing and 
hunting. Excepting the light­
house at Point iiich, and three 
huts afterwards mentioned, 
there is no other habitation 
within thirty miles. Un en­
quiring as to the safety of the 
steamer should it blow,they as­
sured us with a strong wind 
from N. E. or N. W.,
SHE COULD NOT RESIST IT FOR 

A DAY,
and that no boat could possibly 
leave her or live in the sea. On 
reporting to the captain he de., 
cided on landing the cattle and 
throwing the cargo overboard, 
meanwhile keeping a sharp 
lookout to laud tor any appear­
ance of change of weather. It 
having been seen that no boat 
could lie alongside of any des­
cription, and, moreover, that the 
time occupied in landing the 
sheep and cattle by boat, had 
circumstances even been more 
favorable, would have been 
jeopardizing the ship, it was re. 
solved to throw them overboard 
and let them swim ior it. The 
sheep were the first to go, and 
though a few <£ them got ashore, 
over 520 werW|irowned. They 
clung to the steamer with re­
markable tenacity and swam 
round and round

BLKATIKO PITEOUSLY,

The sight was a sad one and 
moved all who witnessed it. 
The power of endurance was 
greater income than in others, 
but the average time they could 
sustain themselves was about 
forty minutes. Fearing that 
the bullocks might share the 
same fate the captain decided to 
lead them ashore from boats, 
and two being obtained irom the 
fishermen which were lighter 
and more easily handled than 
those belonging to the steamer. 
Being hoisted Irom their stalls 
to the deck the animals were 
forced along a gangway to the 
shipside, but on sighting the 
ivuter they made such a detei— 
mined stand that it took six to 

.ei'riit men to force them over 
the ships bulwarks. They lell 
about fourteen feet, and,we sup-
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posed, touched bottom every 
time. On rising to the surface 
they struck out and swam vig« j 
orously. Li&e the sheep, how., 
ever, they clung to the ship and 
continued swimming round and 
round till those in the boats 
secured them by the horns and 
towed them ashore; Nearly all 
of them preferred the. ship to 
the land and took reluctantly to 
the shore, and quite a number 
of them struck out from shore 
and swam back to the steamer 
again. Several gave consider­
able trouble, having regained 
the steamer after being two or 
three times ashore. Whilst the 
cattle were being disposed of the 
work of unloading the cargo 
from the’fore-hold was pushed 
vigorously. The first put over 
was a lot of.490 cheeses, made 
at

near you. and marked T. T., 
(probably the shipper’s mark, 
and referring to Mr. Thos. Todd, 
your own town). On Friday 
afternoon a large steamer 
rounded the western point of 
Mall bay, quite an unexpected 
but welcome sight. We sig­
nalled her, and she drew closer 
in shore, Capt. Hall went on 
board and found her to be the 
“Indre.” a French war ship. 
Commander Le Clerc, on a sur- 
veying expedition. (It may here 
be explained that though New­
foundland is under the British 
flag, a part of its seaboard is re» 
served toFrance for fishery pur- 
poses).Explanations having been 
made the Commander at once 
tendered gratuitous assistance 
and promised to be on hand the 
following day to attempt tow­
ing us off. Meanwhile he sent 
twenty of his men to relieve our 
now exhausted crew,and to con­
tinue jettisoning the cargo 
during the night. The fol­
lowing day he returned from 
his anchorage in Port Saunders, 
twelve miles to the north of us, 
but his endeavors to haul us off 
were futile, and he retired again 
to his place of safety.

Meanwhile, tidings of the 
catastrophe had in some way, 
almost inexplicable,been passed 
along the coast, and a fleet of 
craft, from the tiny skiff to the 
well-equipped schooner of 80 or 
100 tons were around us. The 
smaller craft took shelter 
in Pond river and the others ran 
nightly to Hawke bay or port 
Saunders. Part of the crew of 
these vessels were camped a- 
shore, and the sequel will prove 
that their design were not to 
give assistance to our steamer, 
but to
ENRICH THEMSELVES BY PLUN­

DER.

The men in charge of the cat­
tle ashore reported to captain 
Hall that the mob badthreaten- 
ebthem, ‘and had driven off 
some of the cattle. These they 
found tied up in the bush. Fear­
ing that their strength was un­
equal to ours, and probably 
dreading the part that the 
French man-of-war might take 
should thef persist in this open 
and daring lawlessness they 
changed their tactics and en­
deavored to accomplish their 
ends in another way. On the in­
vitation of captain Le Clerc, the 
writer had dined on board the 
“Indre” on Monday night and 
left at 5 o’clock Tuesday morn* 
ing by the steam launch which 
was carrying a fresh relay of 
men to our ship, Fearing that 
some of the cattle might have 
strayed along the beach, I kept 
scanning it with the lieutenant's 
glasses, and when about three 
miles from Mall bay saw a herd 
of thirty to forty cattle being 
driven toward Hawke bay. Re­
solving to follow them up we 
set out on their track, and after 
covering four miles on a very 
. ough beach, and when round­
ing a projecting point we sight­
ed four of the schooners and saw 
small boats coming and going 
between them and shore. Two 
of us had taken the lead and 
came to a boat lying on the 
beach. Further on there was 
another with four men strain­
ing every muscle to get part of 
a carcase into it. On seeing us

