Not
the least significant of these signs
was the revival at the eleventh
hour of the question_ of a seat in
in the cabinet. Mr. Dobell had
died in England a couple of days
before the election and on the
day previous to the election the
Patriot published what purpoted
to be & telegram from Ottawa to
the effect that Mr. Farquharson
was almost sure of being taken
into the Cabinet and would likely
be made Minister of Marine and
Fisheries. This may have been
the means of obtaining some votes
for him ; but its absolute insin-
cerity was made manifest when
the news came the day after the
election that Mr. Sutherland had
been sworn in Minister of Marine
and Fisheries. This had all been
arranged long before, but the in-
formation was kept in abeyance
until after the election for fear of
defeating Mr. Farquharson. Mr.
