The bones are either crushed or dissolved
in sulphuric acid, and applied to the soil,
in order to restore a small portion of the
phosphorous which, during centuries of
cultivation, has been washed away by rains
or abstracted by crops. So far back as
1827, England imported 40,000 tons of
bones, having a value of 600,000 doilars,

Since that period a great increase has
taken place in the trade, so much o, that
many large vessels are now employed in
conveying from South and North Americs,
and from various parts of Europe, the bones
of animale to fertilize the fields of England.

of the strange facts of the times ; and then

take a slight glance at the wirdom and ea- |
gacity of the proceeding. In the first place,
this farce of petitivning the Legislature is
altogether superfliovs.

Watson's former petition fora “ Remed:al
Act.”  According to the Municipal Corpo-

The Select Committee on Finance, having carefully examined the
different documents submitted to them, beg leave to Report as
