But ibis House can hear witness 
that from one end of Canada to the othtr but 
onc.feeling exists in reference to the proceed­
ings which are a source of vompiuint, and but 
one determination in re'ereme lo the main­
tenance of peaceful relations with the govern­
ment nnd people of the V. States. All classes
