Ottawa, March 3.—The Committee on 
Immigration and Colonization had an 
other meeting of more than ordinary in 
to rest to-day in hearing a continuation 
of Mr. Lynch’» evidence uf the present

Prefessor Arnold, being present, was 
called upon to give his opinion of Cana­
dian salt in its adaptation to dairy pur­
poses. He stated that much of the talk 
about the aalt of different countries for 
this purpose were for the most ideas 
worked by dealers snd agents, but he 
had carefully conducted a series of ex­
periments with Liverpool salt and Gode­
rich aalt in comparison, and the Goderich 
salt produced the best results, and also 
in subsequent experiments came out 
ahead of Linn aalt. In short, Goderich 
and some other Canadian brines were 
the purest in the world, and the Cana­
dian article was now coming into serious 
competition with the United States salt 
for dairy purposes in the American home 
market. Tho Committee has become eo 
convinced of the excellent practical ideas 
imparted by Professor Arnold and Mr. 
Lynch that the Department of Agricul­
ture is to be asked to publish this evi­
dence in pamphlet form, adapted to gen­
eral circulation.

Publie School Beans Meeting.

At the meeting .of the school board on 
Monday, all tlie members were present 
but Morton. The minutes of the prev­
ious meeting were confirmed. The prin­
cipal’s report for the month was read, 
showing the average atteudanse to be 
511, a percentage of 74 of the names on 
roll

and filed. The receipts were $5,771.08; 
expenditure $5,596.64.

The Inspector’s r -port showed a t 
crease in the average attendance of I 
as compared with last year.

He also reported that although t 
staff of teachers had been reduced, t 
work of education had not been affect­
ed.

The contingent committee was author­
ized to proceed with the work of build­
ing a place of egress for St. Patrick’s 
ward school as soon as possible, on the 
basis of a plan submitted.

A motion was unani­
mously passed, suspending both laua for 
the remainder of the quarterly term.

The rebels fought desperate­
ly, end immense numbers of them were 
shot down.

THE ADVANCE.
TrinkiUt, March 1.—Rebels were 

found in force with two guns at the old 
fort three miles from Fort Baker. Firing 
opened on both sides and lasted a long 
time. The rebels were repulsed after

The Gordon 
Highlanders formed the advance square 
with two Gatling guns and one Gardiner 
on the right corner, and two Gardiners 
and one Gatling gun on the left.

The rebel* opened 
the battle with shell from a Krupp gun 
captured from the Egyptians The shell 
passed wide over the square. The next' 
two shots burst close to the British, 
wounding several. The rebels maintain­
ed a rattling fuailade with small arms.

The Eng­
lish advanced steadily, without answer­
ing fire till they passed the north face of 
the rebel works.

The extent to which water mingles 
with bodiei apparently solid is wonder­
ful. The glittering opal, which beauty 
wears as an ornament, is only flint and 
water. The snow capped summits of 
Snowdon and Ben Nevis have many 
million» of tone of water in a solidified 
form.

In every plaster of Paris statue which 
an Italian carries through our street» 
for sale, there is one pound of water to 
every four pounds of chalk. The air we 
breathe contains five graine of water to 
each cubic foot of its bulk. The pota­
toes and turnip» which are boiled for our 
dinner have, in there raw state, the one 
76 per cent, the other 90 per cent, of 
water.

A sunflower evaporates one and 
quarter pints ot water a day and a cab­
bage about the same quantity. A wheat 
plant exhales in a hundred and seventy- 
two days about one hundred thousand 
grains of water.

An acre of growing wheat, on this cal­
culation, draws and passes out about ten 
tone of water per day.

The eep of plants is the medium 
through which thie maie of fluid is con­
veyed. It forme a delicate pump, by 
which the watery particle# run with the 
rapidity ef a swift stream. By the 
action of the sap various properties may 
be communicated to the growing plant. 
Timber in France is, for instance, dyed 
by various colora being mixed with water 
and poured over the root of the tree. 
Dahlias are also colored by a similai pro­
cess.

Crippling the McCarthy Act.

In order to still further nulify the Do­
minion license law the Provincial govern­
ment, it iz understood, will introduce a 
bill to regulate the fees to be paid for any 
liquor license taken out under the Do­
minion law.

That law (McCarthy bill) expressly de­
clares that on any license issued under it 
the Provincial legislature may iuipcse a 
tax or fee for Provincial or municipal 
purpose» (sec. 92 B. N. A. act) ; and the 
same McCarthy law also provides that 
the person entitled to license under it 
must first show that he has paid any such 
fee that the Provincial legislature may 
have seen fit to impose ; the Provincial 
legislature will therefore be asked to en­
act that the fees on licenses issued under 
the laid Dominion license law shall lie : 
On tavern, saloon or shop licenses

in cities............. ...................... $300
Do in town»................. ..................  250
On tavern or shop licenses in vil­

lages.......................................... 160
Do in townships.............................. 120
On each wholesale license.............  250
On eaih vessel.....’....................... 250
Each transfer............................ .. 20

While the Province fixes the duties, it 
does so without prejudice in its conten­
tion that the right to legislate in respect 
of these licenses is conferred upon the 
Provincial legislatures exclusively. But 
for fear that the Dominion law may be 
held to be valid this precautionary meas­
ure is taken.

It is also the intention of the govern­
ment to increase the fees for licenses 
taken out under the Provincial law, 
though it is uot likely that they will be 
much more than half of the above fig-
