Big Discovery of :
Buried Treasure.
Thought to Hmeel Concealed
'Dnrlng_ the Elgpteenﬂ; Century.

Lisbon, March 29.—An interesting
discovery of buried treasure, conceal-
ed by buccaneers-during the eighteenth
century, is reported from Colenar.

A workman who was digging on
the site of a ruined ‘castle near the
town unearthed a number of old
Spanish gold and silver coins. He
reported his discovery to his employ-
er, and a systematic search was made
in the castle ruins. !

After laying bare the foundations
of the castle, which date from the
time of the Moorish oecupation, the
explorers uncovered a dungeon which
had been carefully sealed by the buc-
caneers. In this apartment, the
walls of which were of extraordinary
thickness, were two rusted iron
chests. filled with treasure.

The contents of the : chests were
carefully examined by experts, who
believe that they form part of the
booty obtained from ships captured
more than a hundred and fifty years
ago. Old Spanish and Portuguese
money formed the bulk of the treas-
ure, but many gold and silver orna-
ments, including vases, jewellry, and
ecclesiastical plates, were also con-
tained in the chests.

The discovery has caused great ex-
citement throughout the district. The
excavations continue under govern-
ment supervision.

Your Committee, on retiring from
office, wish to return thanks to

Almighty God for a year of singular
blessing and great progress.

MEMBERSHIP.

During the past year 115 persons
signed the pledge; 111 took the Ab-
staining, and 4 the General Pledge; of
these 106 entered our ranks; 84 being
males and 22 females. The awverage
age of the new members is 25 years.
Among those who have joined during
the year, the male members greatly
outnumber the females, and are most
keen in bringing in others. This is
4 good sign, as in this country, at
least, men are more exposed to the
temptation to drunkenness than wo-
men. During the year the Branch
has renewed affiliation with the So-
cicty in England. A Cradle Roll of
parents has been instituted, and a
number of parents have pledged
themselves to bring up. their children
in<the paths of Temperance by en-
couraging them to become total ‘ab-
stainers.

THE LICENSING BOARD.

A vigérous controversy with the
Licensing Board occupied a good
leal of our time and attention during
the pasf year, and aroused a strong
Temperance sentiment. The, ques-
tion of certain licences, which the
Board .in the opinion of the Society
had granted illegally, was taken up
fearlessly by the Branch; and when
the continued discourtesy of the
Board went beyond all reasonable
limits, the matter was placed in the
hands of the attorney General. He
instituted proceedings and ‘the test
case taken against one of the licen-
sces fell through on a technicality;

ilhut it is to be hoped that the incoming

committee will ‘continue to urge for
_a decision or ruling of the Supreme
Court.

-  TEMPERANCE LEGISLATION.

At the same time it was felt that
the Licensing law needed amendment,
and resolutions "directed to Temper-
ance reform were unanimously pass-

Otherwise, the world in seilf-
defence would have to provide a leth-
al chamber to extinguish the brood
to protect itself from the incessant

Glencoe’s Sailings.

Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear! Sir,—~Most of the Gqvernment 4‘ P

organs - have announced that the
change in time of the Glencoe's sail-
ing was very popular.on .the West
Coast.

Now, Mr. Editor, west of Fortune I
venture to say thagiit “‘ not. popular.
Under present arfangtments’ we . of
this district have unburdened the mor-
al back-load of Fortune Bay by doing
tte Sunday work against which thm
kicked so lustily, as all our freight,
from west has to be landed on-Sun-
day, say at Burnt Islands, Rose
Blanche, LaPoile, Grand Bruit, Bur-
geo and Ramea.

Secondly, all passengers bound
across the Gulf have to wait over at
Port aux Basques Saturday, Sunday
and Monday, unless the Glencoe con-
nects with the Bruce Friday nighi,
and this seldom occurs. The same
conditions apply to fresh salmon and
halibut, of which there are large
quantities shipped by Glencoe during
the months of May, June and July
from Hermitage and other points east,
including this place. They will all
have to lay over three days at Port
aux- Basques. Such a delay is most
serious to fresh salmon and halibut.

Under former _conditions, if the
Glencoe failed to connect on Monday
(and it was seldom that this occur-
red), the passengers and freight only
remained over two days. And last,
but not least, we only .get one mail '
a week, whereas when the Glencoe
same east on Wednesdays we had
two, i.e., the Bruce’'s mail of Wednes-
day morning, as also any mail from
St. John's, and the Bruce’s mail on
Friday morning was sent to Placen-
tia and came up by Glencoe on Mon-
day morning. Now the Glencoe brings
Sunday morning’s mail, and any mail
arriving at Port aux Basques during
the week has to remain over till the
following Sunday, as the Glencoe
leaves Placentia Wednesday evening.
All this was, or should have been
known to our doughty M.H.A., and
