I have been informed by the tele­
graph system that the Glencoe left 
Rose Blanche at 5 p.m. Sunday; be­
ing comparatively fine why did she 
not then return and delitter freight 
and take passengers who were wait­
ing? She would have been In Port 
aux Basques then in time to coal. etc.

Hoping to see in future that regula­
tions will be better and that the Gov­
ernment will try and help us a bit rc 
these circumstances.

aie. It has been informal, inasmuch 
as the statutes governing the 
Council limit its function to the pro-' 
motion of education by examinations 
and the reward of successful exami­
nees by diplomas, scholarships, prizes, 
&c. But the members of the Coun 
cil form a body of men well acquaint­
ed with our educational institutions 
what they are doing, and what they 
are capable of doing, and in that ca­
pacity they have been considering the 
shortcomings of our,educational sys­
tem in the respects we have indicat­
ed. There has been no discussion, so 
far as we know, as to the - 
tablishment of a University, although 
a project has some supporters *who 
contend that Newfoundland is unique 
in not providing such an institution. 
One of the chief functions of a Poly­
technic would be to provide a course 
of evening classes for artisans, clerks 
and others, and the subjects taken up 
would be commercial drawing and de­
signing, modeling, woodwork and iron 
work, the fisheries, mathematics, 
sciences and languages. There would 
also be day classes to supplement the 
work which cannot be taken up by 
the- colleges as at present constituted, 
which would be open to all capable 
of taking advantage of them.

At present the matter is in the stage 
of discussion. The C. H. E. cannot 
undertake any such work, as they 
have neither the power nor the means 
to do so. But it seems to us that there 
cannot be advanced any grave objec 
tions to a body of educationalists dis­
cussing the subject, and if they de­
cide to do so. of .inviting the Govern­
ment, the college and school authori­
ties and the Board of Trade to con­
sider the matter.

Social to tfvenlug Telegram.
. LONDON

In the' present nervous' tens toil re 
gardlng the general European situa­
tion, extreme Importance attaches 
to a telegram, which the Czar of Rus­
sia has sent to King Peter of Servia, 
congratulating him that' the Servian 
armies had proved Successful in 
Macedonia, without needing to invoke 
assistance from outside. At the time 
this despatch is filed, no information 
has coide as to its effect in Vienna, 
but it may reasonably be surmised 
that it will be regarded as most un­
pleasant. and cause an alarming de- 
demonstration. One has Onjy to re­
member that, but for German threats, 
.lussia would have mobized against 
Austria when the latter executed her 
Bosnia-Hertzegovina coup. Servians 
territorial ambitions, now almost 
ipenly avowed, are the chief danger 
points in the relations of the Greater 
Powers. Austria will not tolerate 
any change in the status quo. Russia, 
by the Czar’s congratulatory telegram 
practically approves and commends 
Servia’s ambitions. A despatch to the 
Daily Mail from Vienna clearly states 
the Austrian position. The over­
whelming success of the Bulgarian 
and Servian armies is hot regarded 
as sufficient warrant for modifying 
the determination of Austria to main­
tain the status quo. Should it become 
evident, however, that such cannot be. 
everything will depend upon the at­
titude of Servia to her Austro-Hun­
garian neighbour. Servia’s ambitions 
for an outlet to the Adriatic through 
the Sandjak Of Novi-Bazer, cannot be 
easily squared with Austria’s policy, 
which regards Novi-Bazar as a 
special legacy on the demise of the ( 
"Sic.lt Man." The Czar's despatch U 
a notfication to Austria that, if she 
attempts to interfere with Servia’s 
plans, she will find Russia against her 
This would be the beginning of a 
European Armageddon, because Ger­
many, which supported Austria thr^e 
years ago, when threatened by Russia 
would certainly do so again. 
This would necessitate France, and 
probably Britain, coming to Russians 
assistance. It is significant that in 
England it is being pointed out that 
no better combination of circum­
stances could arise in favor of the 
Triple Entente than to embark on war 
with Germany at such a moment, for 
Austria, attacked by the Balkan 
States in the South, and Russia in the 
North, would be unable to offer any 
assistance to Germany,' "and Germany 
would, therefore, have to detail a con­
siderable number of troops to guari 
her eastern frontier, and would b< 
unable to hurl her full strength 
against Prance.

Becker Will be
Sènteneed.

