THE CHAMP KLYSSKS.

By GEORGE F1T< I1,
.V Hill or of “At Good Old Si Wash,”
The Avenue de Champ Ulysses is 

a favorite weapon with, which to 
strike the visitor dumb with admira­
tion. It is a street which has gotten 
beyond control and has grown into a 
park. It is possible to drift so far 
sideways, while walking along this 
celebrated thoroughfare, that one has­
te take a taxicab to get back into the 
central part of the street.

The Avenue de Champs begins in 
the west part of Paris at the Place 
d'Etoile, which is a convention or 
streets and avenues, twelve in num­
ber. For almost a mile the Champs 
proceeds eastward in an imposing and 
dignified manner, lined with palaces, 
ornamented with trees and beautified 
wherever possible with patches' of 
gravel, for which the French have a 
passionate fondness. It forms the di­
rect route to the Bois de Boulogne, 
the 2.300-acre park of Paris, in which 
the race courses are situated and the 
patient observer, who camps out on 
the Champs, will in time see all of
Paris and a fair share ; of the rest o’ 
the world pass by.

At the end of this mile the avenue 
begins to swell like i corporation 
which has been attached to a hose.
i; soon becomes circular in shape and 
then attains a width of almost a 
quarter of a mile. Following ihe walks 
doggedly the traveler is finally shot 
mit into a huge paved square used at 
one time for the execution of super­
fluous royalty. Crossing this the 
pedestrian becomes involved in a tan­
gle of gravel and flower beds, known 
as thé Tailleries, and finally finds 
himself caught between the two half- 
mile-long arms of the Louvre, with a 
four-storey stone wall in front.

At this point the stranger gives up 
the task of following the celebrated 
avenue and takes up the job of es­
caping from the Louvre. When he 
has done this he discovers that the 
deceitful street has sidestepped him a 
mile, back and had slid peacefully 
through the center of town under av. 
assumed name as the Rue de Rivoli.

The Avenue de Champs is a three­
storied street, with an underground 
railroad beneath and aeroplane cabs 
overhead. It has more trees, taxicabs 
and harem skirts than any other 
Street in the world and is so interest­
ing that .hundreds of Parisians pre­
fer to loaf their lives away under its 
shade on a tiny income than to go 
to work. The skyline of the Champs 
was laid out years ago by Baron 
Haussman with a ruler, and Its only 
skyscraper is the Arc de Triumpn, 
150 feet high and equipped with ' an 
elevator which is used by Parisians 
as an adventure.

A Radical
Suggestion.

The Executive Committee of the 
Citizens' ^ommittee have decided to 
lay before a meeting of citizens a 
radical suggestion in regard to the 
management of the municipality. Last 
night they decided today before citi­
zens generally the suggestion that the 
present arrangements be suspended 
by the Legislature when the term of 
the present Mayor and Councillors ex­
pire in the summer and that the sus- 
!>ension last for a year.

It is suggested that the Municipal 
Elections be also suspended fo- 
twelve months. The Councillors sug­
gests that ten or twelve citizens be 
appointed by the Governor in Council 
to take over the management of the 
city for one year, and that these ap­
pointees form an interregnum cit> 
government. This is practically r 
Commission for one year. Outside the 
the temporary management of civic 
affairs, the special object of the com­
mission will be to investigate and re­
organize municipal work and to pre­
pare for submission to the Legislatun 
in the session of 1915 a new charte1 
for the city. The promoters of th 
movement believe it is assential fo 
a successful reorganization of civi* 
affairs to be daily in touch with th 
actual work of the city government 
We understand also that some of th' 
promoters consider that the commie 
sion should be composed mainly o 
gentlemen who are at present in the 
Council or who have had experience 
on that body as either Mayor o 
Councillor. It is also proposed tha> 
the members shall serve absolute 1; 
disinterestedly, and shall i eceive nt 
pay or emoluments of any kind.

We are not enamoured of thé sug 
gestion to do away with the Munich 
pal Council even for twelve months 
and consider that the onus of proo 
that such a change is desirable is on 
the promoters, But we are prepared 
to keep an open mind on the proposal 
and to suspend judgment until wo 
have bad an opportunity of considci- 
ing the evidence which the promoters 
propose to furnish to back up their 
proposals.

lace, on January 16th. The • vessel 
net heavy weather, hurricanes and 
rales being continuous. She lost her 
udder and stem post and began to 
rift about helplessly. The vessel 
fas storm tossed by the mountainous 
ras that, wept over her and the crew 
were caused much uneasiness and dis- 
omfort. At last she became so un- 
îanageable that? the captain decided

unard liner Lusitania, bound from

.he Mayflower, put out a lifeboat and 
wing to the roughness of the seas, 
t was only with the greatest diffi- 
ulty that the crew were ta.ken off 
he sinking vessel. They were treat­
’d hospitably on board the Lusltatiia, 
vbich brought them to Liverpool. 
The pagaengera on board the Lueltan- 
n, donated the aum of $1,700 to be 
llvlded amongat the rescue party and 
hose rescued. The shipwrecked crew 
Pined the s.s. Almeriana at Liver- 
>ool for St. John’s. They are all well 
lfter their trying experience but are 
not anxious to have it repeated and 
are glad to be home again.

