The Budget Speech.
The Finance Minister, Hon. M. P. 

Cashin, delivered his Budget Speech 
late yesterday afternoon before an 
outside audience, the smallest we have 
seen on Budget «Day. He regretted 
the statements were not so encour­
aging as those he had presented in 
previous years. He attributed this to 
the Great War, the world wide de­
pression which had preceded the 
War, the taking off of duties in 
1913, and the failure of the new duties 
ot 1914 to return the revenue he had 
expected. The shortage on June 30th 
last was nearly $302,000, which .was 
being covered by taking that amount 
from the cash Reserves. He tabled 
additional duties which came into 
force at 9.30 this morning, and these 
duties will be used to eke out the 
revenue for this year, as well as the 
duties imposed last September, yet in 
spite of his expectation of obtaining 
$847,000 in revenue tor May and June, 
he estimates that on June 30ih next 
the expenditure on current account 
will exceed the revenue by $714,392. 
He is utilizing the balance of the Cash 
Reserve to reduce this by $198,000, 
and he proposes to meet the actual 
shortage after using all the Cash Re­
serve by means of a Loan. The addi­
tional Estimates provides $50,000 for 
interest for next year on the Deficit 
which will ensue. The new duties 
cover with some few exceptions all 
the goods and materials which were 
on the Free List. The Tariff imposed 
is 10 per cent, with a surtax of 10 per 

,cent, making 11 per cent altogether. 
The Finance Minister calculates on 
the new duties yielding $750,000 a 
year. In his 1914 Budget Speech he 
calculated on the duties of March 
1914 yielding $720,000. This with the 
September duties comes up to more 
than a Million and a half of taxation. 
What all the new duties will yield the 
future will disclose.

Italy’s Fine Army
and6 Navy.

Now that the Italian deputies have 
given a vote of confidence in Premier 
Salandra’s policy and sanctioned the 
necessary war measures, news of an 
ultimatum from Italy to Austria may 
be expected at any moment. Italy has 
had many advantages over the Entent 
Allies in the ten months of prepara­
tion, which has been going on since 
the war broke out. Before the war 
broke out her Army was organized 
in twelve corps, each of two divisions, 
the first line consisting of 310,000

men. In addition, there is a large ac­
tive reserve, and a mobile militia of 
250,000 men. The Daily Mail Year 
Book puts Italy’s war footing at 2, 
000,000 and 2,00Q guns. Last year she 
had four dreadnoughts in commission, 
and on March 10th, last, she put the 
Caio Duila in Commission, a dread­
nought Of 22,500 displacement, which 
had an armament of thirteen ,12 inch 
guns, sixteen 6 in., eighteen 3 m. and 
3 torpedo tubes. A sister ship the 
Andiea Doria is probably now in com­
mission. In addition she had four 
second class battleships, seven third 
class battleships, nine armoured cru­
isers, 35 destroyers, 65 modern tor­
pedo boats, 25 submarines. The num­
ber of men on the peace strength is 
40,000 and on a war-footing 80,000. 
At sea Italy should easily outclass 
Austria without any aid from either 
Britain or France. Last summer she 
had four super-dreadnoughts under 
construction, of 30,000 tons, speed 25 
knots, guns 15 inch. It is not likely, 
however, that any of these are ready. 
When they are in commission, it will 
mean the addition to the Entente Al­
lies strength of four Queen Eliza­
beth’s.

The Chief Justice, in reply said that 
he had heard of the letters mention­
ed, but had refrained from reading 
them. He thought it highly improper 
for the Presentment of the Grand 
Jurors to be subject to such criticism 
especially from a subordinate in the 
Department of Justice. He also said 
that «the Cpurt had not decided its 
course of action in the matter, but 
assured the Grand Jury that their 
protest would be treated with due 
and careful consideration.

Mr. Walsh presented a petition 
from Placentia District re salmon net 
setting there.

Messrs. Morris, Devereaux, Piccott 
and the Leader of the Opposition sup­
ported the petition.

Messrs. Lloyd, Clapp and Winsor 
gave notice of questions.

The Bill relating to the Newfound­
land Patriotic Association was read 
a third time and sent to the Upper 
House for concurrence. The Coun­
cil’s amendment to the Saw Mills Act 
was read a second time.

