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The Specter of
War Responsibility

German persistence in conjuring 
up the specter of war responsibility, 
especially in connection with discus­
sions of a security pact, is said to 
be an ominous effort that might re­
sult in a renewal of all 'the interna- 

: tion passions of the war period. That, 
at least, is the opinion of certain 
British journals, which feel that the 
controversy is not worth pursuing. 
As the London New Statesman sees 
it, in speaking of this or that coun­
try in relation to responsibility for 
the war, it is necessary to think not 
of the general trend of public pin­
ion, but pf the attitude of those who 
were actually permitted to exercise 
power, and it goes on tc^say:

"England—in relation to any Con­
tinental war—wa^[ ( utjerly, pa,çifist. 
half militarist. Russia was an un­
known quantity, but the Czar at any 
rate was most pacifically inclined. 
The Kaiser, on the other hand, was a 
militarist from top to toe, and tl^o 
he was a fool, for whom even his 
own Ministers had no serious re­
spect, his influence was necessarily 
enormous and, probably, in the event 
decisive. The publication by Kaut- 

1 sky of the records of the German 
Foreign Office show conclusively how 
energetic and how provocative was 
the role the Kaiser played in the 
negotiations of the fatal ‘twelve days.’ 
He refused the conference proposed 
by Sir Edward Grey ‘unless Austria 
expressly asks me to, which is not 
likely.’ He enthusiastically indorsed 
Austria’s ultimatum to Serbia. He 
definitely opposed any moderation of 
Austria’s demands. In so far as he 
was responsible .for the policy of the 
German Government at that moment 
—and certainly his word was almost, 
it not quite, decisive—he was the 
maker of the war.

"There has been an attempt to sug­
gest that Russia was rpally respon­
sible, because the order for the mo­
bilization of the Russian Army was 
issued before the corresponding Ger­
man order. But this suggestion 
seems to be conclusively disposed of 
by the reports of the German military 
attache in St. Petersburg. On July 
29, 1914, he reported that the Russian 
military authorities ‘do not want any 
war and would like to be able to 
avoid it,’ and on the pext day be tele­
graphed his impression that the Rus­
sians were mobilizing ‘from a dread 
of coming events without any aggres­
sive intentions and are now fright­
ened at what they have,, brought 
about.” - ,

! of the United Church, addressed the 
! conference in a masterly and lucid 
! way, dealing with the glorious heri­

tage of the uniting churches, and em­
phasizing their outstanding character­
istics that go toward the consolida­
tion of the Kingdom.

The wish of the conference was that 
Dr. Chown place his address in the 
hands of the Secretary with the flesire 
,that' the city press give it publica­
tion, and that the “Greeting” will also 
publish it. ' ‘ »

THURSDAY AFTERNOON.
The afternoon session was almost 

entirely taken up with routine work. 
Dr. Curtis explained that the delay 
to seeking legislation in Newfound­
land was intentional, and that proper 
progress would at once be made. The 
conference qlso took into considera­
tion the arrangement that has been 
agreed upon that the funds which , 
used ,tA--be raised separately under 
several* names should this year and 
hereafter be put in one estimate un­
der the name, Maintenance and Ex­
tension Fund.

EVENING SESSION.
The Methodist Church of Newfound­

land has shown itself purely idealistic 
in the Church Union discussion. There 
was no pressure of local conditions. 
English Methodism would have wel­
comed a union with the oldest domin­
ion for the preservation of the old 
name. Newfoundland Methodism in 
some ways rah a risk in entering the 
union. But none of these things moved 
the followers of the- field preacher, 
who said, “The world is my parish.” 
They said from Channel to the Straits 
and from Curling to Cape Spear, union 
is right. Christ prayed for it. We will 
do our part to satisfy Him. The ques­
tion is settled. Let us go ahead with 
our business.

