For ELiver Complaint and its various symp-
toms, Bilious Headache, Sick Headache,
Jaundice or Green Siclkness, Bilious
Colic and Bilious Fevers, they should be ju-
diciously taken for each case, to correct the diseased
action or remove the obstructions which cause it.

For Rheumatism, Gout, Gravel, Palpi-
tation of the Heart, Pain in the Side,
Back and Loins, they should be continuously
taken, as required, to change the diseased action of
the systém.
