THEIR MEASURES.

Breed Voting
Ontarie Legisiation—The
Wen’t Come.

From o Regular Correspendent of The World.

Wisnieeé, Jupe 18,—The dullnes of
the season here is relieved only by the
doings of the city council and of the provin-
cial legislature, Of the former 1 shall not
at present spesk, bub shall endeavor to give
the readers of The World some ides, in &
rambling way, of the latter body, what it is
doing and who compose it.

This year the legislature moved into
fresh quaruu—tho new court house, which
has been terporarily fitted up for that pur-
pose, and suits admirably. Iv was at first
feared that the members would be greatly
inconvenienced by its distance from the
wain part of the city, butas a branch of
Poyntz's Bodegs has been established in the
committee room most sdjacent to the logis-
lative chamber; it is presumed that this
serious difficulty bas been overcome.
No one kmows whether s seperate license
has been grsated, but not evea the most
temperate citizen can object to the homor-
able members seeking thus to break the

monotony of their oppressive duties, The
residents of the locality have reason to be
thankful, for it probsbly is owing to this
cause that they have been at unusdal hours
delighted with social songs and spirted

choruses,

After the usual absurdly lenginened de-
bate on the address the assembly has at-
tempted to settle down to work, A good
desl of important legislation with reference
to property and oiv rights is being pushed
through—a dangerous busicess in a house
which contains but three lawyers, and on
which the vast majorit
know nothing and care less about the sub-
iact. However the Ontario statubes are

eing pretty literally fpllowed and not much
harm may result. 7

The opposition though not strong numer-
jcally certainly in point of ability compares
mos’ favorably with the government an
their supporters, Mr, Norquay, the pre-
mier, is nndoubtedly the best man in the
cabinet, He is a liberal by_instinct and &
conservative by interest. He is
of some administrative lbili':z snd of con-
siderable shrewdness, while his long experi-
ence of affsirs in this province stands him
in good stead, His worst characteristic is
his utter want of moral backbone. ~Next in
point of ability in the cabinet is the minis-
ter of public works, Hon, C. P. Brown, also
s man of libersl proclivities prematurely
checked by circumstaners, Mr. Brown is
& man of grest, theugh sometimes not well
directed, _euergy. Whether from lack of
courage or from motives of policy he has
never been decided in his ex
opinions and it is not impossible that he may
some day be the premier of s liberal min-
istry. ‘The Hon. Attorney-General Suther-
land is one of the youngest and mdst popu-
lar members of the houseas well as its most
impetuous politician, A sort of & Mani-
toban Randolph Churchill in fact, He is
also the best looking and best dressed man
in the houss, But his most partisl friends
have failed to discern his qualifications for
his important office. Lastly there is the
Hou. M. Lariviere, the provincial secretary,
a Freochman and it is said, an honest non«
entity. Awmong the supporters of the gov-
ernment perhaps the strongest man, is Dr.
Harrison the member for Minnedosa, form-
érly an Ontario physician, but who now de-
votes himself to the more peaceful task of
cultivating & considerable tract of land in
his own constituency. Some of the govern-
ment supporters, Tepresentatives of the
small French half-breed pocket constita-
ences are perhaps the most - admirable vot-
ing machines in existence.

This not very brilliant array is faced by
an opposition of far higher average talent,
The natural leader is Mr. Killam,the mem-
ber for South Winnipeg, one of the foremost
members of the Manitoba bar, a sound law-
yer, & keen thinker, a convincing speaker,
and & man of high reputation, Naturally
the government, and particularly the attor-
ney general, stand in the most wholesome
aweof his criticisms, Tbrongh his agency
a good deal of useful legislation hu:%nn.
and will be, introduced and some of & bad
tendency has been checked, This leads
me to remark that in no oiher legislature on
this continent is there so much ex
facto legislation. No city or other munici-
pality seems to be able to is:ue debentures
without coming to the legislature to have
them legalized. And, worse than thie,there
has been a good deal of legislation interfer-
ing more or less with vested rights. For
instance, a bill is now before the house te
vest in one remperance organization certain
lands which are claimed by another, And

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WHEAT OORNERS DOOMED.

