The award was taken up 'by the  claimants
some time I {think in December, nnd it then ap-
peared that the arbitrators had not found whe-
ther or not the city had taken possession of the
property, the hylaw being 80 drawn that with-
out such finding the uward was binding with-
out ndoption.

About the last meeting of 1888, I was instruct-
ed 1o.move 1o have the award referred back,
and this motion wasaccordingly made, but be
fore it came on it was discovered that the
claimants had neglecied fomake the submis-
ston a rule of court, and that thercfore. the
award could not, be enforced, and not being in’
court conld not be moved against and accord:
ingly the motion wusabandoned.

Subse¢quently, Mossrs. Bain, Laidlaw & Co,,
on behalf of some of the clajmants, obtained an

rte order from Mr, Dalton making the
submiseion n rule of court, but this order on
Monday last was reecinded by Mr. Dalton him-
self as having been obtained without a proper
disclosure of the facts, - .

The case accordingly stands thus: There ig an
award which the elaimants cannot enforee and
which we cannot move against until the sub-
mission is made a rule of court. If any appli-
cation ismado by the claimants for this pur-

thereof a refercnco back to the arbitrators for
the purpose of finding whether or not the city
has taken actual p on of the property
prior-to the award, and if the arbitrators find
that poseession lias not been taken, then it rests
with the city either to adopt the nward or to
pay the costs of the reference and-abandon the
whole thing.
