COLOR-SERGEANT GUNN NEWELIL

MILITARY MEMORIAL
SERVICE

In COmmemoratio;—ol Color-Sergeant
Newell of the St. Clair Borderers

Sunday last was a solemn and impres-
sive day in the Village of Warwick, when
the first military memorial service in
this district was held in St. Mary's
church, attended by the Warwick Home
Guard, 1n uniform, 50 strong, and many
officers and men of the 27th Regt. The
service was in commemoration of the
death of Color-Sergeant Gunn Newell
who died from wounds received in the
battle of Langemarck. He is the first
‘member of the St. Clair Borderers to
meet death at the front.

The service was held at 10.30, and al-
though the church is a large one it could
not hold one half of the immense” crowd
that had gathered to pay their last res-
pects to a brave and efficient soldier and
hero.

A procession was formed by the War-
wick Home Guard in charge of Sergt.
Dayies, of Watford, tollowed by the
Orangemen of the district. Among the
military men taking part in the proces-
sion were- Lieut.-Col. Kelly, Lient.-Col.
Kenward, Capts. hrwin ‘and ~ MclLaren,
Lieuts. Connolly, Matthews, Brown, Os-

borne and Smyth, of Watford ; Capt.
Waddell and Lieut. Campbell, of
Petrolea ; Capt. Smith, Forest; and

Lieut. Williams, of Arkona.

The service was conducted by Rev. W.
Murton Shore, rector of the parish,
assisted by Rev. S. P. Irwin, rector of
Watford, and chaplain of the 27th Regt.
It consisted of the burial service without
the committal, and the special war pray-
ers authorized by the Archbishop of Can-
terbury. Tke Rev. W. M. Shore took
for hisi text II, Samuel 1 : 25-26, ‘‘How
are the mighty fallen in the midst
of the battle,” “‘I am distressed for
thee, my brother Jonathan,’’ and II. Tim-
othy 4:7, *“I have fought the good
fight.”” Mr. Shore spoke very teelingly of
the dead soldier, saying that he knew
Sergt. Newell would be in the van, as he
was a soldier through and through. They
would miss him in many ways, in church
and in sports, for Sergt. Newell was
always prominent in all local activities.
He had a high sense of duty and in giv-
ing his life for King and country it could
be said ‘‘he had fought the good fight,
he had finished his course, and hence-
forth there was laid up for him a crown
of life.””

The Chaplain, Rev. S. P, Irwin, also
made a touching address, in which he
said that Sergt. Newell had brought
peculiar honor to Lambton and the 27th
Regt., as he was the first one from
this county to give his life in this world-
wide war. The Chaplain trusted that
other young men would be inspired to
come torward and fill the gap caused by
the taking away of one they mourned
to-day. In conclusion, Mr. Irwin, on
behalf of the officers, extended to the
bereaved family their sincere sympathy.

The late Sergt. Newell was 29 years
old. He is a son of Mr. and Mrs.
Thomas Newell, of Warwick Village. He
was a good citizen and an expert soldier
and his death is deplored by the whole
countryside. Deep and sincere sym-
pathy 1s felt by all for his bereaved
family.

Arriving at the Watford station at 8
P m. the party was met by a detachment
ot the 27th Regt., under command of
Sergt. Davies. A large concourse of
Seople had assembled to do honor to the

procession was formed and proceeded
through the town in the following’

The large crowd on foot respectfully
accompanied the cortege through the
village.

On arriving at Wisbeach church the
casket was carried on the shoulders of
the bearers into the building, where the
burial service of the Anglican church was
read and a short address delivered by
Rev. W, Murton Shore, the rector. The
remains were then conveyed to the
grave, where committal was made by
the rector snd a short prayer said by
Rev, S. P. Irwin, chaplain of the 27th,

The firing party, commanded by Sergt.
Davies, then discharged a farewell salute
and the bugler sounded the ‘‘Last Post.'’
The entire proceedings were of an ex-
ceedingly solemn and impressive nature.

Making the Little

Farm Pay

Duck farming is becoming more prof-
itable year by year. People are learn-
ing that ducks are the hardiest of do-
mestic fowls and are the easiest to
feed. Matured ducks of the larger
breeds are worth $1 to $1.25 each
dressed. The feathers add a few cents
to this,

Ducklings grow fast and reach a nice
roasting size at two months, it being
quite common to get a four pound fowl
at this age. They are a great delicacy
then, and as thc’y bring a higher rate
per pound than when matured it is
considered most profitable to market
them at a weight of three to four
pounds. Their feed up to this time
should conslst mainly of bran or shorts
wet to a thin mash with skimmilk,
adding a little cornmeal. Stale bread
or crackers soaked with skimmilk will
also do nmicely. They need a clover
patch to run in. Garden stuff is ex-
cellent. A little cracked corn is need-
ed in the last two weeks. In rais-
ing ducks to an age of six or eight
months considerable grain is required
in addition to the mash and green
stuff.

