the initial steps that mark its prog
are almost imperceptible even to the
most atfentive eye. But every advance
made in the line of progression contains
in itself the elements of additional pro-
gression. It is only after the lapse of
a considerable space of time that our
eyes note the advancement in the
growth of a plant, and it is only after
the intarval of a considerable period
that the growth of a nation can be diss |’
tinctly and unmistakably measured, It
is from these considerations that we
propose to survey the changes that one|
hundred years of our history present to
our contemplation to-day.

In 1781 the county of Annapolis (em-
bracing Digby, which was then a part
of it) did not contain one thousand
inhabitants; to-day the population (of|
both counties) I
numbers at forty thousand, an increase |
of four thousand per cent., which is
equal to an annual increase of forty per
cent! This rate of increase is much
greater than that shewn by the recent
census returns, and must be accounted
for by the great addition made in our
population by the invasion of the Loy
alists, about the beginning of the pes
riod which we have undertaken to|
review. By the influx of population in
1782 and 1783 the number of settlers
were nearly sextupied, and sufficiently
accounts for the fact that the ratio of
annual increase fora hundred years is
greater than our present rate of in-
crease. This augumentation of our
population, it must also be borne in
mind, has been made in the face of an
almost continuous and exhaustive
emigration to the neighboring Repubw
Jie, and to the adjoining provinces.

But the advance we have made in
population has not been the only one
we have scored. In agriculture an
equally rapid progress is to be witness.
ed. Dense masses of forest then
covered the slopes of the North and
South Mountain ranges nearly to the
river's edge. [Even in 1827 the two
counties together returned—by the
ceneus of that, year,—an area of * culti~
vated lands’ of only tweniy.two thou
sand acres, including pasture lands. A
single township to-day will returna
Jarger number! Scarcely a tree had
been cut between the Bay of Fundy
and the crest of the North Mountain
when the Loyalists landed on our
shores, and now there remains scarcely
enough of the original forest in that
district to furnish fuel to its inhabi-
tants, and thousands of cattle and
sheep now graze upon the lands which
then were but “howling wilderness.”
The settlements of Springfield, Falk-
land, Dalhousie, Albany, Inglisville,
Northfield,Delong,Maitland, Graywood,
Milford, Virginia, Lake LeRose and
Perrott, are all the creations of this
period, -and give employment and a
living to a large portion of our people,
while they add not inconsiderably to
the acreage of our cultivated lands, und
to the sum total of our agriculture and
Jumber products. At the commence~
ment of this century the beautiful disw
tricts of Torbrook and Meadowvale
were without inhabitants or dwellings,
and Stronach’s, Phinney's, Gates’, Han-
ley’s, Marshall’s, Young'’s and Parker’s
Mountains, locally so called, had only
very recently commenced the work of
settlement and improvement, and the
infant settlements in Clements were
just beginning to have strength suffis
cient to yield a meagre support to its
poor and foreign settlers. What a
change has been wrought since then !
All these settlements can now (after
supplying their own wants) export a
considerable surplus of a variety of
products for exportation.

Again, in 1781, no orchards, except a
few which had been long before plant.
ed by the old French habitans, graced
our landscapes; a few hundreds of
barrels of apples, chiefly of natyral
variety, formed the fruit harvest of the
country. From fifty to a hundred
thousand barrels of the choicest fruit
known in the world form the annual
production now, and new orchards are
being planted in all sections of the
County, which promise an increased
yield in the near future.  Nor is there
much danger of over production, since
we have not only found our way to the

inglish market, but are yearly con.
vincing the world of the superior
quality of the fruit we raise as compar-
ed with that furnished by France,
Germany and the United States of
America. The export value of our
pomological products has increased
more than one thousand fold within the
Jast half century and is still capable of
unlimited augmentation.

The writer can well remember when
grapes and tomatoes were unknown,
nay, unheard of, as a product of the
roil of Nova Scotia, though at the pre.
rent day both of these fruits are raised
in abundance,—the latter excelling
those imported from the countries
where they are of spontaneous growth,
in size and flavor. To these may be
added sweet corn and amber sugar
cane, still more recently introduced,
and which have alréady been so suce
eessfully grown as to furnish a source
of protit for manufacturing purposes,
and in the former case for export after
having been canned.