making for them they deemed it 
prudent to retreat. Leaving their 
plunder at the water’s edge they 
took to the boat and rowed off to 
the schooners. On making 
search in the adjacent scrub we 
found the entrails of sventeen 
bullocks and thirteen alive, 
nearly all of them made fast to 
trees. Footmarks on the sandy 
beach showed that this was not 
all, but that some had been 
driven further on. Following 
up at a distance of about three 
miles, we entered a bay, on the 
opposite side of which we saw 
three boats, about half a dozen 
men and five bullocks, but 
though we quickened our pace 
the cattle were disposed of in 
the bush before we could reach 
them, Only two of the men 
appeared and rushing to the 
beach each took a boat, hoisted 
sail, and

MADE SEAWARD.

After an hours search in the 
bush we could only find three 
of the animals, two dead (but 
still warm) and one made fast,

Some of the pro­
prietors were notified that they could 
continue to take ballast upon their 
wharves till the same were repaired 
according to requirement, but stating 
that they were obliged to have the 
indicated repairs made promptly 
Other proprietors were informed that 
their wharves were not 
fit lor the reception of 
ballast at all, and they were for­
bidden under penalties to receive bal­
last upon them till till the conditions 
of repair had been complied with. 
Everyone said when they heard these 
orders had been issued, “Now that is 
something like.

The utilization of horses not fit to eat 
and too old to be of working service in 
France, is quite interesting It is 
first shorn of its hair, which serves to 
stuff cushions and saddles; then it is 
slaughtered and skinned; the hoofs serve 
to make combs. Next the carcass is 
placed in a cylinder and cooked by 
steam at a pressure of three atmospheres; 
a cock is opened, which allows the steam 
to be run Off; then the remains arc' cut 
up, the leg bones are sold to make knife 
handles, ets., and the coarser, the ribs, 
the head, &c., are conversed into animal 
black and glue. The first are calcined 
in cylinders, and the vapors when con­
densed from the chief source of carbo. 
nate of ammonia, which constitutes the 
base of nearly all ammoniacal salts. 
Tltete is an animal oil yielded which 
makes a capital insecticide and a vermi­
fuge. To make glue, the bones are 
dissolved in muriatic acid, which takes 
sway the phosphate of lime; the soft 
residue, retaining the shape of the bone, 
is dissolved in boiling water, cast, into 
squares, and dried on nets. The phos­
phate of lime, acted upon by sulphuric 
acid and calcined with carbon, produces 
phosphorus for lucifer matches. The 
remaining flesh is distilled to obtain the 
carbonate of ammonia; the resulting 
mass is pounded up with potash, then 
mixed with old nails and iron of every 
description;1 the whcle is calcined and 
yields magnificent yellow crystals—prus- 
siate of potash, with which tissues are 
dyed a Prussian blue,and iron transferred 
into steel; it also forms the basis of 
cyanide of potassium and prussic acid,the 
two most terrible poisons known in 
chemistry.

SERIOUS EVICTIONS IN IRE­
LAND.

Dublin, August 10.—With the ap­
proach of the harvest great apprehension 
is felt as to the outcome of the general 
strike against landlords who have not 
arranged with their tenants. No laborer 
can now be got by Boycotted landlords 
except through the Emergency Commit­
tee, and it is doubtful if that organization 
can supply all the me» necessary at a 
time when the northern farmers will need 
all the help they can get to gather their 
own crops. A number of the Emergen­
cy* men went to New Ross on Tuesday to 
assist Mr.Boyd, whose son was so foully 
murdered. There was an exciting evic­
tion on his estate yesterday, the unfor 
lunate tenant! being Mrs. Holden, sister 
of the two Phelans acquitted of the 
assassination. A large body of police 
and soldiers went to assist the Sheriff,and 
when they arrived the authorities found 
the door barricaded with masonry and 
defended within by six women with uu 
limited quantities of boiling water and by 
several men with pitchforks, It'took 
two hours to break in the doors,find then 
the loft was found occupied by the de­
fenders, who poured buckets of hot water 
down from the head of the stairs. It was 
then necessory to clear the bouse, and 
Sub-Inspector Webb, with four meu,pro 
ceeded to mount the steps. The police 
were ordered to load,and Webb advanced 
with drawn sword saying. “Now then, 
the moment you see me stabbed, fire." 
A man man made a thrust at him with a 
pitchfork, but Webb made a cut at him 
with his sword, nearly cutting the handle 
in two, and, rushing ahead amid showers 
of hot water and missiles from above, 
captured the man and dragged him down. 
The other police took the remainder of 
the defending party. A testament was 
sent for, information sworn on the spot 
and the prisoners removed to gaol. 
Possession having been obtained, seven 
emergency men were put in fully armed 
and with rations, to prevent the house 
being taken by the old tenants. If all the 
crops of landlords and gentleman 
farmers have to be gathered in this way 
next month there are likely to be some 
disturbances between the idle laborers 
sent by the Emergency committee,which 
is a purely Orange organization, and all 
armed with big English .bull-dog revolv 
ers, are drilled and officered, and are at 
all times read; to defend themselves, so 
that should they be attacked at any time 
there would be a desperate fight.