Te death on Wednesday, but con­
fident ol acquittal on new trlaL

New-York, Oct: 25. — PoHce-Lleut- 
enant Chas. Becker was found guilty 
Of murder by the jury which has been 
trying him for instigating the death 
of Herman Rosenthal, the gambler.- 
The verdict was “murder in the first 
degree," and was pronounced exactly 
at midnight last night. Becker was 
remanded for sentence until Oct. 39. 
Becker did not flinch when the ver­
dict was pronounced. Mrs. Becker, 
Bitting outside the door of the court 
room, fell in a swoon when the ver­
dict was announced.

The case went to the jury at 2.20 p. 
m. after a three hours’ charge by 
Justice Goff, which Becker charac­
terized as distinctly unfair and'“thin 
veiled summing up for the state.” The 
charge was, in effect, that the guilt 
or innocence of the prisoner rested 
almost solely upon the debatable 
point as to whether Sam Schepps was 
an accomplice to the crime.

The court himself was, doubtful as 
to Schepps’ status, and declined to 
guide the jurors in a decision. What 
he did instruct them to do was to re­
turn a verdict of first degree murder, 
or second degree murder, or to acquit 
the defendant. Manslaughter was 
eliminated, and a no-compromise ver­
dict was directed upon the motion of 
Becker’s lawyer.

Flanked by connsel, face expres­
sionless, Becker sat chewing gum 
while the court, delivered the charge. 
Back of the railing sat his wife, head 
bowed, eyes downcast. The white 
haired justice spoke in a monotone 
but with incisive deliberateness.

Twice during the afternoon the jury 
communicated with justice Goff. Once 
it asked for the stipulations made by 
the State with the four informers. 
Rose. Webber, Vallon and Schepps, 
and Schepps’ letter to Rase, written 
by the little gambler at Hot Springs. 
Ark. The Second time the jury want­
ed the testimony of persons who talk­
ed with Schepps in Hot Springs. The 
first request was granted ; the sec­
ond denied, because portions of the 
testimony taken at Hot Springs had 
been excluded from the evidence by 
the court.

The jurors filed into the court room 
at 11.55 o'clock. A minute later the 
defendant was brought in from the 
tombs. As he waited for the judge 
he scanned, with anxious eye, the 
face of the jurrors, but none of them 
returned his gaze. A tense silence 
prevailed. At 11.57 o'clock. Justice 
Goff entered the room.

"She clerk then asked the jury it 
they had reached a veridict.

"We have." announced foreman 
Skinner. “We find the defendant 
guilty as charged in the indictment.

“Do you find the defendant gu^t; 
of murder in the first degree a: 
charged in the indictment? ” askec 
the clerk. “We do,” the foreman re 
plied.

The curt then directed that the roli 
of the jurors be called for their in­
dividual verdicts.

John F. McIntyre, Becker’s chiel 
counsel, announced that he would 
take an immediate appeal.

DECISIVE BATTLE RAGING.

Special Evening Telegram.
LONDON, To-day.

The long awaited battle which will 
decide the fate of Turkey is now being 
fought, the army, under Maxium 
Pasha, Minister of War, as Command­
er in Chief. Constantinople official 
despatches, however, do not indicate 
where the chief action is taking place 
or how the opposing forces compare. 
It is Turkey's last chance to retrieve 
an almost hopeless campaign. Maxi­
um Pasha is fighting with his back to 
a wall, his communication being cut 
it is impossible for him to get fresh 
supplies or reinforcements from Con- 
satntinople, Confidence is reviving 
and it is believed the War Minister 
has at last assumed the offensive, but 
this last is by no means certain. The 
battle may have been forced upon him. 
Sofia despatches report a continued ' 
forward movement of Bulgarians but 
with no details. There is still no con­
firmation of reported capture of Lule- 
btrrgis. Demotiea and Dramaud. The 
Bulgarians are still fighting in the di­
rection of Visa, in pursuance of a plan 
to advance to an extreme direction to 
Constantinople. The Greeks also are 
marching with victories to their cred­
it towards Saloniki. where a feeling of 
extreme anxiety is said to prevail. 
Provisions are running short. In fact 
no apparent effort has been made to 
stem the Greek advance to Saloniki. 
This is held to indicate that the Bulk 
of Turkey's army has been transfer­
red to Thrace. No recent information 
has been received of operations around 
Scutari or other points to the West.