SIR HENRY IRVING born 183S. 
The most prominent English actor of 
the close of the Victorian period. His 
record at the Lyceum Theatre cover­
ed a brilliant series of productions. 
“The Bells” was the first triumph, 
then followed “Charles I." and “Eu­
gene Aram” and later a number of 
Shakespearean impersonations, in 
some of which notably “Shylock” and 
“Hamlet,” Irving was really great.

DR. JOSEPH PRIESTLEY died 
1804, aged 71. English scientist—the 
discoverer of oxygen and other gases 
and author of “A History of Electri­
city.” He was also a great advocate 
of freedom and progress and having 
expressed approval of the French 
Revolution, a Birmingham mob set 
fire to his house, destroying his 
valuable library and scientific appar­
atus.

L.0.A, Delegates Leave, ShortaU
CAPE TOWN. To-day.

After speaking four hours on Wed­
nesday in Parliament, General Smuts, 
Minister of Defence, continued yes­
terday his justification of the Gov­
ernment’s action in declaring mar­
tial law during the recent general 
strike, and in deporting strike lead­
ers. He declared that the Labor 
leaders had planned serious military 
operations, had organized small com­
mands of dynamiters, had deliberate­
ly inflamed the spirit of the mob, in­
cited it to crime, till the strike had 
developed into shere anarchism. Ev­
ery industry, the Minister continued, 
was to be brought to a Standstill by 
strikers, but the declaration of war 
by the federation of trades was met 
by the proclamation of martial law 
anil the mobilization of the citizens', 
defence forces by the Government. 
The situation had been practically 
one of civil war, the Minister con­
tinued that a thousand miners were 
in possession of dynamite. A native 
outbreak was threattened and food 
supplies were scarce. The Govern­
ment he said was therefore amply 
justified in proclaiming martial law 
which had proved effective, and the j 
threatened great tragedv had passed 
away-without bloodshed.

should stimulate cleanliness among
those dealing in foods in the City, and 
referred to the great work being done 
in other countries.

Mr. Kent considered the object of 
the Bill a chriimendablc cue and a 
good deal of common sense and sys­
tem would be required to carry it 
out. It has been found m - other 
countries that a certain amount of 
discretion and good judgment was 
necessary’ to accomplish any results. 
He referred to the great work being 
done by Dr. Brehm and Inspector 
O'Brien and suggested that if these 
capable officials were to be overbur­
dened that they should be reimburs­
ed commensurate with their work. 
He believed that a man of suitable 
training would be necessary to in­
spect the foods made up in factories.

Mr. Coaker.—Ho endorsed what 
Mr. -Kent had said, emphasized that 
much difficulty would be experienced 
in the carrying out of the Act, un­
less provision was made for an ad­
ditional staff-bf inspectors, and con­

tended that thfe sum of $20,000 should 
be voted for this purpose. He had

He knew that 20 
per cent, of the beet" and i <>rk that 
he had imported here from the Unit­
ed States last year was unfit for con­
sumption and had to be sent back.

The Gov­
ernment, he said, in order to get 
good results and bring about re­
forms would have to' engage a com­
pétent and efficient staff of inspect- 
ort. Hé suggested that in a case 
where an inspector enters a store 
and finds what he considers iinpure 

■ifood, he should be compelled to take 
samples and seal them as Is provid­
ed in the Licensing Act. In regard 
to milk supply in St. John's, he was 
of the, opinion that farmers woqld 
not adulterate their milk knowingly 
and intentionally.

Mr. Coaker.—An Inspector of but­
ter Is absolutely necessary. He had 
been misinterpreted as to what he 
said about the milk supply. He did 

/' not say that, farmers watered their 
milk- but that such was retailed 
in St. John's. He suggested that a 
place be appointed for farmers tc 
get their milk examined and analy­
zed.

Mr. Stone.—Salt beef was an arti­
cle largely used by our people and 
should be included in the Act relat­
ing to the Inspection of foods in St 
John’s. He contended that only ex­
perienced men should be engaged as 
inspectors and politics should not be 
a consideration in making appoint­
ments.

Mr. Moulton expressed himself ir 
favor of the Bill.

Mr. Harcourt directs that oil leases 
be made only to those companies 
which are registered, and have their 
chief place of business in the domin­
ions of King Georee. while the m~ 
jority of the directors of each com­
pany must be British. Companies 
to which oil leases are granted, mus; 
not at any time be controlled, direct­
ly or indirectly, by foreign corpora­
tions.