In Committee on the Products 
Corporation Resolutions Mr. Lloyd’s 
amendment i elating to water power 
and the proper protection of private 
rights was accepted by the Govern­
ment yesterday and passed without 
opposition. After the fight put up for 
it by Mr. Lloyd, in which he was 
supported by Messrs. Kent, Morine 
and Coaker, the Premier opened ne­
gotiations again with the Company, 
who eventually accepted what they 
had previously refused. The Prem­
ier acted wisely in insisting on the 
Company accepting this proviso in 
protection of the rights of others.

Mr. Lloyd asked if the Premier’s 
negotiations with the Company in re­
ference to the modifications of the 
clause relating to Patent Rights had 
been successful. The , Premier re­
plied in the negative.

Mr. Kent then moved a resolution 
limiting the Patent rights conferred 
by the Contract to preserve the 
rights of third parties. ^his was 
voted down on a strict party vote.

Mr. Coaker submitted a Resolution 
that 20 cents an hour me the mini­
mum wage for labourers. This was 
lost on a similar vote.

On the report stage, Mr. Kent mov­
ed all the Amendments, which had 
been rejected on the Committee Stage 
.and a division was called, which fol­
lowed strict party lines. Two mem­
bers of the Opposition were absent, 
Mr. Morine, through illness, and Mi. 
Hickman, through business. Two 
members of the Government came in 
too late to vote. But the amend­
ments were lost. . x

The House then went into Commit­
tee on the Bank Fishery Bill which 
provides that every vessel clearing 
for the Bank Fishery shall satisfy 
the Custom House official they have 
on board three life buoys to he kept 
on deck; à sufficient life belt for 
every person employed in the pro­
secution of such fishery; a compass 
for every dory carried on such vessel 
and an approved fog alarm.

Mr. Conker said he had no objec­
tions to any clause in the Bill but 
wondered why it took so long to take 
this step. He was pleased to find 
the Minister of Marine and Fisheries- 
taking such an interest in the fisher 
men.

Fisheries Minister Piccott, intro 
ducer of the Bill, stated that Custom 
officials should be made better ac­
quainted with the British Shipping 
Act than they are.

Messrs. ' Moulton, Lefeuvra and 
Currie expressed their satisfaction 
with the Bill; also Mr. Stone gave it 
.his hearty support.

The House went into Committee on 
Ways and Means, and the " Finance 
Minister read his seventh annual 
Budget. First it referred to the great 
war causing the dislocation of trade 
and commerce, then dealing with the 
finances of the Colony. The revenue 
of the Colony on current account for 
the fiscal year ending June 30th, was 
$3,618,328.85, $300,711.58 short of that 
received the previous year. The ex­
penditure for the current year 1913-14 
was $3,928,178.21 or $111,616.79 more 
than that of the preceding year. There 
was therefore a deficit of roundly 
$302,000.00 on June 30th, 1914. This 
deficit, he said, was due to the re­
moval of duties in 1913, and the new 
tariff had not responded as he had 
hoped. Last year’s deficit of $302,000 
is being met out of the $500,000 Re­
serve that was in the Bank of Mon­
treal, leaving a balance of $198,000. 
For the current fiscal year the reven­
ue for ten months at the close of 
April last was $2,453,578, while the 
expenditure was $2,826,970. The to­
tal revenue up to June 30th next he 
estimated at $3,300,578.00 against a 
total estimated expenditure of $4,014.- 
970.00, leaving a deficit of $714.392. 
The $198,000 left to reserve will help 
to meet that deficit leaving a net 
shortage of $516,000 which is propos­
ed to be met by Loan. The funded 
public debt of the Colony up to the 
end of April last was $30,450,765.27 
and in addition a floating debt of 
$460,000 on account of raising tem­
porary loans from the Bank of Mon­
treal. In view of the loan that is to 
be raised, the Minister expects that 
by the 30th of June the public debt 
will be $31,500,000. Out of the new 
loan of a million dollars, about half 
been spent and the remainder is ex­
pected to be exhausted by the end of, 
December next or at the end of 1915 
the ■ obligations of the colony will be 
$32,5007000. He anticipated that for 
the fiscal year ending June 30th, 1916, 
an expenditure of $4,072,000 and a 
revenue of $4,000,000, the extra du­
ties imposed are to yield to the Col­
ony $750,000. An ad valorem duty of 
ten per cent, plus the surtax is plac­
ed on all goods and materials which 
were on the free list with the follow­
ing exceptions: Wearing apparel, 
heirlooms, books, etc., left by be­
quest, articles for the Governor, for 
the Army and Navy, for the Govern­
ment, for the Municipal Council, for 
Consuls, and for religious purposes, 
machinery for pulp and paper and 
sawmills, and materials for construc­
tion of such machinery, artificial 
limbs and eyes, bait, goods returned 
after being exported, tourists’ appar­
el and gear, galvanized block straps, 
clothing for charitable purposes, coin 
and bullion, ingredients for copper 
paint, com for brooms, cotton yarn, 
raw Gotten and coke, materials for 
preservation of "fish or fish glue, 
equipments for brigades, fish of Brit­
ish cure, school utensils, hemp, hemp 
yarn, etc., hides not tanned or cured, 
machinery for manufacture of lines 
and twines, pig iron, etc., for manu­
facture of nails, salt, vessels, sup­
plies for Deep Sea and Moravia# 
Missionaries, settlers effects, scienti­
fic apparatus, wools and yarns for 
use in connection with the manufac­
ture of woollen goods, wire, etc., for 
use in broom factories.