This settled any matter of fact at­
titude together with an unpleasant 
evening, accounts for the compara­
tively small audience present last 
evening, when President Coppin op­
ened the service. “Where cross the 
crowded ways of life” was sung and 
Rev. S. Bennett led to prayer. Dr. 
Curits read the lesson and then Dr. 
Chown, characterized by the Presi­
dent as one of the greatest ecclesias­
tical statesmen of the generations, be­
gan his eloquent presentation of the 
great question of Union.

The Doctor was a little husky, but 
there was no hesitation of thought. 
For many years, he said, before un­
ion was even discussed, co-operation 
with the Presbyterian church was 
commonly discussed, co-operation 
with the Presbyterian church was 
commonly practiced. For six years he ( 
was chairman of such a committee 
operating in Alberta, In 1902 at the 
Winnipeg General Conference, Prin­
cipal Patrick, Professor Bryce, and 
“Ralph Connor” came as a delegation . 
from the Presbyterian church. The 
former poured out Ills heart in a vol- 
cano-like flood of eloquence, urging 
the possibility of Church Union and 
challenging the conference to appoint 
a committee on the subject. This was 
done and by 1905 the first Union Com­
mittee met and after several sittings 
a basis ’ was ünanimbusly agreed

London is an Imperial city. Visit­
ors to our capital city have their 
judgment affected a good deal by 

the condition of the public vehicles. 
And more visitors come ’ to London 
from every part of the globe than | 
to any other city. The old London 1 
hansoms were our joy and pride. We 
called them the gondolas of our : 
capital.

To-day there are about 8,000 taxi­
cabs in the London area, and they : 
have not enough work to do. In view ; 
of the congestion of the streets their ' 
numbers should certainly not be 

added to. The existing cabs are not 
j patronised by the public as they 

should be. This Is, firstly, because 
the charges are too high, and, sec­
ondly, because many of the vehicles 
on the streets are old, slow, and 

I insanitary.
In consequence we have idle taxi­

cabs on the ranks and “cruising" 
taxicabs plying for hire. These cruis- 
cabs are a danger. The driver must 
look out for fares and cannot pay 
full attention to hid driving. And 
some of the drivers have a habit of 
turning very sharply when a custom­
er’s hand is held up; this has fre­
quently led to collisions.

Paris is a contrast. There, taxi-' 
cabs are much more widely patron­
ised by the public than in London 
and there always appear to be just 
enough to' go round. One reason is 
that the taxicab-owners and owner- 
drivers in Paris reduced their fares 
a long time ago. It is futile for the 
advocates of high fares in London to 
plead that this is because of the de­
preciation of the franc. The prin­
cipal items of upkeep—namely, pet- j | 
rol and the rubber for the tyres— 
are not produced in France but 
have to be bought at world prices.

* . * • *
Again, in Paris there are two 

classes of taxicabs with two different 
tariffs. Why should we not have the 
same thing here? A single passenger 
could then take the second-class and 
a- party the first-class cab.

Better still is the Brighton idea, 
where a good trade is done by the 
motor-cyclists with a kind of sedan 
chair on wheels, which will take two 
at a pinch. These little vehicles are 
handy and swift and can dodge in 
and out of the traffic very conveni­
ently. Also they take up less road 

| space. Most of the time taxicabs are 
in use they hgve only one passenger, 
and it is absurd that four-seater ma- 

I chines only should be allowed on the 
j London streets. This the Home Of­
fice Committee has recognised.

Another plan we might follow is 
that adopted in Germany. Italy, Aus­
tralia, and other countries where open 
cars ply for hire as well as the closed 
variety. It a ■certain proportion of 
open cars were on the London streets 
I believe they would be used for 
long-distance runs into the country 
to a far greater extent than closed 
cabs are to-day.

In any case the number should not 
be added to; but the new types of 
taxicabs suggested might replace 
many of the decrepit old machines 
which are no credit to the greatest 
and richest city in the world.—Daily 
Mail.