The collapse of the great Chicago lard

* corner” of this year, and the heavy losses
sustained by the parties who got it up and
sustained it, are furnisbing material for
much wise reflection on the evils of specu-
lation, Among these evils the American
press gives chief place just now to the loss
of foreign markets for produce through the
raising of prices on this side the Atlantic
above the export level, so that produce re-
mains in the United States unsold, which
otherwise would find a ready market in
Europe, with quick returns in solid casb.
Some of our contemporaries over the border
speak in a tone of genuine alarm on this
subjct, and point to the increasing exports
of wheat from India as showing that Eoge
land is not long going to be as much de-
pendent upon the states for wheat as she
used to be, and that Chicago corners are
helping to lose for America the English
market, To which we will add something
which does not seem as yet to have struck
our American friends, but which will at the
first glance command itself to the considera-
tion of people who think. The New York
Tribune eaid a few days ago that McGeoch's
failare to keep up the price of lard shows
simply that there are too many hogs in the
country for one man to boss them all. And
what actually happened proves this to be
true. The “Milwaukee milkman” and his
associates thought it was in their power to
get hold of all the lard in the country,and
to krep hold of it until those who had made
contracts to deliver would be compelled to
settle at high figures, Bat to the aston-
ishment of the 1ing hogs and lard, beyond
all that they had ever calculated upon,
begsn to pour into the Chicago market from
all quarters, Before their astonished eyes
a hog harvest of enormous proportions came
gathering in: it was so big that they were
utterly unable to take care of it, and the
corner collapsed,

Now let us apply the lesson of the burst-
up lard corner to the article of wheat, with
something more to add to the weight of it.
Indin’s export of wheat is certainly creep.
ing up pretty rapidly, and Russia always
has a considerable surplus, more or less, ex-
cept in time of a great war. What will be
the consequence when, in a few years more,
the great wheat region of the Canadian
Northwest begins to pour its surplus into
the European market 7  If there are now
more hogs in the United States than one
man can boss, what clique of operators will
ever be big enough to boss the wheat mar-
ket, with the surplus of our Northwest
added to that of the western states? We
should say that the thing will be impossible;
unless by electricity or some other wonder
of modern days the corner operators can
make their “pools” several times bigger
than any ever heard of up to this date,
Once that thenew Northwest comes down
with the enormous load which it will be able
to dump upon the market before long, what
chance will all Chicago have of being able
to carry it ? Of course the duty of twenty
cents per bushel will allow ouly a small 1m-
portation of it into the States; but then a
Cnicugo corner would mean the entire stop-
page almost of the export of American
wheat aud flour to Europe. With regard
to that- particular trade, the little cioud,
which to some American observers is visible
now, would have become a cyclone. This
is an aspect of the wheat corner ‘question,
which must keep growing in importance
every year, and Chicago operators would do
well to make a note of it.

The criminal statistics of the dominion for
1881 are only now issued ; it would look
more businesslike if we were getting those
of 1882 instead, Of the 44,947 accused of
crime in 1881 29,225 were convicted. The
increase of criminals on 1880 is over a thou-
sand. ‘The number of persons charged with
murder in 1881 was forty-one, of whom
sixteen were convicted, twenty-three ac-
quitted, one committed for trial, and one
acquitted on the ground of insanity. The
sixteen convicted were each condemned to
death, All were residents of rural districts.

To the Editor of The World.

SIR : I have read with sorrow and indig-
nation the letter of Psyche in this morning’s
World, - I could scarcely have believed
that any woman in our age and country
could attack in so flippant and heartless a
manner a large portion of her struggling
and industrious sister women. What is her
motive? If she is a happy wife, surely
she should sympathize with those she deems
less tortunate, not sneer at them, Ifa
candidate for matrimony, I think it is only
mean and selfish men whom she will please
by this attack.

I think Psyche makes two grave mis-