From time of hatching to five days
old provide the following mixture:
Cracker or bread crumbs and corn-
meal, equal parts by measure; hard
boiled eggs, 15 per cent of the total
bulk of crackers and meal; sand, 5 per
cent of the total of crackers and meal
Mix with water or milk and feed four
times a day.

From five to twenty days old the
following mixture: Wheat bran or
shorts, two parts by measure; corn-
meal, one part; rolled oats, 50 per cent

We all give the sincerest thanks for all
you sent us It is wonderful how the
American people have tried to help usin
these difficult circumstances. Never
must we forget that, and never may we
Belgians forget what the Dutch nation
has done, They received us with the
old Dutch hospitably, and they took care
of us in a splendid manner. We there-
fore send you a letter to satisfy you of
the letter found. We fled to Antwerp on
the 6th of October, 1914, from the Ger-
man soldiers, It was shocking. It was
abominable when we heard the shrapnel
over our heads and we can never forget
that. Luckily tor us we reached Holland
and there we are treated as well as we
may wish. All that we wanted was given
to us. Presently we are in Stedum, in
the north of the province of Croingen in
the north of Holland.  We all hope that
the Germans may be thrown out of our
dear Belgium, and that the allied armies
of Belgium, France and England may
gain the victory. It will be an abomin-
able sight in Belgium now. Many towns
and villages are destroyed. Receive yet
our sincerest thanks for the clothes and I
hope that you let us hear from you again.

The Canadian Militia Department has
authorized the organization of a Second
University Company for Overseas Ser-
vice, to go as a reinforcement to the
Princess Patricia’s Canadian Light In-
fantry. The company will be command-
ed by commanded by Captain Geo. C.
McDonald, of the McGill Contingent,
C.0.T.C, with Captain Percival Molson,
also of the McGill Contingent, C.0.T.C.,
as second in command.

“Respiration Calorimeter” Shows

Many Improved Methods.

ALSO VALUE OF FoODS.

Complete Kitchen Sent by Department
of Agriculture to San Francisco |s
Composite of Many Model Kitchens,
lllustrating Convenient Arrangement.

A machine by which may be meas-
ured the amount of energy expended
by housekeepers in doing various tasks
in different ways is a feature in the
department of agriculture’s office of
experiment stations. By this machine,
which is called a ‘“respiration calori-
meter,” many other experiments may
be carried out, such as, for example,
determining the relative values of vari-
ous foods. The accompanying iltus-

| trathon shows a medel of this machine,
{ which the department has sent to San

Francisco for its exhibit at the Pan-
ama-Pacific fair. Within is shown the

| chair where the subject of the experi-

ment sits, and without are seen the

| various pieces of apparatus used in
measuring and recording the energy
| expended by the body in doing various

tasks and in collecting data in experi-
ments regarding the relative value of
foods, ete.

A complete kitchen with a real stove,
refrigerator, sink, work table and oth-
er necessaries has also been sent. This
kitchen is not a model in the sense that
every housewife is to try to make
hers as nearly like it as possible, but
fs rather a composite of many possi-

|
ble model Eitchens and is aesignea
| to iustrate various essential princi-
ples of convenient kitchen arrange-
ment. The American housewife, for
whose special benefit the model has
been constructed, must judge from it
what appliances and improvements in
arrangement will best fit her peculiar
| household needs and those of her
purse.
[ One general idea emphasized by the
f department’s San Francisco kitchen 1s
! that the size of the ordinary kitchen
| should be small rather than large if
the room is to be used only for the
| preparation of the meals. It should
| be as compact as possible to save trav-
eling back and forth. The stove, ta-
ble and sink should be as near togeth-
| er as is convenient, and the distances
| to supplies and the dining room or
pantry should be short. On the floor
of the model room the distances most
commonly traveled in preparing and
serving meals are indicated by straight
lines.
“The fewer ornaments the better in
a housewife’s workshop” is the text
of another lesson of this little ex-
| hibit. Corners are rounded; surfaces
are plain; there are as few moldings
as possible to catch dirt, which must
| be removed with so much effort. One
feature is a table with legs that may
| be raised or lowered to suit the height
| of the worker.
|  The refrigerator ag it stands would
never in the world recommend itself
to any thrifty housewife, for one part
bf it is lined with solid porcelain, an-
other with enameled steel; another
with zinc painted with enamel paint
and another with unpainted zine, How-
ever, this refrigerator preaches a ser-
, mon of its own, for the advantag and
disadvantages of each particular lining
are explained in labels attached. Xach
| woman who reads may look for what
: suits her own refrigerator, and house-
| wives from the north or from the
south, from a high, dry region or a low,
moist region, may each decide which
feature is most adaptable for her own
use and pockethook.
A stew kettle is shown in several
common materials in the model kitch-
en, but no particular make is recom-
fmended. The aim is to show sauce
pans or kettles made of steel, alumini-
| um, enamelware, copper and earthen-
| ware, and descriptive labels explain
| how each material excels in its own
’ way and its disadvantages.