Wheat did not find many sowers in
this Province before the last decade of
the past century ; but from that period
until about 1820 it was very generally
sown on new or burnt lands in all seca
tions of the county. The trappean
so1l of the North Mountain being best
adapted to its growth, a great rush was
made to that district during the years
1800 to 1825, and although the crop was
sometimes considerably injured by the
ravages of the Hessian fly and the
nccurrence of rast, considerable quans
tities were raised, by which the impor.
tation of foreign flour was kept at a
minimum; but a time came soon after
when the wheat midge, miscalled
«“ Weevel,” attacked and very nearly
destroved the crop during a succession
of years. This occurred between 1840
and 1850, and our farmers, being much
discouraged, abandoned wheat sowing
as an unprofitable operation, and our
inports of flour from outside sources
rise’ in consequence, in vast propor-
1ions, until we paid anually, and chiefly
to a foreign, and not too friendly
country, nearly, if not quite, two
millions of dollare! With this yearly
drain upon our resources, no wonder
money was scarce, times bard, and our

An Interesting Insurance Case,

N. Y. Herald.]

Orrawa, Ont., Oct. 22.—An interesting
insurance case in which .the Connecticut
Mutual Insurance Company figures as
defendant, will shortly occupy the atten-
tion of the Government, It
appears that some time ago the heirs of a
Toronto gentleman named Moore com-
menced proceedings against the Connec-
ticut Mutual insurance Company to re-
cover the amount of policy of $25,000 on
the life of the deceased. The company
resisted payment on the ground that the
deceasedehad deceiyed them by misrepre-
senting his true physical condition when
he made application for insurance. Tt
geems Moore Bud received an injury to his
skull many years ago, which necessitated
trepanning. A short time before Lis death
he accidently struck hus head against some-
thing in such a manner as to knock in the
silver plate, which, coming in contact
with the brain, caused death. This the
company considered sufficient ground
upon which to resist payment of the claim.
The company fought the claimant throngh
all the courts until the case came before
the Privy Council in ‘England, where it
was finally decided against the company.
Time for satisfaction of the judgment hav,
ing elapsed without settlement, the plain-
tiff, by Kate Douglas Moore, daughtcr of
the deceased  insured, has notified the
Minister of Finauce that application will
be made to the Court of Chancery to have
the company declared insolvent and $100.,-
000 assets of the company in the hands of
the Government distributed among :the
policy holders. The amount of policies of
the company which existed in Canada on
December 31st last was $3,000,800, for
which Government only held $100,000.
The reason for the smallness of the de~
posit is that the company has trausacted
no new business in the 'Dominion since
1878, and previous to that time the law,
which has since been amended, only
required a deposit of that amount. The
insurance act of 1877 made provision for
such cases as this. Under its provisions
the Court of Chancery may declare any
company insolvent and order the amount
deposited with the Government to be ap-
plied pro rata toward the discharge of all
all claims of policy holders in Canada duly
authenticated against the company, for
the purpose of waking which distributjon
an assignee must be appointed by the
Court.

The Diphtheria Plant. °*

PROEESSOR WOOD EXPLAINS HOW THE DIS-
EASE IS PROPAGATED,

From the Philadelphia Times, Oct. 12.

Some light was thrown upon the ori
gin of diphtheria last night in a lecture
before the Academy of Natural Sciences
by Professor Horatio C. Wood, who
gave the result of his researches in
connection with Dr. Henry F. Formad,
involving the important discovery that
ahis fatal and insidious disease is, pro-
pagated by a miscroscopic plant, or
fungi, existing in all human beings, es.

any other crop, we shall do justice to1t
and treat our meadows liberally. Just
now it is very important to consider
’what this treatment shall be, A coarse,
tufty growth should not be left on the
surface, which dies but does not rot,
and is in the way ot the mower next
season ; but this cannot now be remov.
ed by pasturing, which would only
leave it in patches, nor by mowing,
which would be a costly way of getting
rid of it, unless it is considered that the
advantage would over-ride the expense.
Perhaps to mow over such a surface,
and leave the cuttings on the ground
as & mulch and fertilizer, might be
a cheup way of disposing of it. But the
most helpful thing to do is to give a fair
top-dressing of manure, fine and well
rotted, before the winter. This wilb be
well washed into the soil to nourish
the roots; so that an early and rapid
growth will be made in the spring,
after a smoothing harrow has been run
over the surface to break up any lumps
that may remain. This early growth is
the greatest advantage, because the
crop being cut before the usual dry
weather occurs, a second growth begins
immediately and is ready to cut very
soon after the usual first cutting would
have been under any circumstances.

During the hot, dry season, the soil is
well shaded and protected, and the
roots are uninjured, and when the sec.
ond crop has been gathered, a third

gets under way atonce. This exacting
treatment of course requires liberal re-

turn, and in this case the “ liberal sou]

shall be made fat.”” In fact, niggardli

ness in the treatment of the soil is the

worst economy, while liberality is re-

turned many fold. This is especially

the case with regard to grass lands,

which in America, on the average, can

pagture one steer or cow, only, upon

seven acres ; while in England pastures

that will fatten one bullock per acre

are common.