notes of the war cry are already heard 
“Down with the oligarchy,” and that 
cry comes from Radical and Tory. A 
late despatch says: —

Men see that the battle between De­
mocracy and Plutocracy is at hand 
and there is an nncomfortable feeling 
abroad that grave political and perhaps 
constitutional changes are imminent. Mr 
Gladstone, who hud a long interview last 
night with Lords Granville and Carling- 
ford, his lieutenants in the House of 
Lords, gave them liberty to say he will 
not yield a hair's breadth in this struggl. 
and that he will seize the opportunity of 
calling the attention of the country to 
the fact that the work of an entire session 
of a vast majority of the people's repre­
sentatives can be destroyed in a few 
hours by the Upper House, Should the 
conference between the two houses fail, 
Mr. Gladstone will call an autumn ses­
sion,introducing a still stronger and more 
sweeping bill, and hid the Lords reject 
it at their peril. Some of his friends to­
day go so far as to say that if no ar- 
raogemenl can be reached next week, the 
Premier will at once dissolve Parliament 
and appeal to the country."

It seems then a choice for the Lords 
between a dish of humble pie and a con­
flict in which the question, Shall tie 
House of Lords live ? will be one of the 
elements. We think with all the pride 
and the arrogance of the Lords that they 
are by no means fools. We believe they 
will make a “compromise" with the 
Commons, but we believe this comprom­
ise will be more nominal than essential. 
For there is nothing surer than that Mr. 
Gladstone has his mind made up not to 
bate a jot but pass the land law in all its 
essentials. Suppose however the Lords 
refuse to yield, then—Gladstone goes to 
the county with a more sweeping land 
bill. Would the Lords refuse topassit? 
Rather than be branded as cowards and 
have the public say they swallowed their 
convictions through fear and passed a 
far more objectionable measure than 
that which they rejected, they would we 
fancy resist. Then the question “shall 
the Lords be " would be a living question; 
If the nation said “no," then would the 
House of Loids be blotted out.

The Duke of Argyl’s hot Jieaded 
haughtiness has chiefly brought about the 
wrongheadedness of the Lords. It is 
said the Duke goes so far as to have 
written the Marquis of Lome to resign 
the Governorship of Canada, and not be 
beholden to the Gladstone Government. 
Meanwhile the conflict between the Lords 
and the Commons over the land bill will 
be watched with deep interest.

Since writing the above we learn the 
mutilated land Bill has come before the 
Commons, and as we anticipated, Mr. 
Gladstone's marked words were “no com 
promise.” The House by a large ma­
jority rejected one of the amendments by 
the Lords which excluded from the right 
of free sales tenancies on which perman­
ent improvements had been made by 
landlords. There was an important 
meeting of the Liberals and the question 
ot maintaining any longer a system 
which enables an irresponsible chamber 
to defeat the Will of the Nation came 
up. The situation is an interesting and 
an exciting one. One cannot but ad­
mire the firmness with which Mr Glad­
stone has grappled with the difficulty. 
There is neitlier admiration nor pity for 
the lords. They are beyond the sympa­
thies of the people—and mayhap it were 
as well they were hasting their own 
eternal downfall.

A MOSLEM MANIFESTO.

Mr A Gilchrist, of Galt, Oj 
has sent to a western paper 
account of his adventure on 
cost ofNew’foundland lasf Ju|

We learned tl 
we wereGOmiles from the ne 
est telegraph station and 
120 miles from Bay of Islanl 
the nearest port from wl 
we could possiblÿ expect 
help or vessels. There are sei| 
families in Mall Bay, who si 
port themselves by lishing 
hunting. Excepting the ligl 
house at Point liich, and thl 
huts afterwards mention! 
there is no other habitatij 
within thirty miles. Un 
quiring as to the safety of 
steamer should it blow,they 
sured us with a strong wi| 
from N. E. or N. W.,

leave her or live in the sea. ^ ' 
reporting to the captain he 
cided on landing the cattle aj 
throwing the cargo overboa] 
meanwhile keeping a sha 
lookout to land lor any appet 
auce of change of weather, 
having been seen that no be 
could lie alongside of any d- 
cription, and, moreover, that tl 
time occupied in landing tl 
sheep and cattle by boat, hJ 
circumstances even been mo| 
favorable, would have bet!