For the year 1913-14 there was a 
decrease of $193,676.82 on the previ­
ous year for customs revenue. The j 
total trade for the past fiscal year

was $30,328,269, an excess of $59,183 
in import over exports. The Minis­
ter stated that the depression in the 
trade and commerce was wholly on 
account of the war, but thought that 
the prosperity of the colony was only 
temporarily arrested. He referred to 
the fact that the labor market whs re­
lieved materially on account of 2.500 
of our young men gone as soldiers 
and reservists; and that railway con­
struction cannot he carried on on a 
large scale owing to inability to se­
cure funds in that undertaking. The 
increase in expenditure in five years 
is $972,319 and that the increase in 
the public debt was on account of the 
branch railways undertaken hy the 
present Government. ^Theré is an in­
crease of $134.000 allowed for under 
the head of Civil Government. The 
amount.on deposit in the Colonial 
Savings’ Bank up to the end of Dec­
ember last was $2.483,732.95, the 
amount in the Savings bureaus of the 
four Canadian Banks doing business 
here was $6,187,985.49. The amounts 
on .deposit at interest was $2,733,958.- 
19, and all these it was stated may 
be regarded as the savings of the 
people. The value of debentures held 
by the Colony^ up to December last 
was $3,804,218.64 and the amount of 
securities on account' of life insur­
ance $1,688,480.00. The Minister re- 
greted not being in a position to pre­
sent a better financial statement of 
affairs.

Discussion on the Ways and Means 
was postponed till Tuesday next.
RESOLUTIONS OF THE LEADER 

OF THE OPPOSITION.
Mr. Kent asked leave to move that 

the Rules for the Procedings jf the 
House of Assembly be amended by 
adding thereto the following: —

“That there shall be a standing 
committee of the House to he de­
signated ‘The Committee of Pub­
lic Accounts’ for the examination 
of the accounts showing appro­
priation of the sums granted by 
the Legislature to meet the Pub­
lic Expenditure, and of all other 
accounts showing expenditures 
from public moneys for any pur­
pose to consist of seven members 
who shall be nominated at the 
commencement of every Session 
and of whom there shall be a 
quorum.”
Mr. Kent said in moving the Re­

solution he did not wish it to he un­
derstood that he did it with any feel­
ing of partisanship toward the pre­
sent government that are in power 
now but simply moved it so that 
there would be parliamentary control 
over the expenditure of public monies. 
The absence of information of our 
public accounts waranted a remedy. 
The present system, he contended, 
was no system at all. It was merely 
laying the acounts on the table of the 
House each session for the members 
to examine but the members had not 
the opporeunity o fproperly investi­
gating the accounts. Mr. Kent point­
ed out that such a Committee was in 
existence in every other portion of the 
British Empire and it was desirable 
to have it in this country, primarily 
because the tremendous amount of 
work that the departmental offices 
call for could be done by the proposed 
Committee at a couple of sittings. 
Ample power in the Act is given the 
Government to make rules and call 
witnesses from departments in rela­
tion to any items of public expend! 
ture. The Committee can report to 
the House their findings from time to 
time as they may deem expedient to 
do.. The Committee will comprise 
members from both sides of the 
House to be appointed at the open 
ing of each session.

The Premier had no objection to 
such a recognized system of enquiry 
and submitted as an amendmnt that 
the word “designated" be substituted 
by “to be named by the Speaker" and 
instead of the word “nominated 
substitute “apoointed.” Mr. Kent’s 
motion was then put and carried.