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HOUSEHOLD GENERALIZATION

How to Get the Most Out of Your In<
come. B S '

In the poor family the larger part
of the income is spent for the house-
hold "needs—food, service, laundry,
clothes and household supplies. These
lie in the woman's province, and it 1s
therefore fairer for the man to lay
aside such a sum as shall cover rent,
fnsurance, heat, light and his own per-
sonal needs and bank the rest of the
income in a checking account for his
wife.

lent in this land of high rents is
often calculated at one-third of the
income, but that is too large an obliga-
tion to assume, and one-fifth or one=
gixth is the only safe reckoning,

Heat and light it is impossible to
generalize about, as these expenses
will depend entirely on how and where
you live. If you live in an apartment
you can afford a higher rent in propor-
tion, as your heat will be provided.
The heat and light bills are usually
better left to the man to regulate and
settle, as he is better fitted to cope
with the furnace, and in the matter
of using light men are naturally the
more extravagant and careless. They
should therefore have the payment of
the bills and the understanding that
| that brings. Also in the matter of a
| mistake in the gas or electric meter a
; man usually feels that he is better
| able to attend to the subject than a
| woman.

‘ Food, however, comes entirely in the
. Woman’s province, and too large a
| sum often is allowed for it., This is

often not the woman’s fault, but is due
| to the man’s insistence on too much
and too expensive meat, The man
who thinks that he must have a roast,
| steak or chops every day is an impos-
| sible man to cater to economically or
efficiently. A variety of ecuts, fish
once or twice a week and an oceca-
sional meatless supper or high tea for
a change will keep the meat bill down
most amazingly, and the ecareful and
efficient housewife should have no dif-
ficulty in keeping her housechold bills
down.

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THE LUSITANIA SUNK
"BY GERMAN SUBMARINE

Over 1,100 Go to Thelr Death by Drown-
ing on the Irish Coast

ntion, May 8.—The Cunard liner
Lu&?lania. whicg sailed out of New York
last Saturday with more than 2000 souls
aboard, lies at the bottom of the ocean off
the Irish coast. She was sunk by a Ger-
man submarine, which sent two torpedoes
crashing into her side, while the passen-
gers, seemingly confident that the great,
swift vessel could elude the German
underwater craft, were having luncheon.

The Lusitania was steaming along
about ten miles off Old Head, Kinsale,
on the last leg of her voyage to Liverpool
when, about 2 o’clock in the afternoon,
a submarine suddenly appeared, and, so
far as all reports go, fired two torpedoes
without warning at the steamer. One
struck her nearthe bows and the other
in the engine room. The powerful agents
of destruction tore through the vessel’s
side, causing terrific explosions, Almost
immediately great volumes of water
poured through the openings, and the
Lusitania listed. y

Boats, which were already swung out
on the davits, were dropped overboard
and were speedily filled with passengers,
who had been appalled by the desperate
attack. A wireless call for help was sent
out, and immediately rescue boats of all
kinds were sent out, both from the
neighboring points along the coast and
Queenstown, ;

But within 15 minutes, as one survivor
estimated, and certainly. within half an
hour, the Lusitania had disappeared.

May 10th.—The statement issued by
the Cunard Company said :

*‘Up to midnight Sunday Queenstown
advise total number of survivors 764,
including 462 passengers snd 302 crew.

“One hundred and forty-four bodies
recovered, of which 87 identified and 57
upidentified. Identified bodies comprise
65 passengers, 22 crew.

“Number of persons injured: 30
passengers and 17 crew.””

There were somewhere around 1,906
persons on beard and this would reduce
the number of dead to about 1,134,