The Bill respecting the Volunteers’ 
Fund was read a first time.

The Finance Minister gave notice to 
introduce two loan bills.

After notices of questions;? were 
given by Messrs. Clapp and Stone, 
the House adjourned till this after­
noon.

Dress PLAIDS. The experience of a night’s trench- 
malting a few hundred yards from the 
enemy’s lines are vividly described in 
the following letter from a soldier at 
the front:—

Dusk was gathering when we start­
ed out from our billet not far from the 
firing line. Each man—there were 
two hundred—tarried a rifle and am­
munition and a sharp curved spade. 
"All smoking must stop, and when you 
speak it must be below your breath,” 
said the officer in charge. “Keep close 
to olie another in single file, and keep 
your ears open for messages coming 
down or going up the line.”
| Crossing a battle-torn field was not 
*asy. ’ There were a hundred obstacles 
to negotiate in the inky blackness- 
barbed wire entanglements, “Jack 
Johnson” pits, deep and stagnant 
ditches, fragile, narrow bridges over 
streams, and, alas! unmarked grave 
mounds. Whispered messages follow­
ed from man to man. “Hole on the 
left, keep to the right.” “Watch this 
ditch.” “Mind the bridge”—warnings 
innumerable.

They say we reached the mouth of 
the communication trench in an hour : 
it seemed like a century. Here pro­
gress was even more hindered, for 
added to mud and water and twisty in 
the trench, which you could not see 
till you were upon them, were the fre­
quent warnings — “Wire overhead,” 
“Wire underfoot,” “Wire on this side.” 
There were wires to pass every few 
steps, telegraph wires from the batter­
ies in the rear to their observers in 
the front line. Somehow or other 
your rifle had an annoying knack of 
becoming entagled in them at the most 
inconvenient moments and delaying 
the whole line.

In places the bottom of the trench 
was lined with bricks, in others with 
boarding, in others with brushwood, 
and in some with the natural found­
ation—soupy mud.

We were now perhaps 300 yards 
from the main trenches and 500 from 
the Germane. Stray bullets sang and 
whistled above us, while some scream­
ed eerily 1»-their -flight.- -Mostly they 
sounded like the long-drawn whistle 
of a far-away express, but now and 
then one, almost spent, would come 
whizzing to the earth near at hand 
with a human-like hiss.

Star shells soared from the lines 
every few minutes, throwing the coun­
try for miles around to vivid light. An 
occasional burst of “rapid” from the 
enemy made us keep very low in the 
trench, tor the bullets cracked and 
ricocheted all around, more than one 
lifting the earthwork from ;he top of 
the parapet and sending a rain of mud 
into one’s eyes and mouth.
At last our destination! “Climb over 

the parapet, boys. Yonder’s where 
we’re to dig.” from the captain. One 
after the other we clambered over 
and lay down on the other side until 
the whole company was together. Star 
shells were frequent, but each man 
knew how to keep perfectly still, and 
the few bullets that followed did no 
harm. We piled rifles and got into 
single file. The officer took up his 
stand at the point where the trench 
was to begin. Then we proceeded to 
mark out the trench as we had been 
trained.

Shovelling the Clay.
When every man was in his place 

the order was given to start; a wel­
come order, for rain had begun to fall 
and it was bitterly cold. Each man 
excavated towards his neighbour. 
Shovels were wielded with a will. 
Huge clods of clay (“big enough to 
start a farm on,” said someone near 
me) went hurtling on each side to 
form the parapets. Smaller lumps fdl- 
ldwed. Rapidly the trench began to 
take shape. The clayey soil of Flan­
ders is kind to the trench-maker. 
Bullets came over, sometimes alarm­
ingly near. Once there was a volley. 
As trained, we flopped down flat on 
the ground.

Four hours’ digging is the specified 
task for a working party. In that 
time, of course, we could not hope to 
complete the trench, but our company 
has a reputation for digging and we 
had to keep it up. So that when the 
hour for “down spades” came a party 
could have found quite decent shelter 
from fire in the trench. As we un­
piled arms and put on our equipments 
the Germans evidently spotted us, for 
a hot three rounds rapid was sent to 
greet us. It was as if Providence 
wanted to test our work, for by tumb­
ling hurriedly into the newly dug 
trench and behind the four-feet para­
pet we escaped without casualty.
